Dear Sir,-

I am taking the liberty of addressing you in a matter which

elosely touches MeGill University.

In 1846, the Rev. Wm. Turnbull Leach was appointed Professor of

Classical Literature. In the following year he became Vice-Principal.

His salary was then supposed to be £100 a year, but even that slehder sum
was often in arrears.

The Rev. Mr. Leach became Acting Prineipal, and served for years

In 1886, at the age of 83, he retired after 40 years in the office
of Vice Prineipal, and in various Professorial Chairs.

Sir Wm. Dawson used to say that the University must have perished,
had it not been held together by the sagacity and perseverance of Acting
Prineipel Leaech, during several critical years preceding the appointment of
a Prineipal. This utterence of his is recalled by graduates now living,

and is expressed in one of Prineipal Dawson's historical addresses.

His widow, now aged 82, lives in Montreal. She has no pension
or allowance from the University and, as far as I can learn has never
applied for any. She is not even aware that I am making this effort on her
behalf. Her inecme is ineonsiderable; it has always been so and is barely
sufficient for her needs.

These are facts which are known to some of the older graduates

and which have engaged theil sympathetic consideration. Among these I mention
Mr. Francis MacLennan and Dr. W. D. Lighthall.

I know that this may seem a very inppportune time to suggest additional
outlay of any kind, but at the age of 82, health is uncertain and life is short.
To delay until the return of better times may be to wait too long.

Would it not be a gracious and just act on the part of the Governors
to bestow a pension, even though a modest one, upon Yrs., Leach, in grateful
recognition of unforgettable services rendered by her husband and to bring
needed comforts and ease to her for the remaining years of her life? Such a
pension could not be an appreciable burden on the finaneces.
