Often an abscess will form inside of
the ear—after the ear trouble we
talked of yesterday—and this will
break and discharge. If this occurs
the pain will be less, but the ear must
be Kkept very clean. It should be
syringed with a warm solution of
boraci¢ acid every three hours—or
oftener if: the discharge collects
rapidly. The ear must be carefully
dried after every trea‘.tmem.,> I men-
tioned this‘ thoro drying vesierday,
and let me repeat it now, so that
mothers will watch this on every oc-
casion, even when it is just a matter
of ‘the daily cleansing. Sometimes the
discharge is very Irritating to the skin
around the ear and it will becotne
quite sore. In such cases “7ash the
sore parts with olive oil and apply a
soothing ointment several times daily.

With —egard to ointments for use on
baby in case of skin £hafing, T have
found that mutten tallow, obtained by
clarifying pure mutton fat, is superior
to any patent salve on the market.

This is useful for all simple skin
trouble; in cas¢ of cczema use a doc-
tor's prescription.

But to return to our subject. Some-
times high fever accompanies absces$
in the ear. In such cases it is well to
consult an ear doctor, who will give !
almost instant relicf and prevent any |
more sérious trouble,

The most serious ear disease ' is
what i$ known as mastoid abscess,
This occurs in the mastoid bone just
behind the ear. There is pain, swell-
!ng and tenderness of this part, and
if it is allowed to go.on far enough
there will be redness and the ear will
be made to stand right out by reason
of the intense swelling behind it. If
this is noticed, do not delay a mo-
ment, but have an ear specialist see
the child at once. Immediate treat-
ment is needed, otherwise the infec-
tiox} may burrow upward and cause
serious brain trouble.

Applylng local home treatments, or
relying on neighborly advice will not
do .'%t all. If you cannot call in a
specialist, the case will be treated at
the Sick Children's or the General
Hospitals.
As preventive measures against ear
troubles it is well to spray the baby's
nose and throat after heing out on a
windy d:1,'v; watch for adenoids or en-
larged topsils and have them attended
to, and af all times keep the nose and
mouth cirdfully clean,

Early Spfing Preparation

Scme S_uitabio Annuals That May Be
Planted Now. '

Every common annual does: not lend
itself readily " to transplanting, while
again, a goodly number are vastly im-
proved by this same gardening man-.
oeuvre,

Sweet_vpeas are mot ood transplant-
ers. Neither are poppies. - Indeed, we
may lay down as g general rule in
transplanting that all annuals or per-
ennlals, that send out long, thin, tape-
like roots, are not good transplanters.

In deciding on the various seeds, it
is well to bear in mind. the. different
blooming periods, For instance, as-
ters, as everyone’knows. are late sum-
mer and early autumn bloomers, So
are chrysanthemums, and golden glow
and some of the anemones, If these
late blooming annuals are sown too
early the blooming season will be ad-
vanced from one tg three weeks, and
as a consequence, early autumn wil’
find your garden bare of the late
bloomers. But this ¢an be easily avoid.
ed by sowing tweo or three crops of
the same plant, at intervals of, from
one to three weeks.

I think it is always a wise plan to
SOW three crops of asters, for instance,
at }nte-rvals of one week or ten-days.
It is thus possible’to have asters ‘in
the middle of summer and late in' the
fall. Two or more sowings -of poppies
are also advisable, for the same rea-
son. There are some of these brilliant
and luxuriant bloomers that one ngver
tires of, especially where the plants
present varieties of form and color-
ing.

The ordinary June pink. fringed and
very double, may be sown in two crops,
one now, so that early June flowering
will take place, and another box" two
weeks later, for fall bloom.

Cosmos is also a late bloomer, -but
S80W-two hoxes. Some seeds are very
fine, like minute grains of sand, black
and shining.’ These are the Sweet Wil-
liams, the pinks, the <¢olumbines, the
boppies and ‘others. Other seeds are
flat, tufted, whitish, oblong and fuzzy,
such as the asters. Who does not know
the seed of the nasturtium, or the flat
hollyhock disk?

But no matter what the size or shape
are
well covered up and pressed flat into
the earth as advised.

BRITISH AGRICULTURAL LABOR.
According to figures given by Mr.
Charles Rodin Buxton, honorary sec-
retary of the land inquiry committee,
in The London Daily Chronicle, the
number -« of agricultural laborers in
Great Britain bes  decréased since
1881 by mnearly 200,000. An apparent
increase during the last decade is ac-
counted for by the fact that many
laborers served in the Boer war, and
that at the census of 1911 more ac-
curate classification was adopted.
The exodus from the villages still
continues, either by emigration to
oversea countries or by migration to
the larger centres of \populutioﬁ’;
This movement is explained as due
principally to low wages, long heurs
and the absence of a Saturday half-
holiday. In other words, the agricul-
tural laborer, long identified with the
acceptance of stereotyped conditions,
is now acquiring a broader outlook.
He has commenced to realize his lack
of opportunity, and as his knowledge
of the advantages offered by the over-
sea Dominions increases, 50 will his
willingness to break away from the
bonds that have' Ircld him to the place
and station into which he was born.

-*But’I find that my' health is not
sufficiently restored to allow me ade-
quitely to fulfil the numerous duties
incumbent upon the representative -of
a constituency such as mine.

“Rather ithan fail in this, I prefer
giving up my seat to another chosen
by you, who will be ready at all times
to meet the many requests and ren-
der full justice to the electorate.

“Above all considerations I would
have ‘been happy once more to up-
hold those principles and reforms
which had earned your approval in
the past, at the same time attending
to the numerous duties imposed upon
the representative of any large con-
stituency, but, my physical condition
not allowing this, I think it preferable
to give up the position. :

“I have, therefore, sent in my resig-
nation after consulting with as many
of my constituents as possible.

“I can only thank you most sincere-
ly for the loyal suppeort which you
have given me for nearly eighteen
vears and hope that the representative
chesen by you will be as earnesily de-
voted to your interests as I have tried
to be.
