ST. LAWRENCE VIITER AVGA-
TION.

rhe Montreal Board of Trade afforded
lir. E. W. Sewell, of Quebec, an opportu-
nlity, on the 8tb inst., of explaining the
scheme of iwinter navigation which lie ias
recently submintted to the Dominion Gov-
ernment. W'e have read with attention
the reports in the daily papers of Mr'
Sewell's address, but we own that we have
been unable ta discover any grounds on
which the large subsidies demanded could
be justified, and we are therefore not sur-
prised ta leari ilat the opinion Of Si'
John A. Macdonald was, that the sum
appeared enormous, and ý could not be

got through Tarliament." It is obvious
that, as regards mail service, no great
advantage woiuld accrue ta the Dominion
by the establishment of winter navigation
ta Quebec. At present our mails are
delivered wiih great punctuality, and at
Canadian ports throughout the year. We
do not believe that there is the least
probability that any remunerative pas-
senger traffie could be established during
the winter nonths ta Quebec. 'Thie ques.
tion then is, as ta the probability of
freight being sent by that route, and
whether it would be for the general
interest of the people of the Dominion
ta pay a large subsidy ta assist vessels in
carrying freight on such terms as would
enable them ta compete with the existing
lines of steamers. We do not discuss the
feasibility of the scheme, and are quite
willing to assume its practicability on Mr.
Sewell's assurance, that vessels can be
constructed of sufficient strength ta en-
able theni ta force their way through any
ice in the St. Lawrence. Our objection
ta the schieme is founded on the inex-
pediency of granting subsidies ta ship-
owners for undertaking ta build ships ta
compete with othe lines. The enter-
prise should not be undertaken unless
likely ta prove remunerative, and if it
should prove so, then no subsidy should
be required. We can conceive a case in
which it mliglit be fairly argued that it
was worth risking a large sum t2 make an
experiment on a work of great national
utility which n'as beyond the means of
the proimoter. In the present case Mr.
Sewell is so confident of success that lie
is willing Io abandon all claim ta com-
pensation in case of failure. On what
ground tien cnn a subsidy be defended ?
Its effect would simîply be ta place him on
a footing of superiority ta the owners of
other ships. And on what pretencecould
his demand foi freedom from Mllontreal
port charges be urged ? His steamers
could only come to Montreal at the saime
periods of the year asother steamers, and
yet he claims that they should be ex-
empted froni the custonary charges. We
readily admit that any expenditure on
lights and f og signals with a view to dimin-
ish the danger and difficulty of naviga-
tion in the St. Lawrence in the autumn
and vinter monts is justifiable, and in
accordance wvitli long established policy,
but this cannot le fairly cited as a pre.
cedent for Mr. Sewels claim. 'Thiere was
not nicli discussion at the meeting. Mi.
If. Lyman urged that it ivas better to
postpone making new claims on the Gov-
er'nent w'hile we were irging the aboli-
tion of canal tolls, and of the paynient of
interest on the Lake St. Peter debt. Mr.

Cramp believed that the plan was of
great importance, and that it should
engage the consideration of the Council
of the Board of Trade so as ta obtain a
report on the feasibility of the scheme,
and thought that there was no probability
of its receiving any real or practical con-
sideration from the Govermnent at pres-
ent. All joined in thanking Mr. Sewell
for his address, aifter which the meeting
adjourned.

IMMIGRATION..

'Plie Hon: J. Il. Pope, Minister of Agri-
culture, bas communicated ta Sir A. T.
Galt a memorandum containing the basis
of an immigration schieme to be carried
out by the joint action of the Imperial and
the Dominion Governments ; and, as there
can be no doubt froam Mr. Gladstone's
speech introducing the Irish Land Bill
that the Imperial Goverument will be pre-
pared ta end aid ta emigration, it may be
hoped that some satisfactory plan can be
devised. The Pacifi Railway Company
lias also pusblished a circular stating the
terms on which they will dispose of their
lands in the North-West. Mr. Pope's
scheme lias for its object the removal of
entire famifies from .Ireland, and he sug-
gests that, by pre-arrangement, any re-
quisite nunber of farm lots·might be pre-
pared for occupation and a dwelling
erected, the total cost of divelling and the
preparation of 8 acres for crop being
estimated at from £35 ta £40, and the
transportation charge at about £40. This
aMount would be a filrst charge on the land,
payable by annual instalments, with inter-
est. It is suggested that the movenent
mnight lie conducted under a commission
ai' a National Emigration Association with
an adequate ôrganization bath in the
United Kingdon and'in Canada, and that
the Imperial Government should make
advances ta suci association at a loi yrate
of interest secured upon the settlers'land.
Every facility would .be given by the
Government in the way of setting apart
tracts of land, and forwarding the emi-

grants ta Winnipeg, when' Governmeiint
land guides would takeéchage-of tien
and show them their respective lots. The

scbeme seems ta be feasible, and it nIy
be hoperd that itý wiii lead ta same satis-
factory arrangement etween the tWO

