—Rartwoap officials in Chicago do not expect auy serious
blockade this year. Therc now about 5,000 cars of grain on side
tracks, but there is trackage and equipment to quadruple that
number before the blockade becomes serious. Prices are higher
at every Western and Northwostern shipping polnt than Chicago
unless a very deep cut is made in rates to that city. ‘Such cl.lts
are not made, and grain shipments are, practically ata standstill,
Operating oflicials have only the fear that the delayed grain may
all press to market in the winter.

AN BERRONEOUS HYPOTHESIS.

It liad heen hoped that the
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had finally put an end to this issue; but the steady
pressure of their constituents has compelled the party
leaders to once more include it to a greater or less ex-
tent in their political platforms. It is only necessary
to meet the business men of the Southern and Western
States, who have visited our city this summer, to find
out how strongly the sentiment of silver mono-metal-
lism is engrained in their minds. Representing largely
agricultural’and mining districts they believe that their
particalar interests would be promoted by the forcing
of a sixty cent dollar on the remainder of the United
States. They argue that when silver was high, prices
of their products were high also, and hence they have
come apparently to believe that there is some coneealed
connection between the two, and that, if silver could he
forced up to an artificial value, the'mines would male
money, and farm produce would rise in commensurate
proportion,  With these views held by the majority of
their constituents it is only natural that the politicians
who depend upon their votes to secure re-election, are
foreed not only to refrain from combating them, bub
hut compelled to accept them as a national issue.

From the outset the advocates of silver argue from
misapprehensions which seem almostincompatible with
the shrewdness and sound common-sense they other-
wise display. Reading, as a rule, American newspapers
only, they are taught, and they evidently believe, that
the only supply of breadstuffs obtainable by Great
Britain is that furnished to her by the surplus of the
United States. Buoyed up by tliis extraordinary hypo-
thesis they speak with confidence of starving the great
grain purchasing centre of the world into accepting GO
cents worth of silver for a'dollar by simply withholdiug
their wheat. Lither they do not know, or they wilfully
ignore, the fact that Bngland -could draw all her sap-
plies of wheat from Russia, India, and Argentina, with-
out ealling on the United States for a single bushel
were ib not that the latter forms one of her prineipal
exporh markets and hence can hetraded with practically
on the principle of barter. So they talk of forcing
Kugland into the reversal of a policy, which years of ex-
perience have taught her merehants is the only one upon
which per manent prosperity is possible, by simply- re-
fusing to forward their usunal quota of wheatand cotton.

What the American farmers and planters are to do
during the process of starving the rest of the world into
aceepbing 60 cents worth of American silver for a dol-
lar they do notsay. Theless intelligent do not take
into consideration that there is practically no other
market for their surplus save that of England, and that
their produce, over and :above that consumed by the
home demand, would have to lie idle in stores and ware-
houses while the policy of coercion was going on. The
more intelligent recognise. the-impossihility of this, and
confine their requests to the bringing of pressure, in
what form they do nob say, upon the other great com-
mercial centres to join the United States in thé effort to
Place silver.on an artificial basis. This means making
the issue a purely theoretical one; for no one with any
grasp of the true condition of international commerce
believes that such pressure is within the bounds of
Practicahility, o

but with a strong predisposition in favor of gold,
Roumania is abandoning the white metal, and, were
Russia, Italy and Spain -on a specie paying basis in
either metal, they would soon reorgauis etheir currency
on a gold basis. To whom then are the Americin sil-
ver monometallists to apply for help at 2 time when the
production of gold is inereasing so rapidly that there is
a prospect thab the amount in the market may put a
peremptory stop to the decline in the value of agricul-.
tural products ? The countries who are carrying the
burden of silver would be only too glad to rank them-
selves under the banners of the wealthier nations, could
they find the means. No aid then could he expected
from them. Nor could the American silver advocates
even rely upon the undivided support of their own citi-
zens ;for the financial and commercial interests of the
United States support the gold standard, and it is only
the agricultural and mining interests who support thab
of silver. From what source, then, do bhey hope to
bring a sufficient pressure to hear to force the price of
an ordinary commodity like silver up to an’ artificial
level ? The question is one that even a Populist orator
would have difficulty in replying to, and therefore the
injection of the silver question into the political plat- -
forms of fo-day can only he regretted as tending to un-
settle financial confidence, and to disecourage the in-

vestment of capital without advancing the interests of
its upholders.

IMPORTANT LIFE INSURANCE DECISION, RE
WIVES AND CHILDREN, REVISED IN
APPEAL.

