many quarters as a reasonable offer
of friendship from Germany. In these
circumstances it may be as well_ to
publish a statement of facts compiled
from the official records here.
“Early in 1912 the German chancel-
lor sketched to Lord Haldane (then
British lord high chancellor) the for-
eign formula as one which would meet
the views of the imperial government.
Germany's Proposais.
/‘First, the high contracting parties
assure each other mutually of their
desire for peace and frieniship.
“Second, they will not, either of
them, make or prepare to make any
unprovoked attack upon the other, or
join in any combination or design
against the other for the purpose of
aggression, or become a party to any
plan of naval br military enterprise,
alone or in combination with any other
power, directed to such an end, and
declare themselves not to be bound
by any such engagement.
“Third, if either of the high con-
tracting parties become entangled in
war with one or more powers, in which
it cannot he said to be the aggressor,
the other party will at least observe
toward the power so entangled bene-
volent neutrality ani will use its ut-
most endeavor for the localization of
the conflict. If one of the high con-
tracting parties is forced to go to war
by obvious provocation by a third
party, they bind themselves to enter
into an exchange of views concerning
their attitude on such a conflict.
“Fourth, the duty of wneutrality
which arises out of the preceding ar-
ticle has no application in so far as it
may not be reconcilable with existing
agreements which the high contracting
parties already have made.

“Fifth, the making of new agree-
ments waich render it impossible for
either of the parties to observe neu-
trality towards the other, beyond what
is provided by the preceding limita-
tion, is excluded in conformity with

“Sixth, the high contracting parties
declare they will do all in their power
to prevent\ differences and misunder-
standings arising between them and
other powers.

Unfair and One-Sided.
“These conditions, altho in appear-
ance fair as between the parties.
would have been grossly unfair and
one-sided in their operation. Owing
to the general position of the Euro-
pean powers and the treaty engage-
ments by which they were bound, the
result of Articles 4 and % would have
been that while Germany, in case of
European conflict, would have remain-
ed free to support her friends, this
country would have been forbidden to
raise a finger in defence of lers.
“Germany could arrange without
difficulty that the forma] inception of
hostilities should rest with _Austria.
If Austria and Russia were at war,
Germany would support Austria, as is
evident from what occurred at the end
of July, 1914, while as soon as Russia,
was attacked by two powers France
was bound to come to her assistance.
In other words, the pledge of neutral-
ity offered by Germany would have
been absolutely valueless because she
could always plead the necessity of
fulfilling her existing obligations un-
der the triple alliance as an excuse
for departing from neutrality,

Only Two Alliances.
“On the other hand, no such de-
parture, however serious-the provoca-
tion, would have been possible for this
country, which was bound by no al-
liances, with the exception of those
of Japan and Portugal, while the
making of fresh alliances was pro-
hibited by article 5. In a word, as ap-
peared still more . evident later, there
was to be a guarantee of absolute
neutrality on one side, but not on the
other. It was impossible for us to
enter into a contract so obviously in-
equitable and the formula according-

“Count Paul Wolff-Metteraich, (then
German ambassador to Great Britain),
upon this proposed four counter-pro-
posals which he stated would be with-
out prejudice and not bindirg unless
we were satisfied our wishes were me
on the naval question. On this’ un-
‘derstanding Sir Edward Grey on the
14th of March, 1912, gave Count Wolff-
Metternich the following draft formula,
which had been approved of by the
cabinet:

Grey’s Proposal.

“ ‘England will make no unprovoked
attack upon Germany and pursue no
aggressive policy towards her. Ag-
gression upon Germany is non.the
subject and forms no part of any
treaty, understanding or combination
to which England is now a party nor
will she become a party to anything
that has such an object.

“ Count Wolff-Metternich thougit
this formula inadequate and suggested
two alternative additional clauses:

“England will therefore obsorve at
least henevolent neutrality should war
be deelared on Germany, cr England
will therefore, as a matter of course,
remain neutral if war is forced upon
Germany.”

This, he added, would net be bind-
ing unless our wishes were met with
regard to the naval program. Sir Ed-
ward Grey considered that the British
proposals were sufficient. Je ex-
plained that if Germany desired to
crush France, England might not be
able to sit still, tho if France were ag-
gressive or attacked Germany no sup-
port would be given by his majesty’s
government or approved by England.

Germany’s Real Object.

“It is obvious that the real object of
the German propdsal was to obtain the
neutrality of England in all eventuali-
ties, since should war break out Ger-
many would certainly contend that it
had been forced upon her and would
claim that England should remain
neutral.

