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The rtioft exaiSt enquiry into this matter being made,

It appears that the misfortune happened by a black

fervant carrying aflies, intended for the making of fope,

into the garret of Mr* Levingjion^ an Englifti fubje^t,

tand a perfon of reputation, living in St, Francis ftreet in

the city of Montreal.

The rooms of the houfes in that city are floored with

clay, on which they lay flat ftones, with a view to pre-

vent accidents by fir«. The roof of this houfe being

very dry after much hot weather, and the wind blowing

very hard, it is fuppofed, fome coal, yet unextinguifhed,

was lighted up, and blown to the roof, the flames burft-

ing forth at the roof of the fame Levingfton's houfe. The

adjacent houfes being covered either with Jhingles, made

of white cedar, in the manner of tiles, or with boards, ac-

cording to thecuftom of the country ; the flame was com-

municated with fuch impetuous violence, that in three

hours 1 08 houfes were deftroyed, and though it happen-

ed in the day-time, fome perfons were burnt. Thefe

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the major part of whopi, from being in comfortable cir-

cumftances, were thus fuddenly deprived of every thing

tl\ey pofleiTed, the cloaths on their backs excepted.

This committee is in poffeffion of an authentic certifi-

cate, attefted by Gen. Murray, as governor ofthe province

of Quebec, in which Montreal is fituated. The moft re-

gular eftimates were made by carpenters and mafons, of

the value of the buildings ; and depofitions on oath were

taken of the fufFerers, by commifligpers appointed ex-

prefsly for the purpofe, of the particulacs of their lofs ;

by which it appears, that the amount is 87,580/. 8 x. 10^.

ilerling, of which no part was, or could be infured.

All which is corroborated by the moft indubitable tefti-

mony of living witnefTes now in London.

Though it is prefumed, that fome of the fufFerers are

above the acceptance of charity, it is very certain, that

Meat numbers of them are reduced to the moft calami-

tous condition. It cannot therefore with any propriety

be objected, by any one, otherwife inclined to contribute,

that nothing worthy of attention can be colledled by a

private fubfcription ; on the contrary, it is apparent,

that every mite will be acceptable.

Thus circumftanced, the fufFerers think themfelves pri-

vileged, as it were by -a permlfHon from heaven, to beg re-

whom can they aflc it with propriety, if not of us ?

. Whether we confiJer thefe Canadians zsjfranger's, who

put themfelves under our prote(5lion, when they might

have
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have gone to Old France^ and left a country, wWch W9

ftaturaUy defire to fee peopled ; or whether we regard

iheaLisfeilow-fubjeifsi with whom we may carry on a

trade of great importance ; It feems right, fit, and pro-

per, that we {hould enable thofe to rife again, who are

fallen j and, by a weU-timed encovntginunt of iniafiryt

perform a duty of the higheft importance, the charge

of which will be repaid four-fold into the breaft of our

common parent.

If we confider fltefe Canadians as fcUow-fubjeas,

Whofe allegiance to the crown of thefe realms we would

wiih to preferve inviolate ; and to fecure them by the

cords of love and union. Or if we make an cftimate of

their intrinfic worth, as a comely, laborious, intrepid,

obedient people ; in every view they are reprefented

as demanding a peculiar attention from us on this cc-

caflon.

Can we embrace a more favourable opportunity of

giving a fubftantial proof, not to them only, but alfo to

our American fellm-Jubjem in general, that we hive no

faJfe ambition. It would be abfurd to fuppofe, that we

fequenily enJitled to be beloved for the exercife of mo-

• There cannot be a principle more intelligible, than
that the, putting every fubjea, as far as is praaicable, in a
condition of getting his own bread, and providing for
his family in his own way, is the true fource of jia-

tional riches. On this principle depends the fecurity
of a vaft pecuniary property : and confequently it is our
trueft intereft, to extend our regards to every fubjeA in
every region of the Britifli empire, who is really in want,-

•and can with propriety afk for relief; or who by com-
merce can afrord us the means of acquiring wealth j but
tnoft of all to fuch fellow-fubjeas as the Camdians, un-
der fo grievous a misfortune.

As to the peculiar circumftances of thefe brave people,
^ho now implore our alTiftance, they had been for fe-
veral years diftrcfTcd, not oiily with their war with us
butalfoby militating with the favage Indians. They
had fufFercd the want of provifions, almoil to famine-

It muft be prefuraed, that tyles of a certain thicknefs,

and properly glazed, will ftand the penetrating force pf

melted fnow, and the pinching feyerity of froft in tjiat

country, as well as they do in Ruilla,. where the winters

are yet more intenfely cold, (e) At the fame time it

muft be acknowledged, that thin iron plates, painted or

tinned over, ^111 anfwer the purpofe yet more effec-

tually.

As they are conftraincd to afk, let us fhew

them fuch a mark of our favour, as ftiall be of real fer-

vice. This is the way to be beloved and honoured as

their fmcerc friends and benefaaors. And we may with

the utmoft reafon hope, hat we (hall fecure the hearts

of thefc Canadians for many generations to come.

In the mean while, let us ferioufly reflea, that no

fyftem of morals, no inftitute of political precepts, can

inftrua us fo forcibly as the Jaw of Ckrj/f, in our duty

as citiziHS and fubje£fs.

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IN relation to the fafe methods of co-

vering houfes to prevent the communi-
cation of fire, fome perfons, now bound for

'

Canada, intend to try if flate will ftand the

froft. Iron-plate coverings are certainly

the beft. As to turning the edges of the

plates one within another, this method is

pradtifed in Sweden, as well as Ruffia, but

it is fubjedl to fome inconveniences, as being

apt to break the edges. There is another

'method lefs coftly as to the labor, and

which will probably anfwer much better,

viz. to cover the boards which compofe the

top of the houfe with two layers of brown
paper, dipt in hot tar ; then lay on two
iron plates, every other one, fp that the

third may over-lap about an inch on each

of the two : brown pap^r dipt in tar mufl

be under the third, as well as the two firfl

plates, and extended fo far as to come un-

der the faftcnings of the plates, to cOn-

folldate
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folidate them. Thefe plates ihould be

previoully punched with a proper fleel

puncher, and fitted to each other. The
plates being cut of equal lengths, the holes

inay be made to anfwer to each other,

Faften the work with copper nails, which
will not rufl like iron. A puncher may be
u(tdi to prepare the way through the paper,

and the gimblet to follow^, otherwife the cop*

per nails may be eafily refifled. The plates

being painted, or tinned, and failened as

above, will ftand all weather, and alfo refift

vind better than in the method of turning

thz edges.
