The new regulations have been ren­
dered necessary by the huge waste of 
food recently brought to light in Win­
nipeg. They render more effective the 
machinery of the cost of living regu­
lations of November, 1916, which gave 
municipalities the power to make in- 
vestigations but left legal action In 1 he 
hands of the provincial authorities. 
Winnipeg will now be able to deal 
with the local waste of food.

ILondon, Tuesday, Marcth 12.— 
Strong criticism of the government's 
policy toward the continued use of 
grain for brewing and malting was 
evoked in the debate in the house of 
commons today. The criticism were 
based on the enormous tonnage em­
ployed by the traffic, the small pro­
fit to the government from the ex­

brutal crime.

The letter, which was written In 
Bulgarian, was sent to Sinon Grwgra, 
a boarding house boni at 76.1 Curling- 
ton street, .where the murdered man 
was in the habit of having his mail 
directed.

It was stated that the writer had 
killed Georgleff and that there were 
others who would bo served in the 
tame manner shortly. "

It further stated that the dead man 
'vas no good, had never been any good, 
and that he had been enticed uptown 
by an offer? to take him to Toronto for 
the purpose of giving him a Turkish 
bath. Thts latter inducement was 
i-up posed to have been a sure cure for 
Georgleffs ailment, according to his 
friends. He had often stated that he 
wanted to have one. «

The fact that be was suffering from 
a venereal disease, which The World 
learned from a most reliable source 
last night, is significant, as it might 
possibly prove to be the motive for 
the crime.. It Is now stated that the 
victim never carried more than three 
or four dollars In his pockets at a time, 
and as this was.known to his friends 
the robbery theory Is not substantiat­
ed. Consequently there is the possi­
bility that he might have been. re­
sponsible for others contracting a 
similar disease, and that in revenge 
tie was enticed to the vicinity of the

'Ontario Railway and Municipal Board, 
when it Imposes Its own terms upon 
parties agreeing to an annexation.

Hon. Thomas Cràwford thought the 
parties should be able to act as they 
desired, and that the railway board 
should not have such power. Mr. 
Gooderham and Joseph Russell sup­
ported the measure, and It was finally 
agreed to let the law stand, in this re­
gard, on the understanding that if the 
terms imposed by the board are not 
agreeable either party cam withdraw.

Parking Clause Carries.
A clause giving the city power to 

set aside certain areas for the parking 
of motor cars was discussed at some 
length. It was pointed out that Ham; 
llton and Ottawa were In favor of such 
a measur^, and Mr. Gooderham raised 
the question of the effect upon pro­
perty value. The clause carried with­
out amendment.

TEMPERANCE ACT

Dutch Foreign Minister Expects to De­
cide Question Soon—«bips Wanted 

by United Statee.

The Hague, March 13.—The foreign 
minister. Dr. Loudon, presented to the 
states general today a note explaining 
the position of the negotiations with the 
allies for an economic arrangement. The 
minister said that since the note was 
drafted he had received Information of 
the allied governments' desire to with­
draw their promise to accept the Dutch 
condition that vessels sailing In the 
interest of the allied governments should 
not be employed in the danger zone.

The note states that America has 
agreed to furnish 100,000 tons of wheat 
to Holland before the conclusion of .a 
definite arrangement, on condition that 
Holland Immediately places at the dis­
posal of the allies half a million tons of 
shipping, as If a definite arrangement al­
ready existed. The Dutch Government Is 
inquiring as to whether it is possible to 
enter Into such an agreement and hopee 
speedily to arrive at a decision.

London, March 13.—Concerning doubts 

expressed in some quarters on the sub­
ject of Japanese Intervention in Siberia, 
The Daily Telegraph says that Japan is 
a British ally of twelve years’ standing, 
and during all that time she has apart 
from the services rendered to the allied 
cause in the course of the war, shown 
herself an honorable and' trustworthy 
sociale. The paper continues :

‘‘The overwhelmingly strong interest of 
Japan in this part of the world Is, of 
course, apparent from a glance at the 
map.

