Boswell was declared meHjiSIé by

the university council, and the others
were considered as not being capable
of original investigation, § i

That the under-graduates were much
incensed at the decision of the c¢oun-
cil, was forthcoming in a largely ecir-
culated petition, which was  presented
to the senate asking them to Trecon-
sider their award. b

. The petition mentioned that, should
the senate take no action, the mat-
ter would be referred to the university
commission, and also to the commis-
sioners of the exhibition fund in ‘Lon-
don, Eng., under whose trol the
scholarship is he}d. It further inti-
mated that the vote_in the coun-
cil against Boswell had been small,
standing 8 to.6, and that some: of those
who had voted were not qualified to
give.an opinion- on-the-merits- of* the
candidates. Boswell had been treéated
unfairly. His thesis had been accept-:
ed and read. A repert had been made
on it.

IV HONORING PATRON SHiNT

patron saint is always celebrated by
the St. George’'s Society of Toronto
with all due reverence, and last night's

gathering was no exception.

The banquet held in St. George's
Hall was attended by several hundred
guests, and lacked not those touches
that conveyed the spirit of the occa-
sion. . The wall decorations exhibited
the Union Jack ensign and cross of
St. George, and the menu was char-
dacteristic of the historic fare of the
“tight little isle’” while the orchestra
dispensed during the evening those
airs that are sweet to the Briton’s
ears. Patriotic, too, and loyal to the
last degree were the spirited addresses
made.

TRAINING SHIP FOUNDERS
-5 LGN CADES D

Calamity in Bay of Biscay Reporf-
ed by 26 Survivors Rescued
From Raft,

London,April 23.—The Count de Smet
de Naeyer, a captain of a sailing ship
used by the Belgian government for
the training of officers for the govern-
ment service, foundered in the Bay
of Biscay April 18,with a loss of thirty-
five lives, lncludlpg the captain and

the officers commanding the cadets.
The cadets included the sons of many
prominent: Belgians, Twenty-six sur-
vivors of the wreck were rescued by
the bark Dunkerque, !

It is difficult to get precise details
of the disaster, owing to the Dunker-
que, which was proceeding to Ham-
burg, refusing any information or the
names of the survivors, and also de-
clining an invitation to land the sur-
vivors at Dover.

The Count de Smet de Naeyer was
built at Greenock, in 1904, It is al-
leged that she turned turtle when she
was launched, necessitating alteration®
to improve her stability. Most of her
officers resigned after her first voyage,
declaring that she was still topheavy.
She started on her {ll-fated second
voyage- April 11, and anchored off
Flushing till Easter Saturday, when
she was towed into the North Sea and
stafrted on her voyage for Australia,
She encountered terrible weather in
the Bay of Biscay, labored heavily and
foundered:

It is supposed that a boat or raft
was launched, and that by this means
the survivors were rescued, but no
details or list of survivors is obtain-
able. She was a full rigged .sailing
ship 270 feet long.

It hag an effect upon
the whole standing of public life of
thig country, and in as much .ng the
chairman is one of his majesty’s judges
it reflects upon the capacity and
strength of the judiciary of this country.

The present situation has a sort of
negative advantage in that it demsn-
strates afresh the necessity for public
opinion to operate unhindéred In every
channel of influence which may u'li-
mately affect legislation. The compa=-
nies will fight for supine legislation.
The department of justice will be afraid
of them.

The purpose of the government is cer-

tainly commendable; the question is a8
to its execution. The national .‘ands
belong to the people at large. When
they are known to be of exceptional
value, it is unjust to give them away
for a song to the few. ‘‘boomers” and
| speculatorg who can manage to be on
! the ground. The case is quite different,
when the prospector has to filnd the
veins by arduous search over a great
area of country; no one will grudge the
treasures that- have been found by a
comparatively few of our American
prospectors, nor belittle the part Lliey
played in the development of the west,
nor deny the benefit of the system
under which our mineral lands were
thrown open; but no one wants a repe-
tition of the scandals of the opening
of the agricultural lands of Oklahoma.

