Sir Mackenzie expects to be in
his place in the Upper House, but
whether or not he will lead the Oppo-
sition there he has not determined, al-
though Sir Charles Tupper is very
anxious for him to assume that posi-
tion. Sir Mackenzie’s inelination is to
quietly drop out of active politics, and
consequently until such time as he
has consulted@ his frilends he will not
announce his decision.

Ranchmen Making Meney.
Dr. McEachran, Chief Veterinary In-

A notice ' issued by the Postoffice
Department states that some post-
masters have fallen into the error of
considering letter cards as postcards,
and it is therefore mnecessary to re-
peat that a letter-card is in no sense
a postcard, but a letter, and as such
is subject to the ordinary letter pos-
tage. Any postmaster, therefore, at
whose office a letter-card may be post-
ed or who may recelve such a card
from another office, showing less pre-
payment than would be required in
the case of a letter, should tax or col-
lect, as the case may be, double the
deficiency of postage, just as in the
case of a short paid letter.

Wanted HMis Commission.

The department was lately under the
necessity of removing from office and
criminally prosecuting a postmaster
for having opened a letter containing
a remittance to a newspaper in order
that he might deduct therefrom a
commission to which he considered he
was entitled. It is needless to say how
serious a warning such a case con-
veys.

Stock Feeding Experiments.

Experiments in stock feeding, which
have been going on at the Experi-
mental Farm for the past three years,
have been brought to a conclusion for
the present. The results will be pub-~
lished shortly in a report to be issued
by the department. The experiments
have demonstrated most conclusively
that the best rations on which to feed
either milch cows or steers for the
market in the Robertson Ensilage,
which is made of ecorn, sunflower
seeds and’ beans.

How the Bankers Feel.

Local bank managers to-day say
that business is° very satisfactory, set-
tlements being a fair average. Several
were enthusiastic as to the prospects,
while others were’more conservative,
admittingthat Canada has all the ele-
ments necessary to a successful trade,
but were dubious as to the results of
the silver guestion in the States.

The BanK of Ottawa reports a satis-
factory business and states that most
of the paper was met.

The Banque Nationale had a very
successful day,the best in a long while,
The collections were excellent. A
large amount due a western bank, for
which the Banque Nationale is agent,
was all collected. The harvest pro-
mises to be an abundant yield and
prospects for fall trade are very as-
suring.

At the Bank of Montreal the repor-
ter was informed that the business was
a fair average, nothing to boast of,
but no complaint to make. On the
whole, trade in the Ottawa Valley is
good, and now that the election excite-
ment hag passed off a revival along
all lines is anticipated.

The bank mangers without excep-
tion express hope that McKinley may
lead the gold party to success in the
coming presidential elections.

FRANK H. DOTY KILLED.

Lest His Life by an Accident on His Dredge
at the Point—Coroner Déems an
Inquest Unnecessary.

Contractor Frank H. Doty was acci-
dentally killed on one of his dredges
at Hanlan’s Point at 10 o’clock yester-
day morning. With a numberjof his
men, Mr. Doty was at work@un the
dredge. He was working on
ratchets, and an employe
I.ean the other. In a mo
getfulness, Mr. Doty did not secure
his ratchet and the lever flew up and
struck him squarely on the fore-
head with terrible force. McLean saw
that his employer had made a mistake
and that an accident was inevitable.
He rushed over to Mr. Doty and
caught him a moment after the lever
had done its terrible work.

A messenger was despatched to the
Sick Children’s Hospital on the Is-
land for medical assistance. Mr. Doty
remained unconscious and died five
minutes after the accident and before
Dr. Goldsmith arrived.

Coroner Powell was notified and the
body was left upon the dredge until
after he had viewed it. Then it was
taken to the home of deceased, 17 St.
Clarence-square.

Mr. Doty was in his 47th year. ¥e
leaves a widow and 12 children, the
eldest being 24 years of age, and the
youngest 3, He was twice married. Iie
came to Canada 20 years ago and was
a member of the Doty Engine Com-
pany of Oakvillee. When the firm made
Toronto their headquarters, he took
up residence here. The company es-
tablished the present ferry service to
the Island, which was sold out to the
Toronto Ferry Company.

