That Kettle River Smelter.

Grand Forks, B.C., April 19.—(Special
Correspondence.)—A. B. W. Hodges, who Is
to be the superintendent of the Graves
smelter, shortly to be erected in the Kettle
River valley, has had a practical experience
in the smelting Industry extending over a
period of thirteen years. He understands
the treatment of gold, silver, copper and
lead ores ig all its branches. Mr. Hodges,
who-is a university man, has had “charge
of smelters at Pueblo, Col., New Mexico,
and San Luls Potosi, Old Mexico. At the
latter point is located one ‘of the richest
sllver mines in the world. “Subsequently
hé was engaged by the National Lead Co.
as superintendent of its smelter, lead re-
finery and copper works at St. Louls, Mo.
He has also held an executive position’ in
the head office in the same organization
in New York.' More recently he superin-
tended a smelter in the Black Hills at
Deadwood, South Dakota.

After his inspection of the mnorth fork
of the Kettle River In the vicinity of
Grand Forks, Mr. Hodges had this to say
to your correspondent :

“I cannot say that I am unfavorably Im-
pressed with/ the smelter site I examined
this afternoon. No decision will be reach-
ed until several other points are wisited.
There is a splendid water power on the

'porth fork, but it will require further cal-

culation to determine the cost of diverting
the energy to the smelter. All in all, if
the original cost is not too great,. water
: We will re-
quire at .least five hundred horse power.
This means the consumption of at leasf,
two—million gallons of water dally to
carry off the slag, besides an additional
two hundred thousand gallons of water
daily for the purpose of cooling certain
parts of the apparatus, Grade and track-
age are other considerations, but the ques-
tion. of the cost of transmission of power.
is by far the most Important. I need not
add that cheapness in handling the ore
will also recelve my serious attention. I
expect the sites will shortly narrow. down
to two propositions. In making the final
selection Mr. Graves will not be obliged to
consult his eastern associates. I feel confi-
dent the smelter will be a reality before
many months elapse.” 3

The country to be,
traversed was mostly jungle, but the Filj-
pinos stood thelr ground, even in the open
spaces, (General le's right joined Geu-
eral Whenton's left soon after noon, a curve
in the river enabling the Americans to pour
an enfilading fire into the enemy’s trenches.
About this time the cheers of the Kansas
troops announced that the Americans bad
crossed the river. General Hale’s men be-
g’ln to ford the Chico, a branch of the Bag-
ug, stretehing to the northeast. The Gen-
eral himself: plunged in up to his neck, and
