THE FIRST DUTY.
,  The first duty of the authorities is of course to restore order at the

Sault, and show that even the just claims of the men cannot be enforced
by violence. But there is much to be said for the opinion that tne gov-
ernment of Ontario, or both governments, would have been justified In
paying off the men, and taking the chance of repaying themselves, It
may be sald that bad precedent would be created by this action. _But
this is not an ordinary case of an employer being unable to pay wages.
It is a great public calamity, affecting a whole community. An analogy
may be found in the grants made by governments and municipalities in
aid of a community visited by a great fire. A government does not make
good the loss suffered by the burning of one house or shop, or a dozen.
But when fire sweeps over a whole town or city, making thousands of
people homeless, it is regarded as a public matter, and public aid s
granted readily, without any fear of an undesirable precedent being creat-
ed. Is not this a similar case?

This action should of course have been taken before any violence
had been committed, for it would not do fo set a premium on violence.
But when once order is restored, it is doubtful whether it wotld not still
be advisable for the government to advance the wages, at least as much
as i8 necessary to relieve distress and restore confidence among the men,
and even to take the chance of the province suffering loss. There are
very few -citizens who would object to bearing a trifling share of the
burden that would be thus creafed.

the warden, mayor or other head ot the
municipality may be one, and he shall
obey such Instructions as are given
him,
Riot Act,

The form of the proclamation is as|
follows: “Our Sovereign Lord the Kiig
chargeth and commandeth all persons,
being assembled, Immediately to di-
disperse themseives and peaceably to
depart to their habftations, or te their
lawful business upon the pains con-
tained in the act made in the first year
of King George the First, for prevent-
ing tumults and rioftous assemblies,
God Save the King.#

The first section of the Riot Act pro-
vides that if twelve or more persons,
being unlawfully, riotously and tumult-
ously assembled together and being re-
quired by any justice to disperse, shall
remain or continue toggther for one
hour after the proclamation, they shail
be adjudged felons, and may be sub=-
ject to the punishment of penal servi-
tude for life or not less than seven
years or to imprisonment with or with-
out hard labor, not exceeding three
years,
