Here the Italian troops occupled posi-
tions just over the Austrian border from
the "Adige valley, south of Rovereto, to
tho Tstico wvalley, .The Austrian at-
tacks cover a front of 23 miles.

The Italians admit their retirement on
this front, and the latest olficial Aus-
trisn account claims continvad gains,
the capture of several pnemy positions
and the penetration of the Tarragnoels
sector, the driving of the Italians from
Mcschere, and the atormmi. of  Zeg-
natorta duﬂni the night,, The Italians
do_not admit the loss of Tegnatorts,

The Austrians claim the taking of 6000
prisoners and many guns.

The Italians report that they repulsed
five violent artillery attdcks by the énemy
on the slopes north of Zegnatorts, in the
Lagarina Valley, with enormous losses
to the Austrians. Owing to n heavy con-
centration of artillery and a terrific vol-
ume of fire directed against Italian posi-
tions in the zone between the Terragnola
Valley and the Upper Astico, the Ttallans
rectified their line by abandoning some
of their advanced posts, In the Astigo
sector the Austrians falled in persistent
attempts to attack.

The monitor was report-
ed as having been set on fire and sunk
in a Turkish official statement Tues-
dny. The British admiralty deniled
the statenent, but says latar advices
confirm the Turkish report. The Brit-
ish statement says:

“A delayed telegram received from
Vice-Admiral de Robeck states that
on the night of May 18-14 one of our
emall moniters, the M-30, commanded
by JAeut, Commander E. 1. B, Lock-
yer, was struck by the enemy’'s artil.
lery, and, taking fire, was subsequently
destroyed. Two men were killed and
two wounded.

To the Box Office

Ty Cobb is the greatest ball player in
the world.

No news in that, you say?
isn’t; but a fact is a fact.

what Lloyd Rickart, business
manager of the Toledo Ball Club, a man
who looks upon the dollars and cents side
of baseball, says about the Peach :

““‘Cobb is worth $50,000 a year to any
baseball club,” declared Rickart during
a conversation on the value of players.

To prove his statement he drew forth
a notebook, filled with figures, covering
many sides of baseball--and much Amer-
ican League and Federal League history.
Rickart was business manager of the St,
Louis Browns for years, and was secre-
tary of the Federal League when that or-
ganization really amounted to something.

“For three years before the Federal
League played the deuce with organized
baseball, the Detroit Club averaged $110,-
000 on the road, which was $30,000 a year
more than any other club in the Ameri-
can League drew on the road.

‘“There must be some reason for this
extra money, and the reason is Cobb.
Very well. If Detroit outdrew every club
on the road by $30,000 a year, and Cobb
was responsible, he was good for as much
more when the team was at home; so, in
cold figures, he attracted at least $60,000
a year,

“If a man will draw $60,000 a year for
his club, isn’t he worth $50,000 of 1t? I
don’t mean that he should get that much,
but he is worth it.”

““Ty Cobb is the man who said, ‘No ball
player is worth more than $15,000 a year,’
isn’'t he?’ asked someone,

“He refused more than that to join the
Federal League. So I guess he meant it
when he said it,” replied Rickart, con-
firming the story that the Federal offer-
ed the Detroit star a great salary two

years ago,

‘“The best illustration of the drawing
ability of any one player that ever came
under my obsefvation,” continued Rick-
art, “was in the case of Walter John-

son.

MANAGER FLEMING CALLS
UPON HEALTH OFFICER

Declares Cars Are Lying ldle Be-
cause Men Cannot Be
Secured.

Manager R. J. Fleming of the To-
ronto Street Rallway, having learned
of the mayor's intention of dealing
with the matter of street car ventila-
tion at the next meeting of the board
of control, called upon Dr. Hastings,
medical health officer, to state his
views upon this impartant matter. Tho
difficulty of meeting the mayor's de-
sire, he stated, was the narrow devil
strip, which prevented the using of
wide cars with aisles in the centre.
Dr. Hastings proposed to make a
thoro examination of the cars to see
how far they fail in complying with
the provisions of the provincial public
health act, and would then make 2
number of recommendations with a
view of improving the ventilation
system of the cars,

In regard to overcrowding the cars,
Manager Fleming stated that many
cars were lying idle in the car barns
because of the difficulty of securing
men to run them, Eighteen new cars
are now in use and six are nearly
completed, and the material is ready
for twenty-five more.

LOCATION OF FIRE
IS STILL A MYSTERY

Department  Puzzled @ When
Alarm Was Rung in Yester.

