Topic With Housing and
Employment Questions.

Arguments in favor of the biil pro-
posing tax exemption for 25 per cent.
of the value of buildings or improve-
ments on vacant land were presented
by Arthur Roebuck in an address yes-
terday afternoon in Foresters’ Hall

pefore the members of the Open For-
_um. 'The speaker connected his topic
with the present housing and employ-
ment situations and gave as his opin-
jon that increased building and lower
vacant land prices would be the im-
mediate result of the adoption of the
bill by the Toronto city council. It
was significant, he stated, that there
were 7,000 acres of idle land within
f the city limits and also, according to
' the figures of the veteran organiza-
/ tions, 7,000 returned men seeking em-
{yloyment. The tax reform measure
| would, he was confident, bring these

7,000 idle acres under the labor of the
| 7,000 unemployed men.

In explaining the measure, Mr. Roe-
| puck gave as the first peculiarity of
i taxation, the effect which it had upon
. the price of commodities and partic-
| ylarly of houses. The cost of com-
\ 'modities depended fundamentally upon

the outlay in ‘the matter of material,
, labor and incidental costs necessary
tfor their production. Thus taxeshad
o0 be considered a cost factor to the

builder who was erecting houses for

rental and this resulted, therefore, in
| substantial increases in house rents.
l ‘With regard to vacant land, however,
{ Mr. Roebuck continued, the second

peculiarity of taxation here manifest-

ed itself. Vacant land wae depre-

ciated in cost by the imposition of
! taxes because of the consequent ex-
| penditure which they necessitated if
| the land was to be held for specu-
| lative purposes. The transferral of

taxes from buildings and improve-
\ ments to the vacant land itself would
| have then, the speaker argued, the
| two-fold effect of reducing the rents
| and discouraging the holding of land
| for' mere specylation, inducing rather
| the use of it for some productive pur-
L‘povse which would ensure its return-
‘| idg the tax outlay.

+ Tax Reform Agitation.

{ Mr. Roebuck traced the history of
{ the tax reform agitation which cul-
’minated at the last session of the On-
] tario legislature in the passing of a
| pill allowing municipal councils to sub-
Imit to ratepayers a measure provid-

ments until total exemption is se-

cured. He stated that the reform

principle had been incorporated into
‘the platform of the Liberal party in
1 1911 and again in 1914 and 1918. Muni-
;’oipal voters in Toronto had approved
' the principle at various times and by
| majorities as great as nine to one, but

The city will lose the business
taxes on $374,455 as a result of the
important decisions handed out by
the court of revision Saturday.

Some de-
finite statement of facts and figures
in this regard may be due from the
! government. ‘We might even go
farther and suggest that a statement
of policy wpuld not be amiss. At any
rate, we take it for granted that the
Canadian government is free to act
as it thinks best in the premises, and
is not bound to follow, tho it should
not lightly disregard, the evample of
the home government.

Thru Our Own Spectacles.

It is amazing how a man generdlizes
about the world at large from his own
inner consciousness. If he has ceased
going to the theatre, he is apt to
imagine that the theatre no longer
exists.

Even so
eminent a literary critic as Brander
Matthews has fallen into this pitfall
of unconscious egotism.

Yet the publishers, who are in the best
position to know, offer in evidence the
figures of the cash register against Mr.
Matthews' hasty conclusions. “The
Lamplighter” not only ran thru ninety-
one editions during its first period of
popularity, but has gone thru fifteen
reprints in quite recent years, and a
large sale is reported during the five-
years period ending January 1, 1920.

An Interview With a Colored Minister Possessing Race Consciousness
and Another With a White Minister Without It---A |

Reason for Some Mixed Marriages.

The reverend colored gentleman, who
hcs asked me to be seated in a amall
parior, is an affable fellow, He has no
pose or mannerisms, and his replies arc
marked with conscience and considera-
tion. I thought I would try him out with
respect to his own race.

"‘Have you married any Chinese men
and colored girls?”

“Only one couple. I could have mar-
ried others, but I refused.”

‘““You do not approve, then, of marry-
ing colored girls to Chinese?"’

““No, | do not. | believe that every man
and woman should have race conscious-
ress. The colored man should haye It, as
well as the white,”

““Then, you do not approve, either, of
white ind colored people marrying?”’

*“No;* am always against it, and ad-
vise my own peopie not to do it.”

“It has a great tendency to unhappi-
ness?’’ /

“Yes; and there are other things.”

“What influenced you to marry the one
aouple—the- Chinese and" colored girl?"”

*'When they came to me, 1 took her
apart and talked to her: | renmiinded her
of her people, her mother; that it was
certain they wouldn’t like it for her to
marry a Chinese. I pleaded with heér till
she finally confessed that she had to
marry him, That was my reason for do-
ing it. A little later the child was born
and died.” :

*Have you mdrried any Chinese-white
couples?” : :

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OF BOMB MYSTERY

Driver of Wagon With Explo-
sive Shown in Moving
Picture.

