TO INCORPORATE THE MONTREAL PROTES-
TANT HOUSE OF INDUSTRY AND REFUGE:

[ASSENTED TO MAY 12, 1863.1

WIIEREAS the persons hereinafter named, have, by Petition, set forth, that a Preamble.
Protestant Institution which would serve as a House of Industry and Refuge
for destitute persons in the City of Montreal, where adequate provision might Eo

made for their wants, and habits of industry acquired by means of work to be af-

fordcd them, is urgently needed, and have further represented that such an Insti-

tution would be greatly aided by an Act of Incorporation, and have prayed that

they and their successors be incorporated under the provisions hereinafter men-

tioned : Therefore Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legisla-

tive Council and Assembly of Canada, enacts as follows :

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REPORT OF THE BOARD OF
MANAGEMENT.

The Board of Management of the Montreal
Protestant House of Industry and Refuge beg to
submit their Report for the first year to the an-
nual meeting of the Governors and Sudscrib—
ers.

The Board having been duly elected by the
Governors of the Insticution to serve until the
first annual meeting, ixmediately proceeded to
organize themselves iuto the following Commit-
tees :

A Oommittes of Finance,

A Oommittee of Poor Eolief)

A Committee {or selecting a site,

A Committee for Bye-Laws for the manage-
ment of the Institution.

Two of these Committees, namely those of
Finance and Poor Relief haye made special
reports which are inserted in the appendix. The
others have algo discharged their duties and re-
ported, though the site Committee has, for rea-
sons hereafter explained, heen unable to make
any final report.

T'rom the Report of ine Finance Committee it
will be seen that the whole of the subscriptions
up to the presen: time amount to $82,829, in-
cluding the handsome donation of §1,000 by the
Directors of tha Qity and District Savings Bank,
but exclusive of the value of te farm bequeath.
ed by the late Thomas Molson, Esq., and since
bis deceage conveyed to the Institution by the
executors of his estate.

The first instalment on the subscription list
amounting to $31,504, was made payable onjthe
first of November last, Of thissum $28,069 has
been paid to the Treasurer, leaving a balance of
$3,436 per list herewith, still due.

An amount of $332,96 for interest and other
items raiges the above sum received to $28401,96.

The expenditure has been $1517,01, princi-
pally disbursed by the Poor Relief Committee in
maintaining the Night Refuge and Soup Kitchen.

There hasalso been a payment of $5,000 for
the purchase of a site which will be noticed in
its proper place.

The Board regret to observe that one or two
of the subscribers refuse to pay the instalment
of their subscriptions on the pleas, 1st.
that the Governors had decided not to hold for
purposes of revenue, such donations and be-
quests ot real estate as might be made to the
Institution ; and 2nd, that they were not al-
lowed the privilege of placing inmates in the
proposed House of Refuge in proportion to the
sums subscribed.

In regard to the latter objection the Board are
of opinion that such a stipulaticn would in
all  probability lead to difficulties in the
management which vught to be carefully avoid-
ed. The former 18 of a graver character, and
strong opinions exist on both eides regarding it,
but the Board are in hopes that something may
yet be done to remove the difficulty.

The Board recommends that another vigorous

effort be made to increase the subscription list at
an early day,asthere are still a number of wealthy
citizens who Lave not contributed anything to the
fands of the Institutiou but who aze iz duty bound
to do so, if they would fulfil the precep's of the
gospel. The large amount required for the pur-
chsse of the site and the erection of buildiugr,
necessary for the purposes of the Institution,
will considerably reduce ihe amount to be in-
vested for its yoarly maintenance.

The Board have great satisfaction in refering
to the Repot of the Poor Relief Committee which
will be found appended to this report, by which
it will been seen that a large amount of relief
bas been afforded, and that the monay placed at
the disposal of the committee has been most
judiciously and usefully cxpended.

The Site Committee, atter much anxious deli-
beration and investigation, came to the conclu.
gion that none of the sites contemplated in the
west within the range of a mile outside uf the
Toll Gate, which the committee examined or had
under offer, would answer for the establishment
required for the Conntry, the difficulty in most
cases being the want of a sufficient supply of
water, and as it was absolutely necessary
that the buildings requirea for the Night
Refuge, Soup Kitchen, Board Room, Secre-
tary’s and other officer that must be Jocated
within the city, should be ready for the ‘nsuing
winter, the Board turned their atfention to that
object.

