THE VENEZUELAN COAST

Much Depends Upon What Her Minister to That
Country Says--France is Interested but Will Take

No Active Part.

The Hague, Aug. 22.—Holland’s action
wgainst Venezuela will depend largely up-
n the reports M. de ' Reus, former
Dutch minister to Venezuela, who was
recently expelled by President Castro,
thakes to his government. His arrival

* here is eagerly expected Monday. M.
Van Swinder, minister of foreign affairs,
will consult with M. de Reus before the
government. takes further steps.

The press and public of 'Che Nether-
tands take the Venezuelan affair most
talmly. Naval officers are most interested
in it and express pleasure at the possi-
bility of seeing active eervice. The:gov-
ernment, however, thinks there is yet @
chanee that the difficulty may be patched
up by diplomacy. :
" A blockade of the Venezuelan coast, if
it is undertaken, will not be begun for
some time because the adoption of puni-
tive measures will depend upon the tenor
of President Castro’s reply to Holland’s

resentations. i b
aris, Aug. 22.—Although France is
watching with interest the develqpments
of the Holland-Venezuelan situation, on
account of her own troubles with the

* Bouth American republic, it can be said
authoritatively that she does: not intend
to mix in any way in the présent contro-
versy. If the United States as the recog-
nized corrector of Venezuela have trame-
ferred  the power of punishment to Hol-
Jand, Holland is quite capable of acting
and France will be a sympathetic specta-
to'x]'.'heie is ‘some conviction here in well

informed circles that it will be unwise to
land troops in Venezuela, as this action
would immediately be the signal for pat-
riotism and result in the uniting of the
Castroites and those who oppose Castro
for the defense of the country. It is be-
lieved an effective blockade would be
more potent and successful.

Amsterdam, Aug. 22.—A detachment of
50 men left to-day to reinforce the garri-
son maintained by Holland by Willem-
stadt, Curacos. The present strength of
the garrison is ten officers and 162 men
and there is a militia organization of 400
men.

Willemstadt, Curacoa, Aug. 21.—Each
day brings a development in the difficulty
between the Netherlands and Venezuela,
and this morning it was learned that the
Royal Dutch West Indian Mail Line had
decided temporarily to discontinue ' its
Venezuelan service. The steamer Prinz
William V, belonging to this line, arrived
yesterday from Carupunao, Venezuela,
and epecial orders were given to-day to
the captain of the steamer. The orders
of the company said: “Although we do
not fear the Venezuelan authorities will
molest our steamers in Venézuelan ports,
the occurrences yesterday and the quaran-
tine. regulations imposed on neighboring
countries have led the company to dis-
continue its Ven service for the
time being.”

ALIEN QUESTION
IS NOT YET
SETTLED

Attorney General Webb Be-
lieves 14th Amendment Wil
be Repealed and the Japs
Kept Out.

Denver, Colo., Aug. 21.—At the Nat-
ional  Association of Attorneys-General
tonight, Attorney-General U. S. Webb
discussed the fourteenth amendment to
the federal comstitution, especially relat-
ing to the question of dealing with alien
races in California. Speaking of the trou-
ble that arose in San Francisco over the
admission of Japanese children to the
schools of San Francisco, he said that
the federal government had -interfered
with a law of California that had exist-
ed for a long time, using the fourteenth
amendment and a treaty with Japan as
a club. The exact terms of the truce
agreed upon at the conference in Wash-
ington, he said, had never. been made
publi¢, but it was known that the school
board had a greed for' the ' present
to admit Japanese in any school, and he
was informed that, for the present, the
Japanese had agreed not to ask for such
admission. i

Another objection to the - fourteenth
amendment was that it admits to full
citizenship the children of Japanese and
Chinese born in- this country.

Mr. Webb expressed the belief that
eventually the amendment would be re-
pealed. - *

WHICH DIED FIRST---
FATHER OR MOTHER?

Upon This Question Rests a
Youth’s Claim to a Large
Estate.

Chicago, Aug. 21.—About three weeks
ago the bodies of wealthy George Raisbeck
and ‘his wife were found floating in Lake
Sylvan, near Annandale; Minn., They had
been accidentally drowned. - Which died
first now becomes an important question.

By a former marriage Raisbeck had only
one son, Percival, who is the sole survi-
vor,  Mr.. Raisbéck arranged five years
ago for the distribution of his estate after
his death. He also had his wife make a
will simultaneously. They were what the
law terms “mutual reciprocal wills;” Rais-
beck’s devised everything' to his wife; -ap-
pointing her sole exeeufrix, while Mrs.
Raisbeck bequeathed all to her husband,
and appointed him her ' executor. Rais-
beck’s will was filed for probate yesterday
by Lawyer Herman Frank, of Chicago, and
with it a petition in¥#¢half of Percival.
If it should be: found t Mr. Raisbeck
was ‘the first to die;, the Bon would lose
the entire estate, and since there are no
other heirs of either of the deceased the
State of Illinois would be the beneficiary.

They Will Start Saturday for
Maine er Canada by the Air
Line---A Daring Cruise.

' New York, Aug. 22.—In an effort to
make a record aerial trip, four women,
well known in eocial circles in New York
and Philadelphia, it was announced to-
night, will make a start in a balloon from
the shores of Huntington Bay, L. I., on
Saturday afternoon, August 29. The as-
cension will be made under the auspices
of the Philadelphia Aeronautical Society
and the balloon to be used will be the 50,-
000 cubic foot passenger balloon “P_hx]ade}-
phia.” Accompanying the four ladies will
be Dr. Thomas Eldridge and Dr. George
H. Zimmerman, of Philadelphia. If all g0
well, ‘it is hoped that the party of daring
women will reach Maine or Canada be-
fore the end of the flight.

‘To provide against dangers from a pos-
sible landing on the water, the basket of
the “Philadelphia” is equipped with air-
tight compartments which will keep tpe
basket and ite occupants afloat until pic-
ked up. . ;

Washington, D. C., Aug. 22.—Orville
Wright was at Fort Myer today where
he will make official flights before' a
board of army officers to determine whe-
ther the Wright Brothers’ seroplane ful-
fills government requirements. With the
exception of the motor, all parts of the
machine are at Fort Myer.

The work of putting the aeroplane in
readiness will begin tomorrow, and with-
in ten days, a preliminary flight will be
made, but it probably will be two or
three weeks before the official trials of
the flights are made.

HE APPROVES BILL

Lincoln, Neb., Aug. 21.—Because of the
attacks made fipon the Aldrich currency
bill by Senator La Follette, togetaer
with his reading of the roll calls on that
bill, Senator E. J. Burkett today gave
out two letters from President Roosevelt
commending the Aldrich law unqualified-
ly. Senator Burkett received the follow-
ing letter from the President:::—

signed the bill. In my judgnient, it
would not have been unwise not to have
passed it, and ‘mot a single
worth heeding was advanceéd against’ it.

DESIGNS FOR TWO
NEW BATTLESHIPS

Washington, Aug. 21.—Designs for the
two new “‘Dreadnought’”’ battleships prob-
ably will be completed and approved by
President Roosevelt by September 10th.

