THAW’S MIND WAS CLEAR
ENOUGH TO KNOW THAT
MURDER WAS A CRIME

Dr. Wagner Swears That Thaw Knew This When He Made
His Will .-- Battling Nelson Divides With Prisoner the

Attention of Spectators.

NEW. YORK, March 6—The long de-
layed testimony of Mrs. Wm. Thaw will
probably be reached in the Thaw trial
today. It was thought that District At-
tornecy Jerome would finish with Dr
Charles G. Wagner, the alienist, by noon
yesterday, but a sharp argument be-
tween Mr. Dolmas and Mr. Jerome, fol-
lowed by an equally acrid debate be-
tween the district attorney and Justice
Fitzgerald, ended in the ruling which
_compelled Mr. Jerome to prolong the ex-
amination far beyond its expected time
in an effort to secure ‘an admission of
what he desired. This morning the doc-
tor will resume his testimony, and mo
one, not even the district attorney him-
self, knows how much longer he will be
on the stand.

Mr. Jerome has again changed his tac-
tics in cross-examination and has again
advanced the theory that Thaw is syf-
fering from paranoia or some other in-
curable form of insamity. Dr. Wagner
made a few admissions, but on the whole
his story is unchanged. b :

The defense have shown by their own
experts that Thaw was insane on a half
dozen different occasions, the last being
Oct. 3, 1906, but they have not attempt-
ed to show that he is insane today. Neith-
er Dr. Evans nor Dr. Wagner, the two
alienists who examined Thaw in the
Tomps, have examined him  lately, and
both say they cannot express opinions on

least one other expert, Dr. G. M. Ham-
mond, who has been constantly in the
court room since the trial began. It is
supposed that he will be called to the
witness stand to show tthat Thaw has re-
covered from “brain storms” and other
kinds of insamity, and that his mind 1
now normal.

May MaecKenzie, Evelyn' Nesbit Thaw's
chorus girl friend, with®whom she found
shelter- the night Witite was killed, is
frequently at the court:house, and it is
generally. understood that she will take
the witness stand some time this week,
possibly today.

Dr. Wagner said that
Thaw’s mind was clouded at the time, and
he did not have a clear idea of murder, as
a man would who was wholly sane, but
it was clear enough for him to know
that the taking of human life was a crime.

“Doctor, when this defendant stood up
to be married on the same day that will
was signed, did he know what he was do-
ing?”’ asked Mr. Jerome."

The Canadian Club of St. John could

jts career than the baptism of that spint
which impelled the lofty utterances of its
first honorary member. The words of Dr.
George R. Parkin were not the words of
the market place, but of that higher
realm wherein the dreamers dwell, and
men find happiness in the copscious pur-
suit of a lofty and unselfish purpose. They

in the Iarge, and measures men and na-
tions by their fruite in human gervice. As
he talked one grew unconscious of the nar-
row confines of the room and of the city,
and became a pert of that pulsating life
which through the centuries and around
the world has developed the vast British
empire, and brought the Canadian people
face to face with the splendor of a
matchless opportunity, and into conscious
ocontact with the ennobling impulse of the
highest call to service. The listener 1id
pot hear the rounded periods of studied
oratory, but great thoughts clothed in
simple language, appealing straight from
mind to mind, informing, uplifting, gtimu-
lating and sincere. As he talked of Cen-
ldl,oneklt&zremrpridain(hmdhn
citizenship, and @ stronger desire to con-
tribute something toward the development
of the country and its institutions. ‘When
he spoke of public life and the standards
that should prevail, the petty aims of the
seli-secker and the place-hunter seemed
pitifully small and mean. As he talked of
Qecil Rhodes ome saw the gradual unfold-
ing of the great and beneficent plans of
that ‘colossal mind, carried forward to
fruition. His forecast of the influence of
Rhodes scholars upon imperial concerns in
years to come illuminated a subject, the
significance of which has not perhaps been
clearly enough appreciated. When he
passéd to the broad question of the future
of Capada and the empire, one could not
but feel the force of an earlier plea for
the idealist and thinker, who: shapes the
public sentiment of generations, and from
the towers of thought discerns that future
glory which to the toilers in the market
place is but the dreamer’s vision. Not to
have heard Dr. Parkin was to lose an in-
spiration such as comes to us too seldom.
In breadth of view; in high conception of
national opportunity and individual re-
sponsibility; in simple, earnest, forceful
portrayal of the significance of Canadian
citizenship in this formative period, with
its' great femptations to exploit the vast
public domain for selfish purposes, his ad-
dress appealed to his hearers in striking

