sumed to be an initial proposal which
the central powers probably are prepared
to modify in the course of bargaining,
for nowhere are the terms of .the central
powers regarded as entirely acceptable
in their present form.

The .Daily News, which warmly en-
dorses ‘the recent letter of the Marquis
of Lansdowne, and is regarded as being
tinged with pacifism, contends that Ger-
many had to ehose betwecn her extrem-
ifts and her moderates, as no peace for-
mula could possibly satisfy both Count
Reventlow and Phillipp Schiedemann.

The Daily Chronicle says it is a strik-
ing fact that the central powers have
accepted the formula of no annexations
and no indemnities.

othing could be more ill-advised,”
aily News says, “than a general de-
ntnclation of the German offer by the
press or politicians of the Entente Allics
as such a reception is precisely what
German diplomacy is playing for. That
does not mean that the German propos-
als can be/grasped at as a basis of im-
mediate negotiations, their defects are
self-evident.”

After denouncing the terms as they
would affect Belgium and other matters
as being altogether unacceptable, t‘he
Daily News adds: “These deficiencies
might seem for a moment to furnish suf-
ficient ground for ignoring or summar-
ily dismissing the German proposals.
Reasons regarding that conclusion are
short-sighted and impolitic as already
has been suggested.

“If the Allies are appealed to by the
Russians for their, views, they should
seize without hesitation the opportunity
of making a candid and -reasoned state-
ment of their war aims, and their peace
terms.”

A highly interesting situation, the
Daily Telegraph thinks, has been created
by the reply of the central powers, but
does not see in it the prospect of any
secure settlement of the world’s peace.

The Times and the Daily Mail are ex-
ponents of the view that the proposals
constitute a trap for the Allies, and if
accepted would leave the central powers

He said the
German diplomats who were pretending
to show indignation were the very men
who sought to negotiate a secret treaty
with the old regime in Russia, who at-
tempted to draw Mexico to war against
United States and organized plots in
Argentina, i

After referring to the German declara-
tion that Alsace and Lorraine would
never be surrendered, M. Pichon said:

“The question of Alsace-Lorraine does
not affect France alone. It is a world
question. It is not a territorial problem,
but a moral problem. On its solution
depends whether or not the world shall
have a durable peace.” This statement
was greeted with applause.

The accupation of Jerusalem, M. Pich-
on said, was a victory for the civilized
world. He added the city would be
given an international status.

Recess InThe
Negotiations

Petrograd, Dec. 27—The delegates of
the Central Powers to the peace- confer-
ence at Brest-Litovsk have agreed to a
ten day recess in the negotiations, which
will be resumed on Jan. 4 at a place not
yet determined. ;

Leon Trotsky is reported to be draft-
ing a new note to the Entente Allied
embassies again asking them to partici-
pate in the peace conference. He is also
said to De preparing a new message to
the peoples of the world.

An armistice is reported to have been
reached between the Bolsheviki forces
and the troops of General Kaledines at
Rostov, with a neutral zone between the
opposing lines.

London, Dec. 28—The progress of the
peace neg®Zations is expected to have a
large influence on internal conditions in
Russia and the fighting in the south,

‘where the position of affairs is still ob-

scure. Accarding to the best available
information reaching London, the Bol-
sheviki commissioners are counting upon
two things to strengthen their position
—first, the chance of securing a peace ac-
ceptable to the country as a whole,
which would induce the nation to over-
look the recent lack of administrative
ability shown by the Bolsheviki; second,
the fact of the existence of considerable
lines, classes and cleavages even among
the supporters of the Kaledines move-
ment in the south. .
General Kaledines is reported to have
recently resigned the leadership of the
Cossagk government. % v
Petrograd, Dec. 27—Soldiers, acting
under the orders of Finance Commission-
er Menshinsky, today seized all private
banks in Petrograd, including the branch
of the National City Bank of New
York. The manager, E. R. Steevens was
arrested and detained for a short time.

