The deployment of our troops on 
the line of the Dniester above Halics 
rendered necessary a corresponding mod­
ification of the front of troops occupying 
the Pruth line.

TEUTON LOSSES'

Geneva, June 12—A despatch to the

“The Teuton garrison of Przemysl at­
tempted to march on the Wisznia, but 
were repulsed by the Russians.

“A German general of division and 
several officers were badly wounded by 
a shell which fell into their headquart­
ers. The Teuton losses are estimated at

One sees thousands of khaki figures 
marching along the private thoroughfares. 
The entire country has awakened to the 
gravity of the situation, a state of mind 
due largely to the Zeppelin raids, and re­
cruiting proceeds faster than the authori­
ties can find equipment. The number 
of men under thirty who have not prof­
fered their services is almost infinitesi­
mal.

Many London regiments are holding 
“recruiting week.” This is aided by 
bands and recruiting officers, but all state 
that they are getting comparatively few 
young men, because those ready to serve 
have already enlisted. Present day re­
cruits are most of them married men 
between thirty and forty.

The “slacker” has almost disappeared. 
Of apparently eligible young men to 
whom recruiters appeal no more than 
one in twenty Is deliberately refraining 
from joining.

This recruiting stimulus is characteris­
tic of the change which has come over 
the nation. Practically all the engineer­
ing works throughout Britain are now 
devoting themselves in one way or an­
other to making munitions. Retired en­
gineers and men with engineering know­
ledge, many of them amateurs, are giving 
up their whole time to working In these 
factories, without pay, to increase the 
output.

Many women are acting as drivers of 
motor lorries, others drive milk ears, and 
some are doing postmen’s work. Some 
are taking the places of commissionaires 
—old soldiers who rejoined the army. 
In hotels and club» they have almost 
entirely filled the vacancies caused hy­
men enlisted.

All this goes to show that every class 
of society is now giving itself up to 
the war and nothing else.

There is scarcely a family which is 
not personally affected by the struggle, 
and the country Is rapidly reaching the 
point where every person, in some fash­
ion, will be assisting in fighting the Ger­
mans.

No great battle has yet been fought 
between the Austrians and Italians, but 
the latter appear to have established 
themselves firmly on Austrian territory, 
which is a distinct advantage. They are 

-. still picssing slowly forward, and oc­
cupying new positions. There is renew­
ed activity by Serbia and Montenegro, 
which will tend to make Austria’s posi­
tion more difficult and threatening.

In the west the French have made some 
gains this week and the British and Bel­
gians have repulsed aU attacks. There 
have been reports of another heavy 
movement of German troops to the west­
ern front, and V this is true we may 

iexpect another period of sanguinary 
fighting. AU the infantry of the second 
Canadian contingent is now in France, 
but may be held at the base for a time 
before going into the trenches. Condi­
tions along the whole front in Belgium 
and France show no important change.

The second American note appears to 
have had a somewhat sobering effect in 
Berlin, although a portion of the German 
press is defiant in tone. It is intimated 
that no action on the note will be taken 
until the messenger from the German 
embassy at Washington has reached 
Berlin. In Washington the tone of dis­
cussion is more peaceful, and it is hint- 

\ ed that a note may be sent to the AUies, 
insisting on a change in the operation of 
the bloo-ade. It will not be surprising, 
however, if before many weeks have 
passed the United States joins in making 
that blockade more effective; for Ger­
many can hardly be expected to recede 
from the position she has so vigorously 
declared to be right.

Mr. Lloyd George said yesterday that 
there was a shortage of shells, and the 
work of producing a sufficient supply 
must be speeded up, with no shirkers. 
The question of a larger output of 
munitions was discussed in the French 
Cho.ober of Deputies yesterday, and the 
minister of war said the labors of the 
factories must be intensified and the out­
put greatly enlarged. This question is 
one of the gravest importance to the suc­
cess of the armies of the AUies. Ger­

THE NEWER CITIZENS.
It is proposed to make the Fourth of 

July of this year an Americanization 
Da-- in the United States. The purpose 
is to extend a welcome to new citizens, 
and endeavor to impress upon them the 
value of American citizenship, so that 
all may become naturalized and assume 
a larger degree of civic responsibility. 
The Bangor Commercial says:

“In New York state the celebration 
will be practically state-wide, as 250 
mayors of cities have joined in the pro­
ject and are arranging for appropriate 
ceremonies on July 4, when civic com­
mittees ivill participate in planning for 
receptions for newly made citizens in the 
endeavor to give them a true under­
standing of what citizenship means to 
the people of this great republic.

— but about 3,000,000, or less than one- 
half, are naturalized citizens.”

She started the magazine. The Earn­
est Worker in 1908. She raised $1,016 for 
a home for girls in Auburn making a 
trip through the lumber camps.

She published the magazine quarterly. 
It had a separate subscription list. In 
1912 it had about 1,600 subscribers. It 
cost about $850 to get out the paper.

The money she got she used for cloth­
ing, feeding and rescuing children.

According to McGraw, McLean has 
been leading a merry life since the sea­
son began. McGraw declares that he 
had warned Mcivean repeatedly. He says 
McLean failed to take heed of the Warn­
ing. When McLean violated ' a strict 
rule in Chicago, McGraw says there Was 
no other alternative for him to do but 
to suspend him without pay.

McLean eeen-cd to be quite upset ewer 
the matter. -He deitfes ttttt'iwrtia* B*eir 
breaking rules and says tftatvhis 
sion is not warranted.

“I baye not broken any roles,” said 
McLean. “There never has been a time 
in my baseball career when I have kept 
myself in better trim than I have this 
year. Since I was to get a bonus on 
July 1 it looks to me as if a scheme was 
concocted to do me out of the money. In 
my contract il is stipulated that if I 
behaved myseif I was to get a certain 
amount this year, the first instalment to 
be paid the firi=t of next month. Know­
ing this, d you think that I would run 
any chance of losing it? I have kept my­
self in shape all year."

In the notice McGraw served on Mc­
Lean, McGraw says that he saw Mc­
Lean drinking in a Chicago saloon on 
last Monday. McLean says this is not 
true, for as Monday "was election day in 
Chicago, the saloons were all closed.

Discussing McLean's case, McGraw 
said: *T have put up with that fellow 
long enough. As far as the Giants are 
concerned, he is through.”

At this rate the amount of money 
involved would be very small compared 
with the difference .tlfafc. a liberal display 
of growing flowers would make in- the 
appearance of the Csfy. Another sugges­
tion, which would .'make the cost even 
lower, has been made by an interested 
citizen. He says that a florist or gard­
er er could develop a profitable annual 
business bv supplying boxes free of 
charge for the privilege of filling them 
with flowers, at reasonable cost, each 
spring.
