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DOING THINGS BY HALVES

Why does the City Council deal only
with the breakwater when it asks the
Board of Trade, Commercial Club, Ro-

{ary Club and citizens generally to.,backl

up its appeal to the government?

Why does it not include the work
necessary to provide adequate terminal
facilities for the Canadian National Rail-
ways? ; Je

These two, the breakwater and the C.
N. R. tcrminals, are the needs of the
present time. Neither of them is in any
way dependent on harbor commission,
since both are government works. To
construct them would simply be tocon-
tinue the government policy which built
west side wharves and east side ele-

vator.

And since they are both government |

works, in the national interest, why
should the city council select one and
omit the other when it asks public sup—'
port for an appeal to Ottawa?

And if such an appeal were made, and
were successful, what present need would
there be for harbor commission?

There are berths enough at West St.
John, when made available, for the pres-

* ent needs of the C. P. R., but there are
not cnough on the east side for the C.
N. R. Given the latter and the break-
water, the port would be in a position
io handle all trafiic for some years to
come, without shouldering the burden
of commission as at present proposed.

If the city council will include in its
memorial to Ottawa all that should be
included the whole citizenship will ap-
prove and support. If it fails to do so
it will fail in its plain duty. To dally
Jonger with the proposed harbor tom-
mission scheme would be an inexcusable
waste of time.

Mayor Hayes has been asking for an
alternative to harbor commission and
seems to think none has been offered.
He and the council themselves yester-
day presented the alternative in part
when they passed that resolution con-
cerning the breakwater. ILect them add
{he C. N. R. terminals. and harbor com-
mission may be left son - the shelf, and
the work of natidnalizing the port will
go on as it has been going on gradually
ever since the first government wharf

was . ailt.

PARLIAMENT.

Padiament at Ottawa will open next
Thursday. Sir Robert Borden will not
be there at the opening, if at all dur-
ing the session. A number of important
measures will be presented by the gov-
ernment, which is in the peculiar posi-
tion of being without influential news-
paper support. This means, of course,
that it is without influential support in
the country. How long can such a gov-
ernment last? Hon. Mr. Meighen said
in Winnipeg this week that Union gov-
ernment had no party organization. He
might have added that it has no definite
policy, and also that it has no leader.
Meeting parliament under such condi-
tions it cannot expect smooth sailing.
The question over which there is most
controversy in the country is that of the
tariff, and three different views have
their champions. The old-line Conser-
vatives want a high tariff maintained,
the Liberals want a revision downward,
und the farmers want a still greater re-
duction.  Hon. Mr. Meighen says he
favors a moderate tarifi. Undoubtedly
the high tariff advocates are in a minor-
ity. but they will not give up without a
struggie, and they are gentlemen of in-
finite resource. The coming session will
not pass without sharp debate on the
{ariff and ils relation to the cost of liv-
ing. No doubt the franchise bill will
provoke a long discussion, and the esti-
mates this year will be subjected to a
very close scrutiny. Railway matters
will afford ancther source of interesting
debate. And all the while the party
leaders will be looking for points of at-
tack to strengthen their own position in
the country. The conditions are cntirely
different from those existing when there
were only two parties, and there is an
element of uncertainty which baffles the
political prophet. Whether the govern-
ment will go successfully through to the
end of the session and further pestpone
the appeal to the peéple is the queétion
asked most frequently and no answer is
given with any degree of assurance.

FOR LOWER TARIFF.

In a recent speech Mr. R. H. Halbert,
M. P. for North Ontario, gave the farm-
ers this advice, telling them the next
election would be fought on the tariff
issue:

“Read up all the information you can
on the tariff, let your mind be a sponge
and soak it in so they can’t pull the woo,
over your eyes and hoodwink you into
believing that tariff bars are good for
the country.”

Mr, Halbert is an ex-president of the
United Farmers of Ontario, and headed
the faraous farmers’ delegation that was
treated so cavalierly, as its members as*
serted, at Ottawa. In ihe speech Jjust
referred to he said thst if any body of
people other than farmers had been gidi-
culed as they were by the press there
would trouble. Tt
was the reception given to that delega-
precipitated the

!bushel of potatoes, I say for goodness’
sake blow out the light and go home.”

They
want a lower tariff and are determined
to accomplish their end.

THE AMETHYST.

Although Canada does not possess
any deposits of the rarer precious stones,
still there are many of the less valuable
kinds found within the dominion. One
of the most common is the amcth.y'st,
which is found in large quantities
around Thunder Bay on the north shore
of Lake Superior. At Amethyst Har-
bor this mineral constitutes almost the
entire vein and numerous openings have
been made to obtain it for tourists an
to secure it for sale at many summer
resorts and in stores. Surfaces several
feet .in area are often found covcx:ed
with crystals from one quarter to five
inches in length, rich in color and hav-
ing a very high polish. This deposit
is one of the greatest in the world but,
unfortunately, the crystals are often not
evenly colored and so a great part of
their value is lost.

In Nova Scotia fine amethysts occur
in bands and veins at Partridge Island,
Cumberland county—surfaces a foot
square being covered with crystals one
inch across. DeMonts, the early dis-
coverer for France, is said to have taken
crystals from this place home to France
as a gift to the king. A few years ago
nearly a bushel of separated gems were
obtained while digging a well for a
Kentville doctor. Other deposits are
found at Hall’s Harbor, Cape D’Or and
Mink Cove and at various other places
along the Bay of Fundy- |

Although to date no deposits of great
value have been discovered in Can:«:!da.
the field of exploration is so large tiat
it is not yet .established by any means
that the dominion does not possess a
real gem value. Small stones of many
kinds have been found and later ex-
ploration may find valuable mines of

many types-
