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FIRST INDIAN TO WIN :
THE VICTORIA CROSS

London, Nov, 26—A Times Bou-
logne despatch says:—

“Havildar Ganna Sing, of the Fifty-
Seventh Rifles, is the first Indian to
be recommended for the Victoria
Cross. He has arrived aboard a hos-
pital ship, a bundle of splints and
bandages, - bur!'very cheerful and full
of heart. He has five bullet wounds.

“Havildar; with fifteen men of his
regiment, was attacked in a trench
before dawn. ' The Germans were
stopped, for some seconds, by barbed
wire entanglements,”and lost Heavily
before they broke through. In a
hand-to-hand struggle that ensued,
Havildar shot a German officer whose
buller grazed his head. He took the
German’s sword and killed ten more
men, before he was brought down by
a bullet in the foot.

“ ‘Otherwise,” he said,
have killed more.

“Ganna Sing was the sole surviv-
tr of his party.”

Battleship of 15,000 Tons Blown up Off
Sheerness and 700 or 800 Men Are

Drowned---News

London, Nov. 26—It was officially announced here today that the
British battleship Bulwark had been blown up off Sheerness.

The Bulwark was 15,000 tons displacement, she was laid down
in 1899 and completed in 1902. She was 411 feet long, 75 feet wide

and drew 29 feet of water.

Her armament consisted of four 12-inch guns, sixteen 12 pounders, six three
pounders and four submerged torpedo tubes, She had a complement of 750

meg,

Sheerness is on the Thames, at the mouth of the estuary of the Medway.
It is thirty-five miles down the river from London.

Only twelve men out of the 700 or 800 on board the Bulwark were saved.

According to the admiralty the explosfon is believed to have originated in

the Bulwark’s own magazine,

The announcement of the disaster to the Bulwark was made by Winston
Spencer Churchill, First Lord of the Admiralty, this afternoon.

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RUSSIANS LED GERMANS
INTO TRAP AND BEAT THEM

Petrograd, Nov. 26—Semi official advices received from Poland show that
the German defeat at Lodz culminating in the capture of a German army corps
‘‘was the result of a Russian manoeuvre by which the Germans were led into

an inextricable trap. The Russian left wing resting on the river Warta and the
'Russtan right wing on the Vistula, both lying along the Warsaw-Kalisz rail-
road, moved forward in unison in the last two days.

Simultaneously the Russian centre gave ground, and the Germans followed,
apparently relying upon a German column from Wielun fo repulse the Russian
left wing-and to form a juncture with the main German forces,

The German plan failed as a result of the battle on November 25, when

the German forces from Wielun were repulsed,
advanced and closed the gap through whi

Thereafter the Russian wings
the German centre had passed.

In the meantime Russian reserves had come up and they surrounded the
Germans, thousands of whom surrendered, others fought their way north in
an effort to join the German left in the vicinity of Lowicz, a town forty-

four miles southwest of Warsaw.

FLEMMING MUST GO.

(Bathurst Northern Ligrt.)

Whatever the political opinions of a
person may be, the report of the Com-
mission appointed to investigate the
charges laid by L. A. Dugal against
Hon. J. K. Flemming and Hon. H. F.
McLeod must make him feel that af-
fairs political are not in a healthy moral
condition in this province, no matter
from which side a person views them.

Looking at the report from a strictly

&

non-partisan standpoint, there is no get- |

ting away from the conclusion that
Premier Flemming was guilty of conduct
most unbecoming the first minister of
the crown, to say the least, and the only
thing to be done in his case is to ask
him to give way to a man with a bet-
ter cultivated sense of honesty in public
matters.

He was found “not guilty” of the
most serious charge, it is true, but that
was the fault of the charge and not of
Mr. Flemming. He is actually in the
position of an accessory before the fact,
if nothing more, and in such a position
his punishment should be equal to that
of Mr. Berry, who was the guilty party,
on the extortion eharge.

After the publication of the report
has had time to be carefully considered,
we will be very much mistaken in our
opinion of the government of the prov-
ince, if a change; in leadership is not
shortly brought ai)out.

EMPTY GUNS FOR CHARGE

German Soldier Says Captain Forgot
Otder to Load

An incident of the war in Northern
France illustrating how implicitly the
German soldier obeys the command of
his superior officer, is described in a let-
ter from Michael Weily, a German sol-
dier, to his brother, Max Weily, a pro-
fessional wrestler of New York.

