SUBDUE BE% Special and elaborate precautions were 
taken to prevent any interference by mili- 
tnat suffragettes or their male supporters.

The time-honored ceremony known as 
“searching the vaults” beneath the House 
of Commons, and the House of Lords, 
which has been carried out since the at­
tempt by Gny Fawkes in November, 1606, 
to blow up the king and all the members 
of the parliament who were then gathered 
for the opening ceremonies, but which in 
later years has been performed in a most 
perfunctory manner, was again undertaken 
seriously this morning.

A party of Yeomen of the Guard from 
the Tower of London, who are better 
known under the name of “Beefeaters,” 
and who usually perambulate leisurely 
through the building®, were today accom­
panied by one of the chief officials of par­
liament and by inspectors of police and 
high functionaries, who made a thorough 
search for any lurking suffragettes or suf­
fragists. The greater care, too, was taken 
in issuing tickets to ladies for the actual 
ceremony of the opening, which takes place 
in the House of Lords. Threats had been 
made to create a scene when the king ar­
rived to read his speech from the throne.

The lord high chamberlain, who issued 
the invitations, qent with them a note 
stating'that it was to be distinctly under­
stood that the recipient of the ticket of 
admission accepted the fullest responsibil­
ity for the lady or gentleman presenting 
it, and that the name must be written 
on it.

FATALLY SCALDED; 
FES INTO WATER

'WAS ESTATE OF A PAIENew York, March 10—Mrs. Mary D. 
Eaton , eighty-nine years old, "widow of 
Stephen Eaton, and mother of Rev. Dr. 
Chae. A. Eaton, pastor of the Madison 
avenue Baptist church, died on Saturday 
night, just a few hours after Doctor Eaton 
arrived after a trip to Panama.

Mra. Eaton was the daughter of Rev. 
Maynard Parker, a pioneer Baptist preach­
er of Nova Scotia, where she was bora. 
She wae a descendant of John Alden and 
Priscilla. Her grandfather, Major Nathan­
iel Parker, fought with Wolfe at Quebec, 
and as a reward waa given a large grant 
of land.

Mrs. Eaton had eleven children. She 
leaves fifty-one descendante—six children, 
twenty-five grand-children and twenty 
great-grand-children.

London, March 10—Suffragettes burned ! 
the wooden pavilian of the Bawling club at j 
Heaton Park, Newcastle, on Sunday morn­
ing. They left a card inscribed:— “No 
peace until votes for women.”

Early this morning, the women eet fire 
to the Saunderton station on the Great 
Western railway and burned it to the 
ground with all its contents. Saunderton 
is.about thirty-one miles from London, in 
Buckinghamshire.

Two placards were found in the vicinity 
with the words:—“Burning to get the 
vote,” and “Votes for Women."

The fire brigade from the neighboring 
towns responded to the alarm, but it was 
found impossible to save anything.

Another station, Croxley Green, about 
three miles1 to the north of London on the 
London & Northwestern railroad, also was 
burned down early this morning, bnt the 
cause of the fire has not been discovered. 
Both Saunderton and Croxley Green were 
new stations.

Prominent politicians eay that the suf­
fragette cause is losing ground^ and that, 
the leaders in the movement are becoming 
estranged from their friends because of 
the militant and disgraceful tactics. The 
bomb outrage in which the country cot­
tage of Lloyd George was extensively dam-, 
aged caused much indignation and promin- 
ent journals of London and elsewhere turn­
ed against the women.

Many houses, Churches, 
schools and public institutions were irre­
trievably damaged.

Ceilings fell everywhere, partitions col­
lapsed and scarcely a window was left in­
tact.

People walking on the streets were 
thrown to the ground and all the inhabi­
tants rushed from their housee in conster­
nation.

There were three distinct explosions fob 
lowed by an immense column of smoke, 
which rose high into the air and could be 
seen miles away.

