The second girl never thinks of money. She allows herself plenty to oil the 
machinery of daily life and gets as much as she can out of the rest, and is con- 

Ï tent. To be sure, she has an oak bureau in her room instead of a mahogany
, dresser, but I wonder if her peace of mind and her freedom from money worry

do not make the balance pretty nearly
Now please do not think I am advising you to spend all your money on 

little things. I’m not advising any extreme. I’m just trying to get the opposite 
point of view from the conventional one. •

It is good to get the full value of your hard earned money, but in trying to 
do that, do no| forget that peace of mind and freedom from money worry erl 
some of the precious things of life, as well as costly furs and mahogany dressers.

Remember that there is such a thing as thinking too constantly of saving 
money and consequently chaining yourself down to continuous thoughts of money. 
To my mind, nothing but duty or necessity can make that worth while.

A writer in the Edinburgh Review haei 
an interesting article on Lady John Scott 
and other Scottish songstresses. Nothing 
is more remarkable, he says, than the 
succession of essentially democratic songs 
which we have from the pens of aristo­
cratic ladies. Many of them base their 
claims to immortality on one or two songs; 
they wrote spontaneously, and shrouded 
themselves in a veil of myterious anony­
mity. Thus we have Lady Grisejl Baillie 
(1665-1746), who is chiefly remembered as 
the author of “Werena my heart licht 1 
wad dee.’’ Next appeared a" Flodden song, 
a version of Mrs. Alison Rutherford Cock- 
burn (died 1794) of “The Flowers of the 
Forest” which was 'entitled “The Black­
bird,” and with which she came to be 
identified. The version of Miss Jean El- 
lidt (1727-1805), with which the old air 
is associated, isr stated to be vastly super­
ior to that of Mrs. Cockburn. It was in 
1756 that Miss Elliot, driving home after 
nightfall with her brother, fell into talk 
with him on Flodden. Lying back in her 
seat, with the refrain sighing in her ears, 
she put the verses of her Flodden song to­
gether. Immediately it became popular, 
but Miss Jean gave no sign as to the 
authorship. Lady Anne Lindsay or Barn­
ard (died 1825), who wrote “Auld Robin 
Gray,” kept the secret of the authorship 
of the song by which she is best remember­
ed for fifty years.

Lady Nairne and Lady Jorn Scott, un­
like the songstresses of single songs al­
ready named, were primarily and definite­
ly poets. Both ladies were intensely Jacol 
bite in sentiment, both had powerful aris­
tocratic instincts, a wide capacity for sym­
pathy, and morbid d%spd of publicity. Lady 
John, we are told, was deficient in a sense 
of humor. _ whereas Lady Nairne’s best 
work is found in her humorous poems.
Carolina Oliphant, Lady Nairn (1766-1845), 
came of a distinguished and ancient Scot­
tish family. Not until late in life did 
she acknowledge the authorship of “The 
Land o’ the Leal,” which had hitherto 
been universally ascribed to Burns, and it 
was only after her death that a set of 
poems by her, entitled “Lays of Strath- 
earn,’ ’was published with her name af­
fixed. Alicia Anne Spottiswood, Lady 
John Scott (1810-1900), like the other poet­
esses of her line, wrote in the every-day 
language of the people. Her poems, which 
are largely autobiographical, seem to show 
that many sorrows fell to her lot. But 
sad as the family poems are there is no 
morbid sentiment.

This 
organization hae done much valuable 
work, and encourages a right civic spirit 
among the people. At a meeting last 
week, for example, the league decided to 
ask the minister of militia to improve the 
appearance of the ipilitary properties; to 
supply speakers for the various schools on 
Empire Day, who would talk to the chil­
dren on civic improvement; to consult the 
civic authorities about a clean-up day for 
the city; to do something to abate the 
bill-board nuisance; to pay careful atten­
tion to the speed and proper equipment 
of motor boats on the Northwest Arm. 
It was dqpided to present to the Citizens’ 
Free Library a book on medical inspection 
of schools and several copies of a book 
called "The American City.”

It will be seen from this summary of 
business transacted that the civic im­
provement league of Halifax concerns it­
self with matters of importance to _ the 
welfare of the city; and it would prob­
ably be found on inquiry that thosé who 
take the most active interest are not peo­
ple of leisure, but persons actively con­
cerned in business affairs.

There can be no reasonable doubt that WAIL PAPERS. her comparative isolation bay retarded 

tile growth and prosperity of Newfound­
land. She possesses resources of great 
value,’ not only in fisheries and in great 
timber areas, but in grazing lands and in 
minerals. If Newfoundland were a part 
at Canada, Canadian capital would be 
much more readily available for the de­
velopment of these great natural resources.

