Chicago, July 5—Thirteen deaths from
the old fashion celebration of the fourth
of July was the total reported in the Un-
jted States- according to figures compiled
by the Chicago Tribune last night. The
Nation-wide spread of the sane fourth
movement brought fruit in the smallest
number of celebration casualties ever re-
corded. In nedarly every city where the
uge of explosives by individuals was pro-
hibited, no accidents were reported. In
others, where the discharge of explosives
was permitted under _ limitations, there
was decided falling off in .the number of
dead and injured as cwmpared with the
previous years.

The death list of thirteen compares with
twenty-eight reported the first night of
last year’s. celebration, when the sane
fourth movement was effective in fewer
cities. The number of injured reported is
294, as against 1,785 reported up the same
hour last year. In 1909 there were 44
killed and 8,361 wounded, Giant fire
crackers took the lead in the’ number of
fatalities eausing five of thirteen deaths.
Revolvers and fire arms were kecond with
four, gunpowder caused two and the toy

pistols formerly ‘the . chief death agents,
um:ed two deaths,

Sweeping Canada

“In conclusion,” the minister said, “let
me add that the present clear understand-
ing by a majority of the people that Brit-
ish preference, as Sir Wilfrid Laurier so
strikingly expressed it recently in Lon-
don; hes been nailed to Canada’s top-
mast, there to remain.

According to* Mn Nelhe L. McClung,

He
had given a bottle of medicine to a sick
woman, telling her, through the interpre-
ter, to take it three times a day in wcter.
The next day her husband came and want
ed new medicine for her.

Dr. Stewart
went to see her and found the woman suf-
fering from a severe cold. He found cut
she had misunderstood his directions, and
had waded out into the lake to take her
medicine!”

The influence of the odean is not check-

to come, wheén sufficient evidence has ac-
cumulated, we shall learn if the move-
ments in the ocean of air-above us dre

rule the flow of our rivers.

When " meteorology can’ ,tell us these
things, the:handling of aeroplanes and dir-
igibles will be ‘no more than-mere child’s
play. . The frontiers, 'guarded today so
jealously and at sueh huge expense, will

can wing hi§ way through the free air
of the sky.

If the atmospheére is the minister of that
great monarch the ocean, we may call
the clouds and the rain his emissaries.
What they give to the earth iz not all
restored to the ocean, and by that much
its vast cup is lowered. How far does
this tend to diminish the salimity of the
sea? How far does it influence the form
and the organization of the living beings
within its depths?

Does the slow absorption of the waters
of the sea by the earth imply that some
day or other the abysses of the deep will
be dried up, and that our smiling, fertile
planet will be reduced to the condition
of an fnert, lifeless bloeck, such as we
see in the moon? These are the questions
on which it is hoped oceanography will
throw much needed light.

Life is the work of the sun. How, then,
does it comé to pass that animals can live
at from six to eight thousand yards be-
low the surface of the sea? And yet
they live and move and have their be-
ing without light, without heat, without
food other than what falls from the sur-
face, or such as they find in abyssmal
deposits. We have said without light,
but it i8 not forgotten that etermal dark-
ness does not prevail, inasmuch as mos
of the abyssmal creatures are phosphore-
scent. Life, the daughter of light, carries
therefore .down into the depthg of the
great waters something of the sun. Much
has yet to be learned about the mysteri-
ous chemical processes that bring about
phosphorcsceﬂce.TThe Westminster Gaz-
ette.

TOMATO SALAD

You may make this in. half a Jozen
ways. The simplest way is to peel the
tomatoes with a keen knife, then slice
and arrange upon a dish, with an under-
pinning of lettuce or without, and season
with fresh dressing. Secondly, peel and
halve, arrange upon a dish and put a
spoonful of mayonnaise upon each half.

BAKED TOMATOES.

