BANK CLOSED ITS DOORS.has notified the striking longshoremen 
there that unless they return to work 
to-morrow they will be expelled from 
the island.

A private dispatch from the Westing- 
house branch at Moscow received late 
to-day said that the men were at 
work, and that the manager had been 
assured by the prefect of police that a 
general strike in Moscow was impos­
sible.

Unless dispatches from the interior 
within a few hours change the situation 
entirely, the general strike promises to 
prove a complete failure. Although the 
Liberals are strongly opposed to the 
course of the government, they shrink 

| from precipitating a revolution and the 
* horrors of a civil war, in which the coun­

try would be plunged if the plans of the 
proletariat leaders were successful.

Not* only is the sympathy of the intelli­
gent public lacking, but. in St. Petersburg 
the leaders of the various labor organiza­
tions find many of their followers luke­
warm and even in open rebellion against 
their orders.

When the central committee of the 
Printers’ Union adjourned last night 
many of the men returned to their cases, 
with the result that four newspapers ap­
peared to-day.

The central committee of the railroad 
men’s unions finds so many oi the men 
either opposed to a strike or afraid to 
risk the loss of their positions with im­
prisonment into the bargain, that it has 
not yet, so far as known, issued a formal 
order to strike. If the train service is not 
brought to a standstill the collapse of the 
strike movement is inevitable.

The workmen’s council has already 
! practically determined to resort to vio- 
S lence in order to stop traffic on the rail- 
I roads if the men refuse to join in the 

movement.

MilwaukeeChicago, Aug. 6.—The

New York, Aug. 7.—President Strech-

The first intimation of the trouble 

was the appearance at the bank of 20 
policemen who had been dispatched to 
prevent anticipated disorders, the po­
lice department having been notified 
officially that one of the officers of the 
bank had absconded. The suspicions 
of depositors was aroused by the sight 
of the policemen, and in a short time 
many who had money in the bank ap­
peared and demanded their deposits. 
At one time the run assumed the pro­
portions of a riot, but the turbulence 
of the crowd was finally quelled by the 
police.

The news of the suspension spread 
rapidly and soon several of the smaller 
banks were besieged by depositors.

The Milwaukee state bank was or­
ganized in 1890 by Paul Ostensland, 
who is its president. The capital stock 
is $250,000 and the surplus is $250,000.

Henry W. Hering, cashier of the 
bank, is missing, and a warrant charg­
ing him with embezzlment has been 
sworn out. At the same time State 
Bank Examiner C. C. Jones issued a 
statement to the effect that the where- 
abouts of the three officials of the bank 
is unknown to-day, and that the bank 
is without an official head.

The patrons of the bank are mostly 
Polish working people, who abound in 
the neighborhood. The statement of 
the bank issued June 19th gave the lia­
bilities of $4,697,474. Of this amount, 
$3,175,195 was saving deposits. Loans 
and discounts amounted to $3,223,172. 
As far as known, all of this paper is 
good.

Nanaimo, Aug. 6.—A sad bathing 
fatality attended by heroic attempts at 
rescue, was reported from Cumberland 
to-day, the victim being a young man 
named Angus Munro.

With a number of companions Munro 
was bathing in Comox lake, and sev­
eral of the lads, being expert swim­
mers, swam to a float anchored some 
distance from shore. Munro after a 
while decided to join them, although 
he could not swim very well. He pro­
cured a light piece of wood and with 
this beneath his chest, and against the 
protests of his companions, struck out 
for the float.

When about 25 yards out he became 
frightened and exhausted and called 
for help.

Two of his companions, the Harrison 
brothers, swam to his assistance and 
attempted to bring him ashore, but so 
hard were his struggles that all were 
in danger of being drowned, and the 
rescuers becoming exhausted, relin­
quished their hold to save themselves. 
Had the drowning boy heeded instruc­
tions they could have brought him 
ashore.

George Scales arrived on the scene 
in a boat a minute later and dived to 
the bottom and brought the boy to the 
surface.

Ail attempts at resuscitation failed, 
although the body had only been under 
water four minutes.

As the 
district mentioned lies on both sides of 
the boundary line between British Col­
umbia and the Yukon it is quite prob­
able that, as population increases, 
there may be some conflict of author­
ity, Roads will be built running on 
both sides of the line and it was 
thought advisable that these matters 
of mutual interest should be discussed. 
It is stated the results of the confer­
ence were most satisfactory, but will 
not be disclosed until after consider­
ation by the executive.

Mining acitivity in the district men­
tioned has extended to the British Col­
umbia side with most splendid pros­
pects. Though Conrad is still the cen­
tre of population there is every possi­
bility that Winton, Dr. Young’s town- 
site on the west shore of the arm, near 
the southern end, will soon become the 
scene of activity. Almost every variety 
of copper ore has already been located 
as well as native and ruby silver.

Around Atlin the cool summer has 
been very favorable for hydraulicing. 
More water in steadier supply than for 
many years has been available, and it 
is expected that the conclusion of the 
season will see a much larger produc­
tion of placer gold than ever before.

This means, in so many words, that 
if the council so decide a petition, 
signed even by every property owner, 
can be discarded and the local im­
provements (that they pay for) foist­
ed on theim against their will.

