"Raffway Tralfic Officials Wit D2 Al 1n
Their Power to Accommodate

porters of New York just now are un-
dergoing one of the-most severe experi-
ences in  their trade’s history. They
have bought largely in the west, con-
tracted for delivery on the othér side
and have engaged berth room on out-
going steamships, yet on account of their
are sailing with little and
> losses are being suffered.

“Traffic officials of the rzilroads con-
stituting the Trunk Line Association at
a. meeting yesterday with the grain com-
mittee of the produce exchange made
definite promises to at onece relieve the
grain freight blockade at Buffalo, which
is so seriously affecting:the export busi-
ness at New York. It was
stated last evening that the grain men

Exporters,
however, found that-as a result. of the
blockade they were unable to deliver the
grain to the steamers and a loss of the
freight charges, amounting to from
three to six cents a bushel, was invelv-
ed. This necessitated purchasing grain
for spot delivery in the open market, and
as local sunplies are so - limited the
natural effect was a sudden increase in
spot prices.

“A specific instance is the export grade
of- corn (No. 2 mixed) which sold last
week at 5814 cents, while yesterday’s
qunotation was 61 cents. There has not
been a corresponding advance in the op-
tion prices of corn or wheat, so that oper-
ators have not been able to sell in- this
market against their blockaded stocks.
The matter hds special significance to
the exporters of New York as the con-
gestion is more*particularly at the Buf-
falo gateway, and does not extend as
acutely to New York’s rival ports. The
situation is one that has been' particu«
larly injurious to the export flour trade,
as especially large flour contracts have

THE PEACE TREATY.
Will Become Effective Without Formal Ex-
change of Ratifications at Washington.
Washington, Oct. 9.—The treaty of peace

between Russia and Japan will become

effective upon its approval, without waliting |

the formal exchange of ratifications at
Washington. This information was impart-
ed at the Japanese legation to-day. This
f‘om‘se has been decided upon that the
speediest possible termination of the war
may be had.

The treaty, it is understood, has passed
through the necessary preliminary stages of
approval in each country, and is now be-
fore the respective Emperors of Japan and
Russia for the royal signatures. As soon as
it has beepn signed this fact will be com-
municated by cable to the state department
at *Washington. The Washington govern-

With'this accomplishment the
war will be at an end. The formal ex-
change of ratifications will be ‘carried out in
Washington assoon thereafter as the signed
treaties reach here.

This fermal. exchange was accomplished
by the drawing up and signing of a protocol
or memorandum of exchange by special
plenipotentiaries  commissioned. for that
purpose. Besides signing the protocol, the
-copy of the treaty which the Emperor of
Russia has signed will be deliyered to the
Japanese plenipotentiary for transmission
to Japam, and the copy signed by the Em-
peror of Japan likewise will. be delivered
for transfer to St. Petersburg, - This, func-
tion, aceotding to- present intentions;
be devoid of all formality. -As yet the spe-
ecial plenipotentiaries . have not- been com-
missioned and no arrangements- have been
made for’ the ‘exchange.

HOUSE WRECKED.

Miner in Jail Charged With Having At-
tempted to Murder Entire Family.

Oct. 9.—Charged with attempt-
ing to murder an entire family by blaw-
ing up their house with dynamite, Frank
Hadevis, a French miner, was brought
to the city from Ravensdale by Deputy
Sheriff Natt Starwich at midnight last
night and lodged in the county jail.

home afire. Alfreds, his wife and three
children were rescued from'the wreck of
the building, and although none was
seriously injured, all were badly bruised.

Deputy Sheriff Starwich, who lives
next door, was the first man on the
scene, and rescued the family before
the fire had seriously injured them, In
speaking of the matter, Mr. Starwich
said: “I was awakened at 1 o’clock by a
terrific explosion that shook the entire
house. Rushing out, I saw George Al-
freds’ house a ruined pile of boards, and
a few tongues of flame ereeping up
through the crevices. I hastily put out
the fire and pulled Alfreds and his wife
and children from the wreck. The thick
mattress was all that saved Alfreds and
his wife. They were blown to the ceil-
ing, but the force of the explosion was
lost on the mattress, which also saved
them when they fell. 'The charge of

Says That While on His Way to Seattle
He Was ““Treated Like a-
Chisaman.”

Chicago, Oect. 10,—Dr. Theodore Zincke,
professor of chemistry, in the University
of s Marburg, Germany, +who passed
through Chicago yesterday on His wa¥
to New ¥York, declared that although he
had travelled all over Asia and Africa,
he never before received such discourte-
ous ‘treatment as was given him when
he entered the United Stats. He assert-
ed that on his way to Seattle last week
he was treated like a Chinaman, and.
forced to pay a fee of $2 before he was
allowed to cross the boundary line.

Prof. Zincke was a classmate of Ira
Remsen, one of the authorities on chem-
istry in the United States. His visit to
Chicago was to renew his friendship with
two of his former pupils, Max Henius
and Dr. Robt. Wahl. To them he as-
serted that on his arrival in Germany he
will lay the matter befere the bureau of
foreigh affairs. He is accustomed to
spend three months of every year in
travel, and this year he came to America
to view the grand canon of the Colorado
and to visit Alaska.

On his return from the Klondike he
took a steamer from Vancouver to Seat-
tle, and it was while on board this boat
that an unknown official “treated him
like “a  Chinaman.”

After he had answered “numberless
interrogations” he was told that he was
an "alien and was compelled to pay $2
as a fee for being allowed to land.

Sirs W. Mulock to Be Chief Justice of
New Exchequer Court Division
in Toronto.

Ottawa, Oct, 12.—Sir William Mulock
will be appointed Chief Justice of: the
new Exchequer court division in Tor-
onto. A. B. Aylesworth will run in
North York. - He will not only get Sir
William’s constitdency but his depart-
ment. The new minister will become
postmaster-general.

Allen Bristol Aylesworth, K.C.,~ was
born at Newburgh, Out.,  November
27th, 1854, and was educated at New-
burgh High school and at T@onto Uni-
versity (B.A. and Prince’s prizeman,
1875). ‘He was called to the bar in 1878.
Created a K.C. by the Ontario govern-
ment in 1889, he received a similar dis-
tinction from the Earl of Derby, Gov-
eror-General of Canada, 1890. He is also
a bencher of the Law Society of Upper
Canada and a senator of Toronto Uni-
versity. He married in 1878 Adelaide
Augusta, daughter of C. H. Miller. Mr.
Aylesworth was appointed commissioner
for the Alaskan boundary in succession
to the late Mr. Justice Armour.

LOST FIRST LAW SUIT.,

Crown Prince of Germany Sought to
Recover Taxes Which He Paid
Under Protest.

Berlin, Oct. 12.—The Crown Prince
has had his first lawsuit and lost it,
greatly to his annoyance.

Hw owns a valuable estate mear the
town of Oels, which he inherited froem
his grandfather, the late Kaiser Fred-
erick, and some time ago a tax collector
presented him with a bill for $1,250,
whiech “he at first refused to pay, ¢laim-
ing-that as a member of the imperial
family he was exempt from all taxes.

He finally. paid under pretest and
brought an action against the town. The
court, however, decided that although the
Jaw exempts members of the Kaiser’s
family from paying state taxes, it does
not apply to provinces, cities and towns,
which are privileged to make their own
laws concerning local taxes, and the hope
of the young prince of recovering his
money has vanished.

MOTOR BOOTS.
New Method of Locomotion " Discovered
‘by Geneva Engineer,

Geneva, Oct. 12.—The Basler Nach-
richton is authority ‘for the statement
that a clever young engineer has succeed-
ed in manufacturing a pair of moter
boots. ,

The new invention, which has been
tried with the greatest success, consists
of a pair of stout boots, each of which
is nothing more or less than a minature
motor car mounted on four wheels of
about a foot in diameter. The two feet
work independently of each other, and
should one motor boot break down the
other will -carry the traveller along with-
out difficulty. The motor boots are ex-
ceptionally light, compact, and strong,
working by petrol on a new plan, whieh
the inventor keeps secret.

It is claimed that an ordinary pedes-
trian can travel all day over average
country roads at a pace of twelve miles
an “hour without experiencing the least
fatigue. The motor boots can be started
or stopped in an instant by a epring at-
tached to the belt of the traveller.

OBJECTS SOUGHT BY
SIR. ‘FRED. POLLOCK

"Outlines of Scheme of Imperial Organi-
zation of Which He is'Leading
Exponent.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Sir Frederick Pollock,
lish jurist, will, it is expected, reach the
city to-morrow. He will be given a recep-
tion by the mewmbers of the local bar. Sit
Krederick, who Is malklui; his third trip te
Canada, says that the purpose of it is to
obtain suggestions and opinions from Cana-
dians on the question of Imperial organiza-
tion.

