Mr. Gilbert Russell, of Slough, has
an invention for helping a rifleman
to take aim, which he has for years

the War Office, says the London Daily
News. One fact stood persistently in
his way. The invention is a simple

left eye instead of the right, you will
ifire high and far to the left.  Curi-
jously enough, this is just what hap-
ipens in action at short range, when

Welsh Rarebit.—The.making of a
)Welsh rarebit is, as everybody
knows, simple enough in itself, and
yet rarely attended with the grati-
fying success the ambitious maker
could desire. Many makers get
the slices of bread too thick. They
should not be more than half an
inch thick. They should alsp  be
toasted lightly on both sides. After
this preparation  lay on them slices
jof rich cheese and put them in a
!pan till the cheese is melted. Mus-
{tard and pepper should be spread
|over them, but not too much of the
{latter—that is a common mistake.
! They should be served, of courss, on
gvcry hot plates, and it is of great
|importance that the rarebit itself be
hot, as ‘otherwise it will congeal and
be flabby and tasteless.

German Sweetbreéads.—Boil them
in water with a little salt; tgke off
all the fat; cut in pieces the size of
dice or smaller.

WHY MEN DIE.

It has been said that few men die
of old age, and that almost all per-
sons die of disappointment, personal,
mental, or bodily toil, or accident.

The common expression
‘‘choked with rage,”’ has little exag-
geration in it, for.even though not
suddenly fatal, strong passions short-
en life, Strong-bodied men often die
young, weak men live longer than the
strong, for the strong use their
strength, and the weak have none to
use—the latter take care of themselves
the former do not.

lof all animals. He is always the
imost irritable, and there is reason to

|an animal secretly feels, that, more

The Deminien Government and
Oanads Eastern Raliway.

The readers of the Moncton
Transcript are constantly amused
over the way in which that paper
bristles up and becomes pugnacious
whenever reference is made to any-
thing in which Hon. Mr. Emmerson
is concerned, unless such reference
is along lines laid down by the
Transeript. This habit of the
little Moncton daily in taking the
honorable Minister of Railways
under its special protection seems
very absurd to those who observe
it, and it must also be personally
annoying to Mr. Emmerson, for in
1its eagerness to appear as his
champion the Transcript assails
wildly both his friends and foes
very much after the manner of the
little terrier whose assumed pro-
prietorship of his master is gener-
ally manifested by barking at
everything and everybody ap-
proaching him. :

If the Transcript will be calm
and scan what the ADVANCE said
last week about the subject of the
Government  taki over the
Canada Eastern Railway, it will,
perhaps realise that we did not
‘argue “that because Mr. Blair
“ “failed to successfully promote the
“purchase of the Canada Eastern
“by the Government of Canada for
“the I. C. R, that (sic) therefore
“the Hon. ‘Mr. Emmerson as
“Minister of Railways, cannot
succeed.” The ADVANCE would be
as illogical as the Transcript gener-
ally is if it were tolay down any
such proposition, for -we are not
blind to the new. .conditions that
have arisen since Mr. Blair left the
Cabinet, or oblivious to the fact
that the cause of his leaving may
be & potent factor in changing the
Government’s attitude in reference
to the proposed transfer. What we
did was to direct attention to an
announcement by the = Montreal
Star that it was the intention of
the Government to take over the
Canada Easgern; while Mr. Emmer-
son, who ought to know ' much
more than that leading conser-
vative organ, had only said that he
was favorable to that course.

The Transcript hes published
despatches , to the effect- that the
bargain for the transfer of the
Canada Eastern to the Government
was completed, and these des-

60, and as each carries at least 1,000
men that would give an army of
not less than 60,000. It is presumed
in London that this is the second
Japanese army under General
Baron, Oku which is known to
have 126 field and mountain guns,
as well as siege guns. Against
this force the Russian General
Stoessel has only 23,000 men with
which to defend the fortress. This,
presumably, includes the Bsailors
from the idle and disabled warships.
As soon as they . had landed on
Thursday detachments of the

EXPORTING EAOS,
For sll farmers s most profisable
bianch of the ponltry business is the
preduction of eggs during the winter,
says Mr. F. C. Hare, Chief of the poultry
Division, O-tawa. Every winter there is
s great demand for new-lsid eggs; the
supply is slways limited, and high prices
are paid. Is the large cities satrictly
fresh eggs sold readily duriug the past

dozen. Ssme farmers sre so situsted
that they csm maintsin 8 city trade in
fresh egys throuzhout the yoar. A
premium"nf severs] cents a dozen can
usvally be obtained for new-la’d eggs
shipped weekly to the city merchaut.
MABKET REQUIBEMENTS.

heme markets for brown rhslled eggs.

size.. For shipment t+ the me-chant they
should be packed in cases helding 12
doseus or 30 dozens each. Eigs to be
paistable shenld be eaten ina strictly
fresh eendition; therefore they sheuld
resch the consumer without unnecessary
delay. This regnires (1) that the eggs
be collected regnlarly every day and
stored in s cool room (tempersture 40 te
50 deg. F.), unul a sufficient mamber sre
on hand te deliver to a dealer; (2) that the
desler ferward the eggs to the merchant
at loast once s week, amd (3) that the
merchsnt protect the eggs from deterier-
atien while in his possession.
' PULLETS FOR WINTER LAYING.

As o gemeral rule pullets hatched dur
) ing May or early June will preve most
profitable for winter lsying. Farmers
who expect to make s specialty eof high-
prioed new-laid eggs next winter should
| 8t the present time be hatching euts
| good wumber of chicks from which to
' golect switable pullets. The cockerels
shovld be so!d in the esrly fall. Unless
they sre heused in the fieldssnd require
little aitention or extra feed, the mest
profitable age for marketin} is feur menths.
After thas age the cust of feed per poend
of gain in live weight rapidly inoreases.

The pullets should be cemfertably sud
permanently housed in the fall; transfer-
ring mature pullets to a strange pen defers
egg-preduction. Early winter laying
domsnis libe:al feeding, which ineludes
in addision to grain, waste meas or animal
foed, and vegetsble food. From twe
flocks of Barred Plymouth Rock pallets
that were liberally fed frem birth fer
early maturity at the Bondville, Que.,
THustration Ssation, eggs were gathered
daily after the pullets were four menths
and one week old. Experiments at the
Utsh Experiment S:ation shewed that the
profit from young hens or pullets was
about five times greater than thas from
hens three to four years old. Not eunly
i did the old hens lay considerably fewer
ogus, bus the eggs were werth less per
dozen. This is accounted for by the fact
| that the pullets laid a lsrger propertion
when the price

| of their egge in winter,
| was goad.
BBEEDING FOR WINTER LAYEES,
When the pullsts are ferced for winter
egg produstion, there should be kept in
i addition another bigeding pen of selected
| fowls from which to rear the chicks. A

strenger-gormed eggs for hstohing than
