Your committee did not issue a
TL.enten appeal, but sént out postal
cards requesting the clergyman or su-
perintendent of each Sunday school to
remind their children of the season,
and to ask them to take missionary
boxes as csual for offerings towards
the mission fund. One thousand and
fifty-five boxes were distributed—an
increase of 300 over the number sent
out in Lent, 1895. The committee have
much [pleasur: in being able to report
better results of this year’s work than
ary yet presented to this general com-
mittee.

While the total amount of all offer-
ings veported for these two seasons
of the Christian year do not quite
reach the amount of last year, still the
details show better work dome in the
interests of the diocese at large. Par-
{shes and missions reporting offerings
this year are 49 as against 40 last year;
aud  parishes and missions reporting
offerings to ‘the Children’s Mission
Fund” this year are 39 as against 32
last year. There are no reports from
fifteen parishes and missions, but six
of ‘them are vacant. or have been so
during the year, and other reasons ex-
plain-the absence of reports from Bur-
ton, Maugerville and Sussex, thus leav-
ing the following from which no re-
ports have been recelved: Derby  and
Blackville, Gordon and Lomme, Grand
Falls, .Johnston, Petitcodlac and West-
morland.
