Thus are 
the institution of Infant Baptism, end the ohrer 
vance of tho IxmFe day enjoined, not merely on 
the authority of Tradition, however ancient and un­
doubted, bnt because, though not commanded in 
Scripture, they have the warranty of scriptural au­
thority, inasmuch as they may fairly be inferred 
from what is actually written. To recount toe evils 
which would flow from a forge ail m ission of tradi­
tional authority, the present occasion would not 
permit. Bnt this main distinction is never to he 
lost sight nf—What is found in toe inspired Scrip­
ture* has eoroo to ns with too warranty of Hanven :
