Capt. Bernier Tells of His

Quebec, Oct. 17.—8ir Wilfrid Laur-
fer at the close of the Canadian Club
banquet Saturday, which a large num-
ber attended and which Captain Ber-
nier, commander of the Arctic, ad-
dressed, made an intimation which
practically means that if Bernler is
willing, he can next year, make a dash
for the north pole on behalf of the
Dominion Government.

The captain explained matters from
a chart he had and an interesting
display was the showing of a pole
found on Melville Island said to have
beon left there by the Sir John Frank-
Jin party in 1846, Captain Bernier
dwelt on the difficulties the Arctic en-
countered and overcame and the care
that had to be taken of the crew of
over 40 and the store of supplies.
When he mentioned the latter there
was o pronounced laugh in all dir-
ectiong, for the famous Arctic sup-
plies are still green in many memor-
les.

Americans Active.|

Captain Bernler referred to seeing
Americans fishing in northern waters
which he contended belonged to Can-
ada. He objectéd to this and advised
the Government to “impose & close
seuson.” He recalled meeting with
Harry Whitney and the crew of the
Jennie, protesting at their {llegal hunt-
ing, etc. on Canadian territory and of
getting a fifty dollar cheque to pay
for the fishing fee from Whitney.

The captain sald he had elaimed for
Canada the whole Arctic archipelago,
and that he had advanced northward
to claim it to prevent possible future
trouble. At this stage he diverted to
refer tor the Alaska boundary {ssue,
and intimated that, “He would only
have liked to see the Arctic there
before that trouble occurred.”

The captain referred to being com-
missioned by the Government to leave
some stores at a northern point for
Dr. Frederick Cook. “I am glad,” said
Bernier, “many times in the past Awm-
ericans have helped British explor-
ers, and 1 am glad we were able to
return the favor. 1 am proud that the
American people have recognized what
we did for them. (Applause.)

Should Pay Fees.

Capt. Bernier touched on finding
Americans fishing where they had no
business to be and maintained they
should pay the fishing fees or stay in
their own territory. He was opposed
to letting American whalef's with
headquarters at San Francisco fish in
Northern waters, especially unless
they paid for so doing.

The captain gave an interesting ac-
count of the climate, vegetation and
game resources of the North and told
of taking possession of a large terri-
tory in the
first last. He intimated to the Pre.
mier that there was no great difficulty
going to the North Pole vicinity if the
right vessel and crew were provided.
He intimated that if he had been at
the pole he would have left some rec-
ord there, and practically sald he had
forbidden Cook to claim Canadian ter-

ritory. .

Sir Wilfrid Laurier stated that Ber-
nier had been coi gloned by the
QGovernment to do in work and
that he had done it well. “If he will
undertake 8 similar work again,” sald
the Premier, “we will give him all
the latitude and longitude he desired
MWe hope that he may be able to
start again for the north in the spring,
with no other instruction than to
guard what Canada possesses in the
Northern seas. He can take the good
ship Arctic with plenty of stores. He
shall not be fetterell and may go as
far as the pole or beyond it.”

The Bishop Of Algoma.

At the morning service in St. Paul's
(Valley) church, the Bishop of Algo-
ma preached, taking as his text the
218t versé of the 20th chapter of St.
JJohn: “Then said Jesus to them again,
Peace be unto you; as my Father hath
sent me, even so send I you.” It was
necessary, he said, for those who went
to preach the Gospel to know God and
feel Him.

His Lordship traced the history of the
diocese of Algoma that was formed
35 years ago. At that time there were
seven churches, now there were 105
in the dlocese. It was formerly
thought that the country was a very
barren one, and his predecessor, Bis-
hop Sullivan, believed it would never
be self-supporting. Now. owing to re-
cent rich discoveries out of sixty mis-
slons, twelve were self-supporting and
last year $10,000 was raised or $4 per
capita,

the need of money and men to carry
out the work of the church.

IMPORTANT WORK 15

COMMENCED IN AOME

Repairing of St. Peter’s Begun
-=To Cost $400,000 and is
to Occupy Ten Years in its

Completion.

