Arrived Early.

The early arrival of the Carpathia
at quarantine surprised even the cus-
toms officials, 150 of whom were on
the pier under the direction of Gener-
al Nelson P. Phenny, surveyor of the
port, who came to facilitate the laad
fng of the survivors.

Five hundred friends and relatives
had gathered inside the pier sheds at
8.0 o'clock, taking up their positions
under the customs alphabetical
rangement, each one under the initial
of the name of the survivor. The Car
pathia at this time was a quarier of
a mile down the Hudson drawing:
near the docks. A stream of people
was filing iuto the pier entrance and
automobiles continued (o take their
places in the streel.

New York, April 18.—The Canard
liner Carpathia bearing the survivors
from tife wreck of the White Star
liner Titanic, crept into port ton'ght
like a funeral ship. With her came
all that was left of that gallant com-
pany which happy and hopeful em-
barked on the giant Titanic expeztant
of a quick and enjoyable voyage from
Liverpool to this port, but who were
fated to be participants in the grim-
mest, most ghastly tragedy which has
ever been written on the page of the
western ocean since the earliest days
of trans-Atlantic mavigation.

Presently we heard the order: “All
men stand back away from the boats
and all ladjes retire to next deck be-
jow.” the smoking room deck or B
deck.

When they were on the
level of B deck where all the ladies
were collected, the ladies got in quiet-
ly with the exception of some who re-
fused to leave their husbands.

Church Concers, Church Festivas, || Men who Passed Through City Last Night Say Parisian’s
Wireless Operator Had Closed His Station Before Mes-

lan liner Parigian passed through the
city from Halifax early this morning,
and brought the first news whic

the Allan liner on the day of the Ti-
tanic wreck., From the statements of
some of them it is evident that the
Phrisian was nearer to the Titanic
than any other boat and if a call for
help had been received by the wire-
legs operator on the Parisian, and had
been speedily answered by that ship,
it Just possible that the passen-
gers of the Titanic, or at least a great
number of them might have been sav-
ed.

“We never received a call for ag-
sistance from the Titanic.

“We never knew that anything had
happened to her until after 4 o'clock
Monday morning. We sent her a wire-
less message al 10.30 Sunday night,
asking to have it relayed to Cape
Race for us as we wished to notify
the Allan agents where we were.

“That message was received, for our
operator, Mr, Sutherland, received the
notification that it would be sent along.
We dom’t know yet whether it was
sent from the Titanic or not.

“The reason we did not receive any
call for assistance was due to the
fact that our Marconl man, Mr. Suth-
erland, turned in just after he sent
the message to the Titanic. That shut !
out all hqpe for her, from us apparent-

According to Capt, Haines’ estimate,
the Parisian was miles from the Ti
tanic when the wireless operator on
the latter sent out his 8. 0. 8." call
at 10.256 Sunday night.

Operator Sutherland of the Parigian
had within a few minutes at the out-
side shut off his power and turned
in,

Had he remained at his post or had
a relief man taken his instrument, the
appeal for aid from the Titanic would
have been received and the Parisian
Immediately headed' for the doomed
liner.
