New York, Oct. 4—Foreign nations
now owe the United States treasury
the sum of $9,450,661,005. This sum,
most of which was advanced by Wasn-
ington during the course of the war,
large as it Is, was considerably larger
at the time the armistice was signed.
At that time it amounted to $9,565,
091,511, 8ix of the nations involve
havy however, paid off $114,540,506,
reducing the debt to its present pro-
portions.  The nations include Great
Britain, which paid $80,181,000
out of a totai indebtedness of $4.277,-
000,000; France, which has repaid
$30,449,000 of a debt of $2,987,000,000;
Houmania, which out of $25000,000
has paid $1,794000, and Belgium
which has paid $19,000,000 on account
of a loan of $350,000,000. Italy,
Czechoslavakia, Greece and Liberia
have paid nothing. .

Most of the money loaned to for-
eign governments was lent at five
per cent. Last March it was an-
nounced in Congress that interese to
the extent of $433,074,799 had been
paid and that iInterest amounting to
$236,240,000 was at that

time over-
due. Estimates made since that date
place the interest due from this

source during 1920 at $463,215613,

About $97,000,000 still remains in
the treasury to the credit of various
nations. Against this sum the trea-
sury is sald to held claims of about
$48,000,000.

- HEAR THE TRUTH

One of the best of the Saturday evening meetings in the provincial campaign was
that held at Bayswater, addressed by Col. O. W. Wetmore, Government candidate, and
E. S. Carter. The meeting was interesting from the fact that Mr. Carter made a com-
plete and convincing reply to the remarks of George B. Jones, one of the Opposition can-
didates in Kings, at the nomination day proceedings at Hampton earlier in the day. .

In opening Mr. Carter recalled to
the audience the fact that he had
spoken there in the election of 1917
and had read them a ietter addressed
to him from Hon. W. E. Foster at that
time Leader of the Opposition party
stating that if he and his {riends were
returned to power one of the things
that he would do for the Eastern end
of the County of Kings was to give
free ferriage to the farmers and bona
fide resldents on the Kingston penin-
sula so that they would be able to
have egqual opportunities with pro-
ducers in other parts of the county
and wenld not have to pay a toll in
the shape of ferriage every time they
went to the city of St. John with their
market products or on pleasure or
business bent. He reminded them
that in spite of the fact that Kings
County in 1917 had not rendered a
favorable verdict to the Foster candi
dates and had defeated them, yet the
Hon. Mr. Foster had carried out every
pledge that he had made though he
might have been justified in.main-
taiming that the people did not desire
him to do so. The free ferry from
Bayswater, Kennebecasis Island and
Somerville to Millidgeville had been
one of the greatest boons to that com-
munity and an opportunity was now
presenting itself to the residents of
Westfield Number Two and Kingston,
otherwise known as the Kingston
Peninsula, to say by their votes om
October 9 whether they approve or
disapprove of the free ferriage propo-
sition. QGovernments had to be guid-
ed by the opimion of the people and
if communities said they did not want
any advantage such as that presented
by free ferries governments could not
be blamed if they took the hint, but
Mr. Carter added, he felt that he was
not mistaken in the minds and the
hearts of the people of the Kingston
Peninsula; they knew their own in-
terests too well and he believed that
when the ballot returns were heard
on October 9 they would not be open
to the charge of ingratitude to the
government.

In connection with the free ferriage
he reminded them that during the
spring ‘and fall there was a season
when ice was breaking up or ice was
forming, when the harbors of Mill-
idgeville and Bayswater were prac-
tically closed earlier than the other
ports of call and in order to overcome
this difficulty .and extend the time of
steamer service in the fall and make
it possible for it to begin earlier in
the spring conversations had been had
with the owners of' the Steamer
“Maggie Miller” and they expressed
themselves as being perfectly willing
to meet the views of the ‘government
if they decided to endeavor to shorten
the closed season and to make it pos-
sible for the people of Kingston Penin-
sula to reach St. John, at least so far
as passengers and freight were con-
cerned, even if it were not possible to
land teams-at Indiantown or any other
point where it might be possible to
find a landing place.

Having touched upon  this local
point very completely, Mr. Carter
went on to take up some of the state-
ments that had beep made at Hamp-
ton during the afternoon, particularly
by George B. Jones, one of the oppo-
sition candidates. Mr, Jones had en-
deavored to belittle the Hon. Premier
of the Province before thé people of
Kings County and to make them
think that he was not capable of hold-
ing the position of Leader of the Gov-
ernment.  Mr. Carter paid a warm
tribute to the ability, industry, tact
and courtesy of Premier Foster. He
had introduced, he said, reforms into
the government which would lagt as
long as the province; he had provid-
ed that every man who laboured for
the Department of Public Works
should receive his pay by a personal
checque sent through the mails to his
home address and no matter whether
he earned twenty-five cents or twenty
five dollars a cheque was made out to
him and he received his pay just as
soon as the supervisor did himself.
The Premier had also provided for an
independent system of accounting
whereby the people of the Province
of Ne wBrunswick were assured that
in addition to the detailed audit of
the Comptroller General. who is the
anditor general, an eminent firm of
accountants and _auditors, Messrs.
Price, Waterhouse & Co.,, went over
and scratinized carefully every ac
count of the province at the close of
each fiscal year and gave their certi-
ficate that everything was all right.
This was the system, Mr. Carter said,

