Moncton, July 14—With the con­
clusion of the evidence of Curtis 
Steeves, son of the accused, at the 
trial of O. Gains Steeves, at Hope- 
well Cape this afternoon the prosecu­
tion closed Its case.

Senator Fowler opened for the de­
fence and in outlining the character 
of the evidence to be submitted said 
the defence were simply contending 
that the fire in which accused's wife 
and five children lost their lives on 
the morning of February 15 last, was 
a most unfortunate accident.

The defence first called as witness­
es Merritt Croeeman, Fred Steeves. 
John Mellish, Jr. the latter being a 
new witness.

Philadelphia. July 14—Half an bo® 
after he tasted a quantity of nitro 
glycerin found in the eatp-deposf 
vault of an uptown bank to ascertain 
whether it was really an explosive, 
Director of Public Safety Cortelyou 
collapsed in his office yesterday.

Heat and overwork were ascribed 
by Dr. Hubley R. Owen, chief police 
surgeon, as the causes of the collapse. 
When asked whether or not the last 
ing of the explosive might have in 
duced his collapse, the physician sain 
be did not think so.

The finding of the nitroglycerin and 
a stick of dynamite in the safe-deposit 
box was the result of the receipt of a 
letter by the wife of Joseph Berger, 
alias Joseph Smith, alias Joseph Har­
ris, now serving an eight-year terra 
in Cleveland for blowing a safe.

Fearing that the nitroglycerin 
might destroy the bank and kill many 
persons. Berger, who has shown in­
dications of a purpose to reform, 
wrote his wife that he had hidden 
the explosives, which he intended to 
use in the perpetration of robberies, 
in the bank vault.

Woman Sends Letter
He gave her the name of the bank 

and the box number. Immediately 
after the receipt of the letter the- 
woman sent it to Director Cortelyou 
Detective George Benz, in charge of 
the safe-breaking squad of the de 
tectlve bureau, was summoned by 
Cortelyou and the letter turned over

Yesterday morning Benz went to. 
the bank, and with extraordinary 
care opened the box A half-pint bot­
tle. filled with nitroglycerin, and sur­
rounded by papers and a stick of 
dynamite, was found in the. box, as 
per directions. Benz took out the bot­
tle and carried it to the office of 
Director Cortelyou.

The question then arose whether 
the bottle really contained nitrogly­
cerin or whether the whole thing was, 
a hoax.

“I’ll test it the/' way we used to 
test the stuff at the postoffice,” said 
Director Cortelyou, who as chief pos­
tal inspector in this district had on 
many occasions been placed in charge 
of similar explosives seized by postal 
agents.

As naturalists had believed that 
the northern elephant seals had be­
come extinct, the discovery of such 
a large herd was of great importance 
There was deop water all about the 
island, and the ship was anchored as 
near the shore as possible, so that the 
men could study the animals freely. 
Six email seals, about a year old, 
were captured alive and taken aboard 
the ship. These were for study and 
exhibition purposes.

The elephane seal is eo called be­
cause of its great size, and because 
of its nose, which is very long—some­
times eighteen inches from its tip to 
tho eye—and shaped like 
phant’s trunk.

The animal average about fifteen 
feet long, and ten or eleven feet in 
girth. Some of the males are longer 
than that, one animal being recorded 
as actually measuring twenty-two 
feet The newly-born seals, or pups, 
are about four feet long, and general­
ly very fat. These are black in color, 
while the adult seals are a yellowish 
brown. The skin is very thick.

Were Very Quiet
Unless they were actually teased, 

the seals did not pay any attention 
to the men, some of them did not 
even raise their heads. If they were 
driven to move they ^rould settle 
down again, first covering their backs 
with sand, which they threw up with 
their front flappers.

When those that went into the 
ocean returned, they got out of the 
water very slowly, spreading the 
flappers to get the benefit of each 
wave. When they are out of the 
water they crawl great distances. 
When crawling they resemble huge 
inch-worms, for they arch the body, 
drawing the hind quarters forward, 
and shifting the tore quarters with 
the front flappers braced outward.

These seals fight frequently. They 
crawl slowly within striking dis­
tances, and then, rising on their front 
flappers, draw back their big 
open their mouths very wide, and 
strike at one another with their large 
teeth. Although they wound each 
other on the neck, they do not do any 
great harm, for the skin is very thick 
The fighting is not of a desperate na 
ture, and does not last long.

Ask Protection for Them.
Although much has been discovered 

about these rare animals, the scien 
lists have never been able to find 
exactly what they eat. The captured 
elephant seals refused to eat for 
more than two weeks, but after they 
reached* the aquarium in New York, 
they lived on fresh fish cut into mo­
derate-sized pieces. It is supposed 
that the elephant seals live on live 
squid and sardines.

