The Law of the Road.

A tipsy gentleman on the Marsh
Road last summer caused considerable
merriment by planting himself near the
centre of the road and announeing’ to
the driver of an approaching four-horse
team that  Half the ro-road’s mine, and
Tm d—-—a if I turnou-out a foot.” This
was regarded as drunken folly, but it
was rather a drunken assertion of a
sober right. Drivers act as though
they alone have a right to the roads and
streets, as though road taxes were paid

pedestriansthave no right which drivers
are bound to vespect. In the country
pedestrians are forced out into the
snow-banks by the roadside so that the
dashing cutter or loaded :sled will not
be obliged to sheer a few inches from
the track, and in town no one ventures
to cross the street without an accident
insurance policy in his pocket. “We
own theroad,” say  the drivers, “and
poor trespassing devils who travel afoot
must look out for the sleigh when the
bells ring.” It is very unusnal fo see
the slightest precaution exercised by
drivers. When they run down anybody
they say it “served the beggar right—
he'd no business to be in the way,” and
pass on. Gentlemen who drive their
own horses seem to be even more con-
vinced than cabmen that every pedes-
trian is an intruder on the highway,
and look around with a scowl of indig-
nation and an involuntary elevation of
the horsewhip when a daring pedestri-
an whose persistency in keeping, not
half the road like the tipsy gentleman
aforementioned, but two or three feet
of it, has forced them-fo sheer slightly.

‘Drivers take it for granted that pedes-

trians will look around at the sound of
sleigh-bells and get out of the track of
the approaching horse, and they feel
insulted when a pedestrian resolutely
keeps on his way, forcing them either
to run over him' or vary their course
slightly.

Now it is about time for this thing
to be stopped. We recorded a case the
other day of a driver being muleted in
considerable damages for running over
a man, the Judge deciding that it is the
duty of a driver to look out for pedes-
This decision is in accordance
with common sense, and will doubtless
be found to be the law of a New Bruns-
wick Court when somebody sues one of
these lordly horsemen for damages. If
someman would only come to the deter-
mination to have a fair share of the road
or be run over it would be a good thing
—except for the man’s bones—as it

| would result in the law of the road be-

ing speedily up for argument in the
courts. Who will volunteer for the
dangerous service? ~What friend of
human liberty will become a martyr in
the cause of those who travel afoot?

An Indoor Tragedy.
[From the N. Y. Tribuune ]
Well nigh half a century ago a newly-
married conple settled in ove of the west-
ern counties ot Pennsylvania. They bad
what their neighbors deemed & fair capital
with whith to begin life—a well-stocked
though small- farm, sound health, zood
common sense, and a more than average
amount of shrewd intelligence and culture.
Under all this was a sincere trust in God
and a jealous, sensitive love for each other,
neither df which their meighbors knew
much about. American backwoods farm-
ors take a pride in covering their emotions
ander a hide as tough as that of their own
beeves. 'Fhey had three or four children,
and night after night, over the kitchen
fire, the problem they set themselves to
answer was, what is the best thing we can
do with them, and for them ; the question
asked daily with such a wrenching of heart
in myriads of homes, and answered so dif-
terently. The fear of God seemed to Jagob
and his wife the best beritage to give them;

James Meahan almost Arrested.

The melancholy cireumstances attending
the burning of the office of the late Wi,
End at Bathurst and the reward of $1,000
for the arrest of James Meahan, suspected
of arson, have aroused the feeling of in-
dignation and desire for lucre of a large
number of Her Majesty’s liege subjects in
various parts of the Province. In some of
the rural districts the utmost vigilance has
been exercised and so far has the interest
been excited that armed sentinels have
been stationed on various bridges and at
the junection of such cross roads as would
in all probability be taken by. a fugitive
from justice. As it was thought by
many that Meahan after leaving Bathurst
would come to St. John for the purpose
of conveniently escaping to the United
States territory, a keen watch has
has been kept both by the police and
private eitizens, but so far the vigilance
has proved fruitless. With, however, a
noteworthy sagacity and extraordinary
zeal the police have dogged the tracks of a
number of inoffensive travellers, and have
even detailed some of their number to act
as temporary night porters in the hotels
supposed to contain the man by whose ar-
rest the ends of justice would be satisfied
and $1,000 secured to the faithful captors
of the criminal.
