FOR THE FRONT.

London, April 13.—The Chronicle
states that sixteen additional British
staff officers have been ordered to the
front in Egypt.

JUST HAD TOOTHACHE.

London, April 13.—The Paris corre-
spondent of the Times says that the
visit of the German Chancellor, Prince
Hohenlohe, to that city has no other
object than to visit the dentist to
wiom he has had resource for the last
few years.

A DEMORALIZED GENERAL.

Rome, April 13.—Advices received
here from Massowah show that Gen.
Baratieri, who was recently removed
from the command of the Italian forces
operating in Abyssinia, shows signs of
a mental breakdown.

THE SULTAN’S LLATEST.

Constantinople, April 13.—An Imper-
i{al irade has been issued commanding
all Turkish students mow abroad to
return to Turkey. ‘The object of this
Qn_dgr is to prevent these students from
Joining in the Young Turk movements.

TORPEDO BOAT SUNK.

London, April 13.—Two torpedo boats
collided off Wilhelmshaven Saturday.
One of the boats sank almost imme-
diately, and five of the ocrew were
drowned. The boats wére making trial
trips at the time the collision occurred.

THE SUN ECLIPSED BY DUST.

London, April 13.—Reports from the
Broken HIill district, Australia, say
that a terrific dust storm passed over
the place yesterday. The sun was ob-
scured for twenty minutes, and the
town of Broken Hill was in total dark-
ness.

FRANCE, TURKEY, EGYPT.

Paris, April 13.—L.e Journal says thadi,
the Premier, M. Bourgeois, has had a
long conference with the Turkish am-
bassador here, and the newspaper ex-
presses the opinion that an agreement
has been reached between France and
Turkey in regard to the Egyptian sit-
uation.

TWO MORE FOOLS.

Paris, April 13.—The Prince De Sagan
and M. Hermant, author of the play
“Lamente,” fought a duel this morn-
irg. They exchanged four pistol shots
on the Saint Ouen race course, with-
out effect. The trouble grew out of
alleged personal reflections upon the
prince in the play. The seconds of the
prince were Gen. Friant and Count
Dedion. ;

FRANCE’S LITTLE KICK.

Cairo, Egypt, April 13.—The hearing
of the proceedings of a syndicate of
French bondholders against the com-
missioners of the public debt in Egypt,
arising out of the action of the com-
missioners in allowing a portion of the
reserve fund to be used for the Anglo-
IEgyptian expedition up the Nile, was
adjourned for a fortnight.

WRECKED ON THE ROCKS,

Dublin, April 13.—The British ship
Camnarvonshire (Capt. Hughes), from
San Francisco, on Dec. 11, for Queens-
town, has been wrecked on the rocks
near Skibbereen. She went ashore on
Friday evening, and her stern to amid-
ships is now submerged. The crew es-
caped In the boats, but they lost
everything. The Carnarvonshire was
of 1,227 tons register, and was owned
by Hughes & Co.

LI HUNG IN CLOVER.

Colomba, Ceylon, April 13.—Li Hung
Chang, the distinguished Chinese
statesman, who is to represent the
Chinese Emperor at the ceremonies at-
tending the coronation of the Czar at
Moscow, has arrived here. - He was
received with high honors. During
the course of an interview, Li Hung
Chang is quoted as saying that after
leaving Moscow he will proceed to
Berlin, Essen, Paris and London, and
thence to America, returning to Pekin
in November.

THE DREIBUND RENEWED.

Paris, April -13.—A dispatch to the
Matin from Venice says that Emperor
william and King Humbert, at their
conference on Saturday last, decided
to proiong the Dreibund until 1902. The
correspondent of the Matin also says
that the African situation was discuss-
ed. It was resolved to proceed Wwith
the peace negotiations, and, in the
event of their failure, a fresh expedi-
tion, commanded by the Duke of Aosta,
brother of King Humbert, is to be
dispatched against the Abyssinians in
September.

WHO IS TO BLAME ?

London, April 13.—A committee of
the health department of Liverpool,
which has been making inquiries into
the subject, alleges that the spread 01’.‘
glanders among horses in that city is
due to the importation of Canadian
horses. The comanittee is about to
send a deputation to the Board of
Agriculture to urge the Government
to take restrictive action upon the im-
portation of such animals. The allega-
tions of the Liverpool committee are
emphatically denied, however, by the
Canadian officials.

DERVISHES ROUTED.

Rome, April 13.—An official telegram
from Massowah says that the Dervish-
es have been routed and that they have
fled across the Atbara River. Col.
Stevani, who recently, supplied the

Kassala garrison with stores, has
been ordered to remain there for the
present. The Italians, it is announced,
have datermined to hold Kassala at
any cost, and it is now believed that
the Government does not intend to
evacuate this portion of Abyssinia.
Italie states that the Government does
not believe that the Dervishes will ad-
vance further and attempt to take the
positicn now occupied by the Italian
forces.

