Kaiser’s Official Statement Claims Recapture of Village of
Drei Grachten—French After Rheims—Charges
Asphyxiating Bombs Were Used by Allies.

[Canadian Press.]

ERLIN, April 9—Via London, 3:40 p.m.—
The official statement given out todaj
by the German general headquarters
staff says:

“In the western theatre the Bel-
gians again have been driven out of the
demolished hamlet of Drei Grachten,
on the Yser Canal. Two Belgian of
ficers and 100 men and two machine
guns were captured.

“In retaliation for the bombard-
ment, of villages situated behind our positions, the city of
Rheims, in which large assemblings of troops and bat
teries were observed, has been bombarded with incendiary
shells.

Took Trenches.

““North of the village of Beausejour, northeast of
Les Mesil. we took from the French last night several
trenches and two machine guns. Two attempts to recap
ture the position during the night were repulsed.

““A French infantry attack in the Argonne Forest,
during which the French again employed asphyxiating
bombs, failed.

““The battles between the Meuse and the Moselle
rivers continue with increased fierceness. The Frnch
suffered the heaviest losses, but again were completely
nnsuccessful in their attacks.

The roval signature has been set to
the special revenue act and is now law.

OBJECTION TO SPELLING REFOM
MERELY MATTER OF PREJUDICE

Dr. Geo. H. Danton Addressed
Canadian Club Members
at Noon Today.

Some interesting arguments in sup-
port of the movement to simplify and
make phonetic the spelling of the Eng-
lish language were given by Dr. George
H. Danton, of the headquarters staff
of the simplified spelling board of
America, at a noon luncheon of the
Canadian Club at the Tecumseh House
today.

Among other things, Dr. Danton de-
clared that actual investigation had
shown that wastage varying between
three and ten per cent occurred in
writing as the result of the inclusion
of redundant letters, and he pointed
out that, by discarding these superflui-

for books, and newspapers would have

space to spare which they could utilize

either for giving their readers addi-
tional news or for advertisements.
Objection Not Logical.

The objection to spelling reform, he
contended, was not logical, but was
the result purely of prejudice. Peaple
argued that certain forms of spelling
had an intrinsic beauty of their own,
but they were unable to show where
| the beautr lay. The statement had
been made that ‘“honour without the
‘0’ would be less honourable,” to which
| the obvious retort was that ‘labor
fyv&thgut the ‘v’ would be less labor-
ious.

A consistent system of spelling, he
went on to say, would obviate much of
'the present waste of time on the part
| of teachers, and would relieve school
children of a great deal of the hard-
ship they now experienced, He quoted
a man who had been a missionary

No Language interference.

Spelling reform, the speaker pointed
out, involved no interference with the
language.

Printed words made their appeal
through the sense of hearing, not the
sense of sight, therefore the language
would not be affected by changes in
spelling.

For
the present, however, they believed
this was a step too far in advance of
public opinion, and they were prepared
to reach their goal by easy stages.

were taught to the children in the
schools they would be perfectly natural
forms. He admitted that even he

FAENCHMAN VIGTOR IN

Roland Garros Brings Down
German Aecroplane After
Narrow Escape.

[Canadian Press.],

Furnes, Belgium, via Paris, April 9.—
A dramatic duel in the air, in which
a German aircraft was brought down
by Roland G. Garros, a famous French
aviator, inside the allied lines, was

described last night my Major Raoul
Pontus, son of the former Belgian min-
ister of war, who witnessed the com-
pbat. The German at first succeeded
in rising above Garros’ machine, but
the latter, by a clever twist, escaped
and flew atop the German.

German in Danger.

“From this moment the German’s
position became critical,” said Major
Pontus, ‘‘for Garros covertook him
rapidly. Presently the crackling of a
quick-firer showed the Frenchman
judged himself sufficiently near to
take the offensive. Could the German
escape? It seemed difficult, for Gar-
ros shot forward in great bounds get-
ting nearer and nearer, but the Ger-
man observer used his carbine freely
and it seemed that a bullet might
strike the Frenchman.

The End.

gushed from the German machine,
