=. Trains for S. P. S.
The staff of the school is now organ­

ized to handle matriculation for the 
School of Practical Science, with quali­
fied specialists in science, mathematics, 
English and history, and qualified high 
school teachers for all the work of the 

. matriculation department. The school 
is now in a position to specially cater to 
students who desire to take matricula- 

•tion for the School of Applied Science 
and the household science department 
of the university. The special advan­
tages of the matriculation course pro- 
vided in the technical school are that, 
in addition to the regular matriculation 
courses, it provides a practical training 
which is directly preparatory to the 
engineering courses and the household 
science courses of the university.

Advantages Not Realized.
Principal Beal stated at the meeting 

that the majority of citizens did not 
realize the advantages which the tech­
nical school offered. It was tradition 
that the only road to success was the 
Collegiate Institute and the professions, 
whereas many boys were gifted for 
vocations other than professional. Par­
ents were anxious to receive advice on 
the training of their children for vari­
ous occupations, he had found.

Chairman W. N. Manning thought 
that steps might, be taken to supply 
vocational guidance, which Mr. Deal 
characterized as one of the greatest 
needs of the schools today. William 
Reid did not think this would be of 
much use. Many new-fangled notions 
were being brought into the schools, but. 
he declared, the world today was not 
a bit better than it was 40 years ago.

As soon as Pte. Lung has been 
brought home to Military District No. 
1 he becomes the care of the Soldiers' 
Civil Re-establishment Commission 
here. If the medical board pronounces 
him T. B. or T. B. suspect, he is sent 
to the best place in the district for 
leading him back to a state of normal 
health again—the Byron Sanatorium for 
Tubercular Soldiers.

Everything Up-to-Date.
This institution, composed of a num­

ber of the most up-to-date and scien­
tifically equipped buildings, is situated 
directly behind the civilian sanatorium, 
and is perhaps often overlooked by the 
citizens of London. They do not real­
ize that for the soldiers there has been 
built practically another hospital.

The big central building is known as 
the “Infirmary." and here all the ad­
mittances are made. Pte. Lung on ar­
rival is given the most thorough ex­
amination and kept there under obser­
vation for a month. If he is found to- 
be very ill he is kept there, but if his 

I condition will allow he is then passed 
on to the big new “Pavilion," where 
he must be under strict medical in­
spection, but may go about as he likes, 
visiting the city and so forth.

Real Hospital.
The Infirmary, of all the buildings, 

is most like a hospital. The patients' 
quarters are situated in four complete 
hospital wings, each wing built in two 
compartments, the inner compartment 
heated and the outer sunroom, admit­
ting quantities of pure, fresh air and 
sunshine. Very few of the patients, 
even here, remain in bed all day. There 
are comfortable recreation and smoking 
rooms in each wing.

In the Infirmary Building is a mod­
ernly-equipped examining room, with 
double doors to preserve the absolute 
quiet necessary for chest examinations; 
a fine eye, ear, nose and throat depart­
ment for minor operations, often neces­
sary in tubercular cases; an up-to-date, 
fully-equipped operating room with pure 
ozone fan, where major operations are 
performed in cases of emergency; anj 
accompanying room for the administra-| 
tion of anesthetic; a modern dental 
room with fine equipment, an X-ray 
room with fluriscope and accompanying 
dark room for development and reading 
of plates; the best possible sterilizing 
room, and a splendidly equipped labora­
tory for research work, where the T. 
B. bug is constantly in a state of in­
cubation for observation.

Mainly Gifts.
The greater number of these splendid- 

ly equipped departments have been 
placed in the hospital through the kind­
ness of various patriotic organizations 
throughout Western Ontario, and bear 
their names in brass plates on the 
doors.

The dining-room at the Infirmary 
serves all the patients in the entire 
military portion of the sanatorium, a 
cafeteria system being used. Every- 
thing is perfectly sterile here, even the 
tops of the tables being pure white 
and made of a combination resembling 
marble. About 120 patients can be 
seated at a time. The huge kitchens 
in the Infirmary arc fitted with every 
convenience for saving labor and pro­
ducing the best cooked articles of diet. 
Electric stoves, ovens, huge dish-wash­
ing machines and potato cleaners are 
used. An ice-making plant, huge re- 
frigerators, cooling room for meat and 
milk house add to the efficiency of this 
part of the institution. In addition to 
the main kitchen. there is a diet 
kitchen, situated directly above it, and 
connected by means of a dumb waiter, 
where special diets are prepared for 
patients needing them.

