Continue To Urge Rebate of 
Manufacturers’ Tax 

Already Paid.
OTTAWA, Dec. 27.—(By Canadian 

Press).—Telegrams are still pouring in 
to the finance department from auto­
mobile dealers urging rebate of manu- 
facturer’ tax paid on automobiles prior 
to cancellation of the tax last Mon­
day, in anticipation of Wednesday’s 
delegation—when the automobile men 
are to see the minister of finance—a 
fresh sheaf of telegrams was to hand 
today.

In their communications the auto- 
mobile dealers practically all make the 
claim that they stocked cars on which 
manufacturers’ tax has been paid, hut 
which they are now unable to coller* 
from the customers. In this regard it 
is pointed out here that the cancella 
tion of the tax was due to repeated 
representations from business interests 
generally that the tax was injuring 
trade. The further point is taken tha», 
following a change in methods of taxa- 
tion. It is not usual to remit taxes al­
ready paid. Were the principle of re­
mitting taxes or duties generally ad­
mitted. it is stated. the consequences 
following say a tariff revision might 
be very serious.

However, the situation created in 
the automobile trade as a result of the 
tax being cancelled will be thoroughly 
studied.

Candy manufacturers also are mak­
ing further representations, urging 
that their products be relieved of lux­
ury tax.

MADRID, Dec. 27.—The tariff war 
between Spain and France is occupying ] 
the attention of commercial men here, 
as it is causing considerable prejudice 
to trade, not only that of the two coun­
tries concerned, but also of other na­
tions. The negotiations, which have 
been in progress for some time, show 
France and Spain at present displaying 
a firm standpoint, the former refusing 
to reduce the duties on Spanish wines 
unless the latter consents to abolish 
the increased duties recently imposed 
on more than 100 articles coming from 
France. This Spain hesitates to do, as 
the reduction would also have to be 
granted to the other nations entitled 
to consideration under the most-favored 
nation clause.

Spain has made demands 
for repayment of the credit loan, which 
France finds herself unable to comply 
with immediately.
