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The Conditions Have Changed.

The ‘“national policy” idea as laid down Dby
Sir John A. Macdonald has a strong appeal to
the Conservative mind of today. It was brought
out in the first place: by some of Sir John's
colleagues, and they had to insist on his accept-
ance of it. He was willing to do this because
{1t was necessary for him to repair his political
fortunes, which had been somewhat eclipsed
tollowing the Pacific scandals.

Its alm was to give assistance to Canadian
industry as it found expression in manufactures.
It did not consider the Canadian consumer of
raw materials, nor did it take into account the
great Canadian agricultural industry.

The “national policy” of Sir John A. Mac-
donald’s time could not be termed the “national”
policy of 1925. Then the Canadian west existed
only as a land that had not been developed. It
pad not taken its place as one of the determining
tactors in whether Canada would have a good
year or a lean one. Today the banking and
financial houses of the east have their own de-
partments to report on western crop conditions;
many of the manutacturing industries plan their
yearly output on the same figures. The new
wealth that pours out of western Canada each
year has come to be a recognized, and often the
determining influence in the business of the
east.

That is why it became necessary, in order to
get a truly national policy, to turn from the
{dea of Sir John to something that was more
representative of east and west, and that is why
it is not practical today to urge a reversion to
the national policy as laid down by the old chief
of the Conservative party. That is also the
reason why public sentiment has turned to the
broader idea followed by Hon. W. L.

It is often urged that it is not possible to
keep large families today, that the cost of food
and clothing puts it out of the question, but a
little investigation will show that the homes
where there are large families seem to be just
as well off as any other.

Children coming from such homes have an
advantage over the one-child home graduate.
They know what it is to give way to others;
they often learn more quickly the value of
thrift and the way in which material that might
otherwise be thrown away can be turned to
advantage. They know what it is to have to
take their turn in the good times of the family,
and that it is not possible for them to monopolize
attention.

powers to a conference looking
toward the reduction of armaments.

The protocol, M. Painleve said, had
{failed of ratification chiefly because
of refusal of some powers, including
! England, to accept the system of
penalties against an aggressor state
| therein provided. He boldly sug-
| gested a way out of this difficulty
| concerning the protocol which would
not immediately bind all the coun-
tries of the world by the same uni-
versal formulas, but would include
a series of regional pacts between
states which are perhaps prone to
conflicts, leaving all other members
of the league bound by the general
obligations of the covenant.

Bill of New High.

A saving of $3,000 in the steel work
the constructing of the new col-
legiate institute is promised by W.
G. Murray, school trustee, if he can
secure the attention of the board in

the matter.

According to Mr. Murray, present
plans call for the use of nearly twice
as much steel as is really necessary.
He is an architect and promises to
raise strong objection to what he
terms wasteful use of steel girders.

“Independent estimates have placed
the saving at anywhere from $1,500
to §2.000 if my method is carried out,”
explained Mr. Murray today. “I am
confident that there will be a saving
of fully 33,000, At any rate money
can be saved and there will be no
waste of steel.”

Mr. Murray points out that under
the present plans steel will support
twice the weight needed in the cen-
tral part of the walls. By spreading
this weight, according to his type of
construction, the carrying demands
on the gteel will be minimized and
the cost cut in half.
