the comuingAtustralian Exhibition, it will have
a beneficial effect, as at a gaithering of the dif-
ferent representations of manufacture, &o., such
us wvill likely bc met withi upon such an ocea-
sion, much benefit will restilt, and possibly a
greater ellort will be made Io place the Domi-
nion exhibitors in as prominent a position in
cvery way as they occupied at Philadeliphia.

- An excitement resembling the fanous
Southt Sea Bubble prevails amiong the less in-
telligent clséses of the Spanish Capital. Sev-
eral so-called banking institutions have sptrttg
up, offering the cxtraordiînary induncetent of
thirty per cent, per nionth to depositors,. and
large siums have been witldrawn front the reg-
ular savings' bauks to invest in these swindling
concerns. The Governrent ias closed ttp mtost
of them. One establishinent, that of Donna
Bandonera, has received on deposit 88,000,000
of reals; but, as depositors arc protnjtly paiid,
the Governmtent cannot interfere.

- The prospect of rebttilding the works of
the Canadian lcat and Produce Company at
Sherbrooke is encouraging. Of the ,50,000
which tie company ias stipilated for as the
contribution of the Townships to the recon-
struction, the Sherbrooke council have guaran-
teed 515,000, leaving the balance to be raised
by the country districts which partake of the
benefits of the home market. Stansicatd county
through its couneil, bas, in view of unanimity
ofits township couneils, undertaken to pass a
county by-law granting its share; and, the

CoaucTloN.-The remarks of our Toronto
correspondent in a recent issue, respecting the
character of the àlansard roof o the clegant
new promises of tle Britisi Anierica Assurance
Company in tihat city, require soine modifica-
tion. To a person simply passing and seeing
the building when the roof was first put on, it
miglit appear thit ail above the cornice was
wood, but it is nlot so. The walls, vhich are
from 3 ta 4. ft. li thickness, are continuîed uîp
until they strike the roof, so thait in reality the
walls extenda up to the top of the )Iansard vin-
dows. There is, therefore, not muach wood-work
exposed above that, and what there is, wihl lie
all covered itii slaîte or iron. Several insurance
gentlemen bave sinice examined it, and they
pronotnce it sal'e beyond possibility of doub.
The progress of lie building has becnu watchî-
cd by the manager hliself, one of the Most ex-
perienced underwriters in the Province, and
there is no possibility of mîaking a Mansard roof
more thoroughly fire proof, uniless made entire-
ly; of iron. It is also proposed to have a stand-
pipe in the building, extending above the roof,

]MB3EZZLEMENTS.

The recent enbezzlemenits caused by
speculators on the stock excbange are
natuîrally occupying thle thouglts of those
wh1ose duty it is to endeavour to give a
right direction to publie opinion. Judg-
ing from articles which have appeared in
the contemporary press, a favourite reme-
dy seens to be legislation in the direction
of restrainin'g the Banks from naking loans
on the security of stocks. It is admaitted
that it vould be necessary to make any
mensure of this description' prospective
in its operation, as the effect of any sud-
den change in the law would be to inten-
sify the existing evil, by forcing a. large
amount of stock on an overloaded market.
It is admited that ta prevent speculation,
is beyond the power of the Legislature.
Experience has proved the impossibility
of legislating with eflect on such subjects

.as that under consideration. For a long
period of years. laws regulating-the rate
of interest on money were enforeed under
heavy penalties but were found vholly
ineffective. The borrower bad not only
to pay the fill market rate, but the extra
ainount required to run thle risks and ob-
structions placed in his way by the law.
It is notorious that diuring the existence of

