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CFS Supports Abortion - For Now

Last week a number of
representatives from UNB went
to Ottawa to discuss several
issues with the Canadian
Federation of Students.

One’of the issues brought up
was abortion. The Women's
Constituency, formerly known as
the Women's Caucus brought up
a policy to be voted on by the 62
schools that were present.

The policy went as follows:
The Federation supports the
fundamental right of all women
to control their own bodies
including:

- freedom of choice on the matter
of reproduction;

- access to safe medical abortion
procedures in an atmosphere of
respect and support; .

- abortion services paid by
medicare as a medical procedure;

- guaranteed (universal) access,
without restrictions, to family
planning methods and abortions;

- cducation and information about
sexual choices and
responsibilities;

- (access to reproductive choice
counseling);

Sixteen schools left the room,
22 voted in favor, 15 opposed the
motion, and 9 abstained from
voling. A policy needs 31 votes
in favour in order to pass.

Another option was:

- opposition to
implementation of any criminal
law concerning abortion.

In this- policy, 27 voted in
favor, 12 opposed the motion and
7 abstained. Like the first, this
did not pass. UNB opposed both
of these policies.

The Women's Constituency
then presented a Directive that
goes as follows;
the Federation call upon the
government to act upon the
following points;

1) A national sexuality éduction
program, with emphasis upon
preventing unwanted preguancy,
must be given high priority,
funding, and exposure;

2) Universal and easy access to
birth control must be made
available to all people;

3) Universal and easy access to
abortion must be made available

to all women.

Sleep has had students
in the group express concern
towards the Student Union's
decision to cut funding. Students
pay student fees thus they expect
these fees to fund groups on
campus. Students in the group
seem "to expect it to work this
way", says Sleep.

To be on the executive
of the group a student must be a
Christian. But Sleep emphasizes
that the group is opened to
anyone who wants to come and
all the activities are publicized on
campus. Sleep also says that
pamphlets had been put in all
frosh packs this year.

Sleep is concemned about
funding being cut but says,
"funding has only _gone on for 3
years and we undertake our own
fundraising anyway because we
need more (money) than what the
Student Union gives us".

Sleep does not see many
problems arising with the SRC
deciding on what groups should
be funded on campus. To his
knowledge funding is related to
the number of people in a group.
You "have to have an established
group and have to use common
sense”, states Sleep. He feels that
the SRC should "leave it
(funding) up to Campus Ministry
to distinguish whether or not it is
a valid group" to fund.

Catherine Kerr, one of
the founders of the Newman
Group, says she can not talk on
behalf of the group. But since the
group survived before funding
was received from the SRC she
feels it will continue to survive.

Yet Kerr feels that the
"Student Union fees are supposed
to support things I want to be
involved in". She feels her
student fees are not being used to

CHSR'S MANDATE

It has been bantered around a lot lately that no one listens to CHSR. This is not
true. We at the Brunswickan have to. We are furnished with these curious
contraptions with volume controls that pump music into the offices. These things
cannot be switched off. Maybe they should place these contraptions in every building
on campus and ensure that the lowest notch on the volume control does not kill the
sound by any great degree. Perhaps that would be undue torture for those not
inclined to listen to CHSR's programming but at least it would ensure that the
decision is made based on something more than hearsay about what is aired on the
station.

Indeed many students who haven't listened to the station argue that it plays too
much of the loud heavy metal and atmospheric rock thing. Who wants to hear that in
these moderate days? CHSR is perceived of as a station that airs music that would
interest only the queerest of people. This is a misconception, but I don't blame the
listeners for this. CHSR has not succeeded in informing those who don't listen to the
station about the range of programming available. It is an understandable oversight
for a media house. For some uncanny reason, it appears illogical to have to promote
one's programming through other media, but it is the only way to go.

I remember receiving, some months ago, a press release and a number of posters
promoting a special programme being aired on the local channel 10 community
television station. They realized that as an alternate station they needed that kind of
canvassing to create a wider audience. Sometimes I listen to special programmes on
- CHSR and ask friends about them. They usually never catch such programmes out

of simple ignorance and they regret their loss greatly. There is some excellent
programming on that station but nobody need be subject to listening to the eclectic
range of interests represented on the station in the hope of by chance coming across a
gem of a show. This eclecticism is necessary as it adds to the alternative label
attached to the unit; but people should be given the chance to know what programmes
are coming on before hand. A regular programme guide published in the
Brunswickan or the Gleaner would be a wonderful start. I gather that plans are afoot
to revive a station publication (a kind of newsletter) which will try to serve as a PR
machine of sorts. These things must happen, and soon.

