Day, the Order for Morning or Evening Prayer may be shortened

by the omission of the Venite (in Morning Prayer), of one or more

Psalms, of one Lesson, of one Canticle as appointed, of the Lesser

Litany and the Lord's Prayer after the Creed, and of the Prayers

following the Third CoUect, except the Prayer of St. Chrysostom

and The grace of our Lord.

NoTX that, when this Shortened Form is used, the Minister may

omit the Exhortation, or all words therein after brethren down to

/ pray, or else instead thereof he may say Let u» humbly confett

our lim to Almighty Gil.

NoTB that the permission granted to use the Shortened Form

is hereby extended to Sundays and Holy Days, when the Clergyman

shall deem it advisable either from the peculiar condition of his

congregation, or from the laborious nature of his ministratioiu.

Such liberty, however, shall not be used without the written sanction

and approval if the Bishop.

t The following Combinations of Services are permitted :—

1. Morning Prayer and Holy Communion.

i. Morning Prayer and Litany.

3. Litany and Holy Commimion.

4. Morning' Prayer, Litany and Holy Communion.

Note. WhtD taking the First, the Minister may end Morning

Prayer with the Canticle after the Second Lesson, or he may add

the Salutation and Let u» pray, followed by the Versicles and the

Second and Third Collects. When the Litany is taken in Combina-

tion with any service, the Shortened Form of the Litany may be

used. When taking the Fourth, the Minister may proceed to the

Litany immediately after the Te Deum, saying Let «* pray.

hath appointed heir of all things, by whom
also he made the worlds; who being the

brightness of his glory, and the express image
of ills >>erson, and upholding all things by the

word of his power, when he had by himself

purged our sms, sat down on the right hand
of the Majesty on high ; being made so much
better than the angels, as he liath by inherit-

ance obtained a more excellent name than

they. For unto which of the angels said he

at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have

I begotten thee ? And again, I will be to him
a Father, and he shall be to me a Son ? And
again, when he bringeth in the flrst-begotten

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CHRISTMAS DAY
into the world, he salth, And let all the aagela
of God worship him. And of the angrels he
Haith, Who maketh his an^ls spirits, and his

ministers a flame of lire. But unto the Son
he saith, Thy throne, O (Jod, is for ever and
ever; a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre

of thy kingdom : Thou hast loved rigrhteous-

ness, and hated iniquity; therefore God, even
thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of

gladness above thy fellows. And, Thou, Lord,
in the beginning hast laid the foundation of

the earth ; and the heavens are the works of

thine hands: they shall perish, but thou
remaine-st ; und they all shall wax old as doth
a garment; and as a vesture shalt thou fold

them up, and they shall be changed; but thou
art the same, and thy years shall not fail.

THE GOSPEL, S. John 1. 1.

IN the beginning 'vas the Word, and the
Word was with God, and the Word was

God. The same was in the beginning with
God. All things were made by him; and
without him was not any thing made that was
made. In him was life, and the life was the
light of men. And the light shineth in dark-
ness, and the darkness comprehended it not.

There was a man seAt from God, whose name
was John. The same came for a witness, to

bear witness of the liglit, that all men through
him might believe. He was not that light,

but was sent to bear witness of that light.

That was the true light, which lighteth every
man that cometh into the world. He was in

the world, and the world was made by him,
and the world knew him not. He came unto
his own, and his own received him not. But
as many as received him, to them gave he
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CHRISTMAS DAY
power to become the nons of Qod, eveh to them
that believe on his Name : which were born,

not of blood, nor of the will of the flesli, nor
of the will of man, but of God.

Peter seeing
him saith to Jesus, Lord, and what shall this

man do ? Jesus saith unto him. If I will that he
tarry till I come, what is that to thee ? Fol-

low thou me. Then went this saying abroad
among the brethren, That that disciple should
not die : yet Jesus said not unto him. He shall

:

When as his mother Mary was espoused
to Joseph, before tliey eanie together she was
found with child of the Holy Ghost. Then
Joseph her husband, being a Just man, and
not willing to nialie her a pubiiclc example,
was minded to put her away privily. But while

he thought on tliese thinirs, bt^hold, the angei
of the Lord appeared unto him in a dreiinv

saying, Josepli thou son of David, fear not to

take unto thee Mary thy wife ; for that whicli

Is conceived in her is of tlie Holy Ghost : and
she shall bring forth a Sou, and thou sliait call

his name Jesi.s; for lie sl-ail save his j)eopie

from their sins. (Now ail this was d<me, that
it might be fulfilled which was spMcen of the
Lor«i by tin* propliet, saying, Behold, a Virgin
shall lie witl» child, and shall bring forth a
.Son, and they shall call his name Eaunaimel,
wliich being interpreted is, God with us.)

TheJi Joseph, being raised from sleep, did as

the angel of the Lord had bidden him, and
toolc unto liim his wife; said linew lier not till

she had brought forth her tlrst-born son : and
he called his name jEsrs.

THE EFISTLE. Horn. 4. 8.

BLESSED is the man to whom the Lord
will not impute sin. Cometh this blessed-

ness then upon the circumcision only, or upon
the unclrcumcision also? For we say, that
faith was reclconed to Abraham for righteous-
ness. How was it then reclconed? when he
was in circumcision, or in unclrcumcision? Not
in circumcision, but in uncircumcision. And
he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of
tlie rigliteousness of the faith which he had
yet being uncircumcised ; that he might be
the fatlier of all them that believe, though
they be not circumcised ; that righteousness
might be imputed untu them also: And the
father of circumcision to them who are not of
tlie circumcision only, but also wallc in tiv

steps of that faith of our father Abraham,
which he liad being yet uncircumcised. Fur
the promise, tliat he should be the heir of the
world, was not to Abraham, or to his seed,
through the law, but through the righteous-
ness of faith. For if they which are of the
law be heirs, faith is made void, and tiie pro-
mise made of none effect.

THE EPISTLE. Ephes. 3. 1.

FOB this cause I Paul, the prisoner of Jesus
Christ for you Gentiles ; if ye have heard

of the dispensation of the grace of God, which
is given me to you-ward : How that by reve-
lation he made known unto me the mystery
(as I wrote afore in few words, whereby, when
ye read, ye may understand my knowie 'ge in
the mystery of Christ) which in other ages
was not made known unto the sons of men, as
it is now revealed unto his holy Apostles and
Prophets by the Spirit; That the Gentiles
should be fellow-heirs, and of the same body,
and partakers of his promise in Christ, by
the Gospel : whereof I was made a minister,
according to the gift of the grace of God
given unto me by the effectual working of his
power. Unto nie, who am less than the least
of all saints, is this grace given, that I should
preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable
riches of Christ; and to make all men see
what is the fellowship of the mysteiy, which
from the beginning of the world hath been
hid in Ck)d, who created all things by Jesus
Christ: to the intent, that now unto the
principalities and powers in heavenly places
might be known by the Church the manifold
wisdom of God, according to the eternal pur-
pose which he purposed in Christ Jesus our
Lord : In whom we have boldness and access
with confidence by the faith of him.

THE GOSPEL. S. Matth. 2. 1.

WHEN Jesus was born in Bethlehem of
Judeea, in the days of Herod the king,

behold, there came wise men from the east
to Jerusalem, saying. Where is he that is bom
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THE EPIPHANY
King of the Jews ? for we have seen his star

in the east, and are come to worship him.
When Herod the king had heard these things,

he was troubled, and all Jerusalem with Mm.
And when he had gathered all the chief priests

and scribes of the people together, he de-

manded of them, where Christ should be bom.
And they said unto him, In Bethlehem of

Judaea : for thus it is written by the prophet,

And thou, Bethlehem, in the land of Juda, art

not the least among the princes of Juda : for

out of thee shall come a Governor that shall

rule my people Israel. Then Herod, when he
had privily called the wise men, inquired of

them diligently what time the star appeared.

And he sent them to Bethlehem, and said, Go,
and search diligently for the young child, and
when ye have found him, bringme word again,

that I may come and worship him also. When
they had heard the king, they departed ; and
lo, the star which they saw in the east went
before them, till it came and stood over where
the young child was. When they saw the

star, they rejoiced with exceeding great joy.

And when they were come into the house,

they saw the young child with Mary his

mother, and fell down and worshipped him

:

and when they had opened their treasures,

theypresenteduntohim gifts; gold,and frank-
incense, and mjTTh. And being warned of

God in a dream that they should not return to

Herod, they departed into their own country
another way.

And be not
conformed to this world; but be ye trans-
formed by the renewing of your mind, that ye
may prove what is that good, and acceptable,
and perfect will of God.

him. And it came to pas^s, that after three

days they found him in the temple, sitting m
the midst of the doctors, both hearing them,

and asking them questions. And all that heard

him were astonished at his understanding and

answers. And when they saw him, they were

amazed : and his mother said unto nim, Son,

why hast thou thus dealt with us? behold,

thy father and I have sought thee sorrowing.

And he said unto them, How is it that ye

sought me ? wist ye not that I must be about

my Father's business ? And they understood

not t*^e saying which he spake unto them.

And he went down with them, and came to

Nazareth, and was subject unto them : but his

mother kept all these sayings in her heart.

And Jesus mcreased in wisdom, and stature,

and in favour with God and man.

mine hour is not yet coni( . His mother saith
unto the servants, Whatsoever he saith unto
you, do it. And thei? were set there six

water-pots of stone, after the manner of the
purifying of the Jews, containing two or three

the water-pots with water. And they filled

them up to the brim. And he saith unto them,
Draw out now, and bear unto the grovemor of

the feast.

When the ruler

of the feast had taoted the water that was
made wine, and knew not whence it was, (but

the servants which drew the water knew,) the

governor of the feast cailed the bridegroom,

and saith unto him, Every man at the begin-

ning doth set forth good wine, and when men
have well drunk, then that which i? worse

:

but thou hast kept the good wine until now.
This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana
of Galilee, and manifested forth his glory, and
his disciples believed on him.

And
when Jesu vcred Into Capernaum, there
came unto uii.i a cer ' jrion beseeching him,
and saying, Lord, my servant lieth at home
sick of the palsy, grievously tormented. And
Jesus saith unto him, I will come and heal
him. The centurion answered and said. Lord,
I am not worthy that thou shouidest come
under my roof ; but speak the word only, and
my servant shall be healed. For I am a man
under authority, having soldiers under me:
and I say unto this man. Go, and he goeth;
and to another. Come, and he cometh ; and to
my servant. Do this, and he doeth it. When
Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them
that followed. Verily I say unto you, I have
not found so great faith, no not in Israel. And
I say unto you. That many stiall come from
the east and west, and stiall sit down with
Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the king-
dom of heaven.

For rulers are not a terror to good worlis, but
to the evil.

But if tliou do that

which is evil, be afraid; for he beareth not

the sword in vain : for he is the minister of

God, a revenger to execute wrath upon him
that doeth evil. Wherefore ye must needs be

subject, not only for wrath, but also for con-

science sake. For for this cause pay ye tribute

also ; for they are Gtod's ministers, attending
continually upon this very thing. Render
therefore to all their dues ; tribute to whom
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FOURTH SUNDAY AFTER KPIPHANY
tribute Is due, custom to whom custom, fear

to whom fear, honour to whom honour.

THE GOSPEL. S. Matth. 8. 2.3.

AND when he was entered into a ship,

i\ his disciples followed him. And behold,

there arose a gre&t tempest in the sea, inso-

much that the ship was covered with the

waves : but he was asleep. And his disciples

came to him, and awoke him, aying, Lord, save
us, we perish. And he saith unto them, Why
are ye fearful, ye of liitle faith? Then he
u se, and rebuked the winds and the sea, and
th^re was a great wun. But the men mar-
velled, saying, What manner of man is this,

that even the winds and the sea obey him ! And
when he v/as come to the other side into the
country of the Gergesenes, there met him two
possessed with devils, coming out of the tombs,
exceeding fierce, so that no man might pass by
that way. And behold, they cried out, saying,

What have we to do with thee, Jesus, thou Son
of God ? art thou come hither to torment us

before the time? And there was a good way
olf from them an herd of manv .vine, feeding.

So the devils besought him, spying, If thou
cast us out, suffer us to go away into the herd
of swine. And he said unto them, 6 . And
when they were come out, they went into the

herd of swine : and behold, the whole herd of

swine ran violently down a steep place into

the sea, and perished in the waters. And
they that kept them fled, and went their ways
into the city, and told every thing, and what
was befallen to the possessed of the devils.

And behold, the whole city came out to meet
Jesus : and when they saw him, they besought
him that he would depart out of their coasts.

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SIXTH SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY
know that, when he shall appear, we shall be
like him ; for we shall see him as he is. And
every man that hath this hope in him puri-
fleth himself, even as he is pure. Whosoever
committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for
sin is the transgression of the law. And ye
know that he was manifested to take away our
sins ; and in him is no sin. Whosoever ahideth
in him sinneth not : whosoever sinneth hath
not seen him, neither known him. Little chil-

dren, let no man deceive you : he that doeth
righteousness is righteous, even as he is right-
eous. He that committeth sin is of the devil

:

for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For
this purpose the Son of God was manifested,
that he might destroy the works of the devil.

