In Toronto the demand for struc-
tural iron and steel is very active
and the scarcity of iron pipe has
caused an advance during the past
week.

Portland cement is still Ln.nl\ in
demand and consequently prices
remain firm. American cement is
steady at $1.10 per barrel, while
English is unchanged at $1.80 to
$1.90 per barrel in jute sacks (in-
cluding cost of sacks) and $2.10 to
$2.20 in wood. Belgian is quoted
at $1.75 to $1.90 in wood.

CEMENT SHORTAGE IN
AUSTRALIA.

The Sidney correspondent of the
London Commercial Intelligence
writes that there is an increasing
shortage in the Australian cement
imports which is occasioning con-
siderable inconvenience, notwith-
standing the fact that large
quantities of good quality are pro-
duced in the Commonwealth. A
few years ago there were extensive
stocks on hand, almost unsalable,
despite the low prices then ruling,
but at the present time there is
practically none, and every consign-
ment for Commonwealth ports is
sold at full rates before being
landed. This is affording a power-
ful stimulus to local production,
which in New South Wales amounts
to 70,000 tons per annum, and in
Victoria and South Australia to
about 10,000 tons each. The Aus-
tralian article is protected by an
import duty of 18 cents per hundred-

eight, but this is insignificant
just now, for prices have advanced
$1.50 per ton, notwithstanding
which manufacturers are rushed
with orders

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CEMENT SIDEWALK SPECIFI-
CATIONS.

The following specifications form-
ed a part of the paper read by Albert
Moyer, New York City, at the con-
vention of the National Association
of Cement Users in Chicago.

Sidewalks in cold climates where
frost occurs should consist of a
foundation of coarse cinder, broken
stone, brickbats or other porous
material, extending below the frost
line, the concrete to be laid on this
foundation. Do not lay concrete in
freezing weather.

Drainage Foundation.-—~Excavate
to a sufficient depth so as to get be-
low the frost line, ram and tamp the
ground thoroughly and evenly, fill
in with clean cinders, broken stone
or brickbats to within — in. of top
of the established grade of the pave-
ment (a sufficient number of inches
to provide for the thickness of slab
necessary to give sufficient strength
for the character of the work it is to
perform); tamp this drainage foun-
dation well and evenly, thoroughly
wet the cinders, stone or broken
brick, place in position wooden
forms in a manner necessary to
accurately outline the top and ex-
ternal edges of the walk, the top of
the form being located so as to co-
incide with the established grade of
the walk. As an additional pre-
caution, and where necessary to
accomplishthe purposes of drainage,

side drains should be placed every
10 or 12 feet, having a fall of not
less than !{ inch to the foot, leading
to some point forming an outlet for
water which may accumulate. This
outlet should be below the frost line
and may be accomplished by a hole
filled with cinders, stone or brick-
bats.

Concrete Base.—For a concrete
base spread inches, number
necessary to provide for the thick-
ness of slab which will come to
within 1 inch of the top of the
established grade; this concrete to
be composed of one part Portland
cement and two and a half parts
sand or quarry screenings, all pass-

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A FIREPROOF CELLULOID.

A process has been recently de-
vised by some European scientists
by which celluloid is rendered fire-
proof. This is done by the addi-
tion of some chemical salts to the
celluloid during the process of
manufacture when the material is
in a fluid state. Under the action
of heat these salts give off gases in
such quantities as to interfere with
combustion, which makes the cellu-
loid perfectly safe. The addition of
this material does not interfere with
the fabrication of the celluloid for
any purpose whatever.

A concrete building in Milwaukee
recently went through an accidental
test that well shows the stability of
such construction, when properly
executed with good materials. The
building has a concrete frame and
walls, all the concrete being made
with Dragon Portland cement, and
there are numerous large windows
and doors. An explosion of acety-

lene occurred in it on April 2,
killing or injuring everybody within,
and blowing the windows, doors
and woodwork into pieces. An
examination of the structure by a
correspondent revealed no crack or
blemish anywhere on the concrete.
The effect of such explosions on
brick and timber buildings is proved
by the records of the National Fire
Protection Association to be very
destructive, which makes the show-
ing by this concrete structure all
the more creditable.
