into the énterprise. The financial agents of
this Province in London, great English con-
tractors and their friénds in Canada, have
been the gainers. During the past seven
years the company paid in cash out of its
net earnings for dividends and interest the
sum of $7,844,965 ; but we got none of the
money. “We have undertaked to build the
Intercolonial Railway, which will directly
benefit the Grand Truhk, and we are decided
on the subject of further assistance to a
Compeny which has ' taxed ‘our resources
heavily and will do so for years to come.

SUSPENSION.

A telegraphic despateh informs us of the
failure of Browne, Giliespie & Co., wholesale
grocers of Hamilton. Losses arising in con-
nection with the failure of Havilland, Routh
& Co., of Montreal, and unfortunate specu-
lations in produce are assigned as the cause.
It is Hoped the firm may be enabled to resume
business.

CAPT. TYLER'S REPORT.

Captain Tyler, who 'was sent out to ex-
amine and report upon the condition of the
Grand Trunk Railway, has presented to the
Board of that Company a voluminous and
elaborate report. The editor 'of Herepath's
Journal says with respect to it—

““We rise from a pertisal of this honest and
able report with the conviction that all our
notions of the Grand Trunk are right—that
it isa property, and, with good maragement,
a little further assistance and those compara-
tively small completing works executed, it
will be & very valuable vroperty at a future
time.” Capt. Tyler refers to the competi-
tion to which the Grand Trunk system,com-
prising a total length of 13/7 miles, is sub-
jected ; the employment of “* agencies "
which this competition rendered necessary,
and the modification of rates by the compe-
tition aguninst water navigation for six or
seven months in the year, He finds that
the maintenance and renewals of way and
works averaged in 1866,114 per mile against

The steel mil question is disposed of very
summarily. Capt. Tyler states his convie-
tion to be, that iron rails of appropriate

form, good quality and sufficient hardness |

in the heads, may be made to last on most
parts of the line for 15 years, and on the
average of the railway for very much more.
