The larger
units of the Italians are falling back
without molestation, -according to the
Rome official communication, but
considerable fighting has taken place
in the hills of Vittorio and at other
points in the north.

The Berlin War Office says that on
the middle Tagliamento River Italian
troops who were still standing out
against the invaders were captured.
A General and 17,000 additional Ital-
ian troops are reported to have been
captured, bringing the total prisoners
since the retreat from the Isonzo be-
gan to more than 250,000, according
to Berlin. It is also said that in ex-
cess of 2,300 guns have fallen into
the hands of the Teutonic allies.

Most of the pyrotechnic contrivances|
form bombs and
modifications of fire-|
works of the kind long familiar at
Victoria Day celebrations. =

One of the newest devices in this
line is a bomb which when it burst
high in the air throws out a number |
of “candles” that light up the sur-
rounding country with a vivid glare, |
revealing the movements of the en-
emy.

Each candle is provided with a para-
chute, by which it is upheld in the|
air, falling very slowly toward the|
earth and burning for a long time |
before it reaches the ground. !

Another contrivance is .a so-called |
“parachute rocket,” fired from a short|
rifle. It has a range of 1500 yards.!
When it bursts in the sky it liberates
a parachute that carries a cartridge
filled with a chemical which burns
slowly but with great brillianey.

The cartridge, which burns for forty
seconds, is suspended close beneath
the parachute, the latter serving as a
reflector to throw the light downward
in the form of a cone. By this means
the intensity of the light is much aug-
mented, so that moving objects on the
ground are made plainly visible.

Those Who May Vote in
.o Coming Elections.

I Ontario those entitled to have their
names on the voters’ lists and to vote in
the Dominion general elections, 1917,
are as follows:

(1) AH those (except in the cities)
whose names are on the Ontario voters’
lists as revised in 1916. In cities a
special and entirely new list wiil be pre-
pared.

(2) All women (except Indian women)
who are the wives, widows, mothers, sis-
ters and daughters of the Canadian
forces overseas and naval forces in Can-
ada or Britain, wheiher the members of
such forces have been at any time resi’
dent in Canada or not.

(3) All electors or, voters, male or fe-
male, must be twenty-one years of age,

Doukobors who scttled in Canada under
order in Council dated December 6, 1898
are disqualified, unless they have sons,
grandsons or brothers in the overseas
forces. All other Mennonites resident
in Manitoba and Mennonites resident
elsewhere in Canada are not disqualified
as a class.

(7) All who apply for exemption from
combatant naval or military service on
conscientious grounds are disqualified,
unless and until they are refused exemp-
tien.

(8) Those who apply for exemption
for other rcasons are not disqualified,
whether refused or not, and clergymen,
although not required to perform mili-
tary service, are entitled to vote.

(9) Returned soldiers are entitled to
vote whether they are on the voters'
list or of age.

(10) Armenians and Syrians known

When the corn
is frozen it is best to cut it at once,
or as soon as possible, before the
leaves are entirely dried out. ~Corn
cut under such conditions should be
put together in large bunches or
shocks, so that as little drying out as
possible will take place before it is cut
up and placed in the silo. If handled
in the above way, very little loss will
be occasioned. 2. From the stand-
point of obtaining the most organic
matter, manure is most valuable when
it is fresh. From the standpoint of
obtaining the most available plant-
food, it is most valuable after it has
stood for some time, provided that the
manure is protected from rain and
snow and sufficiently packed so that
it will not burn or fire-fang.

Movable Type Devised by Oriental
Blacksmith in Eleventh Century.

Those who believe printing to have
been invented in Europe during the
fifteenth century may have been sur-
prised to read of Cambridge Univer-
sity having acquired “the works of
the Chinese philosopher, Liu Tsung
Yuan, printed in 1167.”

China has been credited with anti-
cipating not a few modern inventions,
but her claim to have discovered the
art of printing centuries before its
adoption in Europe is beyond dispute.

An edition of most of the Chinese
classics was printed by means of wood
blocks in A.D. 922, and movable type
is said to have been. devised by a
blacksmith, Pi Shing; in the eleventh

A man dropped a lighted match on
the chore of Kalamalka Lake, British
Columbia, on July 8th last. Within an
hour a hot fire was racing through the
underbrush. For three weeks after
that there raged a series of forest
fires, defying the organized efforts of
hundreds of men.

At one time, 26 fire fighters were
ringed about with flames while their
| relatives, shut off from them and help-
less to aid, awaited news in terrorized
suspense. Only after severe suffering
from exhaustion, thirst and hunger
did the band of workers force
way through to safety.

That experience is a big price
pay for one person’s foolish act in
handling matches in a forest. The
court fined the careless man $50—bhut

The Late Leopold Bauer.
