If ome had felt at perfect liberty
to answer this author frankly, He
shauld have told him that his state-
ment ‘contained a contradiction
when he stated that he could create
his characters. and yet could not
handle the dialogue, because if tl_le
characters are really created, the
dialogue takes care of itself. It is
the phrasing of an artificial econ-
versation  which* the characters
themselves do hot express that' in-
troduces that artificiality which the
reader unconsciously ‘ feels and re-
sents.

We all . can recall’ among our
friends those who talk, rather than
converse. They talk at ~us, rather
than with us. We may agree or dis-
‘agree, | we: may: vainly attempt: to
join in the conversation, -in which
case the speaker’s voice raises to a
higher key, Oor we are unceremonious-
1y.called ‘back to the original start-
ing point and resign ourselves to
the role’of listeners. This is exactly
what we ¢ find in many modern
novels. In our everyday social lite,~
we cannot eseape it iwithout resort-
ing to ruderess; but, -when we are |
alone with a story, - we are at ieaet
free to put the bodk aside, if it 'talks
at us instead ‘of”with us.

We tuarn from our friends who
talks to another friend. who con-
verges, and ‘here we find ourselves
in an, entirely different atmosphere.
We may agree with or oppose the
ditfevent ideas; but,  whether ac-
quiescénce or opposition, ‘the con-
versation is stimulating. as well as
enjoyable, and we feel ourselves
drawn more closely to the personali-
ty which gives. of itself at the same
time that 'it received. Here again
we find the same thing in literature.
Turn to Thackeray and see how. in-
timately  his character take  the
readers into their .confidenge.: His
noyels may have no great unity, and
his plots may be incoherent, but in
all his dialogués the reader - feels
himself to be ' taking  part.
