or fifteen thousand mea under arms in the
south is absolutely necessary. The same
enthusiasm prevails in Pern regarding the
war, and the people have made a firm deter-
mination to make a hard fight for it.

The parties were of fall age, the usual notice
was filed in the office of the City Clerk and
the parties to ghe contract believed the
ceremony they had performed constituted
a valid marriage. The Commonwealth,
however, was of an entirely different opinion,
and the Rev. Mr. Munson was criminally
prosecuted in the Superior Court and found
guilty. An appeal has been taken to the
Supreme Court of the State, where the case
was argued a few days ago.

At the beginning of September the
sailing ship Express, bound for the Jenisei,
returned to Hammerfest with the report that
the Kara Sea was still full of ice, which none
of the six steamers despatched to the Ob and
Jenisei had as yet succeeded in penetrating.
The steamer Neptune again (Captain
mnssen), which in 1877 went safely to the
Ob and back, returned foiled on the 6th of
September to Bardoe, and is now on the way
lhome to Hamburg, A second steamer,
Samuel Owen, has also returned to Bardoe,
The steamer Louise, on the other hand,
which sailed somewhat later, not being
as yet reported to have returned to Norway,
it may be inferred that she had got through
the Kara Sea. The three ships which sailed
from Tobolsk to England—namely, the Ob
the Tjumen and the Nadeschka—are, it is to
be feared, in a most unfortunate position.
These ships were built in Tjumen and laden
with tallow and wheat. They must have made
the mouth of the Ob about the end of July
and are in the greatest danger of being wreck-
ed in the Kara Ses, a return to the Ob with
present changing winds and - frequent calms
being extremely difficult. That a voyage in
these regions with sailing shipsunaccompanis
ed by steamers is & most hazardous experi
ment all captains who have  been in those
waters are unanimous upon.

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GAMBLING IN WHEAT.

A contemporary gives the following as
the way in which ‘the wheat business is
on in Chicago: A mania for
speculation in the price of grain has
Iately broke out in Chicago, and become
a social rage among all classes. The
Tribune tells us that in the hotels, club-
rooms, and even in the drawing rooms,
the chief topic of discussion is the price
of wheat. The contests between bulls
and bears are not confined to the Ex-
change, but continue to rage long after
its halls are deserted, in all places where
men congregste, far into the night. Nor
is the speculation confined to the regular
operators in cereals; it includes the
merchant, the banker, the lawyer, the
doctor. The fuir sex is also very iiber-
ally represented. Hundreds of women
have “margins'’ up for wheat in the
hands of brokers. There are hundreds
of men in Chieago to-day running* deals’’
in wheat who are almost totally ignorant
of all the conditions of succass or failure.
In July last the great comer on wheat
was closed up, the price holding as high
as $1.05 per bushel until the scttlement
was made, when it receded to 93, and
still later te 87 and 83 cents. Since the
first ten days in September the ten-
dency of the price has been upward.
At the first sign of an advance the
gambling began. In all previous years
of excitement of this kind operations ef
this kind have been confined to the
Board of Trade—that is, operations have
been carried on by members, for and on
account of outsiders. But this year has
witnessed the successful establishment
of institutions which bear the euphonious
and expressive title of * Bucket Shops."”
These dre independent Loards of Trade
—that is, their business bears the same
relation to that done on "Change as that
of the *“sweat cloth” does té the faro-
table. To do business on ‘Change an
outsider has to hand over his $100 or
$1,000 to a broker, who, for a commission,
invests that amount either ina purchase
or a sale, putting up the money as a
margin. At the bucket-shops no broker
is necessary ; any person, man or woman,
boy or girl, black, white, yellow or bronze
—can deal directly. That is, by putting
in $1, or §3, or $5, or $50, at the rate
of‘one cent per bushel, he orshe hecomes
the owner of the risk in 100, or 300, or
500, or 5,000 bushels of wheat. If wheat
advances one cent per bushel, the in-
vestor doubles his gtake, if the price fall,
the loss is proportionate. As a general
thing, the winnings are few—so few and
exceptional that it may be said that 99
or even a greater per cent. of the money
deposited in the bucketshops remains
there. The fraud, cheat and swindle,
observes our contemporary, are so trans-
parent that it seems to be alibel on
common intelligence to admit that these
establishments do an immense business
every day. The most surprising thing
is the general character of the custom-
ers who patronize these establishments.
First, there are the boys—lads from 12
to 16 years of age, school-boys, cash-boys
in retail stores, boot-blacks and news-
boys, messenger hoys, boys of all de-
grees and occupatons—who, singly or
by combinations of two or more, can
raise a dollar. or two dollars, or five
dollars. These rush to the Board of
Trade alley, where these shops are in
operation, and by the hundred pour in
their monay.  The oceasional profit of }
or 3, or | cent a bushel serves to whet
the avarice and inspires the appetite for
new ventures. Sometimes these lads
also represent school-givls and sisters,
whese small savings are also sent to be
emptied into the bucket-shops. The
daily rise and fall of prices on 'Change is
of importance to all these people; it
keeps them in a state of most unhealthy
excitement ; the occasional gains are
grossly exaggerated, drawing new thous-
ands of victims from all classes. Within
a cirele of 250 miles of Chicago there are
daily sent hither thousands of dollars to
be staked on the chances of bucket-
shops. This is gambling, and of the
most desperate character.

