J. Belsea Makes Trip in
Fourteen Days

Says Country is Good But Needs
Prospecting—No Scarcity
of Supplies.

Mr. J. Belsea arrived. in the city
today from Rampart, having made
the trip in 14} days actual traveling.
He had four dogs and from Rampart
to Fort Yukon'had to break trail
almost the entire distance. From
Fort Yukon to Dawson the trail is
fairly good although there is much
open water. Qomething unprecedent-
&d in tite history of the Yukon is the
fact that the river is almost entirely
open thus early in the season for sev-
eral miles in the vicinity. of Fort
Yukon.

Mr. Belsea - was met here by his
partner, J. Ww. Dillon, who is just in
from -the outside- _They are the dis-
coverers of gotd on Gilen guleh, - the
richest mining field in the lower Yu-
kon. At present only three and a
half claims on Glen gulch are being
worked, 3, 3, 4, and half of 5. Al
are yielding well and are easily oper-
ated, bedrock being only from 8 to
14 feet deep.

Some work that is yielding good
returns is also being carried on to a
limited extent on Rhode Island creek.
Just previous to Mr. Belsea's depar-
ture for Dawson good pay, from 75
to 80 cents per pan, was struck on
GGold Run Swail, this result  having
been obtained ~on two different
claims :

Mr. Belsea says that prospecting is
the only thing needed to make that
country one of the heavy gold pro-
ducing districts of the Yukgn. Thus
far the prospecting done” has been
superficial and limited. He estimates
that about 500 people wintered in
and around Rampart and there will
be considerable work done as soon as
spring opens up.

Concerning the alleged shortage- of

food there, a report of which recentv—\

ly appeared in an evening contempor-
ary, Mr. Belsea says it is unfounded.
While there is not flour ‘‘to burn,”
there is no danger of a famine and
the big companies bave not advanced
the price of that staple since last
fall.
