bacteria. The only plan to pursue is to
have as little patching and mendiog done as
possible in dairy utensils. Discard at cnce
all suspicious machinery and get new.
Thousands of tons of butter that now finds
final sale at the soap-makers was well made,
buat the utensils were old and germ-laden
with more or less of these enemies of good
mdncu, and as soon as the butter was made

y commenced their destructive ferment-

and corroding, and went faster than

t or express trains, and when the
butter reached the market it was worthless
for food. Had this butter been made in
new and well cared for apparatus it would
have reached market a pride to the
wmaker,

d’he art of feeding may well be applied to
poultry in winter, if eggs are expected.

True, feeding is an ordinary matter, but
how many consider what they are trying to
acocomplish when feeding? There should
always be some object in view, and the
feeding, if properly done, should conforia to
the real’zation of that which is sought, We
aaid the ‘“‘ary”’ for feeding is quite an art,
and has science to keev it company. What
do we feed to secure ? E ;gs—and in doing s>
we must look into the egg. We see it well
filled with rick, nutritions substance and of
variety. Then we must adapt the food to
the egg. If the hen is kept warm and
somfortable, the food reqaired to provide
her with animal heat will ba correspondingly
lessened. Knowiog tha) the food shoald
nob contain an exzess of carbonaceous, or
bhept-producing elemonts, we look to those
subgtance that farnish the albumen. All
food contain these, bub they vary in propor.
slone,

When the farmer throws down corn and
Teeds his hens liberally he may wsecure but
fow eggs, as he is then feeding for the mar-
get, and not for ezgs. A fav hen will not
lay, and is as unprefitable as a fat sow for
breeding. What they mostly need is nitro-

s matter, for they can, if fed any grain
at all, easily provide the yolk, lime, phos-
oric acid, etc., but the large amount of
f:. albumen in an egg calls for more nitrogen-
ous tood than usuelly allowed, Some, im-
properly, ascriba the failure to secure eggs
o a lack of green food. While some kind
of bu'ky food (such as clover-hay, chopped
fine, and scalded, as well as cooked potatoes
and turnipe) is excllent yet the great desider-
stum is animal food, and if less grain bo fed,
snd more meat, either raw or cooked, there
will be more eggs. Milk and curds are also
guitable, but meat is better than anything
slse, As a pound of meat daily will be suffi-
cient for a dozan hens, and almost any kind
of meat will do, the expense is a small mat-
ter, compared to the high prices obtained'
for eggs in winter. It is nob necessary to
feed grain more than once a day. A morn
me(l of scalded, chopped hay, with scm3
kind of animal food, and wheat at night,
will give more eggs, if the hen house is kept
warm, than any other method, and it will
cheaper than feeding three times a day on

. Aypan of warm water inthe morning
should always be allowed.

Fast Walking Horses For Farmers,

In purchasing or hiriog a ﬁ)w horse,
stake off a mile of road, Mount the horse
and see how many minutes it will take him
do walk & mile, A horse that will walk
three miles an hour is worth at least three
jimes as much as a horse that walks but
two miles. The three-mile horse not only
does as wuch work in two dags as the two-
mile horse does in three, but he enables the
man behind the plow to do fifty rt cent,
more work in a day than he can do behind
the two-mile horse. And the man and
horse consume with the slow team fifvy per
cent, more rations in doing the same work
than the fast walker does. In twelve
months, the man would do no more carting
and plowing with the slow horse than he
would d? in eight months with the fast

lker,

| the sentiment so deeply impressed in

os1 ting that takes three months to perform,
and pays $3 » month for a horse, $3 for his
feed, and $18 for the man who boards him-
self ; §24 & month ; three months, §72, If
he hires the same rhan at §18 a monuhs, and
pays 83 for horse’s fued and $4 for a fast
walker, he will do in two months what the
slow team would do in three. Two months:

Water for Cowsin Winter.

