Independent Boards Must Not 
Squeeze Council.

Mayor Discusses Finances fVith 
Trustees.

$320,000 For Schools in Last 
Two Years.

A deputation from the Board of Edu­
cation, headed by Chairman La moreaux, 
of tiie Finance Committee, aud Chair­
man Allan, of the Building Committee, 
caHed on Mayor McLaren at noon to­
day in connection with the Board’* re­
quest for authority to issue dot tentures 
to Lire amount of $60.000 for the new 
addition to the Victoria avenue school. 
After threshing the matter out it v 
agreed that Secretary Foster should 
make out a, statement showing what the 
Board will be in & position to do next 
year with it* appropriation, without 
raising the rate- The school rate 
present is six mriHe, made up of 4 6 
milk for public schools; 1 1-10 mills for 
the Collegiate, and 3-10 of a mill for the 
Technical School. The rate for the, Tech 
nioa-1 School this year, however, only 
covered four months, a# the school was 
not opened until September. If the $60,- 
000 is spent on the Victoria, avenue 
school it will make $320,000 the Board 
has spent in two years.

“What we want to avoid,"’ said Mayor 
McLaren, after the deputation left, 
raising the rate. The time has come 
when the Council can be «queered 
longer by the independent, hoard*. The 
Council cannot get along with leas money 
than it ha* at present..”

He thinks the $3.500 that the Council 
wae in the habit of granting to the old 
Hamilton Art School might go to the 
new Technical School.

The argument used by the trustees 
is that with the annexation of the new 
territory east of Sherman avenue, they 
will be forced to provide more sch-xil 
accommodation. By having a new school 
on Victoria avenue, they can move the 
pupils westward and accommodate the 
pupils from east of Sherman avenue at 
the Barton street school.

Notwithstanding the heavy expendv 
tnre of the past four or five years the 
Mayor takes a very cheerful view of 
the future. “If we can get these 
provenants without increasing the rate, 
"he said,” it is not very long before 
we shoulej be able to reduce it. Before 
that is done, however, the people will 
get the benefit of a reduction on their 
water ratee.’’

He thinks the Board of Education af­
ter it completes the addition to the 
Victoria Avenue School, should be able 
to get along for four or five years with­
out any more new schools.

While on His Way From Toron­
to to Hamilton on Train.

Toronto, Oct. 18.—With tragic sudden­
ness, the death occurred on Saturday of 
Mr. Charles Robert Webster Biggar, K. 
C., formerly City Solicitor of Toronto, 
and a well-known authority on munici-

Mr. Biggar left the city early on 
Saturday morning to go to Hamilton, 
travelling by the Grand Trunk train, 
and a few hours later his dead body 
was found on the double main track 
a short distance west of Bronte. A 
few scars on the face were the only 
injuriés apparent, and in view of the 
family history his father having died 
of apoplexy, and of the fact that the 
deceased had recently been in rather 
poor health, it is supposed that, seated 
in the train, he had been seized with 
an apoplectic attack, and leaVRg the 
car to obtain relief in the fresh air, 
had fallen on to the track, death being 
instantaneous. The body was observed 
by the engineer of a train passing east, 
who had it conveyed to Burlington, 
where a thorough examination failed 
to reveal any cause of death other than 

‘that mentioned.
The eldest son of the late James 

Lyons Biggar, who represented East 
Northumberland in the Dominion 
Parliament for seventeen years, the 
deceased was born at Murray. On 
tario, in 1847. He was educated at 
Victoria College and Cobourg Gram 
innr School, and graduated at the Uni­
versity of Toronto, where he had a 
distinguished career, taking his B. A. 
degree in 1869 and the M. A. in 1874, 
and winning the medal for natural sci­
ence. In 1872 he entered the City Soli­
citor’s office a* assistant to the late 
Hon. John Beverlev Robinson.

On giving up the City Solicitorship 
he entered the firm of Biggar & Bur­
ton, but latterly devoted himself to 
literary work.

Rome, Oct. 17.—The Italian 
eminent has proposed Racconigi, 
the province of Cuneo.

GeM Misera Free Alaska Arming 

at Seattle.

Seattle, Wish., Oct. Id.—The first In- 
flux of gold raiders, who annually come 
here from Alaska for the winter, arriv­
ed to-day, bringing the first authentic 
news of the gold, output of the year at 
Nome and Fairbanks. Figures compiled 
bv W. H. Pearsons, a Fairbanks banker, 
place the output of the Tanana Valley 
at $11,000,000.

VUUKliX, LHANMEKKIES,
Take two quarts of cranberries, wash 

and put in one pint of water, and let 
boil till soft. Stir in a pinch of soda. 
Skim of broth. Sugar to sweeten. Cook 
like jelly, pour in a glass mold, and let 
get cold. It is like preserves.

PLUM MARMALADE.
Wash a basket of i red California plums 

and cut them -into small pieces without 
removing the skins. Put the fruit into 
a porcelain or granite kettle, and let 
it boil ten minutes. At the end of that 
time add four pounds of granulate* sug­
ar and one pound of chopped raisins fiwd 
boil twenty minutes longer. Add the 
rind of one and the juice of two oranges. 
Boil five minutes additional. Pour into 
jelly glasses or email jars and when cool 
seal.

DELIGHTFUL BUTTER.
Cook down until juice is almost gone 

one can of unsweetened cherries. Add 
sugar and cook until of the consistency 
of jam. This is excellent and always 
fresh because made when ready to use. 

TUTTI FRUTTI.
One cupful of pineapple cht in small 

pieces, one cupful of currants, one cup­
ful of raspberries, one cupful of 
blackberries, six peaches, cut up in 
small pieces, one-half pound of figs, cut 
up, one lemon, one orange and rind of 
both, one-fourth pound of blanched al­
monds, three and one-half cupfuls sugar 
and a half cupful of boiling water. Boil 
from twenty minutes to one-half hour 
Fine with cold meats.

INK SPOTS.
To remove ink spots from table linen 

and white goods place the gained arti­
cle over a steaming kettle of water, at 
the same time squeezing the juice of a 
lemon on the spot. It will instantly re­
move the stain, but be sure the water 
is steaming. This has been tried suc­
cessfully upon one colored garment with­
out injuring the color.

SHOULDER HELP.
I have found that some women do not 

know the laundryman’s trick of ironing 
the shoulders of a shirtwaist over the 
stnall end of the ironing board, hanging 
the waist on with end of board project 
ing into the sleeve.

TO IRON NAPKINS.
Wring every third napkin out of hot 

water ; lay flat, one wet, two dry, one 
wet, etc., until all are used. Roll tight 
ly and in a short time they are ready 
to be ironed. Always iron along with 
the hem, first on the right then the

until dissolved. Then add half pound 
powdered borax. Put mixture into half 
tubful cold water and let blankets soak 
two hours. Rinse in six or seven waters 
—until, water is clear. Hang up with­
out wringing.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who la the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency of the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
hie homestead on a farm of at least 80 aorea. 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or a la­
ter.

