By Infamous Pirate Murderers

Jury Charges Germans
With Wholesale Murder

Capt. Turner Gives Evidence Before Jury Investi­
gating Deaths Caused by Sinking of 

Lusitania

V ehe

London, May 10—The Cunard Line, 
steamship Lusitania, which was 
sunk last week off Oid Head cf Kin 
sale by a submarine, was struck by ! 
but one torpedo, according to the 
testimony of Captain Turner, of the 
steamer, given today at the cor- j 
oner's inquest at Kinsale. But this 
deadly missile found a vital spot, 
and sent the liner to the bottom in i 
less than twenty minutes, carrying 
with her over a thousand souls. •

The evidence of Captain Turner, 
which cleared up many other points 
concerning the disaster, and that of 
other members cf the crew of the 
vessel, with a general knowledge of 
the situation, led the jury to bring 
in a verdict of “wholesale murder" 
agp.inst the German emperor and 
his government and the officers of: 
ihe submarine directly responsible 
for the sinking of the ship.

# The Coroner’s Verdict
“We find that the deceased met 

death from prolonged immersion 
and exhaustion in the sea, eight 
miles south southwest of Old Head 
of Kinsale, Friday, May 7, 1915, ow­
ing to the sinking of the Lusitania 
by torpedoes fired by c. German sub­
marine.

“We find this appalling crime was 
committed contrary to international 
law and the conventions of all civ­
ilized nations.

“We also charge the officers of 
said submarine, and the emperor 
apd government of Germany, under 
whose orders they acted, with the 
crime of wholesale murder before 
the tribunal of the civilized world.

“We dosire to express sincere con­
dolences and sympathy with the re­
latives of the deceased, the Cunard 
Company and the United States, 
many of whose citizens perished in 
this murderous attack on an unarm­
ed liner.”

It was also disclosed today by 
Captain Turner and by Winston 
Spencer Churchill, First Lord of the 
Admiralty, in a statement in the 
House of Commons, that the cap­
tain had received wireless advices ! 
from the adm’ralty in regard to the 
presence of submarines on the lin­
er's course. Captain Turner, in his 
testimony, said he had followed this 
advice “to the best of my ability."

The character of the advice tender­
ed by the admiralty was not divul­
ged, and will not be until Lord Mer­
ry opens his inquiry into the loss 
of the ship.

Meantime the cause for the heavy 
lose of life, the absence of any 

;ral escort for the threatened ves- 
and the suddenness with which 

ehe sank afford room for much 
speculation. Captain Turner, in de­
claring that one torpedo did all the 
dg^sage, said the second explosion 
which the passengers heard was an 
Internal one, and that the engines 
having been put out of commission 
dt was impossible to stop the Lusi­
tania and permit of her boats being 
lowered properly.

The Captain’s htory
Captain Turner, of the Lusitania, 

appeared before the coroner and 
was questioned. The coroner asked 
him whether he had received a mes- 

concerning the sinking of a 
ship off Kinsale by a submarine. Cap­
tain Turner replied that he had not.

“Did you receive any special In­
structions as to the voya&o?”

“Yes, sir.”
“Are you at liberty to tell us what

they were?”
“No, sir.”
“Did you carry them out?”
-Tee, to the beet of my ability. 
“Tell us. In your own words, what

happened after raising the Fast- 
net."

“The weather mas clear.” Captain 
Turner answered. “We were going ! 
at a speed of 18 knots. I was on j 
the port side and lie::rd Second Of-1 
ficer Hefford call out: ‘Here's a ; 
torpedo!'

“I ran to the other side and saw , 
clearly the wake of a torpedo. 
Smoke and steam came up between 
the last two finnois. There was a 
slight shock. Immediately after the 
first explosion there was another re­
port, but thr-t m:.y possibly have 
been internal.

“1 at once gave the order to lower 
the beats down to the rails, and I 
directed that women and children 
should get into them."