Governments. It is beyond doubt that

there are parts of. Ireland, particulal'y the
Western counties, where no substantial

relief cani lie given except by emigration.
It appears fron certain questions, put

in the House of Commons to the Tnder

Secretary of State for the Colonies by

Mr. Anderson M.p., that the. £2.fee on
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the '160 acres of free grant land is object-
ed to. It is to be regretted that this fee

should be exacted under the circum-

stances, and more especially as the Cana

dian Government, though professing sym-
pathy and readiness to aid, is really doing
nothing whatever. It is not likely, how-
ever, that, if negol jations took place, the.
demand would be adhered to.

The Pacilie Railway scheme is more
suitable for capitalists, or persons with

means to purchase. We are glad to notice
that the. plan which lias been followed
with so much advantage in Minnesota is
to be adopted in the North-West of Can-
ada. The price of the land is to be $2.50
an acre, payable in instalments, but there

will be a rebate 'of $1:25, or one-half for

every acre brought under cultivation with-
in three to five years from the date of pur-
chase. There will be special rates for land

required for cattle-raising and other pur-
poses, not involving immediate cultivation.
It is announced that the company expect
to have 250 miles of railway vest of
Winnipeg in operation by the close of the
present year, and 650 miles further to tise
foot of the Rocky Mountains by the end
of 1884. We do not understand that this
special reference to the prairie section
implies that the other sections will be
neglected, but that they are those in
which the part ivs to whom the circular is
addressed are chieily interested. It is
evident that the parties controlling the
Pacific lailway are not disposed to with-
hold the lands from settlers witL a view
to increased prices in the future. It may
be inferred that the prospects of an in-
creased immigration are highly encour-

aging.

GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY.

An interesting memorandum from Sir
Henry Tyler, inreply to a circular froi
Col. Grey President of the Great Western
Company on the subject 'of the proposed
fusion of the interests Of the two com-
panies, bas been published. It purports
to have been writte n in consequence of
representations made by.influential share-
holders in both companies, and is an able
argument in favour of the proposed amal-
gamation. We should infer from the
letter of a Great Western shaieholder,
which bas been published in some of the
Canadian papers, that the object which
Sir Henry Tyler desires to accomplish is
not understood, although it has been very
clearly and satisfactorily explained. The
shareholder gives the operations of the
two companies and their 'respective divi-
dends, and the market value of the

.rspective stoc)s, arguing thatn, Pe on

the principle of Great Western ordinary
stock dividing equally with Grand Trunk
second preference, an amalgamation
will be injurious to the former. Al this
is quite beside the question raised by
Sir lenry Tyler, which is not an amalga-
mation of the various stocks, but a pool-
ing arrangement on equitable principles,
with the view of materially reducing ex-
penses and giving a larger net income to
each 'company, which income vould be
divided among the respective sharebold-
ers and bondholders, precisely as their
respective net revenues are at present
divided. Sir Henry Tyler bad stated on
a former occasion that £200,000 a year
might be saved by the amalgamation, and
he criticizes with some severity the incon-
sistent statements of his opponent, who
on different occasions said that not one-
half, one quarter, one-tenth could be
saved, virtually admitting by his inconsist-
encies that he had not given any careful
consideration to the subject. Sir lIenry
Tyler states that the saving was " origin-
" ally estimated by our executive oflicers
"in Canada on careful consideration at a