It will be remambered by our readers that in our

ther, that the act 41-42 Viet., ¢. 13 (Quebee, 1878), which
authorizes a husbandfto revoke within certain limils, cannot
have a robro-aclive eftect, and doprive the wife of an acquired
right. T believe, indeed, that nothing would aunthorize us to
give the act of 1878 a retro-active effect, and that if at the
timo of the promulgabion of this act the respondent had a
vested right, the husband could not have relied on certain of
its provisions fo deprive her of that right. But had the re-
spondent ab thab time a vested right ? . In 1865 the Parlia-
mont of Canada passed an act, 29 Vie., ¢. 17, authovising a
husband to insuve his life for the benefit of his wife or chil-
dron, or for the bonefit of his wife and his childven, And it
was said that at the death of the insured the amount of the
poliey would go to the beneficiavies free from any recourse of
~ the creditors of the insuved. T do not seo in this ach anything
~ to prevent a husband from revoking an’insurance which he
might have eflected in favor of his wife and his children.

(Muzier Hermann, Vol Life Insurance, Nos. 806 et
sey.) A wife could not acquive a right rendering the insur-
ance irrevocable except by the acceptance which she had made
of it. : ‘

"There is a reference to vevocation in the act of 1870 (33
Vic., ¢ 21, 8 8, Quebec). Tt is declared that a hushand may
revoke the indication of payment. Is this clause purely de-
clavatory of existing law or does it limif the right of revoca-
tion? 'The phraseology is ambiguous ; the clause may be in-
terpreted as sanctioning an unlimited right of revocation, or
as limiting the right of the insured to a redistribution of the
amount among the beneficiaries named in the act, that is to
say, between the widow and the children. It is possible that
this clanse leaves untouched the insured’s right of revocation
Lefore acceptance, and applies only to the case where the in-
surance has been accepted by the beneficiaries. However
this may be, the act of 1870 did not change the position of ve-
spondent any moroe than did the act of 1878. 'The respondent
had not acquired a right which eould deprive her hushand of
the power of making a new indication of payment of the in-
surance among the beneficiaries mentioned in the act. If the
act of 1877 applies, the revocation and new indication are in
conformity toits dispositions ; if it does not apply we fall
back to the act of 1870, which contains a provision of the
same kind, and if the latter act does not apply we come hack
to article 1029 of the Civil Code, which permits revocation.

Under the circumstances I think that the iusured had a
right to make the revocation as he has done. The referance
therein to the act of 1878 does not make void the deed of ro-
vocation.

It will be observed that, although the decision is ad-
verse fo our views with regard to the retroactive effect
of-the act of 1878, yet on all other essential points our
views are sustained and the judgment, is to all intents
and purposes of the same effect practically as if the
act of 1878 had beein decided to be retroactive; secing
that it establishes the fact that the act of 1893 does not
preclude revoeation.

This iz a decision’of vital importance fo life insur-
ance managers and policy holders, and it lifts them out
of a sea of trouble into which the ruling of Mr. Justice
Davidson had plunged them. Tor if his decision had been
sustained, it is impossible to say how many thousands
of policies which had heen appropriated for the benefit
of wife and children prior to the act of 1878 and there-
after varied in the appropriation, would have become a
fruitful source of litigation and would have had their
benefits transmitted in a wrong direction notwithstand-

It
is especially thus in the dry goods trade ; since it is the

quent necessity of not only watching closely every turn
of the market, but of anticipating, so far as 1t is pos-
sible,every changing whim of fashion,areaptto blindeven

the keenest of merchants to facts whicle are P’“tent to
' thé trend

tliose who can afford to wateh dispassionately
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of trade. It is on this account that the dry goods trade
is an exceptionally difficult. one, and this explaing the
reasorL. wly, comparatively, the number of suceessful dry

goods merchants bedrs a smaller proportion tothe list of

failures than in any other hranch of commerce. Hence,
every cause of non-success, however remote, is especi-
ally important, and thevefore it may be. well to indicate
a few of the more prominent reasons why so many
retail dry goods houses fail o attain the goal they aim
for.

OF course every one will admit that some of these
failuves are due to causes utterly bheyond the control of
the merchant who is forced to succumb to their in-
fluence. But there are others whicharise simply from
errors in judgment, and of these it may, perhaps, be
well to speak. The first, and possibly one of the most
prolific causes of failure, is the tendency, infortunately
hecoming more marked every day, to place’large pur-
chasing orders too early. In days like the present we
must remember that the pablic are just as well posted
as the average refail merchant as to the novelties to be
looked for during the season. They are reading the
commereial journals far more generally than they did in
days gone by, and they know, just as well as he does,
what goods ought te be on his counter. They no
longer rely upon his judgment as to what fashion de-
mands ; since they have within their reach trade jour-
nals who can speak anthovitatively as to tlie leading
fabries. A firm, then, which places ifs orders too ently,

and finds that, when novelties are coming in, it has .

already purchased all the sbock it can afford to carry,
labors under a great disadvantage. Tt is handicapped
trom the start in the race for popular favor. And yet
there are many firms who fall into the the error of
placing their orders too soon.