“An admirable example of this is the
present war, in which, in spite of the
facts, Germany contends war has been
forced upon her. Even the third mem-
ber of the triple alliance, who had
sources of information not.open to us,
did not share thi§ view, but reganrded it
as an aggressive war.

Britain’s Ultimate Proposal,

“Sir Edward Grey eventually pro-
posed the following formula: \

“*The two powers being mutually
desirous of securing peace and friend-
ship between them, England declm‘gs
that she will neither make nor join in
any ubpprovoked attack on Germany.
Aggression upon Germany forms no
part of any treaty, understanding or
combination to which England now isa
party, nor will she become a party to
anything that has such an object.”

“Sir Bdward Grey when he handed

this formula to Count Wolff-Metter-
nich said that the use of the word
neutrality would convey the impres-
sion that more was meant than was
warranted by the text. He suggested
that the substance of what was re-
quired would be obtained from the
more accurately expressed words ‘will
neither make nor join ip any unpro-
voked attack.’
“Count Wolff-Metternich thereupon
received instructions to make it quite
clear that the chancellor could recom-
mend to the emperor to give up the
essential parts of the novelle (the bill
then pending for an increase of the
German navy) only if we could con-
clude an agreement guararteeing neu-
trality of a far-reaching character and
leaving no doubt as to any interpre-
tation. He admitted that the chan-
cellor's wish amounted to a guarantee
of absolute neutrality, failing which
the novelle must proceed.

Where Hitch Occurred. -
“Count Wolff-Metternich stated that
there was no chance of a withdrawal
of the novele, but said it might be
modified- It would be disappointing
to the chancellor if we did not g0 be-
yond the formula we had suggested.
Sir Edward Grey said he could under-
stand that there would be disappoint-
ment if his majesty's government were’
to State that the carrying out of
the novelle would put an end to the
negotiations and form an insurmount-
able obstacle to better relatiens. His
majesty’s . government did not say
this, and they hoped taat the formula
which they had suggested might be
considered in connection with the des-
tination of territorial arrangements
even if it did not prove effective in
Ireventing an increase in the naval
expenditures.
“Sir Edward Grey added that if some
arrangement could be made between
the two governments it would have
a favorable, tho indirect, effect upon
haval expenditures, as time went on:
it would have, moreoy er, a favorable

Metternich communicated to Sir Ed-
ward Grey the substance of a letter
from the chancellor, in which the lat-
ter said that as the formula kuggest-
ed by His Majesty’s government was,
from the German point of view, in-
sufficient, and as His Majesty's gov-
ernment could not agree to tne lar-
ger formula for which he had asked,
the novelle must proceed on the lines
on which it had been presented to
the federal council.

Archbishop Spoke.

His Grace Archbishop McNeil was
gi\:en great applause. He said that when
he‘came as a stranger three years ago
to Ontario one of the things which struck
him in particular was the extent of the
lines of cleavage eon ractal and other
lines, but for technical education all were
united. It was his hope that numbers of
students graduating from the Catholic
schools would continue their studies at
the Central Technical School.

The
withdrawal is covered by Grodno,
which, altho more of a fortified camp
than a fortress, serves the purpose
sufficiently.

It is now clear that Linsingen’'s and
Pflanzer's armies in the region of
Bukowina and the Dneister have %een
greatly strengthened by reinforcements
brought along the southern railway. of
Hungary, which fact in due course has
caused a rumor of a contemplated
German advance against Serbia.

The reinforcements drawn from the
various fronts and placed under the
command of Gen. Tukhalo awaited the
fall of! Brest-Litovsk before starting
operations from Vladimir-Volynski
under cover of Mackensen’s army. The
latter's deep turning movement, how-
ever, was frustrated. .

In the region of Sokal, Galicia, Rus-
sian aviators threw bombs and ex-
ploded a depot of asphyxiating gas re-
servoirs, killing 27 German officers.

They contain
pretended offers of $1000 to $10,000 to
the “patriot who will help: us annihi-
late our enemies.”

Figures for Empire Day at the
Exhibition show that there were
more _people in attendance by noon
than for the entire second ay last
year. With the fine weather of
yesteray the crowds _started to
gather early. When ‘the figures
were totalled last night it was
learened that 40,200 people had
passed thru the turnstiles. This is
a favorable contrast to the aggre-
gate of 23,600, who paid admuasgon
to the grounds on the corresponding
day a year ago- A

. .
It was a joyous, happy, enthusiastic
*crowd which celebrated Empire Day
on the grounds of the Canadian Na-
tiopal Exhibition. Bright sunshine
peeked in every corner and trans-
tformed the vast expanse into a glit-
tering panarama. Exhibitcrs were
more accustomed to their surround-
ings and early visitors - took theiwr
choice of souvenirs.