"Whatever the Siberian Republic may 
turn out to be, when we know anything 
of it, we may at least be sure that Ger­
many reckons upon dominating it, as she 
reckons upon dominating all other frag­
ments of the shattered Russian Empire. 
Germany is at this moment pursuing a 
plan of world conquest, to which particu­
lar and unmistakable character has been 
given by the development of the war In 
Europe. *■

"If the triumph of our enemy’s influ­
ence Is to be guarded against in the re­
gion where Japanese and other allied in­
terests are especially strong, the sooner 
the business is undertaken the better. 
There Is no sense or Justice in permitting 
chaos and helplessness in Russia to De 
turned to the advantage of the enemy, if 
it can be prevented.

"If such action as was taken in Man­
churia should ultimately be the means ot 
re-establishing a national authority of 
constitutional character in Russia, and if 
it should supply a rallying point for the 
forces of sanity and order, then a price­
less benefit would be conferred on the 
Russian people.

"The question at present Is one of legal 
and necessary protection of threatened 
national Interests. In a situation without 
parallel, and in which the ordinary for­
mula of international action are mean­
ingless, the principal care of allied states­
manship as a whole will be, while allow­
ing itself to be guided by the logic of 
events as they arise, to divest whatever 
Is done of any color of aggressive or an­
nexationist intentions.”

Woodstock. Mardh IS.—Walter Burrldge 
of London was tonight sentenced to five 
years in the Kingston Penitentiary by 
Sir Justice Ctlenholme Falconbridge on 
the charge of theft of furs and other 
goode, the property Of the Northway 
store, Ingersoll, in November last, fol­
lowing the Jury’s finding of guilty on the 
second count of three charges of theft. 
The Jury was out for nearly six hours. 
Three charges hung over the young 
man’s head. The first! was that of theft 
and housebreaking; the second, on which 
he Was convicted, theft, and the third, 
receiving stolen goods. Sir Justice FaT- 
conbridge, ln hie charge to the Jury, pitt 
emphasis on the fact that the Jury 
should put much dependence ln a case 
of this kind on circumstantial evidence, 
and charged against the prisoner.

In sentencing Burrldge, JugUce Fal­
conbridge pointed out that the prisoner 
had spent two weeks about the time or 
the theft and fire In Northway’s store In 
Ingersoll, In the company of John Ron- 
erts, a criminal. He thought that Bur­
rldge while he was only found guilty on 
the charge of theft by the Jury, was a 
party to the whole transaction with 
Roberts.

Detective Downs of London and others 
told of having seen the prisoner In com­
pany with Roberts ln, London on and 
after the date of the fire and thjs rob­
bery Toronto witnesses told of Bur- 
ridge's movements there. The prisoner 
took the stand in his own defence. He 
denied being ln Ingersoll on the night ot 
the robbery, and also told of his move­
ments previous to and after that date. 
The night of the robbery and the morn­
ing following he spent at hla home in 
London, he said. Burrldge was arrested 
ln a Toronto stot-e last November, where 
he and a man named Roberts wet’s dis­
posing of their loot.__________

After breaking up an attack of Malone 
and Lalonde, Mummery started Crawford 
down the ice, the pair criss-crossing un­
til past the local defence players, and 
Crawford netted, tying up the score on 
the game.

The Toronto players were inspired with 
confidence and fought their opponents 
thruout the game, making every effort 
tor auu to tne read of four goals and were 
as much on the offensive as on the de­
fensive.

Many looked for the new champions to 
play a defensive game thruout» but they 
never at any time let up ln their ag­
gressive tactics and were on even terms 
with Canadiens on two occasions. The 
match was one of the poorest exhibi­
tions of hockey witnessed in Montreal 
this season, and altho It started well. It 
developed Into a contest of brute strength 
and the Canadiens' chances faded away 
when they undertook to make the 
visitors quit by roughing It with them 
on every possible occasion.

Canadiens suffered penalties, 
being on the bench on three occasions 
on ring which time the team lost a gen­
eral and scorer.

Toronto» played the puck more than 
the man and took the bumps handed to 
them without relenting to any great ex­
tent.

Ottawa, March 13.—Under the per­
sonal direction of lion. E. N. Rhodes, 
who will be elected to the stpyakership 
when tno house meety, arrangements 
are being made by the staff at the mu­
seum building, for-the opening of par­
liament on Monday. The task is con­
siderably lightened tw the circum 
stances that, apart from the ministers 
of the crown and the opposition front 
row; members will nolt have seats as­
signed to tihem.

There .is no definite indication as yet 
as to who Sir Wilfrid Laurier*» new 
deskmnte will be in place of Hon.

The Capacity of the temporary 
chamber will be taxed to its utmost to 
accommodate the increased member­
ship of the new house.