The leasing of government lands,
which are known to be rich in minerals.
is an equitable proposition, and should
be satisfactorily workable if the leases
are properly drawn and adjusted, and
the right king of organization for super-
vision iz developed. Theq working of
mines on government account is a dif-
ferent matter. It ig done in Germany
and elsewhere, but in some of the Euro~
pean mining districts there are condi-
tions which do not exist in North Amge-
rica, and there is an elaborate raining
organization, ‘which it has 'required
many years to create. The true funec-
tion of government, however, is to gov-
ern, ang in general it is unwise for a
government to engage in industrial
undertakings, or .try to do what the
people can best do for themselves, The
trusts and the magnates may grab
more than their share when ihey are
not restrained, but generally they can
do things cheaper than a government if
necessity constraing them. -

Ottawa, April 23.—-(SpecuL)—A1tho.
the bill - introduced by Mr. Alcorn
(Prince Edwarg County), respacting ex=
press companies, had its first -eading
on the 3rd inst., it has not been print-

ed and distributed till this afternoon.
The government can eeffctually block
the second reading of any bill by fail-
ing to print it. To-day W. F., Maclean
(Scuth York) called attention to the
fact that neither this bill nor the Lills
introduced by Mr, Wilson (Lennox and
Addington), respecting the salary grab,
had as yet been printed. The Alcorn
bill adopts the principle of Mr. Mac-
lean’s bill, but goes into greater detail,
adopting section by section the raiiway
commission bill, instead of simply de-
claring the express companies common
carriers, ag was done in the Roosevelt
rate ‘bills.

After defining express companjes and
putting. their . tolls under the jurisdic-
tion of the railway commission, the fol-
lowing important provisiong are incor-
porated:

Important Provisions.

(1) All companies shall, according to
their respective powers, afford to all
persons- and. companies . all reasonable
and proper facilities for the receiving,
forwarding and delivering of goods and
traffic, and for the interchange of
trarfic between tmeir tratiic route and the
traffic route  of any other express com-
pany, and no company shall make or
give any undue or unreasonable pre-
ference or advantage to, or in favor of,
any particular person or company, or
any particular description of ‘traffic or
goods in any respect whatsoever, nor
shall any company by any unreason=
able delay or otherwise -howsoever
make any difference in treatment in the
collecting, receiving, forwiarding, der
livering or otherwise dealing with goods
of a similar character in favor of or
against any particular person or com-
pany, nor subject any particular per-
S0n or company, or any particular de-
scription of traffic or goods, to any un-
due or unreasonable prejudice or dis-
padvantage in any respect whatsoever,
nor shall any company discriminate un-
Justly against any locality or industry
or against any traffic which may origi-
nate on its express route destined to a
point on another express route in Can-
ada with which it connects, and every
company which operates an express
route forming part only of a continu-
ous route, or which intersects any other
express route, or which hag any receiv-
ing or delivering office near to 4any re-
ceiving or delivering office of any other
€xpress company shall afford all due
and reasonable facilities for delivery to
such other express company, or for re-
ceiving from and forwarding by its ex-
presg route all the traffic or goods ar-
riving by such other.expresg route with-
out any unreasonable delay and with-
out any such preference or advantage,
or prejudice or disadvantage, as afore-

such express route as a continuous line
of trafficc and so that all reasonable
accommodation, by means of the routes
of the several companies, is at all times
afforded to the public in that be-
half, and any agreement made between
any two or more companies contrary to
this section shall be unlawful and null
and void.

(2) The board may determine, as

whether in any case the company hLas
or has not complied with the provisions
of thig' and the last preceding section,
and may by regulation declare what
shall constitute substantially similar
circumstances and conditions, or unjust
Oor unreasonabe preferences, advant-
ages, prejudiceg or disadvantages, with-
in the meaning of this act or what ghall
constitute compliance or non-compli-
ance with the provisiong of this and
the last preceding gection.

(8) Whenever it ig shown that any