Messrs. Fred and Albert Doty, who,
with deceased, composed the old firm
of Doty Bros., engine builders, are in
Alkany, N.Y. Mr. Doty was very well
Known in Toronto, where he leaves a
large number of warm  personal
friends.

Coroner Powell issued a warrant for
an inquest, but, after a careful en-
quiry into the circumstances, with-
drew it. The coroner was shown the
working of the machinery, which he
found to be in good order, and, as Mr.
Doty himself was working the portion
of the dredge that caused his death,
no one could be held responsible.

A Rishop Has No More Right Than Anyone
Else, Says the Minister of Public Works,
to Misrepresent the Opinioms of Any
Public Man—Mr. Laurier is Not a Free-
mason, and Mgr. Langevin Knew 1t
Manitoba Catholics, Mr. Tarte Says, are
Not Responstible for the Utterances of a
Man whe Does Not Want te Learn Any-

thing.

Montreal, Aug. 6.—(Special.)—It
seems to bé the general opinion that
Mgr. Langevin in his letter to the
Parisian press has added very little
to his reputation as a wise and dis-
creet prelate. This is what Hon. Mr.
Tarte has to say about the latest ut-
terances of the Archbishop of St. Boni-
face:

“At the time of his visit to Parls,
Mgr. Langevin addressed to La Croix,
a journa! which prefesses religion, »
political manifesto against Mr. Laur-
jer and the Liberal party in Canada.
This prelate, whose lack of discretion
and judgment has caused him to make
such deplorable blunders in his own
{country, to the detriment ;% of the
iCatholic and French cause, has evi-
{dently not been made any wiser by
irecent events. He belongs to- the
class of those who do not wish to, or
cannot, learn anything, to those Car-
dinal Newman classifies in the cate-
gory of imprudent persons, who set
fire to the bullding and leave to others
the work of putting it out. Mgr. Lan-
gevin told La Croix things which are
absolutely contrary to facts. To men-
tion but one only, it is false to say
that Mr. Laurier ever pronounced
himself in favor of the principle of
neutral schoolg We suppose that a
bishop is no more allowed than any
other person to misrepresent the opin~
ions of a public man. Now, Mgr. Lan-
gevin knows that the Prime Minister
has, over' and over again, expressed
himself in a sense that can.leave no
place for ambiguity. He is in favor of
religious teaching in the schools. He
isaid so in twenty speeches. We wish
jto protest for all men of good faith
iand honor against the following
phrase full of unjust insinuations, and
signed by Mgr. Langevin: ‘I do not
think Mr. Laurier is a Freemason.’
The Archbishop of St. Boniface knows
that Mr. Laurier is not a Freemason.
Fortunately, Mgr. Langevin repre-
sents himself, and no other, in the de-
plorable attitude which he continubs
to ho'lg. ‘nWe request our l:ellotv;;cltl-
zens g-not to lay re-
sponsibility %s words and of his
acts upon the Catholics of Manitoba.
The secular clergy of Manitoba were
almost unanimously opposed to the
elevation of Mgr. Langevin  to the
Archiepiscopal See of St. Boniface, We
trust that, at the Vatican, he will not
succeed in leading anyone into error.”

Hon. Mr. Tarte also denies that the
Liberal party have laid any complaint
at the Vatican against certain bishops
g)r undue influence at the recent elec-

ons.

LIONESS KILLED HI§ CHILD.

The Horrible Sceme Emnacted Before an
Audience in Ohto-It - Was the
Father’s Carclessness.