There
is not the slightest dispute about the
evils of “booms.” They are almost as
great as the evils of depression. No
one with common sense would desire
to start what is technically a “boom”
in the sense of an artificial stimulus
to a branch of trade or commerce for
which there was no justification in the
actual state of affairs,

It is necessary to say something of
this description in referring to the
condition of things in the mining re-
gions of Ontario, Any general refer-
ence to the mining industry 4s feared
in some quarters as the Pprecursor of
this dreaded phenomenon, the “boom.”
1t is a fact, however, that the success
of the mining interests of Ontario has
been greater than any “boomster” of
1908 or 1904 ever imagined., In those
days it was all silver, No one dreamed
of gold. Yet today gold is belleved to
be the chief interest in the north coun-
try. No one today speaks of platinum
or dlamonds. Yet the whole of the
great mining region is a volcanic or
igneous region and mo one can iell
what Bonanzas, what B Dorados, what
cornucopias await the explorer of
these vast expanses of the northern
wastes, %

Had any one in 1903 prophesied that
Ontario would produce $12,000,000
worth of silver in a year he would
have been regarded as a depraved
creature. Yet that was the output last
year. With this year's prices of silver
the output would have been valued at
nearer $20,000,000, Prices are evident-
1y going higher etill. in the silver
market and production has been stim-
ulated. It will not be & matter for
wonder if the silver output this year
is valued at $25,000,000.

As for coppér and, nickel, these are
mysteries about which the outsider is
permitted to know pothing. It s
freely stated that while declarations
of $5,000,000 worth of ore being taken
from the big mines at Sudbury are ac-
cepted officially, the actual production
may be ten times this amount, Our
governments are not #o far ahead in
these matters as in Russia, where the
mines are owned and operated for the
benefit of the state—that is, for the
people. Here we operate the mines for
the benefit of some of the people.
There would be less complaint about
this if only the people of the natidbn
were fairly treated, But the interests
who or which control the mining op-
erations never remember the fable of
the goose that lajd the golden eggs. It
would not be surprising if the people,

| Church, last week indjcated the total

inabliity of most of the aldermen to
use thelr own judgment under pres-
sure of emergency. Seven men kept

{ their heads, and if the city was in the

hands entirely of these seven, it would
probably achieve more than it can
under the retarding influences of the
rest. The city council does not permit
the use of the judgment of the indi-
vidual aldermen as they would use it
in a business of their own, with per-
haps one exception, where economy
becomes a vice instead of a virtue,
There is a splendid opportunity for
the city in the presence of the won-
derful prosperity of the north country,
the activity in connection with war
measures in business generally, and
the undoubted expansion that may be
expected to follow the war, to do
something to realize the metropolitan
opportunities of the city., Last year
Mayor Church appeared to be able to
understand this., This year he has ap-
parently been guided by another hand.

With the passing of the conseription
bill Great Britain enters upon a new
phase of military obligation, Under
the voluntary system every man in
the land had a chance to profess and
honor his manhood. Those who have
failed to do so must mow take up
their duty and perhaps find that it is
not so difficult as they fearsd. Many
a4 man may discover his manhood
under the new regulation. That will
be a §ood thing for the nation if it
happens so., But for the nation as a
whole, the reflection Is needed that
this measure was necessary. Britons
were not all as patriotic as they pro-
fessed, They were willing to sing that
they would never, never be slaves, but
they were not willing to lift their hands
to push aside the shackles which the
kaiser was preparing for them,

The need for men at the front s
very great. A week or two ago the
casualties on three days exceeded 1600,
900, and 800 respectively. And this
was not in active warfare but in the
dafly attrition and wearing down which
has been the war policy of the al-
lies for months past, Experts, in spite
of the hopeful views which many
people take, declare that the war will
80 on for two years yet. If this term
is to be shortened it is to be shortened
only by the enlistment of all the men
that are wanted. In Canada for every
man that enlists two are needed.

Premier Borden has stated that 500,-
‘000 are to be mobilized. The mumber
is nothing compared with the inter-
ests at stake, If Canadians came for-
ward with three or four times the
eagerness to serve which they are now
displaying, it would have its inevitable
effect upon the enemy. All these
things are counted up and welghed
when the chances of pedce or war are
being calculated. It ds mot that we
have mot done well, But we must do
better.

The women have still a great deal
to do In getting out the eligible men.
Mothers, sisters, friends, have influ-
ence with young men far beyond the
cajolements of the recruiting sergeant.
Do women prefer that the war should
continue for two years more or perhaps
longer? BSurely they must understand
that the stronger our forces the sooner
will be the end and the happier the
prospects of peace. The people who
do not belleve in fighting are prolong-
ing the fighting.

We are not fighting with men in the
ordinary sense. The conflict is with
the embattled powers-of all that civil-
ization has wrestled with for centur-
ies, now gathered together for one last
great, and we belleve final, struggle,
Should it not be settled now it means
the prolongation of the struggle for
another five hundred years at 'least.
Those who dislike war and fighting
have their choice. A short sharp fight
now and the end of it, or weakness and
indecision and the slavish instinct that
permits others to defend and fight for
one instead of doing one’s own share
of the work: these are the alternatives,
and if we choose the part of the lag-
gard, centuries of warfare for the
people that come after us, No man
hesitates when he understands the
issues, The weaklings stay behind
with the women and children.