{(From The Sunday World)

New York, Nov. 13.—The driver of
the wagon which drew the explosive
which killed 37 persons and wounded
hundreds on September 16 last in Wall
street, remained in the vicinity for 48
minutes afterwards, The Evening
World declared today, in continuing
presentation of®evidence in its ‘“solu-
tion of the explosion mysterv.”

The paper claimed the explosive, a

giant dynamite bomb, was sent to a

building razing gang at Broad and
Wall streets in a murder plot by out-
raged individuals of, or sympathizers
with, William Zaranzo's house wreck-
ers’ union, No. 95, in revenge against
members of the building trades council
local which had supplanted Zaranzo's
men on the job, The faet of the
wagon driver’s presence in the vicin-
ity of the explosion for so long, “illus-
trating the fault of the police to act
with reasonable intelligence,” said the
paper, was brought out yesterday by
the publication of the picture in The
Evening World showing the driver on
the sidewalk bridge in front of the
building next to the stock exchange
with three other men after the explo-
sion. “This exclusive picture was part
of a moving picture film. Further on
in the film, a clock face is shown indi-
cating the time as 12.60 o’clock. This
was 48 minutes after the deadly ex-
plosion. :

“In all that elapsed time, the driver
was evidently - mingling with the
swarms of police and detectives who
were on the scene immediately follow-
ing the blow-up.”

FAVORS SYSTEM
OF MOTOR BUSES

Speaker Also Advocates Se-
cession If-No Relief Is
Forthcoming.

NORTH TORONTO

—

“If anyone can show me a posaibility of
a single fare from stop 26 to King ana
Yonge street, then I should say no motor
buses’ declared C. R. Nash at a well-
attended meeting of the North Toronto
Ratepayers’ Association Saturday evening
when speaking on the question of motor
buses as adaptable to North Toronto. He
declared emphatically that the time was
coming when no one would be able to
travel in Toronto on the single-fare system,
but that a zone system would be in vogue,
and sounded a warning note that when the
city took over the Toronto street rallway
it could never be self-supporting on the
present fare, and if the zone system was
not ,instituted, then the fare would have to
be considerably higher than at present.

The speaker enumerated the many ad-
vantages the motor bus system had over
the street car system, such as faster move-
ment in congested traffic, an éxpress ser-
vice not affecting the normal operations,
individual breakdown not affecting the rest
of the service, such as is the case in thne
street car system, diversion may be made
from regular routes in cases of fires and
accidents, etc. In fact, he said there was
only one thing which could be said against
the operation of motor buses in a city like
Toronto, and that was the matter of snow,
but this, he felt assured was not an insur-
mountable obstacle,. as if the snow were
not cleared away, even the street cars could
not be operated. In connection with this
he assured the meeting that he buaa 1t un
good authority that experiments were to be
carried out this  winter on University
avenue. He advocated running the vehicles
down Mt. Pleasant road as well as Yonge
street, and running on the various cross
roads, and so instituting a “belt line” sys-
tem, by which means, he pointed out, every
area in North Toronto could be served,
which would not be the case with a street
car service, BEstimating the passenger traf-
tic in North Tpronto as 4,000,000 per year,
and the operation of 15 motor buses to
earry this number, Mr. Nash stated that
approximately the operation cost for them
would be $20,000 for garage and $150,000
for the vehicles. In answer to the question
put, he stated that it would be perfectly
possible to run buses on North Yonge street
as it was at the present time, altho, he
added, not so efficlently as if the street
were to be paved. In conclusion, he de-
clared that in his opinion he could not see
how the people of North Toronto could
possibly obtain any relief in the transpor-
tation in any short space of time, and
advocated the use of motor buses as the
only possible solution to the problem. |
am not a secessionist,”” he told the meet-
ing, neither am I agalnst it. I am abso-
lutely unbiased, but I will say this—if
things are to continue as they are at the
present time, and I cannot see any  relief
forthcoming, then I cannot see anything
for it but to run on our own.”

TO RULE IN CANADA

Chicago, Nov. 14.—"“We want to see
you in charge of the leagues in Canada
as well as in the United States,’” George
T. Maines, president of the Michigan-
Ontario League, told Judge Kenesaw M.’

Landis on Saturday, when a delegation
pf minor league presidents called on the
newly-appointed one-man baseball com-
mission to tell him.they favored coming
under h.s direction. ‘‘Your appointment
is the greatest thing in the world,” he
told Judge Landis, “and the good I know
will result from it must not be confined
o-the TU. 8,

The support of these men for the re-
organization plan almost assures its ac-
ceptance by the minor leagues, it is be-
lieved by baseball men here.