The difficuliy in this department was to find &
lot sufficiently large in a central locality such
as might suit for the Board room and the sundry
other offices. Aftera long'search they concluded
to purchase the large vacant lot, corner of Dor-
chester and Bleury Streets from Mr. John Done-
gany, for the sam of three thousand seven hun-
dred and ffty pounds, This lot is in the most
central situation that could be found suitable for
such a purpose ; and although thelot is conside-
rably larger than is requived for present purpo-
ges, it was thought better (o purchase the whole
of it with the view of selling such portion asmay
not be required rather than allow it to fall into
such hands as might put up buildings that would
pr ssibly become a nuisance to the Institution.
The Board have ordered plans to be prepared im-
mediately, and they are expected to be ready
soon with an estimate of the cost, and when
ready will be submitted to the governors for their
approval.

In regard to the country site, your Board hava
not yet come to any definite conclusion. They
would however remind the meeting that they are
in possession of the farm left them by the late
Mr. Molson, and that although it is at a greater
distance than was originally conterup.ated, it is
an excellent farm, and is easy of access
by the Oity Railroad and omnibuss, besides hav-
ing the indispensible requizite which the othera '
have not, a good supply of water ; and when it is
considered that the inmates of the couniry es-
tablishment will be of a more permanent char.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE FOR
RELIEVING THE POOR.

On the part of this Sub-committee I have the
honor to report, that—

1st.—Acting under the instructions conveyed
to us.on the 30th of September, 1863, we have
endeavored to carry on the work assigned to us
during the past winter and have had the satis-
faction of seeing considerable benefit arising to
the poor® therefrom, without encroaching too

was opened on the 22nd December, 1863, and
has continued to work from night to night ever
gince. The class of persons admitted bas been,
as might have been expected, the very lowest in
the social scale. The dregs of society have fur-
nished the large majority of the inmates, and they
have come back upon our hands from week to
week, until many have become almost permanent
residents or boarders, which is not the design of
the Refuge at all. This evil—and it is a great
evil - could net well be avoided ; but as soun
as the House of Indugtry 18 erected
the inmates of the Refuge should be deafted into
the head institution after two or three nights
shelter, a regulation which woald reduce the
number admitted by three fourths of the whole
number now received, and entirely change the
character and working of the house. Religious
gervices have occasionally been held, and on
these opportunities being offered the attendance
and conduct of the inomates have been most ex-
emplary. In regard to the benefit of this branch
of work it is nearly certain that many persons
would have perished on the streets but for the
shelter here afforded. Daily visitation has been
kept up with almost no intermissicn, The as- -
sistance of the Rev. Wilberforce Caulficld and
Mr. Morrison, Missionary, and also t e aid of
several of the Governors is gratefully acknow.
iedged. It is intended to close this house ag a
night refuge on the 1st of May. The sum laid
out on this effort up to the present time is-
$705.29 viz: on repairs to the buiiding $128.71;
furniture $369 23; maintenance $207.35, being
about $15 per week, and the sum required from
now to the 1st of May will be about $60. No
distinction has been made between Protestants
and Roman Catholics as to admittanze ; all
have been received without any exception, and
Roman Catholics bave very largely availed
themselves of the shelter of the refuge.

Upwards of 4000 Meals have been furnished to the
umates during the winter,
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- for less than $1 a day. The sum necessary from

3rd.—The soup kitchen was opened on the 8th
January, 1864, and has every day since, added
to the comfort and maintenance of many indivi-
duals and families in the city. About five thou-
gand quarts of soup have been served out every
month. The smallest number of daily applicants
has been 60, and the largest 114, at present the
number is about 75. Besides the soup carried
home from the kitchen, a crowd of persons have
dined at the rooms every day. Most fortunate-
ly, the services of Mrs. McDonald, a very efficient
mwatron were procured, a person possesscd of
every qualification needed, and wost faithful and
zealous in the discharge of her duties. This
branch of the work is an excellent means of di-
rectly asgisting the poor. It is also very popu-
lar and evidently much in favour with the citi-
zens and persons living in the neighborhood of
the city, as they have sent, and centinue to gend,
most liberal supplies of meat and vegetables,
which have been partially acknowledged through
the Press. The entire expense of the soup kit
ohen up to the present time is $222,24 viz., in re-
pairs to the building $43,88 ; furniture $47.21;
acd maintenance $131,15, being about $10 a
week., In future, this effort could be carried on