The Florida will be built at the Brook-
lyn navy yard, and her sister ship, the
Utah, at some private yard. It is likely
that the construction of the two vessels
will be begun at about the same time. It
will be necessary to extend to some ex-
tent the facilities at the Brooklyn navy
yard before work on the Florida can be
begun, as the vessel will be nearly a hun-
dred feet longer than any previously built
there.

The main battery of the new. ship
giving the Navy Department concern. A
strong effort is being made to induce the
authorities to equip the vessels, in their
main batteries, with 13-inch guns. It is
not improbable that this calibre will be
selected, although many oppose it.

THE LOSS AT FERNIE

Fernie, B. C., Aug. 22. (Special).—The
total amount of insurance to be distribu-
ted as a result of the fire here three weeks
ago is over $1,500,000. The companies
which have figured at the losses show a
total of $1,545,000, and most of the non-
tariff companies have not prepared their
statements as yet. It is understood the

Five hun-
dred of the men started early this morn-
ing as guests of the government in special
trains for Newcastle and the Blue Moun-
tains, returning to Sydney this evening..

Many of the men preferred to witness
the football and baseball matches, the
aquatic sports and an exhibition in the
Domain by the firemen of the city. kor
the latter event, 20,000 spectators gaiher-
ed together, and the American jackies
applauded the fine display made by the

London, Aug. 22.—The Daily Tele-
graph, in an editorial this morning dil-
ating on the vast changes in the politics
of the Pacific portended by the almost
inconceivably magnificent reception Aus-

tralia has accorded not to a British but
to an American fleet, says:—

“It means and is welcomed by the Aus
tralians as meaning, that the United
States is determined to secure their posis
tion in the Pacific and the demonstration
they are giving of the means they intend
to employ to keep their position is ex
traordinarily complete. What the people
at home have scarcely yet realized is that
Europe practically 'has vacated the Paci
fic. Not a single battleship belonging ta
an European power is to be found in any
corner of that great ocean, while Ameri
ca has three great squadrons there. The
mastery of the Pacific was Britain’s only
twenty years ago. The rise of Japan on
the one hand and tlic naval renaissance
of the United States on other has pro
foundly changed conditions and revolu
tionized Australia’s attitude towards
problems' for national defence.”

The  Daily Telegraph finds Australia’s
ambition to have its own navy is but g
natural one, but it thinks the Americax
demonstration will show her how many
millions the realization of such a dream
will require and convince her that hes
naval interests can best be secured by
contributions to the British navy.

In conclusion, the Daily Telegrapk
thinks that the principle of a white Aus
tralia washed by a white Pacific, held
passionately by the __ustralians, concealr
serious dangers, but it does not doub!’
that the thorny question of Asiastic ime
migration can be settled on perfectlx
honorable terms.

Denver, Col., Aug. 22.—A News des-
patch, from Laramie, Wyo., says that
while every effort has been made by the
authorities at Camp Emmet Crawford, the
military manoeuvre ground, to keep the
fact secret, it transpired to-day that on
last Sunday that members of an artillery

battery assaulted a young woman, leaving
bher bruised and wunconscious - on the
ground. ' .

pair were attacked by thirty-two men of.

the artillery battery. The officer was beat-
en into insensibility with a gun and the
unfortunate young woman was dragged to
an isolated spot and mistreated. After
lying 'half dead for hours, the victim of
the: outrage revived, crawled to a house
some distance away and told her story.
Twenty-six , men, alleged to have been im-
plicated in the outrage, are under arrest
and are chained together in the camp
prison. They are under constant guard
to prevent lynching, as sentiment in the
camp is strong against them. Six of the
alleged assailants escaped, but three ot
them were apprehended at Rawlins, The
other three are still at large.

North Smithfield, R. I., Aug. 21.—Mich-
-ael Paris, an Italian, was shot and killed
to-night ;while sitting on the steps of his
house. Louis Carlo, 30 years old, a fellow-
countryman of Paris, is being sought by
the police to-night on account of the kill-
ing. According to the police, Paris gave
Carlo $45 to-day to be taken to Provi-
dence, where Carlo was to eend it to
Paris’ relatives in Itaily. When Carlo
returned to-night an altercation ensued,
during which Carlo pulled a revolver and
shot Paris through the head. Paris is
33 years old and leaves a wife and two
children who are in Italy. Carlo’s wife
and four children are in this country.

The woman is said to have declared
"that her husband is & drunkard and that
life had become. intolerable. Yesterday
she sent invitations to friends' to call at
a certain hour and bid her godspeed on
a long journey. When the friends gath-
ered the woman seemed in good spirits,
but suddenly she staggered to a lounge,
lay down, anfl soon lapsed into uncon-
sciousness.

Dr. Wright pronounced the woman
dead. He could find no flutter of the

DUN AND BRADSTREET

New York, Aug. 21—R. G. Dun & Com~
pany’s weekly review of trade tomorrow will
say: :

While
it is known that these dealers are carry-
ing light stock, they are not di osed - to
anticipate. Export trade is also dull As
goods on hand were made from cotton plr-
chased above the present price there is no
encourag t for prod s to make sales,
as business on the present basis represents
no profit, and in -many chses an actual
loss. On some lines of men’'s wear wollens,
initial purchases have been concluded and
many wholesale buyers have returned home.

Footwear factories in New England re-
port improving demand from western whole-
salers, although contracts are chiefly for
prompt delivery and buyers are disposed to
Loperate conservatively. Low stocks in the
hands of jobbers are indicated by urgent
request for quick shipment, and another
good sign is the demand for more medium
and low priced goods, chiefly heavy staple
ehoes, wearas the call was formerly confined
to the ‘higher qualities. Eartern manufac-
turers are about to send out salemen with
shoes, whereas the call was formerly conflned
for fall and winter delivery will also 'be
sought., Leather is quiet as a rule but cer-
tain varieties are strong and active, heavy-
weight sole being scarce and sold well ahead.

Failures this week numbered 239 in the
United States, against 173 last year, and 24
in Canada, compared with 16 a year ago.

New York, Aug. 21—Bradstreet’s state of
trade tomorrow will say of conditions ‘in
Canada: :

On the whole, Canadian trade advices are
more cheerful, even though returns from
Montreal are comparatively disappointing.

ONLY A TANGLED
' MASS REMAINS

To Point a $500,000 Moral to
Navigators of the Air.

Friedrichshafen, Aug. 21.-All' that' re-
mains of Count Zeppelin’s fourth airship
is an almost unredognizable ‘mass of man-
gled framework, Two weeks ago the mon-
ster ship rose proudly from Lake  Con-
stance on an -attempt to accomplish a
twenty-four hours’ trip—a condition, self-
imposed by its inventor, of its purchase
for $500,000 by the German Government.
It travelled 270 miles in eleven- and: a
quarter hours descended for: repairs, pro-
ceeded to Mayence, turned: and mvergd
another ninety miles before being again
"obliged to descend at Echterdingen, near
‘Stuttgart. ‘It ‘was here the final catastro-
‘phe occurred during & thunderstorm. “The/
’girship Wwas torn from its ‘moorings, rose
into the air, caught fire and exploded.