WHY NOT IN ST. JOHN?

In the city of Houston, Texas, as the
Times has already pointed out, the civic
government is conducted by a commission,
instead of by representative aldermen.
I'he . Houston Post, noting the fact that
there is some political prejudice against
the present commissioners, makes this
statement of what they have accomplish-
ed:—

‘1t /is inconceivable that any consid-
erable number of people are dissatisfied
with the results of the present adminis-
tration. The retirement of a most ob-
stinate floating debt of $400,000, the re-
storation of the city to a cash bams with-
out incurring additional indebtedness, the
pavement of more than two miles of
streets, the progress made in solving suc-
cessfully the long pending water problem,
the reduction of taxation, the reduction
in the price of gas, the improvement of
the police service, the building of addi-
tional school houses, the inauguration of
manual training in the public school sys-
tem, the improved street cleaning service,
the abolition of useless offices, and many
other acomplishments go to make up 2
record unparalleled in municipal adminis-
tration when all the circumstances are
fairly considered.  There must be no sem-
blance of a return to old conditions if
Houston is to continue to reap the
benefits of her new system of govern-
ment. Let the steady hand that inaugur-
ated thesc great reforms continue until
pending problems are further advanced
‘toward solution, and two years hence
Houston will have emerged from the dif-
ficulties of generations and proceeded far
on her way to the glorious destiny which
awaits her.”

The city of Houston is much like St.
John in some respects. It is bending
every energy to provide facilities for
water borne traffic to the gulf, and it is
straining every nerve to secure new in-
dustries. It is a growing city, destined
to play an important part in the history
of the state of Texas. Its people\ grew
weary of old methods of civic govern-
ment, and adopted the plan of govern-
_ment by commission, each commissioner
having charge of a department of civic af-
fairs, and being a citizen of tried ability
and high reputation. The commission pro-
ceeded to place every department on a
business basis, conducting it as if it were
a personal business concern. This neces-
sarily put an end to waste of salary on
useless officigls, replaced hap-hazard by
systematic methods, and brought about
the wonderful series of reforms noted in
the paragraph quoted from the Post.

GOD’S AGENTS
"SAYS DEWEY

Victor of Manila Says United
States Was the Instrument
in God’s Hand for P+~‘shing
Spain.

CHARDON, 0., March 5—It has fallen
to this village to receive the first known
authentic opinion from Admiral - Dewey
as to the part Providence play-
ed in the battle of Manila and in work-
ing out the destiny of the United States
as a world power.

William P. Newberry, of this place, a
relative of the Assistant Secretary of the
Navy, recently wrote to the Admiral on

this subject, and has received a reply
which indicates the Admiral believes the
Lord was on the side of the United
States.

Mr. Newberry, in his letter, said:

“] have taken the liberty to write you
on a subject that you will no doubt re-
gard as very uausual and surprising, and
possibly as fanciful and visionary. But
it has been on my mind for ten years
and the impression grows stronger with
the laps of time and succeeding events.

“I am an old man now, over three score
and ten, and you are aepproaching the
years when life grows more uncertain,
and I fesl that which I have to write I
must write quickly.