T0DAY'S NEWS FROM
- THE BATILE: FRONTS

London, Dec, 28—*“There is nothing of
special interest to report,” says today’s
communication from the war office.

Paris, Dec. 28—Artillery fighting con-
tinued during the night on the Vedrun
front near Caurieres Wood, where the
Germans made an’unsuccessful attack on
Wednesday, the war office reports. There
also was heavy shelling in Lorraine. The
communication follows:—

“During the night there were artillery
actions in the region of Caurieres Wood
and in Lorraine, in the sector of Veho,
where the bombardment became very
severe late in the night. In Upper Al-
sace a French patrol brought back pris-
oners. There is nothing to report from
the remaindet of the front.”

Americans Killed.

With the American Armies in France,
Dec. 27—(By the Associated Press)—
During a recent moonlight night German
aviators dropped bombs near a certain
town and two American privates who
were in a camp in a wood were killed.

A corporal of American engineers was
killed and one private was wounded
Christmas even when a German shell
dropped near a party of American en-
gineers working in trenches on a section
of the French front.

Sincerity, soberness and earnest pur-

pose marked the brief speech of Hon,

F. B. Carvell at last nigflt’s reception.

. There was no boasting about victory

and no controversial utterance. - The
task that lies ahead absorbed the speaker,
and he pressed the thought of it home
upon the minds of his hearers with a
simple directness that compelléd' atten-
tion and carried conviction. This coun-
try must raise $500,000,000 for war pur-

- poses during the year. It cannot be bor-

rowed in England or the United States.
It can and must be raised in Canada.
The peovle must lend it to the govern-
ment. and to be able to lend they must
work, produce and save. The govern-
ment for its part must introduce radical
changes, and has already made a begin-
ning by its action in regard to prohibi-
tion. Other drastic measures will be
taken, Mr. Carvell tells us; for the gov-
ernment is fully alive to the significance
of the recent verdict, and to the weight
of responsibility resting upon its mem-
hers. P ction, conservation and co-
ordination must be combined to provide
the needed efficiency of Canada for the
period of the war. Mr. Carvell appeal-
ed to the business men before him to
cerry to their homes the thought of what
Canada requires of them and of every
citizen. The government alone cannot
meet the needs of the hour. The people
must feel that they, too, have a personal
and weighty responsibility. They must
serve and save and lend, and give the
govérnment every assistance in. their
power. .

* There were other interesting addresses
last evening, but the one which came
with the weight of authority, and went
home with the people to inspire and
shape their thought and action, was the
plain, simple, forceful and profoundly
impressive speech of the minister of pub-
lic works. The welcome he received
must have convinced Mr. Carvell more
than ever that the people have confi-
dence in his ability, integrity and ‘cour-
age; and that they stand ready to follow
his -leadership along new paths of na-
tional adventure for the honor and the
_safety of Canada.” " L

VALLEY RAILWAY ENQUIRY,

The reopening of the Valley Railway
enquiry on Jan. 8 will add something
to the spice of life in these parts, for if
people are always curious about other
people’s money they are even more in-
terested in what is done with their own.
Large amounts of the people’s money

. went into the Valley Railway, and into

some people’s pockets. It is the final
disposition of the latter that excites pub-
lic interest, and the enquiry should help
to supply the very natural and laudable
craving for information on that point.
There had been rumors that the enquiry
would be dropped, as one of the by-
products of union government at Ot-
tawa; but the union government at Ot-
tawa has nothing to do with the gentle-
men whose activities made the enquiry
necessary. This province has suffered
materially, and also in reputation, be-
cause of grafting operations on a large
scale, A partial exposure led to the de-
feat of the government under which the
grafting was made possible. The whole
story has not yet been told, but more
of it is coming; and it will be of in-
terest to every eelctor.