The Germans, according to this letter,
dated Oct. 12, were entrenched between
two small towns in Northern France.
One day tae captain of the company in
which Weily served gave the order to
charge the enemy with fixed bayonets.

“Our captain forgot to add the order
to load our rifles,” said the soldier in his
letter, “and of course no one loaded his
gun. We started on a charge, but were
unable to  fire at the Frenchmen, who
withstood us. Our loss was terrible, and
we had to retire. Althouga the captain
was altogether to blame for the defeat
there was no murmuring in the ranks.”

The Kaiser addressing soldiers in the
field in the first week in October, ac-
cording to Weiley’s letter, expressed the
belief that the war would end within
four weeks.

WAS A “FORTY-NINER.”

A recent number of the Modesto,
California, Herald, comtains the follow-
ing notice of the death of a former
Fredericton man:—

“C. W. Perley, a “forty-niner,” and one
of the pioneer business men of Modesto,
is dead. Born in Fredericton, N. B, on
February' 5, 1885, Charles William Per-
ley was one of the hardy throng of for-
tune seekers who found their way to the
California gold fields in the romantic
days of “forty-nine;” for many years he
spent his time among the mines of
California and Nevada, coming finally
to Modesto in 1882. During that year he
established himself in the stationery
business here, selling about ten years
ago to Morris Brothers, who have con-
ducted the business since. Mr. Perley
conducted the first telephone exchange |
in Modesto, this being in conjunctiom |
with his book business.”

The steamer Grand Manan, whith
was towed into port yesterday afternoon
disabled, was beached in the slip near
the Thorne Wharf this morning and this
afternoon a survey will be made by the
port warden.

But the Courier went further, and for
a monta issued a daily paper of sixteen
pages in the same form as that of the
well known weekly, and illustrated by
splendid Rotogravures of war scenes se-
cured direct from the seat of war. In
addition to these pictures there was a
complete daily news service relating to
the war, as well as to the ordinary news
of the day and the local news of the
city of Toronto. It was sold for one cent.

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THE WAR NEWS,

There is no longer any doubt that a
great victory has been gained by the
Russians over the German and Austrian
armies in Poland. The Germans have
again been compelled to retreat to their
own borders. While the full extent of
the disaster to them has not been of-
ficially announced, the despatches appear
to make it very clear that the defeat
amounts to a veritable disaster; and
that, while enormous numbers of prison-
ers have been taken by the Russians,
other portions of the German armies are
also likely to be compelled to surrender.
General Von Hindenburg-is said to lay
the blame upon his Austrian allies; but,
whatever the .cause, the result is im-
mensely satisfactory to British readers.

What effect the news of this disaster
will have upon German activities in Bel-
gium and France remains to be seen.
Last night’s reports again declared that
the Germans had been bringing up very
heavy reinforcements and more guns to
make a greater effort than ever before
to break through the Allies lines to Cal-
ais. It was added, however, that the
French and British armies had been re-
inforced, and that every preparation had
been made to meet the new attack at
whatever point it might be delivered. It
is just possible that the news of the dis-
aster in Poland- may cause some altera-
tion in the German plans.

A Paris report says that the British
have now nearly half a million men in
the fleld near Ypres, and that further
reinforcements are being received from
Epgland, and that Sir John French’s
army is mow greater and stronger than
ever. :

Another interesting despatch of last
night says that the operations of Aus-
tria in Servia have aroused considerable
feeling in the Balkan states generally,
and that there is a possibility of an
agreement by which not only Bulgaria
but Roumania may join forces with the
Allies. Such a decision on the part of
the Balkan- states would make Austria
much more disposed to get out of the
war on the best possible terms. Indeed
it is reported that there have been
clashes between German and Amstrian
commanders, and that the latter show a
growing dissatisfaction with the alliance
between the two powers. The despatces
from Russia tell of great suffering by

— = _3hre Germans, because of the severe win-

.

ter weather, and say that numbers of
the prisoners taken were found to have
their feet frozen. Along the line in Bel-
gium and France there is also suffering
in the trenches, which the better cared
for soldiers of the Allies are much bet-
ter able to endure than the enemy.
The whole of the war news for the
last three days has been much more re-
assuring, and the tremendous pressure
now being exerted by Russia must have
an important effect upon the whole situ-
ation, and not least upon the feelings of

, the German people, who up to the pres-

ent time have apparently continued to
regard their armies as invincible, and
certain of ultimate success. The dis-
aster in Poland, and continued failure
to break through the British and French
lines, must come to them as a very
rude awakening.