Six bodies had been recovered up to four 
o’clock this afternoon while seven people 
seriously injured and a large number of 
others with slighter hurts had been taken 
to hospitals.

( the war emphasized the fact that all the 
great powers earnestly desired to prevent 
hostilities .from spreading, and to see the 
tîgflKbg' terminated as soon as possible. A 
large measure of success, the king said, had 
been achieved in establishing an agreement 
among them in principle on matters of the 
greatest importance. He continued:

“I am hopeful that the consultations be­
tween the powers will enable them not 

. only to secure a complete understanding 
among themselves, but to exercise a béné­
ficient influence in hastening the conclus­
ion of the war.”

British navy, and also to the visit of Rob­
ert L. Borden, the Canadian premier, and 
other overseas ministers to confer with 
the imperial ministers, yhieh acts, he said,

;on aWashington, March 16—With Secretary 
of State Bryan and Secretary of the Navy, 
Josephus Daniels occupying seats on the 
platform, Dr. J. A. MacDonald, of Tor­
onto, a prominent Canadian editor, was 
the principal speaker at a Y. M. C. A. 
meeting here yesterday. Introducing Mr. 
MacDonald, Secretary Bryan referred to 
him as “the great Canadian and Ameri­
can who is as much interested iri the man­
hood of the United States as lie is in the 
success of Canada.”

Secretary Bryan referred to himself as 
the connecting link between the president 
and the outside world. He quoted with 
approval the remark of fomier Premier 
Laurier of Canada to the effect that a 
nobler ideal than the union of Canada with 
the United States was the ideal of the two 
countries divided only by an imaginary 
line, living as friends, with no rivalry ex­
cepting good will. The secretary manifest­
ed his support of unity of action and senti­
ments among all English speaking people.

Reciprocity between the United States 
and Canada in friendly relations, in social 
righteousness and equality of opportunity, 
formed the keynote of the address of Dr. 
MacDonald. He criticized those who 
wanted a political union between the two 
countries, and said it were more fitting 
that the union be one of a spiritual nature.

Thus the fan sucks air from the caves 
and drives it into the house, where H 
passes through big pipes in the walls to 
every room. Other ventilators carry off 
the stale air.

The air from the oaves is fanned into 
the house rapidly through the wooden pas­
sage if it is a hot day. If it is a cooler 
day, it is fanned in more elowly and al­
lowed to pass through the big tin passage 
where it is heated by the sun. If it is a 
cold day in’winter time, the air is passed

NOTED CHINESE 10 ME STUDY 
OF THE CANADIAN RAILWAYS

Ten Killed in Theatre
Now Talk of “Book Trust”—Such An Assortment— Vervins, France, March 10—Ten people 

were fatally injured and forty-six others 
seriously hurt in a panic caused by the 
explosion of a moving picture apparatus 
in a small upstairs theatre here last night. 
The audience numbered 120, mostly chil­
dren.

Washington, March 10—Opposing attor­
neys appeared before the supreme court* 
here to argue whether there is a "book 
trust.” The argument was the outcome of 
a suit brought by a New York department 
store to enjoin the American Publishers' 
Association, said to be composed of pub­
lishers of 75 per cent, of the books in the 
United States, and the American Booksel­
lers’ Association, said to be composed of 
a large majority of the wholesale and re­
tail booksellers of the country, from the 
enforcement of certain contracts, which, it 
was contended, prohibit the selling of 
books to dealers who sell them to the pub­
lic at less than an established price.

The New York state court held the con­
tracts valid in regard to copyrighted books.

London, Feb. 26—One of the most amaz­
ing “literary men” in the world is mis­
sing, and his friends, being unable to dis­
cover trace of him, are beginning to be* 
lieve that he is dead. This is Sir Walter 
Strickland, a rich English baronet, agèd 
sixty-two, who is the lord of some 21,000 
acres, and who has spent his life in wan­
dering about the earth’s surface, making 
queer researches, writing freak books, 
tracts and poems, and getting into trouble 
with the authorities of many lands, whose 
rule he never has hesitated to criticize on 
the slightest pretext.