It is probably true that mugh of the 
active opposition to confederation has 
been centred in the city of St. John’s. 
Doubtless certain business interests there 
iear that they might suffer from the 
change. Such a fear ie obviously with­
out reasonable grounds, for whatever 
would tend to develop the general re­
sources of the island would benefit the 
chief city. Perhaps there is also a con­
siderable degree of prejudice, that might 
be due to the isolation already referred 
to, and it could best be overcome by a 
fair and full discussion of all the issues 
involved.

Unfortunately, confederation has been 
made,a sort of football of party politics. 

i It should be discussed on a higher plane, 
and without any reference whatever to the 
political fortunes of any party, either in 
Newfoundland or Canada. The charge has 
been inade in political campaigns in the 
island that the Canadians wished to ex­
ploit the colony for their own selfish pur­
poses. Such a charge is and always has 
been without foundation. The people of 
Newfoundland have found the Canadians 
good neighbors, and would find them bet­
ter fellow citizens. Large numbers of 
people have come from the colony to this 
country, and they must have learned that 
charges made against Canada in the heat 
of political campaigns were not true.. 
Canadians value as good citizens the men 
and women who have come from New­
foundland, and if they would rejoice to 
see union between the two countries con­
summated it would not be because they 
expected to derive financial benefit, but 
rather that as British subjects they would 
welcome into the Dominion another great 
province whose people have the same tra­
ditions and who are already citizens of 
the same empire. '

It may be hoped that both in this coun­
try and in the ancient colony this ques­
tion of union will be considered and dis­
cussed with growing interest, and in a 
fair and kindly spirit. If Canada would 
gain by the union, so also would New­
foundland. The one is in a sense the 
complement of the other. They are under 
the one flag. They ought to be under the 
one system of federal government, and ad­
vance together along the path of pro­
gress and development.

His predecessor in 
office, Doctor Schum, was much annoy­
ed by the loss of the post, and wrote to 
Doctor Sambeth, asserting that the latter 
owed hie success to an intripie of “a 
shameless and dishonorable” character. Be­
fore the civil courts Doctor Sambeth was 
able to prove_ that his conduct in the af­
fair had been blameless, and his libeller 
was fined $25.

If the parties to the squabble had been 
ordinary mortals, there the matter would 
have ended. But they were both mem­
bers of the Army Medical Reserve, and so 
subject to these military rules of “honor'* 
which even the corrosive irony of Schop­
enhauer was unable to destroy. Doctor 
Sambeth was accordingly cited before a 
“court of honor,”, to show why he had not 
challenged Doctor Schumm to a duel, 
which, it appeared in the course of the 
inquiry, the latte? was anxious to bring 
about.

The wronged man explained that he had 
refrained from seeking the reparation of 
arms out of consideration for the “Divine 
command, human law, the dictates of rea­
son, and the welfare of his family.” These 
objections, however, had no weight with 
his judges, who found him “guilty of an 
offence against the honor of hie station, 
because he had omitted to procure ade­
quate satisfaction, conformable with his 
position, for the serious insult put upon 
him in a quarrel with a professional col­
league.” It was further adjudged that he 
should be punished by the humiliation of 
“simple discharge” from his military rank.

This judgment was submitted for con­
firmation to the emperor, whose decision 
contains the following passage:

“A rejection of duelling m principle, on 
the grounds of religious conviction, cannot 
be made the subject of a judgment

Hundred Will Craie te Canada in 
July at a Cost of $200,000

London, April 30—Many well known ed­

ucationists will travel to Canada with the 
Scottish teachers who, to the number of 
about 100, will sail in July on a tour of 
Eastern Canada. Among them will be 
the president of the Scottish Educational 
Institute; Joseph Ingram, M. A., govern­
or of the educational benevolent fund; A. 
Sivewright, secretary of the Scottish Claes 
Association, and Alex Poison, M. A., 
governor of the Educational Institute of 
Scotland. The literary adviser of Messrs. 
Chambers of Edinburgh and Mr. Dibble 
will represent two famous publishing 
houses. K. Maclver of Dumfermline, a 
famous speaker in Gaelic, and J. Suther­
land will maintain Scotland’s reputation 
for Oratory. Many other well known 
Scotsmen eminent in their eeveyl fields 
of work will take the tour.

So it is presumption and high contempt 
in a subject to dispute what a king can 
do, or say that a king cannot do this or 
that; but rest in that which is the king's 
revealed will in his law.’’