Get tomatoes of uniform size. Cut off
tops and scoop out a portion of the pulp.
Butter a pudding dish and put the tom:a-
toes in this, Fill tops of the tomatoes
with bread crumbs, plenty of butter, a
little sugar, and pepper and salt, Put
pieces of butter, sugar, and bread crumbs
in spaces betwcen the tomatoes as they
lie in the dish. Put in oven and bake
a nice brown. When done, put baking
dish with the tomatoes on top of stove,
pour three-fourths of a cup of cream over
them and let boil up once or twice.

(Times Special Correspondence.)
London, June 24—To the visiting press-

The success of Lord Curzon on Satur-
day seems to have stimulated the ex-lib-
eral premier, for at the luncheon in West-
minster Hall today he easily carried off
all the honors.

It therefore seems particular-
ly unfortunate that for certain functions
some scheme cannot be evolvel which
would allow the visiting oratorical ‘big
guns’ to do a little of the talking while
the still greater political, social or press
‘big game’ held their peace.

“It is not really fair to our usnors
from overseas that speeches such as those
of a Rosebery or a Curzon should be fol-
lowed by the hesitating platitudes of the
novice in oratorical art, or the raucous
rantings of the professional tub-thumpen
sometimes, possibly unwilling, forced to
get upon his feet,

“The corresponding committees of the
press organization§ over-seas might very

posted as to the oratorical eligibilities or
eccentricities of intending visitors and
vice versa, for some Britons also have
made woeful oratorical exhibitions of
themselves when touring over-seas.”

HONE RULE AL ROUD

London Writer Presents Consider-
ations Which Can Not Be Over-

looked — Religious Weapon a
Rusty One

(Victoria Colonist)

‘A correspondent of the London- Times,
who appears to be thoroughly in sympathy
with the Conservative party, presents
gsome considérations in connection with
what is called “Home Rule All Round,”
which are not to be overlooked. He be-
gins his letter by asking these questions:

Does any foreseeing Conservative believe
that Home Rule for Ireland in some form
can be permanently resisted? An agita-
tion against it may be useful next year
for party ends, but can a policy supported
by the great majority of Scotch, Irish and
Welsh M. P’s and voters, and by nearly
half of the English M, P’s and voters, be-
sides having the openly proclaimed approv-
al of every prominent colonial statesman,
be successfully combatted for long?

He fears that opposition to what he re-
gards as the inevitable result will lead to
racial and religious bitterness that will
amount to madness, and he asks if such
an outlook can attract the sympathy of
any patriotic citizen, especially a Conser-
vative -one. He does not believe the ma-
jority of the electorate of England will
oppose the wishes of the Irish people, for
“a great gaod-will has grown up amongst
the English working classes towards Ire
land and her people.”” He deals with the
religious aspect of the question in the fol-
lowing words:

It will be no easy business to work up
feeling against the Irish demand on reli-
gious grounds, as our Orange friends hope
to do. That is a rusty weapon from an
antiquated armory. The English workman
is no theologian and he loathes a bigot.

There is in him a solid groundwork of prac-
tical Christianity, which teaches him to
leave every man to his own conscience
and to do unto others as he would wish
to be done by.

Rev. G: Watt Smith of Ottawa
on New Way to Peace

- ‘Dominion dnd Reciprocity was the sub-
ject Rev. G. Watt Smith’ announced for
his sermon in the Empire theatre Ihst
evening. He said it was well -that ' a
Christian congregation should sanctify the
holiday by some solid thinking on the
religious aspect of Dominion Day. When

Moses delivered his closing address to
the nation he indicted them for want of
faith. Can it be said of Canada that
she has mo faith? It is not a question
as to whether or not we have churches.
Those we have are doing, on the whole,
much for the dominion, but_have we faith
in God and the destiny, He has placed
before the race? y
. Reciprocity, ‘he held, was an act of
faith. It is ‘called a trade pact. It is,
but it is something more. It provided
‘something *which would be a. mightier
force in favor‘of'‘pedce than a standing
army of grenadiers. It cleared the high-
ways between the-neighbor peoples of :the
‘obstructions - of tariffs,  at first ‘necessary
expedients for raising revenue for domes-
tic expendituré, but becoming most ‘often
instruments of retaliation‘ and -offence. It
makes the channels of trade waterways
on which float the argosies of fuller
knowledge and greater trust and more
abiding friendship.