Another objectionable feature is seen 
in the bunching up of work. Detailed 
schemes are devised by the city engi­
neer and petitions against them re­
ported upon by the assessor. But the 
council propose, after the petitions 
have been filed in respect to certain 
detailed works, to bunch them all in 
one by-law, and thus defeat not only 
the will of the people affected, but also 
violate the law. Thus a certain local­
ity may require an improvement, 
against which there can be no objec­
tion. At the same time another place 
may have proposed for it a similar 
work that noe of the property owners 
are in favor of, and which they pe­
tition against unanimously. By bunch­
ing the two pièces and adding their 
value together half the total value may 
not be represented on the petition In 
respect of the second named piece. 
Thus the council will be able to use the 
support of property owners in one part 
of the city to club those in another 
part into subjection. That is, If the 
by-law is found legal after a contest.

The portion of the by-law proposing 
to reject petitions is just laughably il­
legal. Referring to such instances the 
Municipalities Act says:

“No such local improvement as afore­
said, except branch sewers.........................
shall be undertaken by the council if 
the majority of the owners of the land 
or real property to be assessed or 
charged in respect of such work, re­
presenting at least half in value there­
of, petition the council against such as­
sessment within fifteen days after the 
council shall have published a notice 
signifying its intention of making 
such assessment in one newspaper pub­
lished in such municipality.” •

But a majority of the present coun­
cil seems to be above the law. It pro­
poses to play off one portion of the 
city against another in the manner 
mentioned, and then, even if this jug­
gling work bring about its will, to re­
ject if it wishes the right of nullifica­
tion by petition provided by an act of 
the legislature.

RAINMAKER’S VIEWS. in the

(Peculiarly Dry Conditions Found By 
Charles M. Hatfield During His 

Recent Experiments. being loaned on 
waterworks and the 
derived therefrom it is proposed to 
raise the necessary funds on the gen­
eral credit of the city. The last clause 
of the petition reads as follows:

Interviewed at Dawson just before 
leaving for Dos Angeles, Charles M. 
Hatfield,, the rainmaker, gave some in­
teresting information with respect to 
the atmosphere of the north.

His tests near Dawson occupied 44 
days, and according to Mr. Hatfield's 
statement there had been rain at his 
station on the King dome 36 days. The 
amount of rain that had descended and 
had been caught in his own rain gauge 
in that time was 2.05 inches, about 
double that of the month of June of 
any previous year.

"I have studied conditions minutely 
since the establishment of my station 
on the dome, and I am led to believe 
that with heavy humidity in the at­
mosphere, . which I am told exists at 
times in the fall of the year, the Klon­
dike could enjoy the pleasure of see­
ing equally as heavy rain as falls In 
parts of Californa. For example: 
Take the month of February, in which 
the average rainfall for the month in 
California is a little over tyvo inches.”

In speaking of the results obtained. 
Mr. Hatfield frankly admitted that 
from the standpoint of the hydraulic- 
miner his demonstrations have been a 
failure, though such is not the case 
theoretically or scientifically, and he 
points to the rainfall in June of this 
year in comparison with that of pre­
vious years in substantiation of his 
opinion. ,

To attract moisture and by artificial 
means induced precipitation is one 
thing, and to produce the humidity 
itself is another and quite a different 
proposition. The former is the result 
that the rainmaker has sought to ob­
tain, and not the latter, and if the 
moisture does not exist in the atmos­
phere he does not pretend that he can 
produce it. And that is one reason he 
ascribes to his failure to Induce the 
precipitation necessary for hydraulic 
mining.

Mr. Hatfield declares he has found a 
condition existing at the King dome at 
times that is without parallel in all 
the years of his experiments, 
several occasions his hydrometer mark­
ed a degree of humidity less than has 
ever been noted either on the Mohave 
or Colorado deserts of California, a 
peculiarity that is as inexplicable as 
it is true. The driest and hottest place 
in the United States is presumed to be 
at Yuma, Ariz., and there the lowest 
he ever saw was 8 per cent, of humid­
ity. On the dome on June 29th his 
hydrometer registered but 4 per cent., 
showing an extraordinary dryness of 
the atmosphere.

Mr. Hatfield intends returning to the

But, out of deference to the wishes 
of Aid. Vincent and others who object 
to the 10,600 feet of 12-inch; 13,500 feet 
of S-inch; 49,000 feet of 6-inch and 70,- 
000 feet of 4-inch, wooden pipe included 
in the estimate, provision has also been 
made for another petition to be signed 
by those who prefer the use of cast 
iron pipes all the way through.

New York, Aug. 9.—W. C. Brown, 
vice-president of the New York Cen­
tral system, returned recently from a 
journey of more than three thousand 
miles through the middle west, under­
taken with the object of ascertaining 
the actual crop situation. He visited 
the states of Illinois, Indiana, Mis­
souri and Iowa, and has prepared 
special reports on the conditions in 
Kansas and Nebraska. ^

In all of these, according to his ob­
servations, the crops this year will be 
remarkable, both as to quantity and 
quality. In sepaking of his trip Mr. 
Brown said: ”1 believe that the Unit­
ed States this year will harvest a 
larger quantity of grain of all sorts 
than ever before, and will market it at 
a better price, considering the size of 
the crops.

“The wheat crop in the six states in 
which I have personally made investi­
gation will be magnificent. Kansas 
this year is going to produce a wheat 
crop of about 90,000,000 bushels. Last 
year it produced 87,000,000 bushels.