Sir Frederick:Pollock, in the introduction
to-his pamphlet on tae subject, says:

“We have to look for some plan which
will avoid elaborate legislation and formal
change In the constitution. 1f possiple, it
should be capable (the whole maiter being
novel and ‘experimental) .of being enlarged
or modified according to what.is found most
useful by trial. It seems tHat we must dis-
tinctly renounce the invention ¢of any new
kind of executive or compulsory power. No
such power should be accepted by wue colo-
nies, unless our information 18 wholly at
fault. We must therefore be content with a
council of advice which will have only ‘per-
suasive autherity.’ ”

Regarding the constitution of this advisory
council Sir Frederick says that the most
regular _and easy way of establishing it
would be in the shape of a committee of the
privy council. - “Such a committee,”” he con-
tinues, ‘‘which might be cailed the Imperial
committee (but whether committee, boara
or couneil is rather a detail),
marked from the fifst as being a dignified
and important body not attached to any
particular department, but concernmed with
the affairs of the Empire as a whole. It
would not meddle with the art of war,
~whieh is already well taken in hand by the
committee of Imperial defence, .although it
is quite possible that useful communications
might pass between the two bodies. Its
province would be questions involving mat-
ters of Imperial interest not confined to
one colony or dependency, and not capable
of being disposed of by the action of the
colonlal effice or any- other single depart-
ment of state. For dealing with questions
of information and advice a-révival of ’the
ancient funetions of the King’s council in a
form appropriate to modern requirements
appears preferable to any violent innova-
tion. * -* * ¥t must be clearly understood
that no proposal is now made either to bind
any eolonial government beforehand to the
acceptance of any deeision which ft has not
specifically approved, or to interfere with
the powetr and duty of the King’s miinisters
here to take prompt and decisive action, at
need, on their own Tespensibility, * * =
As to the constitution of the Imperial com-

SIR. W. MULOCK
ABOUT T0 RETIRE

INTENDS TO WITHDRAW
FROM POLITICAL. LIFE

'Will Probably Accept Position on Bench
==A, B. Aylesworth to Run
in North York.

Ottawa, Oect. 11.—Sir William Mulock

is retiring from the cabinet and from po-
litical life.
.{An official announcement ito this effect
will be made within the next twenty-four
hours. So far nothing official is obtain-
able. Nevertheless the postmaster-gen-
eral is resigning from the government
and the House of Commons as well. It
is probable that he will accept the va-
cancy:on the Superior court bench in On-
tario.

For some time past Sir William has not
been in the very best of health, and his
friends have been pressing upon him to
take a rest. He has been a most inde-
fatigable worker for many years, and
leaves behind evidences of this in many
postal reforms which he has establishede
and labor disputes which he settled. His
department was in a muddle with a de-
fieit of about $800,000 when he took hold,
and the revenue now pays for the expen-
diture, notwithstanding a big saving
which the people have obtained through
the reduced postage.

As already briefly mentioned among
the last acts of the postmaster-general
was the adoption of a plan which it is
hoped will benefit an afflicted class of
persons in' Canada.

A list is being made up from
which selections will be | made. Deaf
mutes who desire to enter the postal ser-
vice should make application to have
their names placed on the list. This is
not the first humane plan" Sir William
has adopted. A few years ago he ob-
tained an amendment to the postal law
which granted free transmission through
the mails of printed matter for the blind.

Ottawa, Oct. 11.—The following in-
formation regarding the resignation of
Sir W. Mulock was semi-officially made
known here to-day:

During the winter of 1901 Sir William
was sent by the government to Australia
to represent Canada at the inauguration
proceedings of the Australian common-
weaith, and durling the somewhat stormy
passage across the Atlantic contracted an
attack ‘of neuritis, which lasted many
months, leaving behind a rheumatie con-
dition which in a man of his years is in-
tensified by the severe strain of public
life. Though the trouble thus arising is
more or less domant he has been advised
that he must seek occupation less exact-
ing and less ‘wearing upon his nervous
system if he is to retain his health.

Sir William. has decided to withdraw
from public life, and has placed his
resignation in Sir ‘Wilfrid Laurier’s

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CHINESE WiLL
CLAIN DAMAGES

FOR DEPORTATION OF
IMMIGRANTS FROM STATES

Complete Bill Will Not. Be Submitted
Until the Amount Exceeds One
Million Doilars.

New York, Oect. 11.—A Washington
dispatch to the Tribune says that a new
phase of China’s policy of retaliation
against the United States because of its
exclusion laws was discussed at the
capital, namely, the activity with which
officials of the Chinese legation are col-
lecting claims of damage for the deporta-
tion of Chinese immigrants for presenta-
tion to the state department.

The claims arise from the Chinese con-
tention that the Burlingame treaty of
1868, which does not restrict immigra-
tion, is the only existing contract be-
tween the two governments since the
treaty of 1804 lapsed. Every Chinaman
who is deported is accordingly encourag-
ed by the Chinese government to file a
claim with the legation in Washington
stating the financial loss and personal
suffering entailed. These claims ‘aver-
age over $1,000 each, and hundreds of
them have been received at the legation,
where the officials are now busy putting
them in shape. The complete bill, it is
understood. will not be presented to the
state department until the amount ex-
ceeds $1,000,000. Anticipating that the
United States government will not admit
the wvalidity of the claims, it is under-

Y stood that China will be prepared to ap-

peal to The Hague tribunal for a settle-
ment of claims. Legation officials ex-
plain the collection of claims on the
ground that they will make clear before
the world ‘China’s attitude toward the
exclasion laws.

The Chinese government argues that
the treaty of 1868, known as the Burlin-
game, is still in effect. The treaty of
1880, which especially provides for limit-
ing the immigration of Chinese laborers
to this country but which did not ex-
clude them altogether, was abrogated, ac-
cording to the ‘Chinese, by the United
States when congress passed a law in
1888 excluding Chinese laborers. - This
law was made by the United States
against the protest of China, and was
therefore only a domestic law, and not
an international contract. The Chinese
say, however, that it made void the vre-
vious contract of 1880, which was cordi-
ally entered .into by both parties. The
treaty of 1894 recognized the right of
both countries to exclude the citizens of
the other, but it lapsed a year ago. Ne-
gotiations for a new treaty to take its
place have failed.

In presenting these claims and offering
to Sumbit them to The Hague, the Chi-
nese government seeks to draw. a com-
parison between the exclusion law claims
and the claims filed against the United
States by Great: Britain in‘'1883 in the
Behring Nea controversy.” In that case
the law of congress prohibited the poach-
ing by.Canadians in the Behring Sea,

of certain Canadian' vessels in the Behr-

ing Sea.

JEWS IN RUSSIA

NATIONAL ASSEMBLY
WILL PREPARE LEGISLATION

Meanwhile the Czar Has Authorized the
Admission of Jewish Students
to the Universities

St. Petersburg, Oct. 11.-~Emperor
Nicholas has decided to turn ower to the
National Assembly the final 'settlement
of the question of the abolition of the

restrictions on Jews being;/ admitted to
the universities, with other general legis-
lation relative to the status of Jews.

In réply to a petition fisom the faculties
of the St. Petersburg 2,nd Moscéw uni-
versities advocating ths unrestricted ad-
mission of Jewish stu dents submitted to
him by General Glas,off, the minister of
education, the Empc.ror has notified the
faculties of the above decision, and at the
same time pending the action of the Na-
tional Assembly. he has authorized the
admission of Jews who are applying this
vear in excess of the legal percentage.

The ministry of education is elaborat-
ing a bill proziding fdr the removal of
the restrictior,s on the admission of Jews
to the unive:ssities.

EARL GREY'S SPEECH.

Spoke at. Winnipeg on ‘“Ideals For Can-
adian Clubs.”

Wir.nipeg, Oct. 10.—Before 250 repre-
sentr tives, Barl Grey addressed the
Wianipeg Club on “Ideals for Canadian
Clabs,” pointing out that such clubs
¢ryuld protect a city against ;.ruft and
joodling. "He had been struck, in driv-
ing about the city, by the signs on the
streets, “Citizens, protect your property.’
He trusted that these words would be in-
terpreted to mean that citizens should
protect not only the grass of the boule-
vards, but also the more exteded pro-
perty of the city. 'In many cities a few
men had succeeded in doing wonders in
purifying municipal life, and in all cities
there should be such men who would de-
vote time and energy to the purification
and elevation of city life. There is no
time so momentive in the life of a city’s
youth, and now is the time when in Win-
nipeg the Canada Club should do its ut-
most to make the future of the country.

He had learned that in Canada there
existed most extensive cosmopolitan
races. Many regarded this as a weak-
ness. He regarded it as ‘a source of
strength. There was much which the
Canadian might learn from the Galician,
much to be learned from the Doukho-
bors, much to be learned from the Ger-
man, the Frenchman, or even the Scots-
man. (Much laughter.) What must be
done in Canada is to take all these yari-
ous nationalities and mould them into
good, high-class Canadians. No city
could have too high an aim, no eclub
could have too high a purpose.

It is
a most astonishing thing how small a
group of united men can bring these ob-
jects to pass. If in a city there was
e™n one man whose aims are the highest
and who would devote himself unremit-
tingly to this work, there is no limit to
what he might accomplish in the way of
development of a high civic and social
life.

His Excellency closed his brief ad-

THE HAGUE CONFERENCE.

Germany Namés Condition Under Which
She Will Accept Russia’s Invitation,

Berlin, Oct.
Germany -will accept Ruesia’s second In-
vitation to attend the second peace con-
ference at The Hague on the condition that
the points to be diseussed shall be arranged
in advance by an interchange of communi-
cations among the powers so that the sub-
jects of the conference.may be defined with
precision, thus avoiding questions upon
which any power has reservations.

Germany naturally will wish the ques-
tion of disarmament to be. off the programme
as one which cannot lead to a practical
agreement.

Great Britain, it is also pointed out, has
a speecial position on. certain neutrality
practices, such as the length of time a bel-
ligerent may stay and coal in a neutral port.