16.—An important work
in St. Peter’s has just been begun and
will oecupy about ten years. It is the
repaving of the vast edifice which the
feet of the crowds visiting it during
centuries succeeding have worn away.
It is estimated that it will cost about
£80,000 to restore the 12,000 square
meters of pavement damaged, and this
only represents about one-half the to-
tal surface.

The restoration will be a work of
patience, for it is intended to supply
the place of each old stone with one
precisely similar; but where are the
marbles to be obtained?

Many of the species used for the or-
iginal pavement are no longer obtain-
able. They came from the ancient
Roman temples, from the columns and
tablets found buried in the earth, and
today such finds are very rare. Nev-
ertheless the Chapter of St. Peter’'s
has been able to acquire some of these
rare marbles. The remaining portions
will have to be sought from the quar-
ries of Carrara.

Latest Returns Show an Ap-
palling Loss of Life as a
Result of Disaster in Mes-
sina---Curious Coincidence.

Rome, Oct. 16.—The Italian Statis
tical Bureau recently published an
timate of the mortality in the great
Messina earthquake. The total num

inces of Messina in Sicily, and Reggio
and Catanzaro in (alabria is put at
76,563. At Messina alone 60,000 per-
sons were kifled—almost half of the
inhabitants.

The number of

persons injured is
unknown and very probably will nev-
er be ascertained. On an average i
can be said that two persons were in-
jured for every one killed; hence ap-
proximately about 150,000 persons
were injured.

No estimates of the damage to pro-|
perty has been made, but it is known
that 231 citles, towns and villages suf
fered.

Ramsey still contin-
ued his remarks regarding Mr. Don-
ald and as a result was given in
charge.

Crawford still offered Ramsey a
chance if he would leave the grounds
and go home, but Ramsey became ex-
cited and swore that Crawford could
not put him out.

All would have gone well had not
a crowd of Ramsey's sympathizers ga-
thered round and made things as dif-
ficult as possible for the officer.

REV. W. WM MASTER
RESIGNG PASTORATE
D WILL 60 WEST

Decision Announced At Morn-
ing Service In Germain St.
Baptist Church Yesterday—
Successor To Be Chosen.

Rev. W. W. McMaster, pastor of
the Germain street Baptist church, as
announced by The Standard on Fri-
day, placed his resignation in the
hands of his congregation yesterday.

Before the singing of the closing
hymn yesterday morning, Rev. Mr.
McMaster requested the congregation
%o remain after the service for a short
business session. The pastor then
read the following letter of resigna-
tion.

To the members of the Germain street

Baptist church, St. John, N. B.
“Dear Brothers and Sisters:—

It is now a little more than three
vears since T accepted the unanimous
call to the pastorate of this church
and I have your repeated assurance
that you have been glad from that
day to this.

“I have never doubted that my com-
ing into your midst was in fullest
harmony with the will of God. It has
been this sure bﬁlef that I was where
God would have e that has sustained
me through these years. Neverthe-
less in tendering my resignation to
you as pastor of your church which 1
now do, it is equally my conviction
that I am following a path which, how-
ever dark and mysterious shall be
overruled to my good.

“In regard to the reason for my
resignation I purposely refrain from
making any statement, believing that
to do otherwise would do no good and
might do much harm. It is not with-
out deep feeling however, that I take
this step knowing that it will come
as a great disappointment to many.

“I wish on behalf of Mrs. McMaster
and myself to thank those of you who
have always stood loyally by your
pastor and his wife and by your lov-
ing sympathy and appreciative words
have cheered our hearts and been
the source of inspiration and strength.

Requesting that my resignation be
accepted to take effect at the end of
the present month,

withdrew. On motion of Dr. G. N.
Hay, the resignation was left in the
hands of a joint committee, represent-
ing the boards of finance, trustees
and deacoms. This committee will
meet tonight at 7 o'clock and will re-
port to a general meeting of the con-
gregation on Wednesday evening.

Rev. Mr. McMaster, when interview-
ed last evening, said he had nothing
to add beyond the statements in the
letter. He had fully decided to go
West.