that was adopted by the largest fin-
ancial interests in the world, such as
the Bank of Montreal and the Bank
of Nova Scotia. and some of the otner
Canadian provinces tad also adopted
it, but in New Brunswick it remain-
ed for the Hon. W. E, Foster to make
it émperative that the provincial ac-
<ounts should be subject to an Inde
pendent and outside audit.

Furthermore, it was due to the
Hon. Premier that the pledges whiche
be had made to the people of New
Brunswick in 1917 had been carried
out (o' the letter; out of thirteen
planks in his platform, only one re-
wained for consideration, and that
was the division of the electoral con-
glituencies into ridings so that it
might be possible to obtain men to
become candidates for the legislature
who could give their time and atten-
tion to a smail constituency, but were
vnable to commit themselves to the
canvas of from ten thousand to twelve
thousand, or perhaps from fifteen thou-
sand to twenty thousand voters. Un-
der his directwon the roads had been
taken out of politics, and Mr Carter
went on to say that so far as the
County of Kings % concerned super-
visors had been instructed to deny
no man labor no matter what his poli-
tics. As Inspector of Highways for
the ocounty, which position he said
be held without remuneration, he had
trom the start instructed supervisors
that there was to be no favor shown
because of political feanings in the em-
ployment of men upon the highways.
Many of his supervisors had been
strong supporters of the government
of the past, hut they were good men,
and  after all it was good roads that
we were looking for.

The taking of the Crown Land out
of politics as promised by Mr. Foster
when he was leader of the Opposition
was one of the reasons why there had
been smch 'a splendid incraase from
the receipts of this Important gov
ornment asset, receipts that in the
yewr 1920 woud probably reach the
grand total of one million, five hun-
dred thousand dollars, as against
about ome-third of that sum during
the last year uhder the old govern:
ment. He showed how, under the For-
wstry Commission, the men who were
appointed to scale the lumber had
f.ret to pass an examination as to
tieir ability; they had to ve well
recommended, and their appointments
d&id not depead upon their political
preferences, put depende soisly as to
whether they were able to do the work
and the comndesion was natistind that
they would dc it homestly. In (s
connection, Mr. Canter referred to Mr
Jones' statem<nt on the husiings st
Hampton, to the effect that the lum-
bermen should pay $10 per thousand
stumpage. He Yeminded them that
Mr. Jones' conversion to a high rate
of stumpage had been very recent
and was difficult indeed to aocount
for, because no later than 1913 he was
an ardent supporter and a faithful
henchman of the .premier of that day
who, with his close associates, recety
ed one hundred thousand dollars, or
thereabouts, from the Crown Land
operators for u “Campaign Fund” in
return for which generous levy he and
kis government passed an order-in-
council establishing the rate of stump-
uge in the Province of New Brunswick
at $1.50 per thousand for a period of
ten yocars, and Mr. Jones knew very
well that if the speaker (Mr. Carter)
had not discovered that infamous deal
with the Inmbermen, and had not
svoceeded in having changes mader by
his friend, the member from Mada-
waska, Mr. Dugal, in the legislature,
that the bargain which was made with
the lumbermen, and for which they
paid that enormous sum, would stilk
have remained in effect and the lum-
bermen would only be paying $1.50
stumpage per thousand today instead
of $5 per thousand, which this gov-
ernment has imposed. Mr. Jones does
not live in a crown land county—
there “are only a few square miles of
crown land in the County of Kings,
and as a ‘arge manufacturer of logs
e has to buy them in small lots from
the farmers Mving ia his vicinity. No
doubt he has to pay pretty well for
his stumpage and he wants a similar
amount imposed upon the crown land
cperators, even though some of them
have to portage their supplies some
forty or fifty miles. The crown land
operator who pays §5 a thounsand
slumpage has to pay in addition $8
per square mile, not only for every
mile that he is operating upon, but
for every mile that hé has under lease.
He also had to nay in 1913 a bonus for
the best lands of $1 a square mile, and

that, too, must be taken into account
in determining the rate of stumpage
that attaches to the lumber that he
cuts,