The northern elephant seal has ex­
isted as a race under very hard con 
ditions. Previous to 1865 the animal 
was killed in very great numbers for 
its oil.

As far as the expedition has been 
able to find out, this animal is found 
only on Guadeloupe Island. It is slow­
ly increasing in numbers, and it If 
hoped that it will not be molested by 
hunters.

The Island to not inhabited, and tbt 
Mexican Government, which owns the 
island, has not as yet interested itself 
in the protection of these animals.

Utah’s afiti-cigarette law has been 
in effect several days now and 
rests have yet been made. It forbids 
smoking cigarettes, cigars or pipes in 
public places and outlaws the giving 
away, sale, exchange or barter ol 
cigarettes.

That the law is being openly violât 
ed is admitted by officials, but inas­
much as tio persons have sworn to 
complaints alleging violations, 
rests^ have been made, and there is 
little* chance that any arrests will 
come. The new statute has made only 
one noticeable difference—cigar stores 
are not displaying the forbidden ar­
ticles for sale. Of course they are 
not being sold -at least not openly— 
but wherever one goes in this city he 
sees people smoking them.

The law is probably one of the 
most unpopular statutes ever passed 
by a state legislature, and many of 
the people smoking cigarettes today 
are doing so for the one reason that 
there is a law against their sale. 
Bankers who never smoked 
ette in their lives are now smoking 
them. One of them said today he was 
doing it because of the tow against it.

Bootlegging if cigarettes lias not yet 
started, although it is expected. The 
law permits cigarettes to be purchas­
ed from outside the state and ship­
ped in for personal use, eo cigarette 
smokers are not likely to have to re­
sort to the bootleggers 
of cartons have been purchased by 
individuals and put away for personal 
use. The law forbids advertising 
cigarettes on billboards and in any 
newspaper, magazine or circular 
printed, published and circulated with­
in the state. Outside publications cir­
culating in Utah, however, are not 
prevented from carrying cigarette ad­
vertisements.

So unpopular is the law here that 
the acting Chief of Police has made 
the statement that he will take no 
particular steps toward its enforce­
ment Other officials have said they 
would enforce the statute principally 
because of their oath of office, but 
up to date no dhe has even been re­
quested to not smoke in a building 
lobby

GOSSIP AROUND 
THE MARKETS

There Is at the moment a great 
shortage of Victory bonds of the 1924 
maturity.

5 1-2 per cent. Another reason why 
the 1924'e are in especial demand Is 
that there are comparatively few of 
them outstanding, the issue only 
amounting to $106^000,000. A third 
reason is that the 1924’s at existing 
levels give a higher return than any 
of the other Victories. At 97.40, 
price prevailing yesterday, the return 
was 6.S6 per cent. A fourth reason 
arises out of the fact that the shorter 
term Victories—the 1922’s the 1923’s 
and the 1924’s—are all exceptionally 
well held; they hare practically all 
passed Into the hand of investors who 
have put them away, awaiting the date 
of maturity. Hence when these bonds 
are wanted they have to be bid up 
and even at the advanced levels th8l*e 
is a scantiness of offerings, which 
tends to etill higher quotations. The 
probabilities are that there will be 
little business done in the nearer ma­
turities; certainly there will be small 
decline in values so long as the 
stronger exchange rates induce the 
existing keenness of demand.

GAMBLERS AT 
ATLANTIC CITY 
ARE PROTECTED

Jurist Warns Prosecutor and 
Police Chief They Must 

“Clean Up."

PRODUCES EVIDENCE 
TO BACK STATEMENT

Asserts Fake Wiretappers 
Were Tipped off in Time to 
Avoid Arrest.

Atlantic City, July 14.—John J. 
White, Judge of the New Jersey- 
Court of Errors ami Appeals and part 
owner of the Marlborough-Blenhelm 
Hotel, made the charge tonight that 
“big crooks have been at work here 
under protection.”

TTiis assertion, made in a speech 
before the Avenue Hotel Association, 
and following the recent complaints 
from State Senator Chas. D. White, 
the Judge’s brother, and Chas. H. Den­
nis, district manager of a detective 
agency, produced a sizzling effect in 
Atlantic City.

Judge White cited facts which, he 
said, d< omnstrated to him that wire­
tapping swindlers have been immune 
from molestation, while try mg to vic­
timize wealthy hotel guests. He called 
on Wm S. Cothbert, head of the 
police and fire bureaus, and Edmund 
C. Geskill, Public Prosecutor, to “get 
busy and clean house." He said he 
could not furnish the details as to 
protection given wiretappers, but in­
sisted that there was abundant evid­
ence It had been given. |

How They Work.

He told first of a guest at theChal- 
fonte, who, on the hotel porch was 
approached by a chance acquaintance 
ho had met on a train from New 
York
man seated a short distance away 
and said this man had cleaned up 
$100,000 the week before betting on 
races in New York poolrooms.