MR. CHAMBERLAIN’S COLONIAL
SCHEME.

London, April 13.—The Statist has
sent letters to the various colonial
leaders, asking their opinion of the re-
cent speech of Mr. Chamberlain, the
Colonial Secretary, advocating a com-
mercial union of the colonies. In re-
ply to this letter, J. Hofmeyer, a leader
of the Afrikander party, has cabled
from Cape Town, expressing his opin-
ion that the proposal embodies an ex-
cellent idea, but fears that fiscal rea-
sons will render it impossible at pres-
ent in South Africa and many other
colonies. C. C. Kingston, Crown Ad-
vocate of South Australia,cabled mere-
ly that the subject ought to be cour-
teously and carefully considere-q, and
Prime Minister Turner, of Victoria, de-
clined to express any opinion. Tpe
Australian press are generally hostile
to the proposal.

MONARCHS MEET.

Venice, April 13.—The Imperial yacht
Hohenzollern, with Emperor William
of Germany and the Empress on board,
entered the St. Marie dock Saturday
afternoon. The King and Queen .of
Italy, accompanied by Premier l{ud‘mi,
all the Cabinet Ministers, and Gen.
Count Lanza Di Busca, the Italian am-
bassador at Berlin, boarded the Im-
perial yacht as soon as she was moOr-
ed, and greeted the distinguished visi-
tors. The meeting between the Em-
peror and King Humbert, and between
the Empress and Queen Margaret was
of the most cordial nature. The town
is beautifully decorated with flags, and
at night it was brilliantly ‘ulu.minajt_ed.
Venice is crowded to overflowing with
visitors from all parts of Iltaly a}:d
from nearly every part of Eurcpe. The
vicinity of the city where the Hohen-
gollern is anchored is alive with gon-
dolas filled with people, and the im-

mediate neighborhood of the dock is |

festooned with flags and gay wita
flowers and evergreens.

It is denied that the interview be-
tweer. the Emperor and King dealt
with the renewal of the Triple Alllance,
which has already been tacitM® renew-
ed.

BRAND'S BRAVE BAND.

London, April 13.—A dispatch dated
Buluwayo, Saturday, says that mes-
sengers who have arrived there re-
port that a large * rce of Matabeles
attacked Capt. Braud and his party
of 130 men. A laager was formed,
which was completely surrounded by
the blacks. M1he whites made a des-
perate fight. Finally, when all their
ammunition was exhausted, and their
Maxim gun disabled, they fought their
way through the lines of the Mata-
beles, losing five killed and sixteen
wounded. The Matabeles were armed
with Martini rifles. It is estimated
that they lost 150 killed and wounded.
Matters are daily becoming more seri-
ous. The rising is spreading rapidly.

The Telegraph publishes a dispatch
from Pretoria saying that two large
Matabele regiments are killing oxen
and holding war damnces twelve miles
from Buluwayo.

Mr. Chamberiain has received a dis-
patch from the Governor of Cape Col-
ony, Sir Hercules Robinson, saying
that a relief party of 100 troopers will
leave Mafeking today (Monday) for
Buluwayo, with a supply of rifles to
arm the volunteers at the latter place.
A relief party will start immediately
to the assistance of Capt. Brand.

DEATH OF A DUELIST.

Potsdam, Prussia, April 13.—Baron
von Schrader, master of ceremonies at
the Prussian court, died on Saturday,
his death being the result of injuries
inflicted by Count von Kotze, formerly
one of the court chamberlains, during
a duel fought in the vicinity of the
Neues Palais at Potsdam. Baron von
Schrader was severely wounded in the
abdomen at the time of the meeting
on the field of honor, and his recovery
from the injuries received was con-
sidered from the first doubtful, if not
imvpossible.

The death of Varon von Schrader
will undoubtedly go a long way to-
wards reviving the great court anony-
mous letters scandals which for years
have furnished Germany, and, in fact,
all Europe, with a series of startling
sensations. The arrest of Count von
Kotze for panticipating in this duel
with Baron von Schrader has already
been ordered, and he has announced
his willingness to surrender to the
authorities. It is also stated that the
affair will be seized upon by the Lib-
erals as an opportunity for making an
interpellation in the Reichstag, the
claim being made that the authorities
knew well that the duel was about to
take place, but refused to interfere.
If the matter is given an airing in the
German Parliament, as well as in the
courts, the names of persons high in
sccial and political life in Germany—
in fact, of royalty itself—cannot be
kept out of the case.

100,000 STARVING ARMENIANS.

The United States national Armenian
relief committee, through its treasur-
ers, Brown Brothers & Co., of New
York, have received the following
communication from Kharpit:

“Our system of relief comprises sev-
eral distinct departments. The desti-
tute receive tickets for two pieces of
bread a day for each adult, and pre-
sent them to the bakers with whom we
have contracted. The number now on
our list is 2,379.