And all this splendid building was 
erected and equipped to help Pte. Lung 
on his way to civil life once more.

Fine Quarters.
After his month is up and he is found 

to be fit for transfer to quarters in 
one of the lareg outside wards, he 
leaves the Infirmary and, if he is for-

tion room.
Several other wards, not in the 

pavilion, are built along much the same 
lines, although not so modern in their 
equipment. In addition there are four 
small huts, each housing but four 
patients. These are popular places in 
the summer-time, but cannot be used 
in winter.

And so the patient's physical health 
is looked after, and he is brought as 
quickly as possible back to a state 
where he may again be useful in the 
community. But even as he is on the 
way to recovery, his occupation in civil 
life is being considered by the soldiers' 
civil re-establishment commission, and 
part of the time necessarily spent in 
hospital is utilized to help him towards 
getting better established in an occu­
pation, when it comes time for his re­
lease.

All Given Interests.
Private Lung not only basks in the 

sunshine and absorbs quantities of the 
best of food, while he is at the sana­
torium, but if the medical officers think 
fit, he is required to become an occu­
pational student. At first the work 
given him may be but some little bed­
side job, such as bead-stringing, bas­
ket-weaving, embroidery work and so 
on. The occupational therapy nurses 
are there to show him how to do this 
sort of work. It may seem very trivial 
to the layman, but the medical profes­
sion has discovered that when a man 
is kept occupied and interested he 
makes a much more rapid recovery.

When, however, he has reached a 
more advanced stage in his recovery 
he may attend classes in the handsome 
new vocational building. And here it is 
the aim of the instructors to give the 
men something that will actually help 
them in their civilian ‘life.

The entire upper floor of this build­
ing is devoted to a huge auditorium, 
where concerts are given, and excellent 
moving pictures shown nightly during 
the winter months. The lower floor, 
however, is divided into the occupa­
tional class rooms, where the patients 
work a maximum of three and a half 
hours a day, and a minimum of half an 
hour daily. Here are in progress well- 
attended classes of commercial telegra­
phy, architectural drawing, stenogra­
phy, wood carving and carpentering. 
There is also an excellent commercial 
course, which includes a little of almost 
all the rudiments, such as English, 
arithmetic, writing, etc. Here many a 
man is able to brush up and make him­
self qualified to attend other more dif­
ficult classes. such as drafting.

How It Helps.
As an example of the progress made 

by the men. Private Lung’s case might 
be cited. He was a butcher by trade, 
but became fascinated with architec­
tural drawing. Having received his 
groundwork at the sanatorium, he was 
given a course in this work at the To­
ronto Technical School, and is now 
earning $25 a week in Calgary and 
rapidly advancing. All this was made 
possible to him by the soldiers’ civil 
re-establishment commission.

Each man is helped along towards 
choosing an occupation, suitable to his 
health and ability, while yet in hospital, 
and on his discharge is given a six 
months’ course in anything which he 
desires. If he cannot find suitable 
classes in the Technical School, he is 
placed in some concern as an appren­
tice, receiving full army pay for the 
six months.

Private Lung entered this district, in­
capacitated, because of the T.B. germs, 
which had got the better of him. Six 
months after his discharge he was a 
well man, with an occupation of his 
own choosing. and bright prospects 
before him. He has now become an 
asset to the community instead of a 
burden.

Are those In charge of the work 
really interested in it and in the men? 
Talk a few minutes with Major 
Chesham and such a question becomes 
quite unnecessary.

So much for the first stages in the 
aspiring plans of Mr. Rowell. The 
second stage came today. It is just 
about eighteen months ago since Hon. 
Charles Murphy delivered in the House 
certain specific charges with regard to 
the Liberalism of the president of the 
privy council, and with regard to his 
reasons for joining Union. On that 
occasion old Tories in the Government 
came surreptitiously to Mr. Murphy 
and shook his hand in silence. Since 
then Mr. Rowell had made no effort to 
answer the charges. Tonight, how­
ever, the spirit moved him and he 
spoke.

for the position of a new leadership he 
should be clean shriven before he went 
further.

LONDON, Sept. 17.—Premier David 
Lloyd George spoke before the Inter­
national Brotherhood Congress this 
evening and was given an enthusiastic 
reception. He began by saying that| 
a political platform was not involvedi 
at the meeting. He dwelt on the| 
passing of the old order through the: 
war and alluded to General Smuts as 
having employed the most penetrating 
phrase of the war in reference to the| 
league of nations—“Humanity hast 
struck its tenta and once more is on 
the march.”