the usury laws the banks oftei furnisheid
mnaney ta the lenders at the legal rates of
interest which v-as afterwards lent at ex-
cessive rates ta the borrower under condi-
tions by which lie lawy w-as evaded. If
iwe were ta examine iito the transactions
of the party charged with the iost recent
enbezzlement, ve should probably find
that the most ruinous speculations w'ere
carried on iii N'ew York, where there is
no difflculty in obtaining xnaney at any
time, provided adequate margins are
naintained. It appears moreover that
in the late Toronto case, Barber obtained
mnoiey froi ane of the Loan or Building
Societies by whiich the loan ias subse-
quently transferred ta a ßrm of brokers.
The practical effect of the restriction on
tle banks iouild be tliat other parties
w'oild find tli noney, and tlat, greater
fIcilities fori fai-ud tian now exist would,
be afforded. Those acquainted with the
history of stock speculations during the
last tiventy years canot be unaware of
the fact that by far the nost disastrous
as wiell as theimost successiil of those
speculations have been cairied on in New
York. Our own belieis, that the remndy
for the aliitted evil is to be fouid else-
whliere. We are of opinlion that checks
sliould be devised by whiclh individuals
holding confidentihl situations vhether in
banks or in other corporations or in the
eimploynent of professional or snercantile
mon should be prevented fron obtaininig
credits. Ibitherto so far as we can judge
nia discretion seeins ta have been exer-
cised. Brokers wlio have been employed
by persons speculiiting iinproporly have
had their suspicions aroused sa nucl as
ta have beei led ta close accounts vhicli
they felt tlat tley could not continue
witlh safety ta tliemselves and yet they
have not felt it their duty ta coîmIunicate
to flic oflicial supe-iors of the party the
suspicions which hald been aroused in their
own minds. We believe that the true
remedy is ta be sougli t in suchi amendnen ts
ta the erininal law- as wvill bring within
its reach those wlio lend tienselves ta
the fi-audulent 'practices which bave
brouight disgrace on several young men
who, liad nîo facilities been afforded then,
miglt have continued iorthy members
of society.

After the foregoing remarks had gone
ta press wve noticedi in the daily papers
that Mr. Weir ias given notice of a reso-
lution ta be proposed :ta the members of
the Open Stock Exchange, whicli is cor-
tainly a step in the right direction, and
whlich is as folknys:

"No nember. ofthis board shall carry
on nargin any stock, sare, or other
security for any cashier, accountant, tel-

lei, bookkeeper or other emplogd i any
incorporated corripaiiy or nierantile
hase, when such cashier, accountan t,
teller, bookkeeper or other emnployé lolds
a position of trust, or where itis usual for
him ta give security foir the flithful dis-
charge of his dutics."

TIE BOOT AND SH1OE TRADE.
No line of business better exhibits the

progi;ess inade by flic nanufacturing in-
dustries ai the country, and especially tlie
grow-th of Montreal as a mîanufiacturiig
centre, than the boot and shoe trade dur-
ing the last twenty-five years, in its gra-
dual approach ta its present proportions.
Twenty-three years ago the entire annual
manufacture of this city did not quite
equal that of ole of any six that niglitbe
nanied to-day. The enterprise of the
leading firmsin this lne led then ta adopt
every improvemnt in labor-saving ma-
chinery andi materials, which, Nitli the
cheapness of labor at this centire, have en-
abled tlîei ta comnand the trade ai the
country. The establislinent of factories
at other distribunting centres in the Domi-
niion, instead oflessoning this superiority,
has only confirmed the fact that, througli
m1alnfacturing in larger quantities, the
manufactur-ers in this market have been
able ta contral the trade of the country
froi Newlouidland ta Manitoba. Even the
United States nanufacturers, ivith their
profitless pi-ices of the present year, have
not been able to sell ta any appreciable
nxtenit iii thisniarket, and Nlat tliey have
iiitriduce( bas been of a class of goods
hitherto not -manufactured in Canada,
but for %vhici there is ag-owing demanid iii
our tons and cities. hi order ta exclude
this class of goods also, chiefly consisting
of ladies' and children's fine kid slippers
and boots,,anc or fto of our leading hoses
bave been visiting the Aniericai centres
du-ing the pastseason, and have i.eturned
with all the nocessary appliances, includ-
inîg experienced w-orkmen, for natuar.tni--
ing these goods, and dealers wvill now- have
an opportunity of testing tlue ability of
Canadians ta compete suiccssfilly in the
production of fine goods as well as in c
stronger kinds.