With regard to the actual programming of the station, there is much to be done. It
should be of some concern that students appear to be unimpressed by the music on
the station, but we must not overeact. If students are interested in top 40 material
only, they won't get much from CHSR and they shouldn't. If they moved towards
top 40 material they would go out of business as there are already enough
professional units pumping out the stuff in this province. But there are programming
ideas that could embrace some of the interests of students without defiling the
mandate of alternative programming. Needless to say, such programming needs
people who are willing to volunteer time and skills to make it all happen. Past
experience in radio is apparently not a prerequisite for involvement in the station. My
thinking is that students should just swamp the station and demand training. It could
be really interesting.

Above all else, I think the station should remain as autonomous as possible in its
management and direction. The continuity guaranteed by full-time staffers is enviable
to many student groups. However, by ensuring that student representation is
paramount in the decision making processes of the station, a constant service to the
student community will be guaranteed.

CHSR costs the students a great deal of money, and the station is expected to seek
as much as possible to reach students. If however, students do not want a radio
station on the campus (woe the day), then there shouldn't be one. But the implication
of this would be great. I am convinced that any self-respecting university should
have a radio station ran by students. I, for one, have benefitted from working at that
station. The training and practice in radio that I have received free of cost have been
invaluable. I think other students should try and see what they can get out of the
station as well.

So let's go back to those re-diffusion sets. Maybe we will be able to drum up
some interest in radio on this campus. :

Is the K.C. Irving empire and all its regional tentacles really a beacon of
hope and opportunity shining down into every vale, crevice and forest glade
of New Brunswick, giving those who would otherwise have a job an 'Irving
place in the sun? Do we really feel a sense of belonging in the Irving
empire, or are we owned by it? Is it really correct to say we are ensconced in
a regional brotherhood, in a caring bond of mutual benefit, when the highest
praise we can deliver to the good we derive from 'K.C. and His Merry Band'
is the shallow cop-out "we'd be dead without him?" '

Myths are strong in New Brunswick when the Irvings are discussed. We
lack tangible, touchable, seeable proof of Irving's doings other than the
superficial comings and goings of feller bunchers, tree trucks, (sic) S.M.T.
buses and that army of yellow trucks.

Where information about the Irvings does not exist, myth takes over like the
equalizing of pressure in a ripped fuselage; the air rushes in sucking out the
truth, leaving scant, torn evidence that there ever was a rational structure
before the mythic air flowed in. Would we really be dead if K.C. waved

.good-bye? In what sense dead? Our unemployment rate is massive, but is

always written off by the pumping of dollars into haphazard mega-projects
and taxation give-aways to "them who already got it". The Maritimes are
frequently written off by the Federal government's failed efforts and
attempted solutions to regional disparity. S

With the massive concentration of ownership found in the twin pillars of
Irving (media : power of information and resources: forest lands,
convenience stores and gas bars, transportation networks and one grand-
daddy of a refinery) there is a restricted atmosphere whereby the resources
and information are monopolized or under heavily concentrated ownership
(eg; refining of oil monopoly, transportation, especially trucking heavily
concentrated, media such as newspapers and television concentrated).

All this market gridlock at the commanding heights of the provincial
economy means smaller entrepreneurs and businesses must exist on the
fringes of the economy or beg for scraps from the table of the Provincial
Government. Even when someone achieves their success independently they
can be subject to the strong-arm tacticts of the Irvings at any time, especially
if their legitimate interests conflict with the desire for more wealth and power
which is the ethos of the Sunshine Band.