THE GOSPEL. S. Matth. 24. 23.

rpHEN if any man shall say unto you, Lo,

X here is Christ, or there; believe it not.
For there shall arise false Christs, and false

prophets, and shall shew great signs and
wonders ; insomuch that (if it were possible)
they shall deceive the very elect. Behold, I

have told you before. Wherefore, if they shall
say unto you. Behold, he is in the desert ; go
not forth : Behold, he is in the secret cham-
bers; believe it not. For as the lightning
Cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto
the west ; so shall also the coming of the Son
of Man be. For wheresoever the carcase is,

there will the eagles be gathered together.
Immediately after the tribulation of those
days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon
shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall

from heaven, and the powers of the heavens
shall be shaken. And then shall appear the
sign of the Son of Man in heaven : and then
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SIXTH SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY
shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and
they shall see the Son of Man coming in the

clouds of heaven, with power and great glory.

And he shall send his angels with a great

sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather to-

gether his elect from the four winds, from one
end of heaven to the other.

THE EPISTLE, 1 Cor. 9. 24.

KNOW ye not that they which run in a
race run all, but one receiveth the prize ?

So run that ye may obtain. And every man
that striveth for the mastery is temperate
in all things : now they do it to obtain a cor-

ruptible crown, but we an incorruptible. I

therefore so run, not as uncertainly ; so fight

I, not as one that beateth the air : but I keep
under my body, and bring it into subjection,

lest that by any means, when I have preached
to others, I myself should be a cast-away.
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THE GOSPEL. S. Matth. 20. 1.

THE kingdom of heaven is like unto a man
that is an householder, which went out

early in the morning to hire labourers into
his vineyard. And when he had agreed with
the labourers for a penny a day, he sent them
into his vineyard. And he went out about
the third hour, and saw others standing idle

in the market-place, and said unto them. Go
ye also into the vineyard, and whatsoever is

right I will give you. And they went their
way. Again he went out about the sixth and
ninth hour, and did likewise. And about the
eleventh hour he went out, and found others
standing idle, and saith unto them. Why stand
ye here all the day idle ? They say unto him.
Because no man hath hired us. He saith unto
them, Oo ye also into the vineyard, and what-
soever is right, that shall ye receive. So when
even was come, the lord of the vineyard saith

unto his steward, Call the labourers, and give
them their hire, beginning from the last unto
the first. And when they came that were
hired about the eleventh hour, they received
every man a penny. But when the first came,
they supposed that they should have received
more ; and they likewise received every man
a penny. And when they had received it,

they murmured against the good-man of the
house, saying. These last have wrought but
one hour, and thou hast made them equal
unto us, which have borne the burden and
heat of the day. But he answered one of
them, and said. Friend, I do thee no wrong

;

didst not thou agree with me for a penny?
Take that thine is, and go thy way; I will

give unto this last even as unto thee. Is it
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not lawful for me to do what I will with mine
own? Is thine eye evil, because I am good?

So the last shall be first, and the first last:

for many be called, but few chosen.

THE COLLECT.

OLOBD God,who seest that we put not our
trust In any thing that we do: Mercifully

grant that by thy power we may be defended

against all adversity; through Jesus Christ

our Lord.

THE EPISTLE. 2 Cor. 11. 19.

YE suffer fools gladly, seeing ye yourselves

are wise. For ye suffer if a man bring

you into bondage, if a man devour you, if a

man take of you, if a man exalt himself, if a

man smite you on the face. I speak as con-

cerning reproach, as thoughwe had been weak

:

howbeit, whereinsoever any is bold, (I speak
foolishly,) I am bold also. Are they Hebrews?
so am I. Are they Israelites ? so am I. Are
they the seed of Abraham ? so am I. Are they

ministers of Christ? (I speak as a fool,) I am
more: in labours more abundant; in stripes

above measure; in prisons more frequent; in

deaths oft. Of the Jews five times received

I forty stripes save one ; thrice was I beaten

with rods; once was I stoned; thrice I suffered

shipwreck ; a night and a day I have been in

the deep ; in journeyings often ; in perils of

waters; in perils of robbers ; in perils by mine
own countrymen; In perils by the heathen; in

perils in the city ; in perils in the wilderness

;
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in perils in the sea; in perils amongr false

brethren; in weariness and painfulness; in

watchingrs often; in hunger and thirst; in

fastings often ; in cold and naliedness ; besides
those things that are without, that which
Cometh upon me daily, the c^re of all the
churches. Who is weak, and I am not weak ?

who is offended, and I burn not ? If I must
needs glory, I will glory of the things which
concern mine infirmities. The God and Father
of our Lord Jesu8 Christ, which is blessed for
evermore, knoweth that I lie not.

THE GOSI»EL. S. Luke 8. 4.

WHEN much people were gathered to-

gether, and were come to him out of
every city, he spake by a parable: A sower
went out to sow his seed ; and as he sowed,
some fell by the way-side, and it was trodden
down, and the fowls of the air devoured it.

And some fell upon a rock, and as soon a'i it

was sprung up, it withered away, because it

lacked moisture. And some fell among thorns,
and the thorns sprang up with it, and choked
it. And other fell on good ground, and .prang
up, and bare fruit an hundred-fold. And when
he had said these things, he cried. He tliat hath
ears to hear, let him hear. And his disciples

asked him, sayhig,What might this parablebe ?

And he said. Unto you it is given to know the
mysteries of the kingdom of God : but toothers
in parables ; ttiat seeing they might not see,

and hearing they might not understand. Now
the parable is this: The seed is the word of
God. Those by the way-side are they that
hear ; then cometh the devil, and taketh away
the word out of their hearts, lest they should
believe, and be saved. They on the rock are
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they which, when they hear, receive the word
with joy; and these have no root, which for a
while believe, and in time of temptation fall
away. And that which fell among thorns are
they which, when they have heaj^ go forth,
and are choked with cares, and riches, and
pleasures of this life, and bring no fruit to
perfection. But that on the good ground are
they which in an honest and good heart,
having heard the word, keep it, and brinir
forth fruit with patience.

OLOBD, who hast taughv us that ail our

Bend thy Holy Ghost, and pour into our hearts
that most excellent gift of charity, the very
bond of peace and of all virtues, without which
whosoever liveth is counted dead before thee:
Grant this for thine only Son Jesus Christ's
sake. Amen.

THE EPISTLE. 1 Cor. 13. I.

rpHOUGH I speak with the tongues of menX and of angels, and have not charity, I am
becomeas sounding brass, or atinklingcymbal
And though ' have the gift of prophecy, and
understand aU mysteries, and aU knowledge •

and though I have aU faith, so that I could
remove mountains, a ad have not charity, I am
nothing. And thongii I bestow all my goods
to feed the poor, and though I give my body
to be burned, and have not charity, it proflteth
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me iiothingr. Charity suffereth lonfir, and Is

kind; charity envieth not; charity vaunteth

not itself, is not puffed up, doth not behave

itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is net

easily provoked, thinketh no evil, rejoiceth

not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth;

beareth all thin^, believeth all things, hopeth

aU things, endureth all things. Charity never

faileth : but whether there be prophecies, they

shall fail; whether there be tongues, they

shall ceasfc; whether there be knowledge, it

shall vanish away. For we know in part, and

we prophesy in part. But when tliat which

is perfect is come, then that which is in part

shall be done away. When I was a child, I

spake as a child, I understood as a child, I

thought as a child; but when I became a man,

I put awav childish things. For now we see

through a glass darkly ; but then face to face

now I know in part ; but hen shall I know
even as also I am known. And now abideth

faith, hope, charity, these three: but the

greatest of these is charity.

THE GOSPEL. S. Luke 18. 31.

THEN Jesus took unto him the twelve, and

said unto them. Behold, we go up to Jeru-

salem, and all things that are written by the

prophets concerning the Son of Man shall be

accomplished. For he shall be delivered unto

the Gentiles, and shall be mocked, and spite-

fully entreated, and spitted on : and they shall

scourge him, and put him to death; and the

third day he shall rise again.

And
Jesus said unto him, Becf'ive thy sight ; thy
faith hath saved thee. And immediately he
received his sight, and followed him, glorl.

fying God : and all the people, when they saw
it, gave praise unto CkKl.

killed; as sorrowful, yet alway rejoicing;

THEN was Jesus led up of the Spirit into

the wilderness, to be tempted of the devil.

And when he had fasted forty days and forty

nights, he was afterward an-hungred. And
when the tempter came to him, he said, If

thou be the Son of Ood, command that these

stones be made bread. But he answered and
said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread
alone, but by every word that proceedeth out
of the mouth of God. Then the devil taketh
him up into the holy city, and setteth him on
a pinnacle of the temple, and saith unto him.
If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down

;

for it is written. He shall give his angels
charge concerning thee, and in their hands
they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou
dash thy foot against a stone. Jesus said

unto him, It is written again. Thou shalt not
tempt the Lord thy God. Again, the devil

taketh him up into an exceeding high moun-
tain, and shewcth him all the kingdoms of

Thencame she andworshipped
him, saying. Lord, help me. But he answered
and said, *

. is not meet to talct the children's
bread, ana to cast it to d(»gs. And she said.

Truth, Lord ; yet the dogs eat of the crumbs
which fall from their musters' table. Then
Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman,
great is thy faith: he it unto thee even as
thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole
from that very hour.

BE ye therefore followers of God, as dear
children; and wailc in love, as Christ

also hath loved us, and hath given himself
for us, an olTerlng and a sacrifice to 0(m1
for a sweet-smelling savour. But fornication,
and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not
be once named amongst you, as becometh
saints ; neither fUthiness, nor foolish-talking,
nor jesting, which are not convenient ; but
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THIRD SUNDAY IN LENT
rather giving of thank8: for this ye know,
that no whoremonger, nor unclean person,
nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath
any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ, and
of Ood. Let no man deceive you with vain
words: for because of these things cometh
the wrath of Ctod upon the children of dis.

obedience. Be not ye therefore partaken wita
them : for ye were sometimes darkness, but
now ye are light in the Lord : walk as children
of Ue^t; (for the fruit of the Spirit is in

all goodness, and righteousness, and truth;)
proving what is acceptable unto the Lord.
And have no fellowship with the unfruitful
works of darkness, but rather reprove them

:

for it is a shame even to speak of those things
which are done of them in secret. But all

things that are reproved are made nmnlfest by
the light : for whatsoever doth make manifest
is light. Wherefore he saith. Awake, ;hou that
sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ
shall give thee light.

THE GOSPEL. S. Lulce n. 14.

JESUS was casting out a devil, and It was
dumb. And it came to pass, when the

devil was gone out, the dumb spake ; and the
people wondered. But some of them said.

He casteth out devils through Beelzebub, the
chief of the devils. And others, tempting
him, sought of him a sign from heaven. But
he, knowing their thoughts, said unto them,
Every kingdom divided against itself isbrought
to desolation ; and a house divided against a
house falleth. If Satan also be divided against
himself,how shall his kingdom stand ? because
ye say, that I cast out devils through Beel-
zebub. And if I by Beelzebub cast out devils,
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THIRD SUNDAY IN LENT
by whom do your sons cast them out ? there-

fore shall they be your judgres. But if I with

the finger of God east out devils, no doubt

the kingdom of God is come upon you. When
a strong man armed keepeth his palace, his

goods are in peace ; but when a stronger than

he shall come upon him, and overcome him,

he tuketh from him all his armour wherein

he trusted, and divideth his spoils. He that

is not with me is against me: and he that

gathereth not with me scattereth. When the

unclean spirit is gone out of a man, he walketh

through dry places, seeking rest ; and finding

no. e, he saith, I will return unto my house

whence I came out. And when he cometh,

he findeth it swept and garnished. Then

goeth he and taketh to him seven other spirits

more wicked tlian himself, and they enter in,

and dwell there; and the last state of that

man is worse than the first. And it came to

pass, as he spake these things, a certain woman
of the company lift up her voice, and said

unto him, Blessed is the womb that bare thee,

and the paps which thou hast sucked. But

he said, Yea rather, blessed are they that hear

the word of God, and keep it.

THE EPISTLE. Gal, 4. 21.

TELL me, ye that desire to be under the

law, do ye not hear the law ? For it is

written, that Abraham had two sons, the one

by a bond-maid, the other by a free-woman.

But he who was of the bond-woman was bom
after the flesh ; but he of the free-woman was
by promise. Which thingrs are an allegory

:

for these are the two covenants ; the one from
the mount Sinai, which gendereth to bondage,

which is Agar. For this Agar is mount Sinai

in Arabia, and answereth to Jerusalem which
now is, and is in bondage with her children.

But Jerusalem which is above is free ; which

is the mother of us all. For it is written.