MANITOBA EMIGRATION.
Two Thousand People from the Siates
in One Senson.

Prettia’s last party of emigrants, which
arrived on Saturday last,numbered about
300, of whom one hundred were from the
United States ; 30 were from New |York
State, 23 were from Michigan, three
families from Wilkesbarre, Pa,, two from
Portage City, Wis.,, and one from North
Carolina.

Mr. John Neill, senior partner in the
firm of J. Neill & Sons, proprietors of the
Soho foundry, was ran over and killed
on the Northern Railway in Toronto on
Tuesday night last.

The death sentence passed upon
Chester Monroe at the late Assize Court
in Simcoe county, for the murder of
Thomas Cook, has been commuted to
imprisonment in the Kingston Peniten-
tiary for a term of seven years.
Lawrence Smith, the commercial
traveller who was charged with murder-
ing Robert W. Turner,a Toronto druggist,
for his inproper intimacy with his wife,
has been acquitted, the corner's inquest
failing to elicit any evidence against
the prisoner.

Galt, Oct. 21.—Adam Telfer, a grocer
of this town, committed suicide this
morning about eight o'clock by cutting
his throat with a raor. No reasens can
be assigned for the act, excepting that
at several times lately deceased has
been noticed to be very despondent. e
was a married man, about fifty years of
age, and leaves a wife and three children.

Lynch
gives such a detailed description of his
pals that there can bo no doubt they
are Clarke and Miller alias Valentine.—

Tue Farr Wurar.—The continued
mildness of the recent weather has had
the effect of growing fall wheat toa height
almost unparalleled in this part of the
country at this time of the year. Yester-
day Mr.John A. Neff brought to the
Sprorator office a specimen bunch, grown
on his own farm on the mountain, which
measured from 24 to 26 inches in length.
As Mr. Neff considers six inches quite
high enough for this season, he has a
gang of men employed in cutting it down
to that length. Others are turning in
their cattle to graze for the same
purpose.— Hamilton Spectator.

On Sunday night, the house of Mr. H.
E. Smallpiece, Guelph, was entered by
burglars, whe retreated after a fruitless
search for money. The same evening
the residence of Mr. W. 1I. Cutten, Pais-
ley street, Guelph, was entered, the
burglars gaining admission through a
window.

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HIS LAST BALLOON VOYAGE.

Donaldson’s Fate Chronicled by Him-
self-

Did Acronaut Wise and is Companion
Barr meet with ] aglc
End which Befel Donnldson
aud Grimweod.