An interesting series of experiments has
been carried out at the agrionltural experi-
mental station attached to the University of
Wisconsin, thesa relating to the comparative
value of warm and cold water for miich cows
in winter. In plan this experiment contem-
plated, as it chief objeot, ascertalning
whether it is true, as many farmoers believe,
that warm water for milch cows produces a
mearurable increase in the yield of milk over
that of cold water, and, if so, whether the
increase affected the volume simply, or the
welghv of the solids contained, to an extent
which would make it remunerative in gener-
al practice to warm the water for cows. Oa
the night of January 21, 1889, six cows were
placed in stanchions eide by side, in group:
of three each, and given a daily ration of 5
Ib, of bran, 2 Ib, of ground oats, 6 Ib, of hay,
and as much dry cuat ma'z) fodder as they
would eat up olean, this being continued un-
til March 25. In every ease the treatment
was the same, with the single exception that
one lot had water at 32 deg. F., while for
the other lot it was warmed to 70 deg. F.
The time of the experiment was dividedjinto
thres periods of sixteen days each, havin
Intervals between them. At the close of the
firab and second periods the temperature of
water were reversed for each of the groups,
in order to eliminate so far as might be in-
dividual diffarences of the two groups. 'I'he
results, which have been - volurinously
workaci out in a closely-printed pamphlet of
thirty pages, are in favour of warming the
water. The animals on cold water ate more
and gave less milk—a result that any physi-
ologist weuld expect. To put the matber
shortly, it may be said that the whole ques-
tion ie one wheuher it pays. The cows—five
out of six—preferred the warmed water to
that icy cold, so we may take it that, on the
grounds of comfort to ths animal, it is best
to take the chill ofl the water. Where labour
is expensive and the diffionlties of heating
are great, it is nob at ail certain that the
operation will be profitable —except at peri-
ods of very severe frost. Then the animals
my bs injured by taking ice water, and to
avoid a loss iv is best to warm the water
given.

How to Keep Fowls,

Some evening, when you have nothing
else to do, make ashallow box, say eighteen
inches long, four inches wide, and four
inches deep ; divide this into three compart-
ments ; fill one with gravel, another with
charcoal broken int)> pieces about the siz»
of a kernel of corn, and the third with
crushed oyster shells. Fasten this box up
in your hen house, jusb high enough for the
fowls to reach ib easily, and see thav itis
never empty during cold weather. Old
plaster or burnt bones will do instead of
oysber shells, but I consider the oyater shells
the best, Where fowls are kept in large
numbersit is a great saving of time and
labor to buy the shells already crushed.
Another essentia! in the hennery, in
winter, is a dusting box. A shallow box
four feet rquare, one foot in depth, and
filled two-thirds fall of dry road dusj and
wood or ocoal-ashes, with a sprinkling_of
sulphur, makes the beat arrangement that I
know of fer a dust-bath. If you can place
it in front of a window, where the sun will
shins on it, the hens will like it all the
better. This will be all that is necessary to
keep your hens free from lice during cold
weather, that is, if they went into winter
quarters free from the pests.

If you keep but few hens you will find
that the scraps from the table will make
the best morning meal that you can give;
the bits of meat, potatoes, crumbs of bread,
and all the odds and ends from the table

.are just what laying hens need, and ib will

ay better to tura the scraps into ezgs than
t will to feed them to the hogs. KEgzgs are
worth something now, and twenty hens, if
properly cared for, will shell out, at &
moderate estimate, a doz:n eggs every day.
The “‘scraps,” a half psck of oats or barley,
and a peck of shelled corn will be sufficient
food for these twenty fowls for a week ; do
your own fignring.

Get some china or porcelain nest eggs.
Heos like to have an egg left in their nests,
Gather the eggs often during extremely
oold weather ; if they freeze and crack open,
the hens are apt to pick at them and learn
to eat their egge.. 1f you find an osgmsﬂug
hen among your flock, cut her head off ; ib
is the only thing that will cure her.

LEPROSY.

How It Raged in Europe During (e Middle
Ages.

We have no oertain knowledge as to the
manner in which leprosy was conveyed into
Earope, sayathe *'Fortnightly Review” but
tnere is evidence to the effact that in the
last csntury before Chriat it had established
iteelf in the Roman empire. Its subsequent
spread throughout Earope can easily be ao-
counted for; whnerever the Roman eaglea
went the germs of the disease would neces-
sarily accompany them. From this source
¥ranoe, and Germany sooner or later
became infected, and althongh there are no
records which enable us to trace the progress
of the malady in Earope during several
hundreds of years afterward, the steps that
were taken to check itespread in the seventh
and following centuries svffizienily indicate
the alarming frequency ¢f the disease and
the virnlent character it had assumed.