In certain conditions a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside bis homestead. Price $8-00 P«r 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres, extra.

AN “OWNERSHIP'S" CLAIM.
The “ownership” press has recently 

been exploiting Pasadena. Cal., as n 
place which has had splendid success in 
electric lighting; and it is boasted that 
“after making every proper allowance” 
the Inst three months (November, De­
cember, and January, the most profit­
able of the year) has resulted in n net 
surplna of profit of «1,596.07. Three 
months is, of course, too short n trial 
period in which to judge any system, 
and we should be as unwilling to con­
demn it aa to praise it on the strength 
of the results realised. But we think 
that some of the claims matic are ex­
travagant. Looking over the figures 
given, we find that bonds to the amount 
of «336,000 were sold to finance the 
plant, and «63,333 of general funds were 
need. Here is, in round numbers, «380,- 
000, to say nothing of the interest 
charge while the plant was being built. 
The statement showing • surplus on 
three months’ operation is made by al­
lowing only «1,813.51 as “interest in 
investment.” Now at 4 per cent, three 
months* interest on «380,000 amounts to 
«3,800—leaving linking fund out of ac­
count ! By this one correction the boast 
ed “surplus” is wiped out, and a «1, 
300 deficit appears instead. The Paee- 
dena “ownershippers” are apparently 
very much like their kin elsewhere.

Wood pulp i* to be admitted free into 
the United States unless it has been 
produced from timber rut on Crown 
lands in Ontario or Quebec. This is the 
decision of the United States Treasury 
Department. Wood pulp from timber 
cut in Ontario and Quebec Crown lands 
is dutiable at 1-12 of a rent n pound, 
and in the ease of Quebec there is a 
countervailing duty of 25 cents a cord 
which is the equivalent of the Quebec 
charge on wood exported. The discrim­
inatory tariff charge applies only to the 
product restricted by the Canadian pro­
vincial laws.

The undefined re­
lation, resting on admiration, good-will 
and mutual interest, is just as potent 
nnd much less irksome than a well de­
fined relation. There is always a danger 
in reducing love, affection and mutual 
esteem to definite words and phrases. 
There is a loss in flexibility and .in 
adaptiveness. The unwritten British 
constitution is just as effective and 
much less irksome than the written 
United States constitution. The unwrit­
ten Imperial constitution, now growing 
freely and vigorously, will he sufficiently 
definite to meet the needs of the suc­
ceeding years. Canadians who are over- 
zealous in trying to define our relations 
with the British group of states are do­
ing considerable harm to the great cause 
which they have at heart.

Even if Cook’s claim to having die- 
covered the Pole is discredited, he will 
nevertheless receive just as much pub­
lic favor by reason of his gentlemanly 
deportment and unassuming attitude 
as will Peary with hie selfishness and 
arrogance. If Cook does not make good 
his claim, he will receive more praise 
as a splendid bluffer than will Pearv 
as one who has been selfishly successful.

Never before had the Barton Street 
Methodist Church contained such a 
crowd as there was present last evqping 
at the evangelistic meeting of the Me-

(Jreat Work Is Being Undertaken 
by the Association

'And the Men of the Y. M. C. A 
Will Finance It.

In oo-nnectiom with the Thanksgiving 
! campaign undertaken by the Hamilton 
j Y. M. C. A. for the purpose of raising 
I $15,000 for the Y. W. C. A., the follow 
jing brief statement of the financial needs 
• of the latter organization ie given :
, Contracta for the new building amount 
I to $36,boo, which i# approximately the 
I total of building fund subscriptions and 
pledges to date. There is a mortgage 
on the property of $5,500, which it is 

j proposed to pay off, ami $1,250 is requir­
ed to pay for a lot which had to be 
! bought. Improvements to the old 
I building not otherwise provided for will 
'take $(50. For interest and for shrink­
age in collection of building fund, in­
cluding the $36,000 already subscribed,

: $2,500 must be allowed. And $5,000 is 
required for furnishings and equipment 
of the entire building, including gymnns- 

i ium and unforeseen expenses. These 
sums make up the $15,000 to be secured 
for the Young Women's Christian Asso­
ciation in next week's canvass.

When tl>e new building is completed 
! awl fprawhed Hamilton will for the first 
: time lie in possesion of a thoroughly up- 
; to-date Y. W. C. A. adequate for the 
1 needs of a live, growing city.

It is planned to devote the older part 
] of the building to the office* of the as­
sociation, reading rooms, re#t rooms and 
iclass rooms. In the new part there will 
j be a large dining room, serving room and 
I kitchen : a gymnasium, with shower 
! baths and locker rooms; and sixty-two 
1 bedrooms. This gives some suggestion 
of the scope of the work to be under 

1 taken by the local associa tom, for the 
I young women of the city.

The boarding department is a very im- 
! portant feature of the modern Y. W. C.
1 A. It is a real necessity in the city of 
to-day. Resides being one of the most 
helpful branches of the work, it is self- 
sustaining. The Y. W. C. A. is not en­
gaged in rescue work. Its aim in the 
■boarding department is to take care of 

, the young working girls and women who 
have no home in the city. These are 
constantly arriving. Many of them are 
quote inexperienced, earning email wages. 
Those who receive ten do Wars or more 
weekly can readily be assisted to find 
a good boarding place, but when only 
$4.50 or $5.00 is earned, the problem is 
more difficult. There must be a thor­
oughly desirable and respectable place 
where* room and board can be had for 
$3.00 to $4.00 a week. This the Y. W. C. 
A. aims to provide. Comfortable rc\n;s. 
in the best of surroundings, with light 
and heat, and good, nourishing meals, 
are a boon indeed. These advantages it 
is proposed to offer permanently, except 
that a time limit of two years must oe 
made for occupants earning good wages, 
so that the privilege may be enjoyed by 
as many as possible.

Accommodation for transients at one 
dollar a day will help to make up fo,v 
the loss on the lower-priced rooms, also 
for special accommodation given gratis 
to respectable young women—not pau­
pers—who for any reason may be tem­
porarily without means and must be 
cared for until work is obtained. *

Providing in this way a home where 
young women may l»e sheltered from 
questionable influences of city hfe, al­
though a large department of Y. W.
A. work, is only one of its spheres of 
usefulness. There is a place in the ^ . \N . 
C. A. for every respectable young woman. 
Those who live at home can profit by 
the physical culture work, the study 
classes *and the religious activities, ac­
cording as the desire ami need may be. 
And those who aie so fortunate as to 
have all these advantages otherwise 
provided for them may haw the privilege 
of helping others not so favorably situ­
ated.