"You mere aware threats had 
been mace that the ship would be 
torpedoed?"

“We were,” the captain replied.
“Was she armed?"
“No, sir."
"What precaution did you take?"
“We had all the boats swung when 

v.e came within the d::nger zone, be­
tween the passing of Fastnet and 
the time of the accident."

“I also lmd all the bulhi eads clos­
ed," Captain Turner continued. “Be- j 
tween tbe time of passing Fastnet, 
at about 11 o'clock, and of the tor- ' 
pedoing, I saw no sign whatever of j 
any submarines. There was some 
haze along the Irish coast, and when 
we were near Fastnet I slowed 
down to 15 knots. I was in wire­
less communication with shore all 
the way across."

Captain Turner was asked whether 
he had received any message In re­
gard to the presence of submarines 
off the Irish coast. He replied in 
tho affirmative. Questioned regard­
ing the nature of *fce message, he 
replied :

“I respectfully refer to the rdmir- 
alty for an answer."

“I also gave orders to stop the 
ship," Captain Turner continued, 
"but we could not stop. We found 
that the engines were out of com­
mission. It was not safe to lower 
boats until tho speed was off the 
vessel. As a matter of fact, there 
was a perceptible headway on her 
up to the time she went down.

When she was struck she listed 
to starboard. I stood on the bridge 
when she sank, and the Lusitania 
went down under me. She floated 
about eighteen irtlnutes after the 
torpedo struck her My watch stop­
ped at 2.36. I was picked up from 
among the wreckage and afterwards 
was brought aboard a trawler.

“No warship was Convoying us. I 
saw no warship, and none was re­
ported to me as having been seen. 
At the time I was picked up I no­
ticed bodies floatlrg on the surface, 
but saw no living persons.”

“Eighteen knots was not the nor­
mal speed of the Lusitania, was It?”

“At ordinary time," answered Cap­
tain Turner, "she could make 25 
knots, but in war times her speed 
was reduced to 21 knots. My reason 
for going 18 knots was that I wanted 
to arrive at Liverpool bar without 
•topping and within two or three 
hours of high water."

“Was there a lookout kept for sub­
marines, having regard to previous 
warnings?"

“Yes, we had double lookouts,
“Were you going a zig-zag course 

at the time the torpedoing took 
place?"

“No, it was bright weather and 
land was clearly vlelble.”

Liner Plunged to the Bottom, the Victim of 

German Submarines.
The Total Number of Saved is Now Placed at 767, Of Whom 465 Are Pas­

sengers, While 144 Bodies of the Victims Have Been Recovered
From the Sea

EYES OF THE WORLD TURNED TO THE UNITED STATES AWAITING THEIR ACTION
London, May 8—German piracy f tending to embark on British ships ing the gigantic liner ,to fragments, 

on the high seas reach A a climax 
with tiio deat: v.ctlcn of the world’s 
fastest paesengfr stoats* rt the Cun­
ard liner Lnsitacla, by torpedoes 
froir a submarine eff the Irish coast 
yesterday afternoon and the sacri­
ficing of tunny human lives. The 
kss of life this raoraîn*; can only be 
estimated but ii is placed by mem­
bers cf the crew who have been res­
cued at about 1,000 in'hiding both 
passengers and crew.

Many survivors, mangled by the 
force of the exilnsion and exhausted 
by the unaqual battle with the waves, 
have died in hospital at Queenstown,
Ireland. sin;e being rcrcued. Some 
hundreds l.Lve been landed at 
Qi eenstc wn, Cknokllty and Kinsale, i 
but the Cun rd offices at London ! 
closed at midnight without any de- j 
finite Infc matkn as to '_ae number j 
saved ani no list cf survivors was 
given cut.

There were 2,067 souls on board, of 
whom 1,257 were passengers. Of 
these 188 were A&erican citizens 
and if ti*e proportion lost is main­
tained throughout passengers and 
crew this ruer.ns tha; President Wil-

did so at the risk of the ship being 
destroyed, in accordance with the 
German war zone decree.