considerably higher figure tha n I have
"ever stated." Sir Henry Tyler points
ont that the aggregate receipts of the
two companies were £3, 250,00-so that
£200,000 would be about 6 per cent.
Sir Henry, without entering into details,
states in general terms how by a " fusion
of receipts," not "an amalgamation of
capitals," great economy migltbesecured,
such as joint agencies instead of separate
competing agencies absence of comiet-
ing trains and the advantage of joint
working traffic, and comnon use of cars;
consolidation of establishments, especially
at points where two systems meet; and
consolidation of general offices in Can-
ada and London. These and the absence
of competition would, there can be little
doubt, effect the moderate percentage of
"gain" estimated by Sir Henry Tyler. It
is pointed out in the memorandum, in
reply to an objection formarly raised as
to engagements. with American compa-
nies, that the allies of the Great Wester n
'would naturally become still more allies
of the joint system." It ivould.be more
" powerful to command the assistance of
" American allies, and to resist the action
"of American rivals.2 Nothing can be
fairer than the propositions of Sir Henry
Tyler, who says " if the two companies

unite umder any scl eme involving iden-
tity of interest, and if the two s.ystems
are worked under_ ope and the sanie

"management, tien obviously wbat is
" good for the one is good for the other.
"Their interests become identical; They
" ii3t prospe gg ag; tage.her." While

we referte tohe subject of the fusion of
interests of the two companies, we zMay
remark that, as the parties interested
are nearly all residents in the United
Kingdom, and well able to take care of
their own interests, Canada is more
likely to benefit than to suffer froni the
continuance of competition.

WESTERN T.RAFFIC.

The mercantile community in Montreal
are waiting with no little anxiety the
action of the Government with regard to
the canal tolls on merchandize' destined
for the West. The period is approaching
when the canals will be opened for traffic,
and it is notorious that the State of New
York bas decided to allow the free use of
the Erie Canal on all traffic destined for
the West. Whatever opinion may be
formed as to the policy of abolishing the
canal tolls, we cannot imagine that there
will be any serious difference of opinion as
to the necessity of following the example
of our neighbors. If the canals were the
property of private individuals or of joint
stock companies the action taken by the
State of New York would necessitate the
adoption of a similar policy by the owners
of the competing 1une. Althougi «Mon-
treal is considered by many.,to be specially
interested in thisquestion, it must be
borne in mind that the great object is to
secure as large an amnount as possible of
the traidic ta and from the West for the
St. Lavrence route. After the enormous
expenditure of money that has been
made during' the last fifty years, with
the view of securing this traffic, we cannot
imagine that our Government will r'eniain
quiescent whien sudh an act of aggression as
that of abolishing the Erie Canal tolls ias
been perpctrated. - The danger is that,
owing to the absence of the Minister of
Railways and Canals, under circumstances
which are the cause of general regret,
there may be delay in taking the steps
whiclh a-e generally considered to be absoý
lutely necessary. It is only the more de-
sirable that all specially interested in the
St. Lawrence trade should use every effort
to keep the question constantly under the
notice of the Government; and of course
the Harbor Commissioners and the Board
of Trade have special responsibilities,
which there ia no danger whatever of their
evading. We have watched with much
interest all the discussions which have
taken place on the subject of the remission
of the debt for' the improvements on the
river, and we are bound to state our con-
viction that there is ro ground whatever
to reproach eilther of the bodies referred
to, or the city members, ith want of zeal.
'Ye venture to hae rd tie opiion thbt if
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the truth vere known, it would be found
that the total remission of the St. Law-
rence improvement debt was deemed a
greater sacrifice of revenue than circum-
stances would admit of. If the grounds
on which the reinission is claimîed are tena-
ble, success is merely a question of time.

As to the.canal toils, we learn from a
moning contemporay that Mr. A. Robert-
son, Chairman of the Harbor Commis-
sioners, lias suggested the remission of all
tolls on the St. Lawrence canals on traffic
thmt lias paid tolls on the Welland Canal,
and aise the remission of all tolls on the
Welland on trafEc that lias paid tolls on
the St. Lawrence. This would be merely
extending to merchandize of every des-
cription a principle that lias been applied
to several leading articles already, and
there ouglit to ho no difliculty in adopt-
ing it.

THE ONTARIO BOUNDARY QUES-
TION.