Take the item of laces, for instance.

Lace is a fancy

article in which novelty is everything. Yet there are’

houses in this city which ordered their laces for next

spring as far back as last July. This means that they"

will have to show the laces of this present .season fo:
their cunstomers next year in competition with the

brand-new fabries which are certain to appear during
the coming six months. Can it be wondered at if they

do not sell as readily as was expected ak the time of their

purchase ? No doubt a certain amount of early pur-
chasing is necessary-—more especially upon the part of
weak houses who are only too glad to buy from the first
traveller who approaches them—hbut the eream of the
husiness must necessarily remain with the house which
can afford to place its orders late, and thus can secure
all that is brightest and freshest in -the market,

To a certain extent the agents of European houses,
tesident in the city, ave responsible for much of this

pebit of placing; large, orders stop: gurly. Trimumings
_ have been shown, and sold here hefore even the leading
. " TR T R S Y S .
.colors of dress falivick for‘the-seagon have been ‘estab- -~

lished. Orders are placed here for the season’s-‘supply
betf)m the, manufacturers themselves have decided on
their latest novelties. Can itbe wondered at, then, that

And yet even here, we are confronted by the
disastrous effects of placing orders too early. Wirms
buy before the newer goods come out, simply for the
suke of the dating ; althouglh they bught to know that

“to buy goods in Webyuary for ‘the’ following' autumn

means that they are placing their “orders' beforc the
novelties are shown, and that their prospects of gétting
any of the latest styles is indefinite in the extreme. In
fact there are many instances where retail traders.in
Canada have placed orders through agents for goods
abroad before the buyers for the wholesale hounses had
even left this side for the Buropean markets.

Dating ahead is one of the baits which cateh many of
these premature buyers. Goods for the next spring,
bought in July, and delivered in Decembery, are dated
four to siy months from the following April. This
means thabt payment is not expected till more “than
twelve months, and possibly fifteen months. atter the
goods are purchased. The weak merchant’ tlias sacri-
fices novelty for dating. TFor the sake of obtiining a
lengthened credit he is content to aceept what he'must
be well aware are practically the styles of the yearbe-
fore, and he consequently has to trust to luek that the
public faney may still run upon goods which are a’
season old at the time they are placed on his ‘counfers,
Not only this, but as the best of these goods are sold
early, and the money applied af .once to current ex
penses, it may often happen that- the products’of their
sale may have been expended long hefore the. notes
given for their purchase have fallen due.

.- Another fruitful cause of failure is the growing ten-
dency among the small houses to iniport direct. " This
is one of the most prevaleut causes of overstockijlg.
It is a natural impulse on the part of every buyer,
whether he represents a small oralarge house, to e im-
pressed upon his arrival in England with the magnitude
of the trade done. And he must be a man of excep-
tlonally cool and level nnderslanding if he does not im-
perceptibly overstock his house. What seems-so. much
to hiim, seems so little over there. - Then, in order tokeep
up his credit, he must buy as muech the next scason as _
he did the first. Here comes the trouble. “He mayhib .
the public fancy exactly gune year, and no evil efféets
will follow his extending his orders beyond the safety
limit. Bub the next year the result may be very dif-
ferent. Some novelty may appear, justafter his depar-
ture, which may capture the public fancy.to the ex-
clusion of the goods he has already. purchased. In this
case his honse will be hopelessly overstocked, and unless
it possesses the means necessary to face the resulbant
loss, the only alternative is to make the hest arrange-

THE DMOLSONS BANK.

A hank which can show a larger percentage 6f profit.

for the year just past than it could for the preceding

bwelve imonbhs must either have had exceptional oppor--

tunities in securing profitable investments, or heen
managed with unusual care and skill.  As it is hardly
possible that the Molson’s Bank, whose balance sheet
shows this nnexpected resnlt, eonld have heen favored
with any greater advantages during 1893-94 than its
competitors, we can only conclude that to the prudence,
wisdom, and enterprise of its management must be as-
cribed the gratifying account of its success présentéd
to the shareholders ab the annual general meeting on
Mondiy last, .