It was a remarkable crowd for the
second day of the fair and the pres-
ence of out-of-town folk gave unmis-
takable evidence of the popularity of
the Exhibition. It is surprising indeed
the number of those who have mo-
tored in their own cars ,and they are
making the Exhibition the object of
taeir tour. Farmers are apparently
forgetting the fact that harvests are
late, else they are those more espe-
cially favored and who have the grain
all in. At any rate they are here.

Aerial Flight.

There was sufficicnt breeze to keep
the flags flying, but it was warmer
than during the first day and the tem-
perature was just rigat for getting
around, visiting the buildings and
taking in the sights generally.

“Two things Britain has set out to do.
First she was to clear the seas of hos-
tile craft; and, second, send a.small
expeditionary force for the purpose of
assisting in any emergency.- It was
not expected that they would be re-
quired to hold trenches Regarding the
first, Britain did clear the seas and
accomplished the task so quickly that
it seemed incredible and the people
failed to recognize the service ren-
dered. The patient and persistent
watch of the sailors on the sea by day
and by night, week after week, and
month after month, has been and is a
service to humanity that can never be
overestimated. Britain has accom-
plished more on the sea than Germany
has on the land. She has cleared the
seas of every enemy who would dare
venture forth. Do not let us under-
estimate the value of this service.
“Regarding the expeditionary force,”
he said, ‘“Great Britain was to send
100,000 'to 150,000 men. The courage
and galantry of that retreat at Mons
constitutes a page in history, and in
addition to the first force she has sent

By
the financial measures she’ has pre-
served international credit and made
it possible to conduct business as
usual.”

Greater Unity Than Ever. -~

The speaker emphasized the result of
the war thus far, which meant great-
er unity than ever before in the em-
pire. Altho the enemy thought civil
war would occur in Ireland, that
South Africa would rebel and that
Canada would relieve itself of Eng-
land, she had judged others by herself.
“But,” he said, “such are the benefits
of freedom ani democracy that when
war was declared all portions of the
empire volunteered for service.” Mr.
Rowell gave two illustrations proving
the unity of the empire, and referred
to India and South Africa.

“If South Africa thad been. under
German rule, where! would she have
been today? When was there ever a
nobler reward than the attitude of
South Africa towards Britain today?
The man who led the foe against
England is now leading veterans in
defence of England to the fields of
Flanders and to the Dardanelles,

Grateful to Sons.

“In conclusion, let me say that we
should also be grateful for the man-
ner in which our sons have responded
to the call. It is more worth while
being a Canadian tolay than it was
a year ago at the last Exhibition. The
heroism and self-sacrifice of our men
been magnificent.
They ,have given their lives for you
and me. They have been worthy of
us, and I ask you are we worthy of

them? Will we as a people take up
the task now? Will we continue to
send men

‘“While we have these gratifications
it is well to remember that the nation
still faces the greatest crisis in its
history. It will require our greatest
resources if we are to successfully face
an empire organized for war. Our
confidence increases day by day and
victory will be the ultimate result.
But if we are _loyal we must show it.
If Canada had recruited in the same
proportion that the mother countwsy
did there woull bhe 500,000 Canadians
under arms. Even now in England
‘more aggressive recruiting campaigns
than ever are under way. The end
must be won by a decisive victory.

“The result must be decisive and it
may be that a reserve of 500,000 or
1,000,000 men thrown into the conflict
at the right moment would mean free-
dom for all time. If we love our coun-
try we must be prepared to defend and
fight for it. If the empire is worth
fighting for, it is worth ‘1ying for.”

Thae tile and
brick exhibit made by prison labor
were a credit to any workman.

Shrapnel shells in various stages of
their manufacture were shown, and for
the first time a map showing the gov-
ernment-owned railways, extending
from Sydney, N. 8., to Winnipeg, in-
cluding the line from Toronto, was
shiown, a monument to the public
ownership movement in Canada.

In Educational Building.

Many sights which never fai] to in-
terest exhibition visitors are to be
seen in the educational building, rang-
ing from a demonstration of the chlo-
rination of Toronto’s lake water to a
display of fancy work. Pretty spee¢i-
mens of Canadian birds and fish are
one of the treats in store. A splendid
exhibit of the Belleville School for the
Deaf.'“of wood carving, needlework and
drawings, has attracted congiderable
attention.

not readily forgotten. There is also
shown a regular outside cabin without
& bath and the famous awning safe
deck. which has proved to be such'a
popular innovation on the Canadian
Pacific boats on the upper lakes.