Choice of Deputy Speaker..
The choice of a new deputy speaker 

and chairman of committees still re­

Ottawa, March 13.—The report of the 
commission which enquired Into pilotage 
at the port of Halifax, as the result of 
allegations made following the recent 
disaster, was given out tonight by Hon. 
C. C. Ballantyne, minister of marine. The 
commissioners made a number of recom­
mendations,the most Important being that 
legislation should be enacted appointing 
the minister of marine the pilotage author­
ity for the district.of Halifax. This recom­
mendation Is based on the finding of the 
commissioners, “that the administration 
of the pilotage service by the present 
commission has been found unsatisfac­
tory.”

The commissioners further recommend­
ed that a superintendent having a sea­
going experience, with a clean record, 
should be Immediately , placed In full 
charge of the district., to reorganize and 
administer its affairs, and to be directly 
responsible to the minister. Such super­
intendent, it Is suggested, should not 
have been a pilot of the Halifax pilotage 
district at any time. He should be pro­
vided with a qualified assistant, In order 
that the pilotage office may be kept open 
night and day.

In regard to apprentices, It Is recom­
mended that they should be required, 
after being Indentured to the minister,.to 
pass an examination not lower than that 
required of a second mate of a sea going 
ship before being granted a license as a 
branch pilot. It Is proposed that the 
term of apprenticeship be five years, as 
at present, but, In the case of an appli­
cant possessing a second mate's sea­
going certificate, he may be considered 
as having served two years of appren­
ticeship.

It Is recommended that the apprentice­
ship pilot be employed In accompanying, 
branch pilots during the last three years 
of his apprenticeship.

In view of the fact that the appren­
tices and pilots have not been examined 
since they entered the service, tjie com­
missioners regard It as essential that an 
oculist be appointed, along with an offi­
cial of the' department of marine, to 
effect Immediately the examination of 
the eyesight and hearing of. the pilots 
and apprentices of the Halifax district.

In regard to the use of intoxicating 
liquors, the following recommendations 
are made :

That no pilot or apprentice pilot shall 
be .allowed to use Intoxicating liquors. 
Any Infraction of this rule to be punish! 
able by fine or suspension for the first 
offence, amt dismissal for the second 
offence.
-»That no Intoxicating liquors be per­
mitted to be kept lit the pilotage office 
on board the pilot tender: any lnfrae- 
‘tion of this rule to entail Instant dis­
missal.

The solicitation of gratdltles by pilots, 
It Is recommended! should be forbidden. 
Any Infraction of this rule should be 
considered an offence and dealt with ac­
cordingly.

Should Increase Number.
The commissioners recommend that 

the pilotage authority should provide a 
small launch to transport pilots to and 
from vessels In the harbor. They ex­
press the opinion that the number ot 
pilots should be Increased to 25, and 
should net be less than 20 at any time.

In their report the commissioners say 
that attention was drawn to th<- 'act 
that Intoxicating liquor was beln 9 ;r- 
mltted to be taken on board the ollot 
schooners and there were several 
Instances recorded of Inebriety among 
the pilots. "While the commissioners 
of the district have, recently dismissed 
some of these delinquents,” they say, 
-•wo . cannot but think that they were 
not strict enough In dealing with the

"Where local cultivation movements 
have not been Initiated the board 
strongly urges Individual effort to the 
end that everyone who can shall add 
his or her quota to the Important 
cause. The home growing of 
vegetables eliminates transportation 
charges, with the attendant wastage 
of labor and fuel.

S. J. Hughes, a Methodist clergyman 
of that town, In his address to the 
Lord’s Day Alliance yesterday. He 
said the Albertans painted the town 
red and fought with St. John» people 
who tried to control them. Five hun­
dred men had to be confined to bar­
racks until troop trains arrived to 
take them to the eeeoboard. "You 
find men wearing the. King's uniform 
lying around In the bOSk yards drunk,” 
said Mr. Hughes. "The hotelmen sell 
liquor to everybody and practically at 
any time. When the Polish troops 
were there I saw them lined up at the 
bar four deep waiting for a chance 
to drink. In Ht. Johns liquor Is sold 
at any time. After two years' experi­
ence I may say that lt is an abomina­
tion, that we are disgraced to have 4 
our splendid men brought from all 
parts of tho Dominion and have them 
exposed."