Chillicothe, 0., Aug, 6.—A shocking tras-
edy occurred here this afternoon at Hagen-
buck’s wild animal show, which is giving
exhibitions at the falr grounds. The tenv
was crowded with a large audience and tne
performance was progressing when J. I,
Hurd, the lion-tamer, walked across tne
space In front of the audience, with his
son, 1 year and 6 moxths old, in his arms,
and sat him down on the groundsin close
proximity to a large lioness, lying chain-
ed outside her cage. The next moment
the audience was horrified by seeing the
beast reach out, grab the child with her
claws, and drawing It quicklﬁ back crusn-
ed the infantile skull with her capacious
jaws. Several showmen rushed to the spot,
where the lioness, snarling and growling,
was devouring the child. It was with tne
greatest difficulty that the animal was
driven back and compelled to relinquish
her prey. The other animals, scenting
blood, et up a hideous snarling and growl-
ing, and a 5-year-old girl, performing in a
cage of wild beasts, was rescued after a
hard fight. The child’s mother Is a snake
charmer and was a witness to the ternore
scene. She rushed forward with screams
of agany, and attempted to hurl herselr
upon the lioness. The act of the father
was purely a matter of carelessness. He
is nearly insane at the fate of his child.

Early in the evening The ‘World
found the ex-Premier chatting with
Sir Frank in the millionaire Senator’s
portico, and making desperate efforts
to ‘get cool. Sir Mackenzie, having
been a newspaper man all his life, is
always glad to see members of the
press and he therefore greetéd the
interviewer cordially.

“Sir Mackenzie,” said The World re-
presentative, “I should like to learn
something of your plans for the fu-
ture.”

“Well,” was the reply, “I have noth-
ing to say for publication on at
head.”

“Is it true that you are to give up
the leadership of the Opposition in the
Senate?”

“I can’t say. Nothing has been de-
cided as yet.”

“Do you wish to retire from that
leadership?”’

“I don’t want to have any respon-
sibility at all.”

Sir Mackenzie having thus practi-
cally admitted that he wishes to be re-
lieved of the Senate party leadership,
The World next asked:

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THE VOTE IS GUARDED.
Provisions of the Law Relating to Yoting
on the Sunday Car Question-Em~
pioyes’ Inte cted

There are many citizens who are not
quite clear in their minds as to who
have the right to vote on the quéstion
of running Sunday cars. Many com-
plaints were heard on the last occa-
sfon of the vote being taken of alleged
irregularities. It will be gratifying to
all parties to learn that on the pre-
gsent occasion the vote will be taken
surrounded by all the 'safeguards
which are provided in an ordinary
election. - The legislation of 1894 pro-
vides ample machinery, not only for
the prevention of frauds, but also for
glving to everyone who is ‘entitled to
the privilege an opportunity to guality
himself to deposit his baliot. Tae ex-
18uing munioipal lists, which were used
in January las:, can be utilized, and
all whose names are not on those
listg can, by registering iheir names
under the Manhood Franchise Act, ac-
quire the rignt to vote. 't'us registira-
uon of ana preparation of the lists
can be completed within 30 days,

The following ate extracis from the
Act, 57 Vic, cap. ¥3, refeiring to the
taking of a vote upon the running of
cars on Sunday. '

‘o Can Vote.

The persons qualified. to vote upon
the said questions shall be all persons
residing or engaged in business with-
in the munic.pal.y cf tne city of To-
ronto who snall at the time of taking
any such vote, be emi.led to vote at
municipal elections m the said city of
Toronto, in accordanc: witn the pro-
vis.ons of the Ccnsolidated Municipal
Act, 1892, and amendemmnls thereto ;
and also all persons residing or engag-
ed in business| within the said munic.-
pality who shall at the time or tak-
ing any such voie be entit.ed to vote
at elections to serve in the Legislative
Assembly of this province, in accord-
ance with the provisions of the Onta-
1.0 Elections Act,1892,and amendments
thereto, and whose names are entered
on the last revised Voters’ List for
the said municipality; and also skall
persons entitled to vote at elcotions
of the Legislative Assembly as afore-
sald whose names are entered on the
last 1ists of manhood suffrage voters
for the said municipality, under the
City Manhood Suffrage Registration
Act, 1894,

Yote Once.

No person shall vote more than once
upon the said question.
Bylaw sus¢ First be Preparad.

The submission of the said gquestion
shall be in pursuance of a bylaw of
the municipal council of the said city,
which shail define the. cnaracter and
extent of the proposed service. But
no such bylaw;shall be submitted until
the termg thercof defining the char-
lacter and extent of such proposed ser-
vice shall first have been approved
and adopted in writing by the com-
pany.