Patriotic Fund Conference Be-
lieves Difference in Pensions
Should Be Paid.

Preeeeainis
AID COMMITTEE REPORTS

Unable to Fill the Many Requests
Made for Returned
Men.

At yesterday's session of the Pa-
triotic Fund Conference the entire day
was taken up with “the granting of
assistance,”
opinion of the delegate@ that represen-
tations should he ma the federal
government with a vie§ of having tho
Canadian Government pay the widows
of British reservists wi§ are residents
in Canada the difference between the
British and the Canadian pensions,
There is o great difference between
theso two pensions and the British
pension will not provids for the widow
residing in Canada,

It wams decided to leave the striking
of a committee to consider and report
on the matter of uniform bylaws for
the different branches of tho Canadian
Patriotioc Fund until today's session,

P. H, Morris described the work of
the pension board and said that while
at first the obtaining of a pension by
a widow was more often than not a
matter of six months, the board was
now handling cases much more spead-
fly and now two months was the aver-
age. He advised the delegates, how-
cver, that in the case of the death of
the son of a widowed mother the local
branch of the fund should msake ap-
plication to the pension board. This
would expedite matters and reduce the
expense to the fund, While there was
now little difficulty regarding the pen-
sions of Canadian volunteers, there
was the difficulty previously mentioned
in the case of British regervists, and
also those of  the allies residing in

Canada.

There are some 600 British, 800
T'rench, 180 Italian, 100 Belgians and
iwo Serbians on the books of the fund.
In regard to the amount of pensions
thera was considerable discussion, and
many complaints were made regarding
the cessation of assigned pay and se-
paration allowance upon a casualty
being reported and the Jong period of
time that often elapsed between it and
the payment of pension,

Would Increase Pensions.

Sir Herbert Ames reported that n
special committee of members from
both sides of the house, after consid-
eration, had brought in a report sug-
gesting that the present pensions be
increased from $20 per month for a
widow with $5 for each child to 832
and $6, respectively,

S0 many requests were made for re-
turned men to the Soldiers’ Ald com-
mittee, reported Mr, McPherson, that
they were unable to supply men for all
tho positions offered, and they could
provide employment for 400 or 500
more men if they had them. He told of
the work of the committee and the gen-
erosity of the provinecial government
i1 the matter of transportation of
these men to their new jobs,

W. K, George of the Military Hos-

itals committee was introduced by Sir
Villlam as “colonel,” but Mr. Georgo
corrected the chairman by the story of
a Kentuckian who, for advertising pur-
poses, styled himself a “private,” Mr,
George gave a very concise talk on the
work of the commission and forecasted
the need of a fund, to talke hold where
the patriotic fund left off at the con-
clusion of the war, to take care of
the incapacitated until their future
was satisfactorily settled.

Patriotic  Activities  in
Branches Chronicled by the
Various Representatives..

FURTHER WORK PLANNED

Mrs. Macdougald Pleads for
- Abolishment of Slums and
Canadianizing of Foreigners.

Summarizing the patriotic activities
of the Municipal Chapters of Hamilton,
London, BEdmonton, Sherbrooke, Mont~
real and St, Catharines, took up the
greater of the morning session of
the LO.D.E. yesterday, The splendid
work of Hamiiton which during the en-
tire time of the war has been known
to be amongst the best, was chronicled
by Mrs, Burkholder, who reported that
in addition to the Trafalgar Day sub-
scription, $24,746.16 had been raised by
the Daughters of the Empire. One of
their most interesting activities was
their club for soldiers, which is very
much appreciated by those in whose
interest it was launched. :

Field kitchens, socks and comforts
generally, furnishing rooms In the wsol-
diers’ convalescent home and attentions
to sick people in the city had taken
the time and money of the Kingston
Daughters. The London report, read
by Mrs. Graham, told of two new chap-
ters, This report also dealt with pro-
gress in Walkerton, Strathroy and ad-
Joining districts. ' All these included
patriotic work exercised in different
direetions,

Edmonton, reported by Mrs, Spence,
has seven new chapters to its credit
and one of the objects for which fu-
ture work will be done will be assist-
ance to war-widows who are expected
to come to . Canada when the war
closes, Montreal. had helped 28 mili-
tary hospitals, besides sending on an
average 1,600 pairs of socks to the men
in’ camps, These with other 'good
works were related by Mrs,  Savage.
Sherbrooke told of things done for th:
British Navy.and for the  Victorian
Order of Nurses, of care for soldlers’
families and many minor works, St.
Catharines . introduced a new feature
when it told of one chapter which de-
votes all its time to new-comers. who
intend making Canada their home,