The National I.eague has appointed
Garry Herrmann of Cincinnati, Barney
Dreyfuss of Pittsburg, and Charles Eb-
bets of Brooklyn its committee to ar-
range officially with the minor. leagues
for them to come wynder Judge Landis'
control. Clarké Griffith of Washington,
Frank Navin of Detroit and Connie
Mack of Philadelphia were appointed to
represent the American League. They
will meet a minor league committee of
six within a week or two. If the minor
leagues officially approve the reorganiza-
tion plans a- new national agreement
and rules governing the game will be
drawn at a joint major and m.ner meet-
ing in' New York or Chicago in De-
cember. Judge Landis would attend
this meeting.

The app.oval of Judge Landis as sole
arbiter by the six munor leagues’ re-
presentatives mentioned above followed
a conference bhetween them and Presi-
dent John Heydler of the . National
League and aother ciub owners. After list-
ening to the major leaguers’ explanation
of the plans the minor officials proceed-
ed to Judge IL.andis’ offige and declared
their intention to ‘‘come under his wing."

(Continyed From The Sunday Worid.)

“In my daily mail I receive hun-
dreds  of - letters, appealing, threaten-
ing, abusive; letters from every kind
of crank. I ignore thém. But lately
a real danger has begun to .threaten
me in the spread of anarchistic doc-
trines among the people. ' And there
are not lacking those to turn the jus-
tiflable discontent- of -the people to
their own blackguardly advantage.
My threatening missivés now have an
organized hatred behind them.

“The culmination | was reached a
month ago “in the shocking death of
Ames Benton, the figst tragedy of
the kind that has occurred in Amer-
ica—~but not the last, I fear. Benton
was a prominent and wealthy man—
tho not so rich as I—president and
director in many corporations. He
was blown to pieces in his bed at
night by an anarchist’'s bomb. The
man who threw it likewise lost his
life in the explosion. Among Mr.
Benton’s effects ' were found threat-
ening letters similar to those I have
received. The assassin’s accomplices
—it 1§ believed that he must have
had accomplices—have never been
found.

“This affair has not helped me to sleep
better of nights. At the thought of be-
ing attacked in my bed I' conféss my
eart turns to water, So I Have taken my

easures, 2 !

‘““The Madagascar hotel, which I was
building, was all but complete. To se-
cure.light and air on the west I had al-
ready bought the adjoining dwelling on
40—th street. I got it cheap because it
had been a private insane asylum and
‘was in bad odor in the neighborheod.
The transaction had been effected thru
agents, and it was not known that I was
the owner.

“I had an opening cut between the
hotel and this dwelling. By distributing
the work among many hands I was able
to conceal my eventual purpose from all.
The people who put in the steel doors
thought that the rear door was to give
one a shallow cupboard in the wall
Whren the doors were in I knocked out
this cupboard myself and had a clear
way thru. Nobody who knew thought it
at all out of the way that Silas Gyde
should put /in a steel vault in connec-
tion with his suite in the hotel.

“But they may get me yet, of course,
and J.am writihg to put you in posses-
sion of all the particulars. I am sure
now that there is a devilishly- able brain
using the anarchistic agitation to fur-
ther a blackmailing scheme on a gigan-
tic - scale. i

‘“For instance, immediately after poor
Menton’s death I received a letter threat-
ening me with the same fate, and I
have reason to believé that many other
rich men received similar letters. I
promptly put mine in the hands of .the
police, as did others, with what result?
None, except that I imstantly received
another letter apprising me that my act
was known, and that if T did not im-
mediately cease all dealings with the
police I would be shot down in the street.

‘I ignored this letter, and three days
later I got a bullet thru my hat in City
Hall square. The newspapers seemed to
take the attitude that it was no - more
than my due. But the other rich men
appreciated the significance of the act,
and I have np doubt the blackmailing
business was much stimulated thereby.
Still the police did nothing, and I re-
solved to have no more to do with those
géntry, but to protect myself. .

“Now observe. A week after the at-
tack on me I was called upon in my
6ffice by a pelite young mar]l( w1:1Po handed
me , thé card of the ‘Eureka Protective
Assocl:iu:‘:’. His proggzsition in brief
wag that for 4 stated sum paid ‘every
month ($400 was the amount named) his
organization would guarantee to protect
me against all threats from anarchists
and would warn me in advance of any
plans that were laid to attempt my life,
Since the police had failed to suppress
the reds, he said, his people had succeed-
ed in placing their agents jn every circle
of anarchists, to take note of and report
on all their activities. b ]

“Ingenious, was it not? I could well
imagine that many of my timorous
wealthy acquaintances would fall for it
eagerly after all the agitations of the
past few weeks. But to me it smelled
of blackmail. So I turned the polite
voung man down and took my own mea-
dures. I closed my office downtown and
carried my business under my hat, as
they say. I have moved into. my re-
treat in the old house, and venture out
only by daylight, keeping to the crowded
streets. The secret of my sleeping place
is still a secret, I am sure. I have had
no more threatening letters, and I hope
they have crossed me off their lists as
a hopeless prospect. But if they do get
nie, you know all the circumstances.

The last entry ‘was only three days
old. ;

“Three years’ have now elapsed since
I told you of the first threats against
my life. The threats have beg’v renewed