now up to the 1st May, will not exceed $40, and
it is then intended to close the kitchen and tore-
move for storage to the Campeau Street house,
the boiler and other articles belonging tous. We
have again in this branch to acknowledge the
gervioes of the Rev. Messre, Caulfield and Mor-
rison, who have daily attended at the kitchen,
and visiied the applicants at their dwellings, and
in this way guided the relief into proper and de-
gerving channels The register kept by these
gentlemen shews the name, abode, occupation,
and number in family of every applicant. The
missionaries are clearly of opinion that the result
of their vi:itation goes to prove the great neces:
gity for this kind of relief, and also the good mo-
ral condition of the poor in Montreal. Nearly
all the work belonging more particularly to the
goup kitchen has been done by Messrs. Charles
Alexander and J. O. Becket, these two members
of this sub-Committee, having specially under-
taken this duty and devoted & good deal of time
and labour in its faithfull performance. A con-
giderable number of Roman Oatholics have been
relieved at the soup kitchen.

4th, It is the earnest desire of this Sub-TCom-
mittee that as little delay as possible should
take place in the erection of suitable buildings
for a night »efuge, soup kitehen, and office, and
that special care should be had to an ample
supply of hot and cold water, and a mode of
gecuring free and perfect ventilation. These es-
gentials do not require to be pressed on these
who have visited the night refuge, but as all the
Governors bave not had the privilege, it is
thought neceseary to call particular attention to
them in this report. And it is aleo of great im-
portance that arrangements ehould be made in
the plans for a large and comfortabls room ca-
pable of accommodating not less than one hund-
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gervices as often as convenient, so that by 'this
means tl ose unfortunate persons who come into

our hands may depart a little better than they

came, having nad, at all events, some good in-

fluence brought to bear upon them.

5th. In regard to the future, although not

within the scope of duty assigned to us, we beg

respectfully to offer the following suggestions.

1t has been our opinion all along, that existing

charitable institutions should be encouraged to

carry on their work as usual, until the House of
Iudustry is in full operation with building com-

pleted, and every thing in order. We adhere to

this opinion. But we find a wvery general ex-

pectation on the part of subscribers and the

public, that we should conticue to do alittle

work during the summer months, and not sus-

pend operations entirely. The public feeling

geems to be that, there should always be a door

open somewhere, to which deserving individuals

might be directed, and where, for a few days, or

nights, they could be provided for. To meet

this call has engaged the anxious attention of
this Bub-Committee. If we expect a liberal

support,and large subscriptions from the people,

efforts must be made to meet public expectation
in regard to our work, and not to fall ¢hort in

this particular. Only in this way can the In-
stitution be made to secure a hold on rublic
gympathy, and, a8 & consequence, & larger re-
venue from subscriptions. After much delibera-
tion, we are prepared to recommend the follow-
ing plan. We have the Campeau street house
rent free, fitted out and fornished by ourselves.
We shall also have there after the 1st of May all
our soup kitchen furniture. Let that house be
kept open not as a Refuge as at present, but as
a house for 1elieving the deserving poor, by out«
door or indcor relief as may seem expedi-
ent. The present Matron of the soup
kitchen is, in our opinion, quite competent to do
all the duty, with such assistance as she would
readily obtain from the inmates. The entire
cost per month would be under $60, The kind
of relief would be of a very plain but whole-
gome description, confined probably to oatmeal,
bread, and soup, quite enough to provide tor des-
titution, but not sufficiently tempting for those
who cau, by any effort, do better, This plan
might be tried for a month or two. The cost
would not be great, and the public, we believe,
would appreciate the effort.

6th and finally, The past winter has brought
t, every member of this sub-committee such ex-
perience and knowledge of the poor as may be
turned to profitable account hereafter. But we
feel that we are as yet only groping in the dark,
and that we have very much to learn, Kvery
member has worked willingly and steadily du-
ring the past winter. ‘ihe duty has been, of
course, & self denying labour, so much misery,
distress, and sufferiog appearing in our midst
and calling loudly for belp, To a certain ex-