At the scene of the disaster the huge
carcass of the aerial monster has now been
torn asunder by workmen and twisted
sheets of aluminum.are heaped in tangled
masses along the highway. Only a
parrow streak of burned grass marks the
spot where the airship made its descent.
Some of the delicate and complicited ma-
chinery seems to still be perfectly good,
and even the_instruments for.the taking
of photographic views during a, flight . es-
caped: destruction in the explosion. ..

Everything of value that might be used
again ‘has been'either removed to a place
of safety or is under guard. :

Conspicuously in the scene .of the disas-
ter stands forth, the enormous how .of the
airship, with its huge button-like centre-
piece. This has-not ‘been.at all damaged.
It looks like a colessal basket, and is at
least twelve feet high. Close by is the
trunk of a'tree split to :the roots. To
this the airship was tied when the catas-
trophe occurred.

JOHN H. ROBERTS
GOES TO KENT CO.

John H. Roberts, the gifted English ad-
vocate of prohibition, will today begin at
Harcourt a month’s campaign under the
auspices of the temperance federation of
Kent County. Accompanied by his son,Mr.
Roberts arrived in the city yesterday,
and will leave this morning for Har-
court. :

Last evening Mr, Roberts delivered a
powerful address in the Every Day Club,
and at its conclusion many persons £ign-
ed the petition in favor of a prohibitory
law which is now being circulated
throughout the province.

Mr. Roberts’ address .was devoted to
an analysis of the impressions and feel-
ings of a visitor from Mars, who might
visit the earth, and ask questions rela-
tive to what he saw in connection with
the liquor traffic. This visitor would, note
that liquor produces such an effect on
men that it is necessary to lock them up,
and would ask why the persons who sold
it were mnot locked up instead. He
would become acquainted with all the
evils that follow in the train of the traf-
fic, and would be amazed that instead of
destroying it the state- accepted revenue
from it. . He would see missionaries' and
bibles going to heathen lands along with
casks of rum, and would be astonished at
the sight. :

Mr. Roberts, by this method of stating
the case brought out with great clearness
the strongest arguments against the lig-
uor traffic. He told of his experiences in
Maine, and in local option localities in
Massachusetts, and declared that the real
need was not prohibition in ‘states or lo-
calities, but national prohibition.

He sharply criticized the attitude of
the church in relation to the liquor traffic
and incisively declared that while there
is much effort to get men into heaven
there should be much more to get heaven
into men. He made e very vigorous ap-
peal to the men before him to devote
themselves to personal effort to reclaim
the victims of the drink habit, who need-
ed sympathy and help.

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ROOSEVELT’S HOMILY UPON
WARLIKE AND CIVIC VIRTUES

resident Roosevelt recently delivered a
homily on warlike and civic virtues and
incidentally a rebuke to certain ideals of
socialism at the unveiling of a monument
to Capt. John Underhill, a Colonial In-
dian ‘fighter and statesman who went to
end his days-on Long Island after paying
a man’s part in the early history of
Massachusetts. He died in 1602.

The - monument, erected by the Under-
hill Society of America, stands above
Capt. Underhill’s grave in the Underhill
burying ground at Marinnecock, six miles
from Oyster Bay. It is a tall shaft of
granite surmounted by a bronze eagle.
At its base are bronze tablets depicting
scenes in Capt. Underhill’s life and beai-
ing the coat of arms of the family and
the dedicatory inscription. The tablets
were designed by Mrs. F. M. L. Tonetti,
a descendant of the Colonial warrior.

There was a large gathering of Under-
hills and their friends present when the
President, accompanied by Dr. Alexander
Lambert, of New York, drove up in one
of the Secret Service automobiles and
took his place on the flag draped speak-
er’s stand among the graves.

Before the President’s arrival the
monument had been unveiled and Col.
John Torboss Underhill, president of the
society, - had made the presentation
speech, After shaking hands all' around
the President said in part:

Col. Underhill, friends and neighbors:
It gives me real pleasure to accept this
invitation because I thought it a good
thing that the founder of what has be-

.| come one of the distinctinve Long Island

families should -have a monument erected
to his honor. I shall not try to speak
to you of the career of Captain Under-
hill, a man who left his mark deep on
the history of New England as well as
Holland: one of the men who in the
Colonial times helped lay the foundations
for the nation that was to be; for others
will address you upon his life. I want o
say just a word or two in greeting upon
what his career and the career of his
descendants should mean in our Ameri-
can life of today.

I have known Underhills all my life,

If at the time of the civil
war you, Mr, Chairman, had' felt that
the ‘fact that. the original Capt. Under-
hill. was, a. fighter excused: you from-fight-
ing,” I should “have ‘thought mighty lit-
tle of you. /

The thing to do is to feel (and I guess

your comrade over there—I mean  the
man with the Grand Army button—you
will agree with me) that if you had an-
cestors who did their duty it is doubly
incumbent upon you to do your duty.
. Now if there is one lesson that we here
in America ought to keep continually be-
fore us, it is our substantial oneness, our
substantial unity as a people; and one of
g.he best ways to exemplify that is by
just such a family gathering as this. 1f
the family has been long enough in the
]qnd, _why you will find its representa-
tives in every walk of life; you will find
them filling all kinds of occupations; you
will find them as capitalists and wage
workers, farmers, merchants, professional
men—everything; and the essential point
to remember is that each one is entitled
to the fullest and heartiest respect if he
does his duty well in the position of life
in which he happens to find himself,

That is sound American doctrine. 1
sl.muld not much care to attend an Under-
hill gathering that was limited to capital-
ist Underhills, nor yet one limited to
Underhill wage workers, but I am glad
to attend one where every one comes in
on the basis of decent American citizen-
ship, ehch. standing ruggedly on his own
feet as a man should.

"The same thing that applies to you Un-
derhills here applies to the rest of us
who are not Underhills in the country at
large. We have made this country what
it is partly because we have measurably
succeedéd in eecuring in the past equality
of opportunity here.

That is very different from equality of
reward. I believe emphatically in (foing
everything that can be done by law or
otherwise to keep the avenues of occupa-
tion, of employment, of work, of interest,
open that there shall be, so far as it is
humanly possible to achieve it, a measur-
able equality of opportunity for each man
to show the stuff that is in him. But
when it conles to reward, let him get what
by his energy, foresight, intelligence,
thrift, courage, he is able to get with the
opportunity open. I don’t believe in cod-
dling anyone. I would no more permit
the strong to oppress-the weak than tell
a weak man or a vicious man that he
ought by rights to have the reward due
only to the man who actually earns it.