“I hope you will feel at liberty and
inclined to give the subject careful and
serious thought that may become a mat-
ter of important Christian history. It is
in regard to the Spanish-American war
as being one of the most important eveats
in Divine and human history, and the
battle of Manila Bay in May, 1898, as
the supreme and decisive moment in that
event, as recorded in Daniel - 7:27; and
th greatest dominion and power in the
world was given to our nation. and be-
came the standard-bearer in that king-
dom of spiritual forces that are to re-
ge’uerate the world and eontim.le fomv;r.
. “Assuming thap I am right in my im-
pressions and conclusions, we would na-
turally expect that the responsible and re-
presentative human actors and agents in
that battle, though perhaps unconsciously
executing the Divine purposes, would be
largely if not wholly exempted from those

cruel and vengeful passions that generally | @

fill the breasts of men when engaged in
common warfare with a hostile enemy, and
instead would enter on such a necessary
mission as yours in the Bay of Manila
rather with reluctance at the necessity for
bloodshed, and their hearts rather filled
with Christian sympathy and compassion
for those who may naturally suffer in such
a comfiict.

“My purpose in writing you is to ascér-
tain from your own experiences and obser-|
vation, as the mest conspicuous and re-

sponsible person and agent in that battle,
how far I am right and justified in my
impressione and conclusions.”

Admiral Dewey, in reply, wrote:

“The ideas which you advance are mot
entirely new to me. I have many times
expressed the belief that in the Spanish-
American war the United States was the
instrument in the hands of God for pun-
ishing Spain for her centuries of tyranny,
and that Spain’s loss of power and domin-
ion was part of His plan.

“Your conclusion that, if the Divine |

Will was being execited in the battle of
Manila Bay, the human agents must have

been ‘free from such vengeful passions as}

usually control men engaged in battle, is
perfectly correct so far as it applied to me,
and I know that many of the officers
shared with me the feeling of regret that
duty compelléd us to take life and of pity
for those who must suffer and die.” It is
natural to suppose, however, that this feel-
ing did not obtain to any extent among
the enlisted men, in whose minds the up-
permost idea was probably that of re-
venge for the death of their comrades who
were killed in the Maine disaster.”

ADDRESS AT MEETING
OF THE CANADIAN CLUB =

Rhodes Scholarship Commissioner Spoke on

Canada’s Future and

An Eloquent Plea for Closer National Unity.

'F'he newly organized Canadian Club held
fte firet meeting last evening in the assem-
bly rooms of Keith’s Theatre, under pecul-
jarly happy auspices. Dr. G. R. Parkin,
the commissioner for the Rhodes scholar-
ships, was the guest of the evening and
delivered a stirring address on the aims
and advantages of Canadian clubs. He
spoke also on the tremendous possibilities
which the future had in store for the
dominion, an " concluded . with a brief but
highly inter ating review of the career of

ed an able address before the board of
trade on Canada in the Present and m
the Kuture, and made a strong plea for
closer national ‘unity. y !

his age. He made mistakes—great ones—|
but you have no doubt heard the saying!

greeted with roars of laughter, in which
Dr. Parkin joined on becoming conscious
of his slip.

He meant, he went on, that such trage-
dies would teach men to think ahead and
prepare for winter. Lf they neglected
such precautions they should receive no
pity. The cold climate had also the ad-
vantage of excluding southern settlers.
‘T'here was no -need ‘to be ashamed in call-
ing Canada *‘Our Lady of the Snows.” !

Discussing the aims of a Canadian club,
Dr. Parkin said it was a place where pub-
lic men could meet and discuss their views
on the great questions of the day, with
fairness and without the introduction of
politics. Such a club could call in the
great party leaders and receive their. clear-
est thought on their policy. 1t would pzo-
vide a great field for the younger men to
form a sound judgment on such questions.

In conversation with Sir Wilfrid Laurier
recently they had differed widely’ in their
views. The premier had said he took the
political view and could not pretend to
follow his (the speaker’s) ideals. His an-
swer to that was that the people ought
to be left free to develop and to obtain
a government as good as they required.