Hearing in the matter of the claim of
A. R. Gould and others against the pro-
vince and the St. John & Quebec rail-
way arising out of: the Valley railway
construction, was concluded yesterday
afternoon before His Honor Chief Justice
McKeown, who is acting as arbitrator.
The whole day, morning and afternoon,
was spent in“hearing arguments on be-
half of the claimants and on behalf o
the province and railway. i

At the opening of the afternoon ses-
sion, Peter J. Hughes, on behalf of the
railway, argued his case. He proceeded
to show from the evidence the actual
amount of work which Mr. Gould and
his associates put -in the construction.
Mr. Gould was without a plant and the
work was merely sub-let. He did not
think that the claimants were deserving
of ten per cent. for construction, and he
intimated that the other side did not
honestly hold this contention. He re-
lated the history of the construction’ of
the railway from Gagetown to Centre:
ville. He said the bonds of the railway
company were practically worthless, and
he could not see where the claimants
were entitled to any such amount, Fhe
point was advanced that Mr. Gould and
his associates were robbed of profit in
later years, and the claim was assessed
upon future value. Many cases were
cited where judgment was rendered
against the valuation ot stocks according
to some possible future' appreciation.

Hon. Mr. Carvell addressed the court
briefly, touching upon many of the
points covered by Mr. Hughes. He as-
serted that Mr. Gould and his associates
were not contractors in any sense of the
word. Mr. Gould was a promoter. Mr.
Carvell said he had a good deal of sym-

he had learned at the inquiry and out-
side he believed that they were nct given
an absolutely free hand.

Matter of Compensation.

The whole question was corapensation.
He contended the claimants did not do
very much. The evidence did show that
Mr. Gould put $125,00v into the enter-
prise, but he later withdrew it—all but
about $16,000. Salary and traveling ex-
penses would bring the amount to $40,-
000. Mr. Carvell proceeded to say that

Mr. Elkin received a flattering recep-
tion. He urged that the fruits of Union
government be not lost but that all work
to strengthen the hands of the represen-
atives and government. - There was a
serious time ahead and those at Ottawa
should be made to feel that the better

thinking part of Canada was back of
them. Some complacently thought all

troubies were over with union govern-
ment won but to win the war it was
for everyone to help.

Valuation of N. B. Power Company’s Pro-
. perty to Be Made; City to Pay One-Third

‘ At this morning’s session of the Pub-
lic Utilities Commission in Chief Justice
McKeown’s chambers in the Pugsley
building it was decided to allow the New
Brunswick Power Company to increase
their rates for heating and lighting gas.

| The increase is -to be merely temporary
and is to continue only until an expert
appraiser shall have valued the com-

! pany’s plant and reported to the com-
i mission. It will then be subject to re-
: vision.

|- F. R: Taylor in response to Dr. J. B.
! M. Baxter’s request of yesterday pro-
duced a financial statement of the com-
pany’s business, all departments, for. the
last four years as well as a written state-
' ment embracing the present situation.
i The figures showed that in 1914 there
: was a surplus of $5,000 and since that
| time thére had been a yearly deficit.

{ Mr. Blanchet, accountant, was then
! called to the stand. He said he audited
. the books of the gas company and found
. everything in -a satisfactory condition.
. He said that the sum of $4,514 for clerks’
| wages was a reasonable sum and that
! all of this sum, would not be saved in
! the event of the cessation of operation of
| the plant. /
| Mr. Blanchet said that the net earn-
{ ings of the Eastern Electric Co. were al-
lowed to accumulate in the bank.

Dr. Baxter asked as to whether the
electric company was used to sell at a
retail price to the power company or
whether it was used to sell cheaply to
the power company. According to Mr.
Blanchet the profit which the electric
company made ran from $8,000 to $11,-
000 yearly. His audit was, he said;
purely arithmetical correction and veri-
fication. :

In answer to Mr. Otty, in the chair,
Mr. Taylor said that the electric com-
pany did very little business with the
power company, and did a great deal
outside trade.