CAUSE FOR SATISFACTION

The St. John Society for tae Preven-
tion of Tuberculosis, while compelled to
admit that it was still pressed for funds,
must nevertheless have been highly
gratified by the reports submitted at the
annual meeting on Tuesday. In the re-
port submitted by Mrs. E. Atherton
Smith, relating to tae campaign for a
hospital for advanced cases, it was pos-
sible to add that the new building is now
nearing completion, that it will be in
every respect a model institution, and
that there will be eight private rooms,
public wards with thirty-four beds, be-
sides a children’s ward with eight beds.
and all the necessary rooms for the staff
and for the comfort and convenience of
all the inmates. Tae total capacity of
the new institution will be about sixtv
patients, and it is unnecessary to dwell
upon the importance of a place to which
advanced cases can be removed, and thus
lessen the danger of spreading the dis-
ease, While there were eighty-one deaths
from tuberculosis in the city last year,
end a few years ago the number was
more than one hundred, we may reason-
ably anticipate within tae next few
years a considerable decline in the death
rate from this disease; while its victims
Wwill also be assured of much better care
than it has ever before been possible to
give them.

With regard to the work of the dis-
pensary, one report tells us that seven
hundred and eigaty-two patients were
treated there during the last year, and
that one hundred and eighty-one of these
were children. A most valuable work has
been carried on by the dispensary, and it
fs most important that it should be con-
tinued. With the hospital and the dis-
pensary the city will be very well equip-
ped for dealing wita the white plague,
and the cost to the municipality is as
nothing compared with the good that
will be done through these agencies.

‘Those who have labored so-earnestly
10 attain the success now recorded have
every reason for gratification, although
they recognize taat their work is by no
sneans done, and that systematic and
earnest work s still called for in order
that with the improved facilities the best

N,

possible results to the community may
he secured.

Flemming’s “stanch integrity,” says he
has given the province “the very best
government,” and that he has given the
province “good, clean and prog-ressive
legiglation,” and speaks further of ‘“his
many projects designed to benefit not
only tae farmers, but all other residents
of New Brunswick.” Assuming that Mr.
Carvell will accept the challenge, and
that Mr. Flemming will be triumphantly
returned, the Press adds:—

tent and quality of the service they may
render to the people, as members of the
various municipal boards.

St. John has been glad to welcome the
visitors, who must have been impressed
by the fact that the motto “business as
usual” is being observed here in spite
of the war. Finding that the condi-
tions of industry and trade in St. John,
the chief city of the province, are at
least as satisfactory as they were a year
ago, and that the problem of unemploy-
ment has not yet presented any serious
difficulties, they will naturaly gain a re-
newed confidence in the ability of New
Brunswick to meet the stress of war
without serious hardship.

The banquet last evening was a most
interesting affair, and the addresses de-
livered were thoroughly eénjoyed. Warden
McLellan had spared no pains to provide
a pleasant evening for the visitors and
other guests, and his efforts were amply
rewarded by their thorough appreciation.

Both obey the general
injunctions of the Sikh gurus, but the
Sahipdhari Sikhs have nut accepted the
pahul or baptism of Guru Govind Singh,
and do not wear the distinguishing hab-
iliments of the Kesadhari, who are the
baptized Sikhs, also called Singhs or
lions. Their distinguishing habiliments
are long hair wound round a small dag-
ger and bearing a comb inserted in :1t
a steel bracelet and short drawers.
Neither the Sahijdhari nor the Kesad-
hari Sikhs may smoke tobacco or drink
wine. The prohibition of wine is, how-
ever, generally disregarded except by
very orthodox Sikhs.

GRGANIZATIONS 10 LOOK
AFTER DISTRIBU:I0N OF
RELIEF FROM THE STATES

Paris, Nov. 26—An organization has
Jjust been formed here for the purpose
of centralizing the receipt and supervis-
ing the transmission and distribution of
American relief in Europe. It is to be
called the American Relief Clearing
House, and has the sanction of the
state department at Washington, and the
approval of the French government. The
organization was formed at the sugges-
tion of Myron T, Herrick, retiring Am-
erican ambassador to France.