Sir Walter, who last was heard of at 
Marseilles, has been missing since De­
cember 1, and for several weeks past the 
“personal” column of the “Times,” hàs 
contained an advertisement signed by his 
solicitors in which he is “earnestly re­
quested” to communicate with them at 
once. They tell me, however, that they 
still aie without a reply, and the fear is 
beginning to grow that Sir Walter has 
fished in troubled waters once too often 
and that he has met his death at the 
hands of one of those agents whom gov­
ernments sometimes use and always dis­
avow.

One of his friends once dubbed Sir 
Walter the Scholar-Anarchist-Gipsy. He 
has been wandering about the world for 
thirty years, botanizing, studying natural 
history, translating Horace and Moliere, 

^ making collections of all sorts of queer 
■ things, and writing violent pamphlets and 

verse against everything established. Once 
only has this strange vagrant of litera­
ture been in London, this being in 1909 
when he succeeded to the title, aftd then 
he stayed here only a week.

His family is an ancient one. They 
are said to have been settled in Strick­
land before the Conquest, and a Sir

This postcard, which announced 
the sending of a “packet of shells,” was 
dated from a ho^el in Marseilles and gave 
the writer’s next address as “Poste Res­
tante, St. Raphael,” but Sir Walter is 
not at St. Raphael, nor is there apy trace 
of his having been there. When he left 
the Hotel-Veritas in Marseilles, the earth 
appears to have swallowéd him up. ■'

The baronet’s first literary work was a 
monograph on “Some Forms of Sand.” 
This was written in 1882, when its author 
was thirty-one years old. He travelled 
in Italy from 1892 to 1898 and again in 
1908-11. While on his first visit, some 
riotous strikers were shot by the troops. 
This, to Sir Walter Strickland, constitut­
ed a massacre, and he wrote an ironic 
“Ode in Praise of Lead:”

He was a versatile writer, his publica-

another eccentric English baronet (the re­
nowned Sir Edwin | Durning-Lawrence), 
Sir Walter held dectledly original theories 
about Shakespeare. He wrote' and pub­
lished an extraordinary pamphlet in which 
lie declared that the Bard was not Eng­
lish but of Italiafc or Jewish^, blood, and 
that he was an atheist and was “black­
haired with dark brown eyes, 
majority of literary geniuses.” 
ily name of Shakespeare, he said, was or­
iginally Scacciosperanza !

Sir Walter went to Australasia in 1900 
to study flying fish, but they did not come 
up to his expectations, so he took to 
shells instead and collected these along 
theAustralasian coast, as well as in In­
dia, Ceylon and Malaya. Meanwhile, he 
paid his compliments to his own country­
men in the first named country.

“Will Asia ever rouse itself?” he wrote, 
“and say to this alien slime of weasel, 
toad, and leach: ‘Behave yourselves or 
go?’ ”

This “alien slime” e., the English), 
is also atyled, “The Anglo-Indian Camorra 
of liars, thieves, and assassins; who have 
destroyed the independence of India by a 
series of crimes, butcheries, perfidies and 
forgeries.”

Soon after penning this sunny essay, the 
baronet wrote and published a ‘Pathetic 
Poem on Growing Old/ a satire on indi­
vidualism, and a Study of Tennyson, the 
latter decidedly uncomplimentary to the 
late poet laureate.

The year 1906 found him in Java, busy 
parodying well-known hymns. At Travan- 
core he made a stay of seven months; re­
sult. poem on “Fire Flies,” and 
ceedingly sarcastic verses at the expense 
of Indian officials. Here he adopted two 
native boys whom he brought with him 
to Europe. They are settled in Munich 
and Zurich respectively, and one of them 
is busying himself with studies of spiders’ 
eyes. 1

The baronet had al sorts of queer die­
tary fads. He divided foods into “aerial 
foods” (tobacco was one of these), fluid 
foods and solids. Opium he termed “an 
excellent food” and so, ‘he said, were al­
coholic drinks of all kinds in moderation. 
“The roe of the large hawk-moth” lie 
found particularly good eating; and other 
foods he recommends are chocolate, meat 
extract and eanquinacci.