Long afterward, when the common men 
of England were demanding the right to 
vote, a clergyman wrote a book against 
them, in which he exclaimed: “What 
would you gain by universal suffrage? 1 
am certain that you would gain nothing 
but universal confusion, universal setting 
of workmen against each other. . . . 
All workmen would then become politic­
ians—they would neglect their vocations 
in life—spend their time, their strength, 
their talents in what would increase their 
poverty .. . .With respect to having 
members of parliament paid and void of 
property qualification—really this is too 
absurd for an idiot to be the author of it 
. . . The famous Chartist doctrine of 
Equality is diametrically opposed to Na­
ture and the word of God.”

If we go back a little more than one 
hundred years we find the common man 
everywhere in Europe excluded from all 
share in the government, save in some 
rare instances.

There is no time now to tell the inter­
esting and moving story of the long strug­
gle by which the common man wrested 
from his political superiors the right to 
vote. He employed argument, appeals to 
a sense of justice, the cry of “natural 
rights,” petitions, parades, and sometimes 
mob violence. I may say also that no­
where were the disfranchised men required 
to submit to the tests now applied to wo­
men by anti-suffragists. They were not 
required to show that they were the in­
tellectual equals of the enfranchised. They 
were not required to prove that they would 
use wisely and for the benefit of the rul­
ing classes the power they demanded. They 
were not required to show that voting 
would not interfere with their “natural” 
functions as fathers and supporters of 
homes. They were not required to prove 
that a majority of the disfranchised want­
ed the vote or would use it if they had it.

Every argument that has been brought 
against woman suffrage is already rusty 
with age, because it was used long ago 
against manhood suffrage. Every argu­
ment which can be adduced in favor of 
allowing anybody except kings to share 
in the government can be employed in 
favor of women.

The scarcity of able seamen is very no- 
ticeable at present, not only about the 
port of St. John, but through Nova 
Scotia, and along the North Shore of the 
province, and it is out of memory, when 
the signing of men for before the mast 
was so difficult as is now the case, or ne­
cessitated the payment of such a scale of 
wages. Many causes are attributed and 
one of the main reasons given by local 
men interested, is the fact that those who 
have been accustomed to schooner life are 
offered better wages for working in con­
struction gangs at home and so prefer 
to stay.

This is given as one of the reasons for 
desertions as well. It does not take the 
sailor long to learn that there is nearly 
twice ae much money to be made on shore 
at work which he can perform, even 
though it be laborious, than he can earn 
at greater risk on the ocean; lus contract 
is soon broken with the shipping office, 
and a case of desertion is reported. It is 
an accepted fact that about St. John this 
spring, not only in shipping circles, but 
in other lines of work as well, the laboring 
men for the rough work have been none 
too plentiful and higher wages have had 
to be paid for excavating, constructing, 
and other such labor than for years past. 
This has had its effect on the number of 
men induced to remain ashore rather than 
go into the coasting service, and it is 
mentioned with regret by older mariners 
that the ranks of the followers of the sea 
are not being filled to any appreciable 
extent by younger blood.

At present the great majority of those 
engaged before the mast in vessels sail­
ing from and to this port are foreigners, 
Scandinavians, chiefly, and fewer English­
men, Canadians or Americans are in the 
list as the years roll by. In Europe the 
Swedes, Norwegians, Finns, and Danes, 
who are classed under, the heading of 
Scandinavians, generally speaking, are paid 
much smaller wages than they receive 
here, but the fact that the scale has been 
advanced in the states and in Canada has 
compelled a higher schedule of pay for 
the hardy sailors of Northern Europe in 
their native waters, and from the ship­
ping offices of continental ports.

THE CONTROL OF INSECT
PESTS IN THE DOMINION

The division of entomology of the ex­
perimental farms branch of the dominion 
department of agriculture, Ottawa, has re­
cently issued a bulletin by Dr. C. Gordon 
Hewitt, dominion entomologist, on “The 
Control of Insect Peete in Canada.”

There is given an account of the history 
of the war against insect pests in Canada 
and of the manner in which insect pests 
have invaded the country as it has been 
gradually opened up and cultivated. The 
manner in which the dominion and prov­
incial governments are endeavoring by 
legislation end other means, to prevent 
the introduction of insect peste into-Can­
ada and the increase and spread of those 
poets already here, is described.

An interesting summary of the various 
lines of work undertaken and carried on 
by the division of entomology at Ottawa 
is given and the general public will no 
doubt be surprised at the many problems 
which come within the scope of the en­
tomologists who are called upon to deal 
with insects in their relations to all. the 
varied activities of man; insects affecting 
farm crops, fruit growing, forest and shade 
trees ; insects attacking man’s possessions 
and infesting houses, attacking domestic 
animals and finally affecting the health 
of man. All insects, however, are not in­
jurious and the work of the entomologist 
includes bees and bee-keeping and the 
study of parieitic and other enemies which 
may be of assistance to obtaining control 
of insect pests.