This is Testimony of Woman in
Charges Against Health Com-
missioner at Port of New York

New York, July 4—In the hearing of
charges against Dr. A. H. Doty, - health
commissioner of the port, before Commis-
sioners Bulger and Cohen, appointed by
the governor, Mrs. Annie Katz, of} No.
202 East 105th street, testified she remain-
ed at Swinburne Island seven weeks while
her children ‘were ill. Stec said she was
compelled to work,-scrubbing floors. One
of her children died and she was taken to
Hoffman Island. There she washed clothes.
She said she was worked from 3 o’clock
in the morning until 10 o’clock -at night at
Swinburne Island and could not remem-
ber at what hour she got up at Hoffman
Island. She received no pay.

“While on Hoffman Island did you ever
see a sick baby carried out in the cold?”’
she was asked by Charles Deshkind, who
represented the complainants.

“Yes, when it was snowing they would
carry sick babjes out inthe air,” was the
reply.

The witness said the babies were wrap-
ped in blankets. Deshkind said he would
endeavor to show that children expected
to die were removed to make room for
others.

Mrs. Katz said that when her child died
she. begged to be allowed to see it, and
was refused permission. She said she fell
on her knees and kissed the dress of the
nurse, begging to see her dead infant.
The witness said she was told to go and
get some ice for the living, and went.

When there was not sufficient ice, she
testified, she frequently paid for it, get-
ting it from a man known as “Charlie,”
the ice man. !

|St. John Man Recounts Story

Brought to Mind By Oae of the

Marquise de Fontenoy Letters in
the Times

Editor Times, *

Sir:—In the “Evening Times and Star”
of Thursday last, the Marquise de Fonte-
noy in her charming biographical sketch
of Sir Claude Champion ' de  Crespigney,
referred to the engagement of his son,
Captain Vierville’ Champion de Cr‘espigny
to Miss Mae Sloy of St Catherines, Ont.

The captain is most certainly a chip of
the old block, and is as plucky and fear-
less as his picturesque father. The writer
recalls several exciting instances he had
in company with the captain in South
Africa, when both were within an ace of
handing in their checks. The following
incident wil give some idea of the cap-
tain’s contempt of danger and his free
and easy way of takimg things generally.

Towards the end of the Boer war, when
Kitchener’s blockhouse system was complet-
ed, which dideso much in limiting the
successful operations of the wily Boers
then left in the field, several columns
of British troops operating in what was
formerly the Free State, made a big drive
with very extended fromts, each column
co-operating (or at least was expected to
co-operate, but did not do so, on all oc-
casions), endeavored to drive a large party
of Boers, toward the line of blockhouses,
which extended from Kroonstad. to Lind-
ley. General Elliott's cavalry details, which
were emcamped near Kroonstad, were
brought out and placed out of sight in
several positions near the blockhouse line
which the Boers were likely to try to
break through. The writer, who was staff
officer of this force, was with his command-
ing officer scanning the country in the dir-
ection from which the Boers were expect-
ed, when he observed on the horizon about
scven miles away two or three horsemen
come into view and dismount; they were

The
fellow pointed to a man in the rear of
the party who in shirt-sleeves armed with
carbine slung over his shoulders, and re-
\'ol\'ex:, was standing on an' ant heap,
scanning the country through his glasses.
I rodg up and spoke to him, when to my
a§ton15h)nent I discovered it was de Cres-
pigney, debonair and cool as a cucumber;
hg greeted me with, “Well, old chap, where
did you come from? 1 replied, by asking
where he had come from? He said, oh,
I had a party of Boer Scouts at-a post
eighteen miles up the railway, and as
th_ere was nothing doing, I decided to
bring them out to see whether we could
find some fun.

I requested him to accompany me, and