"The corn crop is in splendid condi­
tion. In kansas and Nebraska a corn 
crop on as large a scale as ever before 
is practically assured. Iowa will pro­
duce 350,000,000 bushels of corn and 
possibly 355,000,000. In Missouri with 
the exception of four counties in the 
northwest all the counties will have 
great corn crops.”

BANK FAILED.

Chicago Financier Sought by Authori­
ties—Believtd He Fled to Canada.

Chicago, Ills., Aug. 7.—Theodore 
Stensland, vice-president of the Mil­
waukee avenue state bank, was arrest­
ed to-day on a charge of violating the 
bank laws of the state. He was re­
leased on bail later.

Earlier in the day, the institution was 
placed in the hands of a receiver and 
Paul O. Stensland. president of the 
bank and father of the vice-president, 
together with Cashier Hering, were of­
ficially declared fugitives from justice 
and their personal descriptions placed 
in the hands of the police throughout 
the country. This action was taken by 
the authorities after the developments 
to-day showed that finances of the in­
stitution were in a deplorable condition 
and had been for a number of years.

Besides the discovery of many irre­
gularities in the management of the 
bank it was also found that even the 
safety deposit boxes, owned and rented 
by the bank, had been tampered with 
and rifled. It was declared to-day by 
financial experts that probably seventy 
cents on the dollar would be paid in 
the final adjustment. Belief that Stens­
land has made his escape into Canada, 
is supported by a report from Superior, 
Wis., to the effect that Sergeant of 
Police Darwin Scoon. of that city, saw 
the missing banker on a Duluth and 
Superior car en route to Superior.

A RICH ASSET.

Iron Business of Great Northern Rail­
way Proves Rich One.

St. Paul, Aug. 7.—Purely by accident 
the Great Northern railway got into 
an iron ore business ten years ago 
which now brings in a revenue of $5,- 
000,000 annually and is expected even­
tually to enrich the Great Northern 
stockholders by $200,000,000.

It bought 100 miles of railroad out of 
Duluth simply because nobody else 
wanted it. Attached to this strip of 
road was a terminal company with ore 
docks at Superior. It also had a log­
ging railway. The latter belonged to 
Saginaw people, who had cut all the 
timber off the lands which they regard­
ed as worthless.

The Great Northern bought these 
lands for a song and now they are 
found to be underlaid with rich iron ore 
deposits. These facts were testified to 
to-day by Vice-President Farrington 
of the Great Northern before the state 
railroad commission.

At the rate hearing to-day Attorney 
Manahan, representing Hasting, Minn., 
shippers, charged that original books 
of the Great Northern had been pad­
ded with entries which ought not to 
have appeared in them. He demanded 
an investigation. This was after Con­
troller Gray of the Northern Pacific had 
testified railroad earnings in Minne­
sota had decreased 11.44 per cent., 
while they had increased 4.9 in Iowa 
and Illinois.

MRS. MAYBRICK RETURNS.

Arrives in New York After Having 
Spent Three Months Abroad.

New York, Aug. 6.—Mrs. Florence May- 
brick, who, travelling under the name of 
Chaney, a slight variation of her maiden 
name, arrived last night on the La Gas­
cogne, tried in every way to keep her
identity a secret, but finally acknow­
ledged it and said she had been abroad 
three months. While not directly ac­
knowledging that she had visited Eng­
land, she said":

FOUGHT FOR POSSESSION
OF BOATS AND BUOYS

Reports of Fierce Fighting Among 
Emigrants on Board the Italian 

Steamer Sirio.

London, Aug. 6.—The Madrid corre­
spondent of the Daily Telegraph de­
scribes the Sirio disaster as one of the 
worst on record. The Italian emi­
grants, with knives in their hands, and 
without regard for the women or child­
ren, fought with the greatest brutality 
for the possession of life buoys or 
boats. Many were killed or wounded, 
including several members of the crew, 
who were attacked by the emigrants.

When the captain saw that the ves­
sel was lost and the emigrants had 
captured the boats, he committed sui­
cide by shooting with a revolver. The 
officers then lost their heads and there 
was nobody to direct the work of 
rescue.

Eye-witnesses gave awful pictures of 
the brutal panic on board. For half an 
hour the emigrants were masters of 
the situation. They completely over­
came the crew by sheer force of num­
bers, and this in spite of the efforts of 
the officers, who tried to save the wo­
men and children first.

One report even states, the corre­
spondent continues, that a group of 
emigrants approached one of the ship's 
boats, which already was full and 
about to be launched, and dislodged the 
people, killing several with their 
knives. Just as they were about to 
occupy the boat themselves another 
body of armed emigrants came up, and 
a fierce fight for the possession of the 
lifeboat followed.

Many of the survivors brought ashore 
were seriously wounded and a number 
had sustained fractured limbs. Some 
of the injured subsequently died. It is 
reported that the celebrated Spanish 

i singer Lola Milanes was among the 
drowned.

ENGINEER KILLED.

Believed to Have Been Slightly De­
mented and Was Shot in Duel 

With Deputies.

Bluffs. It., Aug. 6.—Ed. 
Youncer, a Great Western engineer, re­
cently from Joliet, Ill., was killed in a 
pistol duel with several deputies at 
Lake Manawa, a summer resort near 
here, yesterday. Youncer’s wife and 
two children were witnesses of the 
tragedy.