The acceptance of Germany's suggestion
will probably delay the assembling of the
conference, but will save time after the
delegates meet, and it is belleved that the
participating countries will thus be able to
avoid embarrassing situations.

Representatives to the Grand Lodge of
Odd Fellows Returns Home.

SCHOONER WAS IN
HAND OF MUTINEERS

Four White Men and One Negro Mur-
dered—Four Bodies Thrown

Overboard.

Wilmington, N. C., Oet. 11.—The
schooner Blanche H. King, Capt. J. W.
Taylor, bound from Brunswick, Ga., to
Philadelphia, put into Southport to-day.
bringing in irons three' negroes, all that
remained of the crew of the four-masted
schooner Harry A. Berwind. ~Captain
Rumill and the mate, cook and engineer
—the latter who did -the hoisting work
aboard the vessel—apparently had been
killed in a mutiny and their bodies
thrown- overboard; and the body of a
fourth sailor, a negro, was found lying
on the deck, where he too had been
killed.

The Harry A. Berwind was bound to
Philadelphia from Mobile, which port
she lett September 23rd. She was sight-
ed early to-day thrity miles off the Cape
Fear bay by Capt, Taylor, whose at-
tention was attracted by the reckless
manner in which the ill-fated vessel was
being steered, threatening to run down
his own vessel. Capt. Taylor and crew
boarded the vessel and placing the ne-
groes in irons, brought the two vessels off
the bar, when the other was towed in by
Wilmington tugs. It has developed from
the stories of the negroes brought in
irons by the King that the trouble
arose -as the result of a quarrel aboard
the ship about the food for breakfast.

The King was sighted by the Berwind
about thirty miles east of Frying Pan
dghtship, and - in response to. a signal
Capt. Taylor sent his mate, engineer and
part of the crew on board.

The berth of the mate was spattered
with blood, indicating that he was
butchered in bed. After -the boarding
party from the King handcuffed the
mutineers on the ship, one of the negroes
complained that the irons were too tight
and hurt him. The bracelet on the ne-
gro’s arm: was loosened, when the ecap-
tive whipped out a pistol and shot one
of his own crew. The total killed is
four whites and one negro, the names of
which cannot be learned to-night,

the Berwind, which is still off the bay.

BRITISH FLEET.
Is Due¢ at Yokohama on Wednesday—

Moscow, Oct. 9.—Complete order has
been restored in the streets by the police
and military patrols, reinforced by a regi-
ment of dragocns from Tyer. - Work ‘was
resumed to-day in some sections of the
city, but the strike continues elsewhere.
At the meeting of street railway em-
ployees to-day a majority voted to accept
the concessious offered by the employers,
and it is believed the service will be re-
sumed to-morrow, (

It is persistently reported that the
steam railroad employees will strike on
Wednesday.

It has been definitely ascertained that
no one was killed during the disturbances
of Saturday, but 75 persons were wound-
ed, including the officers of the gen-
darmerie, three Cossacks and one police-
man severely, and twenty policemen,
gendarmerie and Cossacks slightly.

When the troops fired on the houses
from ywhich the stones were thrown, all
the bullets ledged in the ceilings - and
there were no casualties. Two hundred
persons wera arrested on Saturday.
Sixty-five of these were imprisoned and
the remainder released.

The non-appearance of the newspapers,
resulting in a lack of authentic informa-
tion, furnished a field for many alarming
rumors, among them one to the effect
that there had been a collision between
the troops and the mob, in which ten per-
sons, variously reported as Cossacks,
police or civilians, were killed. This
rumor has been authoritatively demied.
It was also reported that artillery had
beeen posted in front of the palace of
Governor-General Durnovo to defend it
against anticipated attack.

A meeting of workmen to-day sent a
deputation to the chief of police to ask
permission to hold a mass meetitg to
discuss questions relating to the strike.
Notwithstanding that the request wasre-
fused, a crowd of 2,000 persons assembl-.
ed at 8 o’clock to-night in the presence
of strong detachments of Cossacks and
other troops and resolved to continue the
stfike until all the employers -had grant-
ed the strikers’ demands. The meeting
then dispersed, after voting to reassemble
to-morrow.

After the exciting events of the last
three days to-day passed in comparative
tranquility. The strike of the bakers,
printers and carmen continued and ‘was
joined by the theatrical mechanics. Two
large gatherings of strikers were held in
the open air, at which red flags were
waved, but otherwise the proceedings
were orderly and the manifestants dis-
persed of their own aceord. There were
no serious collisions with the troops and
the feeling was much less tense, All the
stores except the Philipoff bakery were
reopered. Traffic was resumed: on all the
streets with the exception of the Tversol
boulevard, the centre of the previous dis-
orders, which was closed, with troops
and pelice at all the mtersectmg streete.
Detachments of Cossacks, dragoons and
mounted police,patrolled the vieinity and
kept the crowds moving. Infantry and
cavalry were -kept under arms in the

courtyards of the police stations in vari-

ous quarters of the city.

REACHING TO OCEAN,

E. H. Harriman Has Taken Option of
Astoria & Columbia River
Railroad.

Portland, Ore., Oct. 10.—According to
the Oregonian E. H. Harriman has been
given an option on the Astoria ‘& Colum-
bia river railroad, and whether he will
buy the road will be settled within 30
days. The price is said to be $40,000
per mile.

The Astoria & Columbia road extends
from Goble, a point 40 miles north of
this city, to the Pacific Ocean. a distance
of about 100 miles, It has a traffic lease
over the Northern Pacific railroad by
which it secures entry into Portland,
That lease has 95 years still to run. The
annual rental is $26,000.

" FOUND DEAD.

Bodies of School Teacher and a Barber
Discovered in Country Road.

Haskell, I. T., Oct. 9.—The bodies of
Miss Margaret Lindsay, a school teacher,
and Joseph B. Young, a barber, were

‘found to-day in the road three miles

north of Haskell.  There were marks of
violence on the bodies and a revolver was
found near the scene.

The couple were last seen alive on Sun-
day evening ‘when they drove out of
Haskell in a buggy. The woman taught
at the Stone Bluff country school, near
Haskell. Young lived at Bixhy.. The
sheriff found no clue upon which te
work.

INJUNCTION REFUSED.

Victory For the Gould Interests in the
Wabash Fight,

St. Louis, Mo., Oct. 9.—In the St. Lottis
Cirecuit court to-day Judge Taylor denied
the application of Joseph Ramsey, jr.,
the deposed president of the Wabash
railroad. for an injunction to restrain the
Missouri Pacific and Iron - Mountain
roads or their trustees from voting Wa-
bLash stock held by or for those roads in
the,annual Wabash eléction to be held
in Toleda to-morrow.

News of the decision was telegraphed
to Toledo were Geo. J.' Gould and his
supporters and Mr. Ramsey and his per-
sonal advisors are awaiting the decision.

The * failure of ‘the injunction suit,
which, if successful, would have tied" up
a large quantity of Gould stock, is re-
garded as a mcst potent victory for the
Gould interests.

. HEREDITY VS. ENVIRONMENT

Canadians have had occasion some-
times to criticize the.late Dr. Barnardo,
and to think him a poor friend of this
éountry because from among the thous-
ands whom he sent to these shores some
turned out yicious and committed crimes
which compelled the state to take them
under her care.

'While this was the case his motives

".were rarely questioned, and now. that
he is gone, he is everywhere conceded
his rightful place as one of the greatest
philantropists which the Mother of Na-
tions has ever produced.

Tt iy claimed that out of the sixty
thousand. children. whom he rescued from
the slums, only two per cent, turned out
“pad,” This is a remarkable showing,
‘and this_fact, combined with the ripe
gxpprience which forty years in the work
gaye him, render his views on the com-
parative influence of heredity and en-
vironment of the greatest interest and
value.

A month or two before his death he
epitomized. his experience in the follow-
§ng words:

“As to the scientific method, there is
not much to be said, except this: that
we_haye. demonstrated the superiority of
environment to heredity. I suppose there
has never been such an example in the
world ag our institution affords of the
great fact that heredity is not so invin-
cible a foe to human life as has been
thought.

“We. have proved that if a child who is
2 son or daughter of eriminals or prosti-
tutes, and also the grandson or grand-
daughter of -the same, and of whom we
can prove that the great—grandfather or
great-grandmother we¥é of the same
class—if that child is taken early enough
fro mlts’.evil, environment and planted
down in an absolutely mew, fresh and
Christian environment, and kept in it
tong enough, the power of heredity ap-
pears to be neutralized.

“I have had some eases like that who
may be said to have been damned from
their birth, who are mew living virtuous,
honored and . respectable lives, upon
whom no breath or shadow of evil has
ever fallen, And the same thing is true
as regards the degeneration of type from
the physical, point of view.
been as a nation almost frightened to
death with tales of our physical degener-
ation, and doctrinaries who have come to
me to. gain proof of their view hdave been
over;whe}med with evidence to the very
reyerse. Pany, ill-developed, emaciated
children, born in the gloom and shadow
of .a.sunless life, surrounded by filth, vice
and every incentive ‘to badness, have
come to me, haggard and emaciated,
lqgkmg like little old men or little old
women, while they were still under the
school age. These have been taken in
Dand, and in some cases twelve months,
gnd in other cases two or three years,
have sufficed to wipe out all those phy-
sfcal impressions which appear to be
ineradicable, and a healthy physical life,
wifh .2 joyous childhood, developed in
mind and body, has been the result of
tl_l‘%specjgl training, of the feeding, of
the influences, moral and Christian
wh,:ch have surrounded these children.
I have poiated to some of the worst ex-
amples that come to me as triumphant
proofs that such physical degeneration
as has been deplored is not incurable.”