Mr. Carter dealt very vigorously
and effectively with Mr. Jones’
charges that he held seven offices un-
der the government and made the dis-
tinct statement that the only office
which he held indirectly under the
government was that of director and
secretary of the Valley Railway and
in this connection he pointed gut that
the salaries of the Chief Engineer,
who was a director, had b reduc-
ed several months ago from $4,200 to
$600 per year, that the salary of the
Président and legal counsei, Mr. W.
P. Jones, had been reduced from $3.-
000 to $600 a year, and that his own
salary which was $2,500 had been re-
duced to $1500 a year. He also point-
ed out that there were only three
directors of the Valley Raflway in-
stead of five or sometimes seven as
under the old government, and that
instead of employing outside engin-
eers as the old railway board did at
a salary of $5,000 a year, one of the
three directors under the Foster gov-
ernment was Chief Engineer as well
and his salary in that gApapity cover-
ed any services he rendered as a di-
rector. This also was true of the
President of the present board,: Mr.
W. P, Jones, at a salary of $3,000
which covered all the charges for le-
gal services that he was entitled to
and his director’s services ag well.
Under the old governmeént there were
several lawyers engaged from time
to time and the feés for their services
were very large indeed and were out-
side of the fees of the board of direc
tors. Mr. Jones also spoke of Mr.
Carter as an employee of the govern-
ment as the highway inspector and
manager of the garage, etc. He knew
very well, because the statement has
appeared in the report of the Highway
Wngineer, that any services of Mr.
Carter given for the highways and
other servicé® of the Public Works De-
partment were given without any
charge. He also included the sgcre-
taryship to the Premier as a govern
ment office although he knew very
well that there is no such office under
the ‘government anfl that not one cent
received by Mr. Carter for that work
comes from the revenues of the prov-
ince but is a private arrangement be-
tween himself and the Premier,

He understood that Mr. Jones, also
objected to the fact that the govern-
ment party in the County of Kings
had only nominated two men, Massrs.
©O. W. Wetmore and Stirling 1. Keith,
leaving it open to their supporters to
add ony one of the three farmegs of
-their ticket to complete it. Mr..Car-
ter said he could quite understand
why Mr. Jopes was blind to the polit-
fcal necessity of recognizing such an
important movement as that which
interests the farmers of the comnty.
Unlike their opposition party in the
County of Kings the government par
ty felt no antagonism to the farmers
and the government party was not un-
willing for the friends of the govern-
ment in Kings County when casting
their ballots on October 9 to add to
the names of Messrs. Wetmore and
Keith, in order to complete their tick-
et, any one of the three members of
the farmers’' ticket nominated today,
but he declared that by the nomina-
tions through the province the Baxter
party was defeated on Nomination
Day:

In the County of Madawaska the
two government men were returned
by acclamation;

In the County of Victoria there
weer no Baxter candidates

In the County of Carleton there
were no Bakxter candidates

In the County of Charlotte there
were only two Baxter candidates out
of four;

In the County of Sunbury there were
no Baxter candidates and with only
one farmer in the field, one govern-
ment candidate is sure of election

In the County of Northumberland
there were no Baxter candidates

In the County of Kent there were
no Baxter candidates;

In the County of Westmorland there
were no Baxter candidates.

And they could readily see that out
of the forty-eight candidates which
should have been under ordinary cir-
cumstances nominated for the Oppo-
gition under the leadership of the
Honorable Mr. Baxter, in «all of these
counties the Opposition could have no
representation. Does not that spell
victory for the government and de-
feat for the Oppesition at the very
outset?

In cobeloding his references to Mr. Jones’ remarks about him, Mr., Carter sald:—

“I am not a candidate in this election, and therefore I do not feel that Messrs. Murray, Jones or Dickson
have any right to make any personas atiacks upon me; but as they apparently wish to raise the lid of person-
udity, let us throw the whole cover off and let them ¢ake what is coming to them. One can hardly conceive
that Messrs. Murrey and Jones who were condemned by a resolution by the legistature in which they sat as
unfit to take part in the councils of the country and to sit.as representatives, coming again to the people and
arking for thewr approval of their conduct and their wvotes, and if their friends assume for one moment that
the resolution passed by the majority of the legisiature represented a political view ot their conduct, I ask

them to considér the resolution which was moved in the }
ment, moved by one, of their associates, one of their most respect

The monthly analysis of the water
Supply for the month of Bepismber,
as made by the provincial b #:temolo-
gist, Dr. Abramson, fhows absolutely
ne trace of typhoid,

Dr. Warwick, Ahe district medical
health officer, stated yesterday that
the Halifax puper's insinuation was
unwarranted, no trace of typhoid had
been found in the city water, and the
few cases of typhoid in the city colia
be traced to other sources than drink
ing water.

Possibility of Pollution

The doctof said that, while there
was no contam:nation of the water
supply evident, there woyld always
be a possibility of pollution caused by
‘he proximity of summer camps along
the shores of Sp-uce Lake and loch
Comond,

The possible danger from this source
had been considercd by the Boa:d of
Kealth, and steps taken to reduce it
to & minimum. He feit that the city
should secure absolute control of 'he
foreshores of the two lakes, and thus
remove a pOﬁDll-’e menace.

At present an inspector is emfoyed
tc keep a sucveillacce over Spruce
Lake to see that no pollution ocurs,
and the inspection of the Loch Lo-
nond water shed comes within the
jurisdiction of the sanitary inspector
for the County of Simonds,