“The bedding and underclothes de-
partment is under the core of our
ladies. Sewing is given out to desti-
tute women, who take it to their homes
and make a suit of underclothes for 6
cents. Over 300 women have thus far
kept their families supplied with
bread. From this center we send out
clothes and beds to the villages and
supply the refugees who come here.

“We have furnished work to men in
clearing away the ruins of burnt build-
ings, for our desire is to help without
pauperizing them.

“We are trving to aid a people who
are famishing, with plenty to eat all
around them. The harvest is better
than usual this year, and there is
food, which the Turks are willing to
sell. We have ailded up to the pres-
ent time 10,655 families, numbering
60,566 souls.

“The number of needy increases, be-
cause many who had a little food have
now exhausted their store. There are

thousands of widows and orphans
thrown upon the world with no bread-
winners. There are artisans without
tools, farmers without seed or cattle,
and people without houses. To main-
tain only the present lines of relief
work down to the end of Avril, we
dare not estimarte less than $50,000. Our
rate of expenditure is now $5,000 per
week.

“The estimate of 100,000 destitute
peovle in Kharput Province is not
exaggerated. If these people are to be
at all adequately clothed and fed, $500,-
000 is not an extravagant estimate.”

A BARBAROUS CUSTOM.

Loondon, April 13.—The Berlin corre-
spondent of the Times says: The Schra-
der-Kotze duel engrosses public atten-
tion here. It is evident that it occur-
red with the tacit consent of the high-
est authorities. The affair tends to
provoke a healthy reaction against a
system as stupid as it is barbarous.

The Daily News' correspondent at
Berlin says: “Baron Von Schrader was
aware that he was dying, and he took
a heartrending farewell of his wife
and children. He made his son swear
that he would not accept a challenze
from Von Kotze. Baron Von Schrader
had dark forebodings from the mo-
ment he knew he had to fight Count
Von Kotze.”

Emperor William has telegraphed his
condolence to Baron Von Schrader's
family.

A Standard dispatch from Berlin
says: “Count Von Kotze tried to be-
come reconciled with Baron Von Schra-
der after the duel, but Baron Von
Schrader-was in too serious a condition
and was for the most part unconscious.
He suffered exeruciating pain, which
even strong doses of morphia failed to
allay.”

CABLE NOTES.

Ex-Prime Minister Tricoupis, of
Greece, died yesterday at Cannes,
where he had been ailing for soine
time. He was born July 25, 1832.

Americans intending to travel in Ger-
many and Russia this summer are
edvised to obtain passports at Wash-
ington, as the new rules make identi-
fication indispensable before the pass-
ports are issued from the American
embassies in Europe.

Great Liberal Gathering in Beau-
harnois, Que.

An Important Speech by Hon. Wilfrid

Laurier,

The Shortis Murder Case Vigorously Dise
cussed—Conservatives Join the
Liberal Ranks—Mr. Tarte. M.

P., Nominated —Brilliant

Prospects.

Montreal, April 13.—A remarkable
sign of the Liberal wave which is
sweeping over Quebec is afforded by
the candidature of Mr. J. Israel Tarte,
M.P., in Beauharnois. This county has
been represented for many years by
Mr. J. G. H. Bergeron, the present
Deputy Speaker. At the last general
election he was elected by a majority
of 303, but such is the revulsion of
feeling on personal as well as general
grounds that it is highly improbable
that any Conservative can now be el-
ected. The same ecauses which
operate elsewhere in the Province are
at work here, too, but the people of
Beauharnois have special reasons for
reveolting against the present Govern-
ment. The circumstances connected
with the Shortis murder case are well
known all over the Dominion, but there
the feeling over the miscarriage of
justice is intense. It is not a wild cry
for revenge on the part of the relatives
of the three murdered men, but a gen-
eral desire to see justice fairly admin-
istered to all,and a conviction through-
out the district that the pardon was
bought. These sentiments met with
approval when exoressed at the pubdlic
meeting Saturday dn Valleyfield. In
other respects_also this meeting was
significant. It "was Mr. Laurier’s first
appearance in Quebec since the divis-
jon on the remedial bill, and any idea
that his policy is disapproved of must
have been dispelled by the resolutions
adopted in this Catholic and French
constituency without a  dissenting
voice.

Over 3,000 electors crowded the skat-
ing rink at the momination on Satur-
day last, and it was freely asserted
that the change of public opinion is
such that Mr. Tate will be elected by
at least 300 majority.

The chairmen were Mr. Loy, father
of one of the Shortis wvictims, ‘mayor
of the city, an English Protestant, and
hitherto a strong Conservative,and Mr.
Boyer,warden of the county, a French-
Canadian Catholic, and likewise for
many years one wof Mr, Bergeron’s
strongest supporters.