Mr. Lloyd George expressed the hope 
that all armaments would disappear 
and that the long-drawn misunder­
standings between Ireland and the rest 
of the kingdom would also pass.

“I am looking forward,” he con­
tinued, “to seeing waste in all forms 
disappear and a new Britain springing 
up—a really free land, free from 
poverty, from the tyranny of mankind 
over mankind. Some persons seem to 
think that I have accepted the position 
of leading counsel for the old order. 
Rather than that I would throw up 
my brief tomorrow.

Great Demonstration.
This statement provoked a great 

demonstration, the audience rising and 
cheering. •

“A league of nations was never 
more needed," declared Mr. Lloyd 
George. «"I fear the welter of warring 
nations will continue unless there is 
a strong hand like that of the feder­
ated powers to insist upon peace. I 
see no hope for the world except in 
such a strong league.”

Concluding with an appeal for fair 
play among all cases, he exclaimed: 
“It is not sufficient to say that we 
have won the war. We want to re- 
claim the wilderness of the world and 
redress wrongs. That is due to the 
immortal dead. They died for the 
redemption of the world.”

May Visit Canada.
Thomas Howell, a Canadian dele- 

gate, in seconding the vote of thanks 
to the premier, said he understood Mr. 
Lloyd George ‘intended to visit the 
western world. In this case Mr.

I Howell said he hoped the brotherhoods 
of the United States and Canada would 
have an opportunity to greet him on 
their platforms.

Mr. Lloyd George, in acknowledging 
the vote, referred to the possibility of 
a visit to Canada and the United 

I States.

TORONTO. Sept. 17.—W. F. O'Con­
nor, nice-chairman of the board of 
commerce, proposes that Canadian con­
sumers of bacon shall have an oppor­
tunity to get in on some of the bacon 
sides which have been exported to the 
Old Country and sold at comparatively 
low prices. He intimated today, after 
F. C. Fox, general manager of the Wil­
liam Davies Company, and J. A. Nel­
son, superintendent of all the Davies 
retail stores in Toronto, had given evi­
dence. that a million pounds of this 
commodity, at present locked up in the 
Davies plant awaiting the day on which 
the English consumer should have used 
up the supply of Wiltshire sides he had 
on hand, would be corailed for home 
consumption.

The commissioner told Mr. Fox that 
the Canadian consumer was not get­
ting a square deal — when his bacon 

i costs were regulated by European 
famine prices.

Fox’s Denial.
Mr. Fox repeatedly denied that the 

William Davies Company was interested 
in any packers' combine. He promised 
to produce a chart giving detailed in­
formation as to costs, selling prices and 
profits.

At the conclusion of the testimony. 
Commissioner O'Connor said: “You have 
undertaken to say that you are not 
making any profit. We will find out 
what the profit is before we are done 
here."

The inquiry will resume tomorrow 
morning.

Stiff Fight Likely.
The resolutions on the right of labor 

to organize. recognition of labor 
unions, and the right to collective bar- 
gaining were before the conference at 
adjournment tonight, and there is every 
prospect of a stiff fight on these ques­
tions tomorrow. The employers con­
cede the first right, as it has been recog­
nized by the peace conference and the 
Government here, but they want to pro­
tect the right of the worker not to 
organize if he does not wish to do so. 
In regard to recognition, if it means a 
closed shop principle all over the Do­
minion, the employers are opposed, and 
their attitude toward collective bar­
gaining is also unfavorable.

The minimum wage for workers pro­
voked warm discussion. Munro Grier 
of Toronto, a member of the manu­
facturers’ group, admitted the justice of 
granting a minimum wage to women 
and minors, but thought there should 
be no such provision in regard to male 
workers.

Woman Champions Men.
Miss Helen Gutteridge of Vancouver, 

who replied for labor, reminded him that 
every argument he had used in favor 

! of a minimum wage law for women had 
! equal application in the case • of men. 
Skilled or unskilled, the laborer was 
worthy of his hire. If the women were 
the mothers of the future generation, 
it was equally true that the men were 
the fathers of that same generation, 
and healthy children could not be ex­
pected from pauperized, weakened 
fathers.

The debate on the right to organize 
and recognition of labor unions, to­
gether with adoption of the principle 

Iof collective bargaining will occupy 
most of tomorrow morning, it is ex­
pected. Many speakers on both sides 
are ready to take the floor. It is ex­
pected that the subjects dealing with 
the establishment of joint plant and 
industrial councils will also be produc­
tive of warm arguments.