The business of the year just closing lias
partaken of the generaI depression, and,
during the first six months, goods w-ere
"isacrificed" by Canadian as voll as
Ameotican mnanuifacturers. Considerablo
stocks were leldî at the beginning of the
year, the material and labor of which cost
as much as the prices realizmd. The re-
duction in price of leatherdemoralized the
market ta saine extent. bowards the fall,
however, goods began ta pay very siall
profits, owing to cheapness of inaterials
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of the previous six months ; and this
circumstance is likely to benefit the
spring trade, as leather is exceedingly
Èrm in price, and likely ta appreciate
further, through the scarcity, and con-
sequent .high price,.of hides for same time
past, and continued tendency upward.

iThe increase in materials is shown, for
example, in the. article afsole leather, for
which twenty.one cents was deemed a
gooi price last suimmer, but for whicl
tiven,y-ive cents is paid to-dtiy, and the
advance in uppers is fully ten per cent.
GooIs have, holwever, been .sold at unire-
munerative prices curing the lhIl, and it
would require a return ta the quotations
of a year ago ta give manufacturers a
profit on tieir goocis. Stocks in the
United States are higher, niaterials keep-
ing pace with the appreciation of the cur-
rency. Hitherto the people of that
country have been able to buy imported
leathers as cieap for grecubacks as the
people of this country could in gold, and
labor has lately been as cheap as with us,
and somewhat cheaper, when we con-
sider the greater nimbleness of the
American i'kinan ivhich, we regret ta
say, enables many classes of mechanies
among our translineal cousins ta perform a
greater ainount of laborin the saine space
of time thian those of most other canl-
tries.

The numerous cases of insolvency the
present year, have been se'erely felt by
the boot and shoe mauifacturers, but, we
alie pleased to say, vithout producig but
fev disasters anong thein, ailthougi
Monti-eal dealers seem ta have been
specially selected by the unfortunates,
perhaps because teicy are supposed to be

better able ta bear it."
The numtber of wholesale establish-

ments engaged in the manufacture if
boots and shoes in Montreal is about
thirty, employing about 2,460 persans, and
mnanufacturting goods ta the valie of
$4,300,000 annually, as shown by the fol-
loning table, representing, respectively,
the business of twenty-one leading estab-

This contains only about two-thirds of
the establishments doing a wholesale
business, but it is large enough to warrant
the establishmlien t of sone degree of unity
among the neinbers for mutual protec-
tion. Among the causes operating to the
disadvantage of boot and shoe manufac-
tarers iu this city, as fell as in Toonto,
Quebee and elsewhere is the want of an
Exchange. Such an institution would be
productive of imtei benefit; besides being
a Check on the indiscriminate sale of
goods, it would be a restraint on over-pro-
duction and a consequent promoter of a
healthy trade ; it would also repress the
evil tendency ta send ont travellers too
early, besicles many other advantages
that would naturally followr, as may be
seen by the successof such establish-
ments in many cities of Great Britain and
the Unitet States. Whîîat any prominent
firni loses in a single ye, lacking these
advaitages, woul pay the total expenses
of such an institution.

A word to retailers may not be out of
place liera. Cases oftent come ta our
knowledge of country merchants wlho are
clriven. to the waill when they get behind
in their business, simply thirough the
unvise practice of bilying from a great
imany huses in the sane line instead of
confining themselves to two or th.ree.
A merchant iho discovers his custoner
lias been purclasing froin neairly every-
body in the trade is not interested enough
ta forbear, and will not hesitate ta refuse
the extension he would rcadily have
granted whiere the petitioner has been
purchasing only from tWo or three firis
besicles the greater likehood of aie man
being found inu sevenio'r ten ta refuse any
concession, even in the most deserving
case.

THE JACQUESCARTE1R BANK.

Amongst the financial events of the
past, week we have ta note the meeting
of the shareholders of La Banque Jacques
Cartier, well worthy of remark as much
on accoint; of the peculiar ideas of its
president on the riglits of sharieholders,
as for the extraordinary manner in which
discussion of the financial position of the
Bank, looking towvards an elucidation of
the different antd "perhaps somewhat
dullicuitfinancial problems, presented by
titis ufortunate institution, was success-
fully prevented.