Is it free enterprise (which is always sung great praises in our culture as
some great liberator of humanitv) when a successful convenience store or gas

bar not owned by Irving is driven from the streets by Irving's cunning ploy:
drive your competitor from the market by subsidizing your own outlet in a
deficit fashion until the independent merchant is no more. The result is new
strength for another hydra-head of Irving. Is that free enterprise or is it
instead the wringing of a chicken's neck by Goliath, who just happens to have
a well stocked coin purse? |

One focus of the lesbian and gay movement is the amendment of Human Rights Codes to extend
protection on the basis of sexual orientation. As vital as this is, I have to wonder whether it will achieve what
we think it will. :

From bitter experience I have come to realize that there are some people in socjety who just do not
like gay men and lesbians. This is hardly surprising, after all there are still racists; anti-semites; male
chauvinists and misogynists; and all variety of bigoted people out there in the big, bad world. I am pleased to

' say that most studies would indicate that they are a small minority in this country. Homophobes and
heterosexists of a subtly different type still abound.

I had a very interesting conversation with some fellow delegates to the Canadian Federation of
Students meeting last week in Ottawa. What was interesting was that the group consisted of four women and
four men; three were gay or lesbian, one was Jewish, one was black, one was disabled, one was a francophone,
and one was a native Canadian. What we all had in common was the fact that society continues to oppress us,
sometimes in invidious ways.

We were discussing the debate that had been going on over the Federation adopting an abortion
policy. Among the firs: nings that we agreed upon was that four of us had no business making assertions on
the subject of abortion because we could never become pregnant. This stemmed from the realization that each of
us had, that the others could not understand our oppression without experiencing it. A man cannot understand
that disempowerment of women until he is put in a situation in which he is excluded, or deliberately given a
clearly lesser and powerless status. So too, heterosexuals cannot understand the oppression of lesbians and gay
men until they are in a situation where expression of their sexuality is proscribed or forbidden. What we all
could understand about each other was that we each knew we could not understand the other's oppression.

This conversation made it clear to me that it is vital that those of us who are oppressed in society
must band together to fight our oppressors. The gay and lesbian community must support the women's
movement. Women must support the struggle for racial equality. Racial and ethnic minorities must join in the
fight for the right of the indigenous people. And so too, the indigenous community must support the struggle
for lesbian and gay rights.

What we are all looking, for is empowerment. This is very different from the establishment's view
of equality. The problem is, essentially, that the Canadian system is still biased towards white, anglo-saxon,
heterosexual men. It is all very well to talk of equal access to the system, but the number of openly gay and
lesbian people in positions of power is still minimal. So too with women, racial, linguistic and ethnic
minorities; and indigenous Canadians. )

Perhaps the greatest difficult is that tokenism works for the establishment. It becomes very easy to
point at a few examples of successful people who are members of oppressed minorities and to assert that we
have reached a degree of equality. One might well argue that things are better, but this is cosmetic change at
best. At the root of the system lies an inherent racism, sexism, and heterosexism which must be purged.

Affirmative action is one tool which has attempted, with very limited success, because of the
establishment's refusal to implement it, to address the problem. Some argue that affirmative action runs counter
to selection on merit. One should note, though, that these people are, to a man (and I choose the gender
exclusive term deliberately) already in the system. The real problem they have with"affirmative action is that it

. breaks the hold on power which they enjoy. ‘

Lesbians and gay men, and all oppressed minorities, must take the power which is due to them.- This
sounds like a rather left wing radical statement, and in some ways it is. I do not advocate violent revolution, but
what I advocate is revolution nonetheless.

HOMOSEXUALITY: A LIE?

Since the first issue of the Brunswickan (September 15, 1989), there have been numerous articles
promoting the acceptance of gay life. The author of "In the Pink" has been encouraging those who practice
homosexuality to "come out of the closet” and has dealt with several issues such as: "gay bashing" and "the
rights of homosexuals as human beings".

The purpose of this series of articles is to reveal the lies of homosexuality and to offer an alternative

- perspective exposing and explaining what homosexuality really is (other than its obvious physical
appearance) and the reason why people practice it.

As with all arguments and opinion, any facts brought forth must have a basis on which they are stated.
This basis is a set of presuppositions or assumptions on which all further arguments depend. This means that
any conclusion drawn in one's argument, no matter how, logical it may seem, is only as valid as the foundation
on which it is based. More simply, one's conclusion can not be proven accurate if it is drawn from incorrect
assumptions.

LEGALEASE’

COPYRIGHT

As university students, we hear a great deal about copyl:ight issues such
as plagiarism. As well, we are familiar with the practices of copying
music tapes and computer programs. Allhougl.l these are common
practices, people are often unaware of the legal implications involved
with such activities. This article will attempt to set out the law as it
stands with regard to these issues.