Rejoice, thou barren that bearest not ; break

forth and cry, thou that travailest not : for the

desolate hath many more children than she

which hath an husband. Now we, brethren,

as Isaac waa, are the children of promise. But
as then he that was bom after the flesh per-

secuted him that was bora after the Spirit;

even so it is now. Nevertheless, what saith

the Scripture? Cast out the bond-woman
and her son ; for the son of the bond-woman
shall not be heir with the son of the free-

woman. So then, brethren, we are not children

of the bond-woman, but of the free.

THE GOSPEL S. John 6. 1.

JESUS went over the sea of Galilee, which
is the sea of Tiberias. And a great mul-

titude followed him, because they saw his

miracles which he did on them that were
diseased. And Jesus went up into a moun-
tain, and there he sat with his disciples. And
the Passover, a feast of the Jews, was nigh.
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FOURTH SUNDAY IN LENT
When Jesus then lift up his eyes, and saw a

grreat company come unto him, he saith unto

Philip, Whence shall we buy bread, that these

may eat ? (And this he said to prove him ; for

he himself knew what he would do.) Philip

answered him, Two hundred penny-worth of

bread is not sufficient for them, that everyone
of them may take a little. One of his disciples,

Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, saithuntohim,

There is a lad here, which hath five barley-

loaves, and two small fishes: but what are

they among: so many ? And Jesus said. Make
the men sit down. Now there was much
grrass in the place. So the men sat down, in

number about five thousand. And Jesus took

the loaves, and when he had given thanks, he
distributed to the disciples, and the disciples

to them that were set down ; and likewise of

the fishes, as much as they would. When they

were filled, he said unto his disciples. Gather
up the fragments that remain, that nothing be

lost. Therefore they gathered them together,

and filled twelve baskets with the fragments

of the five barley-loaves, which remained over

and above unto them that had eaten. Then
those men, when they had seen the miracle

that Jesus did, said, This is of a truth that

Prophet that should come into the world.

THE EPISTLE. Hebr. 9. 11.

CHRIST being come an High Priest of good
things to come, by a greater and more per-

fect tabernacle, not made with hands ; that is

to say, not of this building; neither by the

blood of goats and calves; but by his own
blood he entered in once into the holy place,

having obtained eternal redemption for us.

For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the

ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean,

sanctifleth to the purifying of the flesh ; how
much more shall the blood of Christ, who,
through the eternal Spirit, offered himself

without spot to God, purge your conscience

from dead woi'ks to serve the living God ? And
for this cause he is the Mediator of the new
testament, that by means of death, for the re-

demption ofthe transgressions thatwere under
the first testament, theywhich are calledmight
receive the promise of eternal inheritance.

THE GOSPEL S. John 8. 46.

JESUS said. Which of you convinceth me of

sin ? and if I say the truth, why do ye not
believe me ? He that is of God heareth God's
words ; ye therefore hear them not, because
ye are not of God. Then answered the Jews,
and said unto him. Say we not well, that thou
art a Samaritan, and hast a devil ? Jesus an-
swered, I have not a devil ; but I honour my
Father, and ye do dishonour me. And I seek
not mine own glory ; there is one that seeketh
and judgeth. Verily, verily, I say unto you.

If a man keep my saying, he shall never see

death. Then said the Jews unto him, Now we
kno- that thou hast a devil: Abraham is

de ^i, and the prophets ; and thou sayest, If a
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FIFl'H SUNDAY IN LENT
man keep my saying, he shall never ta^te of

death. Art thou greater than our father

Abraham, which is dead? and the prophets
are dead : whom makest thou thyself ? Jesus
answered, If I honour myself, my honour is

nothing ; it is my Father that honoureth me,
of whom ye say, that he is your God : yet ye

have not known him ; but I know him : and if

I should say, I know him not, I shall be a liar

like unto you ; but I know him, and keep his

saying. Your father Abraham rejoiced to see

my day, and he saw it, and was glad. Then
sa'd the Jews unto him, Thou art not yet

fifty years old, and hast thou seen Abraham ?

Jesus said unto them. Verily, verily, I say

unto you. Before Abraham was, I am. Then
took they up stones to cast at him : but Jesus
hid himself, and went out of the temple.

THE EPISTLE. Philip. 2. 5.

1ET this mind be in you, which was also in

J Christ Jesus : who, being in the form of

God, thought it not robbery to be equal with

God ; but made himself of no reputation, and

took upon him the form of a servant, and was

made in the likeness of men : and being found

in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and
became obedient unto death, even the death

of the cross. Wherefore God also hath highly

exalted him, and given him a name which is

above every name ; that at the name of Jesus

every knee should bow, of things in heaven,

and things in earth, and things under the

earth ; and that every tongue should confess

that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God
the Father.

THE GOSPEL. S. Mattli. 27. 1.

WHEN the morning was come, all the chief

priests and elders of the people took

counsel against Jesus, to put him to death.

And when they had bound him, they led him
away, and delivered him to Pontius Pilate the

governor. Then Judas who had betrayed him,

when he saw that he was condemned, repented

himself, and brought again the thirty pieces

of silver to the chief priests and eiders, saying,

I have sinned, in that I have betrayed the

innocent blood And they said. What is that

to us ? see t' o that. And he cast <<own

the pieces of in the temp<", and departed,

and went an*. iged himseL . And the chief

priests took the silver pieces, and said, It is not

lawful for toputthem into the treasury,because

it is the price of blood. And they took counsel,

and boughtwith them the potter's field, to bury
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PALM SUNDAY
straiig-ers in. Wherefore that field was called,

The field of blood, unto this day. (Then was
fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremy the
prophet, saying. And they took the thirty

pieces of silver, the price of him that was
valued, whom they of the «^hildren of Is^-ael did

value, and gave them for the potter's field, as

the Lord appointed me.) And Jesus stood be-

fore the governor; and the governor askedhim,
saying. Art thou the King of the Jews ? And
Jesus said unto him. Thou sayest. And when
he was accused of the chief priests and elders,

he answered nothing. Then saith Pilate unto
him, nearest thou not how many things they
witness against thee ? And he answered him
to never a word, insonmch that the governor
marvelled greatly. Now at that feast the

governor was wont to release unto the people

a prisoner, whom they would. And they had
then a notable prisoner, called Barabbas.

Therefore when they were gathered together,

Pilate said unto them. Whom will ye that I re-

lease unto you ? Barabbas, or Jesus which is

called Christ ? For he knew that for envy they
had delivered him. When he was set down
on the judgement-seat his wife sent unto him,
saying, Have thou nothing to do with that just

man : for I have suffered many things this day
in a dream because of him. But the chief

priests and elders persuaded the multitude
that they should ask Barabbas, and destroy

Jesus. The governor answered and said unto
them, Wliether of the twain will ye that I

release unto you ? They said, Barabbas. Pi-

late saith unto them. What shall I do then
with Jesus which is called Christ ? They all

say unto him. Let him be crucified. And the

governor said. Why, what evil hath he done ?
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PALM SUNDAY
But they cried out the more, saying, Let him
be crucified. When Pilate saw that he could
prevail nothing, but that rather a tumult was
made, he took water, and washed his hands
before the multitude, saying, I am innocent of

the blood of this just person: see ye to it.

Then answered all the people, and said. His
blood be on us, and on our children. Then re-

leased he Barabbas unto them : and when he
had scourged Jesus he delivered him to be
crucified. Then the soldiers of the governor
took Jesus into the common hall, and gathered
untohim the whole band of soldiers. And they
stripped him, and put on him a scarlet robe.

And when they had platted a crown of thorns
they put it upon his head, and a reed in his

right hand : and they bowed the knee before
him, and mocked him, saying. Hail, King of the
Jews. And they spit upon him, and took the
reed, and smote him on the head. And after

that they had mocked him they took the robe
off from liim, and put his own raiment on him,
and led him away to crucify him. And as they
came out they found a man of Cyrene, Simon
by name ; him they compelled to bear his cross.

And when they were come unto a place called

Golgotha, that is to say, a place of a skull, they
gave him vinegar to drink mingled with gall:

and when he had tasted thereof, he would not
drink. And they crucified him, and parted his

garments, casting lots : that it might be ful-

filled, which was spoken by the prophet. They
parted my garments among them, and upon
my vesture did they cast lots. And sitting

down they watchedMm there ; and set up over
his head his accusation written, THIS IS
JESUS THE KING OF THE JEWS. Then
were there two thieves crucified withhim ; one
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PALM SUNDAY
on the rigfht hand,and another on the left. And
they that passed by reviled him, v/agging their

heads, and saying', Thou that destroyest the
temple, and buildest it in three days, save thy-
self : if thou be the Son of God, come down
from the cross. Liltewise also the chief priests
mocking him, with the scribes and elders, said.

He saved others, himself he cannot save : if he
be the King* of Israel, let him now come down
from the cross, and we will believe him. He
trusted in God; let him deliver him now, if he
will have him : for he said, I am the Son of
God. The thieves also, which were crucified

with him,cast the same in his teeth. Now from
the sixth hour there was darkness over all the
land unto the ninth hour. And about the ninth
hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, sayinsr,

Eli, Eli, lama mbachthani ? that is to say.

My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me ?

Some of them that stood there,whentheyheard
that, said, This man calleth for Ellas. And
straightwayone ofthem ran ,and took aspunge,
and filled it with vinegar, and put it on a reed,

and gave him to drink. The rest said. Let be,

let us see whether Elias will come to save him.
Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud
voice, yielded up the ghost. And behold, the
vail of the temple was rent in twain from the
top to the bottom, and the earth did quake,
and the rocks rent,and the graves were opened,
and many bodies of saints which slept arose,

and came out of the graves after his resurrec-
tion, and went into the holy city, and appeared
unto many. Now when the centurion and they
that were with him, watching Jesus, saw the
earthquake and those things that were done,
they feared gieatly, saying, Truly this was the
Sou of God.

FOR THE EPISTLE. Isai. 63. 1.

WHO is this that cometh from Edom, with

dyed garments from Bozrah ? this that

is glorious in his apparel, travelling in the

greatness of his strength? I that speak in

righteousness, mighty to save. Wherefore art

thou red in thine apparel, and thv garments

like him that treadeth in the wine-fat ? I have

trodden the wine-press alone, and of the people

there was none with me : for I will tread them
in mine anger, ai.<l trample them in my fury,

and their blood shall l<e sprinkled upon my gar-

ments, and I will stain all my raiment. For

the day of vengeance is in mine heart, and the

year of my redeemed is come. And I looked,

and there was none to help; and I wonv.sred

that there was none to uphold : therefore mine

own arm brought salvation unto me, and my
fury it upheld me. And I will tread down the

people in mine anger, and make them drunk in

my fury, and I will bring down their strength

to the earth. I will mention the loving-kind-

nesses of the Lord, and the praises of the Lord,

according to all that the Lord hath bestowed

on us,and the great goodnesstowards thehouse
of Israel, which he hath bestowed on them,

according to his mercies, and according to the

multitudeof his loving-kindnesses . Forhe said.

Surely they are my people, children that will

not lie : so he was their Saviour. In all their

affliction he was afflicted, and the angel of his

presence saved them : in his love, and in his

pity, he redeemed them, and he bare them, and
carried them aU the days of old. But they re-

belled, and vexed his Holy Spirit; therefore he
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MONDAY BEFORE EASTER
was turned to be their enemy, and he fought
against them. Then he remembered the days

of old, Moses and his people, saying, Where is

he that brought them up out of the sea with
the shepherd of his Hock ? where Is he that put
his Holy Spirit within him ? that led them by
the right hand of Moses, with his glorious

arm, dividing the water before them, to make
himself an everlasting name ? that led them
through the deep as an horse in the wilderness,

that they should not stumble? As a beast

goeth down Into the valley, the Spirit of the

Lord caused him to rest : so didst thou lead

thy people, to make thyself a glorious name.
Look down from heaven, and behold from the
habitation of thy holiness and of thy glory;

where is thy zeal and thy strength, the sound-

ing of thy bowels, and of thy mercies towards
me? Are they restrained? Doubtless thou
art our Father, though Abraham be ignorant

of us, and Israel acknowledge us not : Thou,
O Lord, art our Father, our Redeemer, thy
name is from everlasting. O Lord, why hast

thou made us to err from thy ways? and
hardened our heart from thy fear? Return
for thy servants' sake, the tribes of thine

inheritance. The people of thy holiness have
possessed it but a little while : our adversaries

have trodden down thy sanctuary. We are

thine : thou never barest rule over them ; they
were not called by thy name.

THE GOSPEL. S. Marlt 14. 1.