The uncertainty of the fate of Prof. Wise
aud his companion, Burr, who ascended in
the balloon, Pathfinder, from Lindell Park,
St. Lowis, last Sunaay, and have not yet
been heard from, recalls tne story of Donald-
gon’s tragic death, as compiled by the missing
aeronaut from papers picked up in Lake
Michigan, which the two voyagers had thrown
overboard previous to their death. Prof. Wise
dedicated his narrative as follows :

 To all reckless aeronauts, who run their
cloud-seraping coaches with a disregard of
consequences, or who, in other words, essay
to fly witheut making due caleulations and
preparations to alight, this little narrative is
dedicated.”

Wise then copied, verbatim, Donaldson’s
memorandum of the trip as follows :

« T had often been excited in my feats of
rope walking, but never before did I feel my
heart sinking into such despondency as I did
when the aerial ship loomed up and out over
the Jake. It was a dreary sight over the
desert of water.

« By a kind of instinctive arithmetic 1
could still figure out another hour’s sail ‘and
areach of dry land. Grimwood hailed me
from the ear below while I was sitting in my
perch on the lookent above, busily engage®
writing out my experienco that 1 had more
than an honr ago resolved to transmit to the
waves below, 80 that I might leave a memoir
of my last vovage in the event of a fatal
termination.

w Grimwood now inquired of me : ‘How
far are we from the Michigan shore ? And
he'addéd , ‘Our ballast is nearly spun out.’
+God only knows,” was my reply.

«+ Balloon-gailing has in it the peculiarity
of keeping one entirely unconscious of the
speed the balloon is making, or the direction
in which it is moving when you are among
the clonds, and the clouds are sailing with
you, and at the same time nothing but a
monotonous waste of water is underneath.
It issingular that so limited a sheet of
water as Lake Michigan should present
to view o few vessels to the eye of the areo-
naut.”

« Well, it is about 350 miles long, and this
gives us an area of )00 square miles.
Now, if 1,000 sailing vessels were spread over
the luke at any one time, it would present on

, an average, only one vessel for every 35 square
imiles, or, in other words, one vessel on every
plot of six miles square.”

« Prof. Wise told me that in his sail down
the middle of Lake Erie from oue end to the

other he did not see half a dozen vessels, and
in crossing ninety miles of Lake Ontario ouly
one vossel was intercepted. I fully realiz
this fact in my own experience over the lakes,
and the sparseness of sea craft visible bp-
low gave the situation an intensified
aspect.

W I pow turned my face to Grimwood, and
requested him to look out for some lake eraft,
sinee wa could not expect to remain
much longer, a8 the ballast was so nearly ex-
hausted

snid my companion. *You freque ntly let your

middle of creation, pinned fast in the ether-
eal vault, as if some invisible power was hold-
ing you there, ready to drop you at any mo-
ment, down, down, into the seething, yawn-
ing gulf of water, there to drown, and then to
become food for figh, and all that without
the solace of an attendant aud friend, almost
drove me to desperation, and made me think
it would be better for me to die first, and
lot my deluded companion have thelast thread
of safety that was available under the circum-
stances.

Oh, what a calamity aman can bring upon
himself! We had now sunk low enough to
hear the dreadfal murmuring of the troubled
waters. It was the *Aeronaut’s Dead March,” I
thought. Again I rallied my spirits as Grim-
wood sang out : * Here it comes!' ‘What
comes, friend Grimwood ' * A sail, a craft.

With bli
dngers and deubting muscle 1 pulled the
valve. Down, down, we came ; we plunged
car deep into the water | Not a moment was
to be lost; night was cloaking its sable
mantle around us.