Leper hospitals would appear to have
been established in Norway somwhat later
than in other Enropean countries. History
tells us that in the Frankish kingdom these
inatitutions were founded in the eighth and
nineth centuries, in Ireland about the year
869, in Spain,1007 in Eaglandin the eleventh
century, in Ssotland and the Netherlands in
the twelfth, and in Norway in the thirteenth
century. Daring and after the crusades
leprosy spread with extraordinary rapidity,
and lepar hospitals wera rapidly multiplied
all over Europe. It is estimated that in the
twelfth century there were 2,000 such hospi-
tals in France alone and 19 000 in the whole
of Christendom, So terrible were the rav-
ages of the disease that it seemed as though
gome altogether new plague had been sent
to punish mankind, Indeed some historians
have asserted that the leprosy of the middle

es was introduoed for the first time from
the east by those who returned from the cru-
sades, As a matter of fact, however, leper
hospitals existed in Eogland some years be-
fore any of the crusaders rerraced their steps
westward, The soldiers of the cross doubt-
less brought with them many cases of severe
leprosy, and an extremely viculent form
thus became ingrafted upon the disease al-
ready preva'ent throughout Europs,

How to Carry a Watch.

A watch must by kept in a clean place.
Dast and small particles of the packet
lining gather continually in the pockets, and
even the best fitting oase cannot protect tke
movement from dirt finding its way to the
wheels and pivots of the movement, Watch-
pockets should be turned inside out and
cleaned at regular intervals,

A watoh ought to be wound up regularly
ab about the same hour every day. The
best time to do it is in the morning, for two
reasons. First, because the hours of rising
are more regular than the hours of disrobing
and retiring ; second, because the full pow-
er of the mainspring is more likely to re-
duce to minimum the irregularities caused
by of the movement of the owner during
the day. f

When not carried inthe pocket, a watch
should always hang by its ring, in the same
position that 10 is worn. As a rale,
watches will run with a different rate when
laid down. Oaly high-grade watches are
adapted to position, and will show only a
few seconds difference in twenty-four houre,
while common watches may be out ot time
several minutes in one night,

Never leave a hunting case watch open
during a considerable léngth of time. A
oareful observer will find in the morning a
layer of dust on the or;lnl of a watch that
han been open during the night. (Che dusy
will find itse way into the movement. The
dust on the outelde of the oase will beun-
consciounsly rubbed off by the wearer, but
when the watch is closed, thedust inside of
the case must remain uhere, The oil will
change. It will become thickened by the
dust that cannot be kept out of the best-
closing case. The dust will work like emery,
ami grind the surfaces of the pivots of the
train,

How Seals Keep House.

*‘Just as of old the seasons come and go,”
and jost as o year after year, as regu-
larly as the globe dompletes its annual cire
cls, there occurs what is termed the “‘land-
ing” of the seals, hat scenes of peace or
war transpire among the seal family out in
ocean depths we mhy not know,but we know
what takes placeAfter the heads of the vari-
ous families arrjve, which is in the *“‘merry
month of May/” The seal army of occupation

In view of the
f:ll of prices of almost every kind of Ameri-
can produce, excepb cotton, it is not strange
that farmers in the Western States are com-
tlaining of bad times,

Mr. Gladstone takes a walk in the grouads,
and if the weather is propitious usually
engages in his "favorite exercises of tree-
chopping. He dines at 8 o’clock, afterwards
reads or writer, and av 10 retires for the
night. Though abstemiousin his habits, he
usually drinks bitter beer with his lunch
and & glass or two of claret or port at
dinner, Mr, Gladstone is not in any sense
ascetio, is a generous liver and is a great
believer in the virtues of a glass of good
port wine. When engaged in speaking his
fillip is a compound of sherry and ogg,
which is prepared by Mrs. Gladstone with
&8 much anxiety and care as if it were the
elixir of life. Mr. Gladstone never amoked,
He acquired his habits at a period when
tobaoco smoking was generally regacded as
somewhst rulgar among the better classes,