The Y. W. C. A. is for the physical, 
mental and spiritual welfare of young 
women. That it may properly carry out 
its splendid programme along these lines, 
the Hamilton association requires fif­
teen thousand dollars. This amount the 
men of the Y. M. C. A. have undertaken 
to get for them in a special canvass next

ALL CANADA’S.
CART. BERNIER'S CLAIMS AND 

DR. COOK’S STATEMENT.

The Commander of the Arctic Lec­
tures on His Voyage Before Ot­
tawa Canadian Club—Sir Wilfrid 
Lourier Gives Him Roving Com­
mission.

Ottawa, Oct. 16..—Canada is to have 
a North Pole expedition of her own, 
and Captain Bernier, with the steamer 
Arctic, is to carry it out. That was in 
effect announced by Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier at the conclusion of an illumin­
ative address by the Arctic’s com­
mander on hie last trip to the arctic 
archipelago, delivered before two hun­
dred members of the Ottawa Cana­
dian Club at luncheon on Saturday 
ofternoou. Capt. Bernier, after telling 
how he had faithfully carried out his 
commission to plaut the British flag 
on all the known islands in the Arctic 
Ocean to the north of the Canadian 
mainland, and had claimed for Can­
ada “in detail and by the wholesale” 
every bit of land right up to the Pole, 
declared that when he had a good 
chance to make the northwest passage 
last summer in the arctic and knew 
he must simply obey orders tike a 
good sailor and turn back after reach­
ing Melville and Banks Islands, tears 
came to his eyes because the Govern­
ment had not allowed him a little more 

"“latitude.” *
Sir Wilfrid, speaking a tittle later, 

declared, amid cheers, that Canada 
was proud of Capt. Bernier, who bore 
his laurels so modestly. “And if,” he 
added. “he will undertake the job 

again, we will give him all the latitude 
and longitude he wants. We shall tell 
him to take the good ship Arctic aud 
his crew and all the stores necessary 
and carry the British flag as far north 
as lie can and bring back all the sci­
entific data he can gather. 1 hope 
he will be able to start out next, spring 
with no restrictions in his commmission 
hut the general order to spread Cana­
dian jurisdiction over all the north­
ern seas. It has happened before 
that, what we have supposed to be 
nothing but barrenness has proved to 
be rich in mineral wealth or other 
natural resources. We will give him 
another commission unfettered by re­
strictions. He may go to the Pole 
or lievond the Pole, wherever there are 
lands to be claimed or useful observa­
tions to be made: and no one is better 
fitted for such a task.”

Captain Bernier told his story in a 
characteristic manner. It was flavored 
with quaint touche* of humor, nautical 
metaphors and a sailor-like making 
light of difficulties and hardships. He 
noted that there had been 158 British 
expeditions to the Arctic. For this last 
one, which completed the taking posses­
sion of all the land in sight, the Cana­
dian Government had given him a crew 
of forty-three men. a fine little ship, 
“and lots of stores.” The first mission 
of the Xrctic last Summer had been to 
land stores for Dr. Cook. Thereby Brit­
ish sailors had only been paying the 
interest on the debt owing to American 
sailors for heln and rescue given to 
British expeditions in the north. He 
described the route of the Artie through 
the northern archipelago to the winter 
quarters at Melvilie Island. When he 
arrived there he found an open sheet 
of water, apparently leading right 
through the northwest passage. But 
he had to obey instructions, and the 
chance to win glory was sacrificed to 
his duty as a sailor. At Banks Island 
he found evidence to show that Ameri­
can whalers had been fishing in Cana­
dian waters. The cairn and records 
left by McClure had been destroyed. He 
advised the Government to take steps 
to effectively patrol these waters and 
presene their valuable fisheries for 
Canadians.

The climate of these Arctic islands, 
he said, was wonderful. Vegetation was 
much richer than was generally thought, 
and he brought back from Melville 
Island thirty-six specimens of flowers. 
Musk-ox were numerous, and for other 
game there were foxes, seals and bears. 
“Canada has a great national park up 
there.” he said. “If you want to hunt, 
that’s the place. I can take you there 
and back in two months.”

With reference to the polar trips of 
Peary and Cook, the captain said that 
even though they might have seen new 
lands, they did not take possession of 
them. “I knew Dr. Cook well.” he 
added, “and the last time I saw him I 
forbade him to claim any land in the 
north. I claimed the whole thing for 
Canada. If there are undiscovered 
islands up there, we’ll have to go and 
plant the British flag on them. When 
I made my declaration claiming all the 
lands seen and unseen, some of my crew 
closed one eye. When they heard of 
Cook's statement about seeing new is­
lands they closed both eyes.”

A DAY FOR 
THE CHILDREN.

Anglican Church Throughout 
Canada Has One.

All the Sunday Schools In Hamil­
ton Observe It.

Mr. Adam Brown’s Fine Address 
at the Cathedral

Yesterday afternoon, the third Sun­
day in October, was the day set apart 
by the Church of England for the pro­
motion of Sunday school work, and 
throughout the whole Dominion, in 
every town and village, congregations 
were gathered together for the chil­
dren's day services. Special sermons 
were preached in every Anglican Churah 
for the benefit of the children.

In Christ’s Church Cathedral the. spe­
cial speaker was Mr. Adam Brown, and 
the address he delivered was appropri­
ate for the day. Rev. Canon Abbott 
and Mr. E. Harley, the Sunday school 
superintendent, also gave short address­
es. Rev. Canon Abbott said that while 
every church was being addressed by 
deacons, priests or some other special 
speaker, they were fortunate in being 
spoken to by one who was for years a 
superintendent of the Church of Ascen­
sion, and who was always associated 
with good work. It was a great privi­
lege to have him speak to them, and he 
wished the children to show their sense 
of apreciation by listening attentively 
and living up to the principles of what 
the speaker would say.

Mr. Brown, in his able address, said:
I am glad to be with you to-day to say 
a few words. When invited by your 
good rector to do so. It is interesting 
to look back to the beginnings or early 
days of things in which you are inter­
ested. As I look into your bright young 
faces this afternoon it makes me feel 
young to be with children. I recall that 
some sixty years ago, less one, I came 
to Hamilton from Montreal, and one 
Sunday night found myself in the old 
church which stood on the very spot now 
occupied by your beautiful cathedral. T 
remember being shown into Sir Allan 
MacNab’a square pew ; the Rev. J. C. 
Oeddes was rector ; the Sunday school 
was in the basement of the building ; a 
few' devoted men and women did good 
work there. I mention two nam»? es­
pecially, Miss O’Reilly, afterwards Mrs. 
Gregory, and Mr. Ballentine, a stationer.