This warning, published in the 
form of an advertisement, did not 
result in the cancellation of a single 
passenger, nor did anonymous notes 
of warning, said to have been re­
ceived by seme passengers just be­
fore the big liner left her pier, deter 
any one from sailing.

Reports from Washington that it 
was privately known in official 
quarters that the Lusitania was to 
be torpedoed at the first opportunity, 
gave color to the opinion expressed 
in shipping circles tonight that the 
embassy's warning was intended to 
apply particularly to the Lusitania.

“Travelers intending to embark on 
the Atlantic voyage,” read the ad­
vertisement, “are reminded that a 
state of war exists between Great 
Britain and Germany, and that the 
zone of war includes the waters ad­
jacent to the British Isles, that, in 
accordance with formal notice giv­
en by the Import H government, ves­
sels flying the flag of Great Britain, 
or any of her Allies, are liable to j most of the 
destruction in those waters, and that

The. submarine was seen upon our 
starboard bow, suddenly appearing 
upon the surface and then diving 
abruptly again after firing the first 
torpedo. We saw the track made by 
the torpedo in the water and knew 
it was going to get us. It was aim­
ed to strike amidships and it got us 
fair and square. The Lusitania list­
ed forward and at once began to 
settle. While submerged the sub­
marine released two more torpedoes, 
both of which struck us. From the 
moment the submarine sighted us 
and submerged it was not seen 
again. It went off after accomplish­
ing its dirty work and never attempt­
ed to save man, woman or child, but 
left them to drown like rats in a 
trap. I believe that both Alfred G. 
Vanderbilt and his valet were drown­
ed.

“The Lusitania lived just twenty 
minutes after the first torpedo was 
fired.

“The approach and explosion of 
the first torpedo presented a terrible 
sight bat the passengers remained 
surprisingly cool. I believe that 

first class passengers 
were drowned. At the most no1 
more than 500 of 600 could have 
been saved. Most of those rescued

Ottawa, May 11—Another casualty 
list, containing 19 names, was is­
sued this afternoon.

wireless calls for help that the 
winged giant of the ceas was doomed 
from the first.

Qucenetovm, May 8, 1.10 a. m.—The 
tug Storm Cock has returned here 
bringing about 150 survivors of the 
Lusitania, prlnclprlly passengers, 
among whom we re many women, sev­
eral of t’-e crew and one steward.

Describing the experience of the 
Lusitania the steward said:

“The passengers were at lunch 
when a submarine came up and fired 
two torpedoes, whlh struck the Lusi­
tania on the starboard side, one for­
ward and the other In the engine 
room. They caused terrific explo­
sions.

•“Captain Turner immediately or­
dered the boats out. The ship be­
gan to list badly immediately. Ten 
boats were put Into the water, and 
between 409 and 500 passengers en­
tered them. The brat In which I 
was approached the laud with three 
other boats and we were picked up 
shortly after 4 o'clock by the Storm 
Cock. I fear that few of the officers 
were saved. They acted bravely.
' “There was only fifteen minutes 

from the time the ship was struck 
until she foundered, going down bow 
foremost. It was a dreadful sight."

Two other steamers with survivors 
are approaching Queenstown.

New York, May 8—The Lusitania, 
with a total of 1,251 passengers 
aboard, of whom 188 were Ameri­
cans, and with a crew of 816, sailed 
from here last Saturday, In the face 
of a warning published on the day of 
her departure by the German em­
bassy, which stated that travelers in­

to protect the Lusitania. They point­
ed out that it has been known for a 
week that an attack was to have 
been made on the big liner, but that 
not a single destroyer had been de­
tached to act as an escort for her 
from the Atlantic.

Captain Turner is about the only 
officer of the vessel reported saved, 
and he is said to have been taken 
from the water three hours after the 
Lusitania foundered.