Wýre reaiily comply with the request of
Mr. W. McD. Dawson to insert his lette-
commenting on a recent article of ours in
which n-e adverted to a discussion in the
House of Comaions on the Manitoba
bouudary bil. Mr. Dawson complains
that his name was l unvarraintably used."1
His brother, Mr. Simon Dawson, laving
referred i lis speech to the evidence be-
fore the Select Committee in ISSO, wlien
Mr. McD. Dawson nas a principal witness,
we on that we fail to see ho;' it would
be possible to discuss the boundary ques-
tion at ail without referring to the reports
and evidence of the Messrs. Dawson. As
for what Mr. Dawson says about political
and party purposes, our own opinion is
that the boundary question is entirely
unconneoted with politics. We admit
that, witl a knowledge of the factof n-hich
Mr. McD. Dawson, we observe, declares
himself ignorant, although it is noticed
in the sketch of Mr. Simon Dawson in the
"Camîadan Parlia'meitary Companion,"
that his brother was the avowed advocate
of the formation into a separate Province
of ( the great central region known as AI-
goma, extending from the Sls t to the 95th
meridian, that is from French River to
the Lake of the Woods," we assumed that
Mr. McD. Dawson vas of the same opinion.
The sole ground on which any one w-ould
think of forming such a province would
be the correctness of the opinion, which
is held to the best of our belief by the
brothers Dawson alone, of those who bave
given evidence. on the subjeot, that the
Western boundary of Ontario is at the
Easterly entrance of Like Superior- The
Act of last session bas completely dis-

posed of the Algoma question, but it; will
be observed that Mr. McD. Dawson per-
sists in his opinion that the boundary of
Ontario is at the Easterly entrance of
Lake Superior, notwithstanding his onn
report of 1857, and the fact of the old
Province of Canada having during many
years exercised jurisdiction over the
territory knovn as Algoma.

Mr. Dawson lias referred to the strong
language used by Sir John A. Macdonald
regarding the management of the case
f shamefully and deliberately mis-
managed," and states that he would him-
self use the milder term "mistakenly."
What we pointed out was that Sir John
Macdonald and Mr. Dawson held a com-
mon.opinion that the case had been mis-
managed by Counsel, and that, inasmuch
as the opinions of Sir John and of Mr.
Dawson are as wide as the poles asunder as
to what are the true boundaries, it was
simply impossible that Counsel could
manage the case so as to satisfy them
both. In 1S72 Sir John Macdonald made
the claim on the part of the Dominion
that the Western boundary of Ontario was
wh-at is known as the due North line fronà
the confluence of the Ohio and Mississippi
rivers, and the Northern boundary the
height of land. Mr. Mills was Minister
of the Interior in Mr. Mackenzie's Govern-
ment., and his well-known opinion is that
the Western bouidary is far te the West
of' where it was placed by the aw-ard, and
much what the brothers Dawson contend-
ed for in days gone by, and before they
received new light on the subject. We have
not the most remote idea what Mr. Mac-
kenzie's opinion may be. What we do
knon- is that Counsel ware instructed te
defend the claim put forward by Sir John
Macdonald in 1872. Now let us enquire
w-hat Mr. McD. Dawson's opinion is re.
garding that claim. As to the Westerly
boundary, he sai.i with reference to the
ruling of the court at Q'ebec in ISS in
favor of the due North line, " I hardly
"think that any surveyor, geographer or
" delineator of boundaries of any experi-
"ence or scientifie attainments would
" concur in that decision." Regarding
the boundary of the height of land, Mr.
Dawson in the same evidence given in
1857 uses the following expression, " the

boundary designated for us by the Hud-
son's Bay Company, viz., the water-shed
o cf the St. Lawrence, and for which there

" is no earthly aut-hority except them-
" selves." In his letter -in our present
number he states "l the Dominion case vas
"based on historical error and fallaclous
' assumption from first to last."

We do not propose at present to add
anything to our former remarks as to the

alleged mismanagement of the case in
support of the Dominion claim as upheld
by Sir John Macdonald and others. We
confine our attention to Mr. McD. Dawson.
It must be obvious that the Dominion
Counsel had to advocate some define:1
boundary, and when Mr. Dawson charges
the Counsel with being " mistaken " in
their management of the case, he must
mean that they, or the Government which
they represented,wore wrong in contending
for Sir John Macdonald's boundary instead
of for that favoured by Mr McD. Dawson.
We are assured by Mr. McD. Dawson that
his views and his brother's on the question
are " in many of its ramifications diame-
trically the opposite of each other." This
certainly is news to us. The really im-
portant point is the Westerly boundary of
Ontario. The Messrs. Dawson hold the
same opinion that the true boundary is
the Easterly entrance into Lake Superior.
"Many of its ramifications " is a formid-
able description of whatever differences
may exist between the brothers as to the
Northern boundary, and to which we
have no clue.