The'net profits of the year amounted 05264817,
This shows that, in spite of the dullness of trade, and
tli¢ policy of eantion pursued by most of the bank’s cus-
tomers, the management have heen able sto inerease
tl_léi1~ profits by $43,123 over those of last year, and to
bring the percentage up from 11.08 to 13.25 per cent.
of the paid-up capital. Out of these unexpectedly
large earnings dividends to the extent of $160,000 have
been distributed to the sharcholders, $20,000 has been
dedicted for rebate on current bills discounted, and
$100,000 transferred to the Rest, leaving $75,740 at the
eredit of profit and loss.  The Molsons Bank has thus
a reserve oft $1,300,000, or 65 per cent. of the paid-up
capital, as n guarantee of its stability, besides an increase
in ibs holdings of specic and Dominion notes from
766,872 to $982,825 during the twelve months. The
assebs off bhe hank appear to have been sclected with
judgment and prudence.  The amount of high class and
readily eonvertible securities held is larger than it was
lagh year, and the whole statement breathes an air of
progress and prosperiby.

When we consider the cireumstances wider which
bhis resulb has been brought about, it becomes-doubly
sabisfactory, Al the opening of the present year com-
mercial prospects were, nob encouraging. Evidences of
the sympathetic inHuence upon the trade of Canada of
the depression existing in other countries -were not
wanbing., Prices of all commodibies were low, and
threabened to go still lower. Business was: restricted;
and the number of failures on the inerease. Fortun-
alely, as bhe year progressed, the depression liftéd, and
publie conlidence revived slowly and hesitatingly
but none the less suvely.  Yeb the cireumstances under
which the hanl’s prolits were made were sulliciently un-
toward to command respeet for the skill and judgment
of its managers, and fo show us that when the right
men are ab the helm, a sound institution may pass
seatheless through times of commereinl depression, and
even add to bheir measure of suceess during “periods
when less skillfully managed coneerns -ave  hattling
with adversity. "The sharcholders of the Molson's
baik have good reason to be prond of their manage-
ment.

THE EXPORT APPLE TRADE.

The course of the English apple market continues
problematical. Notwithstanding -the shortage in the
Iinglish and Continental crops, so heavy are the ship-
ments that huyers can afford to be choice in their selec-
tions, and nothing but hard, keeping, fruit have any
chance of bringing remunerativ, prices. Of course
muel: reliance is placed upon the Christmas demand;
bub it must be borne in mind that this is usually large-
ly disecounted hefore hand, and that, to get the hencfit
of it, fruit should be on the market at least a week or
ten days before. I'ruit rushed in at the last moment is
likely fo ind the market glutted, and hence to prove
nnsalable, save at a very low figure.

The shipments from this port to the close of last
week were 15,0629 barrels to Liverpool, 1,801 barrels to
London, and 7,118 harrels to Glasgow. 'This week the
shipments promise to be very heavy. Irom Boston
18,000 barrels were sent to Liverpool, 300 to London,
and 1,700 to Glasgow. Irom New York the shipments
were. 10,907 harrels to Liverpool, and 1,216 to London.
This makes a total of 55,761 barrels poured into the
English market in seven days, and heuce it is is evident
that buyers will largely eontrol the situation.

So far, Canadian apples have not done well ; for they
have not maintained their reputation eifher in quality or
condition. Not only were the wrong varieties shipped
trom here, but they arrived in damaged and web condi-
tion. They were carelessly packed in warm weather
and checkers say they were in poor shape when they
went on board the vessel here, and Henee were not like-

,,,,,, Soft varieties
of fall fruit-were sent to a market that calls ‘only for
hard keeping varicties, and the result was that ab last
Monday’s sales Canadian apples brought five shillings
per barrel less than American froib. In the face of o
good demand for sound fruit, when 13s per barrel was
readily paid for Boston winters, 8,300 barrels of Cana-
dian apples had to be sacrificed at s 8d; or equal to
$1.84 per barrel. This shows the amount of injury the
quantity of soft improperly packed fruit sent home can
do to the reputatiou of Canadian apples,and yct there is
still a quantity of this poor fruit on its way home suf-
ficient to leep the price of good hard Canadian apples
below that cheerfully given for Awmerican fruit. This
means that those who really do understand the require-
ments of the English market, and endeavor to comply
with them, are handicapped unfairly by the action of
their less careful neighbors.