The position of the stateroom and
cafe awning deck relative to the gen-
eral contour of the ship is admirably
shown, with steering gear, compass,
engine room and telegraph apparatus
and this with the forward part, funnel
ventilators and all accessories makes
it evident to the spectator that no pains
have been spared py the company to
give am accurate and complete idea of
the comfort surrounding a trip on
these magnificent boats.

Highway.

For the past few years the big illu-
minated map shown by the Canadian
Government Railways has been an
attractive feature in the federal gov-
ernment building. This year it is a
greater and bigger attraction, as the
lines now operated by the govermment
railways cover not only the Maritime
Provinces ani part of Quebee, but
reach to Winnipeg via the Transcon-
tinental, Within the year have the
government lines been extended so as
to leap the gap of a new territory be-
tween Quebec and the west, and a new
country has been opened up for set-
tlement and exploitation, The vast-
ness of this new territory is. eloquent-
ly shown by the illuminated map, with
its fascinating moving effects. repre-
senting trains annihilating the dis:
tance between the far east and the
golden west. On the map Winnipeg
flashes out brilliantly, and a moving
shadow travelg across the line of red
to Cochrane. " This represents the.
“National,” Canada’s new train be-
tween Winnipeg and Toronto via the
Transcontinental, the Ontario Gov-
érnment Railways, andi the Grand
Trunk, connecting with the trains of
the latter system for Montreal, and
from Montreal with ‘the through
“Ocean Limited” and "Maritime Ex-
press” for eastern points via the Can-
adian Government lines.

Until the ebec bridge is built the
connecting-link of tie Transcontinent-
al across the St. Lawrence is the car
ferry “Leonard.”

Boys Are Happy.

Since coming into camp on Friday,
the unit has not had ideal weather, but
with the bright sunshine of the last
two days things are getting dried and
the boys in khaki are more than con-
tented. In every detail the camp is a
model one, and altho they have been
gnder canvas only four days, every-
thing is working smoothly. The medi-
oal and sanitary fatigue department
bave their work fully perfected.

ARTY SEND-OFF
FOR OVERSEAS MEN

Departing Recruits of  Thirty-
Fifth Battalion Paraded
Thru Streets.

MORE JOIN THE COLORS

One Hundred and Twenty-
Nine Passed Yesterday at

Central Rureau.

'When nearly 100 of the Queen’s Own
overseas men left Toronto yesterday
afternoon to join the 35th Battalion,
C.E.F., at Niagara camp, they had an
imposing escort gnd the parade pre-
sented a stirring sight as it swung
down town to the wharf by way of
Queen and Yonge streets.

In addition to being led by the 92nd
Highlanders’ brass and bugle bands,
about 1568 of the other Q.O.R. active
service men in uniform also helped to
swell the parade. »

The men fcrming the draft for the
36th Battalion carried bundles and
suitcases, but were not in uniform.
They will be fitted out with the 36th’s
uniform at the camp.- Both Queen
and Yonge streets were lined with
spectators as the parade went by. On
reaching King street the procession
of soldiers, all of whom are for over-
seas, received an ovation.

At the waterfront the detachment
for the 35th marched thru a double
line of the other Queen's Own men,
who waved their caps and cheered.
The Highland band stood at one side
and played “Tipperary.”

As the escort and band returned up
Yonge street they passed another de-
tachment bound campwards. 'These
were about 50 artillerymen, headed by
Capt. E. P. Johnston. ' Both units
cheered in passing.

Another Big Day.

Overseas recruits accepted and sworn
in at the central recruiting depot at
the armoties totaled 129 yesterday-:
This makes a total of 315 recruits ac-
cepted in“the first two days of -this
week.

In addition to being open daily to
receive recruits the depot at the
armories is also open in the evening
on Mondays and Fridays.

The 92nd Highland Battalion is now
up to ‘the full strength, 906 men. Its
advance party of 100 went to Niagara
Camp yesterday morning to make
preparations for the rest of the regi-
ment. Army boots have been issued
to all the battalion, but it will be prob-
ably a few weeks before the kilts ar-
rive.

Great quantities of uniforms are now
being “rushed” by the makers. In a
week or so it is thought all Toronto’s
overseas men will be in khaki. It
costs about $60 to equip one man.

A Fire Chief or a Commission?