Counetl Can D i a Regist

The council may,by the £aid bylaw,
or a subsequent bylaw, require that a
new registration of the manhood suf-
frage voters of the said -city shallfor
the purpose of the taking of said vote,
be had under the, provisions of the
%&nhood Suffrage : Registration Act,
Instructions are given, for the call-
ing together of the Board of Manhood
Suffrage Registrars for that purpose.

The agreement between  the city, of
Toronto and the Street: Rallway Co.,
which was subsequently incorporated
in the act of the Local Legislature,
confirming the agueement - contains
the following provisions:

sunday Cars.

Clause 40—No ocarg shall be run on
the Lord’s Day until a Sunday service
yhas been approved of by the citizens
by a vote taken on the question.

Penalty jor Faliure to Comply.

Clause 42—In case of neglect or fail-
ure on the part of the purchaser to

sum of $10,000 as liquidated damages,
and not as a penalty.

THE VOTE SHOULD BE TAKEN AT ONCE
The Sunday car people have a right
to demand, not only that a vote shall
be taken on the Sunday car question,
but that such vote shall be taken by
itself and not mixed up with other is-
sues. If the proposed vote is left
over till the municipal elections, the
Sunday car issue will become a factor
in the mayoralty and aldermanic elez-
tions. The question will become
tangled with other issues, and
a true expression of public opin-
jon will not be secured. The vote
should not, therefore, take place at
the January elections. It must be
taken by itself. Under these eircum-
stances a day prior or subsequent to
January must be selected. If the vote
is not taken this summer, or fall, it
will not be taken till next' May. The
proposal to postpone the vote at all
means that it will not come off for
practically another year. The Rall-
way Company will undoubtedly refuse
to accede to the proposal to have the
vote in January, and without thelr
consent the vote cannot be proceeded
with. The Sunday car people have a
right to insist on a vote being taken.in
1896. No legal impediment exists to pre-
vent the vote being taken about “he
middle of September, just after the
Industrial Exhibition. The Mayor is
bound to act in the capacity of a judge
in this matter. He should throw aside
his own personal sentiments and de-
cide the matter according to the in-
tentions of the statute. The statute
undoubtedly gives the people the right
to vote on the question this year. Thay
will be denied this right unless the
machinery for taking the vote is put
in motion at once. A special meeting
of the council should be summoned
immediately and the necessary bylaw
passed for submitting the question to

the people at the earliest possible date.

be saved by rcad improvement. ‘That
is to say, the average cost of deliver-
ing a ton of hay, or other produce.chi
be reduced by good roads from thrée
dollars to one dollar. Mr. John Hamil
ton, Szcretary of the Pennsylvania
Department of Agriculture, submits a
paper showing how good roads can be
gecured at the least possible cost. A
lesson in economy ought to be accept-
able to the Road Commissioners of
York County at the present juncturey
when the tollgate receipts are dwind-
ling away so rapidly. After impress,
ing as strenuously as possible the est
sential requisite for a good road, that
it be well drained, and the importance
of keeping ditches and drains clear to
carry off water, Mr. Hamilton asserts
that where rocks are not too numerous
the worst road can be put in good con-
dition at a cost of from $15 to $30 per
mile. Having properly ditched, drained
and gradcd the roadway, a top dress-
ing of broken stone, s:ven feet wide
and six inches deep, can bs put on at
a cost of $441 per mile, wherever the
proper kind of stone can be obtained.
A crusher can be bought for from $:00
to $750, and if no_ stones larger than
such as will go through a ring one
and one-half inches in diameter be
used and the road has been correctly
crowned, a roadbed can be construct-
ed which with proper care will last
forever. The suggestion of Mr. Hamil-
ton. that a day laborer be permanent-
ly employed in each township, whose
duty it shall be to work every day
on such portions of the rcad,is an ex-
cellent one. The cost of this attention
would- be slight, and its benefits are
self-evident. The greatest enemy of
the road is neglect.

If the toligates were removed
throughout York County and the most
economical methods of road construc-
tion, and malintenance adopted, the
county would soon’have much improv-
ed highways, and the farmers would
find themselves subject to considerably
less taxation.