Very properly we in this country set
our faces against privilege. There can
be no grosser example of privilege than
that set before us as an ideal by certain
socialistic writers—the ideal that every
man shall put into the common fund what
he can, which would mean what he chose,
and should take out whatever he wanted.
In other words, this theory is that the

‘man who is vicious, foolish, a drag on the-
whole community, who contributes les#:
than his share to the common good, should;
take out what is not his, what he hasi
not earned; that he shall rob his neighe
bor of what that neighbor has earnede
This particular socialistic ideal would be
to enthrone privilege in one of its grosse
est, crudest, most dishonest, most harmfulft
and most unjust forms. i

Equality of opportunity to render ser-
vice, yes, I will do everything I can tay
bring it about.-:If the service is equal!

ward depend on the service, and, mane
kind being ‘'compeised as it is, there will:

Similarly, when a privates
or corporate fortune of vast size is turnedy
to a business use which jeopardizes the
welfare of all the small men, then in thee
interest of everybody, in the interest of
true individualism, the collective or come.
mon power of the community must be exs.
ercised to control and regulate for the
common good this business use of vas@
wealth, and while doing this we mush
make it evident that we frown upon mals
ice and envy exactly as we frown upom,
arrogance and oppression.

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IN TURKEY

Of the situation in Turkey the London
Telegraph says:

“When things run into new molds, the
question is whether they will keep shape.
This is the great doubt concerning the
situation in Turkey, but in the mean-
time we must deal with facts as they

" are, and the grant of a Constitution has

made necessary as profound a change
in the attitude of the European Powers
as in the position of the Sultan himself.
Sir Edward Grey, in his remarkable
epeech in the House of Commons recently,
expressed with his usual exactness the
nature of the alteration which has taken
place. It was one thing to protest
against the anarchy, injustice and op-
pression perpetuated by an autécratic
regime in defiance of large masses of a
population entitled to regard itself as un-
der international protection. It would
be quite a different and a much more du-
bious thing to attempt to apply the same
methods to a country possessing represen-
tative institutions and capable of modify-
ing its government according- to its mind.
8ir Edward Grey, whose bold and vigor-
ons initiative has played so large a part
in making the former situation impossible
has taken the lead during the the last 8ix
months in the work of pressing reforms
upon the Porte. The Foreign Secretary
s the first to admit that in face of the
amazing developments of the pacific revalu-
tion during the last few days we are
bound to hold our hands. Allen inter-
sention at the present moment would fill all
Moslems with suspicion and resentment.
ft would set creed against creed, and des-
troy the promise of a golden hour. What-
ever Abdul Hamid may intend—and un-
searchable is the heart of the Sultan—we
at least are bound to give the constitu-
tion a chance. For the present therefore
the Powers must pause in their effort to
ceform Turkey in order that Turkey may
cucceed in the far greater and more ef-
fectual work of reforming itself.”

CASTRO IS DEFIANT

It is not very clear how the trouble
between Venezuela and Holland can be
svercome without hostilities. President
Castro is apparently not amenable to rea-
son, and pursues a course calculated to
provoke a_hostile demonstration. The New
York Herald says:

“Storm clouds are gathering over Venez-
gela. Diplomatic relations have been sev-
sred right and left, and of the foreign
ministers remaining at Curacao Baron
von Seckendorf, of Germany, is practi-
s;ally the only ome who is still pereona
grata. It is doubtful whether he will long
retain that distinction, éince he has been
left in charge of Dutch interests, and
President (astro refuses to permit any
sommunication between him and the
Dutch government. In like manner he
refuses to permit the Brazilian Minister to
Venezuela to take charge of French in-
terests there, although Dr. Paul, of Vene-
guela, minister of Foreign Affairs, origi-
pally agreed to this arrangement. Cabled
news from The llague this morning tells
of a protraited session of the Dutch Cab-
inet to prepare an answer to President
Castro’s letter and an intimation that un-

less this communication shall receive a

proper response energetic steps will  be
taken.

The event which has occur-
red in the same country which he governs
relegates American justice to a low plane
and casts over it a dark mantle of sus-
picion.”

That the Venezuelan courts as well as
the American will close their ears against
the thunderings of Mr. Roosevelt is thus
stated: !

“Those who have carefully followed the
sensational euits in the Venezuelan courts
between the nation and various guilty
American corporations will now under-
stand very easily that the attack of Presi-
dent Roosevelt against the Venezuelan
courts was the work of caprice when he
called their decision partial and question-
ed the discretion of our judges. But the
American courts, as well as ours, will
known how to envelope themselves in
their independence and close their ears
to the thunderings and aggressions of
Roosevelt, thus saving the conception of
their invialable authority.”

HOPEFUL OUTLOOK

This establishment is largely
based on the lines of similar places in
the United States and the same Spar-
tan discipline is imposed. The cure is
extremely expensive, but hundreds of
wealthy valetudingrians are being wean-
ed from sickness to health, including
royalty and distinguished titled people.
The place is for both sexes. The patients
are housed in villas, pavilions and an-
nexes throughout the grounds. Every
hour of the day is rigulated, no fluid is
taken with meals, and the diet is of the
simplest. There is no distinction of rank,
and the clothes, when any are worn, con-
gist of two garments only. Massage is
freely applied, and for thre hours a day
the patients are turned into an enclosure
of fir trees with gravelled floor, there to
roam and sun themselves. On such oc-
casions a loin cloth only is worn. The
results prove more than ever the value
of open-air treatment and the value of
fresh air as a food for mind and body.

BOARD OF TRADE
AND CTY COUNCIL

A Trade Journal’s Views of the
Situation in St. John.
(Maritime Mereh.ut.)

We observe from the St. John papers
that strained relations exist in that city
between the Board of Trade and the City
Council, because of a suggestion- recently
made by the former. The Board of Trade
recommended to the City Council the
advisability of erecting corner eigns
throughout the city bearing the names of
the streets, and also that the council
should appoint an expert as the head of
its street department. The City Council
resented the suggestion saying they were
themselves quite competent to judge what
officials the city required. It seems to
us that the City Council was much too
thin-ekinned. The council of the St. John
Board of Trade is made up of many of the
leading business men and heaviest taxpay-

in the city. If it seemed to them that

the city would be improved by the sug-
gestions they made, their standing in the
city. If it seemed to them that the city
-~would be improved by the euggestions
they made, their standing in the commun-

iy should have secured them not only a

courteous but a careful comsideration eof

any recommendation they might make.

The aldermen are, after all, merely their
representatives.

We do not propose to deal with all
the details of this particular case but 1t
seems to us rather unfortunate that in
most. places there is not that harmony be-
tween these two bodies that ought to
exist, Probably the aldermen think a
Board of Trade is an i sible body,
because it seems to spend a good deal of

s time in passing resolutions which it
as meither the power nor the resources
to put in force. There is no doubt it is
a good deal eamier to pass resolutions and
offer suggestions than to put up the
money and carry out the propoeals. We
think there is no doubt Beards of Trades
do pass too many resolutions, and have to
some extent weakened their influence by
passing those that are not well consider-
ed. It is an easy thing to do! and seems
at the time like the best way of dis-
posing of questions that come up for con-
pideration. But, on the whole, the work
of the Board of Trade is just as impor-
tant in the progress of a city as that of
the City Council, and the wise Council
would give the utmost consideration to
any such expressed sentiment as an indica-
tion of the trend of the most representa-
tive thought. In the case of the work
of the Board of Trade, we do not see re-

1lts at once, perhaps; but as a practical

ustration of what a live bedy of busi-
ness men, joined in a Board of Trade,
can accomplish _have only to look to
St. John itself for an example. The
Board of Trade men there have always
gen foremost in the work of making

at a great seaport, and much of its pre-
gent position is due to their efforts. We
fio not mean by this that they have not
veceived hearty co-operation from the City
Council; but it was men like Mr. Thorne,
Mr. Fisher, and later Mr. Estabrooks,
Mr. Schofield, and many others we could
name, who really fought the battle of the
city at Ottawa and elsewhere where fight-
ing was most needed.