Dr. Parkin went on to spegk of political
corruption in Canada, and urged upon his
hearers that if the people of Canada in-.
sisted on clean elections they must neces—"
sarily follow. It was a subject, he added,
the club might well discuss. !

He also spoke of the necessity of a free
communion of ideas between all parts of
Canada, and the great opportunities open
to Canadian clubs in this direction. There.
was danger, he said, of a club becoming
parochial or provincial. With half a con-
tinent on their hands, Canadians could no%
afford to take a narrow minded view. Men
should meet for discussion as a means’ of
training men-to do their duty to the state
in the public service. 'Such: service should
be entered not for what could be got out
of it, but for what could be given to it.-
No other inspiration but that had actuated ;
the great statesmen in the past. :

. Dr, Parkin said he had been asked tol
make some reference to the life and influ-

In conclusion, Dr. Parkin said the apirit{
which actuated Rhodes was the spirit,
needed in the public service. The million-
aires of the ancient empires were forgot-
ten today; it was the thinkers and dream-
ers who were remembered. Canada, with
her strong race, should strive for such a
high and lofty spirit and in this province
especially there should be and doubtless
would be a race capable of higher things.
(Cheers).

Rev. 3. M. Campbell eloquently ex-
pressed to Dr. Parkin the thanks of the
club, and moved the following resolution:

The Canadian Club cordially welcomes Dr.
Parkin, records its appreciation of his person-
al worth and ability, thanks him for his ap-
propriate and inspiring address, and assures
him that his lofty sentiments upon Canada’s
responsibilities and opportunities, expressed
in eloquent and persuasive terms, are accept-
ed and heartily endorsed by its members.

Dr. H. 8. Bridges seconded the resolu-
tion, which was adopted with much en-
thusiasm, by a standing vote. R

After a verse of The Maple Leaf had
been sung, the members of the club were
introduced to Dr. Parkin, and the proceed-
ings closed.

‘I'here- was a large attendance of mem-

bers of the board of trade who attended

soon after 8 o’clock to hear Dr." Parkin
on the subject of Canada in the Present
and in the Future. J. H. McRobbie, the
president, was in the chair, and W. E.
karle also occupied ‘a seat on the plat-
form.

“In introducing Dr. Parkin, Mr. McRob-!
bie made passing reference to the large:
contribution by New Brunswick since con-|
tederation to the up-building of Canada
and to the prospect that in the near fu-
ture the government would assist St. John.
‘The promises of confederation, he said,
hiad not been altogether realized, but they
had now great hopes that more would be
accomplished.

Dr. Parkin said that although not a busi-
ness man, perhaps the fact that the pow-
er of observation which had come.to him
n his wide travels and the opportunities
furnished him of seeing other communities
carrying out the work of nation building
might justify him in delivering an address;

He must first warmly congratulate them
on the formation of.such a club. Such or-
ganizations were bound to make a pro-
found impression on - the thought and
training of Canadians and he would have
béen sorry if New Brunswick, which had
jurnished many of the clearest thinkers
in church, state and journalism, should
have lacked the same opportunities for
training her young men as existed in larger
cities. '

The governor-general, in speaking to him
xecently on the subject of Canadian clubs,
had said he looked upon them as windows

. through which the clear light of truth
could be let 1n on the younger generation
in Canada. No country today needed such
hard thinkers as Canada. What problem
could be more striking than the responsi-
bility which fell to the Canadian people
to guide the destinies of such a nation?

He had visited many colonies of the em-

. but he came back to Canada with a pro-

found respect for what was termed her

thard climate.