Dr. Baxter asked’ Mr. Blanchet the
meaning of an item of $15,000 in De-
cember, 1916, which was charged up
against the gas. - This was shown to be
a part of $16,282.18 sét aside in 1916 for
depreciation and replacement.

Several other points in the various

financial statements were explained by
| the witness and Mr. Hopper.
1  Dr. Baxter then said that as the in-
vestigation was going at present there
would be.a tremendous amount of mat-
ter which was not connected. He again
| suggested that some one be brought to
| inquire into the whole business -of the
| company since the gas works could not
be searched into without considering the
affairs of the company as a whole.

Mr. Taylor said that as regards the
gas end of the business, the information
plainly showed that some increase in the
rates was an immediate necessity. “Al-
though it is quite possible that we may
have to appeal for relief in electric power
and street car fares at the next session
of the legislature, or else go out of busi-
‘ness,” said he, “yet that has nothing to
do with the present appeal.”

the eity should, appoint an expert who
should make a report to the commission.
Dr. Baxter did not think it fair, but
agreed to take the matter before the
common council. He had said that R.
A. Macintyre had made a statement to
him that since the N. B. Power Company
took over the business nearly $70,000
yearly was being paid in extra dividends.

Mr. Taylor here said that the gas end
of the business was the only matter un-
der consideration at present.

Dr. Baxter asked him whether, if the
objection to increase of gas rates were
dropped, the company would agree not
to pursue the petition before the legisla-
ture as regards the electricity and street
railway. - !

Mr. Taylor said that he could not
agree to this, and said that the question
showed that Dr. Baxter was trying to
find out about the whole affairs of the
company, not confining himself to the
gas wor

Mr. Otty said that the commission did
| not altogether agree with the stand of
| the company that the different depart-

ments could be considered separately. He

did not see why the commission must
confine itself to the gas lighting and heat-

ing, ' He said.that first of all an exam-
! ination should be made of the plant and
| that, taken together with the amount of
| capital invested, should be taken upon
i which to estimate the proper earning.

Mr. Taylor asked that the rate might
go into effect on Jan. 1 and then if it
were found that the company were not
entitled to any raise in rates it could be
reduced.

This was agreed to by the commission.
Mr. Otty said that an expert was in
| the mind of the commission, and that he
i would be brought down to appraise the
plant.

Mr. Taylor remarked that it would
not be satisfactory to the company if
! more had to be paid for experts that
| would be brought in from the new rates
| of gas.

The commission was- of the opinion
| that the expenses of experts should be
| shared by the.city, and Dr. Baxter sug-
| gested an impromptu
common council in the near future.

The chair stated that the commission
had_full power to order the city to bear
part of the expense. Mr. Otty added
that even if the increase were allowed,
_such increase would be only temporary.
| In answer to Dr. Baxter’s question, Mr.
Otty said that time would have to be
taken before it could be settled how
much the city would have to pay.
| Dr. Baxter then asked if there were no

i report of experts who had formerly in-,
| vestigated and appraised the plant. He.

. was told that there was no such report
i available. Harris Forbes, of Chicago,
had made an appraisement, but this was

; private.

|~ After a short consideration, Mr. Otty

' said that one-third of the expense should
be paid by the city and the rest divided

i among ths public utilities of the city.

i The commission then adjourned until
a meeting of the commoh council in re-
ference to the matter could be held.

| The commission allowed for the pres-
ent the gas rate increase asked for sub-
ject to revision when the appraiser’s re-
port was submitted.

' The gas rates asked for are:

| Heating rates—$1.50 a thousand cubic
feet, minimum monthly bills, 50 cents;

' no discount. Meter rental, 10 cents a
month.

i Lighting rates—$1.85 a thousand cubic
feet, minimum monthly bills, 50 cents;
no discount. Meter rental, 10 cents a