The committee purposes to have its
own warehouse, and will take an inven-
tory of everything sent from the United
States to France. The work will be un-
der the personal direction of a diregtor
general. The French committee, of
which Gabriel Hanotaux, president of
the Franco-American Commission ¢ for
the development of political, economic,
literary and artistic relations, will be
chairman, will work in conjunction with
the organization. It is also intended to
form a Belgian committee.

In the United States the branch of the
clearing house will be in charge of R. A.
C. Smith, dock commisisoner of New
York. In Paris the committee will be
a large one. Its membership will in-
clude Robert Bacon, former American
ambassador, honorary chairman.

CANADIAN SEED GROWERS

The tenth annual report of the Cana-
dian Seed Growers’ Association, which
is now being distributed,” contains the
names of the officers and mémbers of the
association, together with a classified list
of those who are endeavoring to qualify
for membership. There were 268 indi-
vidual applications for membership dur-
ing the year, while fifty-four seed cen-

tres having a membership of 414, were F

established. The total number of grow-
ers now actively affiliated with the as-

sociation is 1054,

The director’s report shows that dur-
ing 1918-1914 there was initiated a line
of action which bids fair to revolutionize
the whole seed growing businéss and
place it on an infinitely higher level. This
action ‘manifested itself in tae stablish-
ing of what is known as “Seed Growing
Centres.” Up to this time those seed
growers who were operating as members
of the association were widely scattered,
rendering it impracticable to co-operate
in any way which might lessen the work
of each and at the same time make it
easier to supply large quantities of “reg-
istered” seed at given points. The de-
partment of agriculture in various prov-
inces assisted in the movement. Ontario,
through her widely-spread ‘district rep-
resentative’ system, established more
than forty centres. The remaining cen-
tres were distributed over the other
provinces.

Reference is made to a change in the
constitution making it possible to have
all regularly organized seed centres ac-
cepted as members of the association.
Heretofore, only individuals could be-
come members. Fnurther latitude was also
granted in allowing a centre to choose
one or two of théir number to produce

the elite, stock seed for propagation by|{-

the centre instead of requiring each indi-
vidual grower to produce his own stock
seed. ;

The papers #nd addresses printed in
tae report constitute a valuable contri-
bution to the litergture on seed improve-
ment. They deal with such subjects ast
«“The Production of Seed of Alfalfa in
Canada,” “The Rural School and Seed
Improvement,” “Field Crop Competi-
tions,” | “Soil Management in Relation to
Yield and Quality in Seed,” “Difficulties
in Pure Seed Propagation,” “Potato
Diseases” and “The Seed Centre as a
Basis of Supply of Registered Seed.”

Copiés of this report. are avmlab}e at
the Publications Branch, Department of
Agriculture, Ottawa.

MAKINK -POPULAR SONGS.

The statement in court of a musig
publishing house-that it had paid $8,625
for advertising a new song zm(.l t'eagh-
ing cabaret performers to sing it is in-
teresting only because it gives the ex-
act figures. That new songs are put
forth to the public by such means has
long been known. :

Songs of this kind are general}y class-
ed as “popular” They are belle_ved to
represent the taste of the public and
to be an outcome of the musical and
sentimental culture of the country where
they obtain a vogue. In a measure they

are credited with filling the place of the L

old-time folk songs that arose when
there were no publishing houses or
cabarets; when the fortune of a song
depended upon the appeal it made to
the ear and to the sympathies of the
hearers.

How far the new fashion of song-mak-
ing falls short of the old way is shown
not only in the cost of making them go,
but in the amount of go there is in
them when started. As “good wine
needs no bush,” neither does a genuine
popular song neede such elaborate pres-
entation.—New York World.

It is suitable to
development in batiste, lawn, linen,
China silk or crepe (silk or cotton) and
is most effective and serviceable trim-
med with embroidery.

The simplicity of the garment makes
an irrresistible appeal to the home
dressmaker on account of the minimum
of 'work required. Two yards of 45-
fnch or 2% yards of 38-inch material
are required for average size.

In cutting, first fold the material;
then place the front section of pattern
on lengthwise fold. Arrange back on
& lengthwise thread.