A few months ago the baronet decided 
to go to China, almost the only country 
which he had left unvigited; hence his 
journey to Marseilles, where* he applied 
for a passport. But hie record, from the 
official point of view, was not a good one; 
views like the baronet’s seldom smooth 
the way to passports. So the permit was 
refused, the postcard about the shells was 
sent and the eccentric nobleman, disap­
pears from view. His London publishers 
have heard nothing from him, and neither 
have his two adopted sons who, it appears, 
are absolutely dependent upon him for 
support. The heir to the title and estates 
is the baronet’s younger «brother, Freder­
ick, who lives in Malton, Yorkshire.

So Mr. Falconer, with his broad brow, 
patriarchal beard, and hie fatherly smile, 
remained one of the unknown personal 
forces in the British legislature. Persons 
who troubled to look him up, discovered 
that he is chairman of the Mersey Rail­
way, and an engineer of repute, but no 
one was thrilled by these discoveries. It 
was not until he was chosen as a member 
of the select committee appointed by the 
House of Commons to investigate the 
charges in connection with the Marconi 
contract, that Mr. Falconer’s light emerged 
from beneath its bushel, and none too soon 
either, for the big, silent “Man from For­
farshire” is fifty-six.

The attempt to torpedo the Asquith. 
ministry on the charges of corruption was 
an insidious one. Home rule and all the 
rest of the government programme would 
have been gravely, perhaps fatally, com­
promised, if it could have been shown 
that the Marconi contract, as proposed by 
the post-office, was the result of favorit­
ism or worse. Sure of so high an author­
ity as Lawson, men of art rather 
than finance like Hilaire Belloc, Whistled 
the new tune with enthusiasm and con­
viction. Everybody in the business was 
a knave—Lloyd George, Rufus Isaacs, Her­
bert Samuel, the postmaster-general, and 
all the select committee.

Lisbon, March 10—Several non-commis­

sioned officers, who were arrested some 
twenty-one months ago on charge of con­
spiring against the republic and impris­
oned in the Castle of Saint George, are 
still waiting for trial. Recently they sent 
a letter to the prees asking that some for­
eign newspaper men, who are about to 
visit Portugal, should inspect their prison 
and investigate their case. As a punish­
ment for this the government now re­
fuses to allow the prisoners to receive the 
usual visit from relatives and friends.

Several important monarchist prisoners 
have managed to escape from the prison 
of Braga, and are safely across the iron-1 
tier.

DUCED.

Among the interesting revivals are the 
reproductions of old Dutch silver. The 
shapes are exceedingly good and the decor­
ations are always interesting. The de­
signs represent scenes from Holland life 
of long ago brought out in strong 
and all the pieces have a certain < 
tion which makes them attractive. For 
special occasions or for single courses in 
a dinner service the Dutch pieces are most 
attractive. The tea sets are especially 
good and they are in great demand, for 
they offer a decided change from the sil­
ver in most general use.

The Dutch vases are of special value to 
the woman with an artistic sense. They 
are cylindrical, and vary from a small vase 
for one rose to a large one that will hold 
two or three dozen. The vases are of cry­
stal, elaborately chased, and they are orn­
amented top and bottom with bands of sil­
ver wrought in exquisite open designs.

Candlesticks in Dutch designs are always 
decorative, but it is rather difficult to 
choose between them and the swinging 
candelabra that belong to Colonial days. 
These candelabra, which are intended to 
hang from the ceiling, are extraordinarily 
beautiful, for they are copied from pieces 
in which the artist-artisans of old wrought 
out many of their best ideas. They bang 
by Jong, heavy chains, and when placed in 
rooms that are appropriately furnished 
cannot fail to give perpetual delight.