Youncer, who is thought to have been 
slightly demented, created excitement 
at the lake by flourishing two pistols, 
and when officers tried to disarm him 
he opened fire on them. Five deputies 
at once returned the fire and Youncer 
fell dead.

No one else was hurt, though the 
shooting occurred in a crowded portion 
of the grounds.

Works Company. But then the gov­
ernment is only going to act in a cer­
tain eventuality. The city must carry 
its water record suit to the highest 
court and find out definitely where it 
stands or whether it can stand at all. 
To the ordinary lay or non-ministerial 
mind this seems like a double-barrelled

If that be done, there will 
be some danger of the defeat of the 
project, with a consequently dangerous 
delay in the commencement of the 
work of improvement. Give the voter 
a chance to signify his approval or dis­
approval of each item -on the pro­
gramme separately. Such would ap­
pear to be the safe course, as well as 
the fair course alike to people and 
their representatives. Then, whatever 
the result, the responsibility will re­
main with the public. But if the coun­
cil resolves to stand or fall by the 
scheme in its entirety, it must shoulder 
responsibility for the consequences.

ALCOHOL AND MANUFACTURING.

The “free alcohol" question, which is 
discussed occasionally in the Canadian 
press, largely as a result of the recent 
investigation and legislation at Wash­
ington, is not a new one in Canada. 
There has been “free alcohol" in this 
country for 17 years ; that is the al­
cohol used for manufacturing purposes 
in Canada has paid no duty whatever 
since the year 1889. During recent 
years the Department of Inland Rev­
enue has purchased alcohol from the 
distillers at about 49 cents per gallon, 
which was rendered by the department 
unfit for use as a beverage by an ad­
mixture of wood alcohol, purchased 
under contract from the manufactur­
ers until eighteen months ago at $1.40 
per gallon, and since that time at $1.29 
per gallon. The mixing of these two 
alcohols produced "methylated spirits,” 
which has been sold by the department 
under certain conditions as to its use at

THE LABOR MARKET.
Apropos of recent discussions on the

.received a number of reports of United 
States consuls on the denaturing pro­
cess, from which it appears a similar 
law is in operation in Italy, France, 
Germany, Cuba, Belgium and other 
countries.

So 
imperfect does the French government 
regard the methods now in use for 
rendering alcohol unfit for consumption 
or of utilizing it as an illuminant that 
prizes have been offered to the person 
offering the most advantageous ideas 
on the subject.

It has been suggested in certain

The Minister 
of Inland Revenue is causing experi­
ments to be carried on in the labora­
tory of the department with a view of 
securing a more economical denaturing 
mixture, and if these experiments 
should prove successful he will be en­
abled to make a further reduction in 
price. In the meantime Mr. Temple- 
man thinks that a saving of nearly 
twenty per cent, to the manufacturers 
is in the right direction, and will be 
appreciated even although the use of 
alcohol in lamps instead of coal oil or 
in autos instead of gasoline must be 
deferred until the distillers of the coun­
try are in a position to greatly reduce 
the price.

THE WATER BY-LAW.

If the members of. the City Council 
consider the situation carefully we are 
convinced they will discover there is 
a grave danger of the by-law they pro­
pose to submit in order ter raise funds 
for the improvement of the water sup­
ply being defeated. There is this dan­
ger because there are proposals in the 
measure of which a great many people 
disapprove. A goodly company insist 
that to propose to purchase forty thou­
sand dollars worth of meters at this 
time, with borrowed money, and to in- 
stal meters on every service in the 
city, would be an act of folly. No one 
competent to speak has ventured to 
make known his opinions as to the 
probable effect upon the water supply 
of the expenditure of one hundred and 
seventeen thousand dollars for the im­
provement of the system bf distribu­
tion. It is known beyond question that 
much of the present shortage is due to 
the manner in which the supply pipes 
have been laid. In many sections the 
pipes bear about the same proportion­
ate relationship to each other as the 
twelve-inch main—a monument to 
municipal discernment and efficiency— 
does to the greater main in whose cen­
tre it is fixed. They were put down 
without intelligent perception of the 
nature of the duties they might in 
course of time be looked to to perform. 
Naturally the growth of the city has 
.exposed the weakness of the system. 
This is the form that is most 
urgently called for at the present time. 
After we have made the necessary im­
provement in this direction and in 
matters of minor consequence, and 
have determined the final source of 
supply, then we shall know with cer­
tainty whether meters are absolutely 
necessary. But to add forty thousand 
dollars of capital expenditure to a pro­
position which may find us tapping 
sources of supply which will be inex­
haustible for years appears to us to 
carry the imputation that certain of 
our municipal representatives are 
about as deficient in reasoning powers 
as the distribution service in the city is 
lacking in capacity.