VICTORIA AS A SEAPORT.

At the recent session of the Royal
Trangportation Commission considerable
was said about the value of Victoria as
an _ocean port. To “those who look no
further than the present the claims made
on. this score may seem extravagant, but,
as Mr. Ashdown said, we must learn to
regard these things as they relate to the
ppésibilities of the future. Mr, Ash-
down yery nat{:rally projects the horizon
of his ideas into the future. ~Although
he is.yet.n the full vigor of ripe man-
hood, he has seen Winnipeg grow from
the smallest begirnings to a city with
greater terminal facilities, so far as
trackage is concerned, than any other on
the continent, and the . vast prairies,
broken only by occasional cart rails, be-
coming gridironed by railways. He
has seen the. discovery of the Red River
w}:eat fields and watched the progress of

events until the fact that Canhada ean
become the chief granary of .the world
has been demonstrated. That such a
man should be impatient of ideas which
deal merely with the necessities of to-
day, and should ask what his informant
had to say of the future, is:.the mest
natural thing in:the world, and his bori-
zon should be adepted by all who study
the possibilities of~the Pacific seaboard
of Canada. It may be interesting  to
some readers to know that Mr. Ashdown
is an Englishman by birth, and that his
broad and hopeful views of the future of
Canada are not prompted by any senti-
mental feelings towards the Dominion as
his native country.

A FORESTRY CONVENTION.
—_— —

A publie convention has been called by
Sir Wilfrid Laurier to ‘be held in Ottawa
on the 10th, 11th and 12th days of Janu-
ary next for the discussion of matters re-
lating to. forestry. Among the many
things with which the name of the Pre-
mier -is identified noné is of more far-
reaching impertanee than this. ‘The de-
mands upon .the forests of Canada are
rapidly increasing. . By the year 4910
nearly 100,000,000 people will be resident
in the United States and Canada, and
their requirements for structpral timber
as well as for wood pulp must be largely
supplied from the. Dominion. True, the
Canadian forests are of vast extent.
Few of us appreciate how vast they are.
An immense region covered with trees of
varying commercial value extends from
the : Atlantic shores of New Brunswiek

and Nova .Scotia, across Quebec and
Northern Ontario, and thence extends in
a great fan-like expanse across ‘Western
Canada, the northern limit - being the
delta of -the Mackenzie, where large cot-
ton woods and spruce, grow within the
Arctic circle, and- the“southern limit be-
ing the international boundary line. Of
this forested area by far the greater part
is. wholly unexploited, but the more valu-
able -woods are being rapidly cut.away.
The pine forests of. the:East are ap-
proaching exhaustion. In the extreme
Eastern 15rox'ix1ces even the spruce, a
rdpidly growing tree, is disappearing at
an alarming rate. The inroads into the
British . Columbia ' forests are becoming
noticeable, and it is- to be remembered
that when ene of our great Douglas firs,
spruces or cedars has been cut down the
product of centuries has been utilized,
and, practically speaking, can never be
replaced. Nothing better illustrates the
rapidity with which the timber supply
of a country can be exhausted than the
fact that the men, who have within the
last few years been buying up timber
lands on the Pacific Coast, are the same
people who bought up the virgin forests
of Wisconsir and Michigan, which they
have now almost depleted of merchant-
able timber. - Between thirty and forty
years ago the forests. of those states
were regarded as of such little value that
shrewd investors bought them wmp for
prices that would to«day be regarded as
nominal. To the forty-five millions of
people in the United States in those days
the problem seemed. to be how to get rid
of the forests.

-Denies:That Military Situation . Forced
‘Hands of Japanesein Concluding
the “War.

According to advices brought by the
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steamer Kanagawa Maru from Japan,
Marguis Yamagata has given out an in- |
teresting statement reviewing the war |
and its origin,-and.explaining why. peace |
was seuglht. In this statement Yama-
gata Says:

“At about the time when ‘we defeated
the Russians at Mukden views to the
| effect that, for the sake of humanity, the

war should be ended, began to beeome
current in’ Europe, and just after our
victory in the Sea of Japan, President [
Roosevelt made a .great effort for the |
restoration of peace. To that endeavor |
we ‘have respondéd by bringing the war |
to’an. end.

Ve ‘are receiving nhumberless re- |
ports as to dissatisfaction .in regard to
the terms of peace. That this shofild
be -so is really inevitable, as men's
opinions differ on all subjects. 'In con-
| cluding peace the government took into
| consideration the present capacity of the
‘Empire, the need +to develop our
ecountry’s ‘resources in the ‘future, the
Russian character which loves “war at
all costs nnd the internatiynal sitnation
.of Japan. “We ‘have come to the con-
{‘clusion®that-the further continuance of
the war ‘woukl not be likely to obtain us
ddequate compensation for what ‘we |
should lose. ¥t -seemed 'to 'us that our
advantage “might remhin ‘the ' same
whether we stop mnow or continue the
struggle. Not only ‘that. but we feared
also that, if we continued ‘‘he “war, “we
might waste the resources which we re-
guired for -egrrying out our intentipns in |
“Korea and in the distriets which we have |
acquired :in - Manchuria. Therefore, we
have concluded ‘peace, and if the terms
|-are unsatisfactory we are quite willing |
| to *bear the .accusations of ‘weakness |
{ whieh are brought against us. Bit there
| is'one thing swhieh T feelthat I.am bound |
{ to explain. I hearsome say: ‘Yamagata |
’n"reed to the. restoration ‘of peace be- |
| causge -he thought the present strength of
the -Japanese iarmy was:insufficient - for
earrying :on the war.’” 'This is-a great |
mistake. I do-not.mind my ewn reputa-
tion being assailed, but I cannot let pass
a suggestion which is hurtful to the pres-
tige of the Japanese army., .I.have been
engaged in military .affairs for:about .40
years, and haye taken, part. in :several
wars,.and I am sure that of these the
war now ended was not the-anost: diffi-
cilt. 'We firmly“believe that our troops
could occupy Harhin, tnless -some unex-
pected afid unavoidable change took place
in favor of ‘the Russian troops. -But for
the reasotis to which I have'already al-
luded, we have preferréd to agree to the
restoration of peace.”

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WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office,
4th to 10th of October.

During the first four days of the week
the weather was unsettled and rainy
throughout the greater portion of the pro-
vince, and on Friday, the 6th, an Important
ocean storm area whi¢h had been hovering
off the Coast moved rapidly inland across
Vancouver Island. This storm area caused
a strong southerly gale not only on the sea-
board extending to the Columbia river, but
on the Straits of Juan de Fuca and Georgia,
where considerable damage was done to
numerous fishing craft. The highest wind
velocity recorded here was 49 miles between
the hours of 2 and 3 p. m., while on the
Washington coast the wind velocity in gusts
reached the rate of 68 miles per hour. This
storm quickly travelled eastward, and by
Sunday, the Sth, it was centred in Manitoba,
where it caused high winds and rain.

During the 8th a vast high barometer area

spread inland over the North Pacific Coast,
and fine weather became general from the
" ‘Atlin district to the Columbia river. This
| fine spell continued to the close of the
week, and upon the last day light frost oc-
curred in portions of Vancouver Is'and and
the Lower Mainland.

“T'wo Japanese were drowned during the
blow last Friday morning, in the Gulf of
Georgia, about five miles off Gower Point,
in.sight ‘of ‘the crew of the tug Vancouver,
Capt. Freeman, of this port,” says the Van-
couver Province.

“While the tug was laboring through: the
heavy seas early im the morning, Capt.
Freeman and the crew saw a fishing boat' in
the far djstance turnu turtle, go completely
over, right herself and turn over again.
Just prior to obsepving the disaster the men
of the Vancouver had séen one man in the
boat, and it is believed that she was mam-
ned by two. The tug ran down to see if
she could see anything of the men, but they
had disappeared beneath the surface by the
time she reached the boat. <

“The boat was picked up, and on Satur-
day afternoon was brought to Vancouver
by the tug. It is mow lying at Heaps’ miil
awaiting a claimant. The boat was fished
by men working for the Kraser River can-
nery.

“To-day an owner turned up to claim the
boat brought into port en Saturday after-
noon by the tug Native. It was thought
that the crew of this boat, which belonged
to the Terra Nova cannery, had been drown-
ed, but it now turns out that the men on
her were among those rescued on Friday
morning by the tug Lorne and brought to
Vancouver.

“The tug Delta, chartered last Saturday
by the Japanese Fishermen’s Union to
cruise the Gulf to search for disabled fish-
ing boats and men in distress, returned to
port on Saturday night. She made an ex-
tended, cruise, but did not sight any boats
in distress. She did, however, find a num-
ber of Japanese boats whose crews were
suffering- terribly from exposure through
lack of food or matches with which to
make fires. Secretary Ogawa, who was on
board the Delta, supplied ‘these men with
food, dry clothing and matches. Latest ad-
vices are that the mumber of men drowned
in the great storm will not likely exceed
half a dozen.”

—Steamer Umatilla arrived . at San
Franeisco from Victoria on Sunday, The
ship left this port shortly before the big
gale last week, and special interest in her
safe arrival has, therefore, been taken.