Mr. Brodeur, M. P. for Rouville,
spoke first, upholding the Liberal trade
policy.

Mr. Robert Bickerdike, president of
the Board of Trade of Montreal and a
native of the county, in the course of
a few werds in supvort of Mr. Tarte,
described his disgust at seeing what
he termed the ihcapacity and stupidity
of the Government in Ottawa a few
days ago.

Mr. Laurier was enthusiastically
cheered on rising to speak. In his in-
troductory remarks he said that Val-
levfield was celebrated for its beauty
and its industry, but also, unfortun-
ately, for a tragedy which showed the
incapacity and criminality of the Gov-
ernment. He appealed to the reason
of Conservatives present as to whether
they were satisfied that such a mis-
carriage of justice was good for the
prosperity and safety of the country.
Turning to other questions of the day,
he asked: *Has the National Policy
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made you rich and prosperous?”’ and
then exposed the useless increase of
the public debt, the maladministration
of the Northwest, the failure of Sir
Charles Tupper’s prophecies, the abuse
of the pension system, the expense of
the franchise act, etc. If put in power
he would reform these abuses. The
reform of ithe tariff which he proposed
would help manufacturers instead of
injuring them, and would fully devel-
op the magnificent water power of Val-
leyfield, wihere at present there are
only a few factories. The Government
at Ottawa was merely a conglomera-
tion of factions, utterly incapable of
carrying on the affairs of the country.
The unhappy Shortis affair was only an
example.Turning to the school question
Mr. Laurier said that the boodling el-
ement in Quebec cried ‘“‘Laurier, a trai-
tor to his race and religion,”
while in Ontario the Conserva-
tive papers tried to rouse prejudices
against him because of his race and
religion. The Mail and Empire, for
example, declared that if he secured a
majority, the entire Liberal party
would combine to fasten on Manitoba
the schools of Quebec. That was the
kind of double game going on. They
will say it is his fault if the bill does
not pass. Was it his fault if nothing
was done during the past six years?
Was it his fault that the bill '‘was not
presented in the session of 1895? Was
it his fault that Mr. Angers resigned
and Parliament was prorogued for six
months? Was it his fault the Ministers
quarreled in January? Was it his fault
the bill was not presented until March
25th? There must be an investiga-
tion. The Government did not want
an investigation to settle the question,
but have they settled it? The #ill is
worthless, and that is not the way
to settle the question. ‘I have the
honor of speaking to you as leader of
the Liberal party of the whole Domin-
ion,” saild Mr. Laurier, “and 1 say
that I have the support of Sir Oliver
Mowat, the defender of the Catholic
minority of Ontario, and it is with the
help of such men that I will render
justice to the satisfaction of every-
one, Catholic and Protestant alike.”
This statemeut was received with
loud cheers.

Mr. Tarte had an enthusiastic wel-
come, and the vast audience remained
to listen to him, notwithstanding that
they had been standing from 1to 4 p.m_
Mr. Tarte explained that he had re-
fused to support the men in pewer be-
cause they shielded the greater wrong-
doers. They were put in jail and then
pardoned because they had fur-
nished Ministers with money to cor-
rupt the electorate. He asked if jus-
tice had been done in the Shortis case
The father of Shortis had said it
cost $60,000 to save his son. The
relations of the murdered men had a
right to protection. What is property
or society worth if the source of jus-
tice is corrupted? There was no paral-
lel to such a case of history. The $60,-
000 paid by Shortis’ father had poisoned
the fountain of justice. The fact is
the Government is merely an aggrega-
tion of corrupted men. In conclusion,
as an experienced Conservative organ-
izer, he predicted that in the next
House of Commons the Liberals would
have a majority of from 50 to 60.

Hon. Mr. Fraser, M.P., Messrs. De-
martigny, P. A. Choquette, M.P., G.
W. Stephens, M.P.P., J. Scriver, M.F,,
and E. H. Bisson, M.P.P., also spoke
in favor of Mr. Tarte’'s candidature,
This meeting, in a strong French and
Catholic constituency, came to a close
by unanimously adopting these resolu-
tions:

“1. That the citizens of this country,
without distinction of creed or race,
hereby wish to express their entire
approbation of the policy of the honor-
able leader of her Majesty’s loyal Op-
position in the House of Commons.”

“2, That to re-establsh that peace
and harmony which ought to exist
among the different elements which
form the population of Canada, it is
necessary that Hon. Wilfrid Laurier
shculd be instrusted with the adminis-
tration of the public affairs of this
country.”

“3. That the present Government has
forfeited all claim to the confidence of
the Canadian people on account of its
misdeeds, its abuse of power and its
corruption, which g0 on increasing
from day to day. Even the adminis-
tration of justice, which is ithe most
precious guarantee of the life, liberty
and property of the citizens, is not
free from its corrupt manipulation.”