That freedom, of discussion was not
permitted is a matter of regret, espe-
cially in view of the fact that the president
and directors of the bank attended the
meeting with resolutions ready made,
probably frained to order, the adoption
of which involved the assumption by the
shareholders of the Bank of the vhole
responsibility of the old directorate for a
consideration of 5,000 shares of their
stock, representing a nominal value of
$250,000 or an actual value at present
market price of the stock of about $85,000.
Now it must be evident that if these
gentlemen hadi not rendered themselves
amenable to law for their mal-adininistni-
tion of the allairs of La Banque Jacques
Cartier during their term of office, they
would not have come forward voluntarily
and offerei to pay so large an amount of
moncy to avoid the consequences of their
acts, likely ta result from prosecution in
Court; and if they really occupy: the
position that this offer of theirs sa strong-
ly indicates, it devolved on the ather
shareholders of the Bank to make a cre-
fuil examination of the affirs of the in-
stitution, either by special committee or
otherwise, ta determine whether the offer
of the old directors iwas et all adequate
ta the risk they wisied ta impose on the
reniaining shaireholders i as an essential
condition of the acceptance Of the 5000
shares by them iwas an absolute guarantee
that. the old directorate should not be
prosecuted, or, if any action shotild be
taken against these gentlemen, th e re-
maining shareholders of the Bank s hould
guarantee thiem against the conseque nces
of snch action, or, in other words, that
the remaining shareiolders of La :Banque
Jacques Cartier, whîose money has been so
recklessly squandered during the term af
office of the old directorate, shall assume
an unknown liability supposed ta be af
enormous extent for the purpose of
guaranteeing against loss the only gentle-
men who deserve to sustaiti all:the oass
that nay have arisen from their mis-
management. Although there was na
possibility of ascertaining the exact posi-
tion o the Bank at the annual general
meeting held last week, yet an approx-
imate estimate of the possible losses and
the consequent risk the shareholders have
been so blandly invited to assume, .may
be fo-med from a glance at last year's
statement of affairs presented to the
shareholders on the 27thfDecember', 1875,
over the signature of J. L. Beaudry, pres-
ident. According to tiat gentleman, who
had the best possible means of. arriving
at an accurate estimate, th original capi-
tal of the Bank ivas impaired under the
management of his predecessors ta the
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extent of about $7001000, andi that this
statement cannot be far fron the truth,
if, indeed, it does not under-estimate the
lasses, is.demontstrated by the fact that
at last week's meeting another miotion
was presented ta the shareholders, fbr the
purpose of authorizing the dîirectors ta
eut down the original capital o the Banik
ta the extent ot $1,000,000. TIese facts
give saine idea of the extent of the res-
ponsibility the old directorate wisI ta
impose oit the shar'eholders of La Banque
Jacques Cartier for the consideration of'
$85,000, as offered by these gentleimen for
a guarantee of' complete iiiunity fiot
the seriots consequences of theiir unfor-
tunat admiinstration of the affairs of the
Bank under their direction. It behooves
the shareliolders of the Bank, who do not
wisi ta have their stock seriously impaired
by the adoption of such ridiculous pro-
positions, ta insist Oit the most thorouigh
and searching investigation iito the
affairs of the Bank and tite coiucet of
the old directorate before commnitting
themselves to the adoption of ready-made
Mnotions, on wIiclh ballot wras refusetd, in-
volving the assuimption of an extra-
ordina'ry and unntecessary risk.

XL-O Banicinq

A banker is a dealer in floating capital
-receiving it froni those iio have na
present use for it and imparting it ta
those ivio have suel use. He gives foi' it
secure custody, and a promise ta pay
either on dtemand, or on short notice ; and
sometimes ho pays interest. le gets for
it wlat lie deems adequate security, and
such interest as his own skill as a lender
anda the state of the mnmey mai-ket avail
tobring him. Hle serves capitalists who
have spare capital and io imediate use
for it by putting sucit capital ta present
use at inîterest, and ie is paid foi' this

vice wih, art of el ;nt + th4ser p le 1eres lus
obtained. Like all other arts, banking is
progressive. What it lias been shovs
paitly what it is; and what it is and lias
been tells us wlat it may becone. The
art was first practised in Italy, and thence
its present name. It began in money-
changing; and baico wyas the Italian name
of the bench or couiter whiel w-as used
by the noney-changers. And these, when
the armed adventurers of Europe in suc-