HOW IS COPYRIGHT DEFINED?

Copyright is defined as the protection by law of the works of authors
and artists giving them the exclusive right to publish their works and to
determine who may so publish. Therefore, the owner of the work is the
only person who may copy the work or permit another to do so. The
owner can transfer these rights (give them away or sell them) to another,
thus making the other person the new owner of the work. The author may
give away these rights, but will always retain the right of authorship.

There is no copyright in ideas or information. 4t is only the
expression of the idea that is protected.

THE FOLLOWING ARE SOME EXAMPLES OF WORKS THAT ARE
SUBJECT TO COPYRIGHT:

1. WRITTEN WORKS:

This includes books and any articles that may be published in
magazines, newspapers, and journals.

2. TAPES:

Although it is common practice to copy a friend’s latest music tape, or
video cassette, to do so is a violation of copyright law.

3. PHOTOGRAPHS

4. WORKS OF ART:

Such as paintings, sculptures, etc.
5. COMPUTER PROGRAMS:

It is permissible to copy a computer program only if you own the
original program and have it in your possession. The copied program
may not be used by anyone but the owner of the original. If, for some
reason, you are no longer entitled to own the original, you must also
destroy the copy.

6. PLAYS:

If you are planning to produce a play that was written by someone else,
you must obtain permission to do so. This is usually done through the
payment of royalties.

IS PLAGIARISM THE SAME THING.AS COPYRIGHT VIOLATION?

Whereas copyright protects the expression of certain ideas, plagiarism
protects those ideas themselves. Plagiarism is an academic offence rather
than an infringement of copyright.

Student are permitted by copyright legislation to reproduce reasonable
parts of a piece of work done by another in order to do research or to
study. Thus, it is permissible to photocopy a chapter of a book, but it is
not permissible to copy the whole book.

HOW DOES A PERSON OBTAIN A COPYRIGHT?

Information about copyright can be obtained by contacting Consumer
and Corporate Affairs.

A rglatively simple way of establishing your ownership of a piece of

worl_c is to send a copy of it to yourself through registered mail. The

eceipt you will receive from Canada Post is proof of the existence of
pyright on that date.

WHAT ARE THE PENALTIES FOR AN INFRINGEMENT OF
PYRIGHT?

One of "In the Pink" 's presuppositions is:

ity i ice, This assumption is implied in the September 22 article where the author stated:

"I Knew that I was gay before I was thirteen" and "I knew that nothing was going to change". He had no
apparent choice in the matter.

This assumption is obviously invalid because this gentleman chose to yield his will to "feelings that he
knew were different”. He stated that: "I was sixteen and began to reach the acceptance stage...". He began to
"accept" these "feelings". Accepting is a decision of the will. One can accept or refuse, it is a choice.

The suthor even contradicts this assumption himself in a subsequent article entitled "visibility” (October
27, 1989) where he simply declares: "I want to be gay."

The author also gives us no basis for his moral standards. Firstly, in the article entitled: "Gay and Lesbian
Pride" (November 3,1989), he states: "Racism, anti-semitism, sexism, and heterosexism are social ills which
we must all work to cure...". In his first article, entitled "Gay Bashing”, he refers today bashing as a "social
evil”. The author here is making moral judgments, in the first case, by saying that some action must be taken,
and in the next, he defines nom“.;ﬁng as being e“v:l However, he does not give a basis for these moral
judgments. It can be seen throughout his articles that there is an underlying assumption made by the author,
/¢ thils o biasis ‘exinng’ for moral absolotes. - Clearly, none i giv i
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From this, it is obvious that the author, in his arguments, depends on o s s i

Infringement of copyright is not a criminal offence and so does not

a set punishment. However, if the owper of the piece of work that

as been copied decides to sue, the punishment can be severe, in the form

f a large fine, or even a jail-term. As well, the court may award the owner

of the copied work any proceeds that have been gained by the
fringement of copyright. :

In
Central America, Lebanon, Palestine, and parts of Africa, the YMCA works with refugees. In

West Africa, the YMCA provides agricultural training, fisheries and livestock development. |

In Thailand, the YMCA works to rescue children who would otherwise be sold to brothels. In
Latin America and the Caribbean, the YMCA works with street children.