AFTER two days was the feast of the pass-

J\ over, and of unleavened bread : and the

chief priests and the scribes sought how they

might take him by craft, and put him to

death. But they said, Not on the feast-day, lest
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there be an uproar or the people. And being

in Bethany, in the house of Simon the leper, an

he sat at meat, there came a woman havingr an

alabaster box of ointment of spilienard, very-

precious ; and she brake the box, and poured

it on his head. And there were some that had

indication within themselves, and said, Why
was this waste of the ointment made ? for it

might have been sold for more than three hun-

dred pence, and have been given to the poor:

and they murmured against her. And Jesus

said, Let her alone; why trouble ye her? she

hath wrought a good work on me : for ye have

the poor with you always, and whensoever ye

will ye may do them good ; but me ye have not

always. She hath done what she could ; she is

come aforehand to anoint my body to the bury-

ing. Verily I say unto you, Wheresoever this

Gospel shaU be preached throughout the whole

world, this also that she hath done shall be

spoken of for a memorial of her. And Judas

Iscariot, OI.V -^f the twelve, went unto the chief

priests to bevray him unto them. And when

they beard it they were glad, and promised to

give him money. And he sought how he might

conveniently betray him. And the first day of

unleavened bread, when they killed th pass-

over, his disciples said unto him, Where wilt

thou tha we go and prepare, that thou mnyest

eat the passover? And he sendeth forth two of

his disciples,and saithuntothem, Goye into the
city, and there shall meet you a man bearing

a pitcher of wa' .; follow him: and where-

soever he shall go in, say ye to the good-man

of the house, The Master saith. Where is the

guest-chamber, where I shall eat the passover

>vlth my disciples? And he will shew you

a large upper-room furnished and prepared

:
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there make ready for uh. And his disciples

went forth, and came into the city, ard found
as he had said unt4) them : and they made ready
the passover. And In the eveningr he cometh
with the twelve. And us they sat, end did eat,

Jesus said. Verily I say unto /on, One of you
which eateth with me shall betray me. And
they besran to be sorrowful, and to say unto
him one by one, Is it I ? and another said. Is it

I ? And he answered and said unto them, It is

one of the twelve that dippeth with me in the
dish. The Son of Man indeed goeth, as It is

written of him : but woe to that man by whom
the Son of Man is betrayed: grood were it for

that man if he had never been bom. And as

they did eat, Jesus took bread, and blessed, and
brake it, and gave to them, and said, Take,
eat: this is my body. And he took the cup,

and when he had givrn thanks he gave it to

them : and they all drank of it. And he said

unto them, This is my blood of the new testa-

ment, which is shed for many. Verily I say unto
y.m,I will drink uo more of the fruit of the vine,

vmtll that day that I drink it new in the King-
dom of God. And when they hi.d sung an
hynm they went out into the mount of Olives.

And Jesus saith unto them. All ye shall be
offended because of me this night: for it is

written, I will smite the shepherd, and the
sheep shall be scattered. But, after that I am
risen, I will go before you into Galilee. But
Peter said unto him, Although all shall be
offended, yet will not I. And Jesus saith unto
him. Verily I say unto thee, That this day,

even in this night, before the cock crow twice,

thou Shalt deny me thrice. But he spake the
more vehemently, If I should die with thee, I

will not deny thee in any wise. Likewise also
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Huld they all. And they oaine to a place which
waR named Gethseuiane : and he salth to hlH

disciples, 81t ye here, while I shall pray. And
he taketh with hhn Peter and James and
John, and began to be sore amazed, and to be

very heavy, and salth unto them. My soul is

exceediniGr sorrowful unto death ; tarry ye here,

and watch. And he went forward a little,

and fell on the ground, and prayed that. If

it were possible, the hour might pass from
him. And lie stUfi, Abba, Father, a'.l things

are possible unto thee; take away this cup

from me ; nevertheless, not what I will, but

what thou wilt. And he cometh and flndeth

them sleeping, and salth unto Peter, Simon,

Mleepest thou? couldest not thou watch one

hour ? Watch ye and pray, lest ye enter into

temptation : the spirit truly is ready, but the

tlesh Is weak. And again he went away, and
prayed, and spake the same words. And when
he returned he found them asleep again, (for

their eyes were heavy,) neither wist they what
to answer him. And he cometh the third

time, and saith unto them. Sleep on now, and
take your rest : it is enough, the hour is come;

behold, the Son of Man is betrayed into the

hands of sinners. Rise up, let us go ; lo, he
that betrayeth me is at hand. And immedi-
ately, while he yet spake, cometh Judas, one

of the twelve, and with him a great multitude

with swords and staves, from the chief priests

and the scribes and the elders. And he that

betrayed him had given them a token, saying,

Whomsoever I shall kiss, that same is he; take

him, and lead him away safely. And as soon as

he was come he goeth straightway to him, and
saith, Master, master ; and kissed him. And
they laid their hands on him, and took him.
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And one of them that stood by drew a sword,
and smote a servant of the high priest, and cut

off his ear. And Jesus answered, and said unt<»

them, Are ye come out as against a thief, ^vith

swords and with staves, to take me ? I was daily

with you in the temple teaching, and ye took
me not : but the Scriptures must be fulfllled.

And they all forsook him, and fled. And there

followed him a certain young man, having a

linen cloth cast about his naked body ; and the

young men laid hold on him : and he left the
linen cloth, and fled from them naked. And
they led Jesus away to the high priest : and
with him were assembled all the chief priests

and the elders and the scribes. And Peter fol-

lowed him afar off, even into the palace of the

high priest ; and he sat with the servants, and
warmed himself at the flre. And the chief

priests and all the council sought for witness

against Jesus to put him to death ; and found
none. For many bare false witness against

him, but their witness agreed not together.

And there arose certain, and bare false witness

against him, saying, We heard him say, I will

destroy this temple that is made with hands,

andwithin three days I will buildanother made
without hands. But neither so did their wit-

ness agree together. And the high priest stood

up in the midst, and asked Jesus, saying, An-
swerest thou nothing ? what is it which these

witnessagainstthee? Buthe held his peace,and
answerednothing. Again thehigh priest asked
him, and said unto him. Art thou the Christ,

the Son of the Blessed ? And Jesus said, I am

;

and ye shall see the Sou of Man sitting on the

right hand of power, and coming in the clouds

ofheaven. Then thehighpriestrent his clothes,
and saith,What needweanyfurther witnesses ?
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ye have heard the blasphemy : what think ye?
And they all condemned him to be gruilty of

death. And some be^n to spit on him, and to

cover his face, and to buffet him, and to say
untohim, Prophesy : andthe servantsdid strilce

him with the palms of their hands. And as

Peter was beneath in the palace there cometh
one of the maids of the high priest; and when
shesaw Peter warming himself she lookedupon
him, and said, And thou also wast with Jesus
of Nazareth. But he denied, saying, I know
not, neither understand I what thou sayest.

And he went out into the porch ; and the cock
crew. And a maid saw him again, and began
to say to them that stood by. This is one of

them. And he denied it again. And a little

after, they that stood by said again to Peter,

Surely thou art one of them ; for thou art a
Galilsean,andthy speech agreeth thereto. But
he began to curse and to swear, saying, I know
not this man of whom ye speak. And the
second time the cock crew. And Petercalled to

mind the word thatJesus saiduntohim, Before
the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me thrice.

And when he thought thereon, he wept.

FOR THE EPISTLE. Isai. 50. 5.

THE Lord God hath opened mine ear, and
I was not rebellious, neither turned away

back. I gave my back to the smiters, and my
cheeks to them that plucked off the hair : I

hid not my face from shame and spitting.

For the Lord God will help me, therefore shall

I not be confounded : therefore have I set my
face like a flint, and I know that I shall not
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be ashamed. He is near that justifleth me

;

who will contend with me ? Let us stand to-

gether; who is mine adversary? let him come
near to me. Behold, the Lord God will help me

that ye have kindled. This shall ye have of

mine hand, ye shall lie down in sorrow.

THE GOSPEL. S. Mark 15. 1.

4ND straightway in the morning the chief

J\ priests held a consultation with the elders

and scribes and the whole council, and bound
Jesus, and carried him away, and delivered

him to Pilate. And Pilate asked him. Art
thou the King of the Jews ? And he answering
said unto him, Thou sayest it. And the chief

priests accused him of many things : but he
answered nothing. And Pilate asked him
again, saying, Answerest thounothing ? behold

how many things they witness agjiinst thee.

But Jesus yet answei-ed nothing : so that Pilate

marvelled. Now at tliat feast he released unto

them one prisoner, whomsoever they desired.

And there was one named Barabbas, which lay

bound with them that had made insurrection

with him, who had connnitted murder in the

insurrection. And the multitude, crying aloud,

began to desire him to do as he had ever done
untothem. But Pilateanswered them, saying,

Will ye that I release unto you the King of the
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Jews ? For he knew that the chief priests had

delivered him for envy. But the chief priests

moved the people, that he should rather release

Barabbas unto them. And Pilate answered,

and said again unto them, What will ye then

that I shall do unto him whom ye call the King
of the Jews ? And they cried out again, Cru-

cify him. Then Pilate said unto them. Why,
what evil hath he done ? And they cried out

the more exceedingly, Crucify him. And so

Pilate, willing to content the people, released

Barabbasuntothem, ' <lelivered Jesus,when
he 'lad scourged him -crucified. And the

soldiers led him awaj he hall, caUed Prse-

torium; and they call ,j<ether the whole band.

And they clothed him w: h purple, and platted

a crown of thorns, and put it about his head

:

and began to salute him. Hail, King of the

Jews. And they smote him on the head with

a reed, and did spit upon him, and bowing their

knees worshipped him. And when they had

mocked him, they took off the purple from him,

and put his own clothes on him, and led him
out to crucify him. And they compel one

Simon a Cyrenian, who passed by, coming out

of the country, the father of Alexander and

Rufus, to bear his cross. And they bring him
unto the place Golgotha, which is, being inter-

preted. The place of a skull. And they gave

him to drink wine mingled with myrrh ; but he

received it not. And when they had crucified

him they parted his garments, casting lots

upon them, what every man should take. And
it was the third hour, and they crucified him.

And the superscription of his accusation was
written over, THE KINu OF THE JEWS.
And with him they crucify two thieves, the

one on his right hand, and the other on his
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left. And the scripture was fulfilled, which
saith, And he was numbered with the trans-

gressors. And they that passed by railed on
him, wagging- their heads, and saying, Ah, thou
that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in

three days, save thyself, and come down from
the cross. Likewise also the chief priests mock-
ing said among themselves, with the scribes,

He saved others ; himself he cannot save. Let

Christ the King of Israel descend now from the

cross, that we may see and believe. And they

that were crucified with him reviled him. And
when the sixth hour was come, there was dark-

ness over the whole land until the ninth hour.

And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with aloud
voice, saying, EM, Eloi, lama sabachthnni?

which is, being interpreted. My Ood, my God,

why hast thou forsaken me ? And some of

them that stood by, when they heaM it, said.

Behold, he calleth Ellas. And one ran and
filled a spunge full of vinegar, and put it on a
reed, and gave him to drink, saying. Let alone

;

let us see whether Ellas will come to take him
down. And Jesus cried with a loud voice,

and gave up the ghost. And the vail of the

temple was rent in twain from the top to the

bottom. And when the centurion, which stood
over against him, saw that he so cried out, and
gave up the ghost, he said, Truly this man
was the Son of God.
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THE EPISTLE. Hebr. 9. Ifi.

WHERE a testament is, there must also of

necessity be the death o! the testator : for

a testament is of force after men are dead;

otherwise it is of no strength at all whilst the

testator liveth. Whereupon, neither the first

testament was dedicated without blood: for

when Moses had spoken every precept to all

the people, according to the law, he took the

blood of calves and of goats, with water and
scarlet wool and hyssop, and sprinkled both

the book and aP the people, saying, This «s the

blood of the testament, which God hath en-

joined unto you. Moreover, he sprinkled with

blood both the tabernacle and all the vessels of

the ministry. And almost all things are by the

law purged with blood ; and without shedding

of blood is no remission. It was therefore

necessary that the patterns of things in the

heavens should be purified with these; but the

heavenly things themselves with better sacri-

fices than these. For Christ is not entered

into the holy places made with hands, which
are the figures of the true, but into heaven

itself, now to appear in the presence of God for

us; nor yet that he should offer himself often,

as the high priest entereth into the holy place

every year with blood of others : for then must
he often have suffered since the foundation of

the world; but now once in the end of the

world hath he appeared to put away sin by the
sacrifice of himself. And as it is appointed

unto men once to die, but aftei this the judge-

ment : so Christ was once offered to bear the

sins of many; and unto them that look for

him shall he appear the second time without

sin unto salvation.
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THE GOSFEL. S. Luke 22. 1.

NOW the feast of unleavened bread drew

niirh, which is called the Passover. And

the chief priests and scribes sought how they

mijfht kill him; for they feared the people.

Then entered Satan into Judas surnamed

Iscariot, being of the number of the twelve.

And he went his way, and communed with the

chief priests and captains,howhe might betray

him unto them. And they were glad, and

covenanted to give htm money. And he pro-

mised, and sought opportunity to betray him

unto them in the absence of the multitude.