+ Grimweod thrust his life preverver over
his shonlders, threw his sealed bottle over-
board, and plunged inte. the lake, never look-
ing whether he had drawn long or short in
the lot. But, alas! the vessel had vanished
from oursight. In another moment the car
was slowly submerging from the rufiled water,
and lazily the old leaky hulk was hiting itself
up in the somber twilight. I now looked over
the car into the water, and there I beheld
Grimwood ° buffeting with  the waves
that were tossing him up and down. I
shouted out, * Goodbye, Grimwood ! God
bless you I' and he must have heard me, for
hs raised his hand above his head and swubg
it around in recognition of my ecall. . I felt
like jumping overboard and making an end
of my troubles, but my journal must be dis-
posed of first. Ido not want to go to Hades
and leave no record behind. Iwill continue
to write until the last gleam of hope forsakes
me. And now, as the balloon rises, it is get-
ting lighter, so that I can again see to write.
I looked out again for my struggling com-
panion, but the shades of night had now
80 obscured the surface of the water that I
could not see anything on its face. Poor
Grimwood, as well as the vessel had vanished
from my sight, and I could see his manly
form no more. I will now finish my journal,
and submit myself to the waves that must
sopner or later swallow me up, unless some
miraculous escapeshould await me. I will of
course, not be able to chronicle the final re-
sult of shis adventure should 1 be doomed to
die heré, so I may as well close up this nar-
rative, seal it up in the water proof case and
drop it overboard, as I am sinking down fast
now, from gas leakage and the cooling
atmosphere of the evening. May God have
merey on my two bereft children, and lead
them throngh the storms of life safely ? And
tinally may it never be the lot of an aeronaut
to undertake that which reason teaches him
should not be undertaken, although the crowd
may clamor and the ignorant cry out ‘Cow-
ard !’ gince it is better to have the approba-
tion of one sensible person than the shouts
and huzzas of the herd, who ever applaud
most when your feats promise self-immol-

ation.

contracted within the past five years can be
reached by the courts. These are but a small
peroentage of the 10,006 to 15,000 in Utah
Territory. One difficulty in the way of sup-
pressing polygamy in Utah was unwittingly
removed by the last Legislature, when the
criminal code of California was adopted for
the guidance of the Courts of the Territory.
This code provides that in selecting juries
for the trial of criminal causes the court may
sppoint triers to pass upon the competency
of jurors. Heretofore the Mormons had re-
presentatives on every jury, and the convic-
tion of persons of y wasa
d ight impossibility. it is most
unlikely that believers inthe Mermon doo-
trine regandi! i y wi permitted
to sit upon the trial of persons accused of
bigamy or polygamy. (overnor Emery is
making strong efforts to enforeo the law of
1862, but he finds it impoesible to accomplish
much good.

In the Dominion of Canada there are 750,-
000,000 of acres of cereal lands uncultivated,
a large proportion of which are very rich.
Were only 100,000,000 of acres of this land
ander cultivation—the Dominion crep of
cereals, hogs and cattle would be larger than
the present oue of the United States ; and by
the time 100,000,000 acres were under calti-
vation the population of the Dominien would
be 50,000,000 of people.

In 1830 the population of the United States
was 12,866,000 it is now estimated that when
the census is taken in 1880 it will ke 50,000,-
000, or an increase in 50 years of say 37,000,-
000.

No reason can be adduced why Canada
could not advance as quickly as the Unitéd
States did; on the contrary it can be clearly
shown that she could do so far more quickly.
Should she now commence to advance even
in the same ratio as the United States did,
the advantages to Great Britain and Ireland
would be manifold and incalculable. It is only

y to i he i ing cheap-
ness of foodstuffs from which Great Britain
would draw her supplies, and the increasing
market for manufactures.

There is only one policy by which this ean
be accomplished : By Great Britain and
Ireland having free trade with the Dominion,
and imposing a duty on imports from other
countries, (not their own dependencies and
colonies).

Should this policy be adopted, the higher
the duty the faster the purpose would be ac-
complished. The duties so imposed, how-
ever, ought to be in moderation, %ind only
gufficiently high to acocomplish the desired
ends.

Buyers have all seemed ex-
cited, especiplly in the cheese market, in
whioh there has been tho greatest advance.
From George 8. Hart & Co. and D. E. Man-
ton & Co. the following particulars were ob-
tained :

During June, July and Augustethe price
of cheese was only from 5} to 6 cents a
pound, while yesterday at the close 10} cents
was asked for September make. While a
steady market is looked for at firm prioces,

| moderately. The year has witnessed low

their milk into butter. There is not as much
Ohio cheese this year as last, and instances
are noted of shipments from this State West.