In Mr. Gladstone’s etudy, besides his
books, which are seen everywhere, there are
three writing desks in the room, one chiefl
reserved for political correeponderce and
another uced by Mrs. Gladstone, The
library at Hawarden Castle contains more
than 20,000 volumes, which are freely loaned
to almosb any psrson in the neighborhood
who wishes to read them. At one time this
liberty was urlmited, but the privilege was
80 much abused by some persons that a few
years ago a rule was laid down limiting the
time for which a book might be kepy to oae
month, With this exception, however, Mr,
Gladstone’s 1brary is still the free (oan
library of the whole country side,

Death is almighty everywhere, whether on
sea or land ; but to me no longer fraught
with pain and terror, for 1 take my beat be-
loved on earth with me, yes, we are both lost,
but our child will live, for life is beautiful
and he is like his father,

I have seen my son for the last time. How
Louis struggled with emotion as he saw the
quiet psrtﬁ:g, how hard it was for him not
to ory aloud, “Bat you will never see him
agsin !” and he hardly let the child out of his
arms.

Death of Lord Napier.

The death of Lord Napier of Magdala was
announced in Eagland on Jan, 14th. Heia
to be laid to rest in Sbt. Paul’s Cathedral
and will be the first soldier to share the
honors of the crypt there since the Duke of
Wellington was interred in 1852, The
dreanded influerza is responsible for the
warrior’s death at the age of 79. Robert
Cornelius, Baron Napisr of Magdala, has
occupied for nearly thirty-five years an
enviable position in British military circles,
He was theson of Msj. O, F. Napier, R. A,,
and was born in Ceylon in 1810, Eiucated
at the military academy of Addiscombe, he
joined the Bengal engineers in 1828 as a
lieutenant, Ia the Satlej campaign of 1845 6
he was twice wounded snd came out of it
with the title of major. Daring the Indian
mutiny he further distinguished himself as
chief of the engineer department of Sir
Colin Campbell’s army. Sir Henry Law-
rence, recognizing the soldierly qualities of
Napier, advanded him from post to post
:unfer his aiministration. The knowledge
the young cfficer gained of Indian affairs
proved of incalculable value later on in his
career. To him is due exclusively ths plan
of bridging the Goomtee river prior to the
siege of Lucknow. When, after the fall ot
Lucknow, the rebels had reunited under the
flag of Tantia Topee, Napier, now a colonel,
was given command of the .orce sent out
againet them. Bub a dispute arose at this
juncture, Sir Hugh Rose claiming the execu=
tion of this task, Napier was forced to
yield, but, nevertheless, as second in com-
mand of the expedition, did yeoman’s ser-
vice. Napier’s fame as soldier and engineer
was now widespread. He added to his laurels
in Sir Grant Hope's Chinese campaign,
and was rewarded by being made a major:
general, and a K, C. B., and the succeesor
of Sir John Oatram as military member of
the council of India. Bat the most brilliant
portion of his career fast approached. In
1863 he was created commander-in-chief at
Bombay, with the local rank of lientenant-
general, Four yeais later he began his
celebrated campaign in Abyssinia against
King Theodore, Its ostensible purpose was
to rescne the Christian captives which that
monarch had taken. Napier’s successes
made him a national hero. 1n 1868 occurred

the battle of the Heights of Islamge) and

the subsequent release of captives.
Three days later, April 13, l%, Magdala
wnk stormed, and h.odoroﬁh of
making 3 way against congueror,
commivted” suleide. This was the most
romantic chapter in Sir Robert Napier's
life. On his return to England after the
Abyssinian; campiign the aation rose to
weloome him, Parllament voted him ite
thanks, the sum of £2000 a year was
granted him and his next heix, he was given
the freedom of Londen, was presented with
a costly sword, and he was finally raised to
tholrur:f- under the title of Baron Napier
of Magdala. In 1870 Gen. Napier succeeded
o the command of the foroes in India and
was made a mémber of the governor-gener-
al's council, Appointed to the governorship
of Gibraltar in 1875, three years afterward,
before the treaty of Berlin "had averted war
with the (zir, Baron Napier was selected
by the governmen: to command the ex-
peditionary forces against Rossis. His
crowning honor came to him in 1882, when
he was appointed a British field marshal.
He had been a fellow of the Royal society
since 1869. Twice married, he has left &
family of eight sons and half as many
dauzhters,

Dangers of Moose Hunting.