I cannot find words strong enough to 
emphasize and convey to you scholars 
what a great privilege you have in be­
longing to this Sunday school. Your 
devoted teachers prepare themselves so 
that they can communicate the lessors 
to you so as to influence your lives and 
hearts. Your teachers have you ever 
on their hearts, and you should give 
them your confidence and love. There 
is no teaching to be compared with that 
of the Sunday school. Not a thing that 
you are taught but equips and fits you
for all iua iluiioa in Ufa in its highest
sense. The time will come when you 
scholars will be teachers of others, as 
you have been taught yourselves, and 
thus carry on the grand and good work 
of fitting boys and girls to occupy with 
credit their places in life. The Sunday 
school deals with the millions of children 
who are to succeeded you, and it is the 
most direct agency to bring the young 
into the church and fit them for highest 
citizenship. You should honor those who 
take such a deep interest in you. You 
will become the future men and women 
of this city and of Canada, and you will 
enter upon your life’s work fortified for 
all its duties by the teaching you have 
had here.

There are some who think that the 
boy or girl cannot be a hero or a hero­
ine unless they do some great act of 
bravery, such as saving a life. You can 
be heroes in more ways than that. You 
can be heroes in resisting temptation to 
do wrong; you can be heroes in the de­
votion to your home and parents. You 
can l>e heroes in doing the right against 
all sneers and scoffing. You can be 
heroes in your sympathy for the poor 
and distressed. You can be heroes in 
bringing children that are neglected with 
you to your Sunday school. Heroism is 
not all of the battlefield kind. You can 
be heroes when you bear and forbear, 
and you can he heroes in fighting and 
conquering evil. You can be true heroes 
in doing unto others as you would that 
they should do unto you. You can be 
heroes when you trust in God and do 
the right. You can be heroes in making 
sacrifices for the good of others. You 
can be heroes in self-control. You can 
l>e heroes in the victories of peace. Self- 
sacrifice is noble ; it is a test of char

Do not think for a moment that you 
are to young to be able to do anything 
such as I have been speaking about. 
Remember that each little raindrop 
makes a flower grow. Not one of you 
but has a gift. Always use kind words, 
for you know they never die. Kind 
words are priceless in their value. There 
is no greater credit to both young and 
old than that they should do their duty 
lovingly when the opportunity presents 
itself.

A poor factory girl in Glasgow had a 
love for the ragged boys round the fac­
tory where she worked. She gathered 
them together after her working hours 
were over, and it became a recommends 
tion to any boy who sought for work 
when able to work that he was one 
of Mary Ann Cloygh’s boys. Let me 
tell you scholars that your duty begins 
with your lives and only ends with your 
death. Snrinkle sunshine as you go 
through life—be a blessing. To live in 
hearts we leave behind us is not to die.

It is not the extent of our country, 
or its population, w* should take pride 
in so much as in the kind of men and 
women it produces. Sunday school 
teaching makes for righteousness, and 
righteousness exalteth a nation. The 
children of to-day will be the men and 
women of to-morrow.

The great Lincoln said, “Die when I 
may, I want it said of me hv those who 
knew me best. T always plucked a thistle 
and planted a flower when I thought a 
flower would grow.” Be not simply 
good, but better be good for some­
thing.

The first thing that a teacher has to 
do is to win the confidence of his or 
her class. To the teachers I would say 
your matter, your manner, your very 
voice, your habits n life all combine to 
win your scholars. Example is a better 
teacher than preerrt. Tact. too. is as 
necessary as the knewledge of the sub­
ject you are teaching. Do everything to 
get their attention. When once you get 
their ears you reach the doorway of 
their hearts. The child is very easilv 
led by one who has its confidence. If 
the scholar sees in the teacher a strontr 
desire that the scholar should be a real 
good child, believe it wHl not be long

before the teacher secures its loving 
confidence. , •• SB* "f [

The children should be trained to have 
fondness for the Sunday school and the 
church service, and a love of home. You 
cannot say too much to your scholars 
in impressing upon them the love of 
home and their parents; to sympathize 
with all who need sympathy, and that 
they bring love into all their actions.

To you older people of the church 
who are present, I wish to say that you 
cannot do too much in financially. sup­
porting your school, and to be generous 
with the God-given means in equipping 
it so that it will be the strongest power 
in your parish. It is not very parish 
in the land that is blessed with a rector 
such as you have. Hold up his hands 

furtherance of his work, especially 
his school work. I have more than once 
met with those who are indifferent to 
the Sunday school and say, “Oh, the 
teaching should be done at home.” F 
have found out that these are the kind 
of people who are good at criticising 
and poor at working. I have also met 
with those who have sought to curb the 
enthusiasm of the Sunday school teach­
ers and workers, and even talked of 
financial ruin by the spending of more 
money for necessary Sunday school 
buildings. T lik* FnthuriMm. and when 
men and money are needed for good 
things they should be forthcoming, and 
that at once.

Scholars, teachers and people, loyally 
support your rector, that young soldier 
of the cross who has so won your con­
fidence and love, as he leads you for­
ward in this and every good work.

In closing Mr. Brown asked the 
rector, teachers and schqlars to accept
_ _ memento of the day. a card on
which are these words, written by Geo. 
Macdonald :
If any little word of ours can make 

one life the brighter;
If any little song of ours can make one 

heart the lighter;
God help us speak that word, and take 

ou^ bit of singing.
And drip' in some lonely vale, and set 

the. echoes ringing.

A DANGEROUSTHING
Drunken Men Should Avoid the 

Railway Track».

(Technical World Magazine.)
A short time ago a newspaper de­

spatch related that a citizen of Portland, 
Ore., being in a bibulous condition at 1 
a. m., and therefore “afraid to go home 
in the dark,” went out and reclined on 
a spur track at the yards of one of the 
railways. He had just got comfortably 
asleep on his hard bed, when a switch 
engine “kicked” some box cars on the 
spur he had chosen as a lodging, and he 
was killed.

It is something out of the ordinary 
for people to choose the tracks or yards 
of railways as lodgings. And yet the 
incident was not so very exceptional. 
For nothing is more common in this 
country than for people to trespass on 
railway property in diverse ways and 
to be killed while doing so. The other 
day the president of a railway and a 
leading merchant wete lunching together 
at a club in Chicago. Various railway 
matters were being talked about.

“After all,” said the merchant, “the 
worst indictment against railways of 
the United States is contained in the an­
nual statistics of accidents. There is 
hardly anything so dangerous as travel­
ling on an American railway.”

“Oh, yes, there is,’ answeerd the rail­
way president. “There is something a 
great deal more dangerous. That is tres­
passing on a railway’s property. If I 
remember correctly over ten people are 
killed while trespassing on the property 
of American railways to one that is kill­
ed while riding on the trains.”

The merchant thought this could not 
be correct. The newspapers, he remark­
ed, constantly were filled with harrow­
ing stories of wrecks in which numerous 
travellers lost their lives. The railway 
president replied that in order to enable 
the merchant to substitute exact infor­
mation for vague impressions, he would 
send him a table showing the numbers 
of persons killed on railways while trav­
elling and while trespassing for five 
years. The table which he sent was as 
follows :

Large Turnout For Church Ser­
vice Yesterday Morning

And a Fine Address by Rev. 
W. J. Smith.