The Cunard officers at nine o’clock 
had the names of only seven flrat- 
class passengers who had been sav­
ed. Although early reports said Al­
fred G. Vanderbilt probably had been 
saved it is now believed certain that 
he perished, along with Charles 
Frohman, Charles Klein and other 
noted members of the American col­
ony.

Dublin, May 9—The Lusitania was 
sunk without warning by a German 
submarine that fired three torpedoes 
Into her. The liner was shattered 
by the vtyiree explosions and sadji 
within twenty minutes after the first 
missile had been fired. This inform­
ation was given here today by the 
cabin steward of the lost ship upon 
his arrival from Queenstown.

His narrative follows:
"Most of the first cabin passengers 

were at lunch. The weather was 
beautifully clear and calm. We 
were about seven or olght miles off 
Qalleyhead and were making about 
16 knots when the attack was 
launched.

“Following the firkfi torpedo two 
more were launched. The first stag­
gered the ship. The others complet­
ed the work of destruction, shatter-

down with his ship. I think the 
first and second officer1*, five engi- 

! neers and seventeen out of seventy 
four firemen were saved. Wo had 
about 374 salcon passengers and as 
far as I know only 12 were saved.

A sixteen year old lad 
named W. G. E. Myers, of Stratford, 
Ontario, who was on his way to 
join the British navy, saw the tor­
pedo approaching the ship. He said 
that only two torpedoes were fired.

“I went below to get a lifebelt on 
as soon as I saw the torpedo coming 
towards us," said Myers. “There 
was a whole lot of excitement, and I 
saw some passengers trying to quiet 
a woman who had become hysteri­
cal. A lot of us got into a boat but 
the lined had become fouled and it 
could not be lowered. Meanwhile 
the liner was fast settling and it 
looked as though wo would be car­
ried down with her. Finally some 
one found a hatchet and we cut the 
moorings and got cleared, but we 
were only twG hundred yards away, 
when the ship sank bow first. Hun­
dreds of persons went down with 
her. We could hear the shrieks of 
these men and women as they were 
caught In the suction that dragged 
them to their death. It was appal­
ling to hear the death screams of 
those doomed persons, and some of 
those In our boat held their hands 
over their ears to shut out the 
dreadful clamor. We saw women 
and children drown, although we 
did our best to save all possible 
and at t*.*o last the boat waa burden­
ed to its carnelty."

Clinton Beror.rd, of New York, 
jumped overboard without a lifebelt 
and clung to a piece of wreckage un­
til he waa ffc*ke;l up.

Queenstown, May 10—With all 
survivors now almost certainly ac­
counted for. It is possible to make 
up tho figures of the toll of death 
exacted by the G°rman submarine 
which sent the giant Cunarder Lusi­
tania to the bottom of the sea. The 
latest revised figures aa made pub­
lic by the Cunard officers are as fob 
lows:

Total number of dead, 1,149; to­

tal American citizens dead, 115; 
bodies recovered, 144; bodies identi­
fied, 87 ; passengers* bodies identi­
fied, 65; crews bodies identified, 22; 
total number saved, 767; total pas­
sengers saved, 465; total of crew 
saved, 302.

Although there is still doubt as to 
whether two torpedoes exploded or 
whether the first detonation caused 
the big liner's boilers to let go. 
Captain Turner said there was 
no doubt that at least two torpedoes 
reached the ship. Making his first 
statement since the steamer went 
down under him, the Captain said 
today :

“I am not certain whether the 
two explosions—and there were 
two—resulted from torpedoes or 
whether one was a boiler explosion.
I am sure, however, that I saw the 
first torpedo strike the vessel on 
the starboard side. ï also saw a 
second ♦orpedo apparently headed 
straight for the steamer’s hull di­
rectly below the suite occupied by 
Alfred G. Vanderbilt. That is all 
that 1 can say until I have made mÿ 
official report to the court of in­
quiry, which has been called and 
over which Lord Mersey is to pre­
side."