Whatever opinions Mr. Dawson may
entertain as to the bearing which the
territorial extent of Ontario might have
had on the question of Confederation,.it
is notorious that much more extensive
territories than those aivarded by the
arbitrators were claimed by Sir John
Macdonald and Sir George Cartier as legal-
ly belonging to Canada on the ground of
their having formed part of the old Pro-
vince of Quebec. Those territories, what-
ever may have been their limaits, ivere
made part of the old Province of Upper
Canada by the Act and Proclamation of
1791, and vere made part of Ontario by
the Act of 1867. It is, under the circdim-
stances, a strange assertion that IQuebec
"nwould never have submitted to have
"had the whole of the early French

possessions of the North West part of
"Ontario." Quebec most assuredly bad
no claim whatever to any of those terri-
tories, and Mr. Dawson must be wellaware
that what may be called "the disputed
territory " constitutes but a small portion
of those " early French possessions." On
the whole we heaîrtily thank Mr. McD.
Dawson for bis letter The important ques-
tion at iseue is the Western boundary of
Ontario fixed by the award at the North
Western angle of theLake of the Woods.
Nearly all of the suggested lines, eleven
in number, carry the boundary West of
that point. The one on which the Do-
minion bas placed reliance Mr. Dawson
declares to be '-based on historical error
and fallacious assumption from first to
last.'1 lis owrn and his brother's boindary
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line is based entirely on the commissions'
of Governors, and we find in the re-
portof the Dawyson Committee of 1880
the tollowing passage- "It may be re,
marked tiat the judges who appeared

before your Committee seemed to be

strongly of the opinion that the boundaries
of provinces wvith constitutional Govern-
nients could notibe altered by commissions
to Governors or proclamations." Who
but the Messrs. Dawson think otherwise ?

THE BANK STATEMENTS.

There is little change in the bank re-
tuns, The circulation has slightly in-
creased, and the deposits are rather less.
About two millions and a quarter las been
svithdrawyn from New .York, and the dis-
coutits in Canada have increased by about
the sanie amount. There is a reduction
in the specie of about two hundred and
tifty thousand dollars, and an increase in
Dominion notes to a little more than that
anount. Of the aggregate reseervs about
tivo-thirds are in Dominion notes. The
Dominion note circulation bas increased
to about 3137,000, of which $118,000 is in
the large notes of $50, $100, q50) and
01,000, held chiefly by the batiks.

On
arrival ait these points the potatoes are dis-
posed of et good paying figures, 80c and 85c
per bag baving been obtained in Chicago.

dian groe ers, who are meeting the demand
liberally, but, judging fron the !etters of enquiry
received at this office, somtie Qainadian dealers
have conceived the idea iof making direct ship-
ments which, probably, wil prove quite as
profitable, or more so, than selling to American
buyers.

'tiaurdai and murial,
MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.

THURsDAY, 14th April, 1881.
The home distribution of general merchandise

continues to be restricted by the infavorable
weather and backwardness of the season; with
the exception of hardware, the movement of
which has been stiimuslated by the reduction of
Grand Trunk freight rates, none of the various
branches of trade eau be called active. It is
satisfactory, however, to know that the
material interests of the country have seldom
been in a better condition, and tibat, so
far fromn any feeliug of despondency, busi-
ness men are coiident o renewed activity
lindpr the influence of more se sonable weather

and the opening of navigation, now imminent.
Reinittaices are more generally reported
favorable this week, and prices for all staples
rule remarkably steady. There bas been no-
thing doing in grain or freights within the
week, exporters awniting the nearer approach
of vessels. The money market rules quiet, at
4 to 5 per cent. interest for call loans, and 5 to
6 for time do. There is rather more de-
mand for accommodation,and mercantile paper
is discounted at 6 to 7 per cent, as ta name and
date. In Sterling Exchange, no business doing;
9 prem. is about the bottos figure at swhich it can
be bouglt, but there is little or none offering.
Draftson New York nomieallyquoted ai ù to
j prem. The week opened strong in the stock
market, but speculators baving retired from the
field, values bave reacted towards their former
level for somie of the leading securities. Toronto
Bank shows a decline of 2 per cent., Marchants
3, Jacques Cartier 3, City Passenger 14, and
City Gas 21, sie last Thursday. Montrea,
Merchants, Ontario, Toronto, Jacques Cartier,
Quebec, Hlamilton and Federal banks will de-
clare dividends this month. Specuslat'ion is rite
as to the Bank of Montreal dividend, somsse pre-
dicting 5 per cent. and others 4, vith a bonus.
City Gus Stock lias been weakened, on the
report that several large corporations in this
city liad decided to tutilize the electric ligit.
The market closes firmer ail round, with 185
bid for Montreal Bank.