In Ontario the apple market is quietat present; while
in this market the demand is so light that sales ata-re-
munerative figure are dificult. In the West sales are
reported-at $2, free on:board the cars; but lots have
been offered at $1:80 and $1.85, without finding buyers,
and it is evident that the present year will not be as
good a one for the packers-as last year. Owing to the
lifeless condition of the local market they -are com-
pelled to turn their attention to the TEnglish demand.
The result has been a rush- of apples down to the sheds
until the steamships have already commenced to shub
out consignments. Lastweck the *‘Parisian” lef!; 11?00
barrels -behind on the wharf, and the same thing is l{ke-
Iy to happen every-week until the close of:' navigation.
The extra seven  days in' the sheds is mot likely oim-
prove the quality of even, good fruit, and its effect upon
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poor fruit ean be readily imagined. In fact. unless the
fruit be sound, hard, and well-packed, it is useless bo
ship it to the English market just now. Tt must be a
prime article, able to compete with its American rival,
or else it will not only lose money for the packer buk
will depreciate the prices offered for really good fruit by
spoiling the good natie of the Canadian apple. Surely
the self-interest of the shipper, apart from any patriotic
motives, cught to be snfficient to make him ecomply
with the requirements of the market to which he en-
trusts his goods  Unless he does, his account sales are
likely to prove unpleasant reading.

PROVINCIAL FINANCES.

U to the time of going to press last week it was yet
hoped that the differences existing for several months
between the Premier, the Hon. L. O. Taillon and the
Treasurer, the Hon. J. S, Hall, in respeet of the Pro-
vincial finances, might in sume way be satisfactorily ad-
justed,  The Premier however, could not he convinced
that the loan which during Mr. Hall’s illness last spring,
fie( Mr. Taillon) had been negotiating in Paris, wasnot to
be preferred to the plan laid down by Mr. Hall. The
Treasurer’s resignation, which it was hoped he would
net press, as a matter of course was finally ac-
cepted, and the dubies of the situation consequently now
devolve upon the Premier until some one is chosen to
fill the place.

The funcbions of the Treasurer of this Provinee have
for years been most difficult of performance. Our sys-
tew of educatbion is partly to blame perhaps; bub as
similar circumstances exist elsewhere—in which the
Government is regarded like a rich father who mnst
provide comfortably for his obediént children—there is
some danger that our judgments may err on the side of
censure.  We have already in these columuns dealt with
the motives which influenced ahd led to the borrowings
of a former regime and to the consequent depleted and
involved condition of the treasury, a state of things
which the present government was compelled to face
and adjust,  Whether it is the Premier or the Trea-
saret who have acted the more wisely will probably he
determined by the time the Legislature meets again ;
hut it is only fair play thiat both sides should be heard.

Much has been said and written as to the two plans
for placing the loan.

With regard fo the length of the loan there are two
considerations, one for and the other against. Money
tends to become cheaper, and therefore the longer - the
loan the easier it must be to repay the debt; but the
tendency of interest is at the same time downward for
the snme cause ; it follows that long before- the loan
becomes due the annual rate mnst be far too high.
Leaving to posterity a share of the burden is a popular
idea, but it shouid not be forgobten that- the - future
will have its own wantbs to provide for, and-an “ dpres-
nous-le-Deluge” policy is not the thing for- the closing
years of the nineteenth century. The consideration of
interests, as George Kliot well said, must give place to.
that of functions ; whether this will be <oustantly
borne in mind nous verrons. We shall return to the
subjeet. _

There are not wanting those who still entertain the
hope that nothing has occurred to prevent Mr. Hall's re-
entering the Cabinet, were he convinced that. his pre-
sence there would tend to promote the - general- welfare
of the Province. The leading spirits in the environs
know well that greater difierences have been comprom-
ised, and also that statesmen and diplomatists in older
countries have béen known to err.

KEEP THE BEST GOODS.

That there is astanding advertisement in a name once ac-
quired, is too often taken in its full sense. A dealer who is
relied on to keep first-class goods has a name for his business
which never fails to outlive that of the dealer who is ever
ready to give apparent bargains. The wajoritv of traders
extend both of these inducements in bringing their goods be-
fore the public, yet there are to he found in every town
storos where the best quality in certain goods are not to be
had. The reason is not far to seek. A stranger entering a
retail establishment in quest of certain goods which are manu-
factured in various grades will seldom be shown the highest
grade firsk. In case of hesitancy on the part of the customer
the first idea that presents itself to the salesman. is that pro-
bably the price is too high. 'That the price is too low seldom
suggests itself. For the one customer who insists on getting
the best goods, there are a half dozen who will nab pay the
price. They think they ave getfing cheated, and hesides, even
if they take the best article once to fry it in comparison

 their unacquired tasto will in all probability, not allow ﬁlem'

to credit it with the superior value it prosumes to com-
mand. .