It is estimated by the evening press
that Acting Chief Smith will be ap-
pointed chief of the fire brigade, with
full powers, on the recommendation of
the board of control, proposed by Con-
troller Thompson. Mr. Thompson ex-
plains that he has taken the initiative
in this matter because there was no
other way to break the deadlock. No

eligible candidate whom the aldermen

would support could be induced to
stand the rigors of a city council cam-
paign. ’

Probably this is the severest im-
peachment of the méthods by which
city government is carried on in To-
ronto that we have had. It is directed
against the policy of abuse and scan-
dal-hinting with which decent and
honorable men are greeted equally
with those of a less desirable charac-
ter. To outsiders there could be no
honorable men in Toronto if all the
citizens had to come under the an-
tagonism of certain aldermen and of a
certain source of civic political influ-
ence. This is the explanation why no
sultable candidate could be obtained
and why Controller Thompson had to
break the deadlock by nominating Mr.
Smith.

It will be enquired, naturally enough,
why Controller Thompson felt it ne-
cessary also to propose the appoint-
ment of an independent commission.
selected by the council and from in-
dependent outside bodies 1like the
Manufacturers’ Association and the
board of trade, if Acting Chief Smith
was an entirely competent man for
the position and capable of conducting
the reorganization, which has not been
forgotten by the citizens as having
been recommended by the judge after
a judicial investigation. It may Dbe
thought by some that such a long time
has gone ppast since then that it should
all be forgotten and that the aldermen

should be prepared to let bygones be
bygones. But a judicial recommen-

dation and the facts which led to it
are not thus easily to be disposed of.

It Acting Chief Smith is capable of
conducting the reorganization, then
there is no need of the commission.
. But the proposal of a commisgion in-
dicates the doubt in Controller Thomp-
son’s mind that all will not be accom-
plished when Acting Chief Smith has
been appointed. That gentleman has
indicated his willingness to accept the
position to which he has been nomi-
nated if he be given full and absolute
Ppowers.  There can be no full and ab-
sdlute powers commiited to him if a
commission is to be constituted with
control over him and his authority.
Acting Chief Smith will stipulate that
RO commission now or hereafter must
be contemplated to rob him of any of
the plenary powers Qe requires in or-
der to handle the situation, if he be
really in earnest in the statement ha
has made.

If°a commission be necessary, and
if the acting chief be willing to Tecog«
nize the desirability and the authority
of such a body, then it is evident that
the commission appointed
in the first place, and that it should
be allowed at once to proceed with the
long-delayed reorganization. All this
is quite aside from the merits or abil-

should be

ity of the acting chief, and the pros

and cons of his. personal quarrel with
District Chief Gunn, in dealing with
which his reputation for tact certainly
suffered.

Controller Thompson disclaims en-
tirely having come under the influence
of Captain Crawford or Mis party. He
asserts that he has acted with inde-
pendence thruout, and the fact that he
has taken the course which it yas
desired he would take by the machine
party is purely an accidental conjune-
tlon arising naturally out of the situa-
tion. It i{s unfortunate that the con-
troller’s action should have misled his
friends, but it will still be felt that if
8 commission be necessary it would
be wiser to appoint it first and leave
the reorganization to it, rather than
to an officer who cubsequently

Serman Failure in the East

Hilaire Belloc,

writing over two
in Land and Water, in dis-
cussing the retirement of the Russian
forces and 4he straightening out of

weeks ago

the Riga-Kovno<Groino-Brest line,
stated that “the line once straighten-
ed may still further retire, and the
offensive be none the stronger.”

Mr, Belloc is admittedly the press
expert on the war, and this point is
one that any pessimistic person may
well give heed to. Military experts
all declare that the successful retreat
of the Russian armies from the Polish
salient is one of the finest military
exploits in history, and surpasses any-
thing in the present war. The man in
-the street who thinks that to runaway
is a sign of defeat, finds this difficult
to understand. But it is simply, as
Mr, Belloc suggests, because war is
not a game. War is a matter of life

|and <death.

Germany may win a hundred en-
gagements, but if she loses the deci-
sive one, she is beaten. So the results
of war are not counted in victories
or defeats, but in ultimate results. If
the Germans have paid more for their
advance into Russian territory than
the movement was worth to them, then
it was the Germans and not the Rus-
sians who have lost in the great game.

It is well to remember that the Rus-
sian plan of campaign never counted
on any stand being made in Poland
at all. The first line of defence which
the Russians were to occupy was to
have been that to which they have
only just retired. This means, prac-
tically, that the war has only begun
from the original Russian point of
view. It hai been expected that the
Germans, with their swifter mobiliza-
tion, would have penetrated into Rus-
sian territory without opposition, as
far as they have only now advanced.