Taking one thing with another, shipp-
ing authorities in New York say it is
well within the bounds of a reasonable
estimate to put the expenditure of the
New York shipoing lines in New York it-
self at $40,000,000 annually. Under this gen-

eral sum fall the main individual amounts
spent for provisions, labor and coal.
Other incidental expenditures from which
the port and city industries benefit by re-
flex action necessarily largely swell the
total. The provision bill, it is generally
agreed, accounts for a sum of $20,000,000
at least.

Vast as is the main interest of the
shipping industry directly concerned with
the development of New York as one
of the world’s principal ports, the sub-
gidiary . interests connected with the
transportation, feeding and comfort of
the travellers passing in and out of the
city are even of greater relative magni-
tude. No other seaport city in the
world, in fact, can pretend to vie with
New York in this respect.

BEST FOOD OF EVERY KIND.

In recent years with the rapid growth
of tonnage and speed of the Atlantic
liners, the quantities of coal, provisions
and other supplies purchased in New
York have increased proportionately. The
local markets find no small proportion of
their supplies steadily going to the store-
rooms, larder, pantries, kitchens and re-
frigerator rooms on board the great ships
berthed week in, week out, in the docks
of the North River. The best fruit, the
best vegetables, beef, milk and perishable
provisions sufficient to last for the voy-
age to the other side must be stocked
by the ship’s stewards. The standard of
catering for the ocean passenger has ris-
en with the scale of luxury prevailing
in the New York hotels. There is
scarcely any difference to be found now-
adays between the menu of a. first-class
hotel of New York and that of the chief
ocean liners of any of the great .steam-
ship companies. And New York as a
food emporium has hardly an equal for
the variety and quality of its provisions.

What is actually spent by the steam-
ship companies frequenting New York
port on supplies and provisions taken
aboard in dock here, it is impossible to
calculate with precision. Each line has
its own system of provisioning and in
estimating the cost of supplies there is
no way of reducing to a common stand-
ard the quantities and values. In some
cases the supplies are taken for the
round trip. In others only for the voy-
age across or half trip. Usually the bun-
kers are filled with coal here for the voy-
age to England and replenished there for
the return voyage. But ships sailing to
the Ruropean ports and to the Mediter
ranean, where there is no native coal to
be obtained cheaply, frequently find it
best to carry American coal for the
round voyage. There are other items of
the ships’ bills, such as the laundry,
which makes a big factor in the employ-
ment of local concerns.

LAST YEAR'S CLEARANCES.

Last year the steamship vessels which
cleared from New York port, according
to the customs figures, numbered 3,119
with an aggregate tonnage of 10,162,340.
Of these the countries for which they
sailed were United Kingdom, 487; Ger-
many, 224; Italy. 198; France, 172; Neth-
erlands, 109; Belgium, 99; and Denmark,
42. This total of vessels, of course, in-
cludes the reappearance of the same ves-
sels on the regular routes of the various
ste ip companies. The companies
whose vessels dock at New York number
more than 60, with periodical sailings to
all parts of the world.

According to the official figures of the
passenger traffic outward from New York
there were made in 1907 (last year) 1,020
trips. In all, 658,053 passengers were
booked as sailing from this port. Of these
86,862 were first class, 82,773 second class
and 488,408 third class.

From estimates supplied to The Journal
of Commerce and Commercial Bulletin at
the offices of several of the principal
steamship companies in New York an
idea may be gained of the great sums
spent on provisioning the ships in New
York.

The Intermational Mercantile Marine
Company, which is responsible for the
American Line, the Atlantic Transport,
the Red Star and White Star lines, spends
betweeen $4,600,000 and $5,000,000 yearly
on the provisions and eupplies of its
twenty-nine ships,

The Hamburg-American Line apportions
its gross annual expenditure in New York
in the following approximate amounts:
For -provisions about . .. $1,500,000
For labor about .... «. 1,000,000
For coal about . 1,200,000

Total ....... b e $3,700,000
Other expenses, such as salaries, Té-
pairs, rents, etc., more than double the
above amount as the total expenditure of
the company. It has twenty ships regu-
larly using the New York docks. Last
year it had 109 sailings to North Atlantic
ports and 154 to the West Indies and
South America on its Atlas service.

Figures recently published - give the cost
of food eupplies for the steamships of
the North German Lloyd as more than
$4,000,000. During the year about $7,000,-
000 worth of coal was expended. The
661,258 passengers carried by the steamers
consumed some 7,000,000 pounds of flour
and 1,200,000 pounds of sugar. Twenty
million pounds of potatoes were used ani
no less than 24, 956, 893 pounds of ice
required. Six carloads of grapes were
consumed. On fresh vegetables the sum
of $108,843 was epent.

From New York last year there were
155 clearances of this company’s vessels,
and perishable provisions would in any
case be taken from New York. The bulk
of the coal is purchaged in New York and
there was actually paid out during the
year, the end of which was exceptionally
dull, a eum of $721,000 for stevedoring and
clerk hire. This amount, of course, does
not cover the charges for towage, tugs,
taxes and other salaries.

The Cunard with a fleet of twelve ships
on its regular schedules spends about $2,-
400,000 on provisions, wines and liquors.
The yearly laundry bill is in the neighbor-
hood of $104,000. With regard to the coal
bill the liners coal each trip at the start-
ing point, but for the Mediterranean ser-
vice eufficient is taken for the round trip.
New York thus gets the balance, and ‘s
benefited to that extent. Half the above
mentioned sum may be taken as represent-

Nor is the French Line behind in any
particular as regards its provisions. The
strictest scrutiny is kept over the supplies
of fruit, nothing but the best being ac-'
cepted for the paseengers’ table.