History had shown it was the best asset
they had. It drove the people to seek
home life and it drove them to work,
which were the foundation of national
character. Reports from the Northwest
told of a few men having been frozen to
death. It was one of the best things
which could happen for the future of the
country. KFor what reason? A man might
be frozen to death here and there this
year, but if he was frozen to death next
year people would say ‘“He’s a fool; he
degerves it.” The speaker’s remark was

“The Rhodes scholarships represent one
of the great ideas of a great man; prob-
ably the one Englishman since Chatham’s
time -whose mind has moved on lines as
great as his. Few realize how much Cccil
i Rhodes accomplished in his term of life.
He left college at 23 and died at 49; yub
in that brief period he had done things
to fill a much longer life. He had added
to the empire Rhodesia—a country cne-
| fourth the size of the United States, he
had conceived the Cape to Cairo’ route
of which nearly two-thirds is now com- |
pleted from north to south; he had or- |
ganized the great diamond industry;which
now has an output of five millions: sterl-:
ing a year. Vast irrigation systems, fruit
farms, dynamite . works, experimental
farms for Africa were among his mind’s
activities; and all this was given, and
meant to be given to the service of the
public; his splendid estate at Capetown,
another at Buluwayo, the Inyanga farms,
.all given to the people with provision to
' maintain them. .

“He projected himself upon the whole
future of our race and of the world by
|this scholarship scheme, which provides
that for all time to come 175 to 200 young
‘men shall be studying together at the
centre of the empire for the great ends
which he had in mind. Then in addition
to this he gave the remainder of his
large fortune to a group of his chosen
friends—all men of mark in the world— '
with the simple injunction to carry out
his ideas.

“What are the circumstances which'
groduced such a man? Rhodes himself
said that one thing which had greatly in-
Auenced him was a line of Greek which '
he had read at Oxford. It is a sentence !
in which Aristotle says that the greatest
happiness in life is. to be derived from
the conscious pursuit of a great purpose.
If all qur young men studying at Oxford '
or elsewhere could be inspired in a simi- '
lar way it would make a great difference
to the world.

“When he was only 23 he had written
out ‘his confession. of faith, his Plans for
the future to work for the empire and
the world. Then he went to work making
money. ‘What is the use of haying big
ideas unless ‘you have mioney with which
to carry them out? he said to General
Gordon, who had asked him to go to the
Soudan with him. ‘When we consider all
that Rhodes accomplished one is tempted
to reverse the question and ask ‘What is
the use of having plenty of money with-
out big ideas to match the wealth?” !

their condition unless they had some
grievance and that Canada was contented.
In answer to that he could tell them that
the last thing he did before he left Eng-
land was to draw a check of one shilling
for every pound he earned and paid it as
income -tax. No one did that in Canada.
Four-fifths of that money in England went
to support the army and navy which ex-
isted to protect every ship which left a
harbor in Canada.
The Englishman paid and the Canadian
did not, yet when such questions as the
Alaska boundary -or - the Newfoundland
dispyte came up Canadians wantel Eng-
land to be ready to fight. To an English-
man it was inconsistent. - He had been
told that it would be a crime to take a
dollar €rom the development of the coun-
try. For that there was something to-be
said but Canada would have to make up
her mind sooner or later to take up her
share of the empire’s work and bear part
of the expense. He never:caxed for the
name imperial federation but preferred
that of national unity and for the col-
onies to develop as one great people.
Canada belonged to the greatest, oldest
and strongest race the world had ever

and would ultimately prevail. So absorbed
was Canada in her own affairs that she
was forgetting the great outside link with
the mother country.

Besides the question of free trade or fair
trade, there was behind the greater ques-
tion of safe trade which could come only
from a united British empire. Canada
had her own great problems of evolution
but the more other nations were studied
the more clear it became that the great
future of Canada lay in the closest pos-
sible connection with the empire consis-
tent with free government, (Cheers).

Perhaps they have shown themselves to!

Perhaps—these are all mere
cenjecture but if on » examination these
conjectures or any of them, turn out to
be true, then citizens who do claim to
have bukiness talent, acumen and fore-
sight and who have scraped together'
money enough to pay their taxes should
Lknow what to do in order to secure a
better civic administration.