If an opening is desired at the front,
when beginning the construction, first
clash down fold at center front from
upper edge to large “O” perforation.
Adjust a casing underneath front be-
tween crosslines of small .“0” perfora-
tions; insert tape and draw in as de-
sired. Join front and back sections as
notched; close center-back and shoul-
der seams. Bring small “o” perfora-
tion at lower edge of front and fasten
with buttons and buttonholes. The em-
broidery may be added after the mak-
ing of the model, or the chemise may
be finished with a narrow torchon edg-

and was staying at her home on a visit.
Koehler found his beautiful Hedda
despondent. She threatened suicide.
Mrs. Daschel heard angry words and
then sounds of a struggle.
It is supposed that Miss Burgemeister
seized a penknife and tried to cut the

veins and arteries of her wrist, and that

Koehler attempted to prevent her.

Suddenly three revolver shots rang
through the house. Mrs. Daschel ran
screaming out doors, and called the
neighbors, who broke down into the
room in' which the secret tragedy had
been enacted.

They found that Koehler had been
shot three times in the head, the neck
and the breast. He was dead when
found, and Miss Burgemeister was faint-
ing from loss of blood.

The police also found a loaded,
six-shot automatic pistol.

“I shot him to protect myself and
friend,” is the terse and only statement
made by Miss Burgemeister as she lies,
half hysterical, on a cot in a hospital
here.

Harwich, England, Nov. 2—(By Mail)
—Tourists who know Harwich as the
port of departure for the Hook of Hol-
land would hardly recoginze the famous
harbor taese days. !

For where the packet boats of the
Great Eastern and Belgian state rail-
ways are usually moored are now sta-
tioned low-lying, tigerish-looking torpe-
do boats and destroyers ready to sneak
out under cover of darkness and raid the
enemy’s fleet either while at sea or an-
rhor.>

And further up the river Stour, where
the water laps pleasant fields, bob count-
less submarines, wsita their gasoline
tanks filled to the brim, and torpedoes in
their tubes, ready to attack “from the
depths below,” unseen and unsuspected.

This is the base for the British “mos-
guito fleet” and the sight of the low,
sinister-looking destroyers, torpedo boats
and submarines, moored in rows as|s
straight as a billiard cue, is about as en-
tertaining as the inspection of a sur-
Ecun's_ table of instruments! At least

iis is tae impression the British “mos-
Quito fleet” made on me.

I had come down here to find out just
how this “mosquito fleet” is worked. And
when I arrived here I found that it
worked from London, not three minutes’
walk from my own hotel!

First of all, Admiral Sir John Jellicoe,
who is out in the North Sea somew.aere

n command of the Grand Fleet, keeps
he admiralty office in London in touch|]
with every move of the enemy by wire-
ess.

The naval strategists in Whitehall have
huge charts of tae North Sea, and, by
means of models, know where every ves-
sel is, at any given moment, from the
superdreadnought to the smallest sub-
marine. They decide upon an attack by
the “mosquitoes” and the orders are
wirelessed from the roof of the London
government buildings to Harwich, and a
bell tolls, calling the sailors aboard. The
rest is not known until tae newspapers

among
'streets, buying picture postcards, smok-
ing clay pipes and gazing in shop win-
dows.

Britain's “Mosquito Fleet’’ and Its Work

DASHING 31.0'1' 40 MILES AN HOUR, THE MEN

N DECK CLING FOR
The part Harwich is playing in the

great war game between the British and
German fleets is largely a flanking one.
At the first sign of danger she is expect-
ed to shoot out her fastest destroyers
and torpedo boats and attack any of the
war craft of Admiral von Tirpitz that
might attempt to pass down the North
Sea into the English channel.

Harwich was basking in a warm aut-

umn sun the morning of Capt. Fox’s
raid.

Thousands of sailors were on
hore leave.

That morning they were rambling
the narrow, old-fashioned

as message after message was transmit-
ted or received. Fuel was blazing under
the boilers anq huge clouds of thick,
black smoke belched forth from the fun-
nels of the destroyers and the cruiser
“Undaunted” out in the roads. Prob-
ably only Capt. Fox, in charge of the
squadron, knew that a ‘scrap’ was on
the programme. And even Capt. Fox
would not be told exactly what the sud-
den departure meant until he was clear
of the harbor..

Everybody turned out to see the cruis-
er and the four destroyers depart. There
was a slight,chop to the water which
increased the dangers of the men on the
destroyers a thousand fold. The de-
stroyers of the “L” class can all make
about 85 knots—more than 40 miles an
hour—and it doesn’t take much of a
sea, traveling at this terrific speed, to
make the boats pitch and roll to an
alarming degree.