In the line of special silver pieces for 
olives, bonbons, nuts and peppermints all 
sorts of lovely things are to be bought. 
Many of these are original, since they are 
intended to meet a demand not made by 
our grandmothers, whose wants were con­
fined to pickle dishes arid celery holders. 
The cheese seta with a round receptacle in 
the centre of a large silver plate are in­
tended to accompany the after dinner cof­
fee sets, which also meet a demand not 
known a century ago in the United States, 
since it was the good old fashioned Ameri­
can fashion to drink coffee with the dinner 
even when wine was served.

, SMALL PIECES IN GREAT VARIETY.
Individual salt cellars of Colonial day* 

have come back to stay, it is probable. 
They are seen In many shapes and those 
that are of chased crystal in little silver 
stands will continue to be preferred by 
most women. The small silver salt bot­
tles also will be used because pepper must 
be shaken from a bottle and it is practical 
to have the salt in a receptacle that mat­
ches the pepper bottle, but there are many 
new shapes.

For the afternoon tea table numerous 
novelties are now offered for sale. In ad­
dition to the familiar holders for the lit­
tle square pieces of sugar, spoon holders 
are now provided- These are just the 
length of a small spoon and their design 
evidently was suggested by baskets, for 
they have handles for convenience in pass­
ing the spoons, which are easily removed, 
as there is a space in the middle that per­
mits the easy removal of the spoons.

SILVER PLATTERS MUCH IN USE

Again the art of the silversmith is com­
ing into its rightful place in public es­
teem. It is not enough that one’s spoon» 
and forks, one’s tea set or one’s candle" 
sticks shall be “solid,” They must repre­
sent the best achievement in art, they 
must have something of the beauty and 
the significance given to them in the days 
of the supreme craftsmanship of the 
French workers in precious metals or they 
must adhere to the Colonial shapes which 
combine beauty with usefulness, simplic­
ity with graceful lins.

The woman who goes to buy silver for 
her table with the idea that she will sup­
plement the old possessions purchased at 
a time when corrugations and frortings, 
unsymmetrieal shapes and ornate decora­
tions were to vogue will feel sadly puzzled. 
She cannot associate the ugly pieces that 
have appeared three times a day for fif- 

more teen or twenty years with the new ones 
offered by the foremost designers and 
manufacturera.

An hour passed to any of the silver­
smiths’ shops will cause the thoughtful 
housewife to go home to ponder over a 
real problem. If she is wise the woman 

I will study the work of the old time crafts­
men who wrought for all time. Then she 
will discover that the silver of her grand­
mothers and her great-grandmothers is 
to be cherished and to be matched. If 
she has not inherited many pieces she 
will perhaps decide to pin her faith to the 
French designs.

The Outlook.
New York, March 8—That the Balkan 

war influences are and have been the real 
obstruction is now being visibly evidenced 
by the situation in the money market. 
Here, up to the present time, the fact that 
there is little speculation has kept money 
fairly easy, hut /the outgo of thirty mil­
lions of gold since the beginning of the 
year has been steadily depleting our supply 
until the surplus is close to the vanish­
ing point. Ours is the only civilized 
try where the gold reserve is absolutely at 
the mercy of every other nation. We have 
no institutional power to protect it and 
high money, which follows after the gold 
has gone out, is the only thing that helps 
to stop its export. Our gold holdings, in­
stead of being in one reservoir, are scat­
tered all over the country, and consequent­
ly we feel a reduction to the supply 
quickly.

The situation abroad is strained, with 
Berlin the acute point. Berlin bankers 
have been bidding for money in this 
ket and have now advanced their offer 
to 6% per cent, for loans until the end of 
April. The New York banks for 
time have been avoiding time loans and 
any available funds have been used in the 
call market; this has kept the rate there, 
thus far, low. We are now, however, ap­
proaching the point where higher rates 
for money all around may be expected. 
This leaves no foundation for any depend­
able, speculative, rising security prices.