It is evident that the majority of the 
board contemplate the necessity of 
abiding by Elk Lake for a source of 
supply for an indefinite period. Well, 
the water consumers might go farther 
and fare worse as regards both quali­
ty and quantity. But if such be the 
secret thought of their minds, would 
it not be more profitable and render 
the water more palatable if they were 
to take say only a portion of forty 
thousand dollars and apply it to cleans­
ing Elk 9.nd Beaver Lakes and to en­
compassing them around with fences, 
thus excluding the beasts—some clean, 
others unclean—that make the present 
source of water supply their summer 
resort at this season of the year? It 
would he a comparatively simply and 
by no means costly matter to remove 
all cause of complaint as to the al­
leged uncleanliness of Elk Lake water. 
And money spent for such a purpose 
would be much more judiciously laid 
out than in buying meters which might 
not be necessary in the course of 
another year.
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A PECULIAR INTIMATION.i

It is extremely kind and benevolent 
of leading members' of the McBride 
government to undertake an investiga­
tion of the properties of the water the 
people of Victoria are consuming or 
propose to consume. We shall wait the 
result of the analysis with a good deal 
of interest, although we do not think 
it will determine to any appre­
ciable extent the question of the future 
water supply of the city. But we are 
told the government may go farther 
than ordering an investigation into the 
quality of the water being used or 
available under other and more favor­
able conditions. It may take cogniz­
ance of the present condition of affairs 
as between the city and the Esquimau 
Water Works Company. If it finds 
that the company seems disposed to 
take advantage of the powers confer­
red upon it by the legislature for the 
purpose of "holding up" the munici­
pality, then the legislature which con­
ferred the powers extraordinary may 
be asked to, partially at least, undo 
that which it has done. Doubtless 
such a recommendation would be in 
accord with the spirit of the times. If 
shrewd speculators, perhaps with an 
intuitive perception of the great poten­
tial value of certain public properties, 
acquire the said properties and per- i 
suade an ill-informed or careless legisj. 
lature to confer upon them privileges 
which are inimical to the weal of the 
general community, there would ap­
pear to be no particular reason why a 
succeeding legislature, on the impulse 
of knowledge gained by experience, 
should not set right that which is ob­
viously wrong, providing it can be done 
without inflicting a greater wrong.

“The raid, which was aparently par­
ticipated in by an entire ship’s crew 
in five boats, was repulsed by Agent 
Lempke, Judge and native force only, 
and three raiders were killed and five 
captured. Most of the seals were kill­
ed in the water, also females in search 
of food for young. During the time I 
was on the island, schooners were fre­
quently sighted less than three miles 
from shore. It is evident that at least 
eight or ten schooners believed to be 
Japanese are sailing in close proximity 
to the islands. The 12 prisoners were 
taken on the cutter McCulloch to 
Kodiak, and after hearing before the 
commander were held for jury trial and 
taken in charge by marshals."

IN ARCTIC SEAS.

Capt, Mikkelsen and Party Heard From 
at Port Clarence.

A Portland dispatch says : By this time 
the Anglo-American polar expedition is 
well on the way in the Arctic seas. In 
a letter received in Portland to-day, dat­
ed at Port Clarence, on July 20th. Ejnar 
Mikkelsen, who has charge of the expedi­
tion, says the schooner Duchess of Bed­
ford would sail that night for the un­
known. Among the head officials of the 
party is Ernest Lefflngwell, a Chicago 
scientist.

A month or more ago the schooner set 
out from Unalaska for the Siberian coast 
to secure dog teams. It was the inten­
tion of the party to stop en route and 
make an examination of the new islands 
which appeared recently near the Prlby- 
loff group, but Mikkelsen says the winds 
were unfavorable and the seas rough, and 
it was decided to abandon the idea. Ef­
fecting a landing at St. Lawrence Island, 
he explains that they found the natives 
to be hard up for boating gear, and he 
succeeded in striking a bargain for all the 
dogs needed. After a trade was com­
pleted the schooner went through the 
Behring Strait and on to Port Clarence 
without mishap, although the weather 
was extremely rough.

It is probable that this will be the last 
message received from the explorers un­
til they again return to the outskirts of 
civilization, which will be something like 
two or three years.

000 in meters. If 5,000,000 gallons were 
obtained in the Highland districts 
there was no heed of restricting the 
water supply. The expending of $117,- 
000 for redistribution wras not neces­
sary to be included In this scheme. The 
$15,000 for a high level tank was not 
absolutely necessary either, 
scheme then got down to about $10,000 
as the cost of the temporary works.
If this were submitted to the people it 
would carry. In the meantime the 
Highland supply might be thoroughly 
gone into.

Aid. Yates supported Aid. Davey's 
questions to the city's experts.

His Worship said that the arguments 
of some of the members of the com­
mittee looked like forfeiting the asset 
at Elk lake.

It must be remembered that every 
additional thousand gallons got in a 
new district cost a lot of money.

Aid. Vincent thought that all that 
would be done this year in bringing 
additional water in would not be much.

There Is to -Be No Change in the 
Stringency Now Observed.

There is evidently no intentio* on 
the part of the horticultural board of 
this province to- lessen the stringency 
of the inspection of fruit coming into 
British Columbia.