TRUSTEES PLEASED

WK THE EXHIBIT

VICTORIA’S DISPLAY
WAS MOST CREDITABLE

Teachers and Scholars Receive Highest
Praise—Equipment For New
High School Courses.

At the regular meeting of the board of
school trustges held wednesday a reso-
lution was carried congratulating the
teachers who had - contributed to Vie-
toria’s share of the educational exhibit
at the New Westminster fair and those
having had charge of its arrangement.
It .was decided, also, that should the
display be returned to this city in good
condition it would be displayed in some
local hall for the' benefit of those who
were unable to visit the exposition. No
action -was taken with regard to the
South Park schiool drawing, the calling
of a special meeting for that purpose be-
ing left in the hands of the chairman.

Thirty-six candidates had presented
themselves for the swimming examina-
tion according to Chairman “Boggs. This
was conducted by Dr. Stainer on Mon-
day. The results had not yet been an-
nounced. !

Principal Paul, of Victoria College,
wrote inviting the board to the com-
mencement exercises to be held on Mon-
day, October 16th. Received and filed,
instructions being given that the invita-
tion be accepted with thanks.

The board 6f education notified the
trustees that $8,011.45 was™the amount
of the per capita grant for the past
year. Received and filed.

Master Gunner Mulcahy acknowledged
his appointment as drill instructor to the
High school.

W. H. Binns notified the board that
it was his intention . to open a might
school of manual training in about a
week.

The resignation of Miss Wriglesworth,
formerly of the South Park school staff,
was accepted.

In this conmection the chairman point-
ed out that the required notice had mot
been given by Miss Wriglesworth. The
board was not in a position, as far as
could be ascertained, to prevent the
recurrence of such oversights on the part
of teachers. It often happened and was
unfair to those responsible for the main-
tainence of the efficiency of the local
school system. He suggested that here-
after contracts should be signed before
the appointments were officially endorsed,

Accounts to the amount of $383.25
were presented by the finance committee
and recommended paid. Adopted.

It was reported by Chairman Boggs
that the committee appointed to institute
investigations in connection with the
drawing of South Park schoeol pupils had
not been called together. No action had
been taken owing to the fact that W. H.
Binns, the manual training instructor,
who had been appointed supervising offi-
cer, had mot returned to the city until
recently. It was intended, however, to
take some steps immediately.

The buildings and grounds. committee
recommended that the Manual Training
and Girl’s Central scheol buildings be
repaired at an expenditure of $16.50.

After some discussion the committee
was given power to act.

Superintendent Eaton drew attention
to the fact that it was time that the
placing of “orders for supplies be con-
sidered. Last year $1,500 had been ex-
pended. He expected that about the
same amount would be mnecessary.

On motion the matter was left in the
hands of the finance committee.

Trustee Huggett thought there should
be no further delay in .making prepar-
ations for the extension of the = High
school curriculum by the introduction of
commercial and science courses. Before
the work could be taken up it would be
necessary for congiderable new equip-
ment to be pureased, and the sooner it
was ascertained just exactly what was
required the better. He didn’t think
there should be any further delay in giv-
ing- the students attending that institu-
tion' the advantage . of these studies.
Until it was dore no advance could be
made in the standard of Victoria’s educa-
tion system. If it was intended that the
city should hold its own along these lines
the imprevements contemplated would
have to.be introduced at an early date.
Those who had visited the Vancouver
High school could not but have been im-
pressed with the success of their science
department. He moved that the finance
committee be empowered to look into the
matter, finding out as near as possible
what additional equipment would have
to be provided and report to the board.

This address was endorsed by those
present, ahd the motion when put ecarried
unanimously. |

Superintendent Eaton drew attention
to the excellence of Victoria’s contribu-
tion to the educational ' exhibit at the
Dominion exposition, New Westminster.
In view of this fact, he said, it had been
suggested by quite a number that the
work might be shown in thig city upon
its. return. The proposal had met with
his approval, and he wanted to know how
members of the board felt in regard to
the matter. If decided upon no diffi-
culty would be experienced in securing a
hall thus making it possible to impose a
nominal fee of 10 cents admission, the
proceeds .to be devoted towards school
dbraries.

Trustees Mrs., Jenkinsg and Messrs.
Mowat, Jay and Huggett endorsed the
proposal in the most emphatic terms.
The latter also took advantage of the
opportunity 0 congratulate those who
had contributed and those responsible
for the arrangement of the display. Tt
had been most creditable and, he said,
compared more than favorably with ex-
hibits from other parts of the province.

ESTIMATE OF COST
FOR HARBOR SCHEME

Thos C. Sorby Has Prepared Informa-
tion For the Transportation Com=
mission on This Subject.

‘When the transportation commission
sat in Victoria a few weeks ago Thos. C.
Sorby was asked to submit a detailed es-
timate of the cost of the work which he
proposed. The scheme put forward by
Mr. Sorby was that which was endorsed
by the property owners along the har-
bor and approved of by the board of
trade.. It will be remembered that it
looked to deepening the inner harbor
from the entrance to Point Ellis bridge
to a uniform depth of 25 feet. It was
proposed to use a part of the waste ma-
terial taken out for the foundation for a
breakwater from Holland Point to
Brotchie Ledge, thus improving the outer
harbor. This later was put forth only
as an auxiliary part of the scheme, and
was not urged as essential to the inner
harbor improvements. Mr. Sorby's re-
port says: .

Taking it as conceded that a break-
water is required at the southeast of the
outer dock for the protection of the ship-
ping of this port, if the government pro-
poses to construct this without reference
to the inner harbor they will have to
purchase the whole of the material,
which will be about 550,000 cubic yards,
and which will all have to be conveyed
from a great distance. at a cost of about
$105,000, and the work would take about
four years to complete. The breakwater
would not only have to withstand the
heavy rolling seas, but also drift logs
weighing a number of tons. If the work
is carried on simultaneously with the
work in the inner harbor to Laurel Point,
all the materials which would be requir-
ed, with the exception of cement, would
be close at hand, and would cost no more
than the expense of getting it out. The
breakwater would then cost only $500,-
000, and this cost would also include the |
clearing of the channel to Laurel Point. |
This plan would take about three years {
to complete. :

The improvement of that portion of the
inner harbor between Laurel Point and |
the railway bridge would cost about
$227,500, and would affa2t 2 reclamation
of between 10 and 12 acres of level land,
which would be worth from $20,000 to
$25,000, and would be of great value for
transportation purposes, in addition to
which deep-water wharves could be built
on the property. The material from this
part of the harbor eould be used to con-
struct a dock wall in front of the re-
claimed land, while the remainder could
be usedto comstruct a second break-
water (if necessary) running sontheast a
distance of about 500 yards from Harri-
son Island to intercept the heavy rolling
seas from the southwest. Thus every.
vard of magerial excavated could be used
profitably in improvig the facilities for
transportation. The improvement of the
part of the harbor ‘above ‘the railway
bridge to Point Bllice would c¢bst about

of some eight or ten acres of marshy
land on the north gide of the railway
trestle that would be worth from $50,000
to $60,000, and form about 600 vards of
deep-water frontage. The materials in
the upper harbor are mostly soft, and
could be thrown by the hydraulic dredge
as far as the southeastern end of the re-
claimed valley. The dredge could handle
the entire amount for 10 cents per yard.
The schemes would be as follows:

France, Dr. P. L. T. Heroult.
director of the French Elec
cal Society, who have imn
La Priz, France, where al
steel are produced, says the Canadian
Manufacturer. The great metallurgical
expert has undertaken to superinteng
experiment at a plant now in course of
construction. at Sault Ste. Marie, and for
which parliament voted 215000 Agso-
ciated with him will be Dr. I
perintendent of mines. Dr. Ha
sonally conducted the commission, which
was fraught with great consequences to
Canada.

When the commission reported upon
the feasibility of the electric method
there was a universal demand from all
parts of the world for the report, which
received the highest commendation from
scientific authorities. From that date
public interest in electric smelting he
came intensely keen, and plants for the
utilization .of the new method were start-
ed in various countries. In Europe and
in the United States, where fuel is cheap,
the ordinary process ean be employed and
electricity meed only be utilized for re-
fining. In the extreme east and extreme
west of Canada fuel does not cost much,
but in the interior the price is prohibi-
tive. This is especially true of Ontario
and Quebec, where there are immense
deposits of magnetite. These ore bodies
have long remained undeveloped because
they could not be economically treated.

| But in their vicinity is water power in

abundance, and that means cheap fuel

Dr. Heroult is perhaps the best living
authority on the smelting of irou ores,
and the manufacture of steel by the elec-

| trie method. He hasg invented the pro-

cess which is nmamed after him. : Two
great plants for. the refining of steel by
the Heroult process are in course of con-
struction, one in Germany and the other
at Syracuse, N. Y.

Dr. Heroult has smelted magnetite by
electricity, and it is a success. He is
reasonably sure we can producé pig iron
and a high-grade steel here. But to make
certain beyond all peradventure and to
ascertain all the facts that can be learn-
ed in connection with electric smelting,
experiments for six months will be con-
dueted at the “Soo” in a plant of special
design and céonstruction. Dr. Heroult
thinks that under favorable conditions pig
iron can be made for $10 per ton, while
steel will cost only about $4 per ton
more to produce. This means a saving
of several dollars as compared with the
cost of producing pig iron‘and steel else-
where. But ‘even if thé cost were the
same as in,other countries it would mean
great things for Candda.