Blue Coat School, which had yellow
stockings, the cclor of humility in the
East Indian religion. As the lads walk-
ed the streets they were aware of the
contempt or derision of that public
which is of so maliclous a spirit that
it delights in emphasizing the wretch-
edness of the unfortunate. By degrees,
however, it was found that excellent
discipline and superior instruction were
fruits of the seasons at Christ’s Hos-
pital, and genteel families, not so
abundantly bleszed with worldly tok-
ens,began to exert social influence to get
their boys into the school The
danger grew that the original purpose
of the endowment would be perverted;
and, though a vigorous stand was
made against the threatened usurpa-
tion of the privileges by families able
to send their boys elsewhere. It is
true today that a comparatively small
proportion of students belong strictly
to the class of ‘“fatherless and desti-
tute,” and the garb, instead of being
worn with a secret sense of shame,
is esteemed the habiliment of pride.

This garb is composed of knee breech-
es, yellow stockings, heavy, low-
quartersd shoes, close-fitting vests like
the breecwies, and then the chiefly dis-
tinctive garment, the long, dark-blue
frock coat, very monkish in appear-
ance, that reaches to the ankles, is
close buttoned from cocllar to waist:

Island Home for Sale.

And Ome With a Genmine Voleano to
Increase Its Unlqué Attractions.

The Count of Monte Ohristo lived,
surrounded by luxuries and marveis,
upon an island of #is own in dhe
Mediterranean; and, undoubtedly, there
is something alluring in the idea of
being the sole possessor of a domain
set in Southern seas. With a volcano
thrown in—a volcano, too, with a his-
tory and of respectable behavior—it
might be supposed, says the London
Telegraph, that there would be no lack
of adventurous spirits ready to pur-
chase a property with such unusual
advantages. Yet when the greater
part of the Island of Vulcano, off the
coast of Sicily, was yesterday offered
for sale at 'l'okenhouse yard, there
was not a single bidder. The result
is disappointing and suggests a regret-
able decay of enterprise. A volcano
is obviously not everybody’'s faucy;
but thére mugt surely be abundance
of moneyed amateurs who weuld be
proud to own their own private crater.
And this is mno fitful, moody, nagging
volcano, always going off and making
a mress among the vineyards and fig
crchards. Indeed, its periods of ac-
tivity, the auctioneer remarked, do not
| come oftener than once in a century.
Nothing more decorous in the way of
ia crater could well be imagined. No
doubt the purchaser takes certain
risks; but so does the man who buys
Old Masters, or marries a wife, or
takes a share in any one of the many
other lotteries of life. To be awakencd
in the dead of night by a rain of vol-
cano cinders on the roof might be a
little trying to the nerves, but the far-
seeing owner, like a monarch whose
subjects are in revolt, would take care
to have a steam launch always ready
to get under way, and the coast of
Sicily is barely 20 miles off.

To a man tired of cities and craving
for new sensations, the prospect ought
to be as enchanting as the climate of
the island is said to be. In days of
old it would have been a splendid
point de’appui for a nest of Corsairs;
but now that the lot of a pirate is less
happy than it once was. Vulcano might
well be brought under the notice of
the many inventors of a new heaven
and a new earth. All manner of social
experiments might be tried there, with
no harm to anybody. Already, it ap-
pears, there is a pocket Utopia in the
neighborhood on the island of Panaria,
another of the Lipari group. There the
400 inhabitants live llke shepherds and
shepherdesses in an Arcadian idyll,
untroubled by either lawyers of doc-
tors, policemen or politicilans. There is
no liquor traffic and workhouse. But
if Vulecano, with its eighteen miles of
circumference, its safe anchorage, its
vineyards and groves of fig trees, finds
a purchaser at all, it will probably be
some matter-of-fact capitalist who sees
his way to making money by exporting
the wine and the fruit, and by collect-
ing the sulphur, boracic acid, and sal
ammoniac which are said to ahound
in the quiescent crater. It would be
a pity, for it is the ideal spot for some

London Last Year Stood Second
in the Whole Dominion,

Producing Over Twenty-Cne and a
Quarter [lillions.

London’s Fifteen Factories Turned Out
Four Times More Than Toronio's
Nineteen — Half an Hour in
One of London’s Model
Manufaoctories.

London produced 21,297,875 cigars in
the year ending June 30, 1895. On these
the Government collects a duty of $6
on every thousand. This is equal to
tnree-fifths of @ cent on each cigar,
making §127,787 25. Add to this the
§1,125 license fees paid by the fifteen
city factories—§128,912 25—and  you
have a pretty correct idea of the cigar
tax paid by London manufacturers.
London ranks second in Ontario as re-
gards the number of factories, but
first dn the amount of tobacco used
and the number of cigars produced.To-
ronto, with its nineteen factories—four
more than London—produced only 5,-
325,605 cigars, just one-fourth of the
number produced here. Hamilton, with
only one less factory than London,
rroduced omly 3,563,710 cigars. Mon-
treal is the only place in the whole
Dominion that produces more cigars
than the Forest City, and notwith-
standing the enormous disparity in
bopulation, Montreal only produces 42,-
157,720 cigars out of 32 factories.