cessive generations, potire i across Italy
to the loly Land, grew te bo something
nuchti maie thain mre clîanîgers of mioney.
Tieir original occupation was te verify
the weight and fitness of coins, and ta ex-
change thein for coins of nore ready cir-
culation in thme locality in whicli these
were wanted l'ai use ; antid in this way they
had long found employnt wlerever
men congregated for cominercial affairs.
By a gradual extension of tiei' offlices,
they becaio receivers of deposits of
imneoy foi' sara custody, then lenders of
money andi negocictors of loatins. But se
far at least it ivould appear that their
business had advanced at Rone in the
tine of Augustus. Soon after the begin
iing of the Crusades, and duiring the con-
sequeit revival of commerce it Europe,
the same class of persons, always present
where comtmerce existed, te any extent,
became not only verifiers of coins, but
alsoverifiers and soetimes discounters
ai' buyers and sellers of bills of exclange,
promissoi'y notes and bonds-fornis of
paper-credit ivhicl then came gradually
into use-partly in aid of ioney, but
oftenier for coinmercial prposes for whicl
money was not fitted. Thus arose vhat is
now' called banking.

It wvas not till after the Middle of the
sixteenth century thaît the taking of in-
terest for noney liad legal sanction in
England ; and it was itot till about a cen-
tury later that the goldsmiths in London
began ta Miacke a trade of takinîg money
on deposit to lend again-and thus b-
caine bankers. This marks the natural
oilgin of commercial ban king. But banks
of a public and corporate character were
forined, and are still in great part main-
tainetd, in aid of governients. h'ic first
of thtese banks in Europe seeins -to have
been formed at Venice. Its origin is ab-
scure, as is the origii i most tlings whici
become in the end muth miore than was
at first expected. The best accouits we
lave point te the raising by the State ofa
fo'cedt loanti froa the chief' fanilies of
Venice, te reot the cost of a long war.
This was ii the twelfth century. The
lenders, having a coninon property in
the loan, acted together in recording it
and in dealing ivithl the State as ta its re-
paymnent. On two more occasions the
State raised Mnrey in the saine way; and
sa thlree bodies of state ereditors came in-
ta existence. In 1587 the thîree became
one body, and took the name of the Baik
of Veice. ln looking after their own
money, they liad incidentally learned
somnething of the art oftaling care ofthmat
of others. Closely bountid up with the
State, they also shared its credit. Tley
had already recoived moaiey and other

valuables on deposit, and lid made loans
and remittances, anti, it is supposed, had
ssued Iotes of money deposited wvith
them which passed from hand to handi by
delivery. Siniiar banks were formed at
Genoa in 1407, at Amsterdam in 3609, at
laimiburg iln 1619, at Nuremburg in 1621
and at liotterdam in 1635. It is worthy or
ilote that the mnoney deposited with these
banks was heli ivith great fidelity andi
there can be no doubt that, thoghli their
practice was imperfect, they gave mucit
aid to the comimerce of the tine.

Now let us considier how banking aids
connerce antd makes casier ail large anti
nany small dealings with money. WVe
knloiy that all wealth cones of postpon-
Cd consuinption, cf sef-denial, o stav-
ing , thlat this saving serves two cnds,
the providing for future wants andt
the aiiing iof future production ; that
the mcrely provident purpose operates
among saine of' the loier aniinals, but
that muan alone accunuliates vapital to
econonise futuie labor and that, evein
witli hilm, tie filrst stops are -soieviy itade
and vith dithculty. Andi we cannot over
make thein wvith case oi' witht miuch effee t
tili the banîker comes to our ali. What
remains unspent in' any given year of our
profits ai our wages, we many indeed lay
by but this is only ioarding. Wealth
becoins capital only wluen brolugit to
profitable tise. But it is not aivays easy
-it is often diflicult-for thlose whlto save
to lind for their savings a profitable use
in any intdustrial operation conduicted by
themselves. Ilence niost of those wlîo
save want soie meanis wlhereby snall
siuns may be safely,rapidly and profitably
corverted into intei'est.bearing capital, by
being placed at the service of others vho
caa give te it a profitable tise. It is hic
primary business of the banker to supply
such means. Ie receives suicli suims as
deposits at interest, iakès hiimself res-
ponsible for théir safe eistody and return,
and lends iviat lie lias receivedl, on fit
sectirity, and at such a rate of interest as
may leave him a l'air mîiargin of gain.
Thus nay savings, as fastuas they are made,
be made secure, and be casily poured
into the funid of floating capital, the dis-
tribution of which foris the business of
the money market. And, besicles the
sums finally saved froin incoine, tlere are
alse large portions of incone received ai
in course of being spent, whicli, mean-
while, may -go te the'bankcrs for safe
custody till actually needed. Then tlie
capital al'eady in use, being helute toise
only for profit, and profit varying in
different forms of employment, is occa-
sioially transfrred fron'e 1nc use te
another. In the process of tiansfer such