This year, 1989, marks the 100th Anniversary of the Canadian YMCA's work overseas,
andinrecognition of this the Fredericton YM-YWCA has received letters of support from many
Ambassadors in Canada.

If one were asked to produce
a short list of the most
influential powers in modern

.rock and pop over the past

twenty years, I'm sure we would
all pick examples such as Elvis,
Hendrix, Beatles, Stones, etc.,
but would Joy Division be
in there? Well, they damn well
should be. As part of the
turbulent process of growing up
in today's society, the
representation of the innate
nihilism of teenage rebellion
was, pre-1980, rather frivolous
and bland. The basic need to
resist the norms of socicty were
in essence characterized by a
perpetuation of the James
Dean mentality of the late
“fifties. With the advent of
punk suddenly there was a bit
of anger, but really the entire
movement served only to kick
down the corporate statues of
the music industry. Straight
out of nowhere, if one had
talent, it was relatively easy to

- be heard above the mountains of

crap that stank out the air-
waves. But it still didn't deal
with the uncertainty, the
depression the awful anxiety of

coming age. With Joy
Division that void was filled.
Grey, brooding and angst-ridden
Joy Division were
responsible for producing the
most important statements of
the closing seventies. We
learned that we could express
ourselves in any way we wished
and some emotions were laid
bare to the bone. From Duran
Duran to U2, all of the
fledgling giants of the early
eighties, the profound influence
of these unsung iconoclasts
could be seen. This feat maybe
matched by that of the Cure -
but even here it is interesting to
note that things only started to
get interesting for this band
after 1981 with the release of
Seventeen Seconds, Faith
and Pornography.

Perhaps one of the lesser
known groups of disciples of
the late Ian Curtis are the
gothic-noire whincrs that call
themselves Xmal
Deutschland. Throughout
this past decade X.D. have
peppered the underground charts
with such classics as Incubus
Succubus (1981) and

Polalicht (1985): brooding
but stormy little biting things
that urged aspiring
existentialists to rush
immediately to to the closet to
don that ankle length black coat
and scramble up the windswept
hillside to cry into the wind.

As with any band that you
used {o think were the bees-
knees ten years ago, there is a
tendency to get a little softer at
the edges (I mean good God! -
look at U2!) and Xmal
Deutschland are no
exception. Sometimes however
this doesn't have to be a
completely unsettling
experience. After what
presented itself as a mid-life
crisis on the rather bland 1985
release Tocsin, a lot of
problems appear to have been
resolved on this the latest work
Devils. It-is an extraordinary
collection of well-crafted pop-
songs for all those budding
Meursaults amongst us that
allows for a pouty stare and
high stepping dance action all at
the same time! Golly!

Sampling anything that
moves is of course currently de

rigeur in the biz, but on

Devils the borrowing is
slightly more subtle. An
interesting game to play with
snobby cognoscenti and trivia

buffs is to sit around with a flat
of moose (natch!) and try to

_ identify as many guitar sounds

as possible. Stuart Adamson
(Big Country), Steve Stevens

(Billy 1Idol), (Simple
Minds). Alvin Lee (Ten
Years After) and even a

smattering of the Edge...
and that's only the beginning.
Indeed quite often much of the
material on Devils bends
toward the pomp and
circumstance a la Stadium Rock
and it is only the rather flat and
breathy intonations of the
strikingly handsome Amja
Huwe that wrestle the
compositions back down to the
lightening-scorched heath where
they belong. It's true, Anja
doesn't really present herself as
a gifted vocalist but I think this
is quite intentional. On the
vocal range she's probably
between the unabashed
lamentations of Lisa Gerard
(Dead Can Dance) and the rather
more demonstrative capabilities
of the Queen of Noire Siouxie
Sioux. Nevertheless, the
obviously sexy germanic lilt to-
this sort of minimalist delive;

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ETHNIC SCULPTURES
CONVEY BELIEFS AND
SOCIAL CHANGES

Last Sunday - November Sth at 2:00
PM - I attended the official opening of
Stories in_Store at the Fredericton
National Exhibition Centre. Storics in
Store is an exhibit organized by the
faculty of -education at McGill
University and is traveling as one of
Communications Canada's Intemnational
Exhibitions.  this exhibition is a
representation of both Kenyan (the
Gusii people of the Kisii district in
Western Kenya) and Inuit soapstone
sculptures. also on display are sixteen
Inuit prints from the A Murray Vaughan
Collection courtesy of the Beaverbrook
Art Gallery. The exhibits will be on
display from November 4 to December
3, and admission is free.