Then came the day of unleavened bread, when

the passover must be killed. And he sent

Peter and John, saying, Oo and prepare us

the passover, that we may eat. And they said

unto him, Wh^re wilt thou that we prepare ?

And he said unto them. Behold, when ye are

entered into the city, there shaU a man meet

you, bearing a pitcher of water; follow him

into the house where he entereth in. And ye

shall say unto the good-man of the house. The

Master saith unto thee. Where is the guest-

chamber, where I shall eat the passover with

my disciples ? And he shaU shew you a large

upper-room furnished; there make ready. And

theywent, and found as he had said unto them

:

and they made ready the passover. And when

the hour was come he sat down, and the twelve

Apostles with him. And he said unto them,

with desi'-e I have desired to eat this passover

with you before I suffer: for IW «nto yo»i, I

wiU not any more eat thereof, until it be ful-

flUed in the Kingdom of God. And he took

the cup, and gave thanks, and said. Take this,

and divide it among yourselves. For I say
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unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the

vine, until the Kingdom of God shall come.
And he took bread, and guve thanks, and brake
it, and grave unto them, saying, This is my
l)ody, whicli is given for you : this do in re-

membrance of me. Likewise also the cup after

supper, saying. This cup is the new testament
in my blood, which is shed for you. But
behold, the hand of him that betrayeth me is

with me on the table. And truly the Son of

Man goeth as It was determined; but woe unto
that man by whom he is betrayed. And they
began to inquire among themselves, which of

them it was that should do this thing. And
there was also a strife among them, which of

them should be accounted the greatest. And
he said unto them. The kings of the Gentiles

exercise lordship over them, and they that

exercise authority upon them are called bene-
factors. But ye shall not be so : but he that

is greatest among you, let him be as the
younger ; and he that is chief, as he that doth
serve. For whether is greater, he that sitteth

at meat, or he that serveth ? is not he that

sitteth at meat ? but I am among you as he
that serveth. Yearetheywhichhave continued
\vlth lae in my temptations. And I appoint unto
you a kingdom, as my Father hath appointed
unto me ; that ye may eat and drink at my
table in my kingdom, and sit on thrones, juug-
ing the twelve tribes of Israel. And the Lonl
said, Simon, Simon, behold, Satan hath desired

to have you, that he may sift you as wheat

:

but I have prayed for thee, that thy faith fail

not; and when thou art converted, strengthen
thy brethren. And he said unto him. Lord, I

am ready to go with thee both into prison and
to death. And he said, I tell thee, Peter, the
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cock shall not crow this day, Taetore that thou

Shalt thrice deny that thou knowest me. And
he said unto them, When I sent you without

nurse, and scrip, and shoes, lacked ye any

thing? And they said. Nothing. Then said

he unto them. But now, he that hath a purse,

let him take it, and likewise his scrip :
and he

that hath no sword, let him sell his garment,

and buy one. For I say unto you. That this

that is written must yet be accomplished in me.

Andhe was reckoned among the transgressors:

for the things concerning me have an end. And
they said. Lord, behold, here are two swords.

And he said unto them, It is enough. And he

came out, and went, as he was wont, to the

mount of Olives, and his disciples also followed

liim. And when he was at the place, he said

unto them, Pray, that ye enter not into temp-

tation. And he was withdrawn from them

about a stone's cast, and kneeled down and

prayed, saying. Father, if thou be wiUing, re-

move this cup from me : nevertheless, not my
wUl, but thine be done. And there appeared

an angel unto him from heaven, strengthening

him. And being in an agony, he prayed more

earnestly ; and his sweat was as it were great

drops of blood falling down to the ground. And
when he rose up from prayer, and was come to

his disciples,he foundthem sleeping for sorrow,

and said unto them. Why sleep ye ? rise and

pray, lest ye enter into temptation. And while

he yet spake, behold, a multitude, and he that

was called Judas, one of the twelve, went be-

fore them, and drew near unto Jesus to kiss

him. ButJesus saidunto him, Judas, betrayest

thou the Son of Man with a kiss? When they

who were about him saw what would follow,

they said unto him, Lord, shall we smite with
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the sword ? And one of them smote the ser-

vant of the high priest, and cut off his right

ear. And Jesus answered and said, Suffer ye

thus far. And he touched his ear, and healed

him. Then Jesus said unto the chief priests,

and captains of the temple, and the elders who
were come to him. Be ye come out as against

a thief, with swords and staves ? When I was
dally with you in the temple, ye stretched forth

no hands against me : but this is your hour,

and the power of darkness. Then took they
him, and led him, and brought him Into the

high priest's house : and Peter followed afar

off. And when they had kindled a Are in the

midst of the hall, and were set down together,

Peter sat down among them. But a certain

maid beheld him, as h* sat by the Are, and
earnestly looked upon him, and said. This man
was also with him. And he denied him, saying,

Woman, I know him not. And after a little

wl.lle another saw him, and said, Thou art also

of them. And Peter said, Man, I am not. And
about the space of one hour after, another
confidently affirmed, saying, Of a truth this

fellow also was with him ; for he Is a Galilsean.

And Peter said, Man, I know not what thou
sayest. And Immediately, while he yet spake,

the cock crew. And the Lord turned, and
looked upon Peter; and Peter remembered
the word of the Lord, how he had said unto
him, Before the cock crow, thou shalt deny
me thrice. And Peter went out, and wept
bitterly. And the men that held Jesus mocked
him, and smote him. And when they had
blindfolded him, they struck him on the face,

and asked him, saying. Prophesy, who is It

that smote thee? And many other things
blasphemously spake they against him. And
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as 80'»n as It was day, the elders of the people

and lie chief priests and the seril)es came to-

irether, and led him into their council, saying.

Art thou the Christ? tell us. And he said

unto them. If I tell you, ye will not believe

:

and if I also ask you, \ -vill not answer me,

nor let me go. Her<>af shall the Son of

Man sit on the right huud of tlie power of

God. Then said they all, Art thou then the

Son of God? And he said unto them. Ye

say that I am. And they said. What need we

any further witness? for we ourselves liave

heard of his own mouth.

IHURSDAY BEFORE EASTEK

THE ElMSTLE. 1 Cor. 11. 17-

IN this that I declare unto you, I praise you

not; that ye come together not fo*- the

better, but for the worse. For first of all,

when ye come together in the church, I hear

that thero be divisi«m8 among you, and I partly

believe it. For there must be also heresies

among you, that they who are approved may
be made manifest among you. When ye come
together therefore into one place, this is not

to eat the Lord's supper : for in eating every

one talieth before other his own supper; and

one is hungry, and another is drunken. What,
have ye not houses to eat and to drink in ? or

despise ye the church of God, and shame them
that have not? What shall I say to you?

shall I praise you in this? I praise you not.

For 1 have received of the Lord that which

also I delivered unto you. That the Lord

Jesus, the same night in which he was
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betrayeil, took bread ; and when he had griveii

thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat ; this

is ray body, which is broken for you: this

do in remembrance of me. After the same
manner also he took the cup. when he had
supped, sayintr, This cup Is the new testament
in my blood : this do ye, as oft as ye drink it,

in remembrance of me. For as often as ye
eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew
the Lord's death till he come. Wherefore,
whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this

cup of the Lord, unworthily, shall be guilty

of the body and blood of the Lord. But let

a man examine himself, and so let him eat of

that bread, and drink of that cup. For he
that eateth and drinketh unworthily eateth

and drinketh damnation to himself, not dis-

cerning the Lord's body. For this cause many
are weak and sickly among you, and many
sleep. For If we would judge ourselves, we
should not be judged. But when we are

judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that

we should not be condemned with the world.

Wherefore, my brethren, when ye come to-

gether to eat, tarry one for another. And if

any man hunger, let him eat at home; that

ye come not together unto condemnation.
And the rest will I set in order when I come.

THE GOSPEL. S. Luke 23. 1.

THE whole multitude of them arose, and
led him unto Pilate. And they began to

accuse him, saying. We found this fellow

perverting the nation, and forbidding to give
tribute to Ga3sar, saying, Tliat he himself is

Christ a King. And Pilate asked him, saying.

Art thou the King of the Jews? And he
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answered him, and said, Thou sayest it. Then

said Pilate to the chief priests and to the

ueople I find no fault in this nmn. And they

were the more flene, sayiuff. He stirreth up

the people, teaching throujfhiuit all J^wry,

beffinniuff from Galilee to this plate. When
Pilate heard of Galilee, he asked whether the

man were a Galilffan. And as so<m as he

knew that he belonffed unto HenMi's juris-

diction, he sent him to Herotl, wh<» himself

was also at Jerusalem at that time. And when
Hero<l saw Jesus he was exeee<ling glad ;

for

he was desirous to see him of a long season,

because he had heard many things of hinj

;

and he hoped to have seen some miracle

done by him. Then he questi<med w.th him

in many words; but he answered him nothing.

And the chief priests and scribes stoo<l and

vehemently accused him. And Herod with

his men of war set him at nought, and mocked

him, and arrayed him in a gorgeims robe, and

sent him again to Pilate. And the same day

Pilate and Herod were made friends tog**ther

;

for before they were at enmity l)etween them-

selves. And Pilate, when he had called to-

gether the chief priests and the rulers and

the people, said unto them, Ye have brought

this man unto me, as one that perverteth the

people : and behold, I, having examined him

before you, have found no fault in this man
touching those things whereof ye accuse him

:

No nor yet Herod: for I sent you to him; and

lo, nothing worthy of death is done unto him.

1 will therefore chastise him, and release him.

For of necessity he must release one unto

them at the feast. And they cried out all at

once, saying. Away with this man, and release

unto us Barabbas: (who for a certain sedition
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made in the city, and for murder, was cast Into

prison.) Pilate th'T- .-e, willing to release

Jesus, spake agraln to iheni. But they cried,

saying, Crucify him, crucify him. And he

said unto them the third time, Why, what
evil hath he done ? I have found no cause of

death in him : I will therefore chastise him,
and let him g". And they were instant with

loud voices, requiring that he might be cruci-

fied : and the voices of tliem and of the chief

priests prevailed. And Pilate gave sentence

that it should be as they required. And he
released unto them him that for sedition an-*

nmrder was cast into prison, whom they ' 'u

desired; but he delivered Jesus to their \. ".

And as they led him away, they laid hold upon
one Simon a Cyrenian, coming out of the

country, and on him they laid the cross, that

he might bear it after Jesus. And there fol-

lowed him a great company of people, and of

women, which also bewailed and lamented
him. But Jesus, turning unto them, said,

Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me, but

weep for yourselves, and for your children. For
behold, the days are coming, in the which they

shall say, Blessed are the barren, and the

wombs that never bare, and the paps which
never gave suck. Then shall they begin to say

to the mountains, Fallon us ; and to the hills.

Cover us. For if they do these things in a

green tree, what shall be done in the dry ?

And there were also two other, malefactors,

led with him to be put to death. And when
they were come to the place which is called

Calvary, there they crucitted him; and the

malefactoi*s, one on the right hand, and the

other on the left. Then said Jesus, Father,

forgive them, for they know not what they do.
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And they parted his raiment, and cast lots.

And the people stood beholding; and the

rulers also with them derided him, sayin?.

He saved others ; let him save himself, if he

be Christ, the chosen of God. And the soldiers

also mocked him, comingr to him, and offering

him vinegar, and saying. If thou be the King

of the Jews, save thyself. And a superscription

also was written over him in letters of Greek,

and Latin, and Hebrew, THIS IS THE
KING OP THE JEWS. And one of the

malefactors, which were hanged, railed on him,

saying, If thou be Christ, save thyself and us.

But the other answering rebuked him, saying.

Dost not thou fear God, seeing thou art in

the same condemnation? And we indeed

justly ; for we receive the due reward of our

deeds; but this man hath done nothing amiss.

And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me
when thou comest into thy kingdom. And
Jesus said unto him. Verily I say unto thee,

To-day shalt thou be with me in paradise.

And it was about the sixth hour : and there

was a darkness over all the earth until the

ninth hour. And the sun was darkened, and

the vail of the temple was rent in the midst.

And when Jesus had cried with a loud voice,

he said, Father, into thy hands I commend
my spirit : and having said thus, he gave up

the ghost. Now when the centurion saw

what was done, he glorified God, saying,

Certainly this was a righteous man. And aU

the people that came together to that sight,

beholding the things that were done, smote

their breasts and returned. And all his ac-

quaintance, and the women that followed

him from Galilee, stood afar off, beholding

these things.

Saviour Jesus Christ. Amen.

MERCIFUL God, who hast made all

men, and hatest nothing that thou hast

made, nor wouldest the death of a sinner, but

rather that he should be converted and live

:

Have mercy upon [thel Jews, Cthine ancient

people, and upon all who reject and deny

thy blessed SonJ and take from them all ig-

norance, hardness of heart, and contempt of

thy word ; and so fetch them home, blessed

Lord, to thy flock, that they may be saved

among the remnant of the true Israelites, and

be made one fold under one shepherd, Jesus

Christ our Lord, who liveth and reigneth with

thee and the Holy Spirit, one God, world

without end. Amen.
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THE EPISTLE. Hebr. 10. 1.