Moose hunting is thought by the inexper-
ienced to be rare fun. Iv is not always so
agreeableas it seems and te hunter frequent-
ly has to ““ hump” himself to prove himself
the killer instead of the killed. A friend of
mine was recently in Maine hunting and he
tells of the experience of a companion
of his there, which is rather startling.
The hero of the adventure is a Waltham,
Mass., sportsman who had been in
camp at Alligator lake, the centre
of the richest deer shooting region in Maine,
More than oncs this gentleman, Alanson
Haslam, kad brought down his deer, and he
was no novice, A short distance from camp
the other morning he saw a handsome deer,
but was unarmed, and stealing swiftly into
the cabin he caught up his rifls and started
out. The deer had moved but a few rods,
and Heslam, eager to add another to his
list, raised the rifly to his shoulder and
fired. To his greav satiefaction the ‘deer
fell, and the Waltham man, as is cusbomary
with the sportemen, drew his hunting knife
and ran towards the spot to out the animal's
throat and bleed him, letting his rifie drop
a8 he didso. He saw as he neared the place
thab he bal brought down a maznifisent
three-year-old buck, and was gloating over
his triumph, when to his astonisfiment the
deer arose slowly, and ther, after looking
ab his captor, made a dash at him, head
down. Haslam was but five or six feet
away, and his hair stood oa end as he saw
the maddered animal start for him. There
was but one thing for him to do, however,
to catch the buck by one of his horne, and
he did it involuntarily, being thrust heavily
sgainst a tree by the powerful rush of the
buck. That tree saved the life of a citizen
of Waltham, for had Haslam fallen the
strong, young animal would have gored him
to death. As it was his hold was only
strengthened. He had malntained his
grasp on the hunting knife, and as
the buck bsnt his head the sports-
man plunged the blade in deeply be
‘ween the forward legs of the ani-
mal. [he first stab seemed only to add
to his strength, Haslam had a deadly grip
upon the horn, and although his opzonent
was heavier, stronger and livelier, the hunt-
er kepb upon his feet all the time, using his
knife with fearful effsct. Back and forth
they swayed, the eyes of the buck shooting
firein his madness and for fully five minutee—
the hunter thought for five hours-they held
thelr position, neither gaining an advant-
age. All the time the prongs of the deer’s
horns were having a great effach upon Mr.
Haslam's clothing, tearing it into shreds and
bruising his chesv and stomach each time
they struck him, Had he not seen the deer
weakening from loss of blood his courage
would have failed for he was becoming ex-
hausted. Finally a plunge of his knife
higher than the previous thrusts struck a
vital spot and the crazy buock dropped to
the grouad dying. The hunter, with his
clothes hanging inrags from him, drop-
ped near thedeer and lay motionless until
he was recued and recovered his mind and
had the suprame satisfaction of seeing the
deer die before his eyes. An examination,
showed the bullet from the rifle had struck
the deer on the horn, cracking it, but beyon
knocking the deer down for a moment, did
not hurt him. When the hunter arrived on
thespot the buck maddened by pain and cor-
nered, was ready to fight for his life, and
did it to the full extent of his powers,

His Reason.