The Coed Fight of Faith Was 
His Subject.

Yesterday morning the 13th Regiment 
paraded to Charlton Avenue Methodist 
Church, where an eloquent sermon was 
preached by the pastor, Rev. W. J.

The 
other was the planting of the flag on 
the ramparts of the vanquished enemy"* 
fagréas, after the battle has been 
fought, lire peace to be found in right­
eousness was the best peace of ail, and 
when it is given by Jesus, nothing can 
disturb it.

The speaker then, as an illustration, 
referred to the long, bitter struggle f 
old John Nelson, the chief character in 
Ralph Connor’s “Black Rock,” how h-- 
fought and fought, only to be again and 
again repulsed, but finally came out vic­
torious. "That was the fight of faith, 
said Mr. Smith. Some men never dream 
there is anything but a struggle against 
despair. There are two wavs of fight­
ing--the old and the new. Th’ old la t - 
continue fighting, only to be vanquished ; 
he new asks for forgiveness from Chri.-t 

Jesus. The new man that is bom again 
can overcome the old man within, for 
God in man can make him master of 

circumstance, and the man wh- > 
makes his soul do what his body de­
mands has the world at his feet.

The preacher gave several illustrations 
of men who had gone under in the fight, 
carried away liy the desire for then- 
own personal aggrandizement. Among 
those to whom he referred as such wen 
Darnel Webster and Napoleon Bonaparte, 
whose name now reeks in the nostrils of 
thoughtful men.

He then marshalled, illustratively, 
men who had been victorious in military 
and naval circles, and mentioned Nelson 
and General Gordon as chief among such 
characters. In concluait! he said if men 
are going to be good citizens they must 
extend the hand of sympathy for the 
downtrodden a«nd endeavor to work for 
the alienation of human suffering.

San Frinciico’» Great Fight Ha»

IraagiM a large city covering thirty 
square miles of the most diverse ter- 
raine conceivable, hills and valleys, pla­
teaus and plains, forests and sand 
dunes, ocean, lakes and rivers, a penin­
sula in places as thickly populater as 
the east end of London, in parts, a 
rambling country village and in other 
portions simply wild country land. Peo­
ple this territory with every race the 
world knows ; with white, yellow and 
black ; with rich and poor ; conceive one- 
sixth of the total area comprising the 
most closely settled portion as absolut- 
ly destroyed by fire ; picture the remain­
der of thé city*as badly shaken by earth­
quake, large* districts occupied by an 
aggregation of hovels crowded with re­
fugees from disaster, and you have the 
background of the picture. Create a 
mental image of most insanitary condi­
tions incident upon ' the period of dis­
order and misrule following the eigh­
teenth of April, 1906, and pause to rea­
lize that the rat, the active diseminator 
of plague thrived and multiplied in such 
surroundings, and you are in a proper- 
frame of mind to begin the story.

For perhaps a century plague slumb­
ered in the Yunnam Province of China, 
waking fitfully to pillage the immedi­
ately contiguous territory, but in 1894, 
rousing into new life, it began its de­
vastating march along the commerçai 
highways of the world. It flayed Hong 
Kong, "sacked Bombay, and establshed 
a permanent base in the Punjab of In­
dia. The great seaports of the world 
were stormed in turn, and in 1900 it 
forced its entry into San Francisco. In 
the four years which followed, a relent­
less campaign was required to stamp 
out the disease which, fortunately, was 
almost entirely confined to the Orien­
tal quarter from which it did not re­
cede until it had stricken 122 persons, of 
whom all but eight were claimed as vic­
tims.—From “’Frisco’s Fight With Bu­
bonic Plague,” in November Technical 
World Magazine.

THEATHABASCA
Released From Rocky Berth, She 

Mike» Owen Sound.

Will Proceed to Colliugwoed to 
Get Repaired.

Owen Sound, Oct. 17.— A message 
from Tobermory at 4.30 this afternoon 
announced that the Canadian Pacific 
steamer Athabasca had been released 
from the rocky shore oi Flower l’ot 
island and was on her way to Owen 
bound. The big steamer came limping 
into port at, U o'clock Lo-nighi, and is 
tied up at her berth alongside the pas­
senger dock, lu-uiunuw the damaged 
cargo will be removed and the, vessel 
writ proceed to Lollingvvuod, where the 
necessary repairs will be made, tiuper- 
intendent Buchanan, who went up with 
the tug Harrison on Thursday afternoon 
and stayed, with the stranded vessel 
until sue reached port to-uigut, says 
that the extent oi the damage cannot 
he ascertained until the vessel is docked, 
but it is probable that in addition to 
the torn plates on the bottom the Item 
is damaged. The steamer will probably 
be out of commission for tne balance oi 
the season.

The Keewatin, which passed the scene 
of the grounding early this morning, 
brought down particulars confirming the 
reports already furnished. The steam­
ship met a heavy gale on her up trip 
when she reached Lake Huron, and 
Capt. Alex. Brown decided to run under 
the lee of Cove Island for shelter. The 
Athabasca was probably out of her 
course, for in turning she went on 
Flower Pot Island about four hundred 
feet from the lighthouse. There is a 
fog horn at the lighthouse ( but those on 
board claim it was not sounding, not­
withstanding that there was a blinding 
snow storm prevailing at the time. The 
steamer went on the rocks within six 
feet of the trees.

Though in a sheltered position from 
the western gale, the swell kept the 
vessel in constant motion, adding to the 
damage to the plates caused by the first 
contact. The arrival of the Alberta on 
Friday was followed by the unloading. 
Yesterday by noon the deck load was 
cleared, and the forward compartment 
cleared to the water and the freight in 
the second hold partially removed. The 
fifty freight handlers who went up with 
the relieving steamer worked incessant­
ly. The freight as it was taken from 
the disabled steamer was loaded on two 
scows and transferred to the A Hier ta. 
This work was completed at noon, and

Mother Shot Through Heart by 
Ten-Year-Old Sou in Home.

North Bay, Ont., Oct. 17.—A terrible 
tragedy was enacted at the home of Ira 
Typper, a well-known farmer of the 
township of Widdifield, on Saturday 
about noon. Mr. Tuppcr resides on the 
Trout Lake road, a short distance from 
town, and on Saturday was absent at 
work on a farm which he owns in an­
other part of the township.

A fall of stone in the Nova Scotia 
Steel and Coal Company No. 5 Col­
liery at Sydney Mines, N.S., crushed 
the life out of Joseph Howarthv, an 
Englishman, 33 years old and mar­
ried.

A rich deposit of copper was discov­
ered twenty miles south of Kenora re­
cently by F. Moore, of that town.