Throughout the long hours of Sun­
day and last night preparations 
were pushed for the largest funeral 
In the history of this little Irish 
coast city. Dawn found the large 
squad of soldiers and marines still 
busy with their shovels In the old 
church graveyard on the outskirts 
of tbe city. The burial ground is 
one ot the prettiest spots in all pic­
turesque Ireland. Covered with 
flowers, its rolling green sward lies 
on the side of a hill, commanding 
the city on one side and the harbor 
on the other.

The harbor today presented a 
wonderously beautiful picture. Dot­
ted with small boats tossing up and 
down on the waves, with the sun 
shimmering from tho whltecaps as 
they broke. It was a picture of 
peace that gave no hint of the tra­
gedy that was being consummated. 
On the other side, the red topped 
white houses gleamed in the sun 
and among them, most conspicuous, 
was the big red roofed military hos­
pital, where many suffering surviv­
ors were being cared for.

Fourteen of the injured died on 
Sunday and their burial also takes 
place today. Three distinct funeral 
processions wended their way from 
the temporary morgues through the 
narrow streets and up over the hill 
to the cemetery. Each was made 
up in the same manner. First came 
a police escort, then the troop es­
cort appropriate for victims who as 
non-combatants had fallen as sacri­
fices of war. Then ten coffin laden 
horse lorries, wagons with thé weep­
ing mourners, and finally the general 
public. The citizens of Queenstown, 
and hundreds who had flpeked her® 
from the outlying territory, did 
evârything vpossible *> show their 
respect Hats vtÿre carried In hands, 
houses along the route of the pro­
cession were crepe draped and all 
flags were at half staff as an out­
ward show of sorrow.

New York, May 10—With prompt 
and thunderous unanimity the news­
papers of the United States join in 
denouncing as an unspeakable atro­
city the Seatruction ot the Lusitania 
and the slaughter of nearly fourteen 
hundred passengers by a German 
submarine.

“The Crime of Infamy" one edi­
torial calls the attack, while others 
freely use such terms as “Murder," 
“Piracy" and "Barbarism." Through­
out the editorials there runs a tone 
ot firm demand for prompt and 
adequate action by the government 
at Washington.

What is a safe formula for mixing 
ammonia for removing metal fouling 
ln rifle bore?

The formula for removing metal 
fouling Is:
Ammonium caroonate ....200 grains
Ammonium hydrate ...............6 ounces
Ammonium persulphate .........1 ounce
Distll'ed water ........................4 ounces

To apply, cork up the breech of 
the riflo tightly and fit a 
short section of rubber tubing over 
the muzzle. Fill the barrel with the 
mixture and allow to remain about 
an hour, then pour out and clean the 
barrel thoroughly. Be caheful nqt 
to get any of this mixture on any of 
the wood parts of the riflo as it will 
remove the finish. If allowed to dry 
on any of the metal parts it will 
cause rust. This should be mixed 
fresh as it is most effective when 
fresh. The stale solution Is danger­
ous as It Is likely to cause rust.

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THE SINKING OF
THE LUSITANIA

While It may .perhaps be true that 
the loss of 1400 lives is reckoned as 
only an incident in t'rese days, when 
12,000 Canadians suffer nearly 6000 
casualitics in one brttle, and the 
British deni—nqt the casualities, 
but the killed—in farce days* fight­
ing round Neuve Chappclle number­
ed 190 officers and 2,337 of other 
ranks, it is none the less equally 
true that probably no incident since 
the war started has so stirred the 
whole civilized world as the sinking 
of the Lusitania. The fate ct this 
noble vessel war: a maritime mas­
sacre in which non-combatants of 
various nations were deliberately 

murdered by German sea power. 
Just as non-comb.itant French and 
Belgian men, women and children 
have been murdered by German | 
land power. Germany’s respensibil-1 
ity remains, in the light of this lat-1 

est outrage, the most crushing she j 
has yet had to shoulder. Doubtless j 
however, it sets as lightly cn her, as 
all her other responsibilities appear 
to do. la their desperatioq, the 
Kaiser and his subordinates intend, 
it would seem, to step at nothing. 
The iceberg which sunk the Titanic 
was an unconscious agent, while 
the Empress of Ireland was the vic­
tim of an accident. But to deliberat­
ely torpedo a giant passenger ship 
with 2000 non-combatants, including 
women and children aboard was to 
undertake murder on such an unpre­
cedented scale a 3 to proclaim those 
who ordered this outrage nothing 
short of fiends incarncte.