BOO-s AND SHoEs. Many of the factories are
still working to their full capucity on back
orders ; country cuîstomers are pressing the
shipmnent of goods, anide as the majority bouglt
cautiously im January and February. travellers
are starting out ou their sortinsg-usp trip with
prospects of doing a good trade. A few manu -
facturers report tit thev have already com-
mseuced ta cut for FaIl gonds. Remittances fair.
In the Boston Market prices are fairly steady,
the only variation being i conmon wax boots,
which bave been sold to a few early buyers St
per cise less tian a year ago. The .Bulletfi
says that one of the features of the heavy boots
taube oiered the coming season is the general
use of muetalic counîlters. Another is the
extensive substitution of clinching 'screws in
place of.pegs.

CATTE.-Tiere was a large increase in the
arrivais of live stock during the nveek, occasioned
by the demand for the Easter market. 53 car-.
loads were offered on Tuesd'ay, anId, owing to
the choice quaility, were readily disposed of at
adv'snced figures ; 5c ta o 6 er lb., ivere, tise
gaîsral prices paidvit i c to 9te for pize sttck

.lIARDVAiE AND IRON.-While there is a sat-
isfactory absence of heavy transactions on
speculative account, all our large bardware
bouses are kept as busy as they can be, filuing
orders for travellers, to mcet legitimate con-
simptive requirements. There bave been a few
Ontario general merchants in the market, sort -
iîg up, but considerable of the activity notice-
able just iow consists in shipping heavy goods,
whichs have been held back for the reduction of
Grand Trunk freight rates, wvhich took effect

last Monday. A general reduction of about 20
per cent on the od tariff rates, or 2c to 3c per
100 lbs. on iron and oails, etc.. bas been made,
and the railway authorities offer no promise of
a further reduction this spring. Prices rulc
remarkably steady, and the keen competition
anong sellers keeps profits small. The outlook,
however, is regarded as favorable. Tin plates
continue firm, in sympathy with the Enghlish
market, annd a sale ai' 1,000 boxes coke between
houses here at $4.50 is reported ; one or two
other round lots are said to have been offere d,
and smaller sales wouild probably aggregate
2,000 boxes. In Canada plates small lots have
changed bands at $3.25. Bar iron, nails, etc.,
in steady demand, at unchanged prices ; a good
many nails being shipped, as the building se-
son opens. Ingot lin and cepper ratber scarce
ut lust week's prices. Piq Jron quiet; sales
stili confined to small consurmers' lots, chiefly
of Summerlee, on'a cash basis of $19. There
have been more enquiries from large Western
buyers, but for future dehivery ; nothing expect-
ed to be done in large lois until the opening of
navigation Remittances good.

Du's AND CiEsMicAL.-luisiiess continues
quiet, particularly for the ieavier classes of
goods, which are moving very slowly. Stocks
are not heavy here ; bolders are not pressing
their goods, and buyers are holding off for ar-
rival of spring shipimlents, when they expect te
buy at favorable prices. The tone of the mar-
ket in England is still languid and drooping,
and there seems to be more disposition on the
part of manuîfacturers to meet the views of
buyers. Bleaching Powsder, Sul Soda, and Bicart
Soda casn be obtained sa ut lower rates tissn
for the past nine months, and by next mail some
improvement in the demand is expected to be
reported. Quinine and Noephias are a little
easier, the latter in sympathy vith a decline
and w'eakening of tie Ojauin market. The pros.
pects of the growimg crop of opium is very
favorable l'or a good barvest, and haliers of
the gum are becomingi anxious to unload.
Borax is firmer, Potassii Jodide is a little
lower.