In this manner, many dealers are often confronted. with
difficulties which they can only calmly dismiss and allow time
or opposition traders to solve. In many cases it ig this diffi-
culty which prevents some merchants from keeping the best
goods in stock. . A customer huys the best once, pays the
price for it,-and, the chandes are he or she .expects t6 find'a
difference in the quality out of all proportion to the. slight
advance paid. "When the next supply. is. wanted dissatisfac-

tion is expressed at the qualily, owing to its cost. 'Thisleaves

L
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hut ong alternative on the part of the dealer who immediately
introduces something cheaper. 'f'hus it is that the inclination
of the masses being in favor of huying goods of every variety
as cheaply as possible, leaves the dealer little hope for edu-
subing his customers to acyuire a preference for bettor goods
with a willingness to pay more for them.

It can occasionally be done, and any dealer who 'has seen
the four seasons of tho year go by while hehind the counter
can readily recall instances where he could sell the choicest
qualities that could possibly be produced. But such are ex-
ceplions. Thore ure many lines in which the grades are so
distinet that a change to a higher ov lower quality ‘would be
at readily discovered, but there are others again OIE_[_su:ch
myslerious value that the probity of the owner or salesman
mitst be lavgely relied on.  [4 is in vegard to these lines that
tho groalesh care should be exercised. In sueh cases the best

goods should always he obtainable. No necessity for over-

loading, but to have them when needed serves a double
purpose.

Take For instance & grocer who has not been aceustomed to
handting o high grade tea, but has contented himself and
erved his customers with Lho grades retailing at from 23
to G0 cents, ab & good mavgin of profit, pavficularly on the
Jdabler.  Hoe is not acquainted with the highest grades, and to
judee w tew worth ab wholesale 45 to 55 conts he is-mot pre-
paved to stielo within 10 to 14 conts of its value in some
lines. Accordingly ho is not posted sufficiently in his busi-
ngss and a braveller voferring his 50 o 100 samples to him
fiuds lim not as woll acquainted as he might naturally ex-
peet.  LE he so desirves, theu, he considers himsel £ prepared to
(lt.j‘:"il with him in the medinm and bettor grades move profit-
ably, if atall, than if e were aceustomed to keep the best
woods in stoek. -

I'he same idea applies to the retailor and his gustomers.
'he nabural hesitancy on the part of some dealors to introduce

* the highest grades of goods is the fear that to talk higher
prices would inpress customers with the notion thab the
goods were being vaised in price for personal gain. The
dealer, however, who keops the best goods invariably keeps
them in the best condition, keep his promises and 1,15:%"_ shelves
in the most atlractive appeavance, keeps the mogt attentive
and polite saleston, is prompt in delivering goods, and as a
nabural consequence is sabistying his eustomors by proving in
cvery possible manner that he is giving them the best goods.

' DOCTORING GRAIN,

There is o focling among grain exporters that the g overn
mentb should alber tho prosent system of grain inspection ab
Port Avthur, and make it the same as that in force at Duluth,
-if they wish to retain tho good name of Manitoba wheat in
foroign milling centres. On the back of overy certificate
igsned from Duluth there is marked the exact quantity of
pach grade of wheat, and the purchaser can rely on what heis
gotbing. In Port Arthur the load is made up of a quantity
of No. L and No. 2, and the inspe ctor is called down to give
his cortificate. [f it comes up to the standard of No. 1 he
givos a cortilicate to that offect, but there is nothing on that
cerbificato toshow that Now 2 is mixed with the better quality

The buyer of Duluth inspected
grain knows exactly whathe is getting, while if -he buys on
Port Avthur inspection he does not know how mueh- No. 2
arain there may have been mixed in to bring it to the level
of what wounld just scrape past the standard. Thére has al-
ways been a strong opposition to this methed of doctoring
Canadian grain in Montreal. Tt isnot long sinee a protest
was made in this eity against the mixing of barley with No.
2 white oats, and on that oceasion most of the exporters took
strong grounds against the practice as not only a fraud upon
the purchaser but a direct injury to the Canadian grain
trade, since it destrays the reputation of our cereals in the
Buropean maaket. :

A SERIOUS CHARGE,

At the annual mesting of the Iire Underwriters' Associa-
tion of the North West in Chicago, Mr. 'W. J. Littlejolm,
western manager of the Novth British and Mercantile, made
the following statements:—

The recent forest fives are fraceable fo incendiaries, timber
pirates, who have appropriated thousands of dollars belonging to
the state in {rying to cover up their stealings from the state ol-
ficials, who, as & commission, have been investigating the frauds
against the state, They fired the pine toppings, underbrush and
stumps so as to make it impossible to obtain a correct measure.
ment of the stumpage and thereby leave no basis for suits which
the state might bring against them. That there is urgent need of
some system of investigation on the part of the state officials into
the origin of and circumstances attending fires every one must
admit, but how to accomplish it is the question to be well consid-
ercd, I would recommend that investigation by proper officials
of the cause of all fires be reguired by law, and provisions he
made for the prosecution of all criminal or {randulent cases.