This means, therefore, that the Ger-
mans have had to expend a staggering
account of life and treasure to achieve
what had been conceded to them in
the first calculation. This is all to the
advantage of the allies. The cost of
the war to the Germans is utterly be-
yond anything upon which the ka.i-
ser and his advisers had counted. They
made war as a commercial speculation.
So much blood and iron was to bring
in so much territory and indemnities.
The robber barons of the Rhine car-
ried on their nefarious business ex-
actly on the same terms. They had
nothing on the kaiser in the way of
policy.

The Germans are losing in their
eastern progress out of all proportion
to any advantage they are gaining.
They have only held the west, and as
Sir John French has, after a prolong-
ed interval, taken the pains to state
that there is nothing doing on the
western battle front, it may confi-
dently be expected that the long-pro-
mised move is shortly to be made.

Lord 'Kitchener said that the war
was to start last May. It started with
the Dardanelles affair, and it will be
continued with other offensives which
we may rely upon as capable of dis-
concerting the exhausted rump of the
German army. The Russians are still
in the ring, and the Russian climate
is a terrible umpire for the kaiser to
expect a decision from. A cleverer
fighter than the kaiser left his troops
in the snows of the Rusdsian wilds.
‘We do not believe that Joffre and
French are going to spend another
winter in the trenches of France ani
Belgium {if they can avoid it. They
are taking steps to avoid it.

Reciprocity

Undismayed by the experience of
former governments, the Wilson adi-
ministration is seeking to negotiate
reciprocity treaties with the South
American countries. Just now these
countries are anxious to make almost
any deal with the TUnited States,
standing, as they do, in urgent need
of capital, which can be secured no-
where else. There is talk of estab-
lishing an international commerce
court and other facilities to promote
trade between the Spanish Americas
and their big uncle up north. Presi-
dent Wilson will stake his political
future, and almost the political future
of the Democratic party upon the
passage of the ship purchase bill, pri-
marily designed to establish govern-
ment-owned and operatel fleets for
the pan-American trade.

But a reciprocity treaty is a diffi-
cult thing to put over. Mr. Taft had
some experience in that line, and so
did several of his predecessors. Reci-
procity, hailed as a “handmaid of pro-
tection,” was tacked on to the Me-
Kinley tariff bill of 1890, and in one
form or another appeared in subse-
quent tariff revisions, but no practical
results were . accomplishel, and the
very word itself disappeared from the
statute book in 1910,

Theoretically the country with g
high tariff has a great advantage in
bargaining over the free trade coun-
try, because it can give concession for
concession: In practical experience,
however, the results are quite disap-
pointing. The value of our trade
treaty with France is sentimental
rather than practical, and we have
been unable to do much bargaining
with our intermediate tariff proposal.

A great stride toward getting for-
eign trade has been made by the Unit-
ed States in the establishing of the
federal reserve bank system. Foreign
acceptances can now be rediscounted
with the national bank of issue and
rediscount, and the American ex-
porter will be able to get accommoda-
tion at home which formerly he often
had to seek in London. Other causes
may contribute to the expansion of
the United States exports to Central
and South America.

But reciprocity treaties may prove
sources of irritation rather than pro-
moters of business.

C. N. R. Reports Sixty-Five
Per Cent. of Saskatchewan
Crops Cut.

SMALL STORM DAMAGE

Week-End Will See Greater
Portion of Grain Safely
Under Cover.

The ffollowing Ktelegraphic Mmdvices
from the departments of agriculture
for Saskatchewan and Alberta, an-
nouncing steady and rapid progress
in harvesting in the west, were re-
ceived by officers of the Canailian
Northern Railway, at the head office
of the company here yesterday:

“Southern district: . Weather has
been ideal for past week; barley all
harvested, 50 per cent. of vats, and 10
per cent. of wheat; harvesting_ in full
swing this week.”

prevailing weather good.”

Bumper Crop Sure.

“Northern district: Heavy wind and
electric storm passed over small por-
tion of this «district, but little damage
reported.

That from Saskatchewan reads:

“Report issued by department of
agriculture today states fully 65 per
cent, of the crop is cut. Weather con-
ditions have been ideal;

A yleld above the
average is anticipated.”

CAPTURE OF GARUA ;
A BLOODLESS AFFAIR

—

Guns Thundered for Three Hours,
Then Germans Surrendered.

LONDON, Aug. 31.—The most blood-
less battle of the war preceded the
capture by French and British troops
of tae German fortress of Garua, in
Kamerun, western Africa.

For three hours the allies sent shells
crashing against the German posi-
tions, according to official reports just
received here. The Germans replied
with an aqually violent cannonade.

The German garrison of 37 officers
and 270 men finally surrendered. Not
o man had been killed or wounded
and the most serious damsage was
done by a French shell which struck
a dentist’s chair. The allie§ had not
a single casualty to report.