By a coincidence the star vessels of
two great lines, the White ‘Star’s Adri-
atic and the Cunard’s Mauretania, left
New York on the same day last week.
Both have now been running for more
than a year on the trans-Atlantic route
between New York and Liverpool or
Sout-hsm;pton. The chief stewards of
these giant liners gave The Journal of
Co_mmerce many details of the supplies
being t})en taken on board for the cur-
rent trip to England. The Adriatic had
completed her seventeenth voyage and
has proved herself one of the favorite
vessels in which Americans prefer mak-
ing a leisurely passage “across the pond”
to England. She has never carried few-
er t'han 200 passengers in her first saloon.
It is customary to store aboard on the
average for each round trip at least 25,
000 pounds of beef. Beef of the best
quality is always obtained in the New
York market. The mutton or lamb sup-
ply to the extent of 20,000 peunds for
the round trip is supplied by the Eng-
lish market. Loins of pork to the ex-
tent of 2,000 pounds are requisitoned.
For cured hams and bacon the brands
from the other side are preferred. For
the Ad;'ia}t_ic’s floating population must
be requisitioned for each trip, moreover
200 barrels of flour, 30,000 eggs, purchaseé
about half and half at New York and
Liverpool, respectively, 800 pounds of

F.'resh _vegetables are obtained from both
sides in equal proportions, according to
the season’s flow of passengers at differ
ent times of the year. In the stewards’
opinion, New York cannot he beaten as
a frmt_ market, and all the year round
the ship is supplied from the’ Southern
States, the West Indies or California.
About the only exception are English
h.op-ho.use grapes, and in limited quan-
tities in their brief season English straw-
berries, gooseberries and picked apples.
Grape fruit is taken :in increasing. quan-
tities, as the taste for the fruit has
spread and fifty boxés are now taken on
a trip. Fifty cases of :melons were plac-
ed on board, 30 butiches of bananas and
at least 100 boxes of oranges would be
consumed on the voyage. The regular
stock of tea and daffee is supplied from
Liverpoal, b_ut thé jcanned goods are a
staple American product purchased in
New York, while potatoes gure to the
extent_q:f 25 to. 30, gems in the diet of
the ship’s passengers 8 apd crew. The tur-
tle soup for the voyage .is made from 400
pounds of turtle, two monster turtles- he-
ing placed in the ship’s tamks.

LESS WASTE THAN FORMERLY.

The Mauretania’s provision list consists
of some couple of hundred items. Vary-
ing quantities of these must be ordered
for each voyage on the basis of a six-
:;en day round tnﬁ)‘.‘ As .the comfort of

e ocean voyage . been increased b
the steadiness of the bigger ships and th]er
elimintaion of racine screws, vibratiom
and other drawbacks of ocean travel, per-
haps the average consumption per capita
has risen, but this factor does not count
for 80 much when it is considered that
it ha.gn always been necessary to provide
supplies of food on the most liberal seale.
The chief difference from the stewards’
point of view is that owing to the fuller
dining tables there is not much waste
food mor is there so great a chance on
the_ average weather voyage of large re-
;na;ndertstox;e. z'he Mauretania’s larder

nd pantry for the present tri uire:
to be repleted with 32,000 poungsri% beec}
and al_)out 25,000 of mutton; eggs were
40,000 in number; flour was taken in 250
barrels, 35 tons of potatoes, 1,500 quarts
of condensed milk and 500 gallons of fresh
milk from New York, together with 240
quarts of cream. Ice is comsumed at the
rate of 25 tons a voyage. The oatmeal
necessary is 1,800 pounds, the cheese eat-
en mounts up to 32,280 pounds, and a
sum of $650 is paid for vegetables. The
tea chests consist of 250 pounds of Cey-
lon, 20 pounds of Chino, 100 pounds black
;and 600 przunds olf ship’s tea, with coffee
in proportion, the American
taking the larger quantity. g

When stock has been taken of the de-
pendence of the great Atlantic lines upon
the food resources of America and the
distributing markets of New York, the
total sum paid for food by the ships ly-
ing at New York docks is not by any
means exhausted. The South American,
Oriental, West Indian and Gulf lines must
all be added. The Barber, Norton, Wil-
son and many other lines whose ships
are chartered here, together with the
tramp steamers for whose crews food and
coal must be provided, should be includ-
ed in the aggregate. It is considered by
shipping experts but reasonable to esti-
mate that the annual sum of $20,000,000
is spent by the shipping companies of
New York in the New York market
for food supplies alone.

dnt in view of the present erisis.

Caracas, Aug. 21.—When-the Dutch cruis-
er Gelderland, after taking away Minister
De Reus, came back to La Guayra last Sat-

urday without i saluting -and with decks in
fighting trim the greatest excitement reigned
here in Caracas, as it was known that Cas-
tro’s new French coast defepse guns, moun-
ted on the mountain side above La Guayra
and on the beach, had been made ready to
moeet any emergency. Speculation was rife
as to whether the warship would bring an
expected apology for the De Reus letter and
the stoning of Consul Lopez in Curacao, a
demand for the immediate release of Carlos
Perret Gentik, a Dutch merchant of La Gua-
yra recently imprisoned on a contrapand
charge, or an ultimatum of some kind..

The curious were doomed to disappoint-
ment, however, as the unexpected happened,
as it usually does here. The cruiser was not
allowed to communicate with the shore or
to deliver any of the documents which it
brought, presumably because of its failure
to salute on this and a recent occasion has
been considered an offense by President Cas-
tro. So the Gelderland had to return to
Curacao with its mission unfulfilled.

Meanwhile the German Minister, Baron
Von Seckendorff, was fuming in Caracas be-
cause he could not obtain permission from
the Government for the German consul to
go alongside of the cruiser to see if there
were not some expected dispatches for him.
Minister De Reus had left him in charge of
Dutch interests and he was at his wit's
end to know what to do because of the ab-
solute impossibility of communicating with
his government. The Baron is almost the
only diplomat in Caracas who has been able
to remain persona grata, but.now that he
is burdened with Dutch affairs, he is In
danger of losing that distinction. -

On learning of the stoning of his consul
in Curacao and the desecration of the Ven-
ezuelan shield and consulate there, Gen-
eral Castro lost no time in severing diplo-
matic relations with the Queen of Holland,
pending an apology and indemnification for
the three insults recently suffered. These
are claimed to be the de Reus letter, the
Curacao " incident,  and the failure of the
Gelderland to  fire the - customary saulte
in fortified harbors of Venezuela. Thip de-
mand took the form of a letter from Dr.
Paul, Minister of Foreign Affairs, to the
Foreign Minister of the Netherlands.

Edward H. Hacker, a travelling sales-
man employed by the McCall Pattern
Company, and his young wife, to whom he
had been married only ten months, shot
and killed themselves yesterday afternoou
in the apartment in which they lived,
at No. 400 West 118th street.

Mrs. Byda Hacker, the wife, committed
suicide because her husband bad told her
ne. intended to leave her. He killed him-
self five minutes later.

During those. five minutes he used the
revolver with which his wife had killed
perself to hold at bay a physician and sev-
eral neighbors who had broken a window
to get into the apartment that they might
‘go to the assistance of the dying woman.

Afttr Hacker had fired five shots into
his body and lay dead in a front room his
wife crawled to him and put her arms
around his neck. She died in that position
a few minutes later.

Hacker, who was thirty-five years old,
was the son of Richard Hacker, an em-
ploye of Tiffany & Co., who lives in New-
ark, N. J. His wife, who was twenty-
eight years old, was until two years ago
the wife of J. A. Tibbs, of No. 723 Mas:

THE SHIP LA PLATA.