One moment the boats were on the
crest of a wave, the next they were out
of sight in the trough of the sea, while
the men on deck clung for dear life to
the stanchions, guns, or anything near.

Down in the stoke-holds and engine
rooms it must have been even worse.
Greasy iron plates beneath one’s feet,
never for two seconds at one angle,
while the threatening hungry-looking
furnaces, red with heat, seemed to be
clamoring for human flesh as fuel.

The last we saw of Capt. Fox’s flotilla
was five boats with the water dashing
from their bows in twin cascades and
half enveloped in smoke, making due
west for the coast of Holland.

The very latest “destroyer of destroy-
ers” of the “L” class are stationed at
Harwich. These boats of nearly a thous-
and tons each, oil fired and turbine
driven, can jump off from the post half
an hour after the order to raise steam
is given and can, in any reasonable
weather, continue at 27 knots until all
their fuel is expended.

Young\ men, very young men, are in
charge of these boats of tae “mosquito
fleet.” Discipline is not, or rather cannot
be, formal or ceremonious on these small
floating masses of machinery. The lieu-
tenant in command, the gunner and the
engineer officer are never out of sight,
touch or hearing of the men whom taey
command. s

In a torpedo boat or destroyer in half
a gale on the North Sea the salute to
the quarterdeck which every officer and
man gives on arriving at that sacred
spot in the larger units of the fleet can-
not be accomplisaed, as officer or man
struggles on deck holding on with hands
and feet while a liberal portion of the
surrounding ocean pours over his head
or down his throat.

And there is plenty of work for the
men on these small craft while they are
waiting to go out and meet tae enemy.

be long. Moreover I personally believe
that it will be brought to a close through
mediation.

The settlement of this war, or its pro-
longation, rests entirely with Germany
and England. This is a war for the
supremacy of the seas. England is now
supreme on the ocean, mistress of the
seas. Germany is fighting to wrest the
supremacy from England; England
fights to retain ‘her security of hold on
the commerce of the world.

The intenests of the other allied na-
tions are subordinate.to England’s su-
preme interest in the struggle. If Eng-
land and Germany can be brought' to-
gether by mediation and reach agree-
ments, Russia, France and. Belgium will
follow. Then war will end.

If peace is not brought abour through
mediation of some neutral power, the
war will be a very long one. It will take
years to starve Germany into submis-
sion. \In order for any neutral nation
to be successful at mediation, there must
be a continued deadlock. So long as
either side is continually victorious, there
is no chance for mediation. Mediation
can be brought about at any time by the
consent of England and Germany. The
other powers would be helpless to carry
on the war when these two are through
fighting.

The psychological time for such a
move on the part of a-.neutral nation
would be when the armies are practically
at the frontiers of the various nations,
preferably when the German,  French
and English armies are all in Belgium. 1
have been told at Washington that no
one of the nations will now consider
peace so long as an enemy s in its
country.

As the war is primarily over the trade
routes of the world, Germany fighting
to extend her market and England fight-
ing to retain her security, the mediating
nation must in some way solve
problem of the control of the seas. My
guess is that this problem can be solved
only by the formation of some sort of
an international legislative body upon
which the nations will be represented
according to their fighting strength, this
body having joint control of the be-
tween-nation trade routes and barriers.

In view of the above, I expect to see
fighting continue until some sort of a
world organization is developed which
will result in neutralizing the seas and
ultimately in the joint regulation of bar-
riers between nations.

Then tae United States took a hand
in the war, the Interstate Commerce
board was called into existence with
plenary powers of regulation. We have
had peace since. This is precisely the
situation as it exists now, so far as Eng-
land and Germany are concerned. Solve
the problem by some such plan as the
Interstate Commerce Board.

Let all the nations of the world be
brought into agreement as to the accept-
ance of trade-routes regulations of the
seas.

Let no nation be supreme,
world will ‘aave peace.

New Definition of Amateur

Set of Conditions

Which it is Hoped Will End

Long-Existing Trouble

The old time difficulty of the distine-
tion between an amateur and profession-
al; the suspension of amateurs who
have participated in sports against or
with professionals; the long, tedious
red tape that follows suspensions of am-
ateurs—all these things are being pre-
pared for their last resting place. And
the instrument of death to the old dif-
ficulty is the new definition of an am-
ateur .as adopted by the International
Athletic Federation, and which will be
presented for ratification at a meeting
of the board of governors Amateur
Athletic Association of Canada in Ot-
tawa on Dec. 5.