This is the situation speculatively. As 
far as we, as a separate country, are con­
cerned, all unfavorable factors 
have been fairly discounted and the posi­
tion basically is sound. We have ahead of 
us the tariff ceremony, for which the stage 
is now being arranged. When this is at 
its height the spectacle will appear bloody 
and prices will probably reflect the disturb­
ance, but, the interests of constituents of 
even democratic congressmen will have to 
be considered and it does not seem likely 
that anything drastic can be accomplished. 
With the tariff out of the way and if 
President Wilson insists upon and succeeds 
in passing a sound banking bill, we shall 
start on new prosperity, dependent on good 
crops, natural laws, enormous resouroes, 
and the unceasing activity of a hundred 
millions of people.

Boon the Sheffield plate began to 
displace the pewter in common uee and 
then the owner» of eolid silver put aside 
their more valuable pieces for the pro­
ducts which were unrivalled to the origi­
nality of design, novelties that appealed 
to the aesthetic sense.

In the reproduction* the platters have 
a special vogue. Some of them of the old 
well and tree design are hollow and can 
be filled with boiling water, eo that meats 
can be kept warm on the table. The well 
and tree, by the way, refer to the in­
dentations in the bottom of the platters 
for the holding of gravy. The platters 
are most effective on a table, 
shapes are beautiful and they .are so sim­
ply ornamented that they are eminently 
practical.

EXPERIMENT OF GROWING TURKISH TOBACCO ON PELEE ISLAND
(Times’ Special Correspondence)

j London, Feb. 28—Recently there has 
been a great deal of attention attracted 
to tobacco growing in Canada. It was with 
great surprise that the majority of people 
learned that tobacco could be grown in 
the dominion at all; and, once convinced, 
a new claim upon their attention was 
formed. In conversation with a capitalist 
who ia going to Canada next month, your 
correspondent was told that he and a re­
presentative of a great firm of tobacco 

j grower* were going out with the idea of 
f 1 growing tobacco ou Pelue Island.

“Though there have been no experiments 
to our knowledge directed to discover whe­
ther or not Turkish tobacco can be 
grown,” lie said, “we believe from the 
inquiries we have made that it may be 
possible. Samples of soil which have been 
secured seem to be suitable for its produc­
tion. We propose to start on a small scale 
and thoroughly decide this point. The to­
bacco grown at present in Canada is rather 
coarse, and consequently low priced. If 
we succeed in growing the Turkish variety

rural lines. By co-operation the residents 
of a rural district can get out the poles 
and erect them at a minimum of expense.

The bill provides that any three resi­
dents on & rural district, by signing a 
memorandum, can become incorporated 
to carry on the business of a telephone 

Application is made to the 
board of public utility commissioners, who 
fix the boundaries of the district to be 
served. A plan of the district is prepar­
ed and the rural line may be connected 
with the line of any existing company at 
the nearest convenient point.

The farmers furnish the poles and erect 
them, and the government is authorized 
to give a subsidy of twenty dollars per 
mile to the rural company. This sum, it 
is estimated will pay for the wire and the 
cost of stringing it. Then each subscrib­
er buys his own telephone and the line is 
ready for business.

A charge of five cents is fixed to be paid 
to any existing company with whose sys­
tem the rural line is connected for com­
munication to any subscriber in a town 
exchange.

The cost to the farmer, probably will 
not exceed four or five dollars a year, and 
for this sum he will have free communica­
tion with all hie neighbors on the system 
as well as the facility to speak with a 
subscriber in the nearest market town for 
five cents a message. The surplus of the 
four or five dollars remaining after repairs 
to the line are made in any year will go 
into a sinking fund which will replace 
the line when it became necessary to do 
so. The bill shows every evidence of care­
ful drafting and provides a means to give 
every rural community cheap telephone 
service.