Thp provincial fruit inspector, seen 
at his office, Vancouver, by a repre­
sentative of the News-Advertiser and 
asked If any change had been made in 
the system and strictness of fruit in­
spection sjnee the meeting ot Tuesday 
last, said f

“No, we cannot with any degree of 
safety to our own fruit industry, which 
is advancing by leaps and bounds, re­
lax our efforts to prevent the distribu­
tion of dangerous insect pests which 
are devastating the orchards of Cali­
fornia. You will recollect that at the 
Tuesday meeting I read off some sta­
tistics of the loss to California peach 
growers by ‘anarsia limetella,’ 
monly known as the peach worm, 
which, by the way, is one of the worst 
strawberry pests and attacks all stone 
fruits. I think these statistics should 
have been given in the report of the 
meeting so that the public may be able 
to judge fairly between the importers 
and the inspectors. These are the 
losses reported in bulletin 144, Berkley 
Agricultural College, Cal.: 1898—25 per 
cent, of 1,103 carloads, $220; 1899—25 per

Aid. Stewart said the committee had 
got information from the city en­
gineer, a second engineer, the water 
commissioner and Mr. Priest. This 
was that the water supply would be 
doubled by the scheme proposed. No 
matter what system was adopted the 
distribution system was needed; a 
tank was also required for the high 
levels. There yet remained the ques­
tion of meters. If the pump gave 700,- 
000 gallons extra and the meters saved 
300.000 more there would be abundance 
of water. The pump was required only 
for the four dry months. There were 
no complaints in the remaining months. 
There was thus only $8,000 expense in 
the scheme intended for the next two 
years.

He did not believe in taking up the 
12-inch main. It should be kept there 
under any case.

To go to Elk lake meant spending 
half a million dollars to get half a 
million gallons. The Highland district 
could be reached at about the same ex­
pense, and give a much better supply 
he believed. It, therefore, seemed a 
wise move to go to the Highland dis­
trict.

His Worship wished to know if in 
the winter time there was water en­
ough without pumping for fire pur­
poses:

Aid. Stewart thought there was suf­
ficient water to fight any reasonable 
fire. It Was not practical to try to put 
in a system for a fire involving the 
whole city.

His Worship said the pipes were not 
filled now. How would larger pipes be 
filled.

Aid. Stewart said they would be fill­
ed. They were filled now or water 
would not be supplied.

Aid. Hall said that if provision was 
to be made against fires like the New 
Westminster one it would be necessary 
to put reservoirs in the city. He had 
got expert advice in support of this.

Aid. Stewart said there was not fire 
apparatus enough to pump the mains 
dry at the present time.

Aid. Vincent said that at the city 
hall in the summer the pressure was 
60 pounds. This was a good pressure, 
and he doubted whether much higher 
should be sought as there would then 
be trouble with the domestic pipes.

His Worship said that at the pre- 
' sent time the city. was trusting to a 
rather fickle proposition in the Dairy 
farm pumps. Two-thirds of the water 
of the city was coming through these 
pumps. There was no duplicate for 
them. If anything happened to a 
pump the city was left in a critical 
condition. With a big main to the city 
the lake was brought that much near­
er to Victoria.

It was first to be decided whether 
Elk lake was to be gone to for water. 
Second, was the council satisfied that 
there was 2,000,000 gallons or 2,500,000 
gallons a day supply permanently at 
Elk lake.

Aid. Fulerton said that these ques­
tions must be reduced to the form of 
a motion. The members of the coun­
cil should not be called upon to an­
swer these.

Aid. Yates proposed that the council 
go into committee of the whole to dis­
cuss the schemes connected with water 
supply.

His Worship said that he was de­
termined that there should not be a 
mistake made. He wished to be posi­
tive on this question. If it was found 
that the committee's scheme was the 
best he would support it to the fullest 
extent. There had been mistakes en­
ough made in the past, and did not 
wish the council to go into any mis­
take again.

WINDY ARM DISTRICT,

Good Prospects of New Northern Camp 
as Forecasted by Provincial 

Mineralogist.

Tlie last number of the Atlin Claim to 
hand has this to say of the new mining 
camp on the border between this province 
and Yukon Territory :

"Last October the provincial mineralo­
gist reported on the Windy Arm district 
and gave the opinion that the British 
Columbia side of the inter-provincial line 
would ultimately turn out to be the rich­
er. Since that time a lot of prospecting 
and development work lias been carried 
on over the belt of country extending 
from Toochi lake to the foot of the lake 
south of Golden Gate. From what we can 
gather from prospectors, from mining 
men who have examined many of these 
propositions, and from the assays, we be­
lieve that we have in our district one of 
the richest mineral belts in the province.

"Dale and Johnson are working on their 
claims near the western end of Toochi 
lake, and, from the showing made, they 
will no doubt be successful.

Sweet, Berger and Fleming, of Spruce 
creek, have been working in the district 
since early in March, opening up their 
properties on Taku Arm and Toochi, and 
they are to be congratulated on the mag­
nificent showing they have made.

Were these remarks addressed to 
the public, the benefits accruing to 
them from discoveries pertaining to 
hygiene, purity of food, milk and 
water supply, etc., could be dilated 
upon, but this would form a subject 
worthy in itself of seperate presenta­
tion, and beyond present intentions.

“Though purposely avoiding special 
mention of the diseases, which 
through scientific investigation, have 
been prominently brought to public 
and professional notice, I cannot' re­
frain from asking your serious consid­
eration of the movement and Interest 
aroused by the universal efforts to 
combat the ravages of The White 
Plague’—tuberculosis.

“Upon the medical profession de­
pends, to a great degree, the success 
of efforts to intelligently apply the 
modern methods of opposing and 
counteracting the communication of 
this subtle and dread scourage of hu­
manity. It is our duty to educate the 
‘masses,’ as to the contagious char­
acter of this wide-spread malady. 
Though greater progress has been 
made in the eastern provinces of the 
Dominion and the republic south of us, 
we are now taking more active inter­
est in this modern crusade and, through 
the untiring efforts of the secretary of 
our provincial board of health, definite 
steps are now being taken for the es­
tablishing of a sanitarium.