When asked what the successful smelt-
ing of iron ores would mean to Canada,
Dr. Heronlt said: “Pig iron is the basis
for structural and other steels. At pres-
ent Canada expends $50,000,000 or $60.-
000,000 in buying steel abroad. The idea
ought to be to make that steel in this
country out of Canadian material, by the
aid of Canadian water power and Can-
adian labor. Even if the cost of making
iron and steel here should only equal the
cost elsewhere, you would keep in Can-
ada the money you now send abroad. R}lt
we expect the cost of manufacture will
be less here. : Think of what it means.
The retention in Canada of $60.000.000
now yearly spent ‘abroad, the supplying
of the new demand for steel rails. struc-
tural steel and other classes of the pro-
duet which has arisen in consequence
of the country’s development, the .K‘T“ﬁt‘
able sale of your surplus product 1o for-
eign markets, and the creation.in this
country of numerous other industries
more or less dependent upon iron ﬂnﬁ
steel. As to the iron resources of this
country, from all th#&t I can learn thf.\"
are vast indeed. In Sweden the quantity
of ore in sight is sufficient to supply the
markets of the world for one hundred
years. If we were to compare the quan-
tity in Canada with that in S_w«:den I
should say Canada has three times s
much.”

Dr. Haanel, who was present at the
interview, pointed out that in the T nited
States some anxiety is beginning to bé
manifested about the iron supply. Form-
erly they would not look at ore contain-
ing only 55 per cent. of iron, but nOW
they were very glad to get it. Very soon
they would be willing to take ore witl
much léss content of iron, In the United
States also much less discrimination 1=
being shown with respect to the sulphur
content of ore.

HE girl who Is too thin is'apt to

be nervous, and, like Martha of

old, “‘anxious about many tHings.”

She generally moves ' quickly,

sleeps lightly, works hard-from morn-

ing till night, often does a great deal of

fretting. . The reverse of the treatment

for the fat girl is generally advisable
for the thin.

Sha should sleep eight or nine hours
every night, go to bed  early, get up
leisurely in the morning at a comfort-
eble hour; her bath, however, may be
as vigorous as she likes, and her run-
ning—for this will get her blood into
good circulation, and her organs in trim
for doing their daily work.

Directions for diet for the “thin girl
must also be hedged about by various
“ifs.”” The first step in' directing the
diet is to find out the cause of the ex-
treme leanness. I know of nothing of
¥mall dimensions more annoying than to
be saluted several times a da.;' by: “How
are you now? Are you well? Oh, I am
. glad, but you are looking so very thin.”
Dr, at the stable: ‘Do take some more
of this—it will do you good. You know

ou look like a greyhound.” Or, “Well,

suppose it must be natural for you to
be thin, but it is a pity that you can’t
put on a few pounds of flesh.

DIET NOT PROPER

You may be thin because your diet is
not proper. You may not masticate your
food as thoroughly as you ought. You
may be living in a boarding house where
you are unable to get properly cooked
food. Your digestion or your assimila-
tion may be poor. You probably are
overworked and nervous; that is nearly
always the condition of the extremely
thin girl. Or, there may, of course, be a
diseased condition of some of the organs,
especially those connected with nutri-
tion.

A. warm climate is more favorable
than a cold one for putting on flesh.
No diet will accomplish this end so long-
ingly desired by the thin girl, if other
ronditions also are not favorable,

You must not worry. You must take
every day’s experiences more philosoph-
fcally. Sleep all that you can. If pos-
ble, a half hour’s rest midway between
breakfast and luncheon, and again be-
tween luncheon and dinner, with a glass
of hot milk, is mokt beneficial. An-
other glass of hot milk on going to bed
is soothing, and will make you sleep
better. The milk should not be boiled,
but should be so hot that it must be
taken slowly, sip by sip. Unless you
do so, the curds formed in the stom-
ach will be too large to be easily di-
gested. Do not touch tea or coffee.

PROPERLY ASSIMILATE FOOD

The thin girl must be as careful of her
bowels as the fat girl. They must be
kept in a healthy condition in order to
properly assimilate food. It may be that
you are eating a combination of foods
that causes indigestion and fiatulence.
If so, be careful that you.are able to
digest the starchy foods which form a
part of your rattening diet. Sometimes
you will be able to digest one kind of
starch, but not another.

If your digestion is weak it may be a
good plan to eat cereals or vegetables
at one meal ana meat at another. In
this way foods that require different
lengths of time for digestion, and which
involve to a certain extent different or-
gans of digestion, will not clash with
€ach other,

Rules for the Reduction of Flesh.

Avoid all starchy and swéatened food,
all cereals. vegetables containing sugar or
starch, such, as peas, . pota-
toes, etc. JHave <vyour bread toasted;
sprinkle it with salt instead of butter. Milk,
I regret to say, if it’ be pure and good, is
fattening. Skimmed miilk may be drunk.
Hot water is an excellent substitute for
other liquids. Add a little of the juice of
limes or lemons to it, if you choose. Limit
your sleaping hours to seven at the out-
side. No maps. You must take exercise.

If you cannot walk at least five miles a
day, and do not wheel, g0 to one of the
institutions where mechanical massage is
given. Several of my correspondents report
excellent resulits from this method of get-
ting the vigorous exercise they require. The
system is thoroughly wholesome and not ex-
pensive. In reducing flesh the one fact to
recollect is that fat is carbon—oxygen de-
stroys or burns.out carbon. You must con-
sume the carbon by ths oxygen you take
through your lungs. The more exercise, the
more oxygen and consequent destruction of
fat by the one healthful method of curing
obesity. '

wages paid to janitors. The same writer
inquired when the fire department coulfi
attend a fire in the navy yard at Esqui-
malt. The first part of the letter was
referred to the city engineexr and the lat-
ter to the fire wardens for report.

Mr. Mohun gave notice that he had
appointed C. A. Holland to act in his
behalf in the recovery of compensation
for damages done a map by the city of
Victoria. This was tabled until letters
were read from the city clerk and city
engineer.

W. W. Northeott, city purchasing
agent, reported that the furniture of the
new library building was in position,
Received and filed.

The sanitary inspector reported that a
building on John street was in bad con-
dition and should be removed. The
owner will be requested to meet the coun-
cil and show cause why the building
should not be destroyed.

W. H. Kuight asked for a sidewalk
on North Chatham street, offering to
supply the labor if the city provided the
material.

Ald. Fullerton moved that the city fur-
nish the material for building the side-
walk., Carried.

Rev. Joseph McCoy and members of
St. Columba church asked for'a light in
front of that building.

Ald. Hall moved that the communica-
tion. be received and filed, as it was im-
possible to supply more lights at present.

Ald. Hanna suggested that the light |

on Constance street be removed.

The motion carried.

A. E. Jewell, et al, objected to the
laying of a permanent sidewalk. Re-
ferred to the city assessor. .

A letter from the city engineer was
next read re8pecting the distruction of
the road; received and thé communica-
tion was referred to the streets, bridges
and sewers committee,

A report from a special committee ap-
pointed to consider the request from the
Y. M. C. A. for the use of the ground
floor of the market building, or if that
part was mnot available to floor another
part for a distance of T0O feet, reported
that they had, considered that the first
proposition was out of the question on
account of the space being used to store
freight. In regard to the second pro-
posal, for flooring over part of the first
floor and by partitioning the stairs,
making an independent way through one
of the stores, they thought this would
not be advisable, . The committee would
like to have complied with the request,
but were of the opinion that it was not
advisable at the present time to make
any alterations to the market building.

The finance committee reported ac-
counts totalling $1,270. Adopted.

The report of the streets, bridges and
sewers committee, containing recom-
mendations approved at Friday’s meet-
ing, was adopted and the by-law to regu-
late the city scavenger business was next
introduced by Ald. Stewart and was con-
sidered in committee.

The committee on rising reported pro-
gress and the by-law was laid over for
further deliberation.

Copies of the by-laws will be sent to
the different scavengers for any sugges-
tions which they might make.

On motion of Ald. Goodacre the Viec-
tria Tax Sale Property By-law 1905,
was introduced and passed through its
various stages, and the council then ad-
journed.

ROYAL WEDDING.

Marriage of Prince Charles Edward,
Duke of Saxe-Coburg, and Princess
Victoria Adelheid.

Gluecksburg, Schleswig-Holstein, Oect.
11.—This little town presents an unusual
appearance in its gala decoration for the
marriage to-day of Prince Charles Ed-
ward, Duke of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha,
a nephew of King Edward, with Princess
Victoria Adelheid, eldest daughter of
Duke Frederick Schleswig-Holstein-Son-
derburg-Gluecksburg, and niece of Em-
press Augusta Victoria. The Emperor
and Empress arrived yesterday after-
noon, and all the imperial princes are
here except Crown Prince Frederick
William. Prince Arthur of Connaught;
who will represent the British court, and
many princes and members of high nobili-
iy from all parts of Germany have ar-
rived.

The engagement is unusually popular
with the German people. The marriage
will entirely remove the suspicions that
have obtained against the Duke as an
English prince, while the union of the
Duke with a niece of the Empress will
meet all the political requirements of the
case. Persons behind the scenes say that
it is entirely a love match.

Ceremony in Castle.