The war in Cuba is already having
its elfect on the local cigar manufac-
turers who make Havana filled cigars.
Already raw Havana tobacco is very
much higher in price, and the war has
lasted only one year. Gen. Weyler, the
hrew comumander of the Dons in Cuba,
has set the date of the close of the war
as 1898, by wihich time Havana tobac-
co will be about as plentiful as hens’
teeth. The native insurrectionists
have a harassing habit of burning all
standing crops, whether tobacco or
sugar cane, and three years of burnt
crops will bull the market for real
Havana <tobacco for a long time to
come,

One of the model cigar factories in
Lunvilun, and one of the finest equip-
ped in the Dominion, is that of H. Mc-
kay & Co., Clarence street. The build-
ing comprises four stories and a base-
ment, and the south windows of the
top story reveal an extensive view of
the country to the south, with its
(h;u-nu’ug'lunds-uap‘e. By permission of
the proprietor, a reporter was enabled
Lo spend half an hour around the fac-

prenticeship of exactly 30 minutes at
the trade. He started at the bottom,
<r, rather, in the basement, and work-
ed his way up, by means of the stairs,
through all the various grades of cigar
mmanufaciuring. You cannoy move in
a _('igar factory except with . he per-
mission of an inland revenue officer.
Every nook and corner of the factory
must be open to him—your books and
your safe. He carries the key to the
warehouse where ithe raw material is
kept, he knows how many clgars are
manufactured, how many boxes are
filled, and how many are empty. He
knows where your cigars go to, and
Wwho buys them; he knows how many
bounds of stems are extracted from the
tobacco leaves and what becomes of
them; the is cognizant of all waste
tobacco and scraps, and where they go
0, and it is believed that before long
some astute scientist of the inland re-
venue department will invent a find-
outallometer, which will be able to
weigh the tobacco stains on the floor
and to itell to a sneeze the quantity of
tokacco dust each worker inhales—and
tax it.

'he books necessary for all this work
are elaborate and many columned. The
Government kindly allows the factory
I’J.kx,‘;'y these books, but provides an
officer to check them and see that they
balance. The Government, with its
L;sual consideration, also allows the
firm to pay ithe employes wages—af-
ter the duwties.

The tobacco arrives at the factory in
bales. Each bale is made up of a
number of carats, or dried sheaves of
tobacco, just exactly as they are cut
on the farm in Cuba or Sumatra. The
u_utcr covering of the bale is made of
the inner bark of the basswood tree.
f]‘dze tobacco leaves are graded accoré-
Ing to sizes from 1A to TA. In the cas-

ing room a man opens up the bales and
dips the tobacco in water, letting it
“draw” somewhat after the fashion of
tea. It is then spread owt until the
moisture becomes evenly distributed.
It is afterwards taken in hand by tae
strippers, who “strip” the leaf off the |
stem, which runs two-thirds of the |
way down the center.

These stems, by the way, are given
away to farmers and florists, who use
them to good effect in agriculture and |
horticulture. The splendid reputation |

due in no smaill degree to the amount
c_>f tobacco stems at the disposal of the
ﬂvox'ists, amateur and professional. Mec- |
Kay & Co. alone give away about a ton !
a month of ithis stuff. It is also used
le and sheep.

After the stripping process the to-
bacco is booked up in pads and
smoothed on a horse (a wooden one).

{ From the hands of the stripper the tc-

bacco goes to the drying room., and
a peculiarity of the drying process fis

; the effect of the weather on the to-

tacco. It ‘takes two days to dry it if
the weather is bad, but with a dry
atmosphere it will dry out in a night.
In the winter time, with a hard frost
and rarified atmosphere, the tobacco
will dry much faster than on ithe
warmest day in sumimer.

For the visitor’s special beneflt the
foreman made a couple of cigars on
thie spot. He picked up several pieces

i of Havana tobacco, deftly rolling it in

the palm of one hand, and cutting the
leaves oif to the proper length. Then
he rolled the lot in smooth tobacco,
which he meanwhile explains is called
“binder.” It grows in Wisconsin, New
York State and Connecticut. Then
with a couple of wolls up and down
the table, he puts on the wrapper. Su-
this pur-

ance. The trick in making a cigar is
putting on the head—the same head
that every smoker either bites off or
cuts off and throws away—and unless
a cigarmaker can put on a good head,
he is, in the homely phraseology of the
factory, “N. G.” With a couple of
turns, the use of a sharp knife, and a
pinch of gum tragecanth, the trnick is
done. It looks simple, but like many
other things that look simple in the
hands of an expert, it takes long train-
irg to become adept.