capital will alinost inevitabiy le, for a

short time, whilly aor partially unemploy
ed by its owner. Jt also requires, esp-
cially if there bea change of localitya safe

and rapid mode eof transmission. It usually

passes, thorefore, in one foim i oranother,
through the hancis of' a banker, w'hose

business it is to afferd such facilities, and
w'lio wiill eitlier hol it sai'ely for a time, o
reccive it at One place to pay it at another
And, hnsLly, cash received from day to day
in the ordinary course of' business, finds, *in
the hands of a banker, ft safe custody
ivhici it requires util it shall again be

paid away ; and, as choques draw'n upon
a banker are a convenient substitute for

imney in imaking paynents, anI the

account kept w'itlh a banker is, itself, an
useful adjunct to the accounts .f all w'ho

tecord. their' receipts and payments. the

practice of daily locging all spare mlois
iwith a banker, ineuses, and probabiy

w'ill incnease, steadily, w'ith the wealth antI
hea intelligence of everîy mercantile coi.

In generali termis
notiniîg cain he plainer tliai thaI tie proSperity
of tue contduce te the prosperity of lit
other. then, il is a common necessity
tiat insiiuane companîîtutti's mtutst exact rates
ihich will enable tihemi, not alone t pay oi.di-
inry losses, bit to be prepared for exiraordinary
losses.

Buit,
do tiey ever seek to klow try raies are Itigi ?
The piirchaser of' Iny article of tmerchandise,
ihici seils ttt a Iigier price tha it couild be

bougitt for yesterdty, dais not need te be told
hit tit incresse thereof is traceable citier te
searcity in the maircet or to the increased cost
of production.

Tihose are .ihe tw'o rnnlitg causes -hiich afilct
the prices ofnearly everytintg. The cost o
insurance is- regulated, however, by the degree
of hazard directly, and remnotely by the lawy of
chantc. Various inlcidental conditions bave
simtethitg to do .. ith either ineeuasinîg or
decreasing tii cost. Expenses ef nanagemt
also cntier into the calculaition. But the great
predetermîîining influence whichi tects the cost
of every insurance policy is degrec of hazard.
Now it is quite unnecessary to point out tihit
somne risks are safer titan others. I tilietrefore,
rates are graduated accordig to ihe characterof
hazard te be issured whiy is il tiat 'blisinîess
men se generally comitlain of exaction otn teit
part of insurance companies ? Owtnersor occu-

pants of fire-proof buildinuge, or aven those of
structures partially fire-proof, are not amontg
the dissatisied. The suggestion is obvions, and
it goes ithout saying that property ot'ers
may reduice the cest of their instturance by lui-
paroving lte character of tieir risks3-Sîclior.

LIFE ASSURANCE IN GOTHAM.

The New York papers continue ta discuss
lie condition of the insurance business of that

city. Respecting the secrecy practised by sone
companies as ta thteir affairs a reliable uuthority
says: The world lias outgrown proprietary
pretensions in life insurance, and no company
can permanently thrive which sets thom up as
apretext for belittling the righits of policy-hold-
ers. We may go furtber, and say that, wivthî a
more precise understanding of life insurance,
the risks it endures, and the elements of tle
strength it relies upon, las comle an almost
universal preference for the muutual principle.
The reasons are obvions. If the proprietary
capital is large, it entails charges upon the
policy-liolders vastly in excess of the benefits
accriuing fron it. If it is small, the anoinaly
is more flagrant, sine uothing cin be more
preposterous than the supposition that a band-
fui of persans, representing a hundred thoui-
sand dollars of stock, shall have the sole riglt
to mnarige an accumulated preinlui-fund off
twenty-eight millions. On these twin consider-
aLlons, coupled with the faut that in life insur-
ance the holders of policies coatribute alli the
capital an honestly managed society e.er neeis,
the supeiiority of the mutual systen mainly
rests. It las, hiowever, another advantage,