Guest curator, Jerome Sabut,
commenced the event by saying a few
words about the exhibition before
introducing Isn Lumsden - director of the
Beaverbrook Art Gallery. After talking
about the exhibit and his news of it, it
was officialy opened and the public
mingled among the display.
life in areas such as myths, legends,
animal lore and traditions. The Inuit
sculptures are mosily black soapstone
on grey soapstone bases while the
Kenyan sculptures are comprised of pale
pink, red, orange and white soapstone.

The Inuit sculptures varied in themes
from a family paying tribute to a dead
relative to a mythic half fish haif human
creature. There were also depictions of
Inuits fishing, conflicts between Inuits,
and wildlife (such as polar bears).
Folklore was also represented by Aipili
Qumaluk's Ilkalu Nappa meaning half
fish which a a rotund bulbous sculpture
or Johnny Qaqumq’s An Eagle Married
To a Young Girl which depicts the
plight of a young girl kidnapped by an
eagle.

An interesting Inuit Sculpture is
Migration by Joe Talirunili which
displays a hunting party in a boat. The
- figure at the front of the boat holds an
ivory bow, and the remaining figures
hold wooden oars. The mast is wooden
and the sail is of sealskin. Jerome
Sabout pointed out that it was like a
puzzle to put this sculpture on display,
because the figures were separate from
the boat. Each component had to be
placed in exactly the correct place.

The various Inuit sculptures were
intriguing and there was even an
abstract - Enchara Ya Botende by
Cosmas O Abuya, but my personal

The Kisii soapstones displayed a
variety of_ the different aspects of
Kenyan life. For example Head Surgery
by John O Nyakagi shows a traditional
surgeon (omobari) fixing the broken
bones in a patient's skull. Then there
are others such as one showing a
traditional diviner, another displaying a
man playing a trumpet and several of
women performing various chores like
child care and food ion. Most

or sitting up straight. A personal
favourite is Sad Memorics by john O

Nynkmwhsdxuawﬂpmednwamn
thoughtfully remng her head in her
hand. The piece creates a sense of
intense sorrow with its smooth curved
shapes, and flowing and lyrical

characteristics. Another enjoyable

piece was Breast Feeding by John O
Musese. This sculpture has sharp
contours with ing features (such
as eyes and lips) and is quite Picasso-

like.

The other Kisii sculptures were those
of animals - both real and mythical.
Frog by Francis O Masese stands out
This is a pinkish grey frog with rippled
skin and a rotund form which looks as
though it is filled with marbles because
of the bubbles all over his body. Also
appealing was the smooth pink
Beautiful Bird by Elkama O Onglesa,
which looks like marble rather than
soapstone. Perhaps my favourite
sculpture of the entire exhibit is Leopard
by Nelson Nyangate. This is a block
cylindrical form with four triangle-like
legs.  There are square spots
systematically painted in rows along
the body. It looks more like a toy than
a sculpture, - -

The Inuit Print Collection beautifully
complements the soapstone exhibit.
Through most of the prints runs the
common theme of birds - mostly owls.
The well-known print - Triumvirate by
Kenojuak Ashevak was on dlsphy along
with my favourite print - Lucy
Quinnuayuaa's Dancing Bird. This is a
reddish-brown print of a bird with a
bulb-like head, small v mouth and bulb-
like wings. The entire figure is dotted
with yellow circles and the Dancing Bird
(who is obviously dancing) conveys a
feeling of happiness and joyous
celebration.

Also, as pan of the Stories in Stone
exhibit, there are photographs of Inuit
and Kisii people leaming how to create
sculptures. Soapstone carving staried as
something of decor on items such as
tools and eating utensils, and religious
objects, but evolved to becoming
something of art for art's sake. the
soapstone art of the Inuit and Gusii
people continue to be carved with
assistance from various institutions and
governments, and they are important
not only for artistic value, but for
conveying beliefs and social changes of
a people.