THE law haviugr a shadow of good things

to come, and not the very image of the

things, can never with those sacrifices, which
they offered year by year continually, malie

the comers thereunto perfect • *or then would

they not have ceased to be jftVred ? because

that the worshippers once purge* 1 should have

had no more conscience of sins. But in those

sacrifices there is a remembrance again made
of sins every year. For it is not possible that

the blood of bulls and of goats should take

away sins. Wherefore, when he cometh into

the world, he saith. Sacrifice and offering thou

wouldest not, but a body hast thou prepared

me : in burnt-offerings and sacrifices for sin

thou hast had no pleasure : then said I, Lo,

I come (in the volume of the book it is written

of me) to do thy will, O God. Above when
he said. Sacrifice and offering and burnt-

offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest

not, neither hadst pleasure therein, (which

are offered by the law;) then said he, Lo, I

come to do thy will, O God : he taketh away
the first, that he may establish the second.

By the which will we are sanctified, through
the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once

for all. And every priest standeth daily min-

istering, and offering oftentimes the same
sacrifices, which can never take away sins.

But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice

for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand
of (Jod; from henceforth expecting till his

enemies be made his foot-stool. For by one

offering he hath perfected for ever thein that

are sanctified. Whereof the Holy Ghost also

is a witness to us : for after that he had said
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GOOD FRIDAY
before, This is the covenant that I will make
with them after those days, saith the Lord,

I will put my laws into their hearts, and in

their minds wiU I write them ; and their sins

and iniquities will I remember no more. Now
where remission of these is, there is no more
offeringr for sin. Having: therefore, brethren,

boldness to enter Into the holiest by the blood

of Jesus, by a new and living way, which he

hath consecrated for us, throug-h the vail, that

is to say, his flesh ; and having an High Priest

over the house of God; let us draw near with

a true heart, in full assurance of faith, having

our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience,

and our bodies washed with pure water. Let

us hold fast the profession of our faith without

wavering; (for he is faithful that promised;)

a- •
' let us consider one another to provoke

. love, and to good works; not forsaking
• issembling of ourselves together, as the

• nerof someis; but exhorting one another:

\ . so much the more, as ye see the day
approaching.

THE GOSPEL. S. John 19. 1.

PILATE therefore took Jesus, and scourged

him. And the soldiers platted a crown of

thorns, and put it on his head, and they put

on him a purple robe, and said. Hail, King of

the Jews: and they smote him with their

hands. Pilate therefore went forth again,

and saith unto them, Behold, I bring him
forth to you, that ye may know that I find

no fault in him. Then came Jesus forth,

wearing the crown of thorns, and the purple

robe. And Pilate saith unto them. Behold

the man ! When the chief priests therefore

and officers saw him, they cried out, saying,
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Crucify him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto

them, Talte ye him, and crucify him : for I find

no fault in him. The Jews answered him,

We have a law, and by our law he oujrht to

die, becau-ft he made himself the Son of CUjd.

When Piliite therefore heard that saying, he

was the more afraid ; and went again into the

judgement-hall, and saith unto Jesus, Whence
art thou? But Jesus gave him no answer.

Then saith Pilate unto him, Speakest thou

not unto me ? knowest thou not that I have

power to crucify thee, and have power to

release thee ? Jesus answered, Thcu couldest

have no power at all :igainst me, except it

were given thee from above : therefore he that

deUvered me unto thee hath the greater sin.

And from thenceforth Pilate sought to release

liim : but the Jews cried out, saying. If thou

let this man go, thou art not Caesar's friend

:

whosoever maketh himself a king speaketh

against Csesar. When Pilate therefore heard

that saying, he brought Jesus forth, and sat

down in the judgement-seat, in a place that

is called the Pavement, but in the Hebrew,

Gabbatha. And it was the preparation of the

passover, and about the sixth hour :
and he

saith unto the 'ews. Behold your King !
But

they cried out. Away with him, away with

him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto them.

Shall I crucify your King ? The chief priests

answered, We have no king but Ctesar. Then

delivered he him therefore unto them to be

crucified: and they took Jesus, and led him

away. And he, bearing his cross, went forth

into a place called the place of a skull, which

is called in the Hebrew, Golgotha: where

they crucified him, and two other with him,

on either side one, and Jesus in the midst.
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And Pilate wiote a title, and put it on the

cross; an: the writingr was, JESUS OP
NAZ4EETH THE KINO OF THE JEWS.
This title then read many of the Jews : for

the place where Jesus was crucified was nigh

to the city: and it was written in Hebrew,

and Greek, and Latin. Then said the chief

priests of the Jews to Pilate, Write not, The
King of the Jews ; hut that he said, I am the

King of the Jews. Pilate answered, What
I have written, I have written. Then the

soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took

his garments, and made four pai Is, to every

soldier a part; and also his coat: now the

coat was without seam, woven from the top

throughout. They said therefore among them-
selves. Let us not rend it, but cast lots for it,

whose it shall be : that the bcripture might
be fulfilled, which saith, They parted my
raiment among them, and for my vesture they

did cast lots. These things therefore the

soldiers did. Now thore stood by the cross

(»f Jesus, his mother, and his mother's, sister,

Mary the wife of Cleophas, and Mary Magda-
lene. When Jesus therefore saw his mother,

and the disciple standing by, wh »m he loved,

he saith unto his mother, Woman, behold thy

son. Then saith he to the disciple. Behold

thy mother. And from that ht.rr that dis-

ciple took her unto his own home. After this,

Jesus, knowing that aU things were now
accomplished, that the Scripture might be

fulfilled, saith, I thirst. Now there was set a

vessel full of vinegar : and they filled a spunge

with vinegar, and put it upon hyssop, and put

it to his mouth. When Jesus therefore had
received the vinegar, he said, It is finished:

and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost.
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GOOD FRIDAY
The Jews therefore, because it was the pre-

paration, that the bodies should not remain

upon the cross on the sabbath-day, (for tliat

sabbath-day was an high day,) besought Pilate

that their legs might be broken, and that

they might be taken away. Then came the

soldiers, and brake the legs of the first, and

of the other which was crucified with him.

But when they came to Jesus, and saw that

he was dead already, they brake not his legs.

Bui one of the soldiers with a spear pierced

his side, and forthwith came there out blood

and water. And he that saw it bare record,

and his record is true : and he knoweth that

he saith true, that ye might believe. For these

things were done that the Scripture should

be fulfilled, A bone of him shall not be broken.

And again another Scripture saith. They shall

look on him whom they pierced.

THE COLLECT.

G<
RANT, O Lord, that as we are baptized

r into the death of thy blessed Son our

Saviour Jesus Christ, so by contin' -I morti-

fying our corrupt affections we may be buried

with him ; and that, through the grave, and

gate of death, we may pass to our joyful

resurrection; for his merits, who died, and

was buried, and rose again for us, thy Son

Jesus Christ our Lord. Aoien.

THE EPISTLE. 1 S. Peter 3 17.

IT is better, if the will of Gk>d be so, that

ye suffer for well-doing, than for evil-

doing. For Christ also hath once suffered for
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EASTER EVEN
sins, the just for the unjust, that he mifirht

bring us to God, being put to death in the

flesh, but quiclcened by the Spirit : by which

also he went and preached unto the spirits

in prison ; which sometime were disobedient,

when once the long-sufTering of God waited In

the days of Noah, while the ark was a prepar-

ing; wherein few, that N, eight souls, were
saved by water. The 11 . figure whereunto,

even baptism, doth also now save us, (not the

patting away of the filth of the flesh, but the

answer of a good conscience towards God,) by
the resurrection of Jesus Christ : who is gone
into heaven, and is on the right hand of God,

angels and authorities and powers being made
subject unto him.

THE GOSPEL. S. Matth. 27. 57.

WHEN the even was come, there came a

rich man of Arimathaea, named Joseph,

who also himself wa« Jesus' disciple. He
went to Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus.

Then Pilate commanded the body to be de-

livered. And when Joseph had taken the

body, he wrapped it in a clean linen clr *^, and
laid It In his own new tomb, which ».v^ had
hewn out in the rock ; and he rolled a great

stone to the door of the sepulchre, and de-

parted. And there was Mary Magdalen, and
the other Mary, sitting over against the

sepulchre. Now the next day, that followed

the day of the preparation, the chief priests

and Pharisees came together unto Pilate,

saying, Sir, we remember that that deceiver

said, while he was yet alive. After three days

I will rise again. Command therefore that

the sepulchre be made sure until the third

day, lest his disciples come by night and steal
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EASTER EVEN
him away, and say unto the people, He Is

risen from the dead : so the last error shall

be worse than the first. Pilate said unto

them, Ye have a watch; go your way, make
it as sure as you can. So they went and
made the sepulchre sure, sealing the stone,

and setting a watch.

BEHOLD, two of his disciples went that

same day to a village called Emmaus,
which was from Jerusalem about threescore

furlongs. And they talked together of all

these things which had happened. And it

came to pass, that while they communed to-

gether, and reasoned, Jesus himself drew near,

and went with them. But their eyes were
holden, that they should not know him. And
he said unto them, What manner of com-

towards evening, and the day is far spent.

And he went In to tarry with them. Anri it

came to nass, as he sat at meat with them, lie

took br^, and blessed it, and brake, ^id

gave to them. And their eyes were opened,

and they knew him; and he vanished out of

their si^ht. And they said one to another.

Did not our heart bum within us while he

talked with us by the way, and while he <»pened

to us the Scriptures ? And they rose up the

same hour, and returned to Jerusalem, and

found the eleven jrathered together, aiid them

that were with them, saying. The Lord is risen

indeed, and hath appeared to Simon. And they

told what things were done in the way,and how

he was known of them in breaking of bread.

Son. And this is the record, that God hath
sriven to ns eternal life ; and this life is in his

Son. He that hath the Son hath life ; and he
that hath not the Son hath not life.

THE GOSPEL S. John 20. 19.

THE same day at evening, being the first

day of the week, when the doors were
shut, where the disciples were assembled for
fear of the Jews, came Jesns and stood in the
midst, and saith unto them. Peace be unto
you. And when he had so said, he shewed
unto them his hands and his side. Then were
the disciples glad when they saw the Lord.

again ; when he suffered, he threatened not

but committed himself to him that judgeth
righteously : who his own self bare our sins in
his own body on the tree, that we, being dead
to sins, should live unto righteousness: by
whose stripes ye were healed.

Now Jesus knew
that they were desirous to ask him, and said

imto them. Do ye inquire among yourselves

of that I said, A little while and ye shall not

see me ; and again a little while and ye shall

see me ? Verily, verily I say unto you, that

ye shall weep and lament, but the world shall

rejoice : and ye shaU be sorrowful, but your

sorrow shall be turned into joy. A wonwn,
when she is In travail, hath sorrow, because

her hour is come : but as soon as she is de-

livered of the child, she remembereth no more
the anguish, for joy that a man is bom into

the world.

Behold, the hour cometh,
yea, is now come, that ye shall be scattered
every man to his own, and shall leave me
alone: and yet I am not aloii \ because the
Father is with me. These thingrs I have spoken
unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In
the world ye shall have tribulation ; but be of
gfood cheer, I have overcome the world.

THE former treatise have I made, Theo-

philus, of all that Jesus began both to do

and teach, until the day in which he was talcen

up, after that he through the Holy Ghost had

given commandments unto the Apostleswhom
he had chosen : to whom also he shewed him-

self alive after bis passion, by many infallible

proofs; being seen of them forty days, and
spealcing of the things pertaining to the king-

dom of God : and, being assembled together

with them, commanded them that they should

not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the

promise ot the Father, which, saith he, ye

have heard of me. For John truly baptized

with water, but ye shall be baptized with the

Holy Ghost not many days hence. When they

therefore were come together, they asked of

him,saying. Lord,wiltthou at this time restore

again the kingdom to Israel? And he said unto

them. It is not for you to know the times or

the seasons, which the Father hath put In his

own power. But ye shall reeeh power after

that the Holy Ghost is come upon you ; and ye

shall >>e witnesses unto me, both in Jerusalem,
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ASCENSION DAY
and in all Judea, and in Samaria, and unto the
uttermust part of the earth. And when he
had spolcen these thingrs, while they beheld, he
was taken up, and a cloud received him out of
their sigrht. And while they looked stedfastly
toward heaven, as he went up, behold, two men
stood by them in white apparel; which also

said, Te men of Galilee, why stand ye lErazinflr

up into heaven ? This same Jesus, which in

taken up from you into heaven, shall so come,
in like manner as ye have seen him go into

heaven.

THE GOSPEL. S. iMark 16. 14.