Racent reports from Sb, Petersburg ex-
plain the Czu’s failure to recognizs the
new government of ' Brezil. Tae Czar is
hanging on to his throne with both hands,
and is not disposed to encourage repub-
lics in any way. There are rumors of a
great conspiracy against the Czar among
army cffi sers and nobl:s of the empire, One
or two of the Czir's body-guard have com-
mitted suicide or have been summarily re.
moved by assassination. Peril for the Czir
larks in the royal palaces, The system of
espionage has. reached its highest develop-
ment. Spies watch sples. With all these
prmnﬂ«;m the Czar o;n trust no one, His
system of government by spiesis heaping a
wrath ng-fnlt the day of lv)vnth. ;ngnl;
retain his throne for a time if he consents to
a war. War so engages the attention of the
Rassians and satiefiss their aspirations that
they do not think meanwhile of changi
their government. The idea of reaching the
Mediterranean is fimly fixed in the mind of
every Russian, Any movement in that
direction gains immediate support, and
every other issue is allowed to rest. If the
Czir can ward off death long enough, he
will probably move , He must obey
the unwritten law of the empire that every
sovereign must make an effort to opsn the
Dardanelles to Russian _commerce, and to
Russian war ships, Penetrating to the
heart ot Asia pleases the Russian people but
is does not eatisfy them. Daring peace,
they struggle to gratify their desire for
larger liberty and better government; and
fiad the (hief obstacle in the (zir and his
despotic methbde. The Ruassians are a
great and vigorous people and in time will
have their will.

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Siberian Prison'Lite.

Mr, Kennén i & recent’ ndfaber of the
Century, thus describes soma aspacts of
prison life in Siberia of the Rassian Politi-
cal Prisoners.

*‘On the 6:h of July, 1882, eight of the
political conviots who were regarded by the
Government for sqme reason as partionlarly
davgerous, wers sent back in chaifis from
Kara to 83 Pateraburgh to bs immured for
life in the *‘Stone Baga” of Schlusselbur
A few days later—abont the middle of Ju
—all the rest ‘of the state criminals were
brought back to the political prison at the
lewer diggings, where they were pub into
the new and much smaller cells, that had
been made by erecting partitioos in the
original kameras in such & manner as to
divide them into thirds. The effeot of this
change was to crowd every up of seven
or eight men into a cell that was so nearly
filled by the sleeping-platform as to leave no
room for locomotion. Two men could not
stand side by side in the narrow passage
left, and to add to their miseries ** ashas”
were seb in their small cells, and the air ap
times became 8o pollated that in the words
of one who wrote to me, it was siniply mad-
dening. No other reply was received to
their protest than a threat that if they did
not keep quiet they would be fl>gged. " This
was the last straw. The wretched State
oriminals, deprived of exsarcise, living under
dungeon conditione, poisoned by air laden
with the stench of excrement-buckets, and
finally threatened with the whip when they
complained, could endure no more,

They resolved to makeghat last desperate
ﬁrobest sgainst cruelty which is known in

ussian prisons as a ¢ golodofka ” or ** hun-
ger-strife.”

They sonb word to the Commandant that
as life was unendurable that unlese the:
received better treatment they would refnse
to eat any more food. No atvention was
paid to their protest and from that mement
not » mouthful of fooa passed their lips. As
day after day passed the stillness of death
gradually settled down upon the prison.

The starving conviots too weak even to
speak to one another lay in rows upon their
aleeping-platforms like dead men, and the
only sounds to be heard wers the steps of
the sentries and the ravings of the insane.
On the fifth day, ounvinced that the con-
victs were in earnest, the Commandant
came to the pricon and asked the conviots
to state definitely upon what terms they
would discontinue the strike. .

They replisd thab as the oonditions of
life were unendurable they would continue
the strike until the exorement buckets were
taken out of their cells, until they were per-
mitbed to have books and to exercise daily
in the open air, until they were allowed to
direct the expenditure of their own money
for food and olothing better than that
turnished by the Government, and until he
gave them a solemn assurance that none of
them would be flogged. They could, how-
ever, obtain no satisfactory reply to their
demands and continued the strike and on
the tenth day the condition of affaics was
alarming, All of the starving men were in
the last stages of physical prostration, and
some of them seemed o be near death. Oa
the thirtsenth day the Commandant sent
word to the wives of all the prisoners living
at the lower diggings that they might have
an interview with their husbands if they
would persuade them to partake of food,
They g?:dly assented of courze to this con-
dition and were admitted to the prison. At
the same time the Commandant went
around the E:iaon and assured the moanon
his honor, that if they would end the hanger
strike he would do everyphing in his power
to satisfy their d ds. The entreaties of
the wretched heart-broken women and the
promises of the Commandant at last broke
down the resolution of the politicals, and