FRUIT RANCHING.
“Fruit Ranching in British Columbia,” 

by J. T. Beal by, M. A., with illustra­
tions and photographs (Adam & Charles 
Black, London), is a book just published 
giving the experiences of an Englishman 
in the fruit district of British Columbia. 
The book bear? evidence of being a truth­
ful record of the author’s efforts to ob­
tain a livelihood in this field of useful­
ness and of the success which attended 
them. It is interesting especially to 
those who may desire to follow this oc­
cupation, although somewhat amateur­
ish in style. It contains much informa­
tion as to the fruit bearing capacities of 
the various regions of British Columbia, 
which it would lie of advantage to know. 
The writer of the book owns a ranch in 
the Nelson district of the Kootenays, 
which he would not sell for double the 
price he paid for it. He declares that 
British Columbia produces some of the 
yery finest apples grown anywhere in the 
world, that fruit growing can be and is 
carried on successfully as a commercial 
enterprise there, that the life is pleasant 
and easy after the first year, and that 
the fruit ranch affords a satisfactory 
escape from the stress and strain of city 
life, and gives added independence and 
dignity to a man’s life. Of the Cana­
dians ho has little but good to say.

It is a far cry from Ontario to British 
Columbia, and the Times not so well 
posted on fruit prices on the coast ns 
it might be on Niagara prices, nor of the 
yield per acre. Of course the fruit in­
dustry of British Columbia is compara­
tively young, and lias not bad time to 
grow to the proportion of the Ontario 
business. The principal drawbacks to 
fruit ranching out west are the cost of 
land, hired help and the distance from

QUEBEC FIRE.
Millien Dollar»’ Lot» at Wkave» on 

Saturday.

Fireman of Station Number Seven 
Almost Initantly Killed.

Quebec, Oct. 17-—A serious and ex­
tensive conflagration occurred in this 
city on Saturday night last, that swept 
away in a few hours property valued at 
over $1,200,000, and entailed a loss upon 
the fire underwriters to the extent of 
about $400,000. The fire is a severe 
blow to the commercial interests of 
Quebec, inasmuch as the Great Northern 
elevator, now the property of the Mac­
kenzie & Mann system, valued at $350,- 
000, with 135,000 bushels of oats and 
corn in its bins, has been totally de­
stroyed, together with the immense 
freight sheds on the Point A’Carey 
wharf, including a bonded warehouse, 
and the Quebec cold storage building, 
burned to the ground. The Quebec 
customs house is complet#N gutted, and 

”1 take, according to calculation, 
$225,000 to rebuild. All the books and 
records of the Government building are, 
however, safe.

The fire originated in the conveyer 
leading from the marine leg to the 
elevator proper, and if this had been 
pulled down, as it should have been, 
the conflagration might have been 
stayed. The fire, which wap first dis­
covered at 8.16 p. m„ is supposed to 
have been caused by an electric wire 
or overheated bearing.

During the fire one fireman, named 
.Teremie Fortin, of Station 7, was killed. 
He had climbed up an extension ladder 
to enter the second storey window of the 
customs house, with a hose, thirty feet 
from the ground, and had just reached 
the top rung of the ladder, followed by 
another man. a volunteer, who went to 
his assistance, when the ladder shifted, 
lost it* hold on the building, and fell 
sideways, bringing both men heavily to 
the ground, with their bodies length­
wise. They were carried into Fire 
Station 5. when it was found that For­
tin had his left leg broken, and in half 
an hour from the time of the accident 
lie died, before being brought to the 
hospital.

The Tigers worked well, and very de­

Frank Harvey proved a big 
sensation as centre half, and even made 
the redoubtable Ben Simpson hustle to 
hold his reputation ns the premier half- 
hack of Canada.

There was a very noticeable improve­
ment, in the work of the wings. Both 
followed up well, and the tackling was 
much better. On the wing line the 
Tigers had it on the Toronto boys every 
time it came to a trial of strength, and 
although the yellow and black line 
plungers did not always make their 
yards they were better than the Argo 
men by an appreciable margin.

One pleasing feature of the game was 
the absence of dirty work. Although 
several of the Argo men were disabled 
for a few minutes, this was due more to 
their lack of condition than hard or 
vicious tackling on the part of the 
Tigers.

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JOHNSON PUT KETCHEL
AWAY IN TWELVE ROUNDS.

The Bif Seek» Teyed With Ketchel For Twehre Rmidi et Colei «■ 
• aid Then Knocked Hie Oat

OLMA, OOT. 18—In 
one <xf the most hard 
fought battles wit­
nessed in this city 'in 
many years Jack 
Johnson, the negro 
heavyweight cham­
pion of the world, de­
feated Stanley Ket- 
chel, the middle­
weight champion, in 
twelve rounds here 

on Saturday afternoon. It was another 
case of the old saying that a good little 
bran cannot beat a good big man. It wan 
also another case where Johnson estab­
lished his right to be regarded as one 
of the most powerful contenders for the 
heavyweight championship eince the days 
of J. L. Sullivan, Bob Fitzsimmons, Jim 
Corbett and Jim Jeffries.

In his fight Johnson upset the widely 
Circulated impression that he could not 
hit. When the finish came it certainly 
was spectacular enough to suit the most 
exacting lover of the manly art of self- 
defence. He put his smaller opponent 
kway in decided fashion. He left no loop- 
hole for any chance of a fluke. When 
Ketchel went down from the last 
blow he was hors de combat for keeps.,

As early as 2 o’clock the big amphi­
theatre was crowded. At 2.30 o’clock 
Manager James Coffroth announced 
that the house was entirely sold out and 
that the receipts would reach easilv 
$40,000.

Ketchel was looked on by many of 
the sports as having a good chanoa 
to land a knock-out on the negro, but 
his lack of height and the fact that 
he was handicapped in the weight had 
a tendency to give the colored man the 
preference in the betting. There was 
plenty of betting, as is customary at en 
counters of this kind, but the bulk of 
the speculation was on the number of 
rounds that the fight would go.

The figures were even money that 
Ketchel would be up and doing at the 
expiration of fifteen rounds and ten to 
four that Johnson would retain his fcOu-

Ketchel came to the club-house at 
2.27 p. m. and stripped. He appear­
ed to be in superb condition, Johnson 
reached his room a short time after his 
white rival. Johnson, in response to 
a number of enquiries, simply said that 
he had no doubt as to the outcome. He 
said‘he had trained faithfully and hon­
estly and that he would prove this fact 
when he faced Ketchel. He added : “They 
say that he can hit. But all of his 
hitting powers anil not trouble me. You 
see, I can hit, too.’

Behind Johnson were Boo Armstrong, 
the negro heavyweight, who a few years 
ago was a contender for the heavyweight 
title; Harry Foley, Young Peter Jack- 
eon and John Leahy. Ketchel was es­
quired by his manager, W-illus Britt, 
G us Miller. Steve O’Connor and J. La 
fayette.