The dastardly deed was n0 unfor­
tunate mistake, for there is ample 
proof that the horror was deliberate­
ly planned weeks ago. The sub­
marine commander had orders from 
Berlin to destroy the Lusitania on 
this voyage. Germans all over the 
United States knew this. Hence the 
telegrams that poured into would-be 
passengers to abandon the journey! 
Hence the swarm of Germans who 
buttonholed passengers on the dock 
at New York last Saturday and 
begged them not to sail. The Ger­
man Embassy at Washington had 
gone so far as to insert official ad­
vertisements In the Metropolitan 
press informing the public of the 
danger of embarking upon any but 
American vascels. This warning 
was a deliberate Insult to the in­
telligence of the American people.

The Lusitania was a peaceful com­
mercial vessel pursuing; her ordin­
ary avocation. The subjects of neu­
tral countries had as much light to 
travel on her with Impunity and 
safety as they had to travel upon 
their own vessels, subject to the 
chance of tjie ship's capture and 
confiscation as a prize of war. Ger­
many's action in attacking this ves­
sel and thereby Placing in jeopardy 
the lives of hundreds of neutral 
subjects brings to the fore a direct 
conflict between the rights of neu­
tral countries, such cs the United 
States, and her own arrogant pre­
tensions as a belligerent. She Is 
entirely in the wrong, and the warn­
ing she gave in no way minimises 
the offence.

This fresh display of German 
“Kultur," raises anew the question 
as to how long the Washington Gov­
ernment Is going to be scorned and 
trampled on by the most unscrupul­
ous and barbarous race of, modern 
times. What effect is this deliber­
ate destruction of two hundred 
American lives In cold blood going 
to have upon public sentiment 
throughout the United States? Can 
President Wilson and his cabinet 
continue to stand on one side and 
allow thoir protests to go unheeded, 
and still submit as though they re­
presented some little Insignificant 
state? The world has heard a good 
deal of loud talk emanating from

Washington, and threats that If any 
disaster happened to American lives, 
Germany would be held to “strict 
accountability.” The time Las come 
now when talk is of little avail; 
something mere definite must take 
place unless the United States and 
its government is to fall into con­
tempt among the other nations of 
the world.

Moreover, if the Washington Gov­
ernment continues to hold aloof, 
what standing will it have at the 
close of the war? If it persistently 
ignores continuous breaches of in­
ternational agreement and conven­
tion, what weight can it hope to 
carry hereafter in the counci's of 
the nations?

Germany has served notice on the 
world of her intention to disregard 
anything and everything in the 
shape of international law and cus­
tom that in anyway interferes with 
her plans. Unable to enforce with 
her navy her marine position, she 
claims everything in order hide the 
hollowness of her pretensions as a 
sea power. Her navy is unable to 
leave its retreat, and she chooses in­
stead to adopt the methods of the 
thug and the hooligan. If the other 
nations are not prepared to admit 
and accept this latest exhibition of 
German “frigKtfulncss.” the full 
force of their practical indignation 
will be brought down on Germany's 
head. Considerate nr; of common hu­
manity demand that all should unite 
in putting this dangerous menace to 
the world's peace out of business 
once and for all.

I don’t know the exact extent 
to which the Lusitania w as damag-1 
ed.”

“There must have been seriou* i 
damage done to the watertight bulk-1 
heads?”

There certainly was, without ; 
doubt.”