DAIna PRoDUcE.-Nothiig has transpired
dnring the week tu relieve the monotony of
dullniess which lias so long characterized the
local Butter market. A fair jobbing demand
tends gradually to reduce the stocks of old
butter here ; but fresh, new make, of which
re'eipts have been more liberal this week, are
chiefly enquired for, at 20c ta 21c,and occasion-
ally 22c is paid for really choice tubs. R9l
butter is worth lc to 2c less. Old Fa dairy
brings from 14e ta 18c, as to quantity and
qusality, but there is scarcely anything doing
n it, especially the medium grades. A few lots

were sold yesterday in lots of 25 ta 30 tubs
ut 16e ta 164c, New York market is reported
irregular ; new State butter is weak and the
cost must be sbaded at Ieast 1c per lb. in order
te affect sales; in some cases even a greater
concession bas been allowed. Selections of
Single packages are a little tame, and creamer-
ies favor the buyer, only small parcels of
favorite brund now exceeding 33c. Advices
tram tise inlerior sOtm 1(5 show thtt somreo etIhe
old stock will be taken back to the primary
points, while of new the shipments hither are
likely ta increase. Exporters are quliet, thosîgh
anc or two bave bave been iaaking for fine
Western ut 18e ta 20c. Altogether, the market
is in fair sisape, and the feeling is steady. Oleo-
margarine is still being re-shipped from Great
Britain to New York, a lot ef 291 tubs arriving
from Glasgow last week. The local Cheese
market remains quiet and steady'; sales few and
excluîsively of a jobbing character,.at 13c te 14e
for factory. The Liverpool cable still quotes
that market at 69s. In New York there is little
animation in business; a fairly steady tone is
preserved on values, and about former figures Tt-
taineis. Chóice stock creamery skims are wanted
and will command i7c'and upward. Buyers for
the local trade are williigto paying te pa fusil
rates for first.c s gooss.
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DRy Goons.-Some bouses report a tolerably
busy week, attending to the wants of cus-
tomers in the market from Eastern Ontario and
the Upper Ottawa district, and state tint they
have no reason to complain ; while others have
experienced au inacitive week attributing il to
the cold, rnw wcather. Sorting-uîî purclinses
tire generally ligl, ana, nuilans the weatlier
soon becomes more favorable, the distribution
of spring goods will likely fall far short of the
early expectations. À few travellers for fancy
goods bouses have gone ont on their sorting-up
trip, and report little business to"be done, as,
owing to the backward spring, stocks in the
country for the most part remain unbroken. A
few leiding buyers for our large houses have
left for Enland during the week, and repre-
sentatives of the smaller establisltimients will
leave in a few days. . No changes advised as
yet. Paymients are uniformily reported gond ;
atnd ils to b hoped that the unanimous second
call for supplies of seasonable goods ias only
leen deferred.

Fisu.-Market duill and weak, stocks about all
sold out of first bands, and the few sales made
comprise only small jobbing lots at $3 t $3.25
for No. 1 Green Cod, and 54 for Dry Cod. No.
2 green is practically unsalcable, owing chiefll
to the poor condition and inferior quality of
the otlerings.

FLoUR AN) GRAiN.--The local breadstuffs
market is as et devoid of interest. Our grain
merchants are ratber holding off, and seem to
be in no hurry about making shipping con-
tracts, especially during the present unfavor-
able weatlier, which as certainly not premoni-
tory of an early opening of navigation. Be-
yond the sale of a cargo lot of pense for May
delivery on Monday lasti, t about 90c, no im-
portant transactions have been reported within
the week, and quotations have, for the most part,
remaincd nominal, for both flour and grain.
In corn a few sales have been made in the
West; and a cargo of white winter wheat was
bought li Detroit on Montreal account,-to b
shipped via' Portland. Values here for spot
otfermigs are: No. 2 Canada red winter wheat,
S1.23 ta 51.25; corn, 55c to 554c ; peas, 90c;
oats, 26c to 37c ; rye, in small lots Si 01 to
S1.02, and in cargo lots $1.04. .our bas
ruled quiet all week, with a slightly casier
tendency in values at the close, in sympathy
wuh the condition of the English and American
markets. There has been a fair demand Ibis
week for Stràng Bakers, but other: grades
receive little attention sales altogether
for the local trade, and values show
little change from last week. Considerable
quantities of American flour are being imported
lera, chiefly from Chicago, where the market
Was reported on Monday as follows: "Export-
ers made a number of purchases of sacked flour,
and the* local trade bought sparingly.'

PnovIsIoNss.-Bstsler.- The demand has been