This is a sorious charge. If the lumbermen are really
gnilty of the setting of forest fires it is they who must an-
swer for the loss of life at Hinkley and other points. It sesms
incredible that they should deliberately imperil the lives of
thousands of innocent persons to cover up their own illegal
deeds. And yet My, Littlejohn, doubtless, did not make the
assertion without due data to go upon.

A COUNTRY OF ICE AND SNOW.

Mr. D. MaceNicoll, general passenger agent of the C.P.R.,
struck the right key at the Carnival meeting a few evenings
ago, when he charged the ice palace and sports here with do-
ing more harm than good to Canada. These midwinter dis-
plays are advertised all over the civilized world, and we are
consequently looked upon simply as a hardy race inhabiting 2
region of ice and snow. We can confirm “from personal
knowledge the statement made by Mr. MacNicoll, espoeially
as to impressions in Gireat Britain and the continent of
Europe.

The President then rose and said :  Well, gentlemen, you have
heard the report read. It is not very long; but it is very satislac-
tory. We have had a good year's business, and I would ask you
to adopt this report. 1 don’t think it is necessary for me to' suy
anythinfg), as the veport speaks for itself, We haveearned, as you
see by the financial statemeont 18} per cent., which is very,good
indeed, when you take into caonsideration the state of financial
mattérs'all over this continent, TLast antumn we had our meet-
ing, and'did not luok forward to a very money-making year; ‘but
our expectlations have beeu considerably exceeded, and we -are
able to present you the flattering—I1 may almost call it such—
stutemeérnt-we now show you. Ior this we are indebted in a great
measure to the energy, skill amnd devotion of our General Mana-
ger, Mr, Wolferstan Thomas, who is indefatigable in the interests
of the bank., Allour officers have taken an interest in their work,
and théfe is an esprit de corps among them which is very gratify-
ing. The business last year, after the crisis which occurred in
the American market, did not give much encourngement, as I
have 'said, but it made every one cautious, and we ' our-
selves .llnd  to be cautious, as other bankers -had,
and I am happy to say it has borne goud fruit. Our Rest now is
$1,300,000, or 65 per cont. upon the capital,and we have been able
to add tothe fund for the rebate of interest $20,000, bringing it
up to $80,000, which is considerably in excess of the amount that
can ever be brought against it. With these few remarks I will
just merely move the adoption of the report. 1f any gentleman
has aly questions to ask or remarks to make, we shall be glad to
hear him and to give uny inlormation he desives.

blame rather than the Bank; the advertisements were there,
Mr, Crawford, has, as usual—he has asked it here before, and also
at the Merchants Bank and the Bank of Montreal—asked to have
a statement of the gross profits and the gross logses. IMe has
asked me that question before, and 1 have always given him the
same answer.  Ifany good purpose was to be served, the state-
ment would be given ; but as there 18 no good purpoge to be
served, this bank, the same as other banks, hag said that it does
not gee the wisdom of giving it. Tnstead of being an advantage
it would he a disudvantage. The losses have been written off
fully, we believe, Mr. Crawlord says there ought to be reduced
expenditure, by which, [ suppose, he means that, owing to busi-
ness being hard, ete,, we could do with fewer employes.” That
cannot he done ; the number of employes is as small as possible.
ITe then comes back to the old question of a quarterly dividend,
which he thinksought to be paid.  In the past banks have not
done this, although I believe one western banlk is now doing it.
One banlk did it onee before, and it is now out of existence ; but
I don’t make that statement inany disparagement. If a quarterly
dividend were to be paid, the bank books would have to be closed
four timés a yoar, instead of twice, which would be a serious in-
convenience to those buying and selling stocks, If a’ quarterly
dividend were ingtituled, the next thing would be a monthly
dividend, and, perhaps, to some o weekly dividend might be ac-
ceplable.  As to Mr. Crawlord’s statement that the president’s re-
plies to queries at the annual meeting are not satisfactory, I may
say that we arve willing to give all the information we can. Re-
garding the rapid increase of agencies, referred to by Mr, Craw-
ford, we have opened one branch this year for the convenience of
our custoniers in the west end of the clty. We think it will be
appreciated. The matter of increased dividends is another im-
portant question,  We have been able to give an 8 per cent.
dividend for some yoars past, and twice we gave o bonus of 1 per
cont. at the end of the year., Now our Rest is getting large and
wo ave doing well, it is quite possible that inthe future larger
dividends may he given ; it is quite possible such a thing may
happen, but [ neither like to promise nor to prophesy., We have
set aside $80,000 for vebate of interest on notes discounted. We
think, after going through the books, that the amount required
probably may not be more than $60,000 or $70,000 at the outside.
[ find that our aceount is in oxcess of what other banks have
put aside for the purpose.