TWO THOUSAND TURKS

Petrograd Sums Up Recent Suc-
cesses in the Caucasus.

PETROGRAD, Aug. 30, via London,
Aug. 31.—The following official state-
ment was issued last night at the
headquarters of the army of the Cau-
casus:

KICKING HORSESOLD
FOR WAR PURPOSES

David McLean Could Not
Trust Animal, So It Be-

came Remount.

OTHER BAD PURCHASES

Blind Stallion Bought for Gov-
ernment, Exchanged for
Cheap Steed.

HALIFAX, N.S., Aug. 31.—Because
he couldl not trust a horse any more,
David McLean sold it as a remount,
he told the Davidson War Contract
Commission this morning. Witness
sald the horse once “kicked the stuf-
fing out of him” when the breeching
broke and a load fell on the animal,
He let it go to the army buyers for
$145, tho it had cost him $200 eleven
months before. The horse was not an
inveterate kicker, and was perfectly
sound. It was between 9 ang 10 years

of age. é
John Gough, Halifax, produced the
account book of his brother, Dr.

Gough, the veterinary, who examined
the remounts in this district. It was
examined by Commission Counsel
Thompson to ascertain how much
money Thomas Myra owed and paid
the surgeon in 1914. Myra yesterday
testified that he gave Dr. Gough $10
after selling+a horse as a Temount.
He claimed this was money owed for
surgical services. The account book
showed that Myra owed the doctor
$11.50 on April 29, 1914. The last en-
try in the book was January, 1915.
No reference was found in the book
to the Myra payment, which he said
was made in September, 1914,

No Horses Exchanged.

Mr. Gough, who took the horses.-to
Valcartier, was carefully examined by
Mr. Thompson on the rumors that
horses bought by the remount agents
were exchanged. The witness said the
horses were guarded by soldiers. He
knew of no exchanges and of no case
where a horse was stolen,

A horse, which Dr. Gough thought
was 10 years of age, was sold to
Campbell Creighton, Halifax, for $140.
Witness was not sure of the horse’s
age. The horse two months before
cost him $70. He sold him because
he was thru with him. The animal
was quite sound.

Dr. Thomas Chalmers, official vet-
erinary for the remounts bought in
Truro and New Glasgow, swore he
wsaappointed by A, De Witt Foster,
M.P. for King’s County at the time.
He received his money by govern-
ment cheque. The buyers with him
were Woodworth and Ince. All the
horses he bought were practically
sound. He hai nothing to do with the
prices paid. All the horses passed were
good and would sell for more today.
He countersigned some cheques. Fos-
ter told him it was a matter of form
and to enable the buyers to get money
to pay for the horses. He felt a little
uneasy, as he did not want to have
anything to do with money.

BREAD REDUCTION
FULLY JUSTIFIED
George L;wrence Says First

Day's Business Exceeded
Expectations.

TIME WAS OPPORTUNE

Cut

in Price to Five Cents
Was Long Contem-
plated.

“Our first day’s business under the

OTTAWA, Aug. 31.—Owing to the
prolongation of the war and the fact
that Canada will probably send a good
many more men to the front than was
at first expected, the patriotic fund
committee is about to make a fresh
appeal for funds. When the 12 bat-
talions which are to go over to Eng-
land have departed there will be from
90,000 to 100,000 Canadian troops in
England and France. The patriotic
fund has 19,000 families on its list,
and the larger proportion of the new
recruits have ‘'dependants,

During the last three months the
surplus of receipts over expenditures
was diminished by $500,000. In July
the expenditure was $850,000 as avainst
receipts of $200,000.

Sir Herbert Ames, hon., secretary,
will set out in a few days for the west
to start the new campaign. Meetings
will afterwaris be held in the east.

Famous Soccer Teams
Recalled by the Death
Of Old-Time Player

Old-time soccer players, or,
rather, followers of the Associa--
tion code, as the game was called
in those days, will sincerely re-
gret the untimely death of Solly
Brubacher of Berlin, Ont., 3 mem-
ber of the famous Rangers of that
town in the 80's. Galt and Toronto
Varsity were the Rangers' rivals,
teams that would compare favor-
ably with the T. and D.'s best. In
fact, those in a position to judge
will say that any of the three
teams mentioned above would
likely defeat the Lancs of Toronto
or the Scots of Winnipeg if it
were possible to get them togeth-
er. The late Mr. Brubacher was
a4 member of the Canadian team
that toured the British Isles in
1888, when they won nine, lost
nine and drew five games. He
was accidentally asphyxiated in
his own house while taking a bath
during the absence of his wife and
family from Berlin.