In the year 1684 the treasure ship La
Plata cleared from Lima,  Peru, bound
round the Horn for Cadiz, Spain. In her
hold were nine great oaken chests, and
sach chest contained the sum of $1,000,000.
This immense treasure, strange to say,
was in Knglish sovereigns. Why it was
in English coin no one at $his day is
able to explain. The natural inference
would have been that the golden treasure
would have been in Spanish doubloons
or pieces-of-eight, Or, perhaps, it should
have consisted of solid ingote of the. prec-
tous metals for which the brave adventur-
ers of Spain conquered the continent of
South America and won with their bright
swords a new empire of fabulous richness
in the Western Hemisphere. From the
old records we even know the name of
the captain of this galleon which was
freighted with a treasure fit for the ran-
som of kings. He was called Jean Rose
and he was a Frenchman., The ship and
ber precious cargo, however, belonged to
grandees of Spain, and the erew was Span-
ish.
The good ship La Plata rounded the
Horn in safety, and under a full press
of canvas startéd on the long voyage up
the Atlantic toward home.

Manuel Moura is a direct descendant of

then nearly a century old. "Then and
there Manuel Moura determined to get
possession of the treasure.

Moura became a deepsea diver, and @
long time ago he recovered large quanti-
ties ‘of gold and silver coin from several
sunken - shipe near the Cape Verde Isl-
ands. It was ‘40 years ago that Moura

3 { spent” two:yéam diving ifor treasure Wb

Cape Verde. In that time he brought up
from the maw. of ‘the sea between $7,000/
and 88,000 in ‘gold ‘coin, recovered from
rotting timebrs of a lost Spanish pirate
ship. That he did tHis is an unquestioned
fact, as hé had a long legal contest in
the courts of Rhode Island over his share

‘of it with a'inerchant of that state named

Moses Green. He had turned the treasuro
over to Green for safe keeping as it wae
taken from the sea. He eventually recév-
ered his share of it from Green. The court
records of this celebrated case are open o
all who care to read.

The expedition which was so succes_sful
in recovering patt of that treasure sailed
from Providence in 1868. After repeated
failurés it located several wrecks on the:
Bona Vista reef. There three iron boxes
of gold were found. These were located
close to where the great treasure of the
sunken pirate, with $9,000,000 in gold, lay.

Moura did not disclose ‘to others the
location of the greater treasure.

A LIFE OF ADVENTURE.

Moura made many other expeditions iy
search of valuables and treasure lost ‘1%
other ships, but never did he fail to res
member that on that.hidden reef, une
known to others, there was still waiting
for him a treasure large enough to buy &
principality.

After closing his connection with the
Moses Green expedition, Moura and an ase
sistant remained in the Cape Verde Ials.
ands to hunt for an Knglish vessel cast
away in 1848. His assistant was Jobm
Nelson, another daring deep-sca dprex
and ocean rover. The English ship was &
brig, and she was loaded with railroad
iron and money. The money and the cargoe
were to be used in building a railroad,
the first ever projected in Africa. Moura
had heard of.the fate of the brig from &
woman who kept a hotel in the islands.
Her son, who was on the lost ship, had
apent several years in an unsnccessf}ll ate
fempt to recover the money part of -the
cargo. ¢

T'his' man had saved the manifest of -the
brig. Monra saw it, with the record ot
the gold aboard, and he commenced work
to reécover ‘the treasure.< He ‘located -the
brig, and eventually found the chest, par
tially covered with sand.- The lighter withk
which * lie worked -was poorly- equipped,
and the chest was too heavy to be moved
from its bed of clinging sand with the
weak rigging with which he had to delve,
While he was at work he was seized
with yellow fever and was forced to re
return home.
~ 'hese adventures in séarch of buried
treasure are only a few of the stirring
episodes in the adventurous life of the,
brave' old diver.

Moura is now too .old. for .diving bub
he is anxious to get younger men inter-
ested with. him, that he may make a suc-
cessful effort to recover the other and far
greater treasure that still lies fathoms
deep off the Cape Verde, and above which
the skeleton eyes of those old English pi-
rates keep a ghostly wateh -and ward.

In every city of the first class up-to-
date sewerage systems have been partia-
lly laid, are being now installed or are
under active preparation for immediate
construction.

All this is due not to the politician or
to the statesman, but to the physician.
The greatest triumph of modern medi-
pine was achieved when science discover-
ed that man was his own worst enemy—
go far as his own health was concerned.
That is to say, medicine as an exact
science has proved that 99 per cent. of
gll known diseases that effect humanity
game from humanity itself in some form
wr other.

gITY’S MOST COSTLY FEATURE.

"1t costs more to properly sewer a city
of a million inhabitants than to build
and operate its street railways, to light
it or to keep it spotlessly clean; even
more than to pave it, when the cost of
gettipg rid of the sewage in most cases
is considered. Yet nothing is so impor-
tant to urban populations as sewers that
actually perform their work. It is a
mater of life and death to all concerned.

When mankind resided, as nature origi-
pally expected the race to live, in widely
scattered population of a nomadic ten-
dency, rarely camping two nights in suc-
cession at onme place, sewerage was a
problem that needed no solving. But the
vast hordes of human beings which the
twentieth century has driven together to
make up the great urban populations of
the modern world demand almost incal-
culable sums for the sewerage systems
jmperatively needed.

The estimated cost of sewer construc-
tion which is now .under way, or for
which plans have been made or ordered,

A DetiowZe A7 —
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will total close to a billion of dollars.
Thus it is plainly evident that no other
problem entirely connected with the mod-
ern big cities is nearly as expensive as
proper sewering. And underneath the
very bottom of all things in London,
Paris, New York, etc., have been pushed
seweér tunnels. Practically every one of
the cities in the list of the 100 leaders
of the world’s urban population have grap-
pled with ‘the task. The exceptions are
the great scattered cities of Asia.

There are two great problems in tack-
}mg the engineering features of sewer-
ing a great city. First and lesser of
the two evils is the storm water; name-
ly, surface drainage of the city. Second,
the carrying away of the strictly sewerage
parts of a city’s refuse.

METHOD OF DISPOSAL.

There are two methods of getting rid
of sewage—namely, discharge or dis-
posal. Of the two plans for getting rid
of sewage, the first—namely, simple dis-
charge into some running body of water—
is &0 easily understood as to need no ex-
planation. The second method, which en-
gineers  call disposal, is merely getting
rid of the offensive nature of the sew-
age by filtering thé sewage either through
beds of sand of through beds of  stone
broken into small particles. After the
sgwage has run through one filtration
bed, it has lost much of its offensive na-
ture. The second bed of stone is always
emaller as to the size of the stone par-
ticles, and a third bed of sand or very
emall pieces of stone usually clears up
the sewage into a yellow liquid, which,
while it has some odor, has lost its pow-
er to carry disease germs. This is the

second method as distinguished from mere-

|
|

ly carrying away the sewage and letting
it run into some big river or the ocean.

The storm-water problem is always sol-
ved by carrying it to some outlying: point
of the city’s boundaries and discharging
it into a natural waterbed to continue
its road to tidewater at its own opportu-
nity.