The terms of the new definition are as
follows:—

(1) An amateur is one who competes |

only for the love of sport.

(2) Competing for money or any other
pecuniary reward in any sport consider-
ed as an athletic sport makes the com-
petitor ineligible to compete as an am-
ateur in all sports considered as athle-
tic sports.

(8) In the event of an amateur com-
peting with, or against a professional in
any sport, not for money or other pecun-
iary reward, then the members of the
federation to which the athlete belongs
shall be the judge of such competitor’s
status according to its own rules, and
its certificate as to the competitor's
status shall be accepted by all other
members of the Federation.

(4) In track and field athletic sports
anyone who knowingly competes with or
against a professional thereby ceases to
be an amateur.

(5) One who teaches, trains, or
coaches in any sport for money or other
pecuniary consideration is a professional,
except, however, that so far as competi-
tion in his ‘own country, and there only,
is concerned, an employe or representa-
tive of the state or school or other edu-
cational institution who teaches, trains,
or coaches as an incident to his main
vocation or employment, may or may
not be an amateur, as the member of
the Federation of the country of such
person shall decide.

As an interpretation of the above
fundamental rules, and to be consider-
ed as part thereof, the following regula-
tions are set down, and any athlete who
violates any thereof shall, thereby, cease
to be an amateur:—

(a) An amateur cannot wager, or be

interested in a wager, money bet or

\
stake made in conmection with the ath-
letic competition in which he is to par-
ticipate.

(b) ‘An amateur must not accept any
prize or token above two pounds value
which is not suitably inscribed with
some words or letters commemorative
of the competition. Prizes must not be
of a character which cannot be posses-
sed or retained for a period of the life
of the recipient.

(¢) An amateur cannot compete for a
prize or token of a value of more than
ten pounds, except by consent of the
member of the Federation of the organ-
izing country.

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(d) An amateur shall not sell or
pawn or exchange his prizes.

(e) An amateur cannot enter or com-
pete in any contest undér a name other
than his own or one assumed perman-
ently by him for purpose of competi-
tion and registered by him with a mem-
ber of the Federation of his country.

(f) An amateur cannot issue a chal-
lenge or in any manner evidence his in-
tention of competing with or against a
professional or for money or -its equiv-
alent.

An amateur cannot sign a contract
agreeing to take a professional position
in athletics, or to take part in any ath-
letic sports for money.

(g) An amateur cannot accept or in
any manner receive any money or other
pecuniary gain in going to, attending,
or returning from an athletic meeting,
other than his actual outlay for rajlroad,
steamship, sleeping-car fare and for meals
and lodging. Under no circumstances
shall the amount paid exceed the cost of
one first-class railway or steamship ac-
commodation, sleeping accommodation,
and one pound or the equivalent per day
for meals and lodging.

Note.—These maximum expenses only
refer to contests under Rule 9 of the
statutes.

(h) Any expense money must be paid,
not to the athlete, but to the member
of the Federation of the athlete’s coun-
try.

(i) An amarteur cannot accept travel-
ling expenses or payment of any kind
for a trainer, rubber, masseur, friend or
relative. (Note.—This rule does not
mean that reasonable travelling expenses
of trainer and the like cannot be paid,
but that such expenses cannot be de-
manded by, or paid to, the athlete, but
gtust be paid as provided by regulation

j) An amateur ‘cannot, directly or in-
directly, accept payment for loss of time
or wages in attending or training for
any athletic competition.

An amateur cannot use the goods or
apparatus of any firm, manufacturer or
ageny for making any compensation; or
shall not allow his name to be used as
a means of advertising or recommending
the goods of any firm or manufacturer.
(k) An amateur cannot, directly or in-
directly, receive any reward for becom-
ing or continuing as a member of any
club or any other athletic organization.
1) An amateur cannot compete for
any athletic organization if he is em-
ployed by or renders personal service
for compensation to any such organiza-
tion.

In all questions as to the athlete’s
amateur status other than those in
which the member of the federation of
the country of the athlete has been made
the sole arbitrator the statement of any

member as to an athlete’s status is sub-

ject to the review and decision of .tk
federation.