“The consideration of ‘prevention of 
tuberculosis’ opens to view the limit­
less field of preventive medicines in 
general, a field so vast that I merely 
mention it, so that the intimate rela­
tions between the profession and the 
public may arouse the attention and 
interest the cause demands.”

The janitor of the High school re­
ported that owing to the lack of water 
it was’ impossible to keep all the 
grounds in good shape.

The origin of the Drosdovitch-Wilson 
feud is lost in the mists of antiqui' . 
It dates back several years, when the 
burly health officer was compelled to 
retire under the combined invective 
and knock-out blows of the lady in 
question. The last trouble, and yester­
day’s final triumph of Wilson, is, how­
ever, a matter of more recent occur­
rence. It first came before the city 
council on June 4th, when Simon and 
Max Leiser, residents of Pandora 
street, near the Drosdovitch premises, 
headed a large delegation and present­
ed a petition demanding the removal 
not only of the stables, but also the 
dwelling.

Several astonishing allegations we: e 
contained in the petition which read, 
in part as follows:

Mrs. Drosdovitch and her son, at a 
hours of the day and night, are constate 
ly yelling and shouting for the expr-s.

On Monday the Welch concern 
at Bellingham was paying as high as 
fifty cents for sockeyes, and all that 
could be obtained from purse seines 
was 25 fish. There were no lifts at the 
Anacortes traps on Monday, the last 
day upon which reports have been re­
ceived, and the total landed at Belling­
ham was only 3,500. This was made 
up of 2,200 at Point Roberts, 400 at 
Boundary'Bay, 500 at Cherry Point and 
400 in the Salmon Banks.

“This has certainly been an off year 
for traps in the Straits. One or two ' 
have done pretty well with spring sal­
mon, but sockeyes have been an abso­
lute failure. The few that have done 
well have probably paid for their in­
stallation, and a considerable margin 
beside, but the others have not paid 
cost of operation. It must be taken 
into consideration that a fish trap costs 
in the vicinity of $10,000. This has been 
an unfavorable season—one of high 
tides and heavy winds. Many traps 
have had their leads destroyed two or 
three times, and this entails heavy ex­
penses. When you consider that re­
placing leads costs not only for driving 
of piles, but for stretching webbing 
from several feet above the surface to 
the bottom of the water you can easily 
see that a lot of fish must be caught to 
repay these sums. For instance, the 
Clover Point trap, near Victoria, had 
its leads destroyed three times during 
1906.

“The high tides and heavy winds 
have, in my opinion, been responsible 
for the failure of the fish traps in the 
Straits. This has been felt on both 
sides of thè line; British Columbia is 
not the only place that suffered. The 
Straits are about thirty miles in width 
and, with the exception of a couple 
about a mile out, all the traps on this 
side run out from the shore and none 
exceed 2,600 feet in length. This is a 
very small strip of the Straits, and as 
the fish have been forced more tow-ards 
the cetitre by the high tides there have 
been very few- fish caught. Hut this has 
been a remarkable year. Before the 
traps were built observations were 
made by the canners as to their prob­
able catch after erection, and it was 
thought that there would be a good 
profit. There certainly was for the few 
that were operated last year.

“I believe, however, that in years 
where the weather is favorable the 
traps will be very profitable. Of course, 
there are a large number already built, 
about 27, w'hich I think is a limit that 
will never be exceeded in the Straits. 
There are many cannerymen w'ho built 
them as an experiment and a protec­
tion in case of a big run. All the can­
neries, nearby, are on the Fraser, and 
they hoped to be able to secure part 
of the pack at a cheaper rate than 
must be paid to net fishermen. The 
salmon canning industry is all more or 
less of a gamble, and these chances j. 
have to be taken. Next year it is more 
than likely any losses made this sea­
son will be recouped, and a consider­
able profit made in addition. Big cor­
porations such as B. C. Packers’ Asso­
ciation and the Anglo-B. C. Packing 
Company have canneries at all knowm 
suitable points; on the Fraser, Naas 
and Skeena rivers and at Rivers Inlet

*o increased as to make the work of 
putting a pack together much more ex­
pensive than heretofore. Their posi­
tion, how'ever, is clearly outlined in the 
aforementioned memorial, which fol­
lows:

Westminster—

‘Obser-
purchasing is done openly. Only a 
few days ago a man had a big scow 
well off the mouth of the Fraser, and 
bought all the fish that came along.

“This is a true account of the pre­
sent situation. But do not forget that 
I expect to see the traps do much bet­
ter next year as the peculiar conditions 
of wind and tide that have marred the 
present season may not reappear for 
a decade.”

Commissioner Babcock was seen on 
the matter, but refused to give any 
opinion on the situation until after the 
completion of the pack. He was shown 
the above interview, and given the 
name of the authority.

North Canada Fur Company Is Meeting 
With Great Success During First 

Season. WEEKLY WEATHE:

According to reports received from its 
managers in Cassiar, the North Canada 
Fur and Transportation Company is 
meeting with a large amount of success 
in its initial season's operations.

The first shipment of fifteen tons of 
goods for barter was quickly disposed of
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August 6th, 1906.