Gluecksburg, Prussia, Oct. 11,—Prin-
cess Victoria Adelheid, eldest daughter
of Duke Frederick of Schleswig-Holstein
Nonderbourg-Gluecksburg, and niece of
Empress Augusta was married to Prince
Charles Edward, Duke of Saxe-Coburg
and Gotha, at moon today in the beau-
tiful little castle here in the presence
of about 50 members of the royal fam-
ily of Germany, among them being the
Emperor and Empress and all the Im-
perial children except the Crown Prince

VICTORIA’S MEMORIAL
HIGHLY SPOKEN OF

J. H. Ashdown, of Transportation Com-
_ mission, Refers to it —Dr. Mills'
Delighted With West.

The Winnipeg Free Press of Satarday
says: ‘‘J. H. Ashdown, on being asked
yesterday for an account of the trip -of
the transportation commission thwrough
the West, kindiy made a few observa-
tions on the facts of chief interest. He
said that when the commission went
East earlier in the season it was arrang-
ed that they should take trip west to the
Pacific Coast about the beginning™ of
September, the tinm that would be most
suitable to allow the chairman to.see
the crops as they had matured, and the
prospects of the country. 3

“The commission held sessions at Re-
gina, Edmonton, Calgary, Victoria, Van-
couver and New Westminster, ecciming
back to hold a session at Nelson; bust the-
people there hardly understanding the
scope of the commission did not {think
they had anything to offer until it was
too late. They are, however, to sersd’ a
memorial down.

“The crops in the stook or stack were
an inspiration; and the chairman.  of
the commission was very enthusiastic in
regard to the prospects.

“The people of Calgary seemed to be
anxious to find a market for their soft
wheat through Vancouver to the markets
of the Orient. The Vancouver reople
also seemed to be looking towanrds the
handling of that_trade. Vancouvoer. is
improving greatly, and is already begin-
ning to feel the necessity of further facili-
ties for its grewing trade. The natural
consequence of tHe starting of the place,
however, was seen in the fact that the
C. P. R. Company controlled the greater
portion of the deep water front, and as
a result Mr. Hill is expected to crosis the
inlet at the Narrows and make hig ter-
minus at North Vancouver. The Tieople
there are very much pleased at the 'Great
Northern’s coming in, and quite a start
seems to have beenr made in railroad. mat-
ters in consequence. The commission
had two sittings at Vancouver, and the
views of its people were ably and porsist-
ently pressed. :

“Victoria had a very intelligent: me-
morial to place before the commission,
and went very thoroughly into their de-
sire, pointing out the fact that Vancou-
ver Island was practically of the same
size as Nova Scotia, and almost wun-
paralleled in the wealth of its timber as
well as its mining deposits. It also has
many fine harbors, and altogether they
seem to look for a great future for that
portion. of the Dominion.

“Mr. Ashdown thought it rather strange
that the commission heard compara tively
little of the Hudson Bay route. Though
they had some information given them,
they had been hoping to get more. The
very prosperity of the country, he ob-
served, seemed to have obscured that road
to an extent for the time at least in the
minds of the people.

“The commission has now covered the
country pretty thoroughly; and it will
now be for the commissioners to consider
the wants of the various sections and
decide as to what it is reasonable to
recommend to the government.”

Hon. A. C. Killam and Dr. James
Mills, members of the transportation
commission, have arrived in Winmipeg
after a long tour in the West. Dr. Mills
said: “We went West to Victoria, Van-
couver, Nelson and Rossland,- disposing
of business at each place. We came back
by way of Crow’s Nest Pass, a most de-
lightful trip. from Macleod went north

| to Calgary, Edmonton and Regina. finish-
| ing our work at the latter place on Thurs-

day.”

Dr. Mills. like so many others who
have been through the West, spoke in
high terms of the wheat crop, and _said
there was an entire absence of rust,
which was most gratifying. So far as
Winnipeg is concerned Dr. Mills remark-
led that there was every prospect of it
|being a great and important city, al-
though its importance to-day was not to

be underestimated.

ELEVENTH ARTICLE
ON FRUIT GROWINS

——

The Writer Gives Ipformation Relative
to Keeping the Soil in Healthy
Condition.

This week the Mimes presents the
eleventh article in ‘the series which has
been running from some time past on
the seubject of fruit growing on Vancou-
ver Island. The swbject treated of this
week is commercizl fertilizers. - The
writers' says:

We have abundamce of fertile soil on
Vancouver Island of a more or less por-
ous nature, but in most cases it com-
mences to lose some of its fertility after
a few years’ cropping., Horticulture re-
solys itself into the art of economizing the
natural plant foods in the 'soil and sup-
plimenting them when a deficit arises.
This is a ¢onnundrum that requires prac-
tical experience to solve. It is better to
overfeed the land than to underfeed it,
and care should be exercised not to waste
the valuable plant food substances on
hand. Judicious management is neces-
sary to supply what is ‘wanted in abund-
ance, and at the time when its effect will
be appreciated by the tree or fruit
grown,

A crop rotation is found advisable to
rest the soil from 4 comtinuous drain on
it of any one kind of plant food. So
with orchard practice it will be found
that rotation of fertilimers is just as im-
portant, but made applicable by a differ-
ent method.

A safe rule for orchard fertilizing is
not to continue the uset of any fertilizer
too long without a chiange. Humus in
the soil becomes exhaiisted sooner than
does its mineral. plant food, therefore a
continuous supply of chemical fertilizers
without an occasional change for green
crops result in injury o its physical con-
dition. This state of affairs is more to
be guarded against tlhan the exhaustion
of any of the soil fertilizing elements.

| The functions of huruus are to improve

the conditions of moisture temperature
and air passages, threreby making plant
food available and imcidentally supplying
plant food. If a condition is allowed to
exist that renders plant food unavailable
to the tree all the mitrogen, potash and
phosphates will be of no avail

I have previously pointed out the de-
sirability of enriching the soil and taking
a cultivated crop from it before planting.
Stable manure should be used if pos-
sible, and the ground literally filled with
humus. The first five years is when in-
terplanting is done, and as no cover crop
can be put in with strawberries and the
like, the necessity for this humus supply
is apparent, besides humus can never be
supplied so thoroughly and cheaply after
planting.

Before dealing with the various chemi-
cal plant foods I will again state that
humus and nitrogen can be supplied
cheaper and better by sowing a legu-
minous crop in the orchard early in fall
and ploughing it under before the culti-
vating time in the spring, than by any
other method.

I will now refer to the leading kinds of
fertilizers purchasable in Victoria, and
briefly refer to their merits for general
use in fertilizing the orchard. Stable
manure contains all the elements of plant
food, viz., nitrogen, phosphates and pot-
ash, also a mass of organic matter which
forms a valuable humus. It is richest in
plant food when newly made. If allow-
ed to ferment and decompose before ap-
plication, much of its chemical value is
lost. The objection to immediate appli-
cation is that difficulty is found in incor-
porating it with the sgoil, as the fresh
straw toughs-in the harrow. In Eastern
Canada threshing machines have straw
cutting attachments, and the bedding
straw is cut short. Manure made from
this short straw is worth & good deal
more commerically than that made from
whole straw. When distance from sup-
plies renders the price of stable manure
prohibitive, or if sufficient quantities are
not obtainable, a good substitute is a top
dressing of swamp muck, which can be
mixed with chemical fertilizer of a kind
in which it is found deficent. Peruvian
guano is a rich fertilizer to apply, and
is readily available. It contains about
35 per cent. phosphates and 9 per cent.
nitrogen. Fruit growers expect to see
the fish gunano from Barkley Sound of
the market very soon. This will be a
valuable addition to our fertilizer materi-
al. It contains about 10 per cent. nitro-
gen and 15 per cent. phosphate, The fish
bone dust contains-45 to 50 per cent.
phosphates and 5 per cent. nitrogen. It
would make matters easy for the orchard-
ist if the chemical strength of the fer-
tilizer were stamped on the bag. I
believe this is provided for by law in
Canada. I know it is in Great Britain.
Offal from slaughter houses is rieh in
plant food, but is bulky and the supply
limited. Nitrate of soda is the most con-
centrated and active nitrogenous man-
ure we possess. Its effect is almost spon-
taneous with its applieation on account
of its extreme solubility. Potash is
best supplied in the shape of muriate of
potash (50 per cent. potash). Every or-
chard in full bearing should have an
application annually of this substance of
200 pounds to the acre, as fruit absorbs
largely of it, and its attractiveness de-
pends largely on the supply available for
its make up. Phosphoric acid is best
and cheapest supplied by using ground
fish bone or guano. A complete chemical
fertilizer per acre would be: Nitrate of
soda, 100 pounds; muriate of potash, 200
pounds; ground bone, 200 pounds. The
amount supplied depends entirely on the
character of the soil, and is best judged
by observations made by the individual
grower, ,

. W. A. DIER RETURNS.

He Says Work Is Going on Well at Com-
pany’s Property.

W. A. Dier, of the Mts. Sicker and
Brenton Mines, Lid., came into town on
the- E. & N. noon train Wednesday, ac-
compapied by Mr. Cameron, secretary-
treasurer of the compauny. Seen by a
Times reporter; Mr. Dier said:

“I arrived from the Mainland on Mon-
day fhight and went up to Mt. Sicker on
Tuesday morning in company whkh Mr.
Cameron, our ' secretary-treasurer. who
was going. up to pay the men at work
on the property. I am glad to say that
I found ‘excellent work had been done
during my ‘absence. the shaft in the Cop-
per Canon tunnel being down 73 feet.
Samples of ore taken at randon from
the bottom of the shaft give returns of
$36.67 all values—being about $33 in cop-
per. $2.80 in silver and 87 cents in gold.