The desks in the packing room are
covered with green cloth. All cigars
are packed on green because it is only
with such a background that the
different shades of color can be dis-
tinguished. Oscuros and Claros are
packed in different boxes. These
terms are Spanish for dark and
light, or clear. Left-hand cigars
are racked separately, and SO
are the pight-hand makes. The
output is packed In quantities of
23, 50, 100 and 200. At Christmas time
a few boxes are packed containing ten
cigars. These are they that impecu-
nious Chrisumas shoppers seize upon for
present making. Fifties and one hun-
dreds are the usual sizes, and boxes
of 25 are never packed unless in high-
priced goods. After being packed the
boxes are taken to the press room
and pressed. Then they are stamped
with the inland revenue stamp and
seal. The stamp contains the number
of the factory and the number of the
inland revenue division.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRES.

A Dozen Detroit Firemen Narrowly
Escape Death--Leaping for Life
from a Blazing Tenement.
Cleveland, O., April 13.—Early yes-
terday morning fire broke out in the
Gehning apartment house in Murchison
street. Forty families lived in the
building, and as they rushed for the
fire escapes and stairways a wild
scene of confusion ensued. Mary Cox,
a. waitress, aged 17, roomed with her
sister Annie on the third floor, and was
cut off from the fire escape. With her
nightgown and hair in flames she
jumped to the sidewalk, breaking her
arm and receiving other severe in-
juries. Mrs. John Berlotuccia jumped
from the second story, and was badly
bruised. James Kinswater fell through
a burning floor and was seriously in-
jured. Twenty families lost all their
furniture and clothing. 'The loss is

about $15,000.

Detroit, April 3.—About a dozen
members of whe fire department had
narrow escapes at a fire which partly
destroyed one of the warehouses of the
Riverside Storage Company (Limited),
located on Woodbridge street east, on
Saturday evening. All of them were
overcome by smoke, but with the ex-
ception of one man all are expected to
go on duty again within a day or two.
One man, however, Charles Driscoll,
ripeman of engine company No. 5, was
overcome by smoke, and while his com-
rades were trying to drag him out of
danger he fell, striking on the back of
this head. He was taken to Harper
Hospital, where he remained in an un-
conscious condition most of the night.
The injury seems to be internal. The
money loss is between $60,000 and
$100,000.

Niagara Falls, Ont., April 13.—The
palatial three-story residence of Mr. J. Orr
Doran, ot the Dominion Suspender Co., on
the river front, was totally destroyed by
fire yesterday morning. The place had
been occupied by Mr. J. A. Langmuir,
manager of the Imperial Bank here, who
moved out last Friday to allow Mr,
Doran to occupy the premises himself.
The house was fully furnished with all
modern furniture, and the whole was
totally destroyed, along with some $500
worth of silverware. Loss to building, §10,-

COMFORT FOR CUBANS.

Three Vessels Land Mea and Arms in 2id
of tho Revolutionists.

Havana, April 13.—Elections for 30
members of the Cortes were held yes-
terday (Sunday). The candidates of
the Union Constitutional party were
the only ones in the field, the other
parties declining to take part in the
elections. The wvote was extremely
light. Numerous encounters between
Government troops and rebels are re-
ported from the different provinces.

There has been considerable fighting
around the military line across the
lines. Pamnties of insurgents recently
entered the Province of Havana from
the east. They appear to be gathering
near ithe Trocha.

A Madrid dispatch says: Capt.-Gen.
Weyler has asked for the immediate
dispatch of 5,000 cavalry to Cuba, and
the Minister of War is arranging to
send them at once. The War Office
is also considering the question of em-
ploying balloons in sithe military ser-
vice in Cuba. The naval squadron at
Ferrol has gone to Vigo to begin the
maneuvers. 1

Viest, Fla., April 13.—News has
been received here of the landing on
Cuban soil of an expedition commanded
by Col. Monsom Aguirre, which was
composed of 45 men, 800 rifles, 400,000
cartridges and a large amount of dy-
namite.

MANCHESTER’S CANAL.

Manchester ship canal, though time
would be required to develop it. He
said that mothing of the kind ever
proved a success at first. Even the
Suez canal, when it was first opened,
was not a success. It might be years
before the Manchester canal would ce-
velop its full capacity, but it woula
centainly achieve all thaz =22 cxpected
of it. As the public considered that the
canal was an absolute failure and its
future prospenity impossible, Col. Lud-
low’s assurance is received with re-
joicing oy those interested, which wiil
greatly enhance the chances of a new
canal loan.

IN THE SOUDAN.