and ee Vhich, in vi er of tie issue nowr raised
possesses great importance. The real owiers
of the assets of a life insurance company are
the policyhoilders vhiose preinitims are the

prime source of the property acquired;' Prop-
erty derivei for Ilem, and held in trust for
their benefit, should be subject cxclusively ta
their mnaungement, and they should Lave access
atal reasonable times to all partictlars respect-
ing hiiiat, in etfect, belongs te tieiselves. The

ollicers are their servants, net iteir masters, anîd
tle secrecy which in other circumstances en-
genders distrust becomes impossible. IL is
amazinmg that any life insurance institution li
Newv York needs te be reumindel of the rudimien-
tary truths which tunîderlie its iseftIlness and

THE SHARP ADJUSTER.

\Ve take the followiing fron the Report of
the Conmuitce Oit Adjustiment of' Losses of The
.Asociatioeî of the vorih- West:

Another factor buusy etgendcring prejudice is
the dishoiest, or incompetent, or desperate
adjuster. lie fails to distinguishli be tween ai
hontest cliiimt andi a fraud ; and proceeds uîpon
ti basis that his reputation aitd terni of
employmnent both depend upion his ability to
exhibit a salvage, rigbt or wrong. Ai adjuster
is supposed te be experienced ii tle various
etirrent valies, construction of buildings, an
expert in deternining by mathematical ruiles
the condition on the day of the fire of the mer-
chant or manufacturer ; fituliar vitht the
necessary steps ta a close and successful aud
honest adjustmenut of a loss, and the lir gov-
erning the sane. Therefore, lien ait adjuster,
or speciel or State agent, connives with a
builder ta prescnt au estinate tit per cent.
less than accurate cost to rebuild; or, fiinding a
total loss, sectures 25 per cent, salvage by satis-
fying the simple-minded policyholder thtat in-
surance companies never insure te exceed
thtree-fourths of Ilie value of a building ; or,
going ta a dwelling-houtse loss the sanie day,
or moriing after the lire, and obtains a partial
statement of the loss uponx which hLe settles, and
refuses ta recognize a supplementary claim,
except in court, is sowing the wind ta rcap the
whirlvind. le is a man, if a merchant, who
ivould sand his sugar, or keep tLvo sets of
scales.

"iTe delermination of the a<juster to secure
every proper advantage Io his comtjany, is sound.;
but, liaving the scales in hils band, his conclu-
siens must be drawn with judicial ftirness and
c erltinty, otherwie lie contributes t the injury
of every company doing an honorable and legi-
timate business."-/oiitor.1

As in cvri-ttiing else, Ite mieclats of New

York i 'have, l'or tue past ftew years, imported
immense stocks of sugtir, end the refin'ers have
retlined wiitith tie discretioti iai Ls if tlere could
le no end to the sitr trade. The iiports iii
1871 iwere $100,000,000. itI 1875 the imîports
were $85,000000, but in 187G, $50', 00000. The
disasters in this trtade have tno dilfferent plise
thain in lthe others. only thit iealth is now cOmi-
iig te itand a imore legitiiate business is doinîtg.
Stocks ef sigar are imuch reduceidi there is
said te le at cornert in the market at York.
Certain it is, tiat less has beei iniported, tnd
thent sugar is now very hiigli, retailiig et fifteei
cents at potind, while France is flinisliig lier
p;eopîle the samne grade at five cents. A ligiter
croit is reporied in France, but with ai nuîtsual
crop lis Cuba and Louisiana there need be u
suelh advance ns tive cents a pound eon suîgair. It
is probable, iowsever, titat tie lit prices of oe
year age were belowv cost, and tIhat higier prices
are te title. Whatever the case, there is a good
irofit in cale or beet sugar at ten cents a pouniid
-yes, uat fiveC-antd teirîe is ne renson why ouri
peole should not mre largely cinter the busi-
nss. We have ben importing beet sugar or
somie yeairs and mixing it writh cane in refinery.
Why not sow the beet nd mi ake the suigaer?