JESUS appeared unto the eleven as they
sat at meat, and upbraided them with

their unbelief and hardness of heart, because
they believed not them which had seen him
after he was risen. And he said unto them,
60 ye into all the world, and preach the Ck>spel
to every creature. He that believeth and is

baptized shall be saved ; but he that believeth
not shall be damned. And these signs shall

follow them that believe : In my name shall
they east out devils; they shall speak with
new tongues ; they shall take up serpents; and
if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not
hurt them ; they shall lay hands on the sick,

and they shall recover. So then after the
Lord had spoken unto them, he was received
up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of
God. And they went forth and preached
every where, the Lord working with them, and
confirming the word with signs following.

The word which God
sent unto the ctiildreu of Israel, preachingr

peace by Jesus Christ
;
(he is Lord of all ;) that

While Peter yet spake these words, the
Holy Ghost fell on all them which heard the
word. And they of the circumcision which
believed were astonished, as many as came

with Peter, because that on the GentUes also

was poured out the grift of the Holy Ghost.

For they heard them speak with tongues, and

magrnify God. Then answered Peter, Can any

man forbid water, that these should not be

baptized, which have received the Holy Ghost

as well as we ? And he commanded them to

be barjtized in the name of the Lord. Then
prayed they him to tarry certain days.

THE GOSPEL. S. John 3. 16.

GOD 80 loved the world, that he gave his

only-begotten Son, that whosoever be-

lieveth in him should not perish, but have

everlasting life. For God sent not his Son

into the world to condemn the world, but

that the world through him might be saved.

He that believetli on him is not condemned

And before the throne there was a sea of g]aas

like unto crystal; and in the midst of the

tlirone, and round about the throne, were

four Divin? creaturesl full of eyes before and
I)ehind. And the first [creaturel was like a
lion, and the second tcreaturej like a calf, and
the third Ccreaturel had a face as a man, and
the fourth tcreaturej was like a flying eagle.

And the four Ccreatures] had each of them
six wings about him; and they were full of

eyes within : and they rest not day and night,

saying. Holy, holy, holy. Lord God Almighty,

which was, and Is, and Is to come. And when
those Ccreaturesl give glory and honour and
thanks to him that sat on the throne, who
llveth for ever and ever, the four and twenty
elders fall down before him that sat on the

throne, and worship him that liveth for ever

and ever, and cast their crowns before the

throne, saying. Thou art worthy, O Lord, to

receive glory and honour and power ; for thou
hast created all things, and for thy pleasure

they are, and were created.

THE GOSPEL. S. John 3. 1.

THERE was a man of the Pharisees, named
Nlcodemus, a ruler of the Jews : the same

came to Jesus by nigrht, and said unto him,

Babbi, we know that thou art a teacher

come from God: for no man can do these

miracles that thou doest, except Ood be with

him. Jesus answered and said unto him,

Verily, verily I say unto thee, Except a man
be bom asrain, he cannot see the kingdom of

God. Nlcodemus saith unto him, How can a

man be bom when he is old? can he enter

the second time into his mother's womb, and

be bora ? Jesus answered. Verily, verily I say

unto thee. Except a man be bora of water

and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the

kingdom of God. That which is bora of the

flesh is flesh; and that which is bora of the

Spirit is spirit. Marvel not that I said unto

thee, Ye must be bom again. The wind
bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the

sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it

Cometh, and whither it goeth ; so is every one
that is bora of the Sphrtt. Nlcodemus an-

swered and said unto him. How can these

things be ? Jesus answered and said unto liiui

,

Art thou a master of Israel, and knowest n«»t

these things ? Verily, verily I say unto thee.

We speak that we do know, and testify that

we have seen ; and ye receive not our witness.

If I have told you earthly things, and ye

believe not; how shall ye believe, if I tell

you of heavenly things? And no man hath
ascended up to heaven, but he that came down
from heaven, even the Son of man, who is in

heaven. And as Moses lifted up the serpent
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TRINITY SUNDAY
in the wilderness, even so mnst tiie Son of

man be lifted up : that whosoever believeth in

him should not perish, hut have eternal life.

OGOD, the strength of all them that put

THE EPISTLE. 1 S. John 4. 7.

BELOVED, let us love one another: for

love is of Gk>d, and every one that loveth

is bom of CU)d, and knoweth GKmI. He that

loveth not knoweth not Ck>d ; for God is love.

In this was manifested the love of God
towards us, because that God sent his only-

begotten Son into the world, that we might
live through him. Herein is love, not that we
loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his

Son to be the propitiation for our sins. Be-

loved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love

one another. No man hath seen God at any
time. If we love (me another, God dwelleth

in us, and his love is perfected in us. Hereby

of Gk)d, Ctod dwelleth in him. and he in God.
And we have known and believed the love

that God hath to us. God is love; and he
that dwelleth in love dwelleth in QoA, and
God in him. Herein is our love made perfect,

that we may have boldness in the day of

judgement ; because as he is, so are we in this

world. There is no fear in love ; but perfect

love casteth out fear; because fear hath tor-

ment : he that feareth is not made perfect in

love. We love him, because he first loved us.

If a man say, I love God, and hateth his

brother, he is a liar : for he that loveth not
his brother whom he hath seen, how can he
love God whom he hath not seen ? And thii4

commandment have we from him, that he who
loveth God love his brother also.

THE GOSPEL. S. Luke 16. 19.

THERE was a certain rich man, which was
clothed in purple and fine linen, and fared

sumptuously every day. And there was a
certain begrsrar named Lazarus, which was
laid at his gate full of sores, and desiring to
be fed with the crumbs which fell from the
rich man's table: moreover the dogs came
and liclced his sores. And it came to pass,

that the beggar died, and was carried by the
angels into Abraham's bosom. The rich man
also died, and was buried : and in hell he lift

up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abra-
ham afar off, and Lazarus in his l)osom. And
he died and said. Father Abraham, have
mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may
dip the tip of his flnger in water, and co<»l my
tongue; for I am tormented in this ilame.

But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou
in thy life-time receivedst thy gomi things,

and likewise Lazarus evil things ; but now he

is comforted, and thou art tormented. And
besides all this, between us and you there is a

great gulf fixed : so that they who would pass

from hence to you cannot; neither can they

pass to us, that would come from thence. Then

he said, I pray thee therefore, father, that

thou wouldest send him to my father's house

:

for I have five brethren; that he may testify

unto them, lest they also come into this place

of torment. Abraham salth unto him. They

have Moses and the prophets ; let them hear

them. And he said. Nay, father Abrahani

;

but If one went unto them from the dead,

they will repent. And he said unto him. If

they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither

will they be persuaded, though one .-ose from

the d^.

MARVEL not, my brethre-i, if the world

liateyou. We know thui; we have passed

rroni death unto life, because we love the

brethren. He that loveth not hia brother

abideth in death. Whosoever hateth his bro-

ther is a murderer; and ye Itnow that no
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SECOND SUNDAY AFIER TRINITY
murderer liath eternal life abiding in him.
Hereby perceive we the love of Ck>d, because
he laid down his life for us : and we oii|?ht Ut

lay down our lives for the brethren. But
whoso hath this world's good, and seeth his

brother have need, and shutteth up his bowels
of compassion from him; how dwelleth the
love of God in him? My little children, let

us not love in word, neither in tongue ; but in

deed, and in truth. And hereby we know that
we are of the truth, and shall assure our hearts
before him. For if our heart condenm us,

Otod is greater than our heart, and Itnoweth
all things. Beloved, if our heart condemn us
not, then have we confidence towards OKhI.

And whatsoever we ask, we receive of hiui,

because v<e keep his connuandments, and do
those things that are pleasing in his sight.

And this is his c<»iiiinan4nient. That we should
believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ,

and love one another, as he gave us conmiand-
ment. And lie that keepeth his command-
mentf* tlwelleth in him, and he in him : and
liereby we know tliat he abideth in us, by the
Spirit which he hath given us.

Thou hypo-

crite, cast out first the beam out of thine own
eye, and then shalt thou see clearly to pull

out the mote that is in thy brother's eye.

nished, and all that were with him, at the
draught of the fishes which they had taken

of Zebedee, which were partners with Simon.

And Jesus said unto Simon, Fear not, from
henceforth thou shalt catch men. And when
they had bi-ought their ships to land, they

Ye have heard that it was said by tVem of old

time. Thou shalt not kill : and whosoever shall

kill, shall be in danger of the judgement. But
I say unto you, that whosoever is angry with

his brother without a cause shall be in danger
of the judgement : and whosoever shall say to

h's brother, Raca, shall be in danger of the

council : but whosoever shall say, Thou fool,

shall be in danger of hell-flre.

till thou hast paid the uttermost farthing.

JESUS spake this parable unto certain

It was added

because of transgrresslons, till the seed should

come, to whom, the promise was made; and

it was ordained by angels In the hand of a

mediator. Now a mediator Is not a mediator

of one; but God is one. Is the law then

against the promises of God? God forbid:

for If there had been a law given which could

have given life, verily righteousness should

have been by the law. But the Scripture hath

concluded all under sin, that the promise by

faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them
that believe.

And likewise a Levite, when he was at

the place, came and looke<l on him, and passed
byon the other side. But u ctrtain Samaritan,
as he journeyed, came wiiere he was ; and,

when he -aw him, he had compassion on him,
and went to him, and bound up his wounds,
pouring in oil and wine, and set him on his

own beast, and brought him io an inn, and
took care of him. And on the morrow, when
he departed, he took out two pence, and gave
them to the host, and said unto him. Take
care of him ; and whatsoever thou spendest

more, when I come again, I will repay thee.

Which now of these three, thinkest thou, was

will not believe. And after eight days again
his disciples were within, and Thoma^s with
them : then came Jesus, the doors being shut,
and stood in the midst, and said. Peace be
unto you. Then saith he to Thomas, Reach
hither thy finger, and behold my hands ; and
reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into my
side ; and be not faithless, but believing. And
Thomas answered and said unto him. My Lord,
and my Ood. Jesus saith unto him, Thomas,
because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed;
blessed are they that have not seen, and yet
have believed. And many other signs truly
did Jesus in the presence of his disciples, which
are not written in this book. But these are
written, that ye might believe that Jesus is

the Christ, the Son of Ood ; and that believing
ye might have life through his name.

Damascus to the synagogues,

that if he fo- r of this way, whether they

were men or < ....en, he might bring them

bound unto Jeri'salem. And, as he journeyed,

he came near Damascus, and suddenly there

shined round about him a light from heaven.

And he fell to the earth, and heard a voice

saying unto him, Saul, Saul, why persecutest

thou me ? And he said. Who art thou. Lord ?

And the Lord said, I am Jesus whom thou

persecutest : it is hard for thee to kick against

the pricks. And he, trembling and astonished,

said. Lord, what wilt thou have me to do?

And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go

into the city, and it shall be told thee what

thou must do. And tl e men which journeyed

with him stood speechless, hearing a voice,

but seeing no man. And Saul arose froii- the

earth, and when his eyes were opened he saw

no man ; but they led him by the hand md
brought him into Damascus. And he was

three days without sight, and neither did eat

nor drink. And there was a certain disciT)le

at Damascus, na^ed Ananias; and to him

said the Lord in a vision, Ananias. And he said.

Behold, I am here. Lord. And the Lord said

unto him, Arise, and go into the street which

is called Straight, and inquire in the house of
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CONVERSION OF SAINT PAUL
Judas for one called Saul, of Tarsus : for be-

hold, he prayeth, and hath seen in a vision a
man named Ananias, coming in, and putting

his hand on him, that he might receive his

sight. Then Ananias answered, Lord, I have
heard by many of this man, how much evil he
hath done to thy saints at Jerusalem ; and
here he hath authority from the chief priests

to bind all that call on thy name. But the

Lord said unto him. Go thy way ; for he is a
chosen vessel unto me, to bear my name before

the Gentiles, and kings, and the children of

Israel : for I will shew him how great things

he must suffer for my name's sake. And
Ananias went his way, and entered into the
house ; and, putting his hands on him, said,

Brother Saul, the Lord, (even Jesus that

appeared unto thee in the way as thou camei^t,)

hath sent me, that thou mightest receive thy
sight, and be filled with the Holy Ghost. And
immediately there fell from his eyes as it had
been scales ; and he received sight forthwith,

and arose, and w as baptized. And when he had
received meat, he was strengthened. Then was
Saul certain days with the disciples which were
at Damascus. And straightway he preached
Christ in the synagogues, chat he is the Son
of God. But all that heard him were amazed,
and said, Is n(»t this he that destroyed them
which called on this name in Jerusalem, and
came hither for that intent, that he might
bring them bound unto the chief priests ? But
Saul increased the more in strength, and con-

founded the Jews which dwelt at Damascus,
proving that this is very Christ.

THE GOSPEL. S Matth. 19. 27.

PETER answered and said unto Jesus, Be-

hold, we have forsaken all, and followed

thee; what shall we have therefore? And
Jesus said unto them, Verily I say unto you,

that ye which have followed me, in the re-

generation when the Son of man shall sit in

the throne of his glory, ye also shall sit upon
twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes of

Israel. A: 1 every one that hath forsaken

houses, or brethren, or sisters, or father, or

mother, or wife, or children, or lands, for my
name's sake, shall receive an hundred-fold,

and shall inherit everlasting life. But many
that are first shall be last, and the last shall

be first.