Johnson was the first to enter the 
ring. He got a warm reception, but-it 
wae nothing compared to the applause 
that greeted Ketchel. Ketchel as soon 
as he climbed through the ropes took a 
seat m his comer and joked with hie 
seconds.

FIGHT BY ROUNDS.
First round—The men shook hands 

at 3.20 and the fight started a few sec­
onds later. Johnson scored with a hard 
left hook to the stomach and the crowd 
yelled. They sparred for half a minute. 
Johnson scored on the face with a left 
jab. He repeated the blow twice with 
lightning rapidity. Ketchel forced the 
negro against the ropes, but the latter 
wriggled a wav. The bell rang a moment 
later, y

Second round—The men went into a 
dinch. On the breakaway Johnson shot 
a straight left to the nose and repeated 
the dose. Later he again put the left to 
the nose. Ketchel countered to the 
stomach. In a clinch Ketchel reached 
Johnson with a hard uppercut to the 
jaw with the left.

Third round—Ketchel swung both 
right and left. Ketchel nut his right 
on Johnson’s face and Johnson upper­
cut twice with the right. They, clos­
ed in and Johnson landed several short- 
arm rights, but without apparent dam­
age. Just before the round ended John­
son swung his right on the jaw.

Fourth round—Johnson rushed and

backed Ketchel to the rope*, planting 
his arms around Ketchel, he fairly car­
ried him to the centre of the rmg. 
Ketchel put in a fierce right for the jaw 
but missed. Ketchel again missed the 
jaw.

Fifth round —Ketchel started pro­
ceedings with a vicious left to the trody 
and countered two weak lefts to the 
face. Johnson then sent Ketchel's head 
back with two straight lefts to the nose. 
Johnson landed twice on the face, and 
sparring at long range followed. John­
son worked in straight left to the face, 
but there was no palpable damage.

Sixth round—Ketchel put a left to 
the body aud another to the jaw. John­
son put light left to the stomach. John­
son caught Ketchel on the jaw with both 
hands. Then Johnson whipped over a 
right to jaw and put the cowboy to 
the boards. He jumped up smiling, only 
to receive an uppercut with the right 
to the jaw and a succession of lefts to 
the face. Ketchel kept on forcing the 
pace, but was met with two lefts to the 
nose that started blood flowing.

Seventh round—Johnson planted two 
lefts to the nose. Ketchel countered with 
a hard left hook to the body. Jack 
shot another straight left to the nose 
and just ducked in time to avoiding an 
annihilating punch for the jaw. They 
closed in, and Johnson put an uppercut 
with the right to the jaw. Ketchel"* 
nose was bleeding copiously at this 
stage. Ketchel walloped the negro on 
the jaw, leaving a good-sited lump.

Eighth round—Johnson landed twice 
with the left to the face. Ketchel put 
in a hard right uppercut to the jaw. 
The men clinched, and on the break­
away Johnson put right and left to the 
face, and a moment later put another 
left to the jaw. Ketchel missed a ter­
rific right swing a moment later, and 
crashed through the ropes from the 
force of his own blow.

Ninth round—The men rushed to 
close quarters, exchanging short arm 
blows to the face. They repeatedly 
clinched and had to be separated by 
the referee. Johnson put four stinging 
lefts to the face. Ketchel rushed in, 
hammering away at the negro’s stom­
ach with the ,righ, Johnson retaliating 
with hard jolts to the jaw and nose. 
Johnson put right to the jaw hard en­
ough to force Ketchel to hug. A clinch 
ensued, and on the breakaway John­
son landed a nasty straight left to the 
face.

Tenth round—Johnson sent two lefts 
to the stomach and landed twice on the 
jaw. He also put the left hard to the 
mouth, splitting the cowboy’s lips, 
causing another flow of blood. Johnson 
put three straight lefts to the mouth 
and nose, starting the blood afresh. 
Johnson patted Ketchel on the should­
er as the bell rang and smiled his us­
ual golden smile.

Eleventh round —Ketchel whipped his 
left to the kidneys and a moment later 
Ketchel sent a terrific right to the jaw. 
Johnson clinched. When they were sep­
arated Ketchel forced the fighting, 
seeking to follow his advantage, but he 
could not penetrate Johnson's wonder­
ful defence.

Twelfth round—Ketchel sent the right 
for the jaw, but the negro sidestepped 
and the blow landed on the arm. It was 
delivered with such force that John­
son fell flat on his back. He got up 
quickly and Ketchel rushed. Johnson 
met him with a straight right to the 
jaw. Then he shot a left to the body, 
and as Ketchel fell backwards Johnson 
duplicated the blow with a right to the 
face. Ketchel sank to the floor as if he 
had been shot. He lay prone and pros­
trate with the blood streaming from 
his mouth and noee. He struggled vain­
ly to rise, but hie efforts were weak.

ha ving defeated Detroit in 1907 and 1908.

To CruLriea Adams, the phenomenal 
young pitcher from the i/ouisvifle Amer­
ican Association team, belong* consider­
able credit for the victory. His wonder­
ful pitching almost crowded Wagner, 
Iveadh, Clarke and other Pittsburg stars 
into the background. Saturday’s vic­
tory was bis third of the series, and he 
held Detroit safely throughout the entire 
game. He allowed but six bits and in 
only one inning, the fmirth, did Detroit 
get more then one safety. Adame ,-al­
lowed only one base on, balk, and in four 
innings he retired the hard-hitting Am­
erican Leaguers in one, two, three order.

The crowd was a distinct disappoint­
ment, as there were only 17,.>62 paid ad­
missions. The receipts were $19,077, and 
this was divided, $1,967 to the National 
Oomnwesion and $8,864 to each club 
owner.

DOVER HARBOR.
Whick His Takei Eleven Years to 

Construct, New Completed.

Dover, Eng., Oct. 18.-—The great naval 
harbor which has been in process of con­
struction here for eleven years was 
opened by the Prince of Wales with a 
thunderous booming of big guns on laud 
and sea.

The new harbor cost $20,000.000, is 
seven hundred acres in extent and in its 
shallowest place is more than -seven and 
a half fathoms deep. As many as forty 
battleships and twice that number of 
smaller shops can rendezvous in it with­
out crowding.

It will be used largely as a base for 
the Atlantic. Channel and North Sea 
fleets. Formerly little better than an 
open roadstead, it is now practically 
landlocked, as the east and west moles 
overlap, completely protecting it from 
torpedo attack or heavy seas.

The warships in tlie harbor at the 
opening were, gaily dressed, and manoeu­
vres by troops on shore added to thk^ 
animation of the scene.

Britain May Construct 
Highway/ ' - T

Special

Autos’ Menace te Life and De­
struction of Property.