“W^re the passengers supplied ! 
with lifebelts’” . j

“Yes."
“Were any special orders given J 

that morning that lifebelts be put 
on?”

•No.”
‘Was any warning given you be­

fore you were torpedoed?”
“None whatever, it was suddenly 

done and finished.”
“If there had been a patrol about, 

might it have been of assistance?”
It might, but it is one of those 

things one never knows.”
With regard to the threats against 

his ship Captain Turner said he saw 
nothing, except that which appeared 
in the New York papers the day be­
fore the Lusitania sailed. He nevei 
had heard the passengers talking 
about the threats, he said.

“Was a warning given to the low­
er decks «after the strip had been 
struck?” Captain Turner was asked.

‘All the passengers must have 
heard the explosion,” Captain Turn­
er replied

Captain Turner, in answering an­
other question, said he r> '•eived no 
report from the lookout bv >re the 
torpedo struck the Lusitania.

After physicians had testified that 
the victims had met death through 
prolonged immersion and exhaustion 
the coroner summed up the case 
and the jury brought in its verdict.

It was found that the new 
bullet, as soon as it struck, split up, 
or spread out or "mush roomed," 
making a terrible would which 
would immediately put the worst 
savage oùt of business. Since then, 
many o4her ways have been found 
for giving the same effect, but one 
and all have been named after this 
place of origin of the first one of 
the type Dum-Dum.

CLEANING WINDOWS

A good idea, particularly in the 
winter time, when the washing of 
windows is always unpleasant work, 
is to frequently wipe off the Inside 
of the glass with a dry cloth. It is 
surprising to find how much dust 
and dirt can be removed. In clean­
ing the windows, if a little washing 
soda and a tablespcorful of alcohol 
are added to each pall of water the 
glass will be much brighter.

IMPROVE THE HOME GROUNDS

Now is the time to clean up about 
the house and lawn. The dead parts 
of vines and shrubbery should be 
removed and the fence straightened 
up if need be, flower beds laid out 
and made, and perhaps a few shadp 
trees planted. Native trees, espec- 
la’ly those grown in the rather 
other places, often thrive best and 
make the most desirable shade trees 
In case a lawn is to be started this 
spring It should be done without 
further delay. A desirable lawn 
grass seed mixture for one acre can 
be made by mixing 42 pounds of 
pure Kentucky blue grass seed, 5 
pounds of Red Top and 3 pounds of 
white clover. Rake the seed in well 
and roll lightly. Probably there are 
worn or bare spots on the lawn that 
neéds repairing. Cover such acres 
with an inch or two of well rotted 
manure, spade deeply, stamp lightly 
and sow with lawn seed. Rake well 
and roll. If «possible, these areas 
should be kept moist.

CLEANING-UP DAY

At present writing the weather In­
dications are very strongly against 
Friday next being a suitable day for 
cleaning up the town, and t now 
looks as though Mayor Stothari will 
have to select some other day, if 
flier* is anything in superstition.

Land Regulations

Any person who is the sole head 
of a family, or any male over 18 years 
old* may homestead a quarter section 
of available Dominion, land in Mani­
toba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The 
applicant must appear in person at 
the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub­
agency for district. Entry by proxy 
may Be made at any agency on cer­
tain conditions, by father, mother, 
son, daughter, brother or sister of 
intending homesteader.

Duties: Six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each of three years. A homesteader 
may live within nine miles of his 
homestead on a farm of at least 80 
acres solely owned and occupied by 
him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sis‘er.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt a 
quarter section alongside his home­
stead, Price $3 per -acre.

Duties: * Must reside upon the 
homestead or pre-emption six months 
in each of six. years from date of 
homestead entry (including the time 
requited to earn homestead patent) 
and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
his homestead right and cannot ob­
tain a pre-emption may enter for a 
purchased homestead in certain dis­
tricts. Price $3 per acre. Duties. 
Must reside six months in each of 
three years, cultivate fifty acres and 
erect a house worth $300.