After some [urther remarks Ifrom Mr. John Crawford, the
president, said :—Mr. Crawford suggests that an adjournment of
the annual meetings should take place to a later date, in order to
give the Sharcholders an opportunity to thoroughly study the
financial statement. I eertainly don’t think that Mr. Crawford
requires any such period of time to understand it. 1o understands
it at a glance, 1 cunnot see that o man of his astutenocss should

require so long a time to look into the simple statement of a
bank’s report.” I could not recommend the adoption of such a
suggestion, and I don’t believe that it would meet with the ap-
proval of the other shareholders.

The motion for the adoption of the veport was then carried
unanimously.

SEALING CLAIMS.

Tn March 1890, & written agreement wag entered inte between
the United States Government and the North American Commer-
cial Company, by the terms of which the Iatter was to have the
oxclusive right to seize seals about the islands of St. George and
St. Paul in the province of Alaska, In consideration of this, the
company sgreed to pay for twenty yearsan annual rental of $60,-
000 in addition to $7.0634 for cach fur sealskin obtained, Desides
arevenue tax of 2 a skin, According to the complaint and the
angwer of the defendants, trouble arose at once over the carrying
out of the contract. Thecompany asserts that it never enjoyed ex-
clusive right, us agreed upon, that the natives were also allowed
to take the seals, and that the individual payment of $7.06% a
skin cannot in justice be collected by the United Statos Govern
mont, It also asserts that the yearly rental was subject to an
abatoment in case the terms of the contract were not adhered to,
This agreement, it is alleged, was never kept by the government,
and the company was, in fact, prohibited from adhering to it by
the action of the government. For the lirst yoar, ending on
April 1, 1891, the government asserts that thoe terms of the con-
tract were fully carried out, that 7,500 seals were captured, and
the fur sking disposed of by the company, for which it ought to
puy $57,187 in addition to the $60,000 in rent. For these 7,500
skins, whicl, it is claimed, were not all caught by them, the com-
pany offers to pay $15,000 in counsideration of a revenue tax of §2
a piece. )

A second defense is also alleged on the part of the company.
The agreement warranted thoir taking 60,000 seals the first yeau,
and 100,000 scals for each succeeding year. When the dispute be-
tween the United States and Great Britain arose, the company, it
is alleged, received orders not to geize seuls ponding the enrrying
out of negotiations between the two countries. In consequence

“of this the company was prohibited from taking any seals at all

for a time, a condition which, it is claimed, was not necessary for
the preservation of the animals. In consequonce of this and other
circumstances cited, the company lost profits amounting to $283,-
725, for whick it claims judgment,

railrond lands, such as elevators, lumber yards, ete., for clauses
relieving the railroad companies, and sometimes other corpors.
tions, from all liability from fires caused by the railrcad com-
panies. The carelessness of railroad employes has s0 often com-
pelied attention to subrogated claims and their payment by legal
compulsion that this happy idea of putting the whole burden on
insurance means large relief to these corporations; It is for in-
surance companies to say whether they will talce this Ioad, which
is sure to enlarge by the incrensed carelessness of railroad man-
agement natural to this transferred lability, for it covers a large
class of ignitions.” '

A  DISHEARTENING RESULT.

Compulsory accident insurance in Germany appears to work
as a temptation to workmen to injure themselves, or af least to
be less earefu! and precautionary than when uninsnred. Accord-
ing to the statute of 1886, railway companies and all industrial
concerns are compelled to insure their workmen against aceidents,
That year the average of accidenls was 848 per 100,000, Tt has
steadily increased since, and in 1892—Ilatest statistics—reached
726 per 100,000, more than double, The anthorities attribute this
considerable increase to the protection affordsd by insurance,
which tends to Iessen the precautionary care on the part of the
snperintendents aud to engender a want of care on the part of
the workmen, The statistics from which these flgures are taken

show that a similar state of aifairs prevails in all other industries, .

whicli oes a long way to prove that the inference drawn by the
anthorities is well founded.

TIHHE FRASER VALLEY ROAD.

A meeting of the directors of the Fraser Valley Railroad was
held at Vancouver, B.C,, recently. The Victoria Colonis. says:
Arvangements looking forward to the immediate letting of the
contract were entered into, and the president was authorized to
let tho contracts #s soon as arrangements for the extension of
time could be made with the cities of Westminster and Van-
couver.