DEVICES ARE USED
TO HIDE ZEPPELINS

Underground Hiding Places
for Germany's Dirigible
~ Balloons.

CONCEAL THE HANGARS

Fake Factories and Churches
Protect Airships From En-
emy's Attack.

A French lad who was. studying in

Germany when the war broke out, and
who has just managed to return to
Paris, told some interesting facts
about the way the German Zeppelins
! are being cencealed.

“The Germans are manvfacturing
Zeppelins, and likewise hangars for
i them, as fast as they can, in prepara-
tion. they say, for some big attempt,”
said the boy, who is about 15 years
old. “They do not fear attacks on
them when not actually in the air
from flylng machines—that is, when
thev are hidden in their hangars.

“There are two kinds of hangars—
those generally used and the secrot
hangars. The usual ones are those
which can be located, perhaps, by hos-
tile aviators. In these the aircrafts-
men keep their materials and do their
work and make repairs. They have in
these places also their implements and
tubes of compressed gas; at any rate,
they have piles of tubes stored away.

Concealed Hangars. ’

‘“But the airships ready for use are
clsewhere. The Germans have made
Auge subterranean excavations, in
which the dirigible balloons are kep:
ready. They are hidden from view by
an ingenious device. A superstructure
is built over these deep cavities in the
form of a light skeleton frameworlk,
which is walled round and roofed over
with a sort of rough canvas material.
This canvas is painted to resemble
stucco or bricks, The building looks
at a little distance just like a factory
for ordinary industrial purposes.

“I saw one of these sham factories
with a canvas chimney and imitation
windows and doors all complete to de-
ceive the eye. At a little distance n»n
one would ‘believe that a huge Zep-
velin is stored away underneath.

“I could not see inside, of course,
for no stranger can go near, but I
listened to what people who knew had
to say and pretended to pay no at-
tention. Inside there is, they say, a
roofing over the airship strong enough
to vprotect it from ordinary bomb-
throwing. 1 heard a story that an-
other was designed under a canvas
church.”

SHORTAGE OF MILKERS

Good Stdckers.and Feeders
Command Quick Sale at
Easy Prices.

The receipts of live stock at the Union
Stock Yards on Tuesday were 35 cars,
including 543 cattle, 248 calves, 489 hogs,
453 sheep and lambs and 63 cars contain-
ing 1197 horses for the allled armies in

France. ;

The light shipment of cattle did not
icprove the activity of the market a
great deal. It was a d trade up to
noon for only 500 cattle. There did not
seem to be any great demand among the
buyers for any class of butchers. Prices
were steady with a firm tendency should
the Moxt receipts be light.

In both American and Canadian mar-
kets the stocker and feeder business has
fallen off to a degree. Mixed, off-color
stockers that show no dbreeding, are not
wanted on this market, and receive only
low bids. Good stockers and feeders are
quick sale at prices but a few cents
easier than quoted for some time back.
Choice feeders are the steadiest. H. P.
Kennedy sold on Monday the following:
Cholce feeders, 1000 Ibs., at $7.20; gocd
feeders, 875 lbs., at $7.05, and 820 lbs., at
market for good
animals. A few higher bids were made
for extra. choice.

Buyers are still short of the best class
of millsers and springers, many who buy
20 to 30 a day finding only two or three
of suitable qualities. Prices are firm up
to $100.

In the lightest run of sheep and lambs
for a few days sheep were steady and
lambs strong, with an advance up to $9
again, while choice hand-picked ~small
lots brought $9.10. These were extra
choice, the general quality being better
than Monday. Two hundred calves were
billed thru, leaving only a score or so on
sale. Choice veal calves are strong, sell-
ing at 26c to 50c more for tops. But they
are so few that if more were shipped in
to satisfye the demand the market price

for tops would be nearer $11. The other
calf classes are steady.

Hogs, with light receipts, are firm at
‘prices of Monday.

Demoralization
of the foreign e¢xchange situation ham-
pered export cofditions, and an absence
of demand from abroad promptly lowered
values here. The market continued weak
for most of the session, the only excep-
tlon being a short period in the latter
art of the session, when some who had
een early sellers took profits by buying
on the break, this causing a small rally.

Movement Increases Rapidly.

Bears were helped in their domination
of the market by the fact that the
movement of spring wheat is increasing
rapidly, and threshing is progressing well
and showing larger yields than first ex-
pected. Northwestern returns indicate
that in Minnesota and the Dakotas the
crop will be about 291,000,000 bushels, as
atgmst 154,000,000- bushels last year.