Where the city lies close to some great
and ewiftly flowing body of water en-
gineers have allowed the sewers to be
directed toward it, and at various points
the polluted material is discharged into
it and thus safely swept beyond the city
district. Few cities, however, can do
this, which is the first method mentioned
in this article. :

London, lIying on the Thames River,
and not far from the coast of an island,

cannot discharge its waste material into,

Pthe Thames River, as it would pollute

the stream and cause disease. All of
London’s sewerage is taken to vast re-
duction *plants on the banks of the
Thames River and there, by chemical
processes, the material is reduced to a
state described as “‘sludge.”

Three enormous tank steamers, big as
the average ocean liner; ‘daily carry off
thousands of tons of this sludge far out
to sea, where it is dumped overboard
through patent chutes and allowed . to
seek the ocean bottom. Ao

Actual discharge of sewage - in  its
natural state into freely flowing ,deep
water is now practically unheard ¢6f in
the case of a big metropolis. Philadelphia
has been doing this for a number
of years into the Susquehanna River, but
the terrific amount of law suits being ac-
cumulated against the city have already
alarmed its rulers, and now experts are
being asked as to the cost and methods
that may be employed to dispese of-its
sewage in a state unobnoxious to human
fzf:istgnce and not, dangerous to human
ife, !

METHODS USED IN LARGE CITIES.
In Paris the French began so long

ago as 1873, or shortly  after the close
of the Franco-Prussian war, when the
city was badly injured, to take up the
vital matter of proper sewarage. The
French sewers are the best,' because the
simplest and the cheapest. Being put in
when underground railways, telephone
and telegraph wires and other conduits
were little known, they had the right of

way. :

The typical Paris sewer of the bigger
sort is really a .conduit on top, through
which all sorts of pipes and wires are
strung. - Beneath the pipes and on top of
the sewer itself the tracks of the various
underground railways and street-car lines
have been placed. Beneath all this in a
eort of a .false bottom arrangement, the
actual sewage is taken to the Seine River
and thence to the gea. .

Birmingham, England, has also a fine
sewerage eystem, and here the waste
material is disposed of on vast beds of
finely crushed stone. 8o thoroughly is
the work done that the final discharge
from the disposal beds 1is absolutely
healthier _as regards dangerous disease
germs_or bacilli than the drinking water
of many a small town in this count?y.

THE KAISER OF GERMANY AT HOME

Even the English are beginning to ad-
mit that Emperor William of Germany is
something more than a diplomatic bluffer
and a military martinet. The emperor as
much as any modern monach is wise to
the fact that he needs to be close to the
great mass of population in his domin-
ions. He is always found trying to gain
the affection and sympathy of the so-
called “common people.”

A new book published in Berlin is call-
ed “Béi Kaisers,” which, translated,
means at home with the emperor. It is
said to be written by an old courtier who
well understands just how to write up
the monarch in a way to endear him to
the great middle class of Teutons, on

whom the emperor’s throne actually de-
pends. :

The Kaiser is said to like Americans
and Frenchmen and he is a hard-working
man who arises at 6 o’clock to take a
ride or walk before breakfast, which he
eats at 7.30 every morning. Next he goes
to work and often does not get any other
luncheon than an apple or some other
sort of fruit. At night he has the papers
of all countries brought to his bedroom,
where he reads them, marking certain ar-
ticles: for his secretaries to cut out and
paste in his scrap books for preservation.

Of Course, the Emperor is first of all
a soldier. He is honorary commander of
his own army and holds commands in for-

fourth Austrian Infantry and the com-
manding officer of the Seventh Hungarian
Hupssars. ' The Emperor heads the First
Regiment of British Dragoons, he com-
mands titularly the famous Russian Guard
Regiment, the Eighty-fifth Wiborn Rus-
sian Infantry, the Thirtieth Russian Dra-
goons and He commands the regiment
known as the Fourth Portuguese Cavalry.

He has uniforms for all these regiments
of calvary and infan and whenever he
visits a country, the regiment he com-
mands meets him on landing and is under
his exclusive personal orders.

On the water Emperor William is an
admiral in his own navy and also an ad-
miral in the Danish, Norwegian, Swedish

In Baltimore; a city with nearly 600,
000 population, about $20,000,000 is to be
spent on modern sewers, although ap-
proximately $5,000,000 is devoted to get-
ting rid of the storm and surface drain-
age. Disposal beds -of crushed stone
after the Birmingham method will be
used. Chicago discharged for years into
natural waterways, to the great wrdth
of St. Louis, Mo., which claimed a pollu-
tion of the Mississippi River. Now Chi-
cago is facing the absolute necessity of
building  disposal ‘beds that shall change
its egwage 'into ‘the harmles fluid sent
out by Birmingham and London.

MANY PROBLEMS ENCOUNTERED.

The vast size of these great sewers,
especially the disposal or outfall sewers
which carry the main portion of all the
collected material to the disposal beds to
be refined and have the germs killed, has
made the engineering problems very diffi-
cult. ‘.

The coninecting and laying of the small
sewerage pipes which connect with the
individual houses is very small, although,
of course, the expense mounts into the
millions in great cities. When a city be-
gins to dig into the very heart of its
streets it finds ‘conduits and pipes of
every sort and description. And these
have been run through the street bed
with little or no consideration for any
possible after need of sewer construction.

This great mass of pipes frequently
checks the work. Again, railroad tunnels
underlie nearly every city of importance
and  the. gewers cannot possibly go
through them. Yet a sewer once'started
has to continne on ‘a declining grade
with the proper curves and proportionate
size of piping. Water, gas, steam and
nearly every other class of pipes can be
bent or twisted as the engineering exi-
gencies of the problem may demand, but
the sewer pipes once started must go
straight, and must go on a down grade,

far greater expense to the taxpayers.

Contrete, reinforced where the worle
must come near the top of the street bed,
is being greatly used in the latest sewer
work as in all other construction. Brick
work for the lower sections which are
topped off with concrete is usually turn-
ed out for service in the main sewers
through which a horse and wagon could
almost be ‘driven. A tall man can walle
with ease and comfort through all but the
smaller sewer sections.

The methods of paying for these mod.
ern sewers with the tremendous aggre«
gate of close to a billion dollars has been
worked out to a nicety. Long time loans,:
secured by the city stock, redeemable imy
25 to 50 years, enables the citizens te
spread the paying of the cost over long
terms of years. In this way future gen-
erations who will enjoy the benefits of
the present great era of sewer construce
tion will also be compelled to shoulde:
some of the indebtedness. !

The German engineers who drew the
plans for sewering the capital of the Gers -
man empire had a different problem to
deal with altogether than what was offe~
ed in Paris. Berlin, with its more tham
a million of population, is yet an inland:
town. Situated on the Spree, an insige
nificant stream, it was evident from the
start that.its sewerage was cut off from
a simple discharge into open water.

With the natural German  thoroughness
the Germans discovered a method no#
only of getting rid of their sewerage,
but they have finally begun to make
money out of it. Enormous sandy areas
in the neighborhood of Berlin have been
transferred into the richest truck farmg
in ‘Europe through the use of the sludge
obtained from the filtration beds of the
Berlin disposal farm for sewerage.