To Professor Prince and the Members of 
the Fisheries Commission, Vancouver:

Gentlemen:—I have been instructed by 
the members of the above association to 
draw your attention to the serious and 
baneful effects which the increased 
Chinese poll tax has had upon the salmon- 
canning industry in this province. As 
you are aware, about two years ago the 
head tax on Chinese emigrants coming 
into Canada was raised to $500 from $100, 
the amount at which it formerly stood. 
Since that time practically no Chinese 
have come in to take the place of those 
who have died or returned home to China 
for good. The result has been that farm­
ers, fruit growers, householders and 
every person needing Chinese helpers, 
but mere especially canners, have found 
it impossible to procure the necessary 
hands, and consequently the rate of 
wages to Chinese laborers has increased 
about three-fold. You will recognize how 
seriously this has affected the canners 
and increased the cost of their packs, as 
owing to the small population here, it is 
not possible to procure white helpers to 
take the place of the Chinese. The can­
ners on Puget Sound, and in Oregon and 
California, do not experience this diffi­
culty nearly so much, as, with the large 
population behind them, they can much 
more easily supply their requirements.

The canners respectfully submit that 
whilst your lion, commission is pursuing 
its labors here, it would be well, if evi­
dence were obtained in this connection, 
and. if the effects of the tax are found 
to be as stated, such representations be 
embodied in the- report as will induce 
the Dominion government to lower the 
rate to the former figure—viz., $100.

THOUSANDS HEARD THE

Rowland Brittain, patent attorney, 
Vancouver, obtained recently for Felix 
Hughes, of the same city, a Canadian 
patent on a skid-setting gauge and 
designed to enable the skid timbers of 
a logging road to be more expeditiously 
and correctly set in the bed of the 
track way so that the tops of the 
skids will form an even path for the 
logs, and will be firmly bedded in un­
broken ground.

In applying this system the inventor 
sets out along each side of the cleared 
skidway a line of stakes or pickets 
over the tops of which the track layer 
first aligns by the eye the contour of 
the track. The trenches for the recep­
tion of the skid timbers are then dug 
to the necessary depth at each end to 
provide a bed for the several skid 
timbers whatever their depth dimen­
sion may happen to be, for which pur­
pose the gauge which is the subject 
matter of this patent is particularly 
designed, as the gauge is constructed 
to add the depth of each skid timber 
to the height which the tops of the 
pickets are above the desired tops of 
the skid timbers when bedded. By 
this means the trenches for the recep­
tion of the skid timbers may be dug 
with assurance that no skid will re­
quire to be lifted or lowered after it is 
once set and as the skid timbers are 
bedded on unbroken ground no dffi- 
culty will be experienced from the set­
tling of the timbers in use as is fre­
quently the case where a skid timber 
having been set too low has to be lift­
ed and loose soil packed under it. The 
use of this gauge will ensure a more 
satisfactory skidway and one that can 
be more rapidly constructed as no 
time will be wasted in bedding the 
skids where the men work with cer­
tainty as to the depth of trench re­
quired. Mr. Hughes is at present mak­
ing arrangements for the manufacture 
of his gauge in quantities to satisfy 
the expected demand.

“The cessation of pelagic sealing ap­
pears to be in sight, and has had » 
very important effect upon the owner- 
of the Victoria sealing fleet. It is, . 
course, among the possibilities that th- 
United States may consent to purchas- 
the paraphernalia of the fleet as a 
dition of the general agreement, ai i 
this fact appears to be regarded as a 
very substantial offset to the destrur- 
tion of the pelagic sealing. The Can­
adian hunters, however, appear to b - 
lleve that the United States will p 
something for the ‘goodwill’ of the in­
dustry, and it is reported here that 
traordinary efforts are being made ; . 
secure the largest possible catch dur- 
ing (he current season as a partial 
basis for an estimate of the value r 
the industry.”

“It is among the possibilities tha 
Mr. Edwin W. Sims will inspect th- 
Victoria sealing fleet, and may even c - 
over the books of the sealing combin­
ation before his return to the United 
States. While the question as t„ 
whether the United States will buy 
out the sealing fleet must ultimately 
be determined by congress, there is nn 
high authority for the statement that 
no such price will be considered as was 
suggested when the joint high commis­
sion took the matter ui\ a number of 
years ago. At that time the fleet was 
in far better condition, the annual 
pelagic catch was larger, and the cm - 
dition of the herd was such as to pro­
mise indefinite prosperity to the pela­
gic hunters. At the present time the 
Canadian vessels and paraphernalia 
are much less valuable and the most 
strenuous efforts are required on th» 
part of the sealers to make expenses, 
while the future of the industry is far 
from encouraging.

“The present plan is to frame a 
treaty between the United States on 
the one hand and Great Britain, on 
behalf of Canada, on the other, agree­
ing to certain important modification? 
of the existing sealing regulations. 
These changes, it is believed, will 
either extend materially the 60-mile 
zone about the Pribyloffs, or put a stop 
to pelagic sealing in Behring Sea, As 
already intimated, they will also prob­
ably provide additional protection for 
the seal herd before it reaches Behring 
Sea in the spring. These concessions, 
it will be noted, are to be made by 
Great Britain on behalf of Canada. 
The United States will be called upon 
to suspend killing on the Pribyloffs.