“With regard to our company’s plans,
there have been some very erroneous
items in the press, partieularly in some
of the Vancouver papers, and this is the
more astonishing as I never saw a news-
paper man svhile I was in Vancouver. As
far as the power plant—referred to hy
one of these papers—is concerned, the
company spoken of has not yet heen even
incorporated. I may say, however, that
we have heen successful in securing suf-
ficient capital to open up the Mounts
Sicker and Brenton mines. There is a
small portion of the treasury stock of the
old ecompany remaining unsold, and, un-
til this is disposed of, the company will
not be formed. The old company. how-
ever, have men at present working on
the water right putting in a ditch, ete.

“Work on the company’s properties
will go right on from now, presumably?”
asked the reporter.

“Certainly,” replied Mr. Dier. . “A
force of men will be continuously work-
ing on the Copper Canen until it is
brought to the shipping point. which I
am confident will be at no distant date.
There are at present on the pay roll
eleven men at work on the property.”

WHOLESALE FIRNS
PRESSING. CLAINS

DELEGATION ON WAY
EAST FOR PURPOSE

The Hardware Jobbers Take Initiative
Step—Grocers May Also Make
Similar Move.

/

On Friday last the B. €. Wholesale
Hardware Association met in Vancouver
and discussed thie question involved in
the application 'made by the eastern
manufacturers to have old- rule two of
the C. P. R. freight schedule again put
in force.

The question is‘one which is regarded ,

by- wholesale firms in the West as of
vital importancel-to their interests. It
applies not.only“to the hardware in-
dustry, but also to all otier branches of
trade. 'When the railway commission
met in this province recently the matter
was taken up., The Wholesale Hardware
Association, however, are not going to
let it rest, but will seek in every way
possible to have the conditions remain as
at present, which means that rule two
shall not be effeetive.

Rule two permitted eastern manufac-
turers to make-up a carload lot consign-
ed to different persons and ship it over
the C. P. R. at carload rates. The result
was of course that the wholesale firms
of the West were cut into in point of
trade. The British Columbia jobbing
houses pressed their claims upon the C.
P. R., and had the rule cancelled.

The Manufacturers’ Association in the
East are now pressing for a renewal of
rule two in their interests.

At the meeting on Friday of the B. C.
Wholesale Hardware Association after
full discussion it wae decided to send a
delegation to confer with the Manufac-
turers’ Association in order to have the
latter withdraw “its application to the
railway commission. The delegation ap-
pointed was as follows: J. E. Elliott of
McLennan & MeceFeeley, Vancouver; C.
P. Schwengers, of E. G. Prior & Co.,
Victoria; John Burns, manufacturers’
agent, Vancouver; W. G. McKenzie, of
the firm of Woods, Vallance & Leggett
(now East); and J. A. Rickaby, of R. P.
Rithet & Co., Victoria. The delegation
has now gone Rast.

The wholesale grocers, it is said, will
also follow the example of the hardware
firms and will take similar action. Itis
held by local wholesale men that if rule
two comes into effect that their business
will be completely demoralized. In some
quarters it is said tliat the present move
on the part of the eastern wholesalers is
in consequence of the commercial travel-
lers’ tax put upon their representatives
coming into the province of! British
Columbia to do business. If they succeed
in restoring rule two it is said local
wholesale dealers will undoubtedly press
for a still further tax upon these eastern
travellers in order to hold their own
against the manufacturers of the East.

The Contract Has Been Let to Seale
Firm For Facing Material
For Building.

A. E. Barrett, the contractor for the
erection of the C. P. R. hotel, has taken
up his home in this city during the time
which will be occupied with the work.

The lowest story of the hotel, which is
of stone, has been practically completed,
and all is ready to begin the brick work
as soon as the supply arrives from Seat-
tle, a firm in that city having been
awarded the contract.

Several
colors were submitted, and a little time
was required to decide which would be
the best for the purpose as it was neces-
sary to secure a shade which would
harmonize with the general plans of the
building.

Architect Rattenbury and the officials
of the' C. P. R. made their choice, and
the contract has been let for the supply.
It will be about two weeks before the
first consignment wilk be here, but after
that no delay is anticipated, but on the
contrary a steady supply will be shipped
in to keep the work in progress.

The shade of brick selected is a light
colored one with a tinge of red in it. "It
is anticipated that this in conjunction
with the Haddington Island stone used
for all the trimmings will give a very
pretty effect. The facing brick only will
be of the imported variety. The Tre-
mainder of the walls will be of local pro-
duct secured from the Victoria brick-
yards.

Considerable stone will be uged in the'
work. All the trimmings will be of this
material, and aboutsthe bay windows
nothing but stone will be used.

Contractor Barrett does not anticipate
that anything will intervene now to de-
lay the work, but expects that it will be
kgt going steadily until completion. As
soonr as the first consignment of brick
from Seattle arrives in the city the walls
will begin. No stop will be made during
the winter, but tlic work will go forward
without a stop.

THE ESQUIMALT
DEFENCES TESTED

A NIGHT ATTACK ON
HARBOR WAS REPULSED

The Royal Garrison Artillery Given an
Interesting Practice and Made
Creditable Showing.

¢

The efficiency of the Esquimalt defences
in the event of a night attack being made
upon that harbor was tested on Saturday
evening. This is an annual event and was
carried through most satisfactorily. Two
moving targets made an attempt to gain an
entrance without being detected, but were
each time revealed by the searchlight and
subjected to an enfilading fire from the
twelve-pounders of Black Reck, Duntze
Head and Belment fortresses. In all six
guns were in action, being manned by
crews of the Royal Garrison Artillery, of
Work Point barracks.

Four exceedingly powerful: searchlights
were in operation. Every detail of the
landscape for miles along the foreshore
could be seen distinctly, and it seemed most
improbable that the targets would be able
to come anywhere near the entrance amd
escape discovery.

As soon as it became dark the attack
commenced, neither side being aware of
the plan to be adopted by the other. The
defenders prepared by charging their guns
with the regulation shéll and illuminating
the course which a moving object would
have to pass im order to reach the interior
of Hsquimalt harbor., Two ‘‘fixed beams,”
as they are termed, were placed directly
across the entrance in different directions,
converging in such a manner as to cover the
entire space of water. lying between the
respective forts. Men were placed to watch
these and report immediately if anything
was seen attempting to cross without being
detected. In addition there were two *“‘rov-
ing” Mghts used for the purpose of scan-
ning all parts of the Straits, The object of
this, of course, was to locate the targets or
the “enemy’’—had it been a case of actual
warfare—before the latter came close enough
to obtain the range of the forts. Thus those
in charge of the targets had te accomplish
two exceedingly difficult feats before being
able to force the Esquimait defence. They
had to evade the ‘“scouting” searchlights,
and, that accomplished, had to cross the
stationary beams of light carefully watched
by groups of soldiers at each of the forte.

Despite the clever strategy adopted by
those with the targets, their loeality was
each time discovered and the guns brought
into action. The immense shells as they
plunged into the. water sent it high in the
alr, The accuracy of the shooting was
splendid, the range of the targets being
correctly estimated in almost every 1n-
stance. The style of target used, the Hong-
kong, made it necesasry for the gunners to
fire between two buoys, thus gi.vlﬁg them
training in finding the most vulnerable part
of every vessel, namely, its engine room.
Altogether the test was most satisfactory.

Besides these there are recognized
days upon which the flag is hoisted; includ-
Ing, of course, Dominion Day, and various
anniversaries llke St. George’s, St. An-
drew’s, St. Patrick’s days and others.

In British Columbia the government make
a practice of hoisting the flag each day.

TROUBLE IN AMOY.

Mob Destroyed the Public Buildings—
Hostility to Americans Is Very
Bitter,

Beyond the stories told of the damage
done by the recent typhoon and the com-
ment made on the peace negotiations,
Japanese papers received by R. M. S.
Empress of Japan are singularly barren
in news.

The Amoy correspondent of the Shang-
hai Mercury wrote on September Tth:
‘“The state of feeling at present amongst
the people of Amoy is a very bitter one,
and T'should not be at all surprised at
another very serious outbreak taking
place at any moment. The mob attack-

ed tlie customs house and wrecked the
harbor master’s office and destroyed any
property belonging to the customs that
they could lay their hands on. Stones
and brick bats and any useful missiles
were the only things that had been pre-
pared with which to make the assault
upon the buildings.

“As such articles were scarce on the
Bund, little fellows were hired to go and
collect them in the meighboring streets
and were paid so much for what they
brought. One of = these lads suffered
severely, for he was brought into the
hospital with a bullet in his thigh with
which he was struck when the firing took
place.” “

The same correspondent says: “Al-
though the outward display against th'e
Americans is less pronounced than it
was, the undercurrent of ill-will and
enmity is as intense as ever it was;only
yesterday, small placards were P"S‘ed
up in every comspicuous place, telling of
the undying hatred of the Americans for
the yellow race. The people were ex-
horted in no measured terms to refuse
to have any dealings whatever with 2
people that had shown such contempt
for the Chinese. A list of goods Wwas
then appended, and every one as he
loved his country was adjured to refrain
from purchasing, and threats but very
thinly veiled were held out against such
as were unpatriotic enough to have any
dealings with the Americans. What with
the boycott, and the unwise way in
which " custom -house matters are con-
ducted, the foreigner was never before
held in such bad odour as he is at the
present moment in Amoy.”