As far as it has gone, the Soudan ex-
pedition is disappointing to the War
Office and the Government. The ad-
vance beyound Assouan is excessively
slow, being hampered by deficient river
service and want of forage. The worst
feature for whe Government is the
enormous and unexpected expenditures
that have been and are yet to be made.
Lord Cromer, the British diplomadtic
agent at Cairo, advises that it will be
early mecessary to draw upon the
Egyptian treasury for £1,000,000 in ad-
dition to the £500,000 already drawn,
and this fact renders it probable that
the entire reserve of the Iigyptian debt
commission will be ultimately absorb-
ed in preparations before there is ac-
tual contact with the Dervishes. Until
September, the only forward move-
ment from Akasheh that is likely to be
made will be to Firket, ten miles up
the river. This will be merely due to
the discovery that Akasheh is a bad
strategetic position. At Wady Halfa
a large number of men belonging to
the North Staffordshire regiment have
been invalided by the heat. That no
operations of importance are intended
during the summer s evident from the
fact that Gen. Sir Redvers Buller is
reported to have been nominated for
the chief command of the expedition.

Rev. Joseph H. Robinson Passes
Away at Ottawa

After a Lingering Illness—The Father
of Mrs. J. H. McMechan and for
Many Years a Resident
of London.

Rev. Joseph Hiram Robinson, Ottawa,
died this morning, after an illness ex-
tending over three Years. Mr. Robin-
Son was the father of Mrs. J. H. Mc-
Mechan, King street, who is known all
Over Ontario as a worker in women’'s
rhitanthropic and social movements,
and is also brominently identified with
the Women'’s Methodist Missionary So-
ciety and the McAll Mission. Mr. Rob-
inson was in his 89th“year, and was
well known to every L.ondoner of mid-
dle age and upwards, He was bor
in Lancashire, and was admitted on
probation by the New Connexion Con-
Terence held in Sheftield, England, in
1830, and appointed to the Thorne cir-
cuit. During his brobation he traveled
in the Thorne, Alnwick, Doncaster,
Manchester and Hanley circuits, and
was ordained at the Hanley Confer-
ence in 1835. From 1835 to 1851 he la-
bored in the Macclesfield, Newcastle-
on-Tyne, Halifax, Liverpool, Chester
and Sheffleld South circuits. By the
conference held at Ashbon-under-Lyne
in 1851 he was appointed superintend-
ent of the New Connexion missions
in Canada, and came to London, Ont..
He held the office for fifteen years, be-
ing four times elected bresident of the
Canadian Conference. From 1854 to
1866 he was editor of the Evangelical
Witness, the official paper of the con-
ference, which he founded. In 1866 he
resigned the superintendence of mis-
sions, and continued as editor, book
steward and treasurer of the comnex-
ional funds until 1870. In that year he
was appointed by the English Con-
ference editor of the New Connexion
magazines and manager of the pub-
lishing interests. For this
returned to England amnd continued in
that office until 1874, when he was
again sent by ithe conference to Can-
ada on important connexional busi-
mess. In 1872 he was elected president
of ithe English Conference, His sec-
ond appointment to Canada was made
in reference to the union, then under
discussion in Canada, between the
Wesleyan and New Conmexion Church-
es, which event was consummated in
1574. :As the union carried with it all
the circuits, ministers and members of
both churches, Mr.Robinson concluded,
by permission of the English Confer-
ence, to become a minister of the
United Church in Canada.

Mr. Robinson preached in the
New Connexion Church, later Victoria
Hall, and still more recently renamed
Salvation Citadel. He continued to
live partly in London and partly in
Toronto until 1888, when he went to
Ottawa, to live with hls daughter,
Mrs. Wm. Saunders, Mrs. (Rev.) Pitch-
er, Stanstead, Que., and Mr. John Rob-
inson, of Sheffield, England, and Mrs,
McMechan, of this city, are the chil-
dren who are left.

About three years ago deceased pass-
ed through a severe illness, from which
he never sufficiently recovered to be
able to leave his room. In addition
to this, he suffered from cataract of
both eyes, which rendered him almost
blind. In the midst of all his afiliction,
spirit

editor and publisher of the Evangelical
Witness, the organ of the then New
Connexion Methodist body.

Every six months
a member of the reichstag, delegated
for the purpose, and accompanied by

several officials of the imperial treas-
Lry, approaches the gray old tower to
inspect the fund, in order that he may
éssure the German peaple, through
their representative, that the big pile
I money is still there. ’

iron qoor admitting into the tower is
at last reached, where a soldier with a
lraded gun stands sentry. Only the
:."Ssessor of the magic password, the
“open Sesame,” which is altered twice
& day, can hope to proceed; otherwise
an energetic ‘“Halt,” backed by a men-
acing movement with the gun, must be
€Xpected. This is the last living ob-
Stacle, but three more iron gates must
be passed, one of them leading through
the walls of the tower, which are nine
fcet thick. The room where the gold is
kept is fully thirty feet above ground.