And she
coming in that instant gave thanks likewise
unto the Lord, and spake of him to all them
that looke<l for redemption in Jerusalem.
And wlien they had performed all things
accoi\Ung to the law of the Lord, they re-
turned into Galilee to their own city Nazareth.
And the child grew, and waxed strong in
spirit, filled with wisdom; and the grace of
God was upon him.

JAME8, a servant of Ood and of the Lord

are scattered abroad, srreetiiijr. My lirethreii,
count it all Joy when ye rail into divers tempta-
tions; IdiowinK this, that the trying: of your
faith worketh patience. But let patience
have her perfect worlt, tliat ye may be perfect
and entire, wanting- nothing;. If any of you
lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that jriveth
to all men liberally, and upbraideth not, and
it 8liall lie ifiven him. But let him ask in
faith, nothinir wavering ; for he that wavereth
is like a wave of the sea, driven with the
wind, and tossed. For let not that man think
that he shall receive any thing of the Lord.
A double-minded man is unstable in all his
ways. Let the brother of low degree rejoice
in that he is exalted ; but the rich in that he
is made low; because as the flower of the
granH he shall pas.- away. For the sun is no
sooner risen with i burning heat, but it

withereth the grass, and the flower thereof
falleth, and the grace of the fashion of it

perisheth: so also shall the rich man fade
away in his ways. Blessed is the man that
endureth temptation ; for when he is tried, he
shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord
hath promised to them that love him.

THE GOSPEL. S. John 14. 1.

AND Jesus said unto his disciples, Let not
J\ your heart be troubled

; ye believe in God,
believe also in me. In my Father's house are
many mansions; if it were not so, I would
have told you. I go to prepare a place for
you: and if I go and prepare a place for
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SAINT PHILIP AND SAINT JAMES
you, I will come again, and receive you unto
myself, that where I am, there ye may be
also. And whither I go ye know, and the way
ye Jinow. Thomas saith unto him, Lord,
we know not whither thou goest, and how can
we know the way ? Jesus saith unto him, I

am the way, the truth, and the life : no man
Cometh unto the Father but by me. If ye
had known me, ye should have known my
Father also: and from henceforth ye know
him, and have seen him. Philip saith unto
him, Lord, shew us the Father, and it sufflceth
us. Jesus saith unto him. Have I been so
long time with you, and yet hast thou not
known me, Philip? He that hath seen me
hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou
then. Shew us the Father? Believest thou
not that I am in the Father, and the Father
in me? The words that I speak unto you I

speak not of myself; but the Father that
dwelleth in me, he doeth the works. Believe
me, that I am in the Father, and the Father
in me; or else believe me for the very works'
sake. Verily, verily I say unto you, He that
believeth on me, the works that I do shall he
do also; and greater works than these shall he
do ; because I go unto my Father. And what-
soever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do,
that the Father may be glorified in the Son.
If ye sliall ask anything in my name, I will
doit.



SAINT BARNABAS THE APOSTLE*

THE COLLECT.

OLOBD Ckxl Almighty, who didst endue
thy holy Apostle Barnabas with singrular

FOR THE EPISTLE. Acts 11. 22.

TIDINGS of these things came unto the
ears of the Church which was in Jerusa-

alem ; and they sent forth Barnabas, that he
should go as far as Antioch. Who, when he
came, and had seen the grace of God, was
glad ; and exhorted them all, that with pur-
pose of heart they would cleave unto the
Lord. For he was a good man, and full of the
Holy Ghost and of faith: and much people
was added unto the Lord. Then departed
Barnabas to Tarsus, for to seek Saul. And
when he had found him, he brought him unto
Antioch. And it came to i)ass, that a whole
year they assembled themselves with the
Church, and taught much people : and the dis-

ciples were called Christians first in Antioch.
And in these days came prophets from Jeru-
salem unto Antioch. And there stood up one
of them named Agabus, and signified by the
Spirit, that there should be great dearth
throughout all the world ; which came to pass
in the days of Claudius Csesar. Then the
disciples, every man according to his ability,
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SAINT BARNABAS THE APOSTLE
determined to send relief unto the brethren
which dwelt In Judaea : which also they did,
and sent it to the elders by the hands of Bar-
nabas and Saul.

THE GOSPEL. S. John 15. 12.

THIS is my commandment, that ye love one
another, as I have loved you. Greater

love hath no man than this, that a man lay
down his life for his friends. Ye are my
friends, if ye do whatsoever I command you.
Henceforth I call you not servants; for the
servant knoweth not what his lord doeth:
but I have called you friends; for all thingrs
that I have heard of my Father I have made
known unto you. Ye have not chosen me,
but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that
ye should go and bringr forth fruit, and that
"our fruit should remain : that whatsoever ye

What manner of
child shall this be? And tue hand of the
Lord was with him. And his father Zacharias
was filled with the Holy Ohos^ and prophesied,
saying. Blessed be the Lord GK, ^ of Israel : for
he hath visited and redeemed his people, and
hath raised up an horn of salvation for us in

the house of his servant David ; as he spake
by the mouth of his holy prophets, which
have been since the world began; that we
should be saved from our enemies, and from
the hand of all that hate us ; to p^^form the
mercy promised to our fathers, and to remem-
ber his holy covenant ; the oath which he sware
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SAINT JOHN BAPllSTS DAY
to our father Abraham, that he would grant
unto us, that we, being delivered out of the
hands of our enemies, might serve him without
fear, in holiness and righteousness before him
all the days of our life. And thou, child, shalt

be called the Prophet of the Highest : for thou
Shalt go before the face of the Lord to prepare
his ways; to give knowledge of salvation unto
his people, by the remission of their sins,

through the tender mercy of our God, whereby
the day-spring from on high hath visited us

;

to give light to them that sit in darkness and
in the shadow of death ; to guide our feet into
the way of peace.

Peter therefore was kept in
prison ; but prayer was made without ceasingr
of the Church unto Tod for him. And when
aerod would have ij.onght him forth, the
same nigrht Peter was sleeping: between two
soldiers, bound with two chains; and the
keepers before the door kept the prison. And
behold, the angel of the Lord came upon him,
and a ligrht shined in the prison; and he smote
Peter on the side, and raised him up, sayingr.
Arise up quickly. And his chains fell off from
his hands. And the angel said unto him, Gird
thyself, and bind on thy sandals: and so
he did. And he saith unto him. Cast thy
gurment about thee, and follow me. And
he went out and followed him ; and wist not
that it was true which was done by the angel;
but thought he saw a vision. When they
were past the fli-st and the second ward, they
came unto the iron gate that leadeth unto
the city, which opened to them of his own
accoi-d; and they went out, and passed on
through one street, and forthwith the angel
departed from him. And when Peter was come
to himself, he said, Now I know of a surety,
that the Lord hath sent his angel, and hath
delivered me out ofthe hand of Herod,and from
all the expectation of the people of the Jews.

THE GOSPEL. S. Malth. 16. 13.

WHEN Jesus came into the coasts of
Csesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples,

saylngr, Whom do men say that I, the Son
of man, am ? And thoy said, Some say that
thou art John the Baptist, some Ellas, and
others JerenJas, or one of the prophets. He
saith unto them. But whom say ye that I
am? And Simon Peter answered and said.
Thou art Christ, the Son of the living God.
And Jesus answered and said unto him,
Blessed art thou, Simon Bar-jona: for flesh
and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but
my Father whicu is in heaven. And I say also
unto thee, that thou art Peter, and upon this
rock I will build my Church ; and the gates of
hell shall not prevail against it. And I will
give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of
heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on
earth shall be bound in heaven ; and whatso-
ever thou shalt loose on earth shall be loosed
in heaven.

not mine to give ; but it shall be given to them
for whom it is pi-epared of my Father. And

when the ten heard it, they were moved with
indigrnation against the two bretliren. But
Jesus called them unto him, and said, Ye
know that the princes of the Gentiles exercise
dominion over them, and they that are great
exercise authority upon them. But it shall
not be so among you : but whosoever will be
great amorg" you, let him be your minister;
and whosoever will be chief among you, let
him be your servant : even as the Son of man
came not to be ministered unto, but to minis-
ter, and to give his life a ransom for many.

THE GOSPEL S. John 15. 17.

THESE things I command you, that ye love
one another. If the world hate you, ye

know that it hated me before it hated you.
If ye were of the world, the world would love
ills own : but because ye are not of the world,
but I have chosen you out of the world, there-
fore the world hateth you. Remember the
word that I said unto you, The servant is not
greater than the lord : if they have persecuted
me, they will also persecute you ; if they have
kept my saying, they will keep yours also.

DEARLY betoved, on— day next I purpose,
through God'fi assistance, to administer to

all sueli as shall be relijfiously and devoutly
disposed the most comfortable Sacrament of
the Body and Blood of Christ ; to be by them
received in remembrance of his meritorious
Cross and Passion, whereby alone we obtain
remission of onr sins, and are made partakers
of the kingdom of heaven.

scleuce herein, but requireth further comfort

DEABLY beloved brethren, on 1 Intend,

by GkKl's grace, to celebrate the Lord's

Supper: unto which, in (Jod's behalf, I bid

you all that are here present; and beseech
you, for the Lord Jesus Christ's sake, that

ye will not refuse to come thereto, being so

lovingly called and bidden by Ood himself.

Ye know how grievous and unkind a thing it

is, when a man hath prepared a rich feast,

decked his table with all kind of provision, so

that there lacketh nothing but the guests to

sit down ; and yet they who are called (without
any cause) most unthankfully refuse to come.
Which of you in such a case would not be
moved ? Who would not think a great injury

and wrong done unto him ? Wherefore, most
dearly beloved in Christ, take ye good heed,

lest ye, withdrawing yourselves from this holy
Supper, provoke Gtod's Indignation against

you. It is an easy matter for a man to say, I

will not communicate, because I am otherwise
hindered with worldly business. But such
excuses are not so easily accepted and allowed

before God. If any man say, I am a grievous

sinner,and therefoream afraid tocome : where-
fore then do ye not repent and amend ? When
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God calleth you, are ye not ashamed to say ye
will not come ? When ye should return to God,
will ye excuse yourselves, and say ye are not
ready ? Consider earnestly with yourselves how
littlesuch feifirnedexcuses will avail before God.
They tiiat refused the feast in the Gospel, be-
cause they had bougrht a farm, or would try
their yokes of oxen, or because they were
married, were not so excused, but counted un-
worthy of the heavenly feast. I, for my part,

shall be ready ; and, accordinsr to mine Office,

I bid you in the Name of Ck>d, I call you in

Christ's behalf, I exhort you, as ye love your
own salvation, that ye will be partakers of this

holy Communion. And as the Son of God did
vouchsafe to yield up his soul by death upon
the Cross for your salvation ; so it is your duty
to receive the Communion, in remembrance of
the sacrifice of his death, as he himself hath
commanded : which if ye shall negrlect to do,
consider with yourselves how great injury ye
do unto God,and how sorepunishment hangeth
over your heads for the same; when ye wilfully

Now therefore, taking your sickness, which

is thus profitable for you, patiently, I exhort

you, in the name of God, to remember the

profession which you made unto God in your

Baptism. And forasmuch as after this life

there is an account to be given unto the

righteous Judge, by whom all must be judged

without respect of persons, I require you

to examine yourself and your estate, both

toward God and man : so that, accusing and
condemning yourself for your own faults, you

may find mercy at our heavenly Father's hand
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for Christ's sake, and uot be accused and con-

demned in that fearful judgement. Therefore
I shall rehearse to you the Articles of our
Faith, that you may know whether you do
l^eMeve as a Christian man should, or no.

So
also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown
in corruption ; it is raised in incorruption : it

is sown in .ishonour; it is raised in glor>':

it is sown in weakness ; it is raised in power: it

is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual

body. There is a natural body, and there is

a spiritual body. And so it is written, The
first man Adam was made a living soul ; the
last Adam was made a quickening spirit.

Howbeit, that was not first which is spiritucl,

but that which is natural; and afterward that
which is spiritual. The first man is of the
earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord
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AT THE BURIAL OF THE DEAD
from heaven. As is the earthy, such are they
that are earthy : and as is the heavenly, such
are they also that are heavenly. And as we
have borne the imagre of the earthy, we shall

also bear the image of the heavenly. Now
this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood
cannot inherit the Icinfirdom of Ck>d ; neither
doth corruption Inherit incorruption. Behold,
I shew you a mystery : We shall not all sleep,

but we shall all be changed, in a moment, in

the twinkling of. an eye, at the last trump

:

O death,
wliere is thy sting? grave, where is thy
victory i The sting of death is sin ; and the
strength of sin ie the law. But thanks be to
God, which giveth us the victory through our
Lord Jesus Christ.