Washington, Oct. 18.—Alarmed by 
the great expense it is put to in 
maintaining the highways of the 
United Kingdom, the British Parlia­
ment is considering the advisability 
of constructing special highways for 
the use of automobiles. According to 
U. S'. Consul General Griffiths, in a 
report to the Department of Com­
merce and Labor, the continued use 
pf motor cars in Great Britain has 
played havoc with the surface of the 
roadways. It is now suggested that 
the speeding automobiles be given 
roads to themselves and this is pro­
vided for in a bill now before Par­
liament. These roads are to be gov­
erned by a small board of five or 
seven members, only one of whom, 
the chairman or vice-chairman, shall 
receive a salary. The board will not 
only govern the system as built, but 
will be empowered to add to the mile­
age when its sees fit. Once these 
roads are completed ordinary high­
ways will not be permitted to join 
them except by special permission. 
The Government likewise will wash 
its hands of the motorists and permit 
them to indulge their speed mania to 
their heart’s content, the speed limit

ill be taken off.
The British people are said to be in 

sympathy with the plan. The use of 
the motor car has increased so greatly 
in the last decade that it has become 
not only a detriment to public pro­
perty in certain ways, but a menace 
to life as well.

L0RDR0BÉRTS
Weuld Like te Come te Cauda 

and Make Ne Speeches.

Br. George R. Parkin Talks ef the 
Germeu Scare.

Montre»!, Oct. 18—Dr. George R. 
Parkin, former principal of Upper Can­
ada College, and now organizing repre­
sentative of the Rhodes’ scholarship 
trust, brings the news across the water 
that Lord Roberts is desirous of again 
visiting the Dominion of Canada, where 
he made so many warm friends a vear 
ago.

Dr. Parkin saw Lord Roberts a few 
days before be left London, and told 
him how delighted the people of Can­
ada would be to again see the great 
soldier in their midst. "If I go,’’ he said, 
"will you guarantee that I will not 
have to make as many speeches as dur­
ing my last visit, and as a matter of 
fact, the doctor says this speechmaking 
is very objectionable to- the average 
English mind, and no doubt would in­
fluence matters throughout the Empire.

Dr. Parkin says, however, that the 
Old Country is much pleased over Can­
ada’s action in defence matter, al­
though he added that he did not think 
England was worrying very much as to 
what the Dominion would or would not 
do. "Great Britain,"’ he added, "was 
not in the habit of saying to any of hef 
dependencies, 'You must do this or you 
must do that:’ ”

Speaking of the oo-called German 
scare, he declared that the preamble 
of the German naval bill was suffi­
cient to awaken the gravest apprehen­
sion throughout the British Isles, for 
it referred to the fact of getting readv 
to defend heraelf from attack by the 
greatest naval power, "And who,” Dr. 
Parkin asked, “is the greatest naval 
power?”

"And what do you think of it?” he
was asked.

"I think,” Dr. Parkin replied, "that 
England will be able to keep well 
ahead of her greatest rival, as she hos 
been able to do in the past.”

BEACH SCHOOL.
Mismanagement of Beach Affairs 

— Van Allen Criticised.

To the Editor of the Times:
Sir,—I have never believed in the jar­

gon of politics, or that all the sheep 
were in one political fold and all the 
goats in the other political fold. But 
the record of the Whitney Administra­
tion in the government of Burlington 
Beach has been a record of such cross, 
muddle-headed stupidity and wicked­
ness, and the leaders of the Conservative 
party of your city have remained either 
passive or without influence with the 
Administration. that I have grave 
doubts of there being any political hon­
esty in our local Government. Notwith­
standing the attempt made in the Beach 
Act to dose the courts of justice to the 
people, there has been endless litigation. 
There was the uncertainty and appeals 
over voters’ lists and polling booths ; the 
local option muddle and litigation, now 
litigation over Beach taxes. The worst 
feature of the Beach Act was the refusal 
of the administration t,o make any pro­
vision for the education of the Beach 
children. For over eighty years there 
has been q public school on Burlington 
Beach, supported locally, but assisted at 
times by tne township of Saltfleeet and 
the County of Wentworth. The Beach 
Act placed the school building just out­
side the boundaries of the new munici­
pality. Under the amended Beach Act, 
introduced March. 1900, the Beach child­
ren were debarred from attending their 
old school. But the school board of the 
section allowed the Beach children to 
attend the school until near the summer 
vacation, when, finding that the Beach 
Commissioners had no intention of pay­
ing for the education of the Beach child­
ren. closed the school doors to them.

The school board offered to educate 
the Beach children at cost. If the school 
expenses were $1,000. and the number of 
pupils both of the section and from the 
Beach were 50, the commission would lx* 
charged $20 per Beach pgipil. This offer 
is so favorable that there can be but one 
construction put upon the failure of the 
Beach Commissioners to provide for the 
education of the children, that is that 
they propose to steal from these poor 
children the education which is the right 
of every child in Canada, and appropri­
ate the* money to watering streets used 
by their Highness’ ears. There is an as­
sessment of half a million on the Beach, 
a large revenue from rentals, etc., to 
corporations. The township school rate 
levied on the assessment of Beach cor­
porations would support a school, and 
leave the Beach residents free of school 
taxes. There were last spring 17 child­
ren of school age permanent, residents of 
the Beach, and 18 on the school roll 
There is but one honest course for the 
Beach Commissioners to take, that is to 
build a good school on the Reach. For 
one municipality to attempt te farm out. 
the education of its children to another 
municipality is a shame and disgrace to 
the municipality. People with children 
are not wanted on the Reach. It is to 
be the rich man’s playground. By rob­
bing the children of an education, by" 
sending them to outside schools, by 
shifting them hither and thither, making 
no permanent provision for their edu­
cation. the Beach monarch will soon be 
able to say there are no children to edu-

In all advanced countries, the state 
taxes every man, including those who 
have no children, to educate his neigh­
bors’ children. This tax ie justified on 
the ground that the well being of the 
state requires that every child should 
have a public school education for the 
purpose of developing a sound character 
and active intelligence. It is everywhere 
acknowledged that an education in the 
formation of a character which will be 
of controlling influence through life is 
of vital importance not only to the child, 
but to the state. There neyer has been 
a single child taught in the Swedish 
work schools (in connection with the 
national schools) who has ever develop­
ed into a criminal or who has even been 
summoned before a magistrate. The po­
lice magistrate of Winnipeg said "When 
a young man brought up in Winnipeg 
comes before me I can almost invariably 
trace his steps back to when he played 
truant, from school and sowed the seeds 
of his reckless career—children who 
grow up illiterate and untrained, and a 
danger and burden to the state. The 
safety and well being of a state lies in 
the character of its own people, upon 
the way they develop on the lines of in­
tellectual and moral streïigth. Better 
by far cripple a child physically than 
mentally. What a cry there would be 
if these despots chopped off a limb of 
one of these children. Is there no one 
in the Conservative party to awake the 
Government to the robbing of these 
children?
